Health Minister unveils new

Huntingdon County Hospital

It was a completely new
hospital which the Quebec
Health and Social Sevices
Minister opened on
Saturday, June 13 in
Huntingdon.

. With MNA  André
Chenail also present,
Marc-Yvan coté spoke to
those present underlining
the fact that the essential
part of the construction
project was the interior. It
should hold a human
warmth without cuts to

what patients had in their
families. The minister esti-
mated that the long-term
patients should not feel
left out.

Speaking of this region,
Cote said that the services
offered are an example of
what the government
would like to see across
the province.

He also took the oppor-
tunity to announce that his
ministry will compensate
the $500,000 needed for

the renovation work. This
comes out of govern-
ment’s budget which totals
240 million dollars.

President of the hospital
council, Gilles Vallée, not-
ed that the number of beds
has expanded from 22 to
60. Fifty four are reserved
for long-term care, five for
intensive rehabilitation
and one for temporary
care.

Vallée reminded the
audience that in
Huntingdon the CLSC and

the hospital share the same
administrative services,
this in turn saves on health
care costs which is a goal
of the ministry.

He also made special
reference to the Hospital
Foundation which has
appealed to the public and
raised $350,000 toward
the project. He said that
the population holds the
Huntingdon County
Hospital Center close to
their hearts.

MEQuhits the roof instead of windows

What’s more important -
replacing a roof at
Huntingdon Academy orre-
placing windows at
Hemmingford Elementary
School?

According to the Protes-
tant Regional School Board
of Chateauguay Valley, it ‘s
not a contest. The windows
in Hemmingford have pri-
ority. Unfortunately, the
Ministry of Education ap-
pears to disagree.

Despite the Board’s em-
phasis on the Hemmingford
situation in a request for
funds from the MEQ), assis-
tant director general André
Pinard of the MEQ s regional
office replied that only an
original Huntingdon roof

request has been accepted
by the government.

All of which was found
perplexing by the Board’s
Council of Commissioners,
tosay the least. Sothey voted
to forward another request
to the Ministry, asking for a
reversal of the decision.

At the request of the
Ormstown School Board, the
provisionally awarded
shared-cost project for the
replacement of  the
Huntingdon Academy roof
forthe 1992-93 financial year
was formally switched tothe
Hemmingford project in an
official letter to the Ministry.

The amount of the gov-

emmental funding for the
windows is $64,840. Al-
lowing for a GST credit of
approximately $6,150, that
brings the MEQ contribu-
tion total to $71,000.

The total costs of the work
have been estimated at
$136,557 and the normal
Board contribution under
budgetary regulations would
have been $100,000.

However, the Ministry in
this instance would require
that only the difference be-
tween its contribution and
the total project cost be
funded by the Board...an
amount totalling $65,557.
Providing the government
reverses itselfand allows the

Hemmingford Township: salt, signs, thieves

The regular meeting of
the Hemmingford
Township Council was
held on Monday, June 1 in
the Town Hall with coun-
cillor Michel Prieur abs-
ent. Tenders will be
requested for the purchse
of salt and sand for the
1992-93 winter roads, for
250 metric tons of salt and
600 tons of medium grade
sand for the same 3 to 1
sand/salt mix as last year.

The Minister of
Transport has notified the
municipality, that they will
remain responsible for
Routes 202 and 219 only,
while the maintenance of
all other roads in the
Township will become the
Township's responsibility
as of April 1992, The
council is protesting the
transfer of the roads in
their present poor
condition,

A donation of $100 was
given to the Havelock Fair
for 1992. The Lions Club
will attach their logo to
the four Township signs
located at the entrances to
Hemmingford.

Signs will be requested
from the Minister of
Transport to show a horse
crossing for the riding sta-
bles (Michel Bouchard) on
Montée Giroux and near
Bishop's along Route 202,
for reasons of safety.

The council will have
two photos of

Hemmingford reproduced
and mounted for the muni-
cipal office - the old
Barrington railway station
and a local butter factory
from the 1800’s.

Following the theft of
several horses from sta-
bles in the area, the coun-
cil will request that the
Surete du Quebec increase
their surveillance of our
area. They will also be
asked to up surveillance in
the village, due to the
increased instances of van-

dalism lately.

