Mothers’ literacy beliefs: Connections with the home literacy environment and pre-school children’s literacy
development

This study examined mothers’ beliefs about literacy development, the association of those beliefs with other aspects
of the home literacy environment, and connections between parental literacy beliefs and pre-school aged children’s
literacy development. Data were collected from 79 mothers and their children over one year, and two profiles of
parental literacy beliefs emerged. ‘Facilitative’ mothers believed that taking an active role in teaching children at
home would provide opportunities for their children to gain vocabulary, knowledge, and morals. ‘Conventional’
mothers expressed the belief that schools, more than parents, are responsible for teaching children and tended to
report many challenges to reading with children. Homes with Facilitative mothers tended to be more literacy
enriching than homes of Conventional mothers, and children with Facilitative mothers displayed more advanced
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print knowledge and interest in reading. These findings have implications for understanding the connections among
parental literacy beliefs, home literacy environments, and children’s literacy outcomes.

Health Care-Based Interventions for Women Who Have Experienced Sexual Violence : A Review of the
Literature

Thirty publications that evaluated health care-based interventions for women who experienced sexual violence were
reviewed. The findings highlight that clinicians often need training in the provision sexual assault care, and that not
all emergency departments have sexual assault care protocols. Studies examining effectiveness found that Sexual
Assault Nurse Examiner programs are very helpful, that health care-based sexual assault treatment settings attract
more women than do forensic-based settings, that sexual assault survivors often prefer a combination of medication
and counseling treatment, and that preexam administration of a video explaining the collection of forensic evidence
may reduce women's stress during the procedure. Studies on postexposure HIV prophylaxis found that many women
did not complete the treatment regimen, often because of side effects. Emergency contraception to prevent postrape
pregnancy is not consistently offered to women. Only one study reported on abortion as part of the range of sexual
assault services.

Health care providers and patients agree that domestic violence presents a serious health issue that falls within the
purview of medical care.

Drawing upon the expertise of a cadre of scholars and practitioners, this book has four
parts: (1) conceptualizing violence and exploitation against females, (2) violence
against girls and female adolescents, (3) violence against women, and (4) cultural and
international perspectives on violence against women.

Contributors place violence against women and girls within a variety of cultural and
religious perspectives and also present theories of violence, the role of stereotyping,
and the effect of violence in the larger community. The recent emergence of cyber
violence, particularly against adolescents, is addressed, and several violence
prevention programs are described.

Violence against elderly women, disabled women, and pregnant women are
addressed, as are the public health issues related to violence against women. The final
section of the book expands the cultural perspective through chapters on domestic
violence in Latin America, South Asia, Israel, and among ethnic enclaves within the
United States. A report on female genital mutilation is included. The role of the
United Nations and non-governmental organizations in preventing violence against
women globally concludes the volume.

Cet article présente une analyse critique de 12 études traitant de la relation entre I’intimidation et la dépression.
Qu’ils soient victimes ou agresseurs, les jeunes impliqués dans des situations d’intimidation présentent fréqguemment
des symptomes dépressifs. Encore peu étudié, le lien entre ces variables commence a intéresser les chercheurs. Pour
chacune des études recensées dans cet article, sont indiqués 1) les caractéristiques des échantillons, 2) les instruments
de mesure utilisés, 3) les variables particulieres ciblées et 4) le devis de recherche.

Bullying: Prevalence and the Effect of Age and Gender
Rebecca Griffin Smith, Alan M Gross

This study investigated the prevalence and nature of bullying and victimization utilizing a cross-sectional design,
targeting children in grades 5, 6, and 10. Multiple measures of aggression and bullying/victimization were completed
by children, parents, and teachers. Analyses revealed rates of bullying consistent with those observed in the
literature. Consistent with expectations, males were rated overall as engaging in more fighting and overt aggression
than females. However, contrary to expectations, no support was found for the notion that bullying behavior would
decrease with age. Examination of gender differences suggested that in grade 6, boys demonstrated higher levels of
overt bullying behavior, and in grade 10 girls exhibited higher levels of relational bullying behavior. Implications of
these findings are discussed.

