ART, 2,- The Company recognizes the Union as the official represectative of
its employees and agrees to aot with it according to the Professional
3yndicates Aot (Revised Statutes of Guebes, Chapter 255, amendments).

ART, 3.~ The Company agrees to hire only members in goos standing with the
Union. In ease of need of hands the Company shall apply to the
Union, If the Union is unable to supply the wanted hunds the
Company may hire any employees of its cholce. [or any new smployee
a delay of 15 days will be given to become a member of the Union,

The Compsny gronts to the offieial representative of the UNIOUN
NATIONALE DU VETEMENT the right to eolleot uninn duea on ite property
provided it does not interfere with the Company's affairs.

HOURS AND FAG!.S:

ART. %.- a) Wages are to be those set by the decree relating to tie Dress
Industry, Order-in-couneil No. 3519 of the 24th of September 1940,
and amendments plus an inoreasd of 13.4% incorporated in those wages.

b) Notwithstanding the above article the employees will benefit an
inorease of 107 on top of their piece work prices.

¢) kmployee's working by the hour will benefit an increase of 10%
effective on the Gtn of October 1947.




HOUR3 AND WAGES: (continued)

d) All female employees will bemefit sm ineresse of 7¢ per hour
effective on the lst of October 1948, That increase will be paid
only to employess who will not loose more then two (7) hours per
woek of work givem by the Company.

1ll.= The Company will allow the representative of 1'UNI N NATIONALE DO
VETEMENT to visit any depertment when it ia necessary for the good
of the employees and discuss with the Head of the Department, or
the managsment of the Company, by sppolntment, all questlons
relative to the welfare of the employees and questions of general
intersst.

For the good understanding amd in the interest of both par‘ies, the
Company agrees to meet a ocommittee representing the members of the
Unicn while this mgreement is in foree, to disouss and settle all
queations goncerning piece work prices and the welfmre of the
employees.

ART, 13.- All members of the Comnittee must be chosen from the employees of
the Compeny.

)_STRIKE OR LOCKUT SHALL B PERMITTED:

ART, l4.- Por the duration of this mgreement no lock-out, stoppage of work
or strike is permitted.

If any dispute shall arise which ceannot be agreed upon by the two
parties, the Compuny and the Union may appoint en fapartiel
chairmen. If the two parties fall to agree on the noaination of
the impartial chairmen, they may apply to the linister of Lasbour
of the Frovinee of Juebeo. The decision of the impartial chairman
shall be final, binding, observed and performed by the parties,
and bp the employees and the employer.

DURATION:
