In our last Number we commenced
a survey of the Protestant Mis-
stoxARY  Stations throughout the
worll. Owing to the great press of

ad sisable, ratlier, to give an acconnt of
these several stations as we insert Mis-
sionary intelligence referring to them.

Through the medium of the Amer-
1eax Missiexany REGISTER, we have
obtuin I sume importunt - intellizence
relative to the operations of the Crruren
Missionary Sociky, from which, we
extract - the [ollowing—Eight new
Labourers received  their instructions
frumihe Committee, at a special meeting,
held on the 24th of Sep . last, previous
to their departure for- Western Africa
and the Mediterunean 3 six of whom,
were accompanied by their wives, to
assist in their benevolent lnhours,  The
following perunent -remarks of the
Committee mtroduce a highly interest-
ing repont of the Rev. Jases Hovaon,
Chaplain to the East Ixpia Coxpany,
who was appointed by them to visit the
Missions in- T'ravancore,

The: Co'vmittee indulge a persuasion
that this Document will be perused witl
particular pleasure by the Members ol
the Socicty, and by all who appreciate
the claims of the Syrian Church on the
benevolence of the Protestant Churches
of Eyrope ; whose deliverance from the
spiritual tyranny of the Romish Church
was effected by the Providence of Al-
miglity God, at a period nearly coinci-
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dent with the subjugation to that bane=
ful Power of thur Syrian Bretheren in
Indin. The rapacity and intolerane
ol those foreign oppressors roused a
spirit of resistance among a portion of
its victims, ere_litle more than hall a
century had elapsed 5 and a remnant of
the \cople succeeded, amidst every
possible discouragement und difficulty,
1.« accomplishing their deliverance from
the ‘bondage in which tiiey had been
held. ‘I hut remnant has succeeded in
maintaining to this day the separation
then efii_ied, notwithstanding continu~
a_endeavours on the part of the Romish
Ecclesiastical Authorities of the coun-
try, to bring them nagain under their
ower, The connection with the
Romish Church, dunng a period of
sixty years, had, however, intrody »d
lamentable declension in e religious,
principles and mode of worship, and in
the habits of most of the Clergy of the,
Sytiun Church ; and the morals of the
people experienced & correspondent de-
terioration,  T'hese evils unhappily sur-.
vived the ‘union with the Romish
Church,” from which the, had chiefly
proceeded,  Political degradation ac-»
companied the decuy of religion and
social virtue ; and, in this swte of
general depression they.  ve continued,
until attention was lately excited to .
their situation. It can scarcely be ~
doubted, that, in proportion s the state
of this Ancient Ehrig.ﬁnn _Community
becomes known to the Members of the
United Church, increasing support .will
be given to the measures in operation
for the gradual introduction of a better
order of things among  them : and, in
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this view, the Commitiee attach much
importance to the following represen-
tation on these subjects, from a Clergy-
man_unconneeted with the Society’s
Establishments in ‘T'ravancore, but
deeply interested in the objects which
they embrace, and who describes in this
document what he has personally seen
and examined.

Mvr. Hougl's Report, &e.

Having returned from my visit to the
Society’s Missions in I'ravancore, I
liasten to report my observatious on
the state of things in that interesting
field, in the order in which they oc-
surred,

MISSION A'l' COTYM.

(Cotym is a village on the Malabar
Coanst ; about 18 miles from Allepie,
end near the New Syrian College—
The Cburch Missionary Society made
this a station in 1817 - Revds, B.
Bailey, Joseph I'enn aud H Baker,
Missionaries )

" I reached Cotym on Saturday eve-
ning, Dec. 9, 1820 ; and attended the |
Syrien W orship, the next morning, in |
- the - Coilege  Chapel.  Here T could |
expect nothing to gratify me 3 but T |
was not prepared to witness so much |
superstitionin their Service : had 1 not
known the contrary, I should certainly |
have eupposed mysell in a Roman |
Catholic Chapel, and have mistiken |
their Service for thecelebration of Mass :
the incense, the adoration of the host, |
and the frequent crossings and pros- |
trations before the crucifix, struck me
as being the same, or closely resem- |
bling the forms ob erved in the Church
of Rome, ‘I'he Syrive Langnage, in
. which the Prayers were read, is as unin-
telligible to the people as Latin is 1o
the major part of the lRoman Catholics,
But notwithstanding this, one part of |
the Service darted likea beam of light, |
through the gloom that overhung the |
vest 3 and inspirel the lope, that a|

