The
first was partly due to our people themselves
anid partly to unfortunate circumstances, and
the second was entirely dua to ourselves,
for whom no one was more to blame than the
resent y Finance Minister. The financial
ficit was really owing to the expenditures

Government Life Insaranece.

To the Editor of THE Stan.

8ir,— J see that Mr. T. R. Johnson las
entered the lists in favor ot his pet scheme.
1 believe that n pamphlet on this subject
which | saw a few months ago was writin
by Lim. I could wish that J had a copy at
band in order to make a few quotations.
However, 1 may perhaps do this at some
future time. At present 1 will confine my-
self to his letter in your paper. The only
redeeming feature in Government life insur-
ance is that it gives absolute security to its
patrons. This is offset by so many disai-
vantages that private companies are much to
be preferred. All who have Lad anything to
do with the Government Savings Bank
know how much the business is impeded by
red-tapeism. No money con be drawn with-
out application to Ottawa. Cheques canuot
be drawn on the bank. No more than $300

con be deposited in one year. Nu more
than $1,000 can Ye at your credit at oue
time. luterest iy only allowed from the
first day of the month succeeding the day of
deposit, and to the first day of the month
Jwing which money is drawn, &c. &v.
Most people will have nothing to do wi h
it. Government life insurance would dege-
nerate into a second savings bank scheme.
How has the plan worked in Denmark 1
Another writer bas already told us of its
failure there. How did it succeed in Eng-
land? The Government there tried it,
believe, but had to give it up. How did it
succeed in France” This was rather an
annuity department, but the French Gov.
ernment Jost immense sums of money byit,
Let us learn by the experience uf others. If
ft has not succeeded in these countries, how
will it succeed here! Does the Government
bring forward the measure because it con-
siders the companies now doing business as
untrustworthy ? Nu. It wants Lo raise
ms ney by doing business that properly le-
longs to private companies. ‘ Since this is
the object, let it engage in other enterprises
Let st begin to buy and sell dry goods aud
groceries.

made to breathe for several hours daily in a
chamber, in the «ir of which fine particles of
phthisis sputum were suspended. The
sputum baving been mixed with water, the
mixture waa atomized by a steam atomizer,
In all cases the sputa were from persons with
cavities in their hmgs. Dogs alone were
employed in the experiments since they very
rarely suffer from spontaneous tuberoulosis.
The result was that of eleven animals experi-
ented on, with one doubtful exception, afwr
a period varying from twenty-five to forty-
five days, all being killed, presented well
developed miliary tubereles in both lung,
and in most of the cases tubercles were pre-
sent to a smaller extent im the kidneys, and,
in some cases, also in the liver and spleen.
Microscopical examination was in aecord
with the naked eye appestance. The quan-
tity of sputum necessary for the effect is
certainly a very small ome, In three exper-
iments ouly one me of sputum was
daily atomized in the air of the chamber,
and the quantity of dry sputum must have
been exceedingly small.—&ondon Lancet.

Two years ago an advertisement
appeared in various papers thronghout the
country asking for the address of his heirs,
and was seen } Mrs. Hummel, of this city,
who recognized the name of Casper Weiss
as that of her grandfather. Investigation
and correspondence brought out the infur-
mation that she was the rightful owner of
the property. Whether there are any
other heirs Mr. Hummel is not informed.
The value of the estate is now reckoned at
$21,000,000, the bonds having been draw-
ing interest for nearly 75 years. Hummel
is sixty years of age, and his wife seventy.
