0HASGS3 AGAINST MR. M’CUAIG.
Hon. J. S. MACDONALD said the Globe of 

th(j 11th of April instant, contained charges of 
the most extraordinary character against an 
officer of tne Government.

He wished to know if there was any truth in 
these statements ?

Hon. Mr. GALT said he was only made aware 
a moment or two ago of the intention of the 
hon. gentleman to put the question, but he had 
no difficulty in stating that almost everything 
mentioned was incorrect. The gentleman re­
ferred to, Mr. McOuaig, had been employed in 
a service requiring very great confidence te be 
placed in him, and at the same time a very 
disagreeable service: and he had discharged 
the duties imposed upon him entirely to the 
satisfaction of the Government and of the 
Department, in the course of the investigation 
which took place in Hamilton, McOuaig made 
arrangements with one party with reference to 
claims for back tolls, he (Mr. Galt) received 
several notes from him ; and among them one 
for $1000. He apprehended that it was this 
fact which had given rise to the article in the 
Globe. He (Mr. Galt) conceiving the Govern­
ment could not take notes returned the notes 
to McOuaig and directed him to charge himself 
with the amount and collect it himself. He did 
not remember that McOuaig received anything 
like $6000 in Montreal. The reports made to 
the Department were of the fullest possible 
character and most confidential kind ; and the 
whole question of the frauds committed was 
now in the hands of the law officers of the Crown 
with the view of bringing the parties to justice. 
Had there been a desire on the part of Mr. 
McOuaig to screen parties, a different course 
would have been adopted by him than that of 
sending to the Department all the particulars. 
He (Mr. Galt) therefore felt happy in being 
able to give an explicit contradiction to the 
statement of the Globe. Not only was he not

of mere hetug no roundatiem for the
statement, but from facts he knew he did not 
believe there could be. He regretted that 
longer notice of the intention to put the ques­
tion had not been given him, as a little time 
would have enabled him to give more detailed 
particulars.

The subject then dropped.
REPRESENTATION BY POPULATION.

The debate on this subject was resumed by 
Mr. Wilson. The principle had been admitted 
by many Lower Canadians, but it had been said 
by others that the time for the discussion of the 
question was when an official census had been 
taken. He regretted that this was not made a 
government question. Upon what grounds was 
the claim of^ Upper Canada refused 7 It was 
said that Lower Canada was forced into the 
Union. This was a fact which he denied. Then 
it was said that Upper Canada assented to the 
Union. This he most unequivocally denied. 
Upper Canada was cajoled, threatened into it. 
Then Uppper Canada was not so greatly in 
debt at the Union as represented on the other 
side. He thought he was not wrong in stating 
that the debt did not exceed £1,200,000. Out 
ot the that sum, £200,000 was chargeable, 
by assessment, upon particular lo­
calities, and £900,000 of the debt had been in­
curred in the construction of the St. Lawrence 
Canals which were as much for the benefit of 
Lower as of Upper Canada. Hence the real 
debt of Upper Canada was £100,000 and no 
more, and Lower Canada, at that time, was in 
debt to a large amount. Then what was the 
position of the two provinces in regard to popu­
lation ? He defied any one to show that there 
was a greater difference in favor ot Lower Ca­
nada than 160,000 ; while now the difference 
in favor of Upper Canada was twice -that num­
ber, and instead of Lower Canada contributing 
an equal sum to the burdens of the country she 
contributed only half the amount that Upper 
Canada did. Thus no comparison could be 
instituted between the state otthe things exist­
ing in 1841 and those existing now.
He had no desire to interfere at all with the 
language or religion of Lower Canada. He 
would give to Lower Canada almost any guar­
antee for this which would set at rest its fears. 
There was no real ground for alarm on the part 
of Lower Canada; it could get any security 
that was wanted, for Upper Canadians would 
concede to others what they worked for them­
selves. [Hear.] It had been argued by the 
Attorney General East that the alleged excess 
of wealth of Upper Canada was made up for 
by the fisheriee of Lower Canada, which had 
been conceded to the citizens of the States to 
secure the Reciprocity Treaty, from which Up­
per Canada had alone derived benefit. These 
fisheries had been taken into consideration as 
part of the Lower Canada stock at the time of 
the Union, and having then become property, 
they ought not to be reckoned a second time as 
a Lower Canada concession at the time of the 
Union. The hon. gentleman could not eat his 
cake and have it too. As to the alleged pro­
fligate expenditure of Upper Canada, he might 
point to the £2,000,000 stg. sunk in the Grand 
Trunk line between Richmond and Trois Pis­
toles, which did not even pay for the grease on 
the wheels. There was nothing in Upper Ca­
nada to compare with the dreadful waste of 
money on that railway. And as to the Muni­
cipal Loan Fund expenditure, was not that 
incurred by governments with which the hon. 
Attorney General East had been connected ? 
It was strange that, when the government 
had given money to municipalities, 
the municipalities and not the go­
vernment should be charged with proflgacy. 
But the municipalities expected to be able to 
make a return for the money. He had yet to 
learn that it was totally lost. Means had been 
taken, or if not, ought to be taken, to recover 
the debt. On the other hand, the expenditure 
on the Trois Pistoles road was an irreparable 
loss to the whole Province. What was how­
ever the real ground why ministers refused to 
grant Representation by Population? It was 
that the Attorney General East would not sub­
mit to the preponderating influence of Upper 
Canada—the same reason for which he told 
the Imperial authorities, Lower Canada would 
not consent to the annexation to Upper Cana­
da of the Hudson’s Bay Territory. He (Mr. 
Wilson) then referred to the proportion of 
crime in Upper and Lower Canada respective­
ly. He took the report ot the Prison Inspec­
tors for 1859, to show that the number of re­
cidivists was greater in Lower Canada, being 
2221 against 1858 in Upper Canada, That was 
the column, said the Commissioners, which 
marked the depth of crime, and that the Atty. 
Gen. East attempted to conceal. There was 
one more view he wished to present to ihe hon. 
gentlemen opposite, that he might hear their 
answer. The Counties of Huron and Bruce 
had a population of 90,000, and demanded ad­
ditional representation in the House. That 
was undeniable. How was it to bo given?— 
Were we to modify existing constituencies to 
add to the representation of Huron and Bruce? 
Here was a difficalty which must be met, and 
the moment Huron and Bruce demanded addi­
tional representation, it would be seriously ag­
gravated. He wished, further, to say that the 
very arguments brought forward to maintain 
the existing provisions of the Union, amounted 
to a confession that the Union was unjust to 
Upper Canada now. Upper Canada was in a 
state almost of revolution, Hon. gentlemen

opposite must come to the point—their argu­
ments were useless—the poiut was not what 
was done iu 1841 or in 1849 —but what re­
medy could be devised now?

