The medal question is arousing a good 
deal of feeling. If medals are to be given 
at all, they should be given in a proper 
way. The Imperial authorities have pre­
sented the 'medals to the Canadian Gov­
ernment, and the least that it could do, 
we think, would be to cause the names of 
the men who are to get them, to be 
inscribed on the rim of each piece of silver, 
just as the Government «at home does, 
when it grants similar marks of recogni­
tion to the deserving. The old established 
British custom should be adopted in 
Canada. To give a bare medal, without 
anything to indicate that the man who 
gets it, won it honestly and fairly, is the 
height of meanness, and not a man who 
receives such a decoration will value it at 
its true value because it reaches him in 
that way. All the sentiment is knocked 
oat of the thing in one fell swoop. Some 
of the officers * in certain corps have 
signified their intention of saving their 
men the humiliation of paying for the en­
graving of their own names on the medals» 
and will stand the expense themselves. 
But though their intentions are praise­
worthy, the course they take is not the 
true cne. The Government itself ought 
to do its duty in the matter, and when 
the time comes for it to present the 
medal», it ought to be in a position to do 
its work properly. • The whole cost of the 
engraving, we hear, will be about nine 
hundred dollars. On this question, at 
least, we need have no cheeseparing 
policy.

In the 
letter Mr. Chamberlain stated that Mr. Glad­
stone's policy would throw a heavy harden 
a» Great Britain, entailing an enormous ad­
dition to the national debt, and probably an 
immediate iacreue of taxation, not to Secure 
tha union of the Kingdom, but to purchase a 
separation. Mr. Chomberloin tben went on 
to say that the land proposais, although they 
had been modified since he bad left the Cabi­
net, would still impose a great burden cm 
Great Britain, without sufficient security for 
the loans advanced.

The Premier off to Hawarden.

London, April 16—The absqAce of modi­
fications of the Home Rule bill disheartens 
the Liberals, snd a movement is on foot to 
obtain Mr. Gladstone’# assent to the iatro- 
duction cf a motion asking the Honse of 
Commons, before the aeoond reading of the 
bill, to accept a resolution simply affirming 
the necessity of eitabliehing « legislature at 
Dublin.

The loyalist convention will be held ou the 
29th inst. Mr. Gosoben will address tbe 
meeting.

The budget is the simplest ever introduced 
and appears to give satis faction to the mem­
bers.

Lord Spencer, John Morley and Joseph 
Cowea will address a meeting of supporters 
of Gladstone’s Irish policy at Newcastle on 
Wednesday next.

CHAMBERLAIN.

After Mr. Gladstone has introduced bil 
Irish Land Bill in the Honse of Commons to­
night, Mr. Chamberlain will finish his ex­
planation of hit reasons for leaving the 
Cabinet. Mr. Chamberlain bos accepted an 
invitation from the Edinburgh Radicals to 
deliver an address during the Easter rtoess.

The Daily Telegraph says : “The restrio- 
tiocs proposed bvGUdstone’a bill are all on 
the legislature. There are none on the execu­
tive. When the pollue pass to the control of 
the Dablin Parliament all forces intended to 
execute the law will be controlled by 
Parnell.”

THE IRISH LAND BILL.
Mr. Gladstone propounded bis Irish land 

bill to the House of Common» this evening. 
There wss hardly any excitement attending 
the event compared with the unprecedented 
enthusiasm which attended the memorable 
proceedings of yesterday week, when the 
Home Rule measure was proceeded with. 
To-dsy but 90 seats on the floor of the House 
had been “hatted.” At four o’clock the Hou*e 
was crowded to its utmost capacity. Mr. 
Gladstone rose in his place at 5.25 o’clock 
and was greeted with cheers. When he be* 
gsn to speak his voice was low and husky. 
He »aid the aim of the present endeavors of 
the Government waa directed towards secur­
ing contentment among the people of Iieland 
and the permanent restoration of social order. 
The speaker’s prrp sals would grest'y benefit 
the tenants of Ireland, but the landlords 
were .
THE PRINCIPAL OBJECTS OF THE MEASURE,
although he thought that many of theae 
landlords were mosc hostile to the Govern­
ment’s policy. At the outset, the speaker 
wished to make the most rmphatic dental 
that it was his intention to ask the Scotch 
and English to run any pecuniary risk on ac­
count of the landlords of Ireland. The his­
tory of Ireland was one long indictment 
against its land-owners ; agrarian crime had 
originated and increased under the absentee­
ism of the landlords, aud the raising of rents 
as their expenses while away from Ireland 
increased. Oppression married to misery bad 
a hideous progeny ; crime had been endowed 
with vitality to perpetuate itself and hand 
down it» miserable inheritance from genera­
tion to generation. England was not clear of 
responsibility, for the deeds of the Irish 
landlords were English deeds. With the

Sower in our hands we have looked on and 
one nothing.

