Limited Advances Are Made 
By U.N. Forces In Korea

U.S. Eighth Army Headquarters,

Korea, Oct. 19—(/P)—Allied big 
guns pounded Kumsong today as 
tank-supported U. N. infantrymen 
fought to within two miles of the 
former communist bastion on the 
central front.

Reds stubbornly resisted attack­
ing United Nations’ troops in al­
most every fighting sector. Allies 
failed to take two hills on the 
western front in day-long battles.

Planes, tanks and infantrymen 
battled fresh Chinese replace­
ments deeply entrenched in the 
last major ridge line south of Kum­
song. The Reds used heavy mortar 
and artillery fire in an attempt to 
slow U. N infantrymen pushing 
northward in the seventh day of 
their central offensive.

But southwest of Kumsong, al­
lied ground forces captured two 
hills against “surprisingly-light re­
sistance,’' a briefing officer report­
ed. ’Fifty-two Chinese were taken 
prisoner.

Artillery supporting the Kum­
song offensive fired 1,000 rounds 
into the communist road hub.
They concentrated on stores of 
supplies left there by Reds who 
appeared to have deserted their 
former stronghold.

Fiercest resistance was south­
east of Kumsong. Air strikes, tank 
fire and infantry assaults failed to 
bulge Reds clinging to a sharp, 
high peak overlooking a valley.

Entrenched Chinese on the wes­
tern front held two hills northwest 
of Yonchon against day-long allied 
assaults. On. one hill troops fought 
at hnnd-gicnade range lor more 
than two hours before U.N. infan­
trymen pulled back. A 10-hour 
allied assault was beaten off the 
other hill.

Nearby Red screening forces dug 
in on hills less than a mile from a 
battle-scarred ridge line they 
abruptly abandoned yesterday to 
allied troops after a two-week 
fight.

The Reds probed U.N. positions 
in the eastern mountains with a 
series of unsuccessful attacks.

A total of 12 Egyptians were re­
ported killed and scores injured in 
the rioting which broke out along 
the canal after Egypt on Monday 
denounced her 1936 treaty allow’- 
ing Britain to garrison the Suez 
area. Britain retorted that she 
would not accept the one-sided can­
cellation.

Officials of the French-and-Brit- 
ish-controlled Suez Canal Company 
reported last night that traffic 
through the great ocean short-cut 
had not been disturbed by the dis­
pute.

Church Music 
Code Will 
Be Issued

Quebec, Oct. 19. (R Roman 
Catholic Archbishops and Bishops 
of Quebec are issuing a "code” of 
church music w hich sets forth what 
should be played and sung at reli­
gious services.

The 25-page booklet, printed in 
French, soon will go out to ail 
parishes of Quebec’s five ecclesias­
tical provinces which include the 
Archdiocese of Ottawa.

The code's instructions arc 
broad enough to avoid abrupt 
change in the music that Roman 
Catholics are accustomed to.

But such favorites ns the wed­
ding march from Lohengrin— 
“Here Conies the Bride” - and 
Mendelsohn's famous wedding 
piece for organ may vanish from 
the repertoire.

The booklet says: "They abso­
lutely cannot be tolerated in 
church,”

II is the only instance where 
the code is so specific.

To the province’s organists and 
choir maslers, largely earning 
their living through this work, the 
code won't be entirely new

Ever since Pope Plus X lashed, 
oui in 1903 against the trend to­
ward concert and theatrical music 
in church, organists and choir 
masters have attempted to elimin­
ate this tendency.

Such gradiose affairs as Mid­
night Mass in Montreal’s Notre. 
Dame church, where many years 
ago choirs sang to the accompani­
ment of orchestral instruments as 
wall as the organ, were done away 
with after the Pope's pronounce­
ment.

Because Quebec church - goers 
were fond of many hymns not quite 
within Hie spirit of the music re­
form but deeply-rooted in popu­
lar tradition, there was tolerance 
in some dioceses.

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Four Men Held For Questioning 
Following Robberies In Townships

A ring of thieves, specializing 
in safe cracking and operating 
successfully in the Eastern Town­
ships for the past few weeks, may 
have pulled their last job.

