of the state of Northam and Appledore, in
Devonshire, where typhoid fever and other
preventible diseases have been making sad
ravages. Dr Thorne states that air, soil, and
water are seriously polluted. Many of, the
wells are in lower situations than some of the
worst nuisances, and the water used for drink-
ing purposes is largely impregnated with
sewage matter. At Appledore he found 100
houses without private accommodation, and
the excrement and sewage buried in the yards
or thrown on the foreshore; while for a mile
along the foreshore the contents of privies,
accumulations of sewage and refuse matter,
and the filth of the town were constantly
being deposited. He found pigsties in popu-
lous places and even under the windows of
dwelling-houses, Many places he considered
{to be unfit for habitation. He strongly
advised the cafrying out of the earth-closct
system, as at Hull, and the appointment of a
Medical Officer of Health.— London Times.

* DO NOT PLOUGH T0O :gti‘.

In many localitics, there is much dang ¢ of
starting the plough too early. “When one
farmer sees a neighbor ploughing, he often
feels that he must $tart his plougn also. But
do not be in @ hurry ; wait until-the soil is
ready. The land where Indian corn isto grow,
is often ploughed 80 early in the season, that
weeds and grass have got a good stmit when
the seed for the crop of grain is planted.  The
consequence is, more than double the labor is
required to cultivate the growing crop, that is
necessary when the greund- is not ploughed
too carly. If one has a picoe of groiind where
Canada “thistles, ox-eye daisics, and other
noxious weeds have hitherto borne sway, pile
on the manyre and v;er ploughing until late
seed time ; then employ an extra team or two
of neighbors, break up the ground neatly and
put in the seed as soon as practicabile. - Before
a weed can appear, the young corn rows will
be inviting the horse hoe,  The labot of cul.
tivating a crop on such ground, if managed in
this way, will be amazingly light. ' Do not
plough heavy land until the soil is in & cone

ure
to strong draughts, or from breathing through
the mouth. Avoid these, and you are safe.
Dont be afraid to sleep in a cold room at night
with the window a' little open. Cold air, if
pure, will not hurt you at night any more than

clothing and by breathing through the nostrils.
If you do not breathe thus, acquire the habit
as soon as possible. If you wish to be subject
to colds, coughs, and fevers, shut yourself in
close, hot rooms, day and night.
