BURYING THE DEAD.
Tt is a long time in the history of Quebec,
since so representative a funeral as that of
the late lamented Major S=HorT, has been
held here. The whole city may be said to
have turned out to do honor and reverence
to his memory. Every branch of the mili-
tary service was presont, and from outside
corps there were many delegates. The
Governor-General of Canada was repre-
sented by his Military Secretary, the Hon.
Captain Cmares CorviiLe, whoin the
name of Lord Srtaviey as well as in his
own, placed two floral tributes on the de-
ceased soldier’s bier. The Lieutenant-
Governor of the Prcvince attended the
funeral in person. The whole Ministry of
the Province, headed by the Premier and
the Attorney-General, marched in a body
from the Citadel to the church. The
Judges of the land, the Bar of the district,
the Federal and Local members of Parlia-
ment, the Mayor and Corporation of
Quebec, and hundreds of citizens, repre-
senting the professions, and the com-
merce of the country, formed part of
the long procession. The military dis-
play was unusually brilliant, aod
comprised not only members of the various
bodies belonging to this district, but mem-
bers of different corps as well, in other
parts of the Province.

An Imposing Demonstration.

GRAND MILITARY DISPLAY.

PUBLIC TRIBUTE OF RESPECT

AND ESTEEM.

Never probably has Qaebec been the scene
of & more imposing demonstration than that
which ocourred here on Satur lay last on the
occasion of the funeral of the late lamented
Masjor Short, oue of the vict ms of the St.
Saaveur fire, and of his own heroism and de-
votion to duty. It wasaday of geaeral
mourning in Quebec, Nearly all the places
of buasiness in the Upper Town were
closed.

Every lip that uttered the dead
hero’s name said only words of praise, for
Major SHoRT was first always in everything
that he undertook, and he was a man who
nevar shirked his task. Mr. ANDERSON
voiced the popular feeling in our impression
of Saturday, when he said :—

Thaa thine, no braver heart,
For Crown and Queen to die.

We'll miss thee, should a fcot
E'er touch in strife, our soil ;
We'll miss thee, when oor hands

removal of furniture.

Mr. Budds, master carter, of St. Roch's,
has collected goods from the Meesrs. Robi-
taille, Bernier & Bernier to the amount of
£300, 850 from the Quebec Syndicate, and $50
from Mr, D, Drolet, which he has distributed
himself to those in need, Mr. Z. Psquet has
also promised to assiet,

Mrs. Geo. Hague, of Montreal, has
promptly sent a parcel of clotning for the
needy sufferers,

RELIEF COMMITTEE FORMED,

THE LATE MAJOR SHORT.
WHAT THEY SAY IN KINGSTON.

Kisaston, Oat., May 18—The Wiig ex-
presses public opinion by its editorial, which
ssys : — 'Kings:on grieves to-day over no un-
common lcae. The feelings of the people
have been stirred deeply and mnosr:ly. Those
who witneased the scene upon the arrival of
the news from Cut Koife Creek and knew the
pride felt by the ocitiz:ns in Major Short’s
gallantry, with their pleasure a% his safety,
can alone realize the sadness following the
ttagedy at Quebec this morning. There is
but one cossolation, that which has softened
the loss of many a brave man—that he died
at the post of duty. The risk and sacrifice were
all the more hocourable becanse tiey were
voluntary. Major Shcrt died a martyr ) an
itrapressible public epirit, coupled w:th the
dath and self-abnegation which charascterize
the best type of British officer. As a r.pre-
sentative Cinsdian from one of its oldest fami-
lies, he was also a credit to the Dominion.
For five yesrs ouly a resident here, he yet be-
came one of the city's favourites, His gallant
budn%uﬁvity, and geniality were irresist.
ible. Unit:d latsr o one of Kingston s most
loved danghters, he was held in still higher
persora! regard, sud therefcre tere is intense
sympathy with the liviog, lately so deeply
bereaved of father and moter, as well as sor-
row for the dead.’

INTERVIEWS WITH MILITARY MEN.

