FIERCE FIGHTING CONTINUES IN 

POLAND.
New York, December 24.— (Spec­

ial) —A cable to the Herald from 
London this morning says :

"Blocked by a great Russian army 
between Warsaw and the Bzura Riv­
er, the Germans have shifted their 
angle of attack and are moving to­
ward the Polish capital from the 
southwest. In this direction they 
have reached Skierniewice, forty 
miles from the city. The fighting in 
the eastern arena is proceeding with 
an intensity not exceeded since the 
war began.”

BELGIANS CAPTURE GERMAN 
POSITION.

London, December 24.— (Special) — 
The correspondent of the Daily Mail 
telegraphs from Northern France;

"Belgian troops yesterday broke 
through a German position on the 
Banks of the Yser beyond St.Georges 
and succeeded, notwithstanding a 
fierce attack by the Germans, in es­
tablishing a new position and hold­
ing it.

"Fighting with odd parties of Ger­
mans in the dunes northeast of Nieu- 
port still goes on, but throughout 
the lines about Nieuport the Allies 
are showing ascendancy over the 
Germans and making steady progress 
•vithout undue loss."

AUSTRIAN FORCE
ANNIHILATED

tVHOLE BRIGADE SURROUNDED 
BY RUSSIANS IN GALI­

CIA
Pctrograd, December 24—Russian 

troops in the neighborhood of Tuc- 
how, Galicia, south of Tarnow, yes­
terday, on observing the advance of 
the 2i;th Austrian brigade, slipped 
past on parallel roads and surround­
ed the Austrian rear, according to re­
ports received here. The Russians op­
posed the enemy's fire with machine 
guns and virtually annihilated the 
whole brigade.

During the last two days fighting 
In Southern Galicia near the Car­
pathians, the Russians are reported 
to have captured over 4,000 priioners' 
including a majority of the general 
staff and four of the officers, besides 
three heavy guns and seven machine 
guns. In this region, it is said, the 
Russians are moving small detach­
ments through the mountain passes.

FRENCH OFFICIAL STATEMENT.
Paris, Dec. 24. — (Special) — The 

French War Office this afternoon gave 
out the following official communica­
tion :

"From the sea to the Lys we made 
progress by sapping operations in the 
Dunes, and we repulsed an attack in 
our front of Lombaertzyde. At Zwart- 
elen to the southeast of Ypres we oc­
cupied a group of houses and we 
drove back as far as the southern 
part of this village a counter attack 
done in spite of a very spirited fire 
from the German artillery.

"The Belgian army puched forward 
certain detachments along the right 
bank of the Yser, to the south of Dix- 
mude, and organized a defensive work 
protecting the head of a bridge. In 
the region of Arras the fog still 
made all operations impossible. To 
the east and to the southeast of 
Amiens, especially in the suburbs of 

1 Lassingy, there- have been artillery 
exchanges. In the region of the Aisne 
the Zouaves during all day yesterday 

: held back brilliantly a number of at­
tacks. They remained masters at a 
point near the road of Puisleine of 
the German trenches occupied by us 
December 21st. In Champagne we 
strengthened the positions taken by 
us in our advance of the night be­
fore.

! “In the vicinity of Perthes all th 
| counter attacks of the enemy on posi- 
i tions conquered by us December 22nd 
were successfully repulsed. To the 
northwest of Mesnil Les Hurlis were 

i occupied German trenches for a dis­
tance of 400 yards, and we drove 
back a counter attack. The Germans 
endeavored to take the offensive in 
the direction of Ville Sur Tourbe, but 

j our artillery dispersed them. In the 
; Argonne we took possession of a 
piece of ground in th» forest of La 
Grurie, and in the vicinity of Baga­
telle we repulsed a German attack.

“In the region of Verdun the pre­
valence of fog made impossible the 
conduct of any operations of import- 

i ance. The enemy delivered a counter 
! attack, but without success, in the 
forest of Consenvoye. In the forest 
of Apremont our artillery demolished 
and caused the enemy to evacuate 
several trenches. In the Woevre dis­
trict the French artillery reduced 
certain German batteries to silence. 
In the region of Ban Do Sapt, to the 
northeast of St. Die, our infantry ad­
vanced with a rush and established 
itself on the territory thus gained.

GERMANS CHANGE THEIR 

GROUND
In Poland the centre of interest has 

shifted slightly to the south. Finding 
the direct road to Warsaw blocked 
by Russian reinforcements, the Ger­
mans made an attack from the south-» 
west and have reached Skierniewice, 
which is some forty miles from the 
Polish capital. They have thus far 
failed to pierce the Russian lines, it 

, is claimed, but they have forced 
Grand Duke Nicholas to Withdraw his 
forces from beforBte, Cracow. In this, 
one of their chief aims of their offen­
sive against Russia, the Germans 
have been successful. In Galicia, Rus­
sia has assumed the oflensive against 
the Austro-Gennan forces, which hav» 
poured in from the west and across 
the Carpathians. According to the 
latest Petrograd report the Russians 
have inflicted heavy losses on these 
forces, while in the north they have 
pursued back into the interior of 
East Prassia a small German army 
which made a feint at Warsaw from 
the north-west.

Although the allies have scored 

some successes in the buttles in the 
west, they are meeting with very stub­

He is now lecturing to tbe Cana­
dian officers by request of General 
French. He was in the trenches 
three days, shot three Germans, and 
himself sustained a broken arm from 
a shrapnel splinter.

The Canadians are going across to 
France late in January.

