Four Davs Later FroM ENGLAND.—-The
Oanadian O.L.S'S. “North American,” from
Liverpool on the 22nd ultimo, arrived at Que-
bec on Sunday evening.

The following full summary of her news -
(published in our extra of yesterday) we re-
ceived by telegraph :—

QUEBEGC, July 4, 1859.

The *“North American” passed Father Point
at b o’clock yesterday moraning, and arrived at
Quebec at 7 last evening.

The “North American” brings 24 cabin and
96 steerage passengers. She experienced head
winds and was detained by fogin the Straits.
Her mails and passengers left this morning by
train at 7.15.

No further fighting has taken place.
Oabinet same as formerly announced.

The ¢ Asia” arrived out on the 19th, and the
Hungarian on the 20th ult.

No furiher fighting had taken place, but the
hostile armies were face to face on the Mincio,
and a decisive battle was daily expected.

The intelligence from the seat of war was
meagre. Stirring events were expected before
the end of June.

The retreat of the Austrians had brought
them to their reserves on the Mincio and
Adige, where they had been joined by great
reinforcements.

Between the Brenta and Mincio were prob-
ably 100,000 to 150,000 men who had not yet
seen the allies. The Emperor of Austria was
with them. They occupied one of the strongest
positions in the world, and had a decided nu-
merical superiority.

An official dispatch from Verona says, Gyulai
at his own request had been recalled from the
command of the 2nd corps d’armée, which had
been given to Count Schlick.

Napoleon and the King of Sardinia entered
Brescia, on the 18th, amid greatenthusiasm.

The “ North American’s” news, it will be
seen, has no very striking interest. Whether
we look to the seat of war or to the progress of
the ministerial arrangements in England, mat-
ters remain very much as they were when the
Arabia sailed on the 18th ultimo. As to the
position of the bellizerent forces, a Liverpool
contemporary says :(—

The Austrian and French armies having

into actual collision. Any hour may bring us
accounts of this terrible event ; and the next
few days must do so. The French are too im-
petuous, and have gained too much in the pre-
sent campaign by rapid movements, to post-
pone an attack which must be made very
shortly. The Austrians have taken the strong-
est position which they possess in Italy, and
cannot abandon it without & great loss of mili-
tary reputation and the sacrifice of the whole
of the Italian provinces of the Austrian em-
pire.

The Austrian army now assembled in front
of the Mincio coneists of nine corps d’armee,
each composed of two divisious. Its precise
strength is not known, but some accounts raise
it as high as 280,000 men. The real strength
of the French army is still more uncertaia, but
it is also very numecrous. The forces engaged
in the approaching conflict will thus be the
largest which have met since the time of the
battle of Leipzic, in which memorable batile
from 200,000 to 300,000 men were' engaged on
each side.

Of the ruthless conduct of the Austrians
towards the unfortunate inhabitants of the
Sardinian Province, from whence they have just
been driven by the allied arms, we have the fol-
lowing official statement, in a circular address-
ed by Count Cavour to all the Ministers and
representatives of Sardinia at foreign courts :—

 TuriN, June 12,

“Sir,—In a previous circular despatch I had
the honour of making known to the legations
of his Majesty, the acts of spoliation of which
the Austrian army was guilty in the Sardinian
province that it occupied. I ought now to in-
form you that a judicial investigation has been
ordered by the government into this matter. It
will be prove that Austria has brutally violated
the laws of war, and that the conduct of her
troops is not that which distinguishes civiliged
nations. The results of this inquiry will be
communiceted at the proper time to the lega-
tions. But there is now a fact just legally
verified by the judiciaf authorities, and which T
ought to point out to the indignation of the
cabinets throughout Europe. Published by
the press it would perhaps be believed ; the
government ought itself to make it known, and
guarantee its exact truth.

“On the 20th of May, the very day of the
battle at Montebello, about eleyen o'clock in the
forenoon, some Austrian troops were encamped
on the heights of Torricolla, a small commune
in the province of Voghera. A patrol having
met on the road a bailiff of the tribunal, and
having compelled him to actas a guide, entered
the village, and went into the house of a farmer
named Cignoli. There, after a strict search
in every part of the building, the soldiers order-
ed all the members of the Cignoli family, and
every other individual happening to be present
in the farm-yard, to follow them.

