—The Inman Line 83. ¢ City of Brus-
sels,” Captain Frederick Watkins, sailed
from New York for Liverpool yesterday,
with 94 cabin and 90 steerage passengers.

~The Beaver Line 88. * Lake Mani~
toba” arrived at Liverpool to-day with 553
cattle, which she landed in good order,
with the exception of five, which died o
the passage. :

—The SB.¢ Mississippi, from Quebec
26th Jane, with 311 cattle and 356 sheep,
arrived at Liverpeol Thursday, and lan
ed her live stock in good order, except
three sheep, which died on the passage.

Seventcen of these
nations have made the new rules
the law of the land. The TUnited
States alone has failed to put them on
the Statute book, The rules go into
cifect on September 1st. The failure of
Congress to enact the rules, it is appre~
heonded, will cause trouble to American
vessels.

SUGAR MONOPOLY IN THE
UNIikD SUATES,

The merchants who Lave been agitaling
for a new arrapgement of the tariff cn
sugar have little cadte to be pleased with
the failure of Congress to do anything
at its last seseion towards the needed relief.
* What is the status of the sugar ques-
tion ?” eaid a T'ribune reporter yesterday,
in talking with ene of the heaviest men
in the saccharine line.

At the present moment,” was the
reply, * the price is about a cent a pound
higlher than it was thirty days ago, while
tne price of raw sugar remains about the
same. The refiners then were making
their usual profit, and, as Congress was
drawing to a close, the opportunity pre-
sented 1tzelf to combine for the purpose of
getting a largely increased profit by limit-
ing the amount refined, and thus starving
the trade to piy advanced prices.”

“ The consequence is that they have
succeeded in raising prices about 12 per
cent above what they ought to have been.
The merchants have no reason to complain
of the refiners dding what the law permits
farther than they have reason to
complain of the law itself, which is prohi-
bitory of the importation of the better
grades of sugar which alone enter into
congumption, The rate of duty was fixed
to suit the refiners, and they might have
done this years ago. But never until this
season did they avowedly force up the
price.”

¢ That combinatien could not exist
were the tariff go framned as to adm¥ fn=
portation and leave the people of the
country to buy in the best market.”

¢ There are probably less than a dozen
refineries in the United States, but to this
dozen of corporationsthe whole consuming
public of the United States are obliged to
! go for what sugar they consunte.”

i % The thing to do, of course, is to geb the

matter before Congress. We have been
trying, but without the desired effect. We
hope to do better, thongh the refiners, by
reason of the fact that they are going to
make millions of dollars more than they
would under any well-regulated tariff,
may be able to use g0 much of the ent
influence ot the lobby as to defeat the ad-
vocates of a new sugar tariff, With a
better tariff we could import the better
gredes, and the Government would get a
large revenue from that scurce, where it
now gets practically none.”

from the benefits of the Bill. Jules
Simon, addressing the Committee after
the adoption of this amendment, said he
should slways be of opinion that am-
nesty, imposed on the conuntry by action
of men who bad themselves been conx
victed, constituted danger to public
morality. Promoters of amuesty bad
committed a grave error, and had
brought veri'able trouble wupon the
country, nevercheless, for the sake of
conciliation and the security of Lhe
country, we have adopted the text of
the Bill passad by the Chamber of Da.
puties, merely adding that iccendiaries
and murdevers condemned after trial
are excluded from the amnesty.

The Minister of Justice, while approv-
ing the principle of the amendment
proposed by General Pelissier, urged it
was practicilly impossible to carry such
a measure into effect. He reminded the
House that the most guilty Communists
were those condemned in confumaciam,
and consequently undefended, and that
it wonld under those circumstances be
upjust to pardon such men while others
were excluded from the proposed bene-
fits. If the Senate voted amnesty with
limitations the agitation in the country
would continue, Oae part of the Bull in
the furm proposed by the Committee
was adopted by 141 to 123. The Senate
then agreed to the amendment moved
by Menard, proposing that the excep-
tion made by the Bill against murderers
and incendiaries shall nos apply to con-
victs whose sentences have already been
commuted. The Bill, as finally amended,
passed by 176 to 98,

THE EASTERN QUESTION.

