Reports were also received from varions 
Standi og Committees of the Council con­
cerning the election of chairmen, the list of 
which has already been published in oar 
columns.

Alderman B heaume presented the report, of 
the Special Committee of the Whole ap6n 
the demand of the Government for payment 
of the amount due by the city ou accouot of 
its subscription to the North Shore Railway, 
wbicb contains tbe resolution adopted by 
snch committee, to tbe effect that tbe Gov­
ernment he requested by the Mayor to tor. 
ward to the Council Its estimates of the pro­
gress of the work upon tbe line, in.order that 
the Corporation may ascertain what proper- 
tion of its subscription is now due thereon.

The Mayor stated that he had forwarded 
the retolotion, duly certified, te the proper 
authorities, and had received in reply tbe 
information asked for, which be Isid before 
the Connell.

Councillor Brousseau contended that the 
Mayor should have taken no action in the 
matter until the resolution hsd been adopted 
by tbe Council.

Tb-s Mayor felled to see what harm he had 
done in acting as the resolution bad required 
him to do.

Alderman Binfret and Councillor Peachy 
took the tatter view of the case.

Tbe subject then dropped. ,
Alderman Bourget, from tbe Fire Commit­

tee, reported favorably of tbe petition of 
Messrs. Chasse sad.Belsuger to be allowed to 
test publicly a new system of fire alarm in­
vented by them, and recommended by Pro­
fessor Laflamme of the Laval University.

Tbe report of the Market Committee, re­
commending that the revenues of the markets 
be not sold but collected by clerks as hereto* 
fore, then came up as sn order of the day.

Alderman Hearn, in a lengthy speech, op­
posed tbe adoption of the report, going over 
the same arguments as have been adduced 
over and over again many times within the 
last few weeks upon the same subject. He 
quoted largely from tbe books of the Oorpo- 
ratiou to prove the gradual decrease which 
had been going on for years under the present 
system of collection, in the market revenues, 
and the beneficial results which had attended 
the < xperiment of spiting the revenues, tried 
last year with the Champlain market. He 
also refuted the pretensions lUat other mar­
kets had suffered by the sale of that market’s 
revenue, stating that his figures bad been an. 
dited by the two sworn auditors of the Gor- 
poratioa, gentlemen of undoubted ability and 
integrity.

A.derman Bourget contended that the Fin­
lay market revenue had suffered last year by 
the asle ol the revenue of the Champlain 
market, and that the collection of the dues 
upon tbe latter by the lessee hsd given rise 
to considerable noise and commotion.

Councillor Turner swted that be had fol­
lowed the arguments of the previous speak 
ere, and saw, by a memorandum before him, 
that tbe revenne of the Finlay market had 
fellan off, from 1876 to 1877, to tbe extent of 
about $132. During the same time the city 
bad saved the salary of the collector of the 
Champlain market and had received as large 
a revenue from it as its previous net revenue, 
He believed it to be the duty of every mem­
ber to regard the matter apart from any1 feel­
ing oc bias, aad as a matter ol dollar» and 
cent», rince it appeared that thure waa every 
tikellbood of-a deficit occurring of $60,000 

Councillor Brousseau strongly supported 
the amendment.

Councillor Johnston had listened with con- 
aldjrable pleasure to tbe statements made by 
Alderman Hearn, and tailed to understand 
why the 0 uncil should refuse to accept an 
increase of-*, -venue, for such it really amount­
ed to, of In 'me cases 200 and 300 per cent 
He had tall.. entirely to hear any good rea­
sons adduced tor the adoption of the report, 

Councillor McWllliam believed that there 
was a principle involved in the sale of the 
markets, and that principle should be strictly 
adhered to. He believed that not only all 
tho markets but tbe revenues of. tbe wharves 
alfo, and whatever else belonged to the city 
should be offered at a action to tbe highest 
bidder.

Alderman Henchey knew two Ism 
stalls in markets in Montcalm ward whose 
rents amounted together to $T00, and yet he 
scarcely believed that $400 was collected 
from the two under the present system 
In the face of publlo opinion or 
the matter, he did not know how anyone coold 
stand in the Council and throw obstacles or 
Impediments In the way of a system which 
was calculated to so largely increase the 
municipal revenue.

