30 m.p.h., on all Westmount streets
and 20 m.p.h in school and play-
ground zones, in lanes, on curves,
in commercial districts, when pass-

ing a safety zone or descending a
steep hill and at intersections.

The revised bylaw gives further
protection to pedestrians waiting
for trams at stops not_ equipped
with safety Zzones.

When the tram 'is 50 feet from
a zoneless stop motor vehicles
must slow down so they won't
pass the rear of the street car,

Drivers can't proceed again un-
til the tram has started. Where
there are safety zones they must
exercise caufion.

On the other hand, the law
prohibits pedestrians from en-
tering crosswalks at inter-
sections where there are spe-
cial lights for them unless
they face a green light or
walk signal.

When parking their cars motor-
ists: must lock the door and igni-
tion and set the hand brake. On
an incline the wheels must be
turned into the curb.

Horse drawn vehicles are pro-
hibited from the streets between
sunset and sunrise unless they are
‘equipped with one or more lamps.

Drivers are prohibited from
changing direction or  crossing
from one side of the street to the
other except at an intersection or
to enter or leave a garage, parking
lot or private driveway.

When entering lanes or drive-
ways on certain streets drivers
must do so from the direction of
the traffic lane on the same side
of the street they are located.

These streets are St. An-
toine, Dorchester, St. Cath-
erine, Western, Sherbrooke,
Cote St. Antoine, Westmount,
the Boulevard, Atwater,
Greene, Kensington between
Sherbrooke and Cote St. An-
toine and Victoria between St.
Catherine and Sherbrooke.

On entering a street from a lane
or driveway drivers must always
turn to the right unless on a one-
way street.
