ANARCHIST MAKES DESPERATE

ATTEMPT

TO KILL.

The President Was Attending Buffalo

Exposition W

hen Dastardly

Attempt Was Made.

Doctors Say the President Will Live

Buffalo, Sept. 9---(special)---
The bulletin this morning states
that the President passed a
somewhat better night, sleep-
ing fairly well, and that his
general condition was un-
changed.

And yetdespiteall thisoptimism
the President is by no means out
of danger. Not one of his physici-
ans, not one of his advisers who is
admitted to the inner councils has
the temerity to go as far as that,
But if the President continues to
improve for one more day the dan-
ger of peritonitis, which is most
dreaded, will have practically dis-
appeared.

STORY OF THE SHOOTING,

The story, as told in the latest
edition of the loeal papers, says
that while Precident McKinley
was holding a public reception in
the Temple of Music at the Pan-
American this afternoon he was
approached by a man whose left
hand was covered with a handker-
chief. Asthe man extendad , his
hand to the President, apparently
with the intention of shaking
hands with him, he fired a shot,
which entered the Presedent's
right breast, lodging against the
breast bone. Another shot was
fired immediately, and it entered
the President's abdomen.

THE ASSAILANT ROUGHLY
HANDLED.

The assailant was immeaiately
arrested and was thrown to the
ground, and quick as a flash twen-
ty men were upon him When
rescued he was covered with blood
from a gash in his face. Cries of

of police, with a guard of soldiers
to fight back the enraged throng
in the Esplanade, Nieman was
placed in a carringe and driven at
a gallop down Delaware avenue,
past the home where the invalid
wife of the President was awaiting
tor her husband, to police head-
quarters, where he was locked up.,

The police have just learned
that the real name of the would-be
assassin is Leon Czolgosz. He was
born in Detroit and came here
from Cleveland.

ATTEMPT AT LYNCHING.

The thousands who waited about
the Temple of Music surged for-
ward when he appeared, tearing
down the barriers of ropes, fight
ing with the officers nm& the sol-
diers, and shouting, “Lynch him,
lynch him! Hang him ! Kill him!"
Some clutched at the horses,
others at the wheels of the car-
riage. The police and soldiers
fought back the crowd, and the
carriage galloped away. The es-
cape of the would-be assassin from
the hands of the infuriated people
wa® in accord with the wishes of
the President. As the President
sank back in the arms of Detective
Geary and President Mllburn after
the shooting he gasped the name
of his secretary, Cortelyou. The
Secretary bent over him,

THOUGHTFUL FOR HIS WIFE.

“Be careful about my wife,"”
gasped the President. “Do not
tell her,” Then, writhing in the
agony of his wounds, the Presi-
dent turned and saw his attempt-
ed murderer helpless on the floor,
beneath the blows of soldiers and
detectives, He raised his right
hand, stained with the blood of his
wound, and, drawing down the
head of his Secretary, he whisper-
ed, “Let no one hurt him.” Then
he sank back, deathly white, but
clearly conscious, while they
dragged his assailant from his
sight.

THE DOCTORS' BULLETINS.
“The tollowing bulletin was given

out at the Milburn home at 9
oclock to-night:—The President

was shot about 1 o'¢lock. One bul-
let struck him on the upper por-
tion of the breastbone and did not
penetrate. The secondlbullet pen-
etrated five inches below the left
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Buffalo, Sept, 6.—The scene of
excitement and anxiety displayed
on Buffalo's streets to-night never
had varallel in the city's history.
The Pan-American was abandoned
and the entire population, includ-
ing the many thousands of tem-
porary visitors, congregated du\yn
town blockading the street while
they awaited the frequent reports
of the stricken head of the nation.
The newspapers here do not
furnish the public with the com-
plete and regular bulletin service
of inportant or interesting news
that is given in Toronto, and
practically everything was given
out in special editions of all the
papers, which were devoured by
the waiting crowds as rapidly as
the presses could run then off,

The second bullet was not found. |

Emeigency Hospital on the Expo-
sition grounds. The President's
stomach was opened but the bull=t
was not found. Drainage tubes
were inserted, the insicion was
sewed up and the president was
removed to the home of Mr. John
G Milburn. The doctors stated
after the operation that they were
hopeful, and that the wound was
not necessarily fatal,

THE PRISONER'SSTORY.

The man who did the shooting
when seized by the detectives
offered no resistance, and at first
refused to give any information
about himself. Later he said his
name was Fred Nieman, that he
was 28 yearsold, that he came to
Buffalo last Thursday and had
been occupying room No. 8 at 1,025
Broadway. He gave his occupa-
tionas a blacksmith, and said he
was born in Detroit, It is believed
he reeently was in Oleveland.

Liverpool, September 06— A fair
trade was done in c¢attle, and

prices ruled firm, with choice Can-
adians selling at 12¢ to 124¢. Sheep

were easier, and sold at 11ic to e
Montreal, Sept. 6-The feature
in export live stock circles has

been the firmer feeling in the mai
ket for ocean freight rates, which
is due to the improved demand for
space of late, and the fact that a
larger number of Northwest ranch
cattle will be shipped this month,
and next than there was a yean
ago on account of them not being
in condition as early this year as
last. The advance in rates to
Liverpool can also be attributed to
the scareity of vessels sailing from
this port, in consequence of which
one of the lines running to Glas-
gow carries stock to both ports on
the same vessel. Late engage-
ments to Liverpool have been
made at 155; to Glasgow at 10s; to
Manchester at 40s, and agents are
also asking 10s to London. all the
space to Bristol has been engaged
for September. In regard to prices
in the London market they are 1}¢
lower for American cattle and je
for Canadian than they were this
date last year. In the Liverpool
market they are #¢ to lec lower
than a year ago. The demand for
cattle from shippers has been
somewhat slow of late in the wes-
tern market, and as the offerings
were fairly heavy prices for choice
stock have eased off some to $4.75
to 85, while medium have ruled
steady at $4.25 to 84.00.
