They did not ask foi 
any large sums of money to he ex­
pended on the streets, but simply 
that they be made tidy. That could 
be done without a great outlay oi 
money, because in war times they 
did not suppose there was much 
available for the purpose.

Mrs. Jenckes alluded to Aid. 
Brault’s proposition for straighten­
ing Brompton Road for safety’s sake 
and said that the Lennoxville Road 
had been made smooth and straight 
and yet neatly every day an acci­
dent occurred because it had been 
made a speedway. Possibly the 
same thing would happen on the 
Brompton Road.
TIDY STREETS IN CITA’ FIRS'!
While everyone wished the roads 

leading to the city to be in good 
condition and all would like to see 
Brompton Hoad a beautiful drive­
way, the first need was for tidy 
streets within the city.

ANCE OF RUST.
Ottawa. Aug. 14.—The Cerasue an. 

Statistics office has issued a prelim» 
inary estimate of the yield of fall 
wheat based on appearance at the 
end of July, as estimated by corre­
spondents, and also a report on the 
condition of other field crops at the 
same time. The preliminary esti­
mate of the average yield per acre 
of fall wheat? in Canada In 1916 is 
25.76 bushels, as compared with 29.41 
bushels last year, 21.41 bushels in 
1914. and 23.26 bushels, the average 
of the six years 1910 to 1915. The 
harvested area of wheat in the fiva 
provinces of Ontario, Manitoba, Sas­
katchewan, Alberta and British Co­
lumbia amounts in 1916 to 1,042,200 
acres, as compared with 1,208,700 
acres in 1915, and the total estimât- ’ 
ed yield for this year is 26,850,000 
bushels, as compared with 35,561,600 
bushels last year and 20,837,000 bush­
els in 1914. In Ontario the total 
estimated yield for 1916 is 18,773,000 
bushels from 774,800 acres, an aver­
age yield per acre of 24.23 bushels, 
and in Alberta, the other large fall 
wheat growing province, the total 
yield is estimated at 7.250,000 bush­
els from 247,700 acres, an average of 
30.36 per acre.

Many correspondents in Manitoba 
report the appearance in the wheat 
crops of rust due to murky atmos­
phere and extreme heat. They were 
not able to estimate the extent of 
the damage beyond stating that this 
would be serious if not checked by a 
change of weather.

FORMER PREMIER OF VICTORIA 
IS DEAD.

London, August 14.—The Rt. Hon. 
Sir George Turner, former Premier 
and Treasurer of Victoria, died sud-1 
denly today in Melbourne, according 
to a despatch to Reuter’s Telegram 
Company. He was bora in 1851 at 
Melbourne, and took up law.

FEARS THAT EUROPE 19 RUIN­

MONTREAL LIVE
STOCK MARKET

LOWER CATTLE PRICE, BUT HOGS 
AGAIN ADVANCE.

Montreal, Aug. 15th.
On a large run of cattle of mediocre 

quality, yesterday prices in the local 
live stock market were somewhat lower 
than during the preceding week. There 
was no really good stock offering yester­
day, the highest price paid being around 
the 8c. level for the best, entile sold. 
The receipts of cattle at the West End 
market were unusually large, 14410 yes­
terday and 1700 for last week ; the 
bulk of yesterday's offerings being of 
rather poor quality grass fed stock, but 
some medium steers were offered and a 
few fairly good bulls. Some trading was 
also done in canning stock. The trade in 
cattle, as a whole, was rather slow and 
business inclined to drag yesterday.

The trade in other lines showed some 
changes, hogs going up to a new level 
at $12.50 to $18.25 per hundred lbs., 
while one commission merchant paid 
$I8.2<5 cwt. for a three-deck carload of 
select hogs, establishing a new high re­
cord for this class of stock. There is a 
steady demand for select hogs, and re­
ceipts are a little under last week’s to­
tal.

A fair amount of business is being 
done in calves, and prices are firmly 
maintained, with receipts smaller than 
usual.

Sheep and lambs are arriving on the 
market in large quantities, there being 
3200 yesterday and 4800 for the week. 
It was reported that Mr. Fisher, of the 
New England Dressed Meat Company, 
was in the market making purchases of 
lambs, sheep and calves for export to 
Boston and vicinity. The tone of the 
market remains firm in spite of the 
large offerings.
