HATTERAS, N.C. —(#)— Hurricane Ione swept inland over the

North Carolina coast today and

The Cherry Point marine air

The big storm headed for Vir-
ginia and hurricane ‘warnings
were up all the way from Wil-
mingion, N.C,, to Atlantic City,
N.J. The rest of the east coast all
the way to Provincetown, Mass.,
on the tip of Cape Cod was under
hurricane alert.

Torrential rains flooded streets
and highways, tore out communi-
cations lines isolating many
communities and the high tides
and pounding waves ate at the
North Carolina beaches.

Tone's peak winds near the
centre were estimated this morn-
ing at 125 miles an hour. Tides
up to 10 feet above normal are
expected near the storm’s eye,
along with rains up to six inches.

“All precautions should be
continued for the protection of
life and property against dan-
gerous winds and tides caused by
this hurricane,” the weather bur-
eau warned.

Winds in gusts of 80 and 90
miles an hour were reported be-

headed northward, Beaches and
n the violent winds and high tides.
f the storm centre.
station recorded gusts of 107 miles
sed almost directly over the base,

fore dawn as the hurricane bat-
tered largely evacuated beach
communities.

Waves and high tides clawed
for the third time in six weeks

Vice-President Ramon S. Cas-
tillo succeeded to the presidency and
soon Argentina was plagued by her
old sickness of graft and corruption.

It soon handed the reins to
Peron, an admirer of fascism in
Italy, where he had served as a
military attache,

When Peron began to introduce
Fascist-like touches into Argentina,
the issues were liberalism against
conservatism, honest government or
graft, strong-man rule by the mili-
tary versus civilian rule.

Under Peron the old issues have
persisted and new ones have de-
veloped Peron's feud with the
Roman Catholic Church is one of the
most serious to many Argentines.