Evaluators for the muni-
cipality, will prepare an
annex to the evaluation
roll for 1992, indicating
non-residential immova-
bles (land and buildings),
which will permit a surtax
to be charged on these
properties.

A citizen brought up
concerns over the effect
which the numerous new
wells drilled by the golf
club would have on the

earea’s water table and on
neighboring wells.

Members of the council
will attend an economic
strategy planning session
of June 20, organized by
the Corporation for
Economic Development in
Napierville. The secretary
was authorized to attend
the annual municipal
secretaries’ conference in
Quebec, to be held during
August.

There is hope that the

St.Lawrence River can be

saved from environmental stress. Six prominent conser-
vation groups of this region and the province have united
to create an action plan for cleaning up the Canada's
greatest waterway from which the Haut St-Laurent region

takes its name.

ZIPisthe Zone d'Intervention Prioritaire Valleyfield-
Beauhamnois-Chéateauguay. It is a plan to protect the river
zone which is the source of drinking water for more than

2 million Quebecers.

The ZIP concept (Areas of Concern) is a common
project of the Southwest Quebec groups Action for the
Defense of Nature (ADN), Crivert (Valleyfield), Option
Verte (Chéteauguay), and Héritage St-Bernard, as well as
the provincial groups Société pour Vaincre la Pollution
(SVP) and I'Union Québécoise pour la Conservation de la

Nature (UQCN).
Shocking statistics have

been exposed in their new

flyer which outlines the sources and affected areas of
industrial pollution in the St.Lawrence River, Lake

St.Francis and Lake St.Louis.

The flyer entitled “Dans notre St-Laurent... Savez-

vous ce qu’il y a?"’ was launched on May 26 at a press
conference. Industry of the region is to blame for much of
the river's unhealthy state. Among the polluters named are
Zinc Electrolytique du Canada: Stanchem/PPG; and

EXPRO.

Examples of the pollution being dumped into the
watercourse include 135 tons of zinc and 5.1 tons of
cadmium in 1976. However, over the years 1976-1990,

Zinc Electrolytique has reduced these
cent and 65 percent respectively.

figures by 78 per-

Stanchem/PPG has reduced its mercury waste by 94
percent over the same period to 12 kilograms per year.

EXPRO's waste increased by 59 percent, according
to the coalition’s figures, to 321 tons of suspended matter

per year. (1990).

They have pointed fingers at
specific areas of concern so that local population can react

to remedy the situation.

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HEALTH CARE MODELS

Quebec’s Health and Social
Serivces Minister Marc-Yvan Coté is
in the news these days after
announcing his nineteen objectives
for Quebecers to get themselves in
better physical shape. Eating less junk
food and getting more exercise are
two of the obvious recommendations.
Preventing disease, which is the role
of the CLSC’s, is also among his
priorities.

Another goal is to cut health costs
and save the government some
money but critics of the minister say
his methods of cutting back will take
away services needed to ensure the
health of the elderly and youth.

While politicians yak back and
forth at each other in the city, the
country folk out here have been
working away at improving health
care and saving the government
money in a real way. Fortunately the
minister made a trip out to the
Chateauguay Valley last weekend to
see the accomplishments achieved
through dedicated administors and

community spirit.

He inaugurated the newly-
renovated Huntingdon County
Hospital and the new wing of the
Barrie Memorial in Ormstown. Both,
he said, are examples of what that
government would like to see across
the province.

All told, well over $400,000 has
been raised in the past couple of years
from the public to complete these
projects. Dedicated volunteers of the
hospital foundations and the women's
groups supporting the institutions
have been the inspiration that has
realized modern and homey facilities
for our elderly and those requiring
rehabilitation care.

In Huntingdon, the CLSC and the
hospital center share a common
administration which again is to save
money for use in health services.
From the top level of management to
the generosity of individuals, this
region is an example of how health
care services can be run effectively in
the province.