Quand I’Etat oblige les enfants a aller & I’école, elle a le devoir d’assurer leur sécurité. Or, I’école est propice a la
violence. Plusieurs enfants y ont leur premiére dure confrontation avec la cruauté. Enfermez une foule de jeunes dans
I’enceinte d’une école, immobiles pendant des heures, soumis a un code rigide, avec une surveillance limitée, et les
frictions sont inévitables. La captivité, c’est bien connu, est cause de stress et d’agressivité. La derniére fois que j’ai
eu une engueulade avec mon pére, c’est apres avoir vécu deux semaines dans I’exiguité d’un voilier; et c’était pour
une bagatelle. Ajoutez au mélange scolaire des enfants issus d’un milieu violent ou au tempérament dominant,
comme il y en a forcément, et vous avez un joli nid de guépes. Dans les coins sombres, loin de I’oeil scrutateur des
adultes, les plus forts imposent la loi de la jungle, les faibles en proie au cannibalisme.

Le phénomene semble avoir pris des proportions démesurées. Est-ce I’effet des médias? Peu importe. La chose ne
saurait étre tolérée dans une perspective d’éducation a la citoyenneté. Heureusement, le MELS a décidé d’agir en
préparant un plan d’action pour contrer la violence a I’école, notamment dans I’espoir de contrer les gangs (Le
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Soleil: Québec s’attaque a la violence a I’école). Ce ne sera pas du gateau. Il ne faudrait pas négliger la principale
forme de violence a laquelle les éléves sont confrontés: le bullying. Une étude publiée dans la revue Archives of
Pediatrics & Adolescent Medicine révéle que les programmes multidisciplinaires intégrés a la mission de I’école
connaissent les meilleurs taux de réussite (EurekAlert!: Bullying can be reduced but many common approaches
ineffective). Les initiatives mitigées sont des coups d’épée dans I’eau.

We found bullying can be curbed, but that many common methods of dealing with the problem, such as classroom
discussions, role playing or detention, are ineffective. Whole school interventions involving teachers, administrators,
and social workers committed to culture change are the most effective and are especially effective at the junior and
senior high school level.

Burned by Bullying in the American Workplace:Prevalence, Perception, Degree, and Impact

This study assesses the prevalence of workplace bullying in a sample of United States” workers, using a standardized
measure of workplace bullying (Negative Acts Questionnaire, NAQ), and compares the current study’s prevalence
rates with those from other bullying and aggression studies. The article opens by defining bullying as a persistent,
enduring form of abuse at work and contrasting it with other negative workplace actions and interactions. Through a
review of the current literature, we propose and test hypotheses regarding bullying prevalence and dynamics relative
to a sample of U.S. workers. After discussing research methods, we report on the rates of bullying in a U.S. sample,
compare these to similar studies, and analyze the negative acts that might lead to perceptions of being bullied. Based
upon past conceptualizations, as well as research that suggests bullying is a phenomenon that occurs in gradations,
we introduce and provide statistical evidence for the construct and impact of bullying degree. Finally, the study
explores the impact of bullying on persons who witnessed but did not directly experience bullying in their jobs.

Second, within interpersonal aggression, are there different predictors of supervisor-
and coworker-targeted aggression? Third, what are the relative contributions of individual (i.e., trait anger, negative
affectivity, and biological sex) and situational (i.e., injustice, job dissatisfaction, interpersonal conflict, situational
constraints, and poor leadership) factors in explaining interpersonal and organizational aggression? Results show that
both individual and situational factors predict aggression and that the pattern of predictors is target specific.
Implications for future research are discussed.

“Twenty-four males and 14 females died. Compared with the general population, the standardized mortality ratio in
this group of CAP patients was significantly higher in both sexes. Behavioral problems, school problems, and co-
morbid alcohol or drug abuse and criminality (including alcohol-related crimes) were found to be important
predictors. Thirty-two deaths were attributed to suicide, intoxication, drug overdose, or accident; one patient died of
an alcohol abuse-related disorder, and five patients died of natural causes. Suicide was the most common cause of
death, but only 2 of these 19 cases were initially admitted for attempted suicide.”