—a portion of St. Matthew’s Gospel
was read in Malayalim, the vernacular
tongue of the Congregation,  Ttseemed
like the lamp of God still enlightening
the temple ; and eheited the involun-
tary prayer, that, ere long, it might
burn witha brighter and more steady
flame ! “I'here was no discourse at the
conclusion of the Prayers

In the evening, 1 attended our
Church  Service in Malayalim, per-
formed by Mr. Bailey in one of the
Syrian Churches : about ten Catanurs
and one hundred and fifty Syrians
were present ; and they appeared to be
very attentive, particularly to  the
Sermon, It was singular to see the
person, who, in the morning ofliciated
as Priest at the Syrian Alwar, now per-
forming the office of Clerk to "Mr.
Builey ; this was the Head Mulpun  of
the College 5 who expresses his admi-
ration of most of onr Prayers, and will
permit no one else to read the respon-
ses, ;

Next morning I had an interview, at
Mr. Builey's request, with the Learned
Native whom he is employing in the
translation  of the Testament into
Malayalim,  He is well acquainted
with Tamul ; and the objeet of my con-
versation with him wag, to nscertain
whether he sufliciently widerstood the
Tamul Version of the Testament to
make use of itin his translation. Mr,
Bailey is too judicious a man, and too

| deeply interested in his work, to leave

any thingto the Moonsher, or to follow
any Version : nevertheless, the Tamul
affords as much assistance to the Moon-
shee, as the Fnglish can do 10 Mr.
Bailey 5 and he' scemed to know how
to use it with advantpge,  From what
I could learn of the portion of the Tes-
tament already finished, there is every
prospect of their possessing, ere long, a
good Malayalim Trausiation of the
Sacred Book.

“Mr. Fenu nexttook me to the Col-.
lege, where T spent the remainder of the
‘day in examining the Students, At

brighter day was dawning on this
ancient, but much degenerated Church |

present, the Institution bas more the
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|!p'iu-nrm1uu.r1f'l!. School than of a Col-
lege 3 hut the plan which the Mission-
aries are about to adopt, of establishing
three Grammar Schools at the most
cligible stations, from which the most
prowising Youths ure to be selected for
the College, must have the ellect of
raising its charncter,  But, even now,
the progress ol several of the Studenis
does credit to themselves and  their
Teachers. A few of them discovered
a degree of intelligence that surprizad
me 3 and ane, in particulur, who has he-
gun Latin, parsed what he read as ac-
curately as an English Schelar could
have done, and was well “acquainted
with the leading fucts and doctrines of
Seripture, — This was one  of  those
young Catanars, who  had  passed
1||ruu"|| [five luitiatory Orllulut|m|~.-
and |!1|lu Fsublishment sueceeds in
supplying the Syriae Churches with a
few such Pricsts as this lad promises 1o
be, it will amply réemunerate all the
labour and {uuds e pended upon it.

In the cvening, the Malpan waited
upon us, and we conversed together on |f r
sacred subjects, He spoke with great |
animation and considerable mle'lhgvlu'e. |
for the Space of two hours ; qllutllllf;
the Syrine Testament, which l.ty before |
liim, in confirmition of all that he ad-
vnnt:ml. I was amazed at the exient
of his acquuintance with Seripture, his
shrewd remarks, and his striking illus-
trations 3 litle  anticipating so much

Q. Have you any lmprovmnenl-t to
snggest in the Colluge Regulations, the
mode of instruction, or in any other
partiol the measures now pursued ?

A. No : none whatever,

(). Are these Gentlemen understood,
when they perforin - Divine Service in
Malayalim 5 and also when 1hcy con-

verse witis the people ?

A. Yes, perlectly.

Q. 'I'ne English' Mode of 'Wurq!up
is, you see, very differert to that of the
Syrian Chureh @ what objection have
you to that Mode ?

A. I have no thl:Luon toit:it is
very good,

). Do you perevive that any .good
eflect is produced by what has. been
done bitherto for the Lerefit o{' your
Catanurs and people 7

A. Yes : a litle improvement, both
in their understanding and moral- con-
duct, Formerly none of them could
read, and they selcom or never heard ‘2
pmhluhl‘b discourse ; und to this state
ol darkness, are lo be attributed the
evil lives which'they led : but now, by
the conversution and  instructions of
ihese Gentlemen, they have gamed a
fittle light, and their morals ure’ pro-
poriniably improved.