Mr. LANGEVIN—It was true that one or 
two clauses of the Union Act had been chang­
ed—among them that which required a two- 
thirds vote to change the system of Represeu- 
taticu—the Imperial Government would not 
consent to a further alteration to which Lower 
Canada was unanimously opposed. No people 
should put itself at the mercy of another, and, 
on this principle, Lower Canadians had voted 
against Representation by Population in 1848, 
when they had a majority. It was not to have 
Representation by Population that Upper Ca­
nada advocated it, it was to have a majority 
over Lower Canada. Upper Canada wanted to 
govern the Lower Province, to make its laws 
for it, Ac. Upper Canada, it was said, was 
governed by the minority of its representatives 
through the assistance of the Lower Cana­
dians. If the majority would faring forward as 
their principles those which were not hostile to 
Lower Canadians, there was no reason why 
that state of things should continue. Let the 
Upper Canada Opposition abstain from propos­
ing measures subversive of Lower Canada lib­
erty, and they would soon gain power. With 
Representation by Population as the leading 
plank of their platform, Lower Canadians could 
not co-operate with them. Lower Canada had 
to guard its language, religion, race, institu­
tions, and territory. Oh, it W as said there 
need be no fear of that, because Upper Cana­
dians would-protect them all, and it was in­
stanced that the French language, which was 
made illegal under the Union Act, was restored 
by Upper Canadian votes. This was only 
done because Upper Canada had to remedy a 
wrong she had inflicted. But the best guar­
dians of the French language were those who 
spoke it. Lower Canada had seven times as 
much territory as Upper Canada had. Oh, 
said the Upper Canadians, it is too far north to 
produce anything. Perhaps it did not all pro­
duce wheat, but it was valuable, nevertheless, 
and augmented the resources of Lower Canada. 
Besides that, there were the Fisheries, which 
were as productive as any one branch of indus­
try in Upper Canada. In 1855 they were 
worth $400,000 and in 1860 $862,000. These 
products were almost exported, whereas the 
produce of the Upper Canadian Fisheries was 
consumed within the country. Nor would the 
value of our fisheries remain stationary, they 
would soon reach $2.000,000.
Lower Canada was unanimous. It was said 
that deserters might be found. If so Lower Ca­
nada would know how to deal with them ; a 
country never forgave its traitors and he was 
sure that those who voted for representation 
by population one parliament would not do so 
another.

Mr. SOMERVILLE earnestly hoped the Union 
would never be dissolved, or a serious blow 
would be given to the advancement and pros­
perity of the country. The Prime Minister of 
Canada had threatened him the other night 
that he would be ousted from his constituency 
because he voted for representation by popu­
lation.

Mr. CARTIER—So you will be.
Mr. SOMERVILLE would like to know why 

he should be singled out. What difference was 
there between him and the member for Glen­
garry? Their constituencies were only separ­
ated by the St. Lawrence—one lay on one 
side and one on the other. The member for 
Drummond and Arthabaska was not an expo­
nent of the British population of Lower Ca­
nada, he represented a French Canadian 
constituency. As for the principle of repre­
sentation by population, he, (Mr. Somerville.) 
was quite ready to go into the election on this 
principle, and to stand or fall by it, though 
Mr. Cartier should come and oppose him. 
Who had first broken the Union Act ? As they 
were talking about it he would say the Lower 
Canadians had.

VOICES—How ?
Mr. SOMERVILLE—By getting the French 

language introduced into the Legislature 
(Laughter and interruptions, amid which Mr. 
Somerville sat down.

Col. PLAYFAIR—-He regretted that the ques­
tion had been brought on at the present time, 
because it would be a weapon in the bauds of
their opponents Oentra-i Ottnada to a man
would vote against it. Representation by 
Population would be the ruin of Canada at the 
present time, for it would give Western Cana­
da the control of Lower Canada, and Lower 
Canada would not stand it. And what would 
be the result if Lower Canada should separate 
herself from Upper Canada? Upper Canada 
would have to pay duty on goods from Eng­
land. (Cries of 1 Oh’ aud 1 Yes !’)

Mr. TURCOTTE said that whether the Union 
was imposed on Lower Canada, equality in the 
Representation was insisted on, that neither 
section should tyrannize over the institutions 
of the other. The institutions of Lower Ca­
nada were a legacy they intended to maintain. 
Did hon. gentlemen opposite know what the 
French language was ? It was the universal 
language of European Diplomacy. They said 
they would not interfere with the religion of 
Lower Canada. Other matters than religion 
were at stake here ; there was the Tariff, and, 
if Representation by Population were granted, 
what security was there that a Tariff would not 
be made, hostile to Lower Canada. They knew 
that the Upper Canada Opposition had once, 
not long ago, endeavoured to divert trade from 
the St. Lawrence to New York. It was the 
French Canadians who were shewing them­
selves faithful to the Constitution—the Anglo- 
Saxons of Upper Canada were endeavouring to 
destroy It. Could Lower-Canadians entrust 
power to those whom they feared would abuse 
it?

Mr. A. P. MACDONALD said the people of 
Western Canada believed Representation by 
Populationjtobe the true principle, and the only- 
one which would give them justree. The At­
torney GeneralEast had said that it would be 
unjust to give Upper Canada more representa­
tives because, twenty years ago, Lower Canada 
which was then the more populous had not had 
them. Did he think that Upper Canada was 
going to remain in the same position that it 
occupied twenty years ago? Upper Canada 
now had not only a greater population, it had 
more acres under cultivation then Lower Cana­
da and more wealth invested in the soil. Take 
the returns as given in 1851 and 1852, and they 
showed that Upper Canada had over $50,000, 
000 more than Lower Canada invested in the 
actual cultivation of the soil. If then it had 
more territory under cultivation, as well as 
more people, it could justly claim Representa­
tion by Population. (Hear.)

Lower Canada was all within the reach of 
navigable waters. Not so with Upper Canada, 
some parts of which were 100 or 150 miles away, 
and needed railroads, roads, bridges Ac., That 
was why the Upper Canadian municipalities 
have been obliged to spend so much more than 
in Lower Canada. (Hear.) The premier had 
also alluded to the benefits Upper Canada had 
derived from the Reciprocity Treaty. He (Mr. 
Macdonald) maintained that that Treaty had 
been a great benefit to Lower as well as to Low­
er Canada. If it had increased the value of 
every bushel of wheat in the Upper Province, it 
had enabled the people to consume more of the 
manufactures and commodities sold in the Low­
er. (Hear.)

They had been told last year, by the Com­
missioner of Public Works, that the assumption 
of the Lake St. Peter debt would benefit Upper 
Canada? So it would, perhaps, if the Lachine 
Canal had been deepened, according to pro- 
ise, but the promise had not been fulfilled ; the 
Lachine Canal remained as it was,fand not a 
single vessel had been added, by assuming that 
debt, to the marine of the Lakes.

Central Canada, was in favor of it, just as 
strongly as the Westernpart of the peninsula 
was a year or two ago. Aud even the Ottawa 
people, whose aid the Premier had invoked, 
would soon be in favor of it too, for as soon as 
the Seat of Government went there, population 
would flow iu fast, and the immense resources 
of that valley be developed. Indeed, 
this was necessary even now, for what had 
been done, of late, for Upper Canada ? It 
had been neglected. We had a water frontage 
from Georgian Bay round to the Welland Canal, 
aud except at one or two little places there was 
no protection in it to the vessels trading there. 
There was an enormous commerce growing up 
iu lumber, Ac., with Chicago, but no harbor 
facilities were provided for carrying it on. 
(Hear.)

Mr. STIRTON said he represented a constituen­
cy which was altogether in favor of Représenta­
tion by Population. What Upper Canadians 
complained of was not French domination but 
Lower Canadian domination ; and they had no 
sympathy with the [renegade [trimming politi­
cians of British extraction iu Lower Canada who 
opposed their reasonable wishes.