AFTER THE UNION
absenteeoism became general and national sen 
timent ceased to have a beneficial influence 
on the relations between landlord and tenant. 
The nnion itself was obtained against the 
sense and wish of every class by wholesale 
bribery and unblushing intimidation. The 
Land Act was intended to go into effect on the 
same day on which the Home Rule Act would 
become operative.

Biographical Sketch.
As the came of the great violin virtuoso, S. 

Franko, has been mentioned lately in this 
paper, oar readers might feel interested to 
know something about this artist.

ple. He reviewed the history of the Homo 
Rule agitation !u Ireland, and spoke of 
Davitt and Parnell in glowing term». Ho 
complimented GHdstene for bii bravery and 
sp rit of justice to Ireland, and believed it 
was in the iutrreite of England that Ireland 
should hare home rule, lie also riJicuhd 
the idea that the Protea'ant minority in Ire­
land would have anything to fear.

Hon. Mr. Mercier and Mr. Gagnon asked 
if the Government favored the motion.

Hon. Mr. TAILLON said the members of 
the Government would treat the matter as an 
open qneition.

Mr. McSHANE spoke a. seconder of the 
motion at some length, dwelling upon the 
services rendered to France by the Irish 
Brigade. He also severely attacked the At­
torney-General, and eaid the Iriah people of 
Montreal would remember him.

Mr. TAILLON replied that he bad more 
real sympathy with the Irish paoplo than Mr. 
McShsne hud, and that he ebowed it too in 
hia efforts in 1878 for the pasiage of the bill 
to prohibit Orange processions in Montreal.

Hon. Mr. Lynch and Hon. Flynn delivered 
eloquent address on the Home Rule came 
and declared themaelvea in favor of anpport- 
ing the Iriah people.

Tne addresses were received with enthu­
siastic cheering by the majority on both sides 
of the House.

Mr. ASSELIN then moved the following 
amendment : —"That while wishing the Irish 
people God-speed in their efforts to obtain 
their just rights from the English Govern­
ment, and trusting that they will soon obtain 
the sacrei right of self-government, yet we 
believe that this Legislature bas no right to 
interfere in the matter.”

Messrs. FAUCHER and Leblanc sympa­
thized with the Irish people, bnt thought the 
Legislature ehonld not interfere.

Messrs. Gagnon, White, M*rcier, Riofret, 
Dnhamel, Ponpore, Garnean, Beaubien and 
others supported the main motion.

At 12 30 Dr. MARTEL moved the adjourn­
ment, which amid excitement was lost by 26 
to 22.

Mi. CARBRAY—id he would prefer to 
withdraw his motion ratherjthao submit to a 
division.