In Mansonviye the thieves got
exactly nothing while at H. Co­
dere's flour mill in Knowlton they 
stole S500 worth of tools, tried 
the safe and failed to pick up a 
cent.

At Rioux's mill in Eastman the 
thieves got some S175 in money, 
Hour, a few batteries, fire ex­
tinguishers and even a few bis­
cuits.

spring there was nothing said about taxing 
people half a billion dollars more than 
■was needed for current expenses of govern- 
irvent in order to pay off a substantial chunk of 
the national debt of $1 1,000,000,000.

Nor does it seems to have occurred to 
official Ottawa that paying off the national 
debt ia just about as inflationary a scheme 
«•could be devised. For what il means is that 
$250,000,000 worth of Government bonds 
will be retired, and their holders present­
ed with that much cash. Money lying fallow 
isn’t much use to anyone, so those who get the 
money will either spend it or lend it out at in­
terest to those from whom it was taken in 
taaee.

The fact of the matter is that the financial 
wizard# who advise Mr. Abbott made a fantas­
tic error which has already cost the taxpayers 
of Canada half a billion dollrs, which they 
need never have paid in taxes at all. Public 
esteem for Mr. Abbott would be higher were he 
to frankly confess to have been the victim of 
bad advice, and to reduce taxes to the point 
where such a boner could not be repeated in 
the next six months or so.

STREAMLINING THE SENATE
The move to cut the membership of three 

important Senate committees, or supposedly 
important committees, may serve to give the 
Upper House a more important place in the 
Canadian Parliamentary picture. The change 
ia designed to permit the Senators to give more 
detailed study to such matters as external 
affairs, finances and transport and communica­
tions. It is proposed that the smaller commit­
tees be furnished with the details of govern­
ment legislation at the same time it is intro­
duced into the House of Commons. These 
could be gone over thoroughly and an enlight­
ened report submitted to the members of the 
Upper House when the legislation actually 
reached thet body.

This would remove one of the complaints 
frequently heard to the effect that the Senate 
was given topics of major importance in the 
closing days of the session and asked to ap­
prove or reject the entire measure without 
having had an opportunity to study it to deter­
mine whether it would be bettered by amend­
ments.

Anything that would lead to a greater 
place for the Senate in Canadian affairs would 
be welcomed by the people at large. Removed 
from the fear of group pressure, the Senators 
are supposed theoretically to give any measure 
careful consideration on the basis of the inter­
est of the entire country. And it must be said 
to the credit of the Upper House that they do 
this as far as possible. But, unfortunately, 
under the present mode of procedure, they 
cannot study any measure until it has gone 
through the legislative processes of the Lower 
House, which means that many of the most 
important bills only reach it on the eve of 
prorogation when they can receive at the best 
only cursory study.

MOS8ADEGH IS FIRST PROBLEM 
UN MUST SOLVE IN OIL CRISIS

Washington—(NEA)—American television audi­
ences may be in for a new kind of international 
thrill when Iran’s Prime Minister Mohammed Mos­
sadegh argues his country’s oil case before the Uni­
ted Nations Security Council.

He is apt to create considerable American sym­
pathy for his cause, too. For every American who 
has had any dealings with the old man has come 
away impressed. He is characterized as being a 
good bit like India's Ghandi. He is a born leader, 
the hero of his country. And right or wrong on the 
oil dispute with the British, he is said to have a 
good 95 per cent of the Iranians behind him.

Not the least of his talents is his ability as a 
perfect actor. He can "turn on the tears” almost a 
will. How he does it is his secret. He can also faint 
under emotional crisis. But doctor members of the 
Iranisn Parliament who examined him after one of 
these fainting spells found his pulse normal, and 
nothing physically the matter with him at all.

He is considered a partial paralytic and has 
carried a cane for a number of years. But on occa­
sion he has been observed by Americans to run up 
and down stairs without his cane, and with no ap­
parent disability on (he left side of his body which 
has been supposed to be paralyzed.