The local papers give long reviews of the
gallant officer, with interviews with his com-
rades in arms. Lieut.-Cul. Stracbanz’e,
D.A.G., was overwhelmed., He said : —It's
terrible. Charlie Short was every ioch a
soldier. If I had wanted an officer to aid me
on apy daty I should have called for him.
He waas reliable, gallant, sod brave. He was
the best officer in tie Canadian service. I
have said so when hs was hale and well, and
I repeat it now.

Lieut -Col. Cotton, commaadant ** A * Bat-
tery, said :—He never servel with me, but I
coosidered him a highly efficient and thorough
officcr. He was never associa’ed with any
contest or event tha* was not brave and
hoaorable. He waione of the best soldiers
that I ever knew. Personally, he had a very
nappy way about him, aad t10se under him
alwaya had great confidence in his ability as
ao officer and leader. He was gallant io
sverythlog he undertook, and kept his men
in perfect order while they were on service
or off service. He was geaisal and jolly, and
exhibited a freeness with those he came in
contact with that won their affection.

Major Wilsor, **A” Battery, was hurriedly

pariog toleave fir Quebec, but said :—
fl': waione of my dearest friends. He was
oae of the noblest men that ever Lived. Ever
since he entered the regulars his mulitary
career has been a brilliact succession of daring
exploit. He has slways been a marked man
and made a reputation for himself in every-
thiog he did. Maoy and maoy a time he
braved dangers when death seemed imminent.
Major Short was always a geoial fellow, a
thorough geotleman, snd a gallant officer.
T'ne men under him had always implicit con-
fidence in him and were williog to follow him
soywhere.
pt. Drary, the next senior subaltern, and
who will undoubtealy succeed Major Sncrt,
said :—A finer soldier in my opinion never
lived. Socially he was a charmiog :;z:nion,
versatile and witty. Oue thiuf , his
place in the battery cannot be filled by as good
an officer, He was exceptionally popular in
military circles. I had always the feeling
that he was the one wan in the world who
halno fear. His men always felt sure of
the.r position while he was at their head, He
::ld a ga'lant, cool-headed, and good-natured

er.

Adjutwnt Galloway, 14th P.W.0. Rifl:s,
ta’d :—When *'B"" Battery first came to the
city & deputation of cfficera of the 14th Bat.
talion mes the batery and spent a few hours
pleasantly with the strangers. One day,
while speakiog st & military dioner, Mijor
Short he would pever forget the kindness
aad courtesy shown his battery by the volun-
toer officers when the battery first arr'ved io
the city. I took a short coursein *‘B" Bat-
ery while it was here, a1d then I became
intimately acquaint:d with Major Short.
Whils he wasa s'rict and rigid disciplinarian
dariog drill, off duty there could not possibly
he a more genial and agreeable man. He was
nighly revered by those who were und«y him,
He was a good soldier, a1d a max who took
an interest in military wa‘ters in gane-a!. He
koew no fean, and this helped to make him
the gallaat officer that he was, .

Many exploits, military, sccial, axdass
horseman, sprintar, and sportsman, ars given
by the jourra's, all of which combine to show
how beloved he was by all classes. Undoubt-

dly if his remains are brought her: a public
faneral will be tendered.

His companion in death, Sergeant Walliok,
is from Guelph, and was statiooed in King-
ston with “‘B” Battiry in 1885. During the
North-Weat sebellion he was in charge of one
of the Gatling guos at Fort Puit He was
bombardier while stitioned here. Since the
cebellion he was raised to a staff-sergeaantey.
ANOTHER SKETCH OF THE LATE MAJOR SHORT