Col. R. E. W. Turner, V.C., D.S.O., 
the officer commanding the Highland 
Brigade, was seriously injured in an 
automobile accident near Salisbury 
on Wednesday. His collar-bone and 
several ribs were fractured.

Col. Currie was uninjured, but 
Col. Burland was slightly hurt. The 
car turned turtle while going forty 
miles an hour. The officers were re­
turning to camp after taking a train­
ing course on the Isle of Wight.

DROPPED BOMB

The Missile From Hostile 
Aeroplane Exploded Hut no

London, December 24.—(Special)
A hostile aeroplane dropped a bomb 
over Dover this morning and then 
disappeared, according to a state­
ment made this afternoon by the Of­
ficial Press Bureau. The text of the 
statement follows :

"An aeroplane of the enemy drop- 
; ped a bomb while passing over Dover 
this morning. The missile fell in a 
garden and exploded, but no damage 
was done.

"The aeroplane was seen for a few 
seconds only. It left immediately, 
Passing out over the sea. A British 
aircraft went up, but did not see the 
enemy again. The weather was 
cloudy and foggy.”

CITY FINANCES.
Editor Record.

Sir:—In the Daily Record of the 
15th instant, Mayor Macklnnon is 
reported of having viciously stated 
at the meeting of the City Council 
on the evening previous, in the fol­
lowing words: "That I am sorry to 
say that, except for debts incurred 
and left unpaid, taxes uncollected 
and allowed to prescribe, unsettled 
accounts allowed to accumulate for 
years, there is in the way of records 
or bookkeeping very little to show 
how past Councils balanced expendi­
ture with appropriation."

I may say that the charge made by 
Mayor Mackinnon against the City 
Council in office previous to year 
1912 of having left office with debts 
incurred and left unpaid is a gratui­
tous and unfounded accusation made 
recklessly.

To my own personal knowledge, 
By-law No. 313 passed September, 
1912, for a loan of $615,000, more 
than covered all outstanding floating 
liabilities incurred previous to that 
date. Consequently I now challenge 
Mayor Mackinnon to sustain his ac­
cusation by publishing in the Daily 
Record a list of all "debts incurred 
and left unpaid,” to which he re­
ferred.

Mayor Mackinnon also insinuates 
very forcibly that the past Council 
had never been able to balance ex­
penditure with appropriations. T may 
say that in this accusation Mayor 
Mackinnon is quite right, as the late 
Council "never tried to balance ex­
penditure with appropriations," but 
they did try and did succeed fairly 
well in balancing expenditure with 
revenue.

Evidently Mayor Mackinnon has in 
his mind, when discussing city fin­
ances of the past Council, the pre­
sent scrambling and precarious meth­
ods resorted to by the present Coun­
cil to cover up acts, extravagance 
and mismanagement.

The policy heretofore adopted and 
carried out successfully, in accord­
ance with rules and regulations of 
the city charter, namely, that twelve 
months’ revenue was made to cover 
twelve months’ expenditure.

As a positive proof that past City 
Councils not only lived within their 
revenue, and with economic manage­
ment added very considerably to the 
city’s capital account, we have only 
to look at balance sheet of the city 
of Sherbrooke of December 31,- 1913, 
presented by the City Council for the 
information of the ' citizens. This 
balance sheet shows a surplus on the 
credit side in favor of the city of 
$595,761.50, and is certified to by 
E. C. Gatien, secretary-treasurer, G. 
E. Begin, auditor, and H. C. King, 
accountant.

I may say that I consider this 
apparent balance to the credit of 
the city, and certified by three offi­
cials, is somewhat overdrawn and 
seems to be on the same policy as 
the city valuation, but even we re­
duce the amount now credited to the 
city, say 50 perdent, from $595,761.50 
to $297,880.75, it at'.ll leaves a balance 
more than sufficient to prove mv 
pretensions, that the late Council 
lived within its revenue.

And a further proof is that during 
the past twenty-odd years the City 
Council gave in %bonuses the sum of 
$419,500, as follows:

All of these bonuses also carried 

exemption of municipal taxes.
It must be admitted that this sur­

plus shown on the city of Sher­
brooke’s balance sheet of $595,761-50, 
and bonuses of $119,500, making a 
total of $1,015,261.50, all being an 
accumulation of economic savings of 
the Sherbrooke City Council previous 
to 1912.

The fact is that this economic prob­
lem was accomplished on a low rate 
of taxation, at most 12 1-2 mills on 
the dollar, and at a low valuation, 
at least 25 to 50 per cent, less than 
at present.

In conclusion, see our ordinary ex­
penses grow: Year 1911, $53,991.59; 
1912, $63,574.43; 1913, $100,100.50.

Appropriations passed last May 
for year 1914 exceeded revenue by 
over $30,000.

COATICOOK CONDEMNED IN 
DAMAGES.

This was an action wherein Francis 
Laroche, in his quality of tutor to | 
his minor son, Joseph Laroche, sued 
the corporation of the town of Co- 
atlcook for $10,000 as damage to his 
said son. The plaintiff alleged that; 
his son received permanent injuries;

penses, or a total of $2,772.20, with 
interest and costs.

WORKMAN GETS DAMAGES.
James Hobbs, in his quality as 

tutor to his minor son, Herman 
James Hobbs, sued M. G. Crombie, 
of Kingsbury, for an annual pension | 
in view of injuries which he had re-] 
ceived while in the employ of the de­
fendant. The son of plaintiff had the 
first and little finger cut off at the 
second joint, and he estimated that 
his earning capacity was reduced as a 
result 25 cents per day or a year 
rental of $78 per year.