“The search had enabled them to discover in
the house a small leathern bottle containing a
small quantity of shot tor a fowling-piece.

“The persons arrested were to the number of

nine, viz:—Peter Cignoli, aged 68; Antony
Cignoli, aged 50 ; Jerome Cignoli, aged 35;

A
few houses had been gutted, but the natives
had, by keeping out ot the way, rendered any
greater crime impossible. At Isola Bells the
Turcos had left marks of their passage. I saw
a group of women standing round the door of
a cottage, and, moved by curiosity, asked what
was the matter: ‘Questi cani d’inferno ¢i han
preso nostre figlie ;” and, in fact, I saw several
Italian village girls following the regiment at
Lodi.

MR. GLADSTONE AND THE PALMERSTON CARBINET.

A letter from Mr. Gladstone to the Provost of
Oriel has been printed and circulated. The
right hon.gentleman meets the objection against
sitting in the same Cabinet with Mr. Mllne.r
Gibson and Mr. Cobden, by showing that Cabi-
nets cannot in these days be constituted with-
out including some, and perhaps very wide, dif-
ferences of opinion, even on great questions.
Having joined in the yote last year which led
to the downfall of the Palmerston Cabinet, he
thought it his duty to support that of Lord
Derby, and he did not vote in the recent ma-
jority, as that would have implied a course pf
previous opposition. He could not coneur in
their Reform Bill, and thought its changes sin-
gularly ill-advised. Under these circumstances,
he considered his duty towards the late Cabinet
had been fully discharged. He considers the
guidance of our foreign policy with respect to
the war in [taly, and Parliamentary Reform, to
be the paramount interests of the present mo-
ment. On the question of Italy, his views
have always been in union with those of the
statesmen who have now charge of our foreign
affairs.  As_to Reform, he never understood the
principles on which that subject had been man-
aged by the late Cabinet, and he thinks that
the fact of the dissolution, together with the
return of an adverse, and now no longer indul-
gent majority, rendered the settlement of the
question by the late ministers impossible. The
right hon. gentleman, therefcre, naturally turns
to the hope of its being settled by a Cabinet
mainly constituted and led by the men together

with whom he was resnongible for framing and
m%ll%)l‘ polntls] 16 Tias 8660 the ineonvaniense of

separate political action, and, subject to the
conditions of honour and of public utility, he
could not with propriety pass by any opportu-
nity of bringing it at least in his own person to
a close.

Lorp JouN RUSSELL oN NEUTRALITY AND

CANADIAN SreamsHIPS.—By the ¢ North
American, which arrived at Quebec on Sunday,
have intelligence of the arrival at Liverpool, on
Monday, the 20th June, at 9 o'clock p.m., of
the Steamship Hungarian, Captain Jones.

The Hungarian sailed from Quebec at 10
o'clock on Saturday, the 11th, and has thus
made the run from port to port in 9 days and
eleven hours, from which must be deducted 5
hours for difference in time, making exactly 9
days and six hours mean time on the passage.
We do not remember exactly the figures of the
quiekest passage across the Atlantic, but we
doubt if any of them have bern better than this
if they were fairly reported. The Hungarian
took home 90 cabin passengers, amongst whom
were many trom Montreal.

TaE Stock oF Suaar AT NEw York, — The
account of stock of Sugar at New York, taken
on the 1st of July, shows 81,097 hhds. against
36,815 last year; 24,123 boxes against 19,411
last year; 25,450 bags East India againgt
14,826 last year, and 24,560 bags Brazil against
none of this description last year. Prices are
again tending downward.