LoxpoN, July 9.—A Qorstantinople

Should they remain in this
purpose there can be but one result, and
that will be peaceful and satisfactory.

A Berlin despatch says that Turkish
diplomatists continue to declare that the
Porle cannot but regard the resolutions of
the Berlin Conference as arbitrary, and
that it is impossible to concede so large a
territory. If the Sultan agreed to do eo,
he wou'd, on the one hand, lose all pres-
tige with the Moslems, and on the other
hund, would be unable to pacify the dif-
ferent tribes in the ceded districts, The
Porte wi'l, therefore, very probably try to
expostulate and shirk from carrying out
the wishes of the Powers by bringing for.
ward new explanations, but the Porte must
soon be convinced that the intentions of
the Powers are this time very serious, and
that the re-opening of the Hastera ques-
tion by war would certainly end in the
total destruction of the Turkish Empire in
Europe, * “Nevertheless, the opinion pre-
vails in_political circles here, that the
Porte w:ll degline {o accept the resolu-
tions of the Conference, and that it will be
impossible to prevent bloodshed between
the Turks and Greeks.

CIVIC AFFAIRS

THE ROAD COMMITTEE.

Yesterday morning the Road Committee
met, when Ald. Robert presided. There
were also present Ald. Hood, Hagar, Ken-
nedy and Gauthier. Several claims against
the department were referred to the City
Attorney. The City Surveyor was autho-
rized to raise the wages of % e employes
to the fo'lowing extent :—Bricklayers, from
$1 50 to $2; carters, from $1 50 to $175;
carpenters, from $L to $1 25; labourers,
from 80 cents and $1 to $1 all round. Ald.
Kennedy proposed that Mr. McClanagan
be authoriz:d to use his boarding-house
and saloon on Bonaveoture street for an-
other month, after which time the build~
ing is to be pulled down witkout further
delay, and this was agreed to. It was re-
solved to put ansphalt sidewalks in Rien-
mond Square. Moved by Ald. Hood, and
resolved —First, That the Deputy City
Surveyor shall have charge of the roads
and sidewalks, and'make the necessary sur-
veys and estimates for all street work, and
give the lines for buildings, and shall see
that the quantity of all supplies re-
ceived in stock at the Corporation yaris
are according to tenders. Second. He shall
receive from the Road Committee and
Uity Surveyor all orders for work, and shall
give instractions to the foreman and coan-
wractora ab.ut the same, and shall ses thut
the work is properly exscuted and shall
make o return of the same to the Road
Committee and City Surveyor. 'Third.
He shall deliver to each officer the instrue-
tions of the Road Committee and City Sur-
veyor, 8o that the City Surveyorshall have
only one office tolook to to ges that the
orders of the Road Committee are prope:ly
carried out, Fourth. Tae Assistant City
Surveyor shall bave charga of the con-
struction and repairing of a!l sewers, and
shall receive his inatructions from the
Road Committee and City Surveyor, auvd
shall make plans and estimates for the
same.  Fifth, The Inspeclor of Sewers
shall report to him all work, and he, the
Assistant City Surveyor, shall report i6 to
the Road Committze and City Surveyor.

THE FIRE COMMIT'EE.

A meeting of the Fiue Committee was
held yesterday afterncon, when Ald. Hood
occupied the cheir, and there were also
present Ald. J. C. Wilson, J. MeShane,
Duabot and Martin, The contracts for
the winter season were considered. On
the question of the hose, 1,000 yards of
which were required, Ald. J.C. Wilson
complained that oze firm had a mwonopoly
for the particular kind of hose asked for
by the Committee. Ald. Hood did mot
want to experiment with new hoge, and
the linen hose wonld break in winter ke
a carrot. Ald. Wilson asked if the brigade
might try 500 yards if it was supplied.
The Chairman said it would take a year
to experiment with.  Ald. Wilson replied
the Company might be willing to let it
lay for a year. He went on to explain how
the exclusion had been brought about and
suggested that in future other estimates
should be songht for. Oa the gnestion of
clothing coming up, a lefter was read
from Messre. Santh & Son, complaining
of their treatment by some of the Alder-
men, gs reported in the Heraip, The
Committee ellowed the correspondence to
lay on the table, but Ald. Wilsor, on the
motion being made that the cost of the
Chief’s and Sub-Chiel’s suits be given to
them, made an addenda thut they wear
them on all oceasions, and this was agreed
to. The contract for winter coats and
pants was awarded to Mr. Paton, McGill
street, the former at $12 and the latter at
§3.75. The contract fer fur caps was given
to Mr. Marcan, at $13 each, There was
no other business,