Councillor Roy was not sure that tbe 
municipal by-laws were sufficiently explicit 
to etand the tests to which they might be 
sutj-cted in disputes between the lessees of 
markets and the farmers, if the revenues 
were sold.

Alderman Hearn, seconded by Counolllor 
Convey, moved in amendment to the report 
to tbe effect that the revenues of the various 
city markets and welghhouses for the eleven 
mouths, from 1st June next, be offered for 
sale at an upset price of 20 per cent, above 
tbe net average revenues of the markets for 
the past three years, aud adjudged to tbe 
highest bidder for cash.

The amendment being put, was lost upon
tbe following division -_For tbe ameudment,
—Messrs. Burns, Turner, H»arn, Convey, 
Hatcb, Delsney, Russell, Brousseau, Hen- 
cbey, McWilliam and Johnston.—Total 11. 
Against tbe amendment,—Messrs Guay, 
Brochu, Bouchard, Boy, Rheaume, Beaubien, 
Gingras, Binfret, Peachy, Lsngevin, Bour­
get, and Valleraud.—Total 12.

Councillor Turner moved another amend­
ment, similar to tbat of Alderman Hearn, 
with the exception of the substitution of 30 
for 20 per cent.

A lengthy discussion ensued, which was 
taken part in by M-ssrs. Hearn and others.

Councillor Russnil cons'dored that tbe 
present amendment should pass the Council 
unanimously. He knew mat many of tbe 
members of the pr sent Council were shrewd 
business men who could appreciate au in­
crease ot 30 per cent, in their own affaire as 
well as moat people. If they refused to ac­
cept this increase of revenue, at a time when 
tbe city was in financial difficulties, he could 
not sec how they could face their constitu­
ents afterwards. He soaicely thought tbat 
the Corporation would obtain 30 per cent, 
above tbe net average revenue however. II 
aoy member of tbe Council inherited one of 
tne city markets, tbe revenue of which he 
had to pay an officer to collect, he would be 
very glad to meet with a party ready to pay 
him cash in advance for the purchase of the 
revenue at a figure 30 per cent above tbat 
which be had previously received from his 
collector.

After some further discussion, the amend­
ment was lost on tbe same division as the 
former amendment.

Alderman Hearn moved another amend­
ment looking to the sale of the Champlain 
and Finlay market*, only, at an upset price of 
20 per cant above their net average revenues.

Alderman Bourget and Oounoillor Peachy 
strongly opposed the amendment, which was 
finally carried by a vote of 12 to 11, Alder­
man Guay voting with tbe majority.

Tbe report as amended was then adopted.
On motion of Councillor Peachy, the in­

vitation extended to the Mayor and Corpora­
tion by tbe Rector of Laval University was 
accepted-

Counclllor Russell moved fora report from 
tho Finance Committee showing tbe amoont 
of the Special Tax of 1878 collected, and the 
amount still remaining aopaid.—Carried.

Also, lor another report showing tbe ar. 
rangements made by tbe Finance Committee 
with tbe banks for the renewal of the city’s 
obligations of $398,000, with the collateral 
security deposited. In support of his motion, 
the Councillor said that he desired to obtain 
information, and to let in light upon the 
subject. If tbe Information was refused, he 
would give notice of motion for next meeting, 
so tbat no blame should rest upon his skirts 
in case of future trouble.

The-Mayor stated that though interviews 
hati been had with the banks, no arrange­
ments had yet been ooooluded at all.

On motion of CoanoiUor Borns, it was re­
solved that tfco Market Committee reportai 
next meeting as to the beet means of dispos- 
ing of the revenue of the Finlay weight-bouse 
for the ensuing year.

Cooacillor Ooavsy moved, seconded by 
Alderman Bourget, tbat the members for St. 
Peter's Ward be upon the following commit­
tees -.—Convey upon the Water and Road 
Committees, Turner upon tbe Finance, Ferry 
and Health Committees, and Bourget upon the
Market, By-Law, and Fire Committees.— 
Carried.

The report of the Finance Committee with 
reference to the official advertising waa then 
adopted.