In the spirit of

I see by last week’s reporting of the
municipal meeting that my name was
dragged into an argument the councillors
were having over zoning. The area in
question as far as my situation is con-
cerned is the four blocks on Bouchette
between Prince and the train tracks, on
which there are two depanneurs, an
industrial excavation business, doctor,
hair stylist, pool hall, snack bar, antique
barn, already. I am not mentioning truck
drivers and their trucks which is also an
infraction, nor businesses on the corners
of the streets in question. There is juris-
prudence in court for the saying “the sum
shines for everyone”.

The new zoning law which came into
force in the early eighties excluded real
estate agents from being on the list for
professionals allowed to have an office in
their place of residence. The old zoning
law permitted this situation to exist.

Last year [ went around to people on
Bouchette St. and knocked on doors and
in the space of three hours got over one
hundred signatures from the zone in
question supporting my cause. One per-
son refused to sign but supported me

business

after the animals had escaped. I further
suggest that a business such as Fertibec
which may or may not be an environmen-
tal threat is a different problem which is
not located on Bouchette.

If my office is going to be involved as
some kind of trade off political bargain-
ing pawn, I object. Most of my business
is carried out at other locations. From
time to time clients may want to stop off
to look at pictures or listings. People who
suggest that I move are loath to subsidize
that move. Indeed our town building
inspector is also loath toove and would
like the town to subsidize his move.

In the spirit of encouraging business in
the town perhaps an easier solution for
councillors would be to come to some
kind of deal with Fertibec. How about
reducing or cancelling their tax burden on
condition that they take positive steps to
install safer procedures. This tactic was
adopted in Hemmingford when Park
Safari was in trouble. The municipal
council helped the new owners in closing
a deal by cancelling their back taxes. In
the long run this proved to be a wise
measure.

On Fitzpatrick’s recom-
mendation, Bemnier was ap-
pointed on a 40 percent part-
time basis for the 1992-93
school year.

“Why doesn’t Darel
maintain his full-time posi-
tion as secretary general?”
asked school commissioner
Peter Finlayson. “How was
thisappointmentmade? Was
the job advertised?”

“No,” Fitzpatrick replied.
“I felt it was preferable to
separate the position of sec-
retary general from the post
of financial director (also
held by Lang). We’re mak-
ing the position a 40% job
because it does not require
100%,” he added. (Theother
60% of Bernier's salary will

come from her day job as
Fitzpatrick’s office
secretary...previously a full-
time position.)

In reply to a question by
commissioner Steve Bobula,
Fitzpatrick said that Bernier
will be receiving “a modest
salary increase” but he re-
fused to provide a dollars
and cents figure at the public
Board meeting, contending
it was “confidential infor-
mation” even though the
School Board is a public
entity where taxpayers foot
the bill.

“How can we appoint
someone if we don’t know
much money they’re mak-
ing?” Bobula asked.

“It’s not a secret,” re-
sponded Fitzpatrick.

“Well, if it’s not a secret,
tell us,” Bobula entreated.

ButFitzpatrick insistedon
doing so only “in camera”
and other Board members
agreed. As a result, the
meeting was moved into
committee and nine non-
commissioners were asked
to leave the hall whereupon
they were forced to congre-
gate outside the Howick El-
ementary School like so
much cattle.

The National Task Force on Cross Border
Shopping has released its 600-page $400,000 report
and submits that Canada’s distribution channels in-
crease prices in this couniry over those in the U.S.A.

The Canadian Federation of lndependem l?.lusi-
ness argues that it is the government itself that is to
blame: cross-border shopping is fuelled by high
taxes, the group says.

Whatever the cause, The Gleaner was in a
unique geographical position this week to receive
two catalogues from the same company-one at our
Canadian address and the other at our U.S. address.

The catalogues entitled *1992-93 Day-Timers”
are identical except for the phone numbers and
addresses for making orders...and the price tags. The
U.S. merchandise comes out the winner every time,
often with an amazing price differential.

For instance, the Europa Day-Timer Portfolio/
Binder, an attaché case, is listed for $155 in the
American catalogue; the same item in Canada costs
$235. A pen and letter opener set, on the other hand,
comes out a bit closer: $55 U.S. or $65 CDN.

 Why the prices differ will surely be debated in
this country for a long time.

ministre Marc-Yvan Coté a
précisé que la
complémentarité des services
se veut I’exemple que le
gouvernement aimerait voir a
travers la belle province de
Québec.