Q. We are told by St, Paul, that it
is necessary 1o pray publicly,in a lan-
zuage which all the Congregation un-
Herstand. (Here the Apostle’s argu-
ments were quoted, 1 Cor, xiv.) But I
perceive it 15 the custom of your
Catanars to pray in Syriac, which is
unintelligible to the people : do you
think that any portion of the Public
Service might be transtated into Malaya-
fim 7 and,if so, what parts might be
rendered into that tongue ?

A. There can beno objection ta the
whole: of the prayers in which the
preople join, buug translated imo
‘Mulaylim 5 for our  Church has

of what has been done ?

Canon against it : hut such as bl,loug
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{mu!iar]y to the Catanars, must always
e used in Syriac,

Q. You have seen thatitis custom-
ary for the Ministers of the Church of
England, to conclude the Service with
a Discourse to the congregation on
some passage of Scripture : would it not
he well to adopt the practice in  the
Syrian Church 1

A. This is done sometimes —always,
at an Ordination of Catanars ; and, oc-
casionally at other times, when a large
Congregation iz assembled, There 1s
no objectior to the Catanars preaching
every Sunday, when they shall be
capable of doing <o ; but, at present,
they are too ignorant themselves to
teach the people, That is, indeed, an
important work !

Q. How many Catanars are there ?

A. About one hundred and filty.

Q. How many of them are married ?

A. Thirty-live,

Q. Wiien avere they married ?

A, With the exception of two or

_three, they iiave all been married within
this year.

Q. Why do not the rest marry ?

A. Some are teo poor, and a few
object.

Q. Are the people charilable?

A, No—uwe are greatly in want of
Churches ; but they will not part with
their money, even for this sacred pur-
pose. This, however, is to beattributed
to their great ignorance, Since these
Gentlemen have been yamong them,
they know a little better ;and I hope

 they will soon come forward to do all
that shall be required of them,

¥ should remark liere, on that part of
the above conversation which relates fo
the alteration of the Customsand Mode
of Worship in the Syrian  Church, that
the Missionaries have never made any
reference to the subject. Greatly as it
must pain them to witness so much su-
perstition and - unmeaning ceremony

~among this intereresting people, they
have, as yet, with great wisdom . and
delicacy, refrained  {rom interfering, in

the slightest particular, on . sacred
malters. They are respected so highly,
by.the Metropolitan and Catanars, and
their suggestions on temporal affuirs are
adopted so readily, that, were they to
express their wish to have a part of the
Syriae Prayers iranglated mto Malay-
alim, I have no doubt but that it would
be done; but they aretoo prudent to
act with precipitation, or to take upon
themselves the responsibility of =0 1m-
portant a step. At present they are
expending their time and strength in
preparing the people’s minds for the
reception of truth ; content to show
them the light by degrees, us they ap-
pearready to receiveit.

HINDOO SUPERSTITIONS.
WORSHIP OF THE GANGES,

Mr. Ward, in his view of the Hin-
doos, hasa Chapter on the “ Worship
of Rivers," more parucularly of the
Ganges,  The following abstract of
that Chapter will more fully explain the
annexed Engraving ; and will give our
Readers a further msight into that Sys-
tem of Fraud and Superstition, by which
the myriads of India are kept in degra-
ding bondage, - Ganga, or the Ganges,
is considered as o Goddess ; and a
number of idle stories are told and be-
lieved respecting ber ; but we ‘shall
confine ourselves to the Worship paid
to her, and the Supersiitious views con-
nected with it

All Custes worship the Ganges, T'he
Hindoos particularly choose the _banks
of this river  for their worship, heeause
the merit of works performed . here be-
comes, according to their Sacred Books,
exceedingly augmented. In four of the
months of the year, the merit jssupposed
to be greater thanin other months; and,
at the full moon in these months, 13 still
further enhanced, :

On the tenth day of the moon's in-
crease in the month called Jyoishthu,
in the forenoon, a great festival is held,