Mr DALY was astonished at the unstatesman­
like speach delivered by the premier the other 
night, when he said that representation by pop­
ulation would not be conceded. He could on­
ly say to that gentleman that if he should go to 
the country and get a majority at his back, he 
—Mr. Daly—would not be inclined to support 
him, either as Premier or a member of the Gov­
ernment. (Hear, hear.)* He had given him a 
general support, and he had done this because 
he approved of the general policy of the Govern­
ment, but he was not prepared to be trailed 
through the mire by the premier to enable him 
to make political capital in Lower Canada. He 
did not wish to disturb the Constitution; but 
he wanted the franchise to be equally extended.

Hon. Mr. CAUCHON said the course he had 
pursued was quite consistent with the course 
which he had taken on previous occasions. He 
believed he was right then, and he believed he 
was right now ; for Lower Canada to a man 
was opposed to the principle. If Upper Can­

ada was in favor of it, Lower Canada had a 
right to oppose it. If there was to be a union 
of the Provinces there must be equality of re­
presentation : any other arrangement would 
place one section in a position of inferiority. 
The object of the Union was to protect the Bri­
tish population, and for that purpose equality 
was granted. Upper Canada would never get 
representation by population ; she was not sin­
cere in demanding it ; it was only demanded 
by those who were anxions to get votes. He 
did not say this insultingly, but he spoke 
planily, because he knewjhe was, supported by 
every man in Lower Canada. It was admitted 
by the press that the sole object of the demand 
was to control Lower Canada—to override her 
institutions, and if posssible to extinguish it. 
The true principle of Government was com­
promise. This was the case in the United 
States. (Oh !) It was (a voice—“compromise 
on slavery.”) Yes, on slavery and every thing 
else. The little States of Rhode Island and New 
Jersey, had as much influence in the Legislature 
as the larger States. In 1841, when three men 
were found in Lower Canada to claim Repre­
sentation by Population, every man in Upper 
Canada voted against it. Therefore if the 
principle was bad then it was bad now But 
he would stand by the constitution ; by that 
Lower Canada would stand or fall ; the consti­
tution should not be trampled upon, and if Up­
per Canada attempted it she should not do it. 
The twelfth section of the Union act could not 
be changed ; it provided that each section 
should have an equal number of representati­
ves, subject, it was true to the provisions there­
in after contained ; but those provisions did not 
admit of any change in the equality of repre­
sentation ; they only gave power to re-adjust 
the constituencies. The interests of the two 
Provinces were identical, and they should not 
sever them. If they raised religious prejudices 
and animosities, they were not fit to have the 
power of legislating for themselves. If the Union 
was to be (maintained let it not be maintain­
ed by humiliation and degradation on the one 
hand and superiority on the other. Why should 
Lower Canada be placed in a position of infe­
riority ? Lower Canada had no feeling of hos­
tility towards Upper Canada. Britons and 
French Canadians worked amicably together 
in the Lower Province. There were numbers 
of members in the House who represented ma­
jorities of French Canadian, aud no French Ca­
nadians had asked them their country or their 
religion. Could not Upper Canada be as gener­
ous and cordial ? There were many men among 
the Opposition of liberal minds, -.but they were 
led by those who, for their own interests, had 
created a feeling of hostility towards Lower 
Canada. Was Lower Canada to blame for this? 
No, and she would therefore resist the attempt 
of designing politicians to trample upon her. 
His opinion was that the double majority rea­
sonably applied would be a sufficient guarantee 
for the interests of both sections. Yet when 
he had submitted a motions of this kind, it had 
been voted down by Upper Canada.

Mr. LABERGE said he had perceived an 
error in the French version of the Consolidated 
Statutes. In the English version it was—The 
Province shall be represented by an equal num­
ber of representatives. In the French version 
the word equal was omitted.

Hon. Mr. CARTIER said if there was an 
error it was not binding. The Imperial Act 
was what we had to look to.

Mr. SICOTTE then moved the adjournment 
of the House, which was carried.

Adjourned at 11 o’clock.

EUROPEAN NEWS.
MONTALEMBERT ON THE PEOPLE AND 

CHURCH OF FRANCE.

M. do Moutalembert has won for himself the 
good-will of an eminent class of men in every 
country. The politician who appealed to Eu­
rope against the coercion of the new Empire, 
and inveighed against the apathy, selfishuess, 
and greed which made such a system possible, 
mingled in his writings the praises of a Church 
which is disliked and distrusted by free nations 
all over the globe. Yet he found warm ad­
mirers in ths Protestant countries of Northern 
Europe, aud especially iu England, where the 
very name of Popery is held iu abominatioa. 
We therefore willingly devote some space to 
the notice of the introduction which the Legiti­
mist politician has prefixed to the collected 
edition of his speeches.

In a dedication to Duke Pasquier, M. de Mon- 
talembert pays a tribute to that period of 
French history which is connected with the re­
putation of both of them,—the 34 years of Roy­
alty aud Parliamentary institutions. M. de 
Montalembert looks back to this period as the 
time when his early youth found pleasure la 
revering hereditary right, and his prime ofmaa- 
hood in criticizing the unromantio Throne of 
Jaly. He has now fallen on evil days. What­
ever France may have gained, she is not in­
debted for it to Parliamentary orators.

M. de Montalembert has suffered both in his 
person and iu his cause. Even his ecclesiasti­
cal sympathies have been rudely checked by 
the supremacy in the Church of a class of meu 
whose coarse intolerance offended his more fas­
tidious z.-al.

Hence the Legitimist Liberal writes in no 
cheerful mood. The republication of his 
speeches is rather a tribute to the past than au 
attempt to influence the future. He is the just 
man who has iu vain endeavoured to save his 
country, and who is now only concerned to put 
his protest on record. So prevalent is his 
minor key through the whole prelude, that we 
cannot help feeling there is something unmanly 
and peevish in the tone of it. In this latest pro­
duction of M. de Montalembert we cannot help 
detecting the mornidness consequent on the 
public neglect. While England was interest­
ing herself in this conflict France was 
apathetic. Napoleon showed him 
how powerless he was in spite 
of rank, genius, political connexion, and all 
that make men formidable to a Constitutional 
Sovereign or a minister|tremblingfor his major­
ity.

But it is not to be'wondered at that M. de 
Montalembert should be a disappointed man, 
for, as far as we can understand his opinions, 
they are confined to himself, or to a little knot 
of politicians exceptionally placed and with 
peculiarly constituted minds. There cannot 
be a party, much less a public, imbued with 
that love of the Church of Rome and the British 
Constitution which actuates himself. He defines 
his principles of conduct to be devotion to the 
Liberal cause as distinguished from the revolu­
tionary idea, aud the Catholic cause as separ­
ated from despotism and intolerance. On this 
narrow ridge his own well-balanced miad has 
advanced, but he has been unable to draw 
France after him. His formula of “ A free 
Church in a free nation,” he admits himself 
finds no favour with the world, which probably 
thinks that acid and alkali will always neutral­
ize each other, and that no political chymistry 
will bring the Romish priesthood into unison 
with a self-governing people. So, though we 
agree entirely with his estimate of French so­
ciety, we cannot proclaim that his theories are 
likely to bring the cure. The evil, he tells us, 
is the selfishness of society, the devotion to 
material pursuits, the absence, even among ths 
young, of noble aims, of generous enthusiasm. 
That this naturally leads men to acquiesce in 
the despotism which gives them peace and 
riches ; that it destroys the faculty of self-go­
vernment, and establishes a central power act­
ing irresistibly upon millions of social atoms, 
is an obvious reflection. The bugbear of priestly 
supremacy he considers to have been skilfully 
nsed by the false Liberals. If there were any 
danger of it “I should hate it and combat it as 
much as that real tyranny of which the modern 
world is the prey,—that of democracy at once 
served and enslaved by despotism.”