Me. McCONVILLE spoke against the 
amendment, which at one o’clock was lost by

Balls of “The Season** in London
Tee really “smart” ball which may be 

taken to be the highest development of the 
genus, U not usually given before May. This 
subtle quality of “smartness” is very difficult 
to explain. In the days of our fathers, when 
rociety was restricted to what the papers call 
tne “upper ten,” it was simple enough ; but 
with : he change of time* it has come to de­
pend >a other considerations. A “smart’ 
tall can be given by a person whom few of 
fho guests would have spoken to a year 
baforc. It may be “»mart” because it is pa- 
t xnized by royalty, because it has an element 
of fas'ness, because the outlay upon it has 
been preposterous. On the other hand, it 
may he ‘ smart” for good reasons—because it 
is given by people of great position, great 
hospitality, or great taste. Such a complete 
and healthy form of .this species of pleaenre 
used to be commoner a few years ago than at 
present, when a temporary combination of 
causes has stopped ball.giving in moet of the 
great London houses. The ordinary dwell­
ings of the metropolis contain, for the pur­
pose of receiving guests, rooms of the 
same pattern. Of course the size va 
ries, but tbe usual type is a front room more 
or less oblong, and a back room more or less 
square, communicating with the former by 
foiding-doors. This inevitable setting givre 
to moet bell* a certain similarity, and usually, 
from its narrow dimensions, prevents them, 
however eligible in other ways, from attainioir 
the excellence of a hall in a ‘‘big house.” 
There is always the hostrss with her daughter 
at the top of the stairs, surrounded by a crowd 
who have bowed or shaken hands with that 
Isdy, and who afterward appear as if thev 
were trying to hide themselves from her snd 
her offspring as fast as possible. The mnsi-1 
ciena are blockaded in one corner, and rooed 
the doors the black-coated young men cluster 
like bees in swarming-time. Mothers and 
daughters aie ranged two or three deep roun I 
the wail», the more fortunate of the former sit- 
tiog, but many on foot In the middle cf the 
room, reduced bo an irregular space of about 
ten feet by six, straggling couples beat one 
agdost another. On £bcir faces are expressed 
various émotions—high spirits aod depres­
sion, malice aod good-humour, pleasure and 
pain. The floor oscillates ; wax candles 
sprinkle their substance liberally about ; hot 
young men open windows, and chilly dowa­
gers shut them. Now and then a black ccat 
detaches itself from the mass near the door, 
and with a patronizing air selects a partner, 
or makes a few gracions observations to a 
chsperoo. Everything in sound and tumult, 
the only approach to repose being on the 
back stairs, where two or three coup’es sit in 
a blissful state watching other couples wedge 
their way to the tea-room through opposing 
masses who press back to the dancing. In 
the tea-room is a still denser throng, above 
which arms are raieed waving tea cups, 
glasses of lemonade; ices, «ma other light re­
freshments.

Behind the baffet the apper female ser 
vanta, with a hired waiter to touch up, thrust 
anything they can reach into tbe hands of 
the innumerable suppliants. Later on. 
when supper is announced, the 
stress of the fight is transferred to 
the dining-rcom. A new element in 
the shape cf the hungry and irritated cha­
peron now mingles in the fray. This imports 
a seriousness into what was before half play­
ful. and most of the younger and more timid 
withdraw from all attempts to obtain food. 
The remainder squeeze themselves round 
small tables, or stand, disconsolate, eying the 
expanse of heads for a vacant apace. The 
butler and footmeu look haughtily about 
them, while hirelings feed the guests. And 
so the battle proceeds till about three in the 
morning, when it probably turns into a ball, 
and the survivors enjoy themselves till broad 
daylight.

This description most not, of course, be 
taken to apply to ail balls except thoee given 
in palaces. Often, owing to a multiplicity of 
parties on one night, a person may enjoy his 
or herself thoroughly at a ball and go home 
none the worse.

Now in the ideal ball to which we alluded, 
all the>e things are different. In the first 
pieu», the donors, being more or less “great 
people,” are not obliged to ask the whole of 
their acquaintance for fear of giving offence, 
their position rendering it ineffective and un­
profitable to harbor ill-will against them. 
Also, in all probability, the non-ballgoing 
folk have been cleared off by preliminary 
drums. Again, tbe size of the house lends 
dignity and repose to the gathering. What a 
contrast, for instance, is the arrival ! Instead 
of a ladder filled with a mass of persons 
heaving slowly upward, a stately staircase 
winds round a large ball. Masses of Sowers 
form a background to women’s forma bright 
with diamonds, magnifieeat with brooatelle 
and lace, or fair with the freshness of youth 
in a clond of tulle. On the broad steps 
slowly ascending groups dispose themselves 
picturesquely, the trains of the gowns trail- 
ing over the low step*. Above, behind 
balustrades and pjjlara of marble, other 
guests sit watchiog tbe arrivals. Large 
rooms, the walls hong with historic pictures, 
open oat of each other in long vistaa. Per­
haps two of these will be cleared for dancing, 
but the others will be left in their every day 
state of comfort,' where non-dancers can stroll 
or sit aa luxuriously as if no ball was going 
on. There is probably a terrace, balcony, or 
garden, lit with Chinese lamps, where those 
who are hot can breathe a cooler air. The 
whole festival is fall of color, richneas, and 
life, and, were it not for the black coats quite 
a Venetian scene. Indeed, one might not 
despair of a Paolo Veronese so combining 
even these sombre garments with the strength 
and simplicity of the architecture and tbe 
splendor of the other sex aa to produce the 
representation of a rich and noble festivity, 
which is what a London hall at its best still 
is even in these degenerate days.—Harper* 
Magazine for May.