And he is no backward country primitive. No 
Middle East mystic. He was educated in France, 
Belgium and Switzerland, holding a doctor’s degree 
in law. He has served as Minister of Justice, 
Finance, and Foreign Affairs, as well as Premier of 
the Iranian Cabinet.

One Of Iran’s Richest Men
He is reported to be one of the wealthiest men 

in Iran. The rich there are mostly land owners and 
according to the pattern, Mossadegh owns whole vil­
lages. Americans who have visited his villages say 
that they are well run — better than most, and his 
tenants get better than the usual one-fifth share of 
their crops.

Mossadegh Is, in fact, the author of Iran’s great 
reform movement of the 1920’s. And he is also the 
author of the Iranian oil nationalization law of 1051, 
which Is now causing all the trouble with the British 
over the Anglo-Iranian Oil Co, concession. The 
Prime Minister Is the very personification of that 
Issue. Before the Anglo-Iranian dispute can be solv- 
ed, Mossadegh must be solved.

A year ago, when U,S. Ambassador Henry F. 
Grady first went to Iran from India, there was no 
oil nationalization issue. There was a severe eco­
nomic crisis, with heavy unemployment Yet when 
the Mossedagh nationalization law was passed last 
Spring, so complete was the faith of the Iranian 
people in that law that next day they lined up with 
their cans at the filling stations to get “their” oil. 
And many of them may not understand yet why 
they haven’t got it.

American mediators like Averell Harriman who 
have tried to settle the dispute between the British 
and the Iranians may have thought at various times 
that a solution was at hand. But Mossadegh always 
balked them, standing stubbornly for his viewpoint.

Gross take of the Anglo-Iranian company from 
its Iranian fields has been estimated at S300 million 
a year. The Iranian royalty under the old 1933 con­
tract was from $40 to $45 million a year. The new 
contract being negotiated when Premier Ali Raz- 
mara was assassinated in March, before Mossadegh 
came to power, would have given Iran $75 to $90 
million. It wasn’t enough.

Wasn't Satisfied With Half Of Profits
Then new offers by Anglo-Iranian would have 

given Iran a 50-50 split on profits, with 10 per cent 
off the Iranian share each year to pay for the 
nationalization. That would have given Iran a 
return of up to $150 million a year. Mossadegh was 
urged to take it. If he held out he thought Iran 
would get it all — the full $300 million," So he 
held out.

American mediators also tried to find some 
formula which would keep the Iranian fields pro­
ducing, keep money pouring into Iran to support Its 
tottering economy, unfreeze Iranian royalties now 
being held back by the British. It was thought this 
could be worked out by having the British tanker 
captains sign receipts for the oil “without prejudice” 
to the Anglo-Iranian ease. But the British balked at 
that.

There is considerable American criticism of the 
British for their stubbornness. At times it has seem­
ed almost the equal of Mossadegh's. It is said that 
no American oil company would have allowed its 
relations with the leasing country to become so bad. 
It went so far that Anglo-Iranian would not even sell 
Iranian oil to the Iranains at a price as low as that 
paid by the British Navy.

What the United Nations Security Council can 
do about this is the immediate question. Maybe 
appoint another mediator and try again, At any 
rate, if a solution isn’t found in the next few 
months, Iran faces a financial crisis that could bring 
chaos and communism.

Glimpses Into The Past

TOWN OF LAKE MEGANTIC
During our months of taking 

glimpses into the Past we have 
learned of many places and people 
who have been instrumental in 
building up a country of which we 
are proud, also glad that Prince 
Philip thinks it a pretty fine place 
to visit—if not to live in. In 
searching for historic facts about 
our towns and villages in the 
Eastern Townships we often find 
ourselves at sea—that is, we see 
that our knowledge of geography 
and history is rather weak in 
spots, also that our knowledge of 
the country’s topography needs a 
little brushing up, thus we should 
do a bit of homework on facts and 
figures, heights of our mountains, 
length of rivers and so on, not 
forgetting our counties nicely 
spread out over a large area In 
Eastern Canada.