A Montreal contemporary prints the follow-
fog :—Msjor Charles Jobn Sacr:, A.D.C,
who met his dea*h uoder anch sad circom-
st.nces, was ome of the best known and
eateemed officers in the Cavadian permanent
foroe, Hie rame was brought promioently
before the poblic during the Northwest risiog
,f 1885, when he went up in command of the
eighty men of **B" Battery detached for aur-
vize against Rieland the Iad a1 insurgents.
He was with Col. Ot er's columa in the rapid
svivance from Qa'Appelle to the relief of Bat-
t eford,snd commanded hiscogpa at the tightat
Cut Knife coulee with Poundugker's Inaiane.
Here his gallant bebavior was borne testimony
to by Lieu*,-Col. Otter, io his report to the
Mijor-General. whereio he said : *Major
Saort, R.C.A., by his placky cherge no doubt
aved tiwe Gatling, and throughout the
day he proved himeelf the beau ideal of an
officer ; he seemed to bear & charmed life, ae
ne conlly stood io the froat lines working his
gans.” The iocident here especially r:ferred
t> took place early in the fight. Shortly
after the firing became general, the Gitling
gun, which had been pushed to the front
along with the battery guos, were charged by
toe fndiau. Major Soort headed the de-
feadiog party irom the Mounted Polize aad
the artill ry, and quickly drove the assailants
back, leaviog four of their number dead on
the field.

Major Short belonged to Sherbrooke, whm
hia fa‘her lived. He joined the Caiadian
Artillery regiment wheo just crganizsd, and
steadily advanced till in 1878 be was gazettad
s major in the wilitia, four years lat r bemg
sppomnted t> the vacanot commaad of “‘B”
Battery. Last year he was appointed an extra
A.D.C. to the Governor-General, He wasa
modeat and and couragrous gentlemao, never
regerding his own safety wheo duty lay in the
way. Three times he has saved men frcm
drowniog at the risk of his own life, and ut
all times and under all circumstances coa-
dacted himeelf like a gallant gentleman,
Socially he wa1 a favorite, and won soms re-
patation for his skill 1o privaty theatricals,
which he tursed to good account on several
occasions for charitable objects. Major Short
married & few years sg> Miss Carrathers,
daughter of Mr. John Carruthers, of King
ston, by whom he had one child. His bro.
ther, Robert Short, is ao advocate ia this
city. Ooe of his sisters is the wile of Mr,
Barry, Collector of Castoms st Sherbrooke,
and another was married to> the late Dr,

Lloyd.

the By-Law No. 198 of the Corporation
of the City of Quebze, pa-sed by the City
Council on the 23rd March, 1866, and intital-
ed : ‘A By-Law to provide for the cleanliness
of the City of Quebec,” shall be hereafter
strictly enforced by and in virtue of a resolu
tion of the Health Committee passed at its
mecting held on the 30th April last ; and all
proprietors and occupants of houses and lots
of ground in the City of Quebec ; are hereby
notified to govera themselves accordingly : —

1. CLEANLINESS OF THE CITY,

lst. Any proprietor, occupant or person
haviog the oare, management or administra-
tion of a house, building cr other real pro-
perty or part thereof, within the limits of the
City of Quebec ; will maintain it at all times
in a proper state of cleanlinees, conformably
to the provitions of the present By-Law, aad
will be held to enclose with a brick or stone
wall or a solid wooden fence (the said wall or
fence not beiog less than ten feet high) the
said property cr such portion thereof not
being enclored by the buildings thereon
erected.

2a0d. To maintain at all times the said real
property, house, building, or part thereof in a
state of cleanliness, not to permit to remain
thereon any filth, duog, or other dirt or un-
clean thing, or injurious to the health, or ex-
haliog a nauseous emell, or of a na‘ura tJ in-
commode the neighbors or otaer persons.

3rd. To make or causs to be made on such
real proper.y or part thereof as afor:said, a
sewer, canal, privy, or cesapool necessary for
the cleanliness, salubrity, wholesomeness or
draicage of such property, and to connect
such drain or sewer to the publio drain, the
nearest or the essicst of access, if there be
one,

4:h, To cause to be ma le all sewers neces-
sary aod sufficient for the drainage of all
waste wst r, privies, or of stibles, and con-
nect them with the nearest public drain, and
to canse to be repaired aad kept in constant
good crder sach sewer or draine

5th, When there shall be no water-closet,
all privies shall be p'aed over a pit dug iato
the ground, at least three feet deep.

I. Over the said pit shall be placed a build-
ing enclosed on all sidcs and roofed.

II. The said building shall be at least six
feet in he'ght from the top of the said pit,
and will have a wocden or metal pipe issuing
from the said pit, and riring at least eighteen
inches from the top of the roof ot the ssid
building.