Recorper’s Court.—Yesterday morning, be-
fore J. P. Sexton, Esq., there were awaiting
their trial the extraordinarily large number of
93 prisoners. The charges were mostly for
drankenness and tippling—under the latter
charge coming a large number, discovered after
11 o'clock, on Saturday and Sunday nights,
to be drinking in taverns. The Court dealt

GENERAL GariBanpr,—The following inter-
esting sketch of General Garibaldi’s appear-
anee and manners is from the journal of an
Australian colonist, * with a fellow colonist
_and pastoral squatter, their wives and a young
lady friend,” who in spite of warnings of the risk
of illtreatment they exposed themselves toby
crossing the Swiss frontier, reached Como, then
in possession of the gallant Italian leader, on the
third of last month—it is from the “Times”
of the 218t June. OQur Antipodes journalist
says i—

We drove through quiet streets crowded with
armed men to the Albergo del Angelo, and
were received and shown rooms just ag we
should have been a year ago, only there was
a guard in the gateway, and we passed a room
full of officers writing, for the General had
here taken nup his head-quarters. We did not
consider that it would be a serious breach of
the neutrality of the nation if we paid our re-
spects to the Garibaldi who had defended Rome,
and who, amid all the blunders and disasters
of ’48, showed that only time and opportu-
nity were wanting to develope in the
Italians a single-minded heroism and constancy
worthy of ancient Rome. After lunch we sent
in our cards, and a message came from the
aide-de-camp, saying that the General was
asleep, but that as soon as he awoke he would
present them, and had no doubt he would be
happy to receive us. After an hour's saunter
among the volunteers we were informed that
the General would be happy to wait upon the
ladies, and in a short time he was shown in.
He proved ag different from what we expected
as was the state of the town from that reported
From his portraits and warlike exploits I had
pictured to myself a very tall large man, ot
sallow complexion, with long black hair and
beard, with something of the romantic air of
those Spanish guerilla chiets, who sung their
own songs to the guitar er killed people with
equal gusto. Just the reverse. I could scarce-
ly believe that the quiet, unaffected, gentleman-
ly man who entered and sat down with us was
Garibaldi. He is of middle height, not more
than 5 feet 7 or 8 inches, I should think ; a
square-shouldered, deep chested, powerful man,
not being at all heavy. He has a healthy Eng-
lish complexion, with brown hair and beard,
rather light, slightly touched with grey, and
cut very short. His head shows a very fine de-
velopment, mental as well as moral, aud his face
is good, though not remarkable to a casual ob-
server—nothing to show the man who could
form and carry out such plans as the retreat
from Rome or the capture of Como, but when
he spoke of the oppression and sufferings of
hig country, the lip and eye told the deep feel-
ing long suppressed, and the steadfast daring
character of the man. A child would stop him
in the street to ask him what o’clock it was, but
the man condemned tobe shot in jhalf-an-hour,
would never, after a look of that calm
determined face, waste time in asking mercy
upon earth, During our long ianterview
be spoke much of passing events [excepting
his own share], but without southern
gesticulatitn. ‘He has the calm manner and
appearance of the English gentlemen and offi-
cer; it wat only when he spoke of the gener-
ous sympathy of the people of England with
the sufferings of I'taly that his Saxon-like calm-
ness gave way ; then, as he assured us again
and again, how thoroughly it was appreciated
by Italians of every class, and how grateful
they were for it, he showed that the warm blood
of Italy burnedin his veins. My impression had
been that his eperations were more the result
of rash impukes than militury calculation ;
but it was palpable that , strong as may be his
impulses, they are thoroughly under control.—

on the oppotite | side of the table
telling the ladies of his voyages to China and
the antipodes as pleasantly and calmly ag if in
a London drawing-room, while at any moment
he might be interrupted by the fire of an over-
powering Austrian force brought by railway to
his outpost, I felt no doubt that in case of the
very worst he had arranged exactly what to do,
and would do it. But what impressed me most
was the mental calibre of the man ; I met him
with the idea that he was little more than a
daghing popular military leader. I parted from
him with the conviction that his warlike career
is & mere episode in his history, and that his
true greatness will be seen in the political re-
generation and government of his coantry.