THE RADFORD INVESTIGATION.

LCCK-J. W IN HORSES.

Apropos of a communieation vpon this
subtject published in the HEraLD, a few
days eince, “ Aliquis” writes to us taking
exceptions to its statemente. He says:—

*“ The cure of tetanus, of which there are
mapy varieties, is not considered by per-
sons, who are supposed to possess informa=-
tion on such matiers, as being a miracu-
loue one, as guch cures have been and are
effected in many ocases of this disease.”
He adds: “It i3 certainly regretable, as
it is surprising, to learn, as your corre-
spondent states, that the giviog of the
Qiagnosis of the first symproms of lock-juw
would or could be a coniribution of kaow-
ledga yet unknown.” With reference to
another great horse disease, and which it
is paid may be cuved by “sticking a losg
spesar,” elc, of Lhe name, nature, and mode
of cure of which he admits his complete
lack of koowledge, I would refer him fo
uny of the professional Veterinary Sure
geons in this cily, who, on so simplea
matter, will freely impart the necessary
adyice on his paying the fee usual in such
cascs. His remarks in reference to the
““Oatario Veterinary College,” unfortu-
nately for his veracity, lack the very im-~
portant and indispensable elements of accu-
racy, He adds: **T'he sessions of the
Qatario Veterinary College cover a period
of five months each, and not of three
months the fire~, and four montha the
second sesgion, as ‘A  Farmer’ states.
Further, it is mot an unusual occurrence
to see students constrained to attend the
above institution for four and five seassions
suceessively before being considered quali-
ficd to obtain their diplomas to practice,
and I have mo doubt, should your corre-
spondent commit the professional welfare
of his som to their care, 1tis quite likely
that he will have tke pleasure afforded
him of witnessing one of the operations he
go much desires to see getting a fair
trial, namely, taat new one of trephining.”

CESARISM IN THE CUSTOMS

To the Edltor of the MONTREAL HERALD,

£ir, == The morning organ of the
Tories in this city ewmidently believes in
the old udage that a poor excuse is bet-
ter than none. It devoted a long lead-
ing article, last Saturday, to an apology
for the gross abuees in the Castom
House, which the letter entitled  Ce3ar-
ism in the Customs” ealled attention to
in your columns a few days previous.
The Gazette had better have lefo the
smoothing down process alone; it may
try in vain to pour oil on the troubled
waters of agitation amorg our indignant
business men., Though the insipid
weakness of this editorial merits htile
attention, yet, what is inac:urate in
statements it contains, must be met at
once with a rejoinder giving the real
facts for the benefit of the outside pub-
lic, who may not be personally cogniz int
of the flagrant Custom House adminis-
tration of the present Government.

Referring to the peremptory order
that foreign invoices in depreciated cur-
rency must be accompanied by Consular
cert-ficates, specifying the value of such
currency, the Gazette says: —

% Why this order was mnot promulgated
at an earlier period we know mot; but this
we do know, that the order has been in 1h:
Customs House in Montreal for over a
year, and the Department in Oitawa was
not a little surprised when it learned that
it had been held in abeyance so long. In-
structions were then given to have it posted
in the Long Room, for the information of
importers.”