The Council adjourned to Friday week, at 
twenty minutes to one o’clock this morning.

we are bound to say that, on purely 
business principles, and as first owing 
allegianoe to the interests of Quebec, we 
entertain the same opinion in common 
with men of all parties, including a large 
number of their own warmest friends 
and staunchest supporters. In applying 
for payment, the courtesy of the Premier 
was in such marked contrast to the bru­
tal and illegal tactics of h>s predecessors 
in the connection, as to elicit a general 
aid spontaneous expression of admira­
tion, which appeared to pass as a ready 
acquiescence in the demand ; but, upon 
sober second thought, the consideration 
has come to most thinking minds that 
the city is being called upon now to pay 
altogether more than it is justified in 
paying consistently with the safety of its 
own interests and a due regard for its 
obligations and those of tbe Government. 
We do not want it to be understood that 
we doubt for an instant the safety of the 
city’s interests in the hands of so tho­
roughly honorable a man as Hr. Joly, 
but we feel that, now as formerly, the 
righteous impression prevails that a bar 
gain is a bargain, as much between a city 
and a Government, os between man and 
man and that to make it one-sided is to 
reverse the accepted order of things. We 
are perfectly satisfied that the Premier 
is neither wilfully attempting to do this, 
nor has he looked at the question in this 
light.

Of course, this does not mean that the 
road is for eighty per cent, in running 
order, and, as railroads are not built and 
polished off, so to say, mile by mile, no 
contract for tbeir construction ever con­
templates that they should, and no con­
tractor either would undertake them 
upon such an obviously absnrd and losing 
principle, so that it would be manifestly 
unfair to^ question the accuracy of the 
report of so thoroughly honest, able and 
experienced an engineer as Mr. Light as 
to the extent of work performed or to 
refuse payment therefor, through the 
Government, to the contractor. The 
difficulty, however, is to establish what 
portion of this eighty percent, we should 
pay pending the satisfaction towards us 
of the conditions respecting the work­
shops and the extension to deep water. 
For our own part, we think, perhaps, that 
satisfaction might be given all round, if 
tbe actual or approximate cost of these 
improvements coufti be ascertained, and 
the same or a reasonable proportion of it 
retained in hand for the present, paying 
over the balance to the Government. 
We simply throw out the suggestion. A 
better mode of satisfactory under»land­
ing^ however, may be recommended ; but 
we are free to say that there most be a 
certain measure of confidenoe and con­
cession on both sides with a view to the 
early success of the undertaking. In the 
advent to power of the Joly Government, 
the prospective abolition of an incapable 
Railway Commission, the energy and 
efficiency of so eminent a man as Mr. 
Walter Shanly in the position of General 
Superintendent, the engineering abili­
ties of Mr. Light, and the past record of 
Mr. Thos. McGreevy, the public has the 
best guarantees for the completion of the 
works, and, while no concession that is 
not consistent with our interests or ad­
vantageous to the great project upon 
which we found our hopes should be 
made, no unreasonable objection should 
be raised or factious opposition offered to 
embarrass the Government or repudiate 
a single iota of our obligations.

A filibustering contest of five days’ 
duration in the American House of Re­
presentatives has just ended in a victory 
for the Democrats, who have earned Mr.

Le Canadien is very anxious to know 
where we take Mr. Joly’s majority and 
why wo do not publish a list of the mem­
bers who compose it? Our contempor­
ary sorely does not take us to be simple 
enough to show oar hand before the 
cards are played, to that he may profit 
by it. Again, our contemporary is at his 
old trick of barefacedly lying, when he 
says that Mr. Joly, some months since, 
wished the municipalities to have the 
privilege of repudiating their obligations. 
Mr Joly never wished for anything of the 
sort. AH he asked and battled for was 
that they should not be illegally taken 
by the ttroat and that one of the most 
sacred rights of the subject should not be 
trodden under foot m ruthlessly depriv- 
iUK him of an appeal to the tribunals of 
the country, before his property passed 
under the Sheriff’s hammer, which was 
what Messrs. Angers, DeBoucheryille and 
Tarte wanted to do.