Ce ruban a été coupé par la
présidente du conseil
d’administration du Centre
hospitalier, Ann Whitehead,
en présence du ministre
Marc-Yvan Coté; du déput.é
de la circonscription de
Beauhanrois-Huntingdon,
André Chenail; du président
du Conseil de la santé et des
services sociaux de la régie,
Jean-Claude Beaudoin; et du
directeur général du Centre
hospitalier Barrie Memorial,
Guy Rho.

Dans son allocution, le
ministre Marc-Yvan COté a
tenu & préciser que la région
se voulait un modéle pour
tout le Québec puisque cette
communauté n’abuse pas de
ses demandes auprds du
gouvernement. “Vous tentez
de régler avec votre
populaton vos besoins dans le
secteur”, de dire le ministre
Marc-Yvan COté.

Strawberry Fields Forever

“I'm gonna have a lot of
jean shorts this summer’’
announces Scott Taylor as
he stars down at yet another
pair of knee-less jeans. “I go
through so many jeans this
way."’

No, Scott is not a penitent
manheis strawberry Farmer.,
Scott and Eveline Taylor
own Valmont Farm’s 50
acres of fields nestled on the
Gore Road between the
Towns of Ormstown and
Huntingdon.

A mere four acres of
Valmont is devoted to
strawberries. The size of the
aloted land does not reflect
the importance of the crop,
strawberries are a 15 year
dream for Scott.

Born in Ontario, Scott
moved to Quebec when he
was seven. In the last reces-
sion he left Quebec to find
work and landed in Toronto.
“I wanted to make enough
money to come back here
and buy a farm, and that’s
what I did. When they re-
turned Eveline and the real
estate agent looked over
various farm houses while
Scott could be found out in
the fields taking soil samples.
“I had dirt in the back of my
carfortwoyears’’ hemoans.

Scott and Eveline pride
themselves on never having
used insecticides.

“Insecticides are not cru-
cial with strawberries. ““Scott
points out. “It’s not like an
apple where you get a worm
in the fruit. The bugs may
affect the flower buds. The
fruit will mature and might
not be perfectly shaped, but
still tastes good.”’ Like ev-
erything else our society
demands perfection. Every-
one is looking for the “per-
fect’” “berry.”” In order to
achieve this you have to lace
this fruit with all sorts of
insecticides and fungicides.
“It’s expensive and unnec-
essary’’ Scott states.

Strawberries have the
highest pesticide residue in
fruit mainly because of their
pourous nature. The berries
soak up moisture so quickly
they suck in any pesticide
that they are sprayed with.
Unlike alot of fruit youcan’t
peel them. Some growers
spray insecticides and fun-
gicidesupto five days before
harvest. This means that you
are directly ingesting them
into your system.

Scott and Eveline have
tried a more creative ap-
proachtotheinsectand weed
problem. This year at flow-
ering time they have shipped
in 72,000 lady bugs from the
mountains of California to
control insects, (that’s about
one gallon of the little crit-
ters).

Honey bees will help with
the pollination. Scott plans
to put a few hives in the
strawberry fields. “Ifaflower
does not get pollinated,”
Evelineexplains “the results
is “Cat faced’’ or “button’’
berries. Although these ber-

ries are extremely edible
some people don’t like the
look of them.”’

**Sobring onthe ladybugs,
and bring on the bees’’ pro-
claims Scott. At Valmont
Farm they use’both organic
and modemn technics. There
is definitely a certain risk
involved, but I think people
appreciated our reduced
spraying program.’’

Atthistime of yearyouare
most likely to find the
Taylorsinthe fields... Weeds
harborinsects and thatmeans
trouble forstrawberries. Less
herbicides mean more work
to keep the weeds under
control. Scott and Eveline

feel goodabouttheirdecision
to avoid unnecessary herbi-
cides*“With confidence Scott
sumsitall up, we might have
some more work to do, but
your going to have the best
tasting berries around. Chil-
dren can walk through our
fields and you don’t have to
worry about them eating
unwashed berries.”’

The strawberry season
starts soon. Valmont Farm
welcomes visitors to leamn
about the birds and the bees
and the lady bugs and taste
what they do for strawber-
ries.