-
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in commemoration of Ganga’s descent
to the carth.  Crowds of people as<em-
ble from the dillerent towns and villa-
ges near the river, especially at ifs most
sacred spots, bringing offerings of fruif,
rice, lowers, cloth, sweet-meats, &c.
and hang garlands of flowers across. the
river, even whereit is very wide. Af-
ter the people have bathed, the offici-
ating Brahmin aseends the banks of the
river with them, and performs a number
of incantations and ceremonies, all of
which have some fanciful meaning and
object, such as preventing evil epirits
from coming to defile the worship, or
driving them away. He next presents
the offerings, which may be many or
few, or even merely flowers and wa-
ter, according to the ability of the offi:r-
er; and then performs worship to the
various inhabitams of the waters—the
fish, the tortoises, the frogs, the snakes,
the leeches, the snails!  The offerings,
alter huving "been presented to these
inhabitants of the waters, are thrown
into the Ganges,  Ten lamps of clari-
fied butter are then lighted up, and all
the other offerings are presented —the
names of certain gods are repeuted, with
forms of praise the fee is presented to
the Priest  the Brahmins are entertain-
ed; and offerings are sent to their hou-
scs. At the close of these ceremonies,
the people perform: their obeisauce to
Ganga, and then depart,  Great ‘multi-
tudes assemble on the banks of the river,
on these occasions ; and expect much
both in this life and hereafter, from this
act of worship,

Onthe thirteenth day of the decrease
of the moon, in the month called Choi-
tru, the people descend into the water
and, withtheir hands clasped, immerse
themselves : the ofliciating * Brahmin
reads a portion of the Shaster, describ-
ing the benefits of this act of bathing :
the people repeat after him certain sig-
nificant words, and then immerse them-
selves again : gifis of rice, fruits, ang
money are offered to the poor, the Brah-
mins, and the Priest.  On this occasion,
groups of ten or twelve persons stand in

the water, to each of which groups oné
Brahmin reads the formulas: these
groups are to be seen extending them-
selves very far along the river,  The
moment of the conjunction of the moon,
on the thirteenth day of her decrease,
with a particular star, is considered so
auspicious o moment, ‘that the merit a-
rising from bathingat thatinstantis sup-
posed to be very great,

At the time of many of the festivals,
the sides of the Ganges are, in many
places, gaily illuminated : and lights,
fastened on boards or plantain-stalks,
or put into carthern pots, are floated
down the stream,

Mr, Ward, in another part of his
Work (see Yol. ITL. p. 267,) quotes,
from the address of adying Brahmin to
his brother-—

I have bought a piece of land by the
side of the Ganges : you will take care
that a flight of steps may be built, ~ °

On thigdying injunction, Mr. Ward
remarks— ' fan

1t is considered as an act of great me-
rit, thus to assist persons in coming to
bathe in the Gunges : these flights of
steps are, therefore, very numerous in.
great towns and their precints. For
many miles up the river from Calcutta,
innumerable flights of the:e steps are
erected ; up and down which the inha-
bitants are seen ascending and descend-
ing continually, but especially mornings
and evenings, at the time of bathing,—
Below the steps, crowds of men, wo-
men, and children, of all castes, bathe, *
and perform those duily ceremonies of
their religion which are connccted with
ablutions. _ '

Seeing the Hindoos at these times, it
might be immagined that they were a
very devout race: some, with their eyes
closed, are meditating on their gnardian
deity : others, with raised hands, - are

-worshiping the rising or setting sun :-

others are pouring out water to theic
deceased ancestors, and repeating cer-
tain forms of prayer or praise. Most
of them, however, manifest great inatten- -

tion while performing these ceremonies
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Of the extravagant qualities so per-
niciously uscribed by these deluded
multitudes 1o this river, Mr. Ward, in
the Chapter first quoted, gives the lol-
lowing details

The Sacred Books déclare, that the
sight, the nome, or the touch of the
Ganges, takes away all sin, however
heinous—that thinking of the Ganges,
when at a distance, is suflicient to re-
move the taint of sin- but that bathing
in the Ganges has blessings in i, whien:
no imagination can conceive, Tn one of
these Books itis said —* He who thinks
upon Ganga, though he may be 800
miles distant from the river at the time,
is delivered from all sin, and is entitled
to heaven. At the hour of death, if a
person think on Ganga, he will abtaia
a place in the heaven of  Siva—I1" a
person,, according to the reguluions of
the Shaster, be going to buthe in Gan-
ga, and die on the road, he shall ob-
tain the same benefits ag though he had
actually bathed,  There are three mil-
Jion five hundred thousand holy places
belonging to Ganga : the person who
laoks at Gunga, or bathes in this riser,
will obtain all the fruit which arises
from visiting all these three million five
hundred thousand  holy places. — By
batling in Ganga, aecompanied with
prayer, a petson will remove. at once,
the sins ol thousands of births,”