To give the people liberty ^and the Church 
liberty would be the cure for all these evils— 
that is, if the people would be moderate aud 
the Church tolerant. But, alas I both people 
and Church have betrayed their trust. We 
know all that M. DeMontalembert can say 
against the millions of electors who established 
the existing Empire ; but, hear his opinion of 
the clergy, whose champion he has been for 
so many years. While we read we are forced 
to perceive that the Church of which he has a 
vision is au ideal Church that it has no resemb­
lance tojjthe Corporation whose ruler is Cardinal 
yntonelli and whose chief organs are the French 
religious journals. The new school which has 
“substitutea theories boldly servile for the pre­
cious guarantees of public life and has Irautio 
aspirations after universal compression which 
has bowed too large a portion of the clergy 
under the tyranny of its invectives and denun­
ciations, which has made of reason an enemy, 
of eloquence a public danger, of liberty an anti- 
Christian chimera, and of the taste for servi­
tude a sort of ingredient of virtue," is the 
school to which Church of the present day 
belongs. Withreason then, may M. deMonta- 
lembert despair. The free church iu a 
“tree people” is an illusion which has by 
this time passed away even from the mind 
of the moat fanciful politician.— limes,

MERCANTILE FRENCH NAVY.
(From the London Times.)

A topic of considerable interest, not only to 
France, but to England, has just been discussed 
with much earnestness in the French Legisla­
tive body. The ninth paragraph of the address 
to the Crown gave expression to an apprehen­
sion which was not unnatural, and to a reso­
lution which was certainly well founded. It 
spoke of the " trial” to which French manufac­

tures would be subjected under the competition 
introduced byjipp Commercial Treaty, and re­
corded a -that the ordeal would be “ tri- 
umphautlÿ’t<endured ; but admitted that such 
success was only to be expected on the condi­
tion that raw materials were cheapened aud the 
cost of conveyance reduced. This view of the 
case is pefectly reasonable. We have passed 
through these misgivings ourselves ; but we 
have learnt by experience that the removal of 
restrictions proves more than an equivalent for 
the removal of protection. The text of the ad­
dress indicatèd the true policy in such matters 
Low freights aud cheap materials would un­
doubtedly assist the French manufacturers in 
issuing triumphantly from the trial of an open 
market. So far the principles embodied in the 
address are unquestionably sound, but the next 
paragraph produced a singular inconsistency of 
argument and conclusion.

In that clause it stood affirmed by way of 
proviso, that industry of all kinds depended 
upon confidence, and that confidence could 
only be created by a certain steadiness or fixity 
in commercial legislation. To this doctrine 
also, if properly understood, we might give our 
assent, but the interpretation which was as­
signed to it went far to contravene even the 
admissions which had proceeded. An amend­
ment had been presented to the effect that “ an 
interest ol the first order,”—viz., the shipping 
interest, imperatively demanded the continu­
ance of the protection it enjoyed ; aud upon 
this proposition there ensued a succession of 
speeches directed to the same end. M. Arman, 
argued that the French Marine was debarred 
by natural inferiority from competition on equal 
terms with the British Marine for three causes. 
The first was the dearness of shipping material 
produced by the “just protection” still afford­
ed in France to manufactures, so that it cost 
considerably more to build a ship in France 
than it did in England ; the next in the obli­
gations imposed on all seagoing classes by the 
Maritime Inscription ; while the third might be 
traced to the superior institutions and resources 
of England. In this view ot the case M. Arman 
was not only followed by other members, but 
was confirmed by the Ministers themselves, and 
the amendment was only withdrawn upon the 
distinct understanding that the proposition it 
contained was accepted by the Government,

Of the causes assigned for the inferiority of 
the Fiench Marine to the English one only is 
natural. It is undoubtedly true that we pos­
sess “ resources” beyond those at the command 
of France ; but the most reasonable inferenee 
would be that the French should avail them­
selves of our aptitude iu this respect, as we do 
of theirs in others. If we can build ships more 
cheaply tbau they can and navigate them at a 
smaller charge, it follows that we are most fit 
to be carriers, and that the best way to secure 
that abundance of material and cheapness of 
freight which the French manufacturers very 
reasonably desire is to employ our agency in the 
business. If our neighbours would do this, or, 
in other words, if they would relax their Navi­
gation Laws, they would immediately be gain­
ers at the very points where they are most 
anxious for support. To this course, however, 
the French are in no wise inclined, and one of 
the speakers remarked, that though the reduc­
tion in the price of commodities was a very 
proper object, it “must not be realized at the 
expense of the Marine." How it is to be real­
ized otherwise is a question which was not dis­
cussed.

But the contradictions of this protective po­
licy are still more remarkable in the other por­
tions of the argument. One of the disabilities 
of the French Marine arises from the fact that 
the materials for shipbuilding are kept at an 
unnaturally high price by artificial laws main­
tained for the protection of certain French ma­
nufactures. This protection, too, is described 
as a “ just protection ;” but, unfortunately, its 
operation is directly against those for whose 
advantage it was designed. The manufactu­
rers of France require, it is said, in order to 
place them on a footing with those of England, 
cheap material and cheap freights. English 
shipping would give them these cheap freights, 
but it must not be employed because of the 
protection due to French shipping, aud the 
freights charged by French shipping are ne­
cessarily dear because of the protection given 
to French manufacturers. So runs the vicious 
principle in a circle, and one French interest is 
prevented from helping another French inte­
rest at a pinch by a restriction previously de­
vised for the assumed advantage of the inte­
rest now complaining.

It was the principle, however, of the Mari­
time Inscription which really governed the 
course of the discussion. Ministers asserted— 
and no one denied—that the Maritime Inscrip­
tion was deserving of all support “ as the basis 
of the National Navy,” though it had been de­
scribed in this very debate as one of the causes 
which rendered the French Marine inferior to 
that of other countries. The French Govern­
ment can place its hands in an incredibly short 
period upon all the seafaring population within 
reach; it can send these men onboard ships of 
war, and it can avail itself of their services to 
take the sea with an imposing force 
But when we observe at what a cost this is 
purchased we may be disposed to look with 
less dissatisfaction on cur own system. In 
competing with the maritime power of Eng­
land France starts at a heavy disadvantage. 
She has not got a population so nautically in­
clined, nor such numerous colonies to encour­
age nautical adventure, nor so favourable a 
position for turning such chances to account. 
These being the original conditions of the 
straggle, France aggravates them by her own 
legislation. She makes the materials of ship­
building unnaturally dear, and places all sea­
men under obligations calculated to obstruct 
the progress of a Mercantile Marine. This she 
does by way of laying the “basis" of a national 
Navy, though it is now thoroughly understood 
that a national Navy can never be based on 
any better foundations than those of a Marine 
spontaneously developed. A Commercial 
Marine contains the germ ot a fighting fleet, 
aud the surest way to secure political power is 
to give free development to mercantile adven­
ture.

No one can be surprised at the intelligence 
that the French merchant service is on the de­
cline. It is sacrificed, on the one hand, to the 
exigencies of the manufacturers, and on ihe 
other to those of the State. One party takes 
care that ships shall be dear, another that sea­
men shail have a divided duty. Shipowners 
are embarrassed both ways, and they will find 
but little indemnification in the turn of Protec­
tion with which it is designed to encourage 
them. French shipping is sinking under the 
elaborate system of burdens devised for its en­
couragement. It was declared that its depend­
ence was now on the fisheries alone, and the 
mere diminution of the duties on salt fish was 
fraught with peril to the Marine of France. 
We should think such a state of things ought 
to carry its own moral. The surest way to 
obtain a good Mercantile Marino is to allow it 
to grow in its natural proportions without pro­
tection or favour.