London, April 14—How came pare chloro­
form in Bartlett’• stomsuh, who did she buy 
it from and where tfe tbe bottle* ?”—asked 
Attorney-General Sir Charles Russell of the 
jury during his opening ot the oswe against 
Mrs. Bartlett at the Old Bailey this morning.

This embrace* the whole pitch of the “Pirn 
lico mystery,” which twelve presumably in 
telligent gentlemen will be all tbe coming 
week endeavoring to unravel.

POPULAR INTEREST,

The Central Crimimal Court room wai 
crowded long bafore th* trial began. The 
pres* bad aa hard a fight to force tne way to 
■eats as tbe peers did recently in the House 
of Commons, all tbe best places having been 
given away to the lady friend* of tbe Çity 
Coonoilmen, whose cariosity ha* doubtless 
been inflemed by tbe expectation of ealaoioae 
revelations in regard to tbe amorous relations 
between Mrs. Bartlett and the oo-suspect, 
Rev. Mr. Dyson.

Representatives of the leading London pv 
pers, to the exolnsion of the foreign snd ^ro- 
vincial reporters, were at last admitted, aod 
managed to squeeze their way ip, leaving an 
angry mob of lees fortunate pressmen outside 
in the damp lobbies.

THE PRISONERS.

Abont ten o’clock Mr. Dyeon and Mrs. 
Bartlett were bronght into the dock from 
Newgate by uniformed warders. Mr. Dyson 
looked worn smd haggard. Although 
Wesleyan he wears a heavy mustache, wlrch 
drooped raggedly. His inamorata waa quiet 
and self-possessed. Each seemed to orpsd 
being brought in contact and took np posi­
tions at opposite corners, without looking at 
each other. Tbe seat ot honor, beneath the 
canopy and facing th* prisoners, was occupied 
by Sir Robert Carden, the octogenarian 
Alderman and ez-Lord Mayor smd ex-member 
of Parliament. Old Bailey being within the 
city limit* Jadg* Wills, who presided, had, 
under £he stern etiquette of Mansion House 
politic»., to content himself with a less im­
portant place on Carden’s right.

Judge Wills’ ia an appropriate assignment, 
a* he la the son of that Will* who wrote a 
great book on oircumstsmtial evidence—the 
kin<Uo be now mainly marshalled. He has 
the reputation of being the most merciful 
judge on tbe bench. He is a froeb, dapper, 
abarp-featured man, bis benevolent eyes aod 
bis dry, methodic manner suggesting a re­
semblance to the actor George Groeamith.

A SURPRISE.
Hardly bad tbe proceedings begun by one 

juror challenging himself because he was aa 
intimai* friend of Dyson, when, amid a flat­
ter of surprise, tb« Attorney-General an­
nounced that th* Crown had decided not to

Ere** the oaae against Dyson, bat to put him 
i the box as Queen’s svidenc*. Accordingly 
he was formally acquittod, and Mrs. Bartlett 

was Isft alone in the dock to taut* over “men 
were deceivers ever.”

They can 
get a longer vacation than any man in bnsi- 
ness or professional life ; and by arranging 
say, four exchanges in the course of a year, 
ihey can practically add a month to their va­
cation. Tbeir salaries are generally small, it 
is true, bnt they usuully have enough for 
thrir neede, and they know nothing of the 
anxiety and responsibility that are ao com­
mon to all busineas men. The trouble with a 
great many clergymen is that they are cod­
dled and pitied by the women folks every 
time they do a little bit of genuine bard 
work ; smd so at last they really imagine 
they are the hardest worked people in the 
world. Bnt let them take the place of some 
busy merchant or railroad man or newspaper 
editor just for one week, and they would 
never again talk of the hard work of the 
ministry.

officer, then, before My two Jastioes of tbe 
Peace sitting and having jurisdiction in snch 
Oity : and the provisions of the one hundred 
and third chapter at the Oonselidated Statute* 
of Canada shall b* applicable to the recovery;of 
such pensdtiea. *