Many strangers and some natives 
are oftimes puzzled as to the Town 
of Megantic and the County of 
Megantic, the former being in 
Frontenac County and the latter 
extending north and west from 
beautiful and historic Lake St.
Francis. The town standing quite 
near the International border is 
one of the younger settlements in 
the Townships, as settlers did not 
come in the early part of 1800; it 
was then the habitat of Indians, 
voyageurs and early missionaries, 
until the arrival of men from 
across the sea. Many of them 
chose the rolling country and 
lands then covered with hardwood 
trees which invariably became 
rich and productive farmlands.

Among the first comers was 
James W. Kelly, retired British 
soldier who came from Ireland in 
1874 after a long military term, 
part of it spent in the West Indies.
Mr. Kelly became one of the 
lakeside settlement’s aetive citi­
zens. He recorded that when he 
came there were only two huts in 
the place chosen by the pioneers, 
but it. soon changed and became 
an active centre, especially in 
lumbering and milling. It was 
called Montenac, then changed to 
Morinville, after one of the first 
land owners; later to Chaudière 
Pond as it was the headwaters of 
the Chaudière River which led to

Quebec City, through the Chaudi­
ère Valley, a historic part of the 
region. It was through this rugged 
country that Arnold and his men 
tried to tight their way to and 
capture Quebec.

Each year saw the toll of the 
forests taken in the work of build­
ing what has become an important 
town in Eastern Canada. The set­
tlers were evidently proud of the 
word “pond” for it was much 
used, then dropped for the more 
dignified “lake.” Today the beauti­
ful sheet of water is almost sur­
rounded by homes and industries. 
Mr. J. W. Kelly was one of the 
first citizens. He took keen inter­
est in its growth and today is re­
membered by older people. Mal­
colm MacKenzie, who came from 

; Lewis, Scotland, figured in the 
lumbering and milling industry, 

i He was a friend of Donald Morri- 
!son, the well remembered Megan­

tic outlaw; these two men cut 
the first trees in the settlement.

| Mr. MacKenzie has been recorded 
i as a Mason, Orangeman, but first 
and last a Highland Scotsman.

There was George K'err, son of 
Robert Kerr, of Sherbrooke, both j 
of them general merchants; the 
first Mayor was Lt.-Col. M. B. Mac- j 
auley, and a well remembered 
citizen was John Boston, well re­
membered as a friend of man. 
His home was the rendezvous for 
newcomers and those in isolated 
sections, all having a welcome. 
At Sandy Bay a barn was used 
to store supplies brought to the 
settlement until they could be dis­
tributed. This was done by firing 
two shots, then a boat would put 
out for Sandy Bay and the supplies 
claimed by the waiting settlers. 
Captain J. S. Wilson, another ac­
tive citizen, who came in 1876 in 
connection with the Canadian 
Land Reclaiming and Colonizing 
Company, obtained money from 
the government to build a road 
through to Ness Hill, this being 
a great help to the. settlers. This 
piece of road became the first 
street in the village.

The change in name came at 
the time of the visit of Lady Mac­
Donald. with her husband. .Re­
quested by Hon. J. H. Pope she 
stood on the bridge and gave the 
names, Megantic on one side of

the river and Agnes (her own 
name) to the opposite side. The 
first Church (Presbyterian) was 
built in 1889, then in Agnes, the 
Roman Catholic, Anglican and 
Methodist churches were built. A 
post office was opened in 1877, 
and Lodges were organized—I.O. 
O.F., C.O.F., Catholic C.O.F., St. 
Joseph Society and the R.T. of T. 
The Prince of Wales Hotel was 
built in 1878.

For a time prices were exorbit­
ant in such places. Here they paid 
$11.00 for a barrel of flour; tea 
was 80 cts. to $1.00 and sugar 16 
cts. a pound.