6th. The said proprictir or cccupant of
real property, house, building or part thereof,
shall corstantly keep in good order the sewer,
drain or cana! pawing under the eaid house or
buildiog as aforesaid, or under any real pro-
perty or part thereof, wherezpon thers is no
house or building, uader paio of a fine not ex-
ceeding twenty, nor undec four dollsr-,

IL. If such proprietc r or occupant, after the
lapse of eight dayn, to be computed from the
day that the City Inspector will have given
him a notice in writing, left at his domici'e or

lace of business, with a respoosible person of

is family, or in his employ, has not complied
with the provisions of the present clause, the
said Inspector will cause to be done at the
costs of the said proprie’or or occupant, all
that should be done by the said proprietor or
occupant, and shall recover these costs against
the said proprietor or oceupant, with costs,
by an action of debt, before the Recorder’s
Cours of the eaid city.

7¢h. Any proprict r, occupant or tenant of
a house, huilding or part thereof, in the said
c'ty, used as an habitation or otherwise,
wherein or whereapon thera is no privy, shall
be held to have erected in such house, build-
ing or ground attached therato, one or more
privies, sufficient for the wanta of the per-
sons inhabiting such houte or building, or
occupying the same comformably to the pro-
visions hereinbefore enacted respecting the
same, such privies to be made and completed
on or befcre the first day of May next.

8th. Any proprietor, occupant or tenant of
a houss or building, mentioned in the pre-
cediog sectioo, ohsﬁ be bound, fo often as the
Road Inspector may coneider it necessary, to
have emptied out and cleaned each and every
privy which may be in such house or build-
ing or on aoy part of the ground attached to
the said house or building ; also, to have
such repairs, as the said Iospector may judge
necessary, made to such privy ; to encloss and
roof itin so often as the said Iospector shall
thiok it fit,

9th. All proprietore, occupints or tenants
as aforesaid, shall be bound, before the first
day of May next, to have emptied out and
cleaned all privies without rewer or drain, or
with one not sufficient, placed in the house
or building or part thereof, whereof they are
the proprietors, occupants or tenaots, or on
any ground or piece of ground attached to
such houss or building ; and the present
provision will not ba considered as der:gat-
tog in aoy maoner from what has been
previously enacted in relation to privies in
the foregoing provisions,

10th. All proprietors or occupants ns afore-
said, of an immoveable property cr part there-
of, in the said city, wherefrom there is no
canal or sewer to discharge aud drain off the
privies, water courses or damp places, to be
fouund on such property, shall be bound, from
the passiog of the present By-law, to have all
such canale or sewers necesssry to the cleanli-
nees, salubrity, and healthfuloess or drying
up of such privy, water course or domp
places, made on or before the first day of May
next.

11th. All proprietcrs, occupants, or tenants
of any house, building, or other immoveable
property, or part thereof, in the said city,
sba'l be bound to have removed without delay,
apy nuisance, dung, unclean or filthy thing,
dead animals, carcuss, or any other matter or
thing injurious to the public health on any
street, whereby the said house, building, im.
moveahle property or part thereof, is bounded
on any side whatever, or which may have
bren deposit d or tirown on such property,
or part thereo®.

Il Incase of neglect of so doing by the
said proprietor, occupant or t:nant, the city
read inspect or shall causs to be removed such
nuisance, dung, unclean or filthy thing, dead
animal, carcass, or other matter or thiog 1n-
jurious to the pablic health, as aforesaid, and
deposit the same at the costs of such proprie-
tor, oc;upant or tenant, in the place fixed for
that purpose by any by-law of ths raid city.

111. The said costs to be recovered by an
action of debt before the Recorder's Court of
the said city.

12:h. From the first day of May next, it
will not be permittd to any person, whom-
scever, to keep a live pig withia the limits of

ble with or contrary to such interpretation,

48th. Any by-law or part of & by-law con-
trary to or incompatible with the provisions
of the present By-law, shall be repealed from
the peasiog hereof,