THE LoNDoN PRESS ON THE NEW PALMERSTON
Capiver.—We have already given our readers
the T'imes’ song of triumph over the ¢ power-
ful cast” of the new Palmerston-Russell
Cabinet. The Thunderer, like Mr. Barkus, is,
evidently, ¢ willing.” Not so hig leading
contemporaries, the organs of the different
shades of liberalism, whose mutterings of dis-
trust in the new ministry, although not loud,
are sufficiently distinct and ominous of coming
storms in the political atmosphere, The Daily
News, which, next to the Times, has perhaps
the largest circulation of any daily paper in
Englacd and may be held to speak the senti-
ments of the more advanced and liberal section
of the Whigs, complains of the comparatively
inferior position in the Cabinet agsigned to the
representative men of the commercial and in-
dustrial classes—the News gays :—

Since Mr. Milner Gibson was to be invited to
enter the Cabinet, it would have been only a
decent recoguition of the section of the party
to which he belongs, it a.Secretaryship of State
had been offered to him. Without denying
the merits of the noble Duke to whom the
Secretaryship of the Colonies has been assign-
ed, merits to which we believe justice yer re-
maing to be done, we take leave to express an
opinion that Mr. Milner Gibson’s large know-
ledge of society and the world are better quali-
fications for a department charged with the
appointment of governors and officerg for our
distant possessions than those merits for which
the noble Duke is conspicuous.

fitted, either by naval intelligence, general ca-
pacity, or temper. In ghort, Lord John Russell
has practically assumed the functions of Pre-
mier in the formation of the new Ministry. No
one knows what Lord Palmerston has already
had to endure from the officiousness an dictato-
rial manner of themember for the ci ty of London
We have said, on various oocasions, that no
ministry would be likely to lagt six weeks in

The Agcident on the Michigan
Soutnern Railroad.

STATEMENT OF MR. GRANT—A PASSEN-
GER.

[From the Boston
Mr. Charles Grant states that he and Mr.
Sherman of Watertown, Mass., were travelling
together. They occupied two separate seats,
but most of the other seats in the car were filled
Mr. Grant says that after leaving a railroad
station a few mileg kack, he had placed his over-
coat on the seat, leaned his head on it, and
went to sleep. It was near midnight. He
could have been asleep but ten minutes or so,
when he was awoke suddenly to find all motion
ceagsed, and himself entirely under water, yet
stillon his seat. He sprang to his feet, choking
with water; one foot was fast. With a despe-
rate effort ne extricated it from the wreck, and
thus escaped certain death by drowning. The
top of the car had been half ghivered off. He
put his hand on the edge, and drew himself up ;
the splintered cornice gave way and he sank
again into the water in the car. A second ef-
fort was more successful, and he got out upon
what remained of the roof of the car. Several
other persons did the same,
From what he could gather afterward, it
appears that the gully over which the bridge
passed was about thirty feet broad, and the
rails were twenty-five feet or more above tho
bottom of the brook. Usually the brook is ford-
able. He himself waded over it within twelve
hours after. But the heavy rain of the preced-
ing day had swollen it so that the water filled
‘the gully. About 9 o'clock in the evening a
‘regular train went over the bridge ; tho water
was then up to the rails, and not less than
twenty or twenty-five feet deep. Within an
hour or two afterward the bridge gave way, and
no person knew it. At midnight the stream had
fallen so that the water was not more than fif-
teen feet deep ; then the train in which he was
came and plunged into the torrent ; by daylight
men were able to cross without swimming, so
rapidly had the waters subsided.
The engine, it appears, struck the opposite
bank and fell to the bottom ; then in succession
were hurled upon it in utter ruin, the tender,
the baggage car, the second class passenger
car, and a first class passenger car. The next,
or third car, wag that in which Mr. Grant was ;
and behind that again was the fourth or sleep-
ing car. These two, the third and fourth cars,
in some unaccountable manner were turned
sideways in their leap from the shore, and lay
lengthwise up and down the stream, the sleep-
ing car next the bank. From the car in which
he wasg, after getling on the roof, Mr. Grant
climbed over the roof of the sleeping car.
Lights were soon procured, and every one began
to exert themselves in rescuing others. Fifteen
or twenty ladies were among those who were
speedily placed in safety, most of whom had ex-
tricated themselves from the wreck and gained
the tops of the third and fourth cars.

In the beginning of the night the train had
been running very slowly, for fear of accidents,
and lost a great sdeal of time; then finding
everything safe as far as it had come, greater
speed was put on.