Now, sir, either this asserlion is failse
—1I can nse no other term, as the writer
says © we know”—or else, accepting it
as correct, the entire staft of the Custem
House officials, from Mr. Jobhnson down-
wards, are fit subjects for immediate
dismissal, having been guilty of serious
negleet of duty and a tetal disregard of
the public interest in wilfully failing to
carry out the order a year ago. A bank
manager who should forget for twelve
mouths to coarge his customers any
disecunt would he as faithful to his
trust and te his shareholdeis as these
flicers are ot this moment, supposing
the Gazelie statement to be correct.
Pluinly, they stand condemved by the
very unusual and arbitrary baste with
which they now spring upun our mer-
chants, armed to the teeth with the most
ciushing power of this celebrated

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memoraadum, and, as I charged before,

and mow reiterate, interpreting the
“ghould be” of the Government by their
own petty and offensive ¢ must.”

The apology attempts to palliate that
part of the order which declares that the
certificite must be from a British
Consul. It says it has no doubt that a
certificate from any other Consul would,
if no British Consul were resident, be
accepted; in fact, it is told that
the blank form prepared for the
Consul is so framed that it will
admit of the substitution of ome
for the other. Now the memorandum
or the law, for both are supposed to be
identical, states explicidy that the
affidavit must be made befora a British
Consul. As the law now reads, no other
document would be legal, despite the
goothing suppositionsof your contempo-
rary, 1f such blanks exist, the news.
paper man has evidently been more
civilly treated at the Castom House than
the merchant who pays the piper, and
cannot, with the most persisient inquiry
get a courteons reply from O:tawa.
am inclined to think that Messrs. John.-
son & Co. will scon need to keep a per-
manent Government tcribbler behind
the scenes if they expect to get white-
waehed for their enormities in the eyes
of tke publie.

And what are we to think when the
pariy of loyalty, and the sworn foes of
American annexation, take such pains
to point out that what is done in the
United Baates mast be a desirable stats
of things for us to copy in Cunada?
Some years age, I remember, the Hon,
Me. Abbott was arguiag a ecase before
ong of our Judges in the Superior Court,
and guoted American liw in snpport of
his position. The Judge replied that in
this country we were mot guided by
American law. If the Yunkees prefer a
method of importing foreign goods
which geems undesirable to Canadians,
that is" mo buosiness of ours.
wonld be an easy tusk to enus
merate very  mapy institutions and
practices  which flourigh ~ beyond
the frontier, and are, I suppose, duly
“ aceepu d and approved ” by the mass
of the American pzople, which, to us
Uanadiane, would be positively out of
the question. Theargument is unsound
and jmeonsistent with the strong British
pringiples ostensibly euteriained by the
newspaper in question. It will prove
but an easy muatter, after all, to turn
the great tide of popular opinion In
favour of annexation when the récogn z-
ed Government organs can chime ia oe-
casionally with euch pure American
notes as thoss we bave besn quoting.
Bat, as a matter of faet, in the Uaited
Stutes it is customary to have consuler
certificates attiched to all invoices, ex~
empling, however, all under $100, below
which amount no snch rule appiies. Bat
there the business causes no delay and
no annoyince, or vexition to the mer-
chant ; for foreign money or currency
rates are fized by law. A Onban pesos
is 92} cints, no matter if the rate of ex-
char ge is two or six. The Custom House
people know the fixed rate. But here, tle
whole establishment is in a flatter for
days when a question arises involving
the value of any money not familiar to
the employes. ' At any rate it took one
of them tour days to get an answer from
Oitawa as to what a pesos was to be
taken at. Since the new tariff came
into to force, sir, to the moment I write
this, the Departmment has been the scene
of blunders nnd petly tycanuy that is a
disgrace to the age we livem. To so
great an extent is this  truth
telt by our business men, that I will
venture to assert, wi hout fear of
contradictior, that should our mem-
ber for Montreal West resign, a Libara
would infallibly be elected 1n bis place
A continuance of the present system of
obstruction, and throwing every incoi—
venience In the way of merchants who
have other work to do than spend their
time fooling round the Long Room all
day, s demonstration will ¢.nvince the
Government wi h unpleasant forcs that
this depar‘ment must be looked into
before serious political loss is sustained.