In view of the approach of the Queen’s 
Birthoay, the Toronto G obe, under the 
head of the “Annual Nuisance of Fire­
works,” very pertinently observes :—“We 
should be sorry to say & single word 
which would even seem to interfere with 
the enjoyments of the young. Far from 
wishing to circumscribe these we are 
strongly persuaded that everything ought 
to be done to increase their number and 
variety. Play of a right kind is not the 
enemy of work, bat its natural and ne­
cessary help-mate. And a childhood and 
youth without any cherished memories of 
games and gaieties will never issue in a 
robust and harmoniously developed man 
hood. But the amusements of the young 
ought surely to be other than what ooca 
sion only terror and annoyance to the 
grown-up and the old. For this reason 
we think that fire crackers and other ex­
periments in gunpowder indulged in on 
the Queen’s Birthday and the Dominion 
anniversary ought to be definitely and 
finally put a stop to. The number of 
fires which are every year caused in this 
way is simply immense, with (correspond 
ing loss of property, and any amount of 
inconvenience. Tne accidents caused by 
horses taking fright is also very great, 
while it is a matter of notoriety that la­
dies can at suoh times scarcely walk the 
streets without the Ukeliheod of having 
their dresses burned and themselves put 
into a state of very unnecessary alarm. 
Does the amusement derived from such 
proceedings at all compensate for these 
and other losses and annoyances ? We 
think not. The loyalty and joy of the 

juveniles could easily be shown in more 
harmless but quite as effective ways. At 
the same tune, it is not fair to allow large 
quantities of such fireworks to be import, 
ed and purchased, and then put a stop to 
their sale by prohibiting their use.

THK DEBATE IN THE COMMONS—MB. 
GLADSTONE’S SPEECH.

LORD SALISBURY DECLINES TO 
RECEIVE A PEACE DEPUTATION.

PACIFIC NEWS FROM THE 
EUROPEAN CAPITALS.

ENGLAND PREPARING TO OPPOSE 
RUSSIA’S PRIVATEERING PRO­

JECTS.

.Loudon. May 31—It is announced it is 
now probable the Congress will meet in the 
first fortnight in Jane ; also tbat owing to 
tbe unsettled state of public affairs at Con­
stantinople the English fleet will probably 
more to Princess Islands.

The debate In tbe Commons oontinned to­
night, tbe members as before confining them­
selves to the legal and constitntlonal aspect 
of the qneetlon. Mr. Fawcett was followed 
by the Attorney-General. Mr. Gladstone, wbo 
spoke over an hoar, hoped a division would 
be persisted in no mstter bow small the mi> 
nority ; he repelled the charge that Lord 
Hartlngton’s motion evaded a declaration of 
policy, that if the Government pursued Eu­
ropean objects in concert with Europe, not 
by a policy of isolation, and allowed Europe 
to determine the method, it would go into 
the Conference pursuing diplomatic aims by 
diplomatic means, and refraining from war­
like menace ontil a cause for war appears; that 
would be the policy many Liberals recom­
mended. Bir Geo. Balfonr, Sir Geo. Campbell, 
and Mr. Newdegate, Conservative, favored 
Lord HartingtonV resolution, and For­
syth, Grantham and others opposed It. 
Tbe debate was adjourned till Thursday, 
when Mr. Cross will be the first speaker. 
The House filled np somewhat during Mr. 
Gladstone’s speech, but at other times the at­
tendance was scanty.

It is understood that in replying to a re­
quest of the Duke of Westminster to receive 
deputation a with a peace declaration signed 
by over 300,000, tbe Maiqnla of Salisbury 
stated that be was enable to receive the de­
putation.

The debate in the Commons, to-night, 
neatly collapsed. No one rising to speak 
after Mr. Gladstone, the Speaker began pat­
ting tbe motion, bat just at the critical mo­
ment Sir Jno. Balfonr arose and the House 
dwindled down to nine members before he 
finished, and to six while Sir. Geo. Campbell 
was speaking.

Pacific news comes from St. Petersburg, 
Berlin and Paris. A Berlin despatch says 
Schonvaloff expressed to tbe British Ambas­
sador the hope that nogetiations between 
England and Russia would lead to a peaceful 
arrangement. A Vienna correspondent, how­
ever, says that In order to appreciate* tbe ex­
act value of the annonneem at of a speedy 
meeting of the Congress, it most be mention- 
ed It emanates from financial sources ; as for 
political and diplomatic circles they are more 
silent and reserved than ever.