So.much is this river reverenced a-
mong the Hindoos, that many Brah-
mins wiil not look upon it, nor throw
saliva into it, nor wash themselves nor
their clothes in its waters, In one of
their Books, among many other forms
of praise to b offered to the Ganga, is
the following:  * 0 Goddess! the Owl,
that lodges in the hollow of a tree on.
thy banks, is exalted beyond measure :
while the Emperur, whose palace is ‘ar
from thee, though he may possess a mil-
lion of stately elephants, and may have
the, wives ol millions ol conquered ene-

mies to serie him is nothing.”  Some ||

persons undertuke a_journey of five or
six months to bathe in the Ganges, to

Fand to earry back its water for religious
anel medicinal uses,

The water of this river is used in the
English Courts of Justice to swear up-
on; as the Kordn is given to Mussul-
mans, and the New Testament to Chris-
tians ~ Many persons relus: 1o contest
canses in which Jarge sums are at stake,
under the lear that they may be con-
strained to make oath on the waters of
the Ganges. It is not uncommon  for
one Ilindoo to say to another, “Will
yoru make this engagement on the banks
of Ganga 2" The other will reply, I
engage 10 do what I have <aid: but T
annot call Ganga to winess,” I a
person utter an atdncions lie while near
or upon the river, the person to wiiom
he is speaking will say, * Are you
not afraid of witering cuch a falschood
in the presenee ol Ganga ?”

Morning and eveding the (lindoos
visit and look at this river, to remove
the sins of the night or of the day : when
sick, they besmear their bodies with jts
sediment: and remain, perhaps for a
month near the river: some of course
recover and thers die: a Hindoo says,
that those who have steady faith, and
an unwavering mind, recover: the rest
rerishi, :

The Hindoos are extremely anxious
to die in sight of the Ganges, that their
sing may be washed away in their Tast
moments, A man in lis dying agonips
is frequently dragged from his bed and
carried, in the coldest or hotest weather,
from whatever distance, to the riversside;
where he lies, il a poor man, without a
covering, day and night, till he expires :
with the pains of death upon him, he is
placed up o the middle in the water,
and drenched with it: leaves ol a certain
plant are also put into' his mouth ; and
his relatives call on him to repeat, and
they also repeat for him, the names of
-arious gods: they spread the sediment
of the river on his forehevd or brenst ;
and, with the finger, write on this sedi-
lmuutlhe name of some diety. If a per-
<on should die in his house, and" .ot by

perform the rites for deceased relations,

the river-side, it is considered as a great
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misfortune, as he thereby loses the help
ol the goddess in his dying moments,
If a person choese to die at home, his
his memory becomes infamous ¢ the eon-
duct ol a Rajuh who died in his bed-
room abont the year 1800, is still men-
tioned a3 a subject of reproach, because
he refused to be earried to the river be-
fore his death,—*Al! Ah !"say the su-
perstitions, when a neighbour at the
point of death delays the fatal journey
1o the river, “he will die like Rajah
Nava Krishna.”

Dead  bodies ure bronght by the re-
latives of the deceased to be burned near
the river ; and when they cannot bring
the whole body; it is no1 uncommon for
them to bring a single bone and cast it
into the river, under the hope that this
will help the soul of the deceased.
—Many persons, whose relatives die
at a distance from the river, preserve a
bone for this purpose, at the time of
burning their bodies:  The following
story appears in one of' the books of the
Hindoos, -~ A Bralmin, who had
been guilty of the greatest crimes, was
dgevourcd by the wild beasts; his bones
only remained, A crow took up one
of these bones and was earrying it over
Ganga, when another bird darting upon
it, the crow let the bone fall,  As soon
as the bone touched Ganga, the Brah-
min sprang to life; and was ascending
to heaven, when the' messenger of Ya-
ma, the Judge of the Dead, seized him,
asa great sner. At this time Naray-
ana’s messengers interfered 3 and plead-
ed, that the sing of this man, gince one
of his hones hiad touched Gunga, were all
doneaway.  Appeal was made to Vish-
noo, who decided in the Bralimin's favor.
theBrahmin imwediately weit to heav'n.”