DEATH OF DR. ROBB.
(From the Fredericton Head Quarters.)

This community and the Province in general 
have to deplore the loss of Dr. Robb, who died 
suddenly at his residence in the University 
yesterday afternoon.

The deceased was the eldest son of Charles 
Robb, M.D., of Stirling, Scotland, and was 
born on the 2nd February, 1815. After study­
ing at various Scotch Universities and taking 
his Medical Degree at Edinburgh, he travelled 
on the Continent of Europe, aud resided for 
some time at Paris for the purpose of making 
himself thoroughly conversant with the various 
branches of his protection. In 1837 hia exten­
sive and accurate knowledge of the Natural 
Sciences secured him an appointment in King’s 
College, Fredericton, where he laboured most 
zealously and faithfully in the discharge of the 
various duties ot his Professorship. Many of 
his old pupils will grieve that he has been thus 
early cut off iu the prime of his life aud useful­
ness ; and that our Provincial University has 
lost his able services at a period when his great 
experience and sound judgment would have 
been particularly valuable. His vigorous intel­
lect and untiring industry enabled him to take 
a master’s grasp of the various sciences en­
trusted to his professional teaching; and his 
power and facility of imparting in a thoroughly 
sclent! fie manner, the fundmentai and guiding 
principles upon which were based his own vast 
stores of information, will long be remembered 
by those who had the privilege and advantage 
of attending his lectures. He possessed a more 
extensive and accurate knowledge of the Geo­
logy and Mineral resources of this Province 
than any man now living. To him we are in­
debted for our University Museum, many of 
the specimens for which were collected by his 
own hands, and not a few purchased at his in­
dividual expense. In all matters connected 
with the advancement and prosperity of the 
Province, he was ever ready and willing to give 
his efficient aid and assistance, and his early 
removal may be truly regarded as a public ca­
lamity, He was a pure minded, noble and ho­
norable man, and a sincere and pious Christian. 
As a friend he was generous, warm-hearted and 
uniformly kind and considerate. To him the 
afflicted or the needy never applied for advice 
or assistance in vain. At such a time we for­
bear to intrude upon the saered privacy of the 
afflicted family circle to speak of hia many vir­
tues aud endearing qualities as a husband and

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.
The House was occupied the whole of last

Thb Votb or Non-Coxtidencb.—The vote of 
non-confidence moved by Mr. Notman was lost 
by a majority of eleven—not a very large ma 
jority for the coalition ministry. Among the 
names remarkable for their rote with the Op­
position were Messrs. Loranger, A. P. McDon­
ald, Robinson, Sicotte and Starnes. The Upper 
Canada vote we make to have been thirty-four 
for the motion and eighteen against it, making 
nearly two to one against the Upper Canadian 
section of the ministry. It must be noticed 
that this was not a merely gratuitous vote of 
non-confidence in their own part ot the 
country, but the affirmation of an un­
doubted constitutional practice that members 
of the Executive Council must obtain a seat in 
Parliament, as a token of that popular esteem 
which forms their title to office. Messrs. Bald­
win and Lafontaine, whom the whole of the 
Lower Canadian ministerialists profess to look 
up to as constitutional authorities, recorded 
their judgment in favour of this principle over 
and over again—yet to-day the whole party, 
as one man, vote that what a few years ago 
was a grave breach of the constitution is now 
perfectly right.

Lathst [mom thb United States__ The
special telegraph from New York, for the Mon­
treal Herald, will be found to contain one or 
two fresh facts of interestfrom that city.

The War in the United States. —There are 
no events of the day which can more justly 
attract attention than those which are transpir- 
ing in the United States. Every one feels their 
importance too deeply to make it necessary to 
attempt enhancing it by many words. Almost 
a Continent, inhabited by, perhaps, on the 
whole, the most prosperous people in the 
world, on a territory where nearly eighty years 
of profound peace have made war seem almost 
impossible, has become embroiled in a fratricid­
al conflict, which is certain to be one of the 
most embittered which history records, and 
may be protracted to a length which none can 
foresee. That is enough to interest 
every one capable of comprehending 
a little of the great movements of 
the world ; but the means of gratifying curios­
ity is far less than the desire for information. 
The columns of our American exchanges 
show that the attention of their con­
ductors is concentrated upon the events of the 
incipient civil war, and while they present 
much less than their usual variety and detail 
on other subjects, they extenuate the matter 
relating to this one over several columns of 
their sheets, after reading which we find our­
selves in possession only of a few facts, which 
might be compressed into one article of reason­
able length. The very perfection of the modern 
arrangements for the conveyance of news is the 
cause of disappointment to those who seek for 
it. The events of weeks are not compressed into 
a despatch sent at the interval of some days from 
the last; but the minute movement of each day 
is chronicled next morning, and appears in 
many shapes from many hands. The main 
facts, which are to be sifted from the 
crowd of repetitions of announcements sub­
stantially the same, are that Major Anderson 
has reached, or soon will reach, New York ■ 
that the next fighting will take place either 
before Fort Pickens, at Pensacola, or at Wash­
ington ; that the President’s demand for 
troops has been enthusiastically responded to 
throughout the North; and that not only men 
are everywhere offered, but that capitalists are 
voluntarily proffering the necessary funds for 
sustaining the legitimately constituted Federal 
Government. With regard to the border 
States some anxiety is still felt; and it 
is uncertain whether they will strike 
hands with the rebels or maintain their 
allegiance. On the whole, appearances did lean 
to the latter, especially as respects Maryland 
and Virginia ; but our telegraphic reports to­
day speak of the secession of Virginia as 
certain.

The particular facts whence this general 
statement of the situation of affairs is derived 
will be found under tbe appropriate bead. One 
or two, however, deserve especial notice. The 
chief of these is the spirit shown in the three 
great cities of New York, Philadelphia and Bal­
timore. The mob in these cities has generally 
been democratic and pro-slavery, and hence 
fears have been entertained of the mischief 
which they might effect under desperate and 
resolute leaders. The whole popular current, 
however, even in these cities, has turned in the 
direction of the law, though there is great suf­
fering from the stagnation of business, caused, 
it has been industriously alleged, by Black Re­

publican injustice to tbe South. In Philadel­
phia the street politicians vVent to the offices of 
newspapers of Southern tendency, and exacted 
demonstrations of attachment to the Union. 
Our telegraphic despatch on Tuesday night from 
Albany stated that the same thing had been 
done in New York at the Herald office. There 
is probably some error in this, as the Herald, 
until three days ago the most traitorous print 
in the Union, not excepting those published in 
the South, found it necessary to turn round 
and swim with a current, of whose force it had 
evidently made no previous calculation.— 
Whether the popular demonstration at the 
Herald office was friendly or hostile, it was in 
favor of the Federal Government, and even 
prior to its taking place, the Herald had been 
for two days previously declaring, in utter op­
position to the truth, that it had all along ad­
vised Mr. Buchanan and Mr. Lincoln to the 
stern course, the latter is pursuing. This is 
important as showing that the North has be­
come at last thoroughly united, and will carry 
on the war without any anxiety respecting di- 