The lake region has been the 
mecca of sportsmen and travellers 
and the highway route from Sher­
brooke to Megantic is beloved by 
motorists. Winding through forest­
ed lands, farm lands, modest 
homes and all the way a picture 
of lasting beauty. The everlasting 
hills, with valleys lying at their 
feet, in autumn the glory of 
color and the keen, bracing air 
makes this route most enticing. 
Coming to the Town, set amidst 
beautiful surroundings, we see 
plainly why the early pioneers 
chose such places for their homes. 
Looking across the lake we see 
the border, an invisible barrier 
between two countries, at peace 
with each other; lovely summer 
homes on the shore lines; cot­
tages tucked away amidst trees 
and all around the result of our 
pioneers’ activity and devotion to 
their chosen homelands; glimpses 
on every side and treasured mem­
ories of the days when this region 
was a place of woods and waters; 
now a centre of modern life and 
progress.

PROHIBIT BOYCOTTS
When the Federal Government introduces 

its legislation to prohibit price-fixing by manu­
facturers and wholesalers, there is one essen­
tial provision which should be included.

DON’T DEPEND ON LUCK TO 
BE WINNER

Were you ever too lucky for 
your own good? That was the sad 
fate of South in the hand shown 
today.

West opened the king of spades 
against the very neatly bid slam 
contract. Dummy ruffed, and 
South made a correct plan for the 
play. He would draw exactly two 
rounds of trumps and then he 
would go after the clubs.

At the second trick, therefore, 
declarer laid down dummy’s king 
of trumps. At the third trick he 
led a low trump from dummy, 
whereupon East fumbled and pul­
led out the wrong card. East 
meant to play the ten of hearts, 
but he accidentally played the 
queen.

This was a bit of unexpected 
luck for South. He had intended 
to play the ace of trumps, which 
ordinarily would leave East with 
the good queen of trumps. East's 
fumble made it unnecessary for 
declarer to lose a trump trick.

So South took the ace of trump 
and drew the last trump with his 
jack, chuckling over his good luck 
and East’s clumsiness. There’s 
nothing like a good laugh, is 
there?

It was then time to go after the 
clubs, so South led to dummy’s 
top clubs and ruffed a club. Un­
fortunately the suit didn’t break, 
and dummy had only one trump 
left. The clubs could not be 
brought in, and South wound up 
with two losing spades in his 
hand. His good luck had cost him 
a vulnerable slam.

South made a very serious er­
ror, of course, when he drew a 
third round of trumps. Ho would 
have made his contract if he had 
ignored East's third trump and 
had stuck to his original plan. 
The curious feature of the hand 
was that South would have been 
forced to play the hand correctly 
if East had made the normal 
trump play at the third trick.

Milwaukee Sports Editor Says 
Major Leagues Are “Monopoly” 
Owning More Than Half Of Players

Washington, Oct. 19. — (JP) — A 
Milwaukee sports editor told Con­
gress yesterday that a major league 
“monopoly,” owning more than 
half the players in baseball, threat­
ens to ruin the game.

R. G. Lynch, Sports Editor of the 
Milwaukee Journal, said players 
were jerked up to the majors — or 
sent to other teams — without re­
gard for players or fans.

“The way those major league 
operators are running things, 
they're going to ruin baseball,” he 
said.

Lynch gave his strongly-worded 
comments to a House of Represen­
tatives Judiciary Sub-Committee 
studying whether baseball should 
be exempt from anti-trust law.

Other developments today:
1. Bill Werber, longtime major 

leaguer and now an insurance brok­
er here, was all for leaving base­
ball just as it is.

“1 think the ball player has all 
the best of it,” he said. “The club 
owners in my experience were al­
ways fair.”

2. Thomas J. Halligan, of Flint,

Mich., and president of the Class 
A Central League, agreed with 
Lynch that the farm system must 
go.

Lynch told the Committee that 
the major leagues own 3,000 of the 
5.000 players in organized ball.

St. Louis Cardinals, Brooklyn 
Dodgers and New York Yankees 
own 1,500 players. As a result. 
Lynch said, they have dominated 
their leagues for the last 12 years.

Lynch contended the major lea­
gues operate a “system of peonage” 
so airtight that they not only can 
determine where a player will go: 
they also can refuse him the right 
to play at all.