The engineer and his assistants, and the
brakemen were all lost their lives. The con-
ductor and one brakeman only escaped alive.
The road-master was on board; he had come
down on the train to look after matters on the
line, in consequence of the reports which had
reached him of the swollen state of the streams
all over that section of the country; he was
killed. An express agent suffered the same fate.
It was at first thought that not one of the per-
sons in the second class car had escaped; one
man was afterward heard to say, however, that
he was in that car, and his first knowledge of
the accident was finding himself thrown some
distance into the water. The second car in the
train was also shivered to pieces, and the pas-
sengers in that were most of them Kkilled,
wounded or drowned. The baggage car was
broken up, some trunks floated off; and others
were destroyed.

The passengers in the third car fared better ;
some, however, were lost. Mr. Grant states
that just behind him were seated an elderly
lady, and her son, a young man of 21 or 22
years. They had got in at a station further
west, some hours before. The young man was
sick ; he had been sick for months ; when he
first had come into the car it was with feeble
and slow steps, supported by the arm ot his
mother ; she was taking him to New York for
1 ‘ax wi @il IXom
celebrated physicians and surgeons. Of course,

the feeble, sick son, and the aged, tender
mother were not able to save themselves ; they
werte probably drowned together in their
seats.

The sleeping car was full. Tt was much
nearer the shore, however, that the water came
up only into the first tier of berths. The pas-
sengers were greatly astonished, though none
were injured seriously, so far.as known, They
were mostly tast asleep in their berths at the
time of the catastrope. One man who was
slightly stunned, was seen through a window
lying in his berth, hig elbow ou the pillow, and
his cheek supported on hig hand, in a reclining
position, trying to recall his scattered senses,
while the bed clothes were just covered by the
water.

Somewhere between 7 and 9 o'clock the
next morning, small locomotives with empty
baggage cars, came to the scene from the near-
est stations, and many people gathered to aid
the sufferers. Before noon over thirty dead
bodies had been recovered, and stretched out
npon the bank—an awfal spectacle—many so
mangled as to render recognition impossible.
Several more were found further down the
stream. The brook, a half a mile distant or 80,
empties into a. river (St Joseph, probably),
and it is possible that some hodies were carried
into the river.

Some fifty or gixly morz were wounded,
more or less ; among these was Mr. Grant—so
slightly, however, that he thought no thing of
it—a bruise or two—on the head. 1t wags for-
tunate that he was not stunned, for then he
would have heen drowned. His name was not
telegraphed with the list of those sayed ; he sup-
posed it had been ; his family at Watertown
therefore feared that he was lost, and when he
made his appearance among them yesterday, he
was welcomed like one risen from the dead.

Quite a number of heart-rending scenes oc-
carred at the place of the accident. In two of
the seats of the third car, Mr. Grant had no-
ticed a gentlemen and lady, with a beautiful
girl of sixteen. After the accident, the gen-
tlemen had his wife on the shore ; injured in-
ternally, and in great distress, she was vomit-
ing blood ; a triend was asked by the father to
look after the daughter , the friend went off,
and in ten minutes returned, and after a mo-
ment of painful hesitation said that the poor
girl was dead, The mother died soon after,
and the father and husband was left to mourn
the loss of his beloved ones.

About noon the regular train from Ch icago,
bound East, came along. It could go no fur-
ther. The Passengers had to cross the stream
on atemporary hridge, go six miles further
Kast to another stream, where another bridge
had given way, and crossing that also,
take another train which had come that far
from the East, and had to return. It was as
late as 4 o’clock before this Exchange or trans-
fer of passengers had been effected.

The Cleveland” Plaindealer of the 29th ult.
estimates the number of killed by this accident
at between 60 and 70, Mr Hartwell of Toledo,
who was among the killed, was formerly a resi-
dent of Cleveland, and ot the firm of Dewitt &
Hartwell, manufacturers of agricultural imple-
ments,

One woman who was on the train with her
husband, and five children, ran wildly about all
night, seeking her family, but without success,
until morning, when she found them all dead.
She then went to a farmhouse a fow yards off,
Where, after sitting some minutes, the wretch-
ed wife and mother ¢x pired.