To return to the present point, how-
ever, I quote again :

“‘Anotherreason fordemanding a Consul's
certificate is mot merely to arrive at the
correct value of the depreciated currency
in the eountry in which the goods are pur~
chased, butto ascertain the fact as to
whether the goods were paid for in a de-
preciated currency, cr in coin which has a
fixed value. If this facr were not obtain-
ed, what would there be to prevent a dis-
honest trader, and all laws are enacted to
protect the honest, to purchase a bill of
goods costing §10,000 in & countryin which
the currency was worth but 50 cents to the
dollar, and payiog for such goods with
$6,000 in gold,and then presenting it to the
Customs in Canada, representing that the
goods were paid for with a depreciated
currency and demanding a referance to the
Bank of Montreal, as suggested ia the
HERALD, to ascertain the value cf the cur-
rency in the foreign country at the time of
the purchase, and thereby secure the pac-
gage of goods through the Custom House
at a dizcount upcn the face of his iuvoice
of 60 per cent. '’

How little the Government organs
know of busiaess! In what part of the
comme:cial world can you notf, within
24 hours, get the rate of exchange to
prevent the passage of goods throngh
the Custom House at a discount of 50
gar cent upon the face of the iavoice P

have never known silver or gold cur-
rency to be depreciated 50 per cent,and if
paper money 18 paid, a relative price is,
of course, inyariably paid for the goods.
The Cazetle very much fears that the
imp rrer who would contemplite the
fraud would not besitate to swallow sny
Custom House vath that might stand in
his way. Well, could he not do the same
thing with a Consular ceitificate P Is
it rot a fach that millions of dollars
worth of goods have been seized in New
Yok, duly accompanied by their Consu-~
lar certificates ?

My former suggestion that the safest
and most feasible guide for ascertiining
values would be through the barks, will,
in the light of these absurd explanations,
commend itself to every bus:ness man.

Ia conclasion, I may say that the
supposition of fraud, such as that
dreaded by your vittuous contempo:ary,
oould only be reasonably grounded if
the appraisers were utterly ignorant of
the real valoe of goeds.

That day being
Saturday, she could not take in all her
remaining cargo there before midnight,
which would probably have involsed
keeping the steamer till Monday morn-
ing instead of her getting to sea early
on Saturday.

GROWTH OF-POPULATION.

Way po THE NorTHERN CITIES INC :EASE
80 FAST?

The m- st noticeable feature of the naw
census is the enormous growth of the.
Northern section of the rountry compared
to the Southern and Central portior 8.

In 1874 the ol City of Boston had 60,000
less inhabitants than Bt. Louis. As a
general rule our earlier seftled ecities do
not grow as fast as tlie young cities of the
West ; but in the decade just passed Bos-
ton has gained on St. Lous till she is now
only 10,000 behind her. With her smailer
yopulation her gain has been nearly twicz
as great in actual numbers. In 1870 Bal-
timore was, 7,000 ahead of Boiton. Since
then Bost n's gain i3 114,000, that of Bal-
timore 82,000; so that Boston has now
15,000 mora people than Balt more. The
latter city would seem to have almost
every advantage over Boston, and yet
there is this difference in {heir growth.
Cincinnati is near enough to the South
to feel this inyidious infinence, and her
growlh, though respectable, has not kept
pace with the expectations «f many citizens
Indianapolis, on the contrary, though only
fif .y miles north of Cineinn tti, appears to
be near enough the charmed line to be it
by the boom, und has nearly doub.ed her
population intes years. The growth pt‘
Cleveland is zremarkable. Chrcago, in
spite of the fire, has increased more than
Philadelphia which, even in 187) had
well-nigh 700,000 inbabitan*s. Chicago and
Cleveland together havs grewn nearly a
quar er of a million in ten years. 3

I'heze is not an exception to the ru'e
along the line of Northern citiea. St. Pau!
bas doubled oubiight. Minneapolis is
four tymes as large as it was at the last
consus, being now 5,000 greater than St
Paul, Milwaukee has a population larger
than Lounisville. Detroit, with a popula-
tion 21,000 Jess than Louisville in 1870, has
gained more than twice as rapidly s the
Kentucky city. Deaver has jumped from
8,000 to 34,010,

No natural reason exists. The climate
along the Northern lakes is raw and windy
an’l the cold so great in winter that the
mereury sometimes ginks {o 20 below zero.
Thae soil is not marvelously prodactive,
compared to that of the Eouth. Much of
the North-West lacks timber for fuel
and bur:inz. Still the current of emigra-
tion :ets that way in a mighty stream.