In consequence of the incident at Tchero- 
goo Palace, Constantinople, the Minister of 
Marine has been superseded by Vessim 
Pasha. Other changes in the Ministry are 
apprehended. A Perm special says twenty- 
one were killed and seventeen wonnded in 
this stair.

A St. Petersburg correspondent states the 
rnmor that Rossis Ikendeavoting to negotiate 
a new loan is unfoanded.

It Is stated Lord Salisbury refused to re­
ceive the peace deputation on the gronnd 
“hat it was inconvenient to the pnbllo service 
to discuss the matter now.

A Vienna despatch says the possibility of 
the Congress seems generally admitted, al­
though few have confidence In Us result, and 
Andnasy no longer hss implicit faith in tbat 
nxode of settlement.

According to Pent advices the Turkish de­
legates sent to pacify the insargen's com­
pletely failed. Their retorn proved tbe insur- 
rectlon most take Its course.

Coxstaxtxnokb, May 31—Five thousand 
refugees to-day sent a deputation to the Porte, 
asking relief, declaring their provisions had 
failed, and sickness was Increasing among 
them. The Porte promised tbat thetr rations 
would henceforth be regularly distributed.

Naw Yobs, May 31—The TeUgran’t cable 
despatch says:—The British Admiralty is 
making extensive arrangements for opposing 
Russia's scheme of establishing a fleet of 
croiser» to prey npon British commerce. 
Conn ter centres are to be established at Ber­
muda, in the Babamss, at Newtonudland, on 
the Atlantic, and at Victoria and Fiji in the 
Pacific. At each station the fleet will consist 
of three turret ships and three gunboats of 
tbe heaviest armament ; two last unarmed 
cruisers have been pat in commission for 
special service. An nnarmed corvette with 
a capacity of steaming U knots an boor has 
just been commissioned, and will probably 
proceed to the Bahamas. The Admiralty is 
also considering the adoption of a new pro­
peller, which Is claimed to Increase the speed 
of steamers one-sixth.

Somebody has been grossly humbugging 
the Globe in telegraphing to it that Mr. Tarte 
will resign his seat in the Local House and 
run for Megantic- A Toronto telegram saya : 
“What between tbe Tories wbo have turned 
their backs upon Sir John Macdonald and be­
come Grit candidates for Parliament, and the 
Giits wbo have deserted Mr. Mackenzie and 
become Tory candidates, party political mat­
ters are becoming very much mixed. By 
and bye it will be hard to tell whether there 
are more Grits than Tories in the Tory party, 
or more Tories than Grits in the Grit party.”

terest of a gentleman in freehold estates of 
the Moyllah, county Limerick, and Toonegh, 
county Clare, wm pot up for sale at the 
Tokepbonse Yard auction mart on Wednes- 
pay. There is a rental of £710 a year from 
the lands, and Mrs. Alicia Judd, on whose 
life the reversion depends, Is 67 yean oi age. 
The Interest was sold subject to the state­
ment that “la 1872 the reversioner executed 
a deed which being enrolled in Chancery hM 
tnrned the estate into e base-lee, that is a fee- 
simple so long as he and his children may 
live ; thus, If he dies before his mother with­
out children, fats interest lapses, and if he 
survives his mother his base-fee will be en­
larged to a fee-elm pie. Hhoold he die before 
his mother, leaving children, the base-fee 
will continue so long m his descendant* live. 
At the present time the reversioner is un­
married.’’ Tbe biddings were biisk, and 
ultimately the reversion was knocked down 
at £5,600.

A lake of soda water, known as the Lake 
of Loner, has hitherto formed one of the moat 
useful m well M picturesque features of toe 
Hyderabad assigned districts. The salt col­
lected fyom it hM been widely used for wash­
ing and dyeing chtntaes ; aod when, in the 
dry weather, evaporation reduces the level of 
the water, vast quantities of soda are gather­
ed on the shore. From an official report, 
however, which hM just been issued we ga­
ther that the supply of soda now greatly ex­
ceeds the demand, which, owing to the dis­
tance of the lake from the line of railway, 
hM always been a local one. The largest 
consumers have hitherto been the villagers 
in tbe territories of His Highness the Niaam, 
but the prohibitory duties which have lately 
been imposed on soda by tbe Durbar have, 
It Is said, checked the trade io this direction. 
No fresh supplies were taken from tbe lake 
in 1876-7, as large stocks of unsold produce 
remained on hand from the manufacture of 
the preceding year,—Tims* qf IwL*.