Some persons even drown themselves
in the Ganges, not donbtiug but they
shall inmediately nscend” to heaven,
And the Sacred Books encourage this !
—Oue of them suys, that if a person
reiounces life in the Ganges, whe-
ther praying for- any particular ben--
efit, or' by nccident, or in lis senges or

renounce life, he will enjoy the highest

happiness ; but il he die by accident, be

will still attain heaven,  Oune of the

highest authorities among the Hindoos

says—*“A mansion with bones for its

ralters and beams ; with nerves and ten-

dons for cords ; with muscles and blood

for mortar; with skin for its outward

covering 5 filled with no sweet perfume,

hut loaded with fieces and urine 5 a man-

sion infested by age and by sorrow, the

seat of malady, harassed  with - pains,

haunted with the quality of darkness,
and incapable of standing long —such o
mansion of the Vital Soul, letits occu-

pier always cheerfully quit,”

Such are the ridiculous but immoral
and destructive notions, which are com-
monly believed concerning the virtues
of the Gimges : but the following pus-
sage from one of the Sacred Books
themselves surpasses all in folly and
wickedness.  After enumerating the
most atrocious erimes of which a Hine
doo can form a conception, it is said—

If this person bathe in Ganga at
an auspicious period, all these sins will
he removed — he will be udmitted into
the hesven of Brahma, beput in posses-
sion of the meriis of the man who pre-
sents a lazk of red cows to a Brahmin
learned in the Four Vedas, and alter-
ward will ascedend’ and dwell ‘at the
right-hand of Vishnoo. Afier he had en-
joyed all this happiness, and shall be
re-boru on the carth, he will be posses-
ed of every good quality, enjoy all
kinds of happiness, aud be very hononr-
able: he who shall doubt uny part of
this will be doon'd to hell, & afterward
be born an ass. If a person, in the pre-
sence of Glunga, on the aniversary of
her arrival on the earth, and according to
the rules preseribed in the Shasters, pre-
sent to the Brahmins whole villages, he
will obtain the fruit: that arise (rom all
other offerings, from all sacrifices, and
from visiting all the holy places—his
body will be a million times more plo-
rious than the sun—he will obtain a
million of virgins and multidudes of car-

not, he will be happy: ' if he purposely

riages and palankeens, covered with



Jjewels—he will dwell for ages in hea-
ven, enjoyiifs its pleasures in company
with his father —as many particles of
dust as are contained in the land thus gi-
ven away to the Bralunins for so many
years will the giver dwell in happiness
in Vishnoo's heaven,

And thus it s that a sixth part of the
Human Race are mocked and deluded,
for the benefit of cralty men!  Well
may Mr. Ward, close his aceount of
these atrocious frauds, as he does, in the
following words :—* Livery real Chris-
tian must be deeply affecied on vie ing
the deplorable efects ofthis Superstition,
xcept that part of the Veda which
countenances the Burning of Women
alive, no vriters ever gave birth, fo a
more extensive degiee of misery, - than
those who have made the Ganges a sa-
cred river. Thousands, yea millions,
of people are annually detwn from their
homes and peaceful labours, severq
timea in the year, to visit diflerent holy
places of thig river, at a great expense
of time, and of money spent in making
offerings to the goddess, Expensive
journeys are undeitaken, by vast multi-
tudes, to obtain the water ol this niver ;

It too of-
ten happens, that parents of the
lower orders of society, di:cover
a very culpable inaitention to the
education of their offspring : even
where places of gratuitous instruc-
tion are within their reach, they
too frequently avail themselves of
pittance, which the infant hands
of their children can carn at ser-
vice, and thereby prevent them
from attending on the means of
becoming wiser and better. Sun-
day being the only day, ‘which
can be devoted to uc(}uisizinn of
knowledge, by these little unfor-
tumates, it is to be hoped, that
many generous individuals, whe
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haye hitherto allowed matlers of
minor importance to divert their
attention from Sabath schools, wi!l
come forward and assist in rescu-
ing such poor children from their
deplorable condition, '

Another powerful incentive to!
induce us (o promote the interests :
of Sunday Schools, is the pleas-|
ing results which have already en-'
sued from them In the. Mother
Country and the United States,
thousands of children have been
made wise' unio salvation, who
had no other time to devole to
instructions than the Sab ath.—
Tlese considerations should ex-'
cite the zeal of pious christians,
and induce them to promote the:
interests of such useful institu-!
tions, either by their attendance !
to theaduties of teaching, or by |
pecuniary contributions.

ceived from a friend in England,
who returned to that country in
October last, from a Tour on the
continent of Burope, may be plea-
sing and useful, I would be glad
to sec tbem in the 4th Number of
the Christian Register, to which

“ I suppose you would like to
have some particulars of our con-
tinental journies, and will there-
fore give you a brief sketch of
our four, though it will be no
easy matter to bring it within the
compase of a single sheet.”