ision among its own people.
The mysterious nature of the recent opera­

tion at Charleston are explainei in the N. Y. 
Evening Post, whose article thereon we reprint. 
Its speculations may not be well founded in 
every particular ; but we think most men after 
reflection, will concur in believing that its 
views respecting Major Anderson, and the 
idleness of the fleet dnring the fight, aie the 
correct ones. That few lives were lost be­
comes less wonderful, than it appears at first, 
when it is remembered that each discharge of a 
large piece or ordnance, only throws one ball 
and that the object of a cannonade is not the 
taking of life, bat the destruction of walls.— 
To describe Major Anderson as a traitor, as the 
the New York Courier does, is an absurdity.— 
The late commander at Fort Sumpter, had he 
been so disposed, might have been in the ene­
mies camp long ago, It is not probable that 
he would have held on so long, in all kinds of 
discomfort, only to surrender the Fort at last, 
and then immediately to go back to the party 
he had betrayed. The garrison did all that by 
the laws of war they were called on to do.— 
Every military man knew that the Fort must 
be taken if attacked, unless it could be relieved; 
for eighty men in a fort can do nothing against 
thousands, free to erect as many batteries as 
they please. Every one knew too, that as con­
cerned the result of a war, it was of no conse­
quence, in whose hands Sumter might be. All 
that was required either to satisfy military 
honor or to serve the federal government was, 
that the Fort should be held till seriously at­
tacked, so as to throw the responsibility of the 
first outbreak on the right shoulders. There 
could be no utility nor justification for an un­
necessary sacrifice of life on either side. That 
will come soon enough, when grape, musket 
balls, and the bayonet, directed against men’s 
breasts, take the place of round shot directed 
against ramparts and casements.
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The Flood Yesterdat. — The Waters have 
continued to subside since our last, and are to 
day returned almost wholly to their accustom­
ed channel. Yesterday afternoon the sidewalks 
almost throughout the city were passable as 
usual, but the cellars continued to be filled 
with water. It did not seem, however, though 
a great deal more clear water appears that was 
to be seen the day before, that the great dam 
had fairly broken adrift. It is reported by per­
sons acquainted with the river that the block­
ade exists in greatest force in the Lake where 
immense masses of ice mixed with boulders 
which have been carried down by it, form an 
obstruction which prevents the passage of the 
floating ice-bergs and throws back the water. 
We continue to hear of frightful calamities all 
along the banks of the river, where the people 
residing in isolated residences and often with 
little accommodation in the upper parts ot their 
houses, with firewood stacked at some d’stance 
from the house, and animals of all kinds not 
very close at hand. Many of these have suffer­
ed greatly, and, compared with their means, 
have lost far more than our fellow citizens.— 
Many of them who, at the end of last week> 
were in easy circumstances with a cow or two 
and a horse in the stable, hay in the loft, and a 
stock of firewood under the shed, are now 
utterly without resource. The relief of the 
city seems to be chiefly due to the water hav­
ing forced its way through some barirers at 
Sorel back into the bed of the river. Great 
damage has been done in that town to property 
upon the river side, such as wharfs, Ac., by 
the destruction of which vent was afforded to 
to the pent up flood.

We regret to-day to have to record a 
fatal accident from the inundation. Three 
persons, as will be seen from another para­
graph, were lost on Tuesday night.

Fatal Accident.—Three Persons Drowned. 
—Yesterday information was received at the 
Water Police Station that three persons had 
been drowned beyond the Canal. It appears 
that they were crossing a kind of creek near Mr. 
Redpath’s sugar factory, when the boat upset 
and they were precipitated into the water. 
There were five persons in the canoe at the time, 
one named Brophy, another name unknown, 
and the three deceased, aman named Carmody, 
his sister, and a man named Ryan. The Water 
Police, immediately on the occurrence becoming 
known, employed drags, and succeeded in re­
covering all the bodies. The body of Ryan was 
removed to the residence of his father in uol- 
borne Street, and the bodies of the other two 
unfortunate persons to their late residence in 
Farm Street.

Meetino or the City Council last nisht— 
The Inundation—Pbblic Meetino.—A special 
meeting of the City Council was held last 
night, his Worship the Mayor in the chair.

The late Inundation came under discussion, 
when it was moved by Councillor Rodden, 
seconded by Alderman Bulmer, that his Wor­
ship the Mayor be requested to call a public 
meeting to take into consideration the measures 
to be adopted for the relief of the sufferers by 
tbe late inundation. After some discussion 
the resolution was adopted, and it will be 
observed, on reference to our advertising 
columns, that the meeting will be held on 
Friday, at noon.

The Council was then adjourned.

Erratum.—In our special telegraphic de­
spatch last night, it was stated that Mr. Foley 
had spoken against Mr. Notman’s vote of want 
of confidence. This was an error. Mr. Foley 
spoke in favor of it.

Court or Quehn’s Bench.—When the Court 
was opened yesterday morning, it was again 
found impossible to proceed with the business, 
owing to the deficient attendance of Petit 
Jurors. His Honor consequently found it ne­
cessary to adjourn the Court, the Petit Jurors 
being discharged.

THE FIRST DEFEAT OF THE REBELS.

[From the Evening Post.']
It is evident that General Scott has once 

more beaten the enemies of his country by mere 
force of his admirable stratagetical genius. To 
do so, he has, as was necessary, suffered not 
only traitors, but loyal men, to rest under a 
misdpprehension.

Those who remember the impatience with 
which the American public watched his appar­
ent inaction at one period of the Mexican war, 
will not have forgotten the shout of admiration 
which went up from the people when it was at 
last discovered that the supposed inaction had 
been in reality the wisest and shrewdest action; 
and that by the most masterly display of mili­
tary strategy be had outwitted the enemy, and 
obtained a splendid victory when nought 
bat defeat and disaster started oar army in the 
face.

He who reads and compares carefully the des­
patches from Charleston, Montgomery and 
Washington in this morning's journals, cannot 
avoid the gratifying conclusion that that which 
looks at first blush like a disaster to the gov- 
ernmentjis in reality but the successful carrying 
out of an admirable plan of military operations. 
Before this the traitors see themselves caught 
in the toils. In fact it seems to have sickened 
the chief-traitor, Davis, already, for Montgom­
ery despatches relate that when the news from 
Charleston came, and the mob serenaded Davis 
and Walker, “the former was not well and 
did not appear ;” and even his secretary was 
costive of words, and “ declined to make a 
speech.”

The facts which tend to the conclusion we 
have pointed out may she summed up as foll­
ows :—

General Scott has been averse to tbe attempt 
to reinforce Fort Sumter. He saw that it 
would cost men and vessels, which the Govern­
ment could not spare just now.

As an able general he saw that Sumter and 
Charleston were places of no military import­
ance, and would only need valuable men to 
hold, if we took them—with no adequate ad­
vantage gained.

He saw that the two keys of the position 
were Fort Pickens iu the Gulf, and Washing­
ton, the capital.

He knew that Davis had not generalship to 
perceive that on the 4th March and for some 
weeks afterward it would have been almost 
impossible for the Federal Government to de­
fend Washington against such a force as the 
traitors had already collected before Sumter, 
and which could be marched at any time on a 
capital not yet prepared for defence—not yet 
even purged of traitors.

His plans, based on these facts, were at once 
laid. By every means in his power he concen­
trated the attention of traitors and loyal men 
on Sumter. He must have seen with ^infinite 
satisfaction the daily iacreasing force gathered 
at Charleston, while the Government lost no 
time in strengthening the capital. Every hour 
the traitors spent before Sumter gave them only 
more surely into the hands of their master.