Frank Yeutter, Philadelphia Bul­
letin sports writer, said baseball 
now is in a state of flux. He noted 
that most of the baseball's talent 
comes from youngsters 18 to 21 
and said that these men now are 
in the Armed Forces or ticketed 
for service. So baseball has to take 
the very young or play its veteran 
performers.

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PAT1EXTS HEALTH MUST BE 

BUILT UP IN CHRONIC 
BRONCHITIS CASES 

By Edu- n P. Jordan. M.D.
“'I have had chronic bronchitis 

for about six years and at times 
cough a lot, especially when I first 
get up in the morning. I bring pp 
a lot of phlegm, and I stay quite 
thin from the coughing every day 
Aren't there some shots that would 
help me so I won't cough so 
much?" writes Mrs. E. H.

This letter brings up the sub­
ject of chronic bronchitis, which 
is not only a distressing, but also 
a potentially dangerous condition.

Shots probably will not help 
Mrs. H. unless the infection is ac­
tive and will yield to penicillin 
or one of its relatives. Tonics 
may be helpful in helping to build 
up her strength, but neither of 
these can be counted on to relieve 
her entirely.

If bronchitis comes on sudden­
ly, the symptoms at the start may 
seem to be like those of an ordi­
nary cold. A feeling of heaviness 
over the chest and pains in the 
bones and back are common. In 
mild cases fever may be absent, 
but in severe cases, it can be as 
high as 103.

The most characteristic sign is 
a cough which comes on in par­
oxysms and causes great distress. 
At first the cough is dry. but later 
the secretion becomes more and 
more abundant and is brought up 
with the coughing.

Sometimes bronchitis comes on 
more ^lowly and is said to be 
“chronic'’ from thr start. The 
causes of chronic bronchitis are 
much the same as those of the 
acute variety, that is, germs, vi­
ruses, irritating fumes and the 
like. The symptoms are also sim­
ilar but not so severe.
Drugs May Help

Drugs may relieve the symp­
toms somewhat. The substance 
which causes the irritation should 
be removed, if possible. Every 
effort should be made to build up 
the patient into good healtli and 
avoid irritation to the air passages.

Change of climate, when it can 
be arranged, is an important part 
of treatment for many patients 
with chronic bronchitis. Often 
those who cannot seem to get over 
their chronic cough at home 
promptly improve w’hen they go 
to a warm mild climate, such as 
southern California or Florida.

Bronchitis can lead to other

Losing New York Giants Set Record 
In Money Received In World Series

Cincinnati. Oct. 19.— (JP) —The 
World Series money melon was 
cut yesterday and, while New York 
Yankees got the most money, the 
losing Giants set a financial rec­
ord in the 1951 classic.

In collecting $4,951.03 for each 
full share, against $6,446.09 for 
each Yank, the defeated National 
Leaguers got more dough than any 
other second runner in the history 
of the baseball classic.

The previous high for a loser 
was $4,829.40, paid to Brooklyn 
Dodgers in dropping the 1941 se­
ries to the Yankees.

The cut for each Yankee receiv­
ing a full share this year was only 
the fourth highest. The best was 
the $6,772.05 collected by the vic­
torious Cleveland club of 1948 
when it defeated the Boston 
Braves.

One of the oddities this year, 
too. was the fact that pitcher Jack 
Kramer got his share as a Yankee, 
after being with the Giants ear­
lier in the season.

He was released by both clubs, 
but remained with the Yanks long 
enough to rate a part share—$3,- 
223.

The world champions voted full 
shares to 31 members and part 
shares to 16 others in the organ­
ization.

The Giants derided to give 29

members full shares and parts of 
shares to 11 others. Coaches, bat 
boys, ground keeper, and office 
help figured in the money split 
by each club.

Baseball Commissioner Ford 
Frick's office also announced these 
money facts of the six-game se­
ries:

The second place Cleveland club 
of the American League and the 
runner-up Brooklyns of the Na­
tional circuit got $42,042.18 each. 
Cleveland full shares amounted to 
$1,223.47. Brooklyn’s full share 
was $1,345.35.