‘I he Fouth has every natural advaztage.
Tae elimate is mild snd healthy, and the
suil is 1ich. Delicious froits and veget-
ables gr w in abundance, such as no coax-
ing can produce in the cold North. In
many parts the settier can raise almost the
whole food for his family from his ** truck
pateh,” jand still emigrants will not go
there. Why, 1t is impossible to say, unless
there iz an ineradieab'e prejudice in the
wo.ld against the Solid Souih.—Cincinnati
Commercial .

THE DUKE OF EDINBURGH,
B ——

The Duke (says Truil) may be consider-
ed a lucky man. His goed fortune, indeed,
began with his baptismal day, when his
Royal mother christened him Alfred—
dearest of names to Eaglishmen. Then
he was destined for the navy, and styled
the sailor prince, so that the loyal persons
nursed themselves into the belief that he
must have something cof Nelson in him as
well as of Alfred.

Ncedless to say, he amply fulfilled the
highest hopes entertained of him—in fact,
princes have a habit of meriting praise in
these days, and this prince was very care-
fully breught up. A DMr. Birch first had
charge, of him, though I believe his Royal
Highness hud never apy reason to meditate
on the appropriateness of his tutor’s name,
Me. Birch was succeeded by Mr. Cribs, and
Mr. Cribs by Major Cowell, Uader the
care of this last gentleman the Prince
went to Geneva tostudy modern languages
At fourteen he entered the navy, in which
gervice he has dome a fair share of werk,
though never smelling powder, excepting
such us was burnt in his honour. This is
simply because rince 1858, when the Prince
pecame a cadet, we have been engaged in
no war of suffisient magnitude to justify
Ministers in permitting a Queen’s son to
rigk his life. En 1878, however, the Duake
of Edjinburgh was in command of one
of theships which sailed vp the Dar-
dauelles, and he there won good opinions
by his geperal smartness. Dreading a
couflict with Russia, ne was quite anxious
for tne sound of o shot from the Tarkish
batteries, when he would bave replied with
doubly good-will, in hope that the alliance
of England with the Unspeakabla Oage
would thereby be diesclved fur ever, and
replaced by an undersianding with his
father-in-law. On this occasion his Rogyal
Highaness caine out, not exactly asan orator
but as & man who could speak a fow words
feelingly and well.” I em afraid he has
never been very popular in the navy, but
his men liked him better than they ever
did hefore. : ]

Why the Prince never becamoa nniver-
sal favourite with his brother tars it would
be difficult to say. One may mention, how-
ever, that his Royal Highness has not,

ot
plain clothes. Tha latter Admiral,
administered a grave rebuke, stifily observ-
ing, “I should have been very bappy to
receive your Royal Highness on any other
oceasion, bYut unhappily at this moment I
am expecting a visit from the captain of
the “Galatea.” His Royal Highness took tae
hint, returned to his own ship, dinned his
uniform, and returned. OF course, to be
under the,Duke i3 like serving in a crack
regiment. Y.u live not wisely, but too
wall. The cflizers of the “*Sultana’” were
obliged to petition tke Admiralty for &
subsidy to ssy their mees bille. My lords,
after some delay, consented to a grant.