hr seriously. Our Correspondent traces, 

apparently, the inefficiency oi the St. Law- 
mooe Pilotage system to two causes—dm 
Sakthe Pilotage Is compulsory, and the Pilots 
teow tha> they must te employed, and must 
supersede all unqualified or unlicensed men 
•hbmwrrnr they think proper to bosurd a ship ;

secondly, that the revenue derived from 
fUotag* h» divided at the Quebec office equal­
ly amongst the Pilote of the Station, so that 
Ibeee men have individually really little or do 
twrtnncim int to look out tor ablpe or to exert 
ffil—nislTin to work their vocation. According 
Id the general belief derived from recent com­
pilations respecting the does and charges on 
Shipping te Foreign and Colonial Porte, 
Pilots ace always to be found at Bic Island, 
fe the 81 Lawrence. Our Correspondent, 
who ought to possess exact information on the 
•abject, says that this might have toon the 
ease formerly, bat that now veeaels inward- 

in the 81 Lawrence frequently reach 
fee well-kLown point of Brandy Pots before 
a Pilot makes his appearance, though, when 
bo dor* k# Is master of tho BitQstioof soct 
aaamsto have a very distinct notion upon 
fea subject of the assertion of his rights. Ho 
says, moreover, that tt freqosntfj hnopwu 
fete when shipe are reedy for sea, Un Pilots 
^piio*. to take them ont, alleging want of 

or some other excuse, which would pro- 
not bear ex* mi nation. When a loss 

occurs, falling, of coarse, on Owners or 
Underwriter*, and it is referable te the neglect 
of carelessness of the Pilot, our Corree^on- 
tlttt tells us that the dereliction oi doty on 
fea part of the Pilot 1* only visit- 
ad by a suspension of the license 
tor a limited period, which, it seems, 
has no deterrent etfecl He appears to 
think - fn^ in this he may be quite correct— 
*w»» fe« «vils of the present Piletage system 
te Quebec are mainly referable to the arrange­
ment by whleb the income is equally diswi- 
bntable amongst the Pilots ; so that, as we 
aadantand It, the industry of one man is 
*«r«rf for fee idleness of another—a system 
§o obviously vicious that we are surprised it 
aoaid hava been adopted at any Port whore 
feere is anything like intelligent supervision. 
Mr. Hagens, however, suggests a remedy. 
He says “I would propose that Masters of 
vefc^els should have the privilege of selection 

' their awn Pilote, and that every Pilot shall 
have liberty to pilot ad the vessels he can, 
amt receive pay for what be does, subject 
only I» such aaMSKseote as the Pilotage 
Board of Quebec may institute to the 
WldowV and orphans’ Funds, and that old 
and infirm Pilots wishing to retire should be 
te liberty to do so, and should receive out of 
fee funds of the Corporation an annual 
pension.’ There is, it seems to u«, much 
practical good sense in these suggestions. 
Jt is evident that Mr. Hagens wishes to 
see open Pilotage adopted in the St. Law- 
laoce, and that every Pilot shall be at liberty 
to f *n he can by his honest industry. 
This, we believe; is the only principle on 
which Pilotage can be condnctsd—whether 
!a the Thames, the Mène?, the Clyde, or the 
BA Lawrence—with satisfaction to Shipmas­
ters and their employ sis, and, we may add, 
with benefit to the Pilots as a body. Let 
•very who can prove his qualification
ohtelo a license, let every bcldex of a license 
be protected in the exercise of his vocation 