“ From Calais we proceeded
to Paris, where we passed three
weeks, and there saw many pla-
ces and things, interesting from
the Révolutionary changes in the
Government of that Coantry, and
now rendered doubly- so, by the
restoration of the monarchy, tho’
I am sorry 1o say the present Ru-
ler and his Mimsters, are ‘labour-
ing hard to bring back the French
to the bondage of those ancient
superslitions, which so awfully
prevailed prior to the Revolation,
“Which was doubtless a judgment

from Heaven, not only for their
own abominalions; but a scourge
for the chastisement of other na-
tions. We quitted Paris without
regret, and prosccuted our jour-
ney towards the south.” :
“ Qur first intention had been
to make for Ilaly, but the season
was fast advancing when we left
the capital of France, and we were
in a manner excluded from Italy
by the commotion at Naples, we
therefore judged it best (or I
should rather say I hope we were
directed providentially ) to winter
at ‘T'oulouse; where we passed six
months in a cotlage near the city,
which I hired of a Priest who liv-
ed next door, and visiled us fre-
quently ; there I had an opportu-
nity of distributing some Testa-
ments and many thousand tracts
and had the pleasure to witness the
establishment of a T'ract Society
in Toulouse, which printed with-
in that period about 51,000, The
Priest’s female Servant, who mar-
keted for us, was very desirous to
learn to read soon after we went
there, at first she was in the con-
stant habit of working on Sundays,
and in the evening going to dance.
I remonstrated wili her on this,
and she soon discontinued the
practice, and instead of it applied
herself to reading. She- attended
me daily for an hour for this pur-
pose, and after a while I had the
satisfaction to perceive that the
Spirit of God was working in her ;
and it was manitest, thut she was
a sincere penitent ; we parted from
that house with much regret, The
Priest and bherself were in tear
as well as ourselves. Her last
words were “ pray for me” and
they indeed proved her last to us
for after a short illness she die
| tour months afierwards ; and from:
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the account the Priest sent 1o me,
added to - my own knowledge of
the feelings of her mind, I doubt
not she died in the Lord Jesus,
and consequenily is blessed for
evermore.  After we left them, it
seems the Trstament was never
out of her hands, and it has now
falleninto those of the aged Priest,
who writes to e that he will draw’
all his considerations from that
Gol'vu Book.”

“ From Toulouse we pursued
our course to Nice, where we ar-
rived the 2d May, visiting on the
way Montpellier, Nisies, Mar-
seilles, Toulon, &c. You will he
glad fo learn that Bible Socictics
exist in some of these Cities, and
others in France. 'T'he amual
General Report will give you
some particulars, "T'he Protestant
Bible Society there, is increasing
in strength and influence, and ma-
ny Priests are zealous in the cause
of the dissemination of De Sacy’s
version ; but others oppose it with
all their might ; among these the
Jesuits, known now uwnder the
name of ti:e Fathers (Perés,) these
are the Agents of the Government,
as wedl as of Satan ; and like Lim
Con assume ary nam: or ciaracler,
No doubt there are some now in
Canada, as there are certainly ip
England; for the order is again |
revived, and they are insinnating |
themselvss every where.”

“ Afier passing five orsix weeks
at Nice, we crossed one of the
great Alps to pay a visit to the oid-
est christians in Burope w'io inha-
bit the vallies. of Piedmont in the
King of Sardinia’s continental do-
minions.  This rewnant *of the
Noble Army of Martyrs is about
18C00 in number, and have thirteen
Pasln[a four of whom are Deans,
and vne of them who is their cuief,