To make assurance doubly sure, he pretend­
ed to leave Fort Pickens in the lurch. It was 
said to be in danger, when Scott knew that a 
formidable force was investing it. Men feared 
that all would be lost by the inaction of the 
Government, when it was never most shrewdly 
energetic.

At last Washington was reasonably safe. 
Forces were gathered. Once more our brave 
old General saw himself with means in his 
hands. Then came the armament, popularly 
believed to be destined for Sumter. The Go 
vernment said not a word—only asked of the 
traitors the opportunity to send its own garri­
son a needed supply of food. They refused— 
and fearing the arrival of the Federal fleet— 
drank and besotted with treason, and impatient 
to shed the blood of loyal soldiers, they made 
the attack.

Scarce had they begun when they saw, with 
evident terror, ships hovering about the harbor’s 
mouth ; they plied their cannon in desperate 
haste ; but no ship came in to Anderson’s help 1 
What was the matter !

Made bold by the furious thirst for blood, 
they dared the ships to come in. But no ship 
offered its assistance to Anderson 1 More, the 
guns of Sumter were only directed at the works 
of tbe traitors, and Major Anderson evidently 
tried to fire in such a manner as not to kill 
men. He did not even try a few bombs on the 
city, though it is certain, from a letter of one 
of his own officers, that his guns would reach 
beyond the centre of Charleston.

What was the matter? Beauregard mast 
have thought the Government officers both 
fools and cowards. When his own boats were 
sailing unharmed about the harbour, between 
Sumter and Moultrie, bearing his orders, was 
it possible that the forces outside could stand 
apathetic while a brave garrison was being 
done to death? When a battle was to the 
death, would a shrewd officer neglect to divert 
his enemy’s attention by firing his city ?

If it seemed mysterious to us, waiting on 
Saturday with breathless suspense, it must have 
seemed incomprehensible to any cool head in 
the traitor camp.

Still no ships came in—and in fact the re-
ports stato that only three or four small yes-
sels remained in the offing. After forty hours 
cannonade, in which not one man is killed, 
Major Anderson, an officer of undoubted cour 
age and honor, runs up a white flag, surrenders 
the Fort, and becomes the guest of General 
Beauregard. Let no man hastily cry traitor ! 
He only obeyed his orders. He made an hon­
orable defence. He took care to shed no 
blood. He “gave orders not to sight men, but 
to silence batteries.”

Meantime, while the rebels are ignorantly 
glorifying the victory of five thousand men 
over eighty, what news comes from Montgom­
ery ? The telegraph in the hands of the rebels 
says :

“ Fort Pickens was re-enforced last night.”
'• It is understood that Charleston harbor is 

blockaded.”
Dispatches from Lieut. Slemmer, captured 

by the rebels, gave Davis tbe first intimation 
of his defeat! No wonder the rebel chief was 
“sick,” and went to bed! No wonder that his 
Secretary, Walker, declined to make a speech.

And what from Washington ? These signifi­
cant paragraphs :

The report that Anderson had surrendered, 
and is the guest of Gen, Beauregard, had been 
communicated to the Presideat. The latter 
did not seem surprised, but, on the contrary, 
remarked, “The supply vessels could not reach 
him, and be did right.” When he was told 
that the report was that nobody was injured in 
Fort Sumter, he seemed very much gratified, 
and remarked that he regretted that Major An­
derson could not be supplied, as that was all 
he needed.

The next act in tbe play will represent a 
scene at Fort Pickens, in Pensacola Harbor.

The position of affairs is this : Charleston is 
blockaded. Fort Pickens is re-enforced by 
troops which the traitors foolishly believed 
were destined for Sumter. Washington is se­
cure beyond peradventure. The traitors have, 
without the slightest cause, opened the war 
they have so long threatened. The country is 
roused to defend its assailed liberties, and ga­
thers enthusiastically about the Government ; 
and treason has been checkmated as the first 
blow it struck. Let them keep Sumter a few 
weeks.

Let no man cry traitor to Major Anderson 1 
Let no one (ear for the energy of the Adminis­
tration. Let us thank God that brave old Gon. 
Scott remains to give his loyal heart and wise 
head to his country’s service 1

PROCLAMATION BY THE MAYOR OF 
NEW YORK.

Mayor’s Ovfice, New York,
April 15, 1861

To the People of the City of New York:_
As chief magislrate, representing the whole 

people, I feel compelled at this crisis to call 
upon them to avoid excitement and turbulence. 
Whatever may bo or may have been individual 
positions or opinions on questions of public 
polity, let us remember that our country now 
trembles upon the brink of a precipice, and 
that it requires a patriotic and honest effort to 
prevent its final destruction. Let us ignore 
the past, rising superior to partisan considéra- 
lions and rally to the restoration of the Con­
stitution and the Union as they existed in the 
days and in the spirit of our fathers. Whether 
this is to be accomplished by fratricidal war­
fare or by concession, conciliation and sacrifice, 
men may differ, but all will admit that here at 
least harmony and peace should prevail. Thus 
may we, under the guidance of Divine Provi­
dence, set an example of peace and good will 
throughout our extended country. In this 
spirit and with this view, I call upon the peo­
ple of New York, irrespective of all other con­
siderations or prejudices, to unite in obedience 
to the laws, in support of tbe public peace, in 
ihe preservation of order and in the protection 
of property.

His Honor Mayor Wood has issued a procla­
mation, which we print herewith. He exhorts 
us all to keep the peace and repress excitement. 
But the peace is broken, and excitement will 
not be repressed. A formidable body of armed 
traitors have conspired to overthrow the Govern­
ment and establish another founded on radically 
diverse principles and looking to different ends. 
These traitors have stolen the money, seized the 
fortresses, and sacked the arsenals of the Union;

FROM WASHINGTON.
Washington, Monday, April 15,1861.

The following is the form of the call on the 
respective State Governors for troops, issued
through the State Department to-day :__

Sir : Under the act of Congress for calling

out the militia to execute the laws of the Unloft 
to suppress insurrectiofl, repel invasion, Ac , 
approved Feb. 23, 1795, I have the honor to re- 
cprest your Excellency to cause to be immedi­
ately detached from the militia of your State 
the quota designated in the table below, to 
serve as infantry 0r riflemen for a period of 
three months, unless sooner discharged. Your 
Excellency will please communicate to me the 
time at about which your quota will be expect­
ed at its rendezvous, as it will be met as soon 
as practicable by an officer or officers to muster 
it into the service and pay of the United States. 
At the same time the oath of fidelity to the 
United States will be administered to every offi­
cer and man. The mastering officers will be 
instructed to receive no man under the rank of 
commissioned officer who is in years apparent­
ly over 45 nor under 18, or who is not in phys­
ical strength and vigor. The quota for each

NEW DUTIES.
By the Fulton a very large shipment of silks 

arrived in this city, the value of which was 
$42,796. The amount of duty assessed there­
on under the new tariff was $12,838. This is 
tbe largest amount of duty paid upon the ship­
ment since the passage of the tariff. From 
the remarks of the person who passed the en­
try, it appears that the idea of the shipper, in 
France, was that all goods shipped before 
April 1 would be admitted under the old tariff.

The War Department, by telegraph, to-day 
accepted the offer of Governor Sprague of 
Rhode Island, of a regiment. He was requested 
by the Secretary to send them to Washington 
without delay.