The Duks has the reputation of being a
prudent adminstrator of the funds voted
him by the nation, and is thus o represen—
tative Scotsman by instinet as by title,
Ha will some day bs very rich indeed, and
is not badly off now with his parlimentry
grant of £25,000 a year aud his wife’s for-
tane—estimated at double that amount. A
Radical member bas already been mischie~
voni enongh to suggest that whemh's
Royal Highuess becomes Dake of Cobourg
he will have no further need for bis Eag-
glish allowance, on which occssion Mr.
Gladstone rose and adminstered a grave
rebuke to his indiscreet follower.

In one respect the Duke isno Scot—at
least of the traditional type—for he has a
flae sense of humour, He omce travelled
in Canada, when he was escorted by a
guide who had formerly heen in attendacce
on his elder brother, “The Pricco of
Wales gave me a splendid gold wateh, sir,”
the guide took an early opportunity of
observing. “Indeed,” replied Alfred,
““that’s more than he ever did for me;”
wit which was hopelessly lost on the colo-
nial. z . .

Arother travelling cxperience of the
Duke's. The “Galatea” was ab anchor in
some Australian port, and his Royal High-
n:es bimself on shore, The officer left in
command good naturadly allowed all who
chose to come aboard and see the vessel.
Even the eaptain’s cabin was thrown
open. Its temant had apparently been
washing his Royal hanis. Deeply touch-
ed by the sight of the soapy water, a lady
emptied the contents of her scent-bottle,
and replaced them with a draught
from the Duke's basin. The example in-
stantly became contagious, and in a few
minutes not a drop of the pregious flmd
was 1.ft, Ogne would think that force of
loyality counld hardly go further, did not
one know that it has.

The Dukeis sixth in succession to the
Crown of England, and though ke has
gometimes been called a Liberal, and cer-
tainly disl kes the foreign policy of Lord
Beaconefield, yet all who are uneasy about

| personal govermment should pray that no

series of deaths mayever give us an Alfred
1L for our king-—at least not this Alfred.
I remembeyr hearvirg the question of the
stability of our comstituiion discuszed au
the late Mr. Grote’s.
Greagea held that it might be destroyed
more easily than was cemmonly supposed,
and that the event m ght happen at no
very distant period. If,” he said, “ihe
throne were ever to he filled by a man of
talent,energy, and courage, we might have
to fight for our liberties once mora”
“Well,” remarked a lady, who had the b:st
means of knowing, “Prince A,bert pos-
sesges all three. DPoubtless the Eag-
lish people would win the battle, bat the
best of revolutions, well observed Thiers,
is a terrible calamity.

The Duke is certainly ambitious, and
European complications may yet g.ve him
the needed chance for playing a parkin
hi:tory. It was bitter disappoim'ment to the
boy-pringe when Lord Palmerston’s Goveran-
ment refused to nllow him to mecept the
proffered Crown of Greece. A mere splen-
did prizs w 8 poseibly within his graep
during the course of the last war. Moe:o
tian one statesmen sugges'ed the formation

of a new Bj zantine Empire, with Constan-
tantinople for its captial and all European
Turkey for its territory. The son of the
Qaeen and son~in-law of the Czr wasto
have heen Emperor, and the Eustern ques-
tion thus finally settled—till it broke out
again, 1 have reasons for believing, how=-
ever, that it is mnet improbable that the
Duke of kdinbnrgh may one day find him-
selt Prince of Roumanis, Prince Charles is
childless, and likely to remain so. In the
event of accideats, his people wounld have
to look out for a snccessor. Would the
Duke prifer to reside in Buebarest rather
than in Gotha ? T'his i3 half the question.
An English prince married to an *‘ortho-
dox” wife would certiinly be the mest
eligible of candidates.

“ QRUELTY TO WOMEN.”