unlicensed men, and let the employ- 
ment otherwise of Pilots be absolutely free, 
la this way all the difficulties and all the 
evils of which car Correspondent complains 
will disappear, and Pilotage in the 8t. Law­
rence will take its proper place as a rational 
aad necessary occupation which does not 
Mad to be protected as a monopoly, and 
which only requires superintendence in order 
to secure efficient service. Mx. Hagens has 
very properly called attention to an import­
ant subject, and wo shall be gratified if, 
by any expression of opinion on oar 
part, his hands may be strengthened 
in effecting the reform in the Que­
bec Pilotage system which is so ob> 
viously desirable. As a member of the 
Oofontel Board of Trade, ha must have 
abundant opportunity of knowing and appre­
ciating all the facte connected with the St. 
Lawrence system of Pilotage. The required 
amendment must, it seems, proceed from the 
Colonial Government, acting at the instance 
Of the Dominion Board of Trade. That de­
partment will recognise, no doubt, the neces­
sity of taking prompt and decisive steps to 
terminate abuses which concern the entire 
foreign trade resorting to the St. Lawrence. 
Those abuses must bo of a serious character 
to induce a gentleman in the position of Mr 
Hagens to make them the subject of a public 
complaint. However, if this be so, our Cor 
respondent has adopted the beet course, not 
only for calling attention to an obvious 
grievance, but for procuring redress from the 
proper quarter. The trade with the Ports of 
the St. Lawrence is an important one—far 
too important to be made the convenience of 
a local monopoly and it becomes the duty 
of those who snperintend the arrangements 
under which its operations are conducted, to 
see fete all abuses within their control are

1. The follovtog Post Ofloe Savings Banks in Ontario aad Quebec are open dally for the receipt 
and repayment of deposits, during fee ordinary heurs of Poet Office business.

2. The direet seourity of fee Dominion is given by fee Statute for all deposits msde.
8. Any person may have a deposit account, and may deposit yearly any number of dollars, from 

$1 up to $300, or more with the permission of the Postmaster-General.
4. Deposits may be made by married women, and deposits so made, or made by women who 

shall afterwards marry, will be repaid to any such woman.
5. As respeott children under ten years of age, money may be depoeited—
Firstly—By a^ parent or friend ss Trustee for the ebild, in whloh case fee deposits can be 

withdrawn by the Trustee until the child shall attain fee age of ten yean, after which time repay­
ment will be made only on fee joint receipts of both Trustee and child,

Skcokdlt—In the child’s own name—and, if so depoeited, repayment will not be made until 
the child shall attain the age of ten yean.

6. A depositor in any of fee Savings Bank Po*t Offices may continue bis deposits at any other 
of suoh offioes, wifecutnotioe or change of Pass Book, and oan withdrew money at that Savings 
Bank Office whioh is most convenient to him. For instance, if be makes his first deposit at fee 
Savings Bank at Cobourg, he may make further deposits at, or withdraw his money through, the 
Poet Office Bank at Gollingwood or Quebec. Sarnia; Brookville, or any place which may be conve­
nient to him, whether he continue to reside at Cobourg or remove to some other place.

7. Each depositor is supplied with a Pass Book, whloh is to bo produced to the Po’tmaster 
every time the depositor pays in or withdraws money, and the sums paid In cr withdrawn are

If this acknowledgment does not reath the depositor 
within ten days from ths date of hit deposit, he mutt apply immediately to the Poetmaeter-QenerOl, 
by letter, being cartful to give hie address, and, if neetttary, Writs again, because lAe Postmaster’s 
receipt or entry in the Past Book is not sufflcxtni without ths further receipt for ths money from 
Ottawa.

9. Every depositor mutt tend his book, once a year, vis: on the anniversary of hit first deposit, 
for comparison with the Booke cf the Department, and for insertion of interest. Ths book will be 
returned to him by first mail. At no other time should a depositor suffer hie book to be out of hit 
oxen possession.

10. When s depositor wishes to withdraw money, he oan do so by applying to the Postmaster 
General, who will send him by return mail a cheque for fee amount, payable at whatever Savings 
Bank Post Office the depositor may have named in his application.

11. Interest at fee rate of 4 per oent per annum is allowed on deposits, and the interest is 
added to the principal on fee 30th June in each year.

12. Postmasters are forbidden by law to disclose fee name of any depositor, or the amount cf 
■7 sum deposited or withdrawn.
i 13. No charge is made to depositors on paying in or drawing out money, nor for Pasa Books, 
nor for postage on communications with fee Postmaster-General in rotation to their deposits.

14. The Postmaster-General is always ready to receive and attend to all applications, com­
plaints, or other oommnnloations addressed to him by depositors or others, relative to Post Office 
Savings Bank business.