| Turin, Borogne,

is called the moderator,and possess.
es all the powers of a Bishop.
Perhaps you have read something
of their ancient History, and the
bloody persecutions they endured
from the church of Rome, tiat
blood thirsty I east of Revelation
[ 'T'he Inquisition was setup on pur-
[ pose. to exterminate them, and at
1one time the principal Papal pow-
rers in Europe were leagued against
[ them,  But this combination of
the wicke:t did not prosper ; and
[ they stand at this day asa monu-
‘ment of the Power and Merey of
! God, who has preserved them [rom
{ all their foes, as we may hope, to
i be living witnesses for the "Truth,
and for the extension of the Re- -
deemer’s Kigdom inthat Region,
and thronghout Europe. I have
brought with me a valuable ifis-
fory of that people, written in
French by one of their moderators,
and were 1 in Canada, T would
probably reprint it, but I hope
yet to turn it to some good here,
by translating extracts. They ex-
isted as a Protestant Chureh pro-
bably between 6 and 700 years be-
fore the English Reformation, and
have a tradition among them. that
the Gospel was planted there by
St Paul. Their state will come
before Parliament next Session.”

% We passed ten weeks antong
them and then set out for Rome by
Florence &c.
T'here, and a month nearly at Na-
ples, we passed the whole of lost
winler, visiting the antiquilies of
Yagan Rome, and examining into
those of Papal Rome which is un-
questronality the city set forth. in
the Revelation as seated upon se-
ven tills, and destined for distruc-
tion by fire. Untill 1 had been
there 1 had no idea of the minute-
ucss of that prophecy and how it
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applies literally to that city and ||
spiritually to that church” = °

“ Next to Vesuvinus near Na-
ples, which was burning when we
were there,  The greatest curiosi-
ty perhaps in that vicinity is the
!:urily excavated city of Pompei.
Seven streets and several squares
and theatres have been cleared of
the light pumice stones that covered
them, and we actually entered the
same houses and walked over the
same pavement that the inhabitants
l'r“-qucnlcd nearly 1800 years ago,
The other large city Herculanéum
lies buried undera solid rock of
lava 90 feet thick. T'wo other
Towns are now built upon it. A
peasant diging a well at that
depth siruck on the top of a mag-
nificent Theatre, the only part
that has been cleared, because of its
endangering the modern Towns.
We entered the excavated arches
by torch-light-and what added to
the gloom of the place, was the
‘solemn stillness of death within—
and the awful recollection that the
inhabitants were secated in this
marble building when torrents f
liquid fire flowed down upon the-
city fromthe neighbouring mount,”

“The travelling between Rome
and Naples is extremely dange-
rous, being infested with Rolibers,
who carry their prisoners to the
mountains, and do not release them
until a ransom, not inconsideiable,
has been paid.  We were happily
preserved by the good providénce
of our Saviour in going and  re-
turning ; and finally departed from
‘Rome on the 12th A pril, and were
37 days on the roal to Geneva—
and between travelling and resting
here and there we could not ‘gel
away from Brusscls, our last station

Lefore the 1Gth Sept. We pas-

sed throngh Switzerland, part of
Germany, and the Netherlands
and then returned to Calais and
crossed the following day, viz. the
20th Sep. very thankful for ao-
ther sght of the white clifis of
Dover.”

“RELIGIOUS SUMMARY.

Information from Three-Rivers
relative t. the circulation of the
Scriptures, has been received of
an interesting nature.  But few
young persons of that place, who
attend the preaching of the Gos-
pel, it is stated, are now withont
the Bible or Testament 3 and in a
number of instances,” they haye
been the means of effecting much
good.  “Young persons who, in-
stead of spending their money as
they used to do, in useless trifles,
save it for the purpose ef procur-
ing the word of God. which is
able to make them wise unto sal-
vation, through faith in Jesus-
Christ.”” A number of French Tes-
taments have been disposed of and
there is a prospect of more being
wanted.—The orphans of ‘Mont-
real hove recently come under the
cognizance of a number of our be-
nevolent Ladies, who have formed
themselves into a body, called the

Onpuan Asyrun,” which pro-
mises to become a highly useful
Institution—"The MoNTHLY Ex-
trAcTsof the Brittsh and Foreéign
Bible Society. for Octoberand No-
vember have reached us.

der his auspices, their work will,
with the divine blessing. proceed
without interruption,

T'he exertions for the spread of
the Bible at Bermuda, have been
highly prospered, particularly a-
mong thie black population. The
same isnportant results haveattend-
ed similar exertions at Trinidad ;
and a mavager of an Estate affirm-
ed, that the Negroes do three times
the work they formerly did, and
are quite cheerful and happy.—
Any thing which tends to the ame-
lioration of the condition of those
unfortunate people, must cheer the
heart of evéry benevolent individ
ual, to see adopted.-——The La-