The First and second regiments of the Dis- 
rict of Columbia Militia have tendered their 
services to the government.

The Globe Bank in Providence yesterday 
offered Governor Sprague a loan of $50,000 to 
arm troops for the war, end the Bank of Com­
merce offered 30,000 for the same purpose. 
Large offers have Aito oeen made from private 
persons. The Governor’s offer of a regiment 
for the defence of Washington has been prompt­
ly accepted by the war department. The 
Rebel leaders at Montgomery confidently ex­
pected Rhode Island would join their Confeder­
ation, but from present appearances they seem 
likely to be grisvously disappointed.J «

The Governor of Massachusetts yesterday 
received a requisition from the President ot 
the United States for 2,000 troops, to report 
themselves forthwith at Washington. Intense 
excitement prevails at Boston, and volunteers 
to the number of 20,000 had already offered 
their services. Among them, Gen. Ben. But­
ler, a distinguished Democratic politician.

It may be interesting to soma of our readers 
to know that ex-President Buchanan has ex­
pressed his determination to sustain the Go­
vernment in the present emergency.

Major Anderson left Charleston last night, 
and embarked on the Isabel for conveyance on 
board the United States steamer Baltic. Four 
of his men, it is now reported, were killed by 
the bursting of cannon. All the rest ot his 
command are reported to be in good health, 
including, we presume, Capt. Doubleday, who 
has been said to be insane. It was he who 
fired the first gun from Sumter.

Indiana offers 30,000 men for the service of 
the country. At Baltimore there is a “ Union 
and Constitution” organization 2,500 strong, 
who yesterday unfurled the Stars and Stripes 
from their headquarters.

Gov. Washburn of Maine, in reply to the re­
quisition of the Secretary ot War for troops,re­
plied : “ Maine will respond promptly to your 
call. The people of this State of all parties 
will rally with alacrity for the maintenauce of 
the Government and tbe defence of the flag.”

THE NEWS.
The war spirit of the North is now fairly 

aroused. The call of the President for troops 
has been promptly responded to, and with an 
enthusiasm beyond description. Massachusetts 
is first in the field. Her Governor yesterday, 
in a laconic despatch to the War Department, 
announced that her quota ot troops was ready 
New York has voted thirty thousand men and 
three millions of dollars. In Pennsylvania the 
war feeling is intense, while at all the other 
points heard from a determination to support 
the government with men and money to any 
amount is clearly manifested. At Washington 
the War Department are pushing forward 
arrangements for the protection of the capital 
with great vigor. Gen. Scott has established 
his headquarters at Washington. Twenty-five 
thousand troops will be quartered in the Dis­
trict of Columbia with all speed.—New York 
Herald.

THE PRESIDENT’S PROCLAMATION 
AND HQW IT IS REGARDED BY 

THE PEOPLE.

men are calmly considering and weighing 
these events, and endeavouring to divine their 
results, hoping that they may not terminate in 
civil strife and fraternal bloodshed. Even 
those who have been the warmest upholders of 
and sympathizers with the South declare, in 
spite of their feelings, that the action of the 
Southern confederacy in attacking Fort Sum 
ter has been hasty and rash, and that the 
dignity of the federal government should be 
upheld by a prompt resentment. J

To this feeling the proclamation of the Pre- 
sideat has given a spirit of enthusiasm, and 
men, heretofore apathetic and indifferent, do 
not hesitate to boldly proclaim the necessity of 
the measures contained in that document. The 
news from the South has been verified, much to 
the regret of many who would have preferred 
it untrue, and the sober second thought of the 
people has led them to the opinion that the pro­
clamation of the President was only just, in 
view of the emergency which called it forth, 
and that the military movement to be set on 
foot by it throws the responsibilities of war and 
bloodshed upon the South for having inaugu­
rated extreme measures.

Yesterday our citizens were somewhat sur­
prised to see the national ensign floating over 
the public buildings, hotels and the City Hall 
where, in addition, the municipal flag was 
flying. Over the Herald establishment, and the 
offices of other newspapers the American colors 
were displayed, and the gala appearance of the 
city created no little surprise in view of the 
condition of affairs. It transpired that the dis­
play took place in accordance with a request 
telegraphed by Governor Morgan to tbe police 
authorities.—Ibid.

THE VIGOROUS POLICY OF THE ADMIN­
ISTRATION.

The measures that have been adopted, within 
the last few days, by the government of Mr. 
Lincoln, entirely change the aspect of public 
affairs. Had a similar course been pursued 
five months ago, the last would have been 
heard of secession before now. Not the firing 
of a gun would have been needed ; the fortifi­
cations upon the coast would have been ren­
dered impregnable against local attacks ; and, 
with the exception of South Carolina, no State 
would have withdrawn from the Union. Such 
a policy was strongly recommended to Mr. Bu­
chanan’s administration, at the time, by the 
New York Herald-, but treason in his Cabinet 
and the atrocious perfidy of many others who 
surrounded him, prevented his acts from cor­
responding with the exigencies of the period. 
It is exceedingly probab.e that secession will 
now be confined to the Gulf States. Vir­
ginia has seemed, since the meeting of its Con­
vention, to be wavering in the balance ; 
but, in the face of such an army as nan be 
assembled on its frontier, at a few days’ no­
tice, it will pause before proceeding further.
Unless Virginie. nHLUrarro, tLn .rot tL- !,«-
der States will remain in the Union, and the 
fears that have been felt of an invasion of the 
District of Columbia will disappear. No troops 
of Jefferson Davis will be allowed to pass 
through the loyal alaveholding States with 
hostile purpose; and it is not imposs ible that a 
reaction may speedily be felt in Maryland, Ken­
tucky, Tennessee and Missouri, favorable to the 
stern policy of the administration, on account 
ot the scorn with which peaceful counsels have 
been treated by the extreme South.

The seat of war, will, beyond a doubt, be the 
coast of tho Southern confederacy.

The time has passed for such public peace 
meetings, in the North, as might have effected 
some beneficial result, a few weeks since. War 
will make the Northern people a unit. Repub­
licans look upon it as inevitable,and democrats 
have been gradually becoming disgusted at the 
neglect and ingratitude with which they have 
been treated by a section, for which they have 
faithfully borne the heat and burthen of con­
flict, for so many years.

The policy adopted by Mr. Lincoln, as set 
forth in his proclamation, and his speech to the 
Virginia Commissioners, is, on the whole, ap­
proved by the masses in the community. It 
cannot harm the North eventually; and, if the 
damage it. may inflict upon the South is to be 
regretted, it will be none the less well, if it 
secures final peace to the country.—Ibid.

THE BORDER STATES.
Will the border slave States respond to the 

call of the President, and order out the militia ? 
This question is asked on all sides. Advices 
received here this evening from Richmond, 
states that Virginia will refuse to respond. 
Governor Letcher is, and has been all along 
a strong Union man. Whether the events of 
the last few days has changed him is not 
known.

From Maryland, contradictory reports are 
received. The impression is that she will res­
pond, although the forts will probably be made 
to prevent her doing so. It is said that there ' 
are several thousand men in Baltimore already 
armed and equipped, and that large accessions 
are daily being made, to prevent troops cros­
sing the borders.

There seems to be little doubt, on the part of 
Maj. Bragg and the confederate troops, on their 
being able to take p0rt Pickens in much 
shorter time than was reported to take Fort 
Sumter. The loss of life will be fearful on 
both sides.