It seems ouly too Likely that the subject
of providing seats for young women serve
ing in shops will again fall out of public
notice before the comsideration it has ra-
ceived bears fruit. Under these cirecums
stances it is necessary to go one step far-
ther and to say tnat the large houses of
business which hava not declared their de-
termination to provide seats, as required
by the obligation ot humanity, or intimate
that it is already their practice to do so—
and that the young persons in their em-
ploy are not only permitted, but encourag-
ed, to it in tho intervals between serving
customere—are defying public opinion and
ieflicting & grievous wrong on humanity.
It is a little absurd for the heads of these
firms to secd their contributions to the
hospital fund as charity. What they give
i3 an inadequate dole in aid of relieving—
for it is impossible to cure—the injuries
they daily inflict! We are not making this
assertion at random, but speaking by the
book—the case bo k of hospital work—and
aflicm tkat some of the most painful and
destructive diseases to which woman are
liable are distinctly produced and perpet-
uated by the cruel practice of compelling
them to stand bebind counters during long
and weary hours for the profis of their em-
ployers. If it be true that the press of busi-
ness ig go great in the large estublishments
of Begent street, Oxford street, and other
great thoronghfures, that there is no time
for those who attead on cusiomers to rest,
let the heads of those houses of business dc-
vote a portion of their enormous gains to
the humane purpose of saving life and
beilth in their establishments hy incress—
lng the number of their employers. The
matter is too serious to admit of its Leing
shelved. It isno mere sentimental griev~
ance we are concerned to redress. Wehave
little sympathy with some of the proposals
made by philanthropists for the ** good of
humanity ;'* but this is a veritable case of
cruelty and of disease—making. The evil is
as grave and obvious in its ¢haracter as
though physical injury were intentionslly
inflizted on those patien‘s who apply tosuts
geons for relief. 1f these young wo an are
Rept standing, by shop walkers employed
for the purpose, to make a sbow of busi-
nes3 whicli is not. real, we say that practice
is dishonest, and looking to the contingent
mischief done, it is uaworthy of the heads
of houses of business, affecting to conduct
their trade azd make their profits honour-
ably. If, on the other hand, the Lusiness
done in these establishments is renlly eo
great and pressing that these who serve
cannot obtain a littls rest, nothing but the
most unpardonable greed can prevent such
increage of their nambers ds would putan
end to the evil and cruelty of which we
cemplain. We leave this obvious rejoinder
to the disingenuous and pitiful excuse of
the shop walkers, “* We are too busy to let
our young peopls rest,” to the considera-
tion. ¢f those ladies who retain any spark
of human sympathy in their natures, when
they * go shopping.” We fear the num-
ber of feeling women is small. If ever there
was a procf that the feminine nature is not
gentle, or the sympathies of women keen
and active, the perpetuation of this grievous
wrong is a proof that cannot be gainsaid.
To obtain a wider selection of materials for
u dress orgee the newest patterns of robe
or mantle, & “ lady"” will sanection by her
patronage, and aggravate by her exacting
demands on the strength and endurance of
those who wait upon her, the * cruelty to
woman” we are etriving to put down.—The
Laneet,

Hypropronra.—8ir Thomas Watson has
recently published an essay on hydrophobia
in dogs, from which it appears thut among
the earliest symptoms &f the disorderisa
tendency of the eyes of the aflicted animal
to equint and te glisten unnaturally. The
diseased dog continually changes its po-
sition, garmes with appareat suspicion on
all who come near it, and frequently licks
some part of his own body upon which a
scar will generally be found. It becomes
‘¢apricious in its eating and will attempt to
swallow all soris of incongusus things, such
as bits of string, coal and e'raw. As lho
disense develops the creature grows im-
ratient of correction, is snappish and
inclined 10 bite, while saliva constantly
fluws from its moutb. The diseaserunsits
course in from four to eight days, and when
il presence is suspected the dog should at
once ke secaurely isolated and watched,
end in a day or two killed if it is
undoubtedly rabid. During the last fifty
years hydrophobia has greatly increased,
at least in the United Kingdom, and es-
pecinlly in large manufaciuring and com-
mereial centres, where dogs are commonly
kept unc er conditions altogether unfavour
able to their hralth. Two years ago tile
disease wag alarmingly prevalent in Paris,
and not less than 4,500 doge were killed
there by order of the authorities in the
wonths of July and August. The great
heat of the wealher with which this city is
now sfilicted undoubted!favours the cir—
cums'ances in which rabies is developed,
and every means to arrest i's spread
should be taken before it appears,— N. Y,
