BRITISH MAKE FURTHER ADVANCE.
(Associated Press Despatch)

LONDON, August 1 3.—British troops have gained ad­
ditional ground north of Roye and on the north bank of the 
Somme, says the official statement from Field Marshal Haig 
today.

The Germans last night attacked the British positions in 
the Merris sector, Flanders. They were repulsed.

The Germans delivered a local attack near Fouquescourt, 
on the line between Roye and Chaulnes. It was repulsed.

FRENCH MAKE 
PROGRESS IN THE 

VALLEY OF OISE

LONDON, August 13.—The 
French launched an attack this 
morning on the southern part of 
the Picardy battlefront, and 
according to reports shortly 
after noon were making pro­
gress in the valley of the Oise.

The Germans are evacuating 
their trenches in the bend of the 
river west of Bailly and the 
French are occupying them.

ALLIES HAVE
HAVE TAKEN 

70,000 PRISONERS

ALLIED FORCES LAUNCH HEAVY ATTACK.
(Associated Press Despatch)

PARIS, August 13.—(Havas 
Agency)—Since the beginning 
of the Allied counter-offensive 
on July 18, the Allies have taken 
more than 70,000 prisoners 
and more than a thousand guns.

PARIS, August 13.—After four days of constant progress 
in their offensive the Allies have been obliged to take a breath­
ing spell in the face of the stiffening enemy resistance.

Whether the Allied forces, reinforced by the troops which 
have been and are pouring toward the front, resume their drive 
or not, the fact remains that the Germans have been complete­
ly outmanoeuvred, and a victory has been won, the fruits of 
which will not be easy to wrest from the victors.

As the result of the continuous pressure exerted by 
General Humbert on the line of the hills of Rollo and Bologne- 
La-Grasse, Von Hutier’s position is somewhat worse than that 
of yesterday. The fall of Lassigny is imminent, according to 
the indications and it may even already have occurred.

The enemy defense is now being offered not by the cus­
tomary rear-guards but by mobile groups of machine gunners. 
At the same time the Germans are bombarding the French rear 
with their field guns. «

Prisoners taken yesterday, most of them quite young, 
said that reinforcements for Von Hutier were not expected, 
and that the troops on the enemy line were only there to cover 
a withdrawal.

Speculation is rife as to Marshal Foch’s next move— 
whether he will continue to press his advantage between the 
Somme and the Oise or strike elsewhere along the front to 
make the enemy’s confusion worse confounded. There is gen­
eral belief, however, that he will not let the war return to its 
old familiar state of intermittent actions.

Sir Douglas Haig and Premier 
Clemenceau Pay Visit to Line 
and Compliment Men on Their 
Achievements.

(Associated Press Despatch)
WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN 

FRANCE, August 13.—During the 
lull in the battle there are further 
indications that the line is harden­
ing. This afternoon Crown Prince 
Rupprecht, of Bavaria, seems to have 
brought in more fresh troops, and 
while the -Mlied forces are pausing 
of their own accord, the enemy with­
in the area of his battlefront, with 
the Bomme at his back, is having a 
most uncomfortable time. The Brit­
ish guns are hammering Chaulnes, 
while cannon of larger calibre are 
coming up all the time and drenching 
the enemy’s real with steel. They 
are also pounding away at the 
bridges across the Somme at Bethin- 
court.

The shelling of the bridges here is 
a serious matter for the enemy, as 
bombs from the air are continually 
being dropped by British airships 
from a low altitude on the bridges in 
the Peronne district. This bombing 
has been igoing on day and night since j 
the battle began, forcing the Ger­
mans to divert their transport so 
that the general movement was 
southeast.

Now his bridges to -h?, sputheast 
are under heavy fire. With the com­
paratively small force of Americans 
there has been no real heavy fight­
ing today. They still are holding 
their line, and their patrols have 
been sent out now and then, feeling 
out the foreground.

At many places along the new j

French more than two years ago.

I The Germans have concentrated soma 
i artillery at many places, and today

are sending in more shells than o| 
any day since the battle began. Li- 
hons, which came into British hands 
Sunday when Field Marshal Haig’s 
men stormed the place after having 
been driven out in a counter-attack, 
was being heavily shelled yesterday.

A party of cavalry charging down

ENEMY TROOPS JUMPY.

Today the resistance of the enemy 
has been stiffening progressively, but 
his troops appear to be nervous and 
apprehensive of what the future holds 
out for them, and what the Allies 
intend to do. In order to feel out 
the Allied forces it is expected that 
further heavy counter-attacks may ha 
launched by the enemy.

Kossovo Day 
and the Serbians

D
URING the last week of June 
the people on this continent 
joined others In observing 

; the discovery of America.
In 1389 a great battle was fought 

between the Turks and the Serbs. 
The Turks won. The day has ever 
•Icce been observed by the Serbs as 
a day of mourning. This year Amer­
icans helped the Serbs to keep It. 
It has taken Americans a long time 
to appreciate what Serbia has meant 
In history, but they are now begin­
ning to appreciate her.

Had it not been for Serbia, Tur­
key would have overrun Europe as 
far as Vienna sooner than she did. 
Had Serbia not been able to with­
stand the forces of Austria as she 
did, she would have been overwhelm­
ed sooner than she was—and when 
she was, it took Germany and Bul­
garia as well to do the work.

Serbia, militarily and economically 
a prosperous country during the cen­
turies preceding the battle of the 
plain of Kossovo (plain of the black­
birds), so exhausted the Turks in the 
battle that they did not completely 
subdue Serbia for seventy years 
after.

In that battle both the Serbian 
King Lazar and the Turkish Sultan 
Murad lost their lives. The legend 
has it that on the eve of the battle 
the Serbian King dreamed that he 
saw great earthly possessions as a 
reward for letting the Turks march 
through his territory, and he also 
saw a heavenly crown as a reward 
for resistance. He chose the latter 
and hence Kossovo Day has always 
had deep religious significance to 
the Serbs.

It was appropriate, therefore, that 
a service was held in the Cathedral 
of St. John the Divine, of New York 
City, In which the clergy of the Pro­
testant Episcopal, Presbyterian, Ser­
bian, and Russian Churches took 
part. In his sermon Dr. Robbins, 
dean of the cathedral, said:

“Kossovo Day voices the cry of a 
race that more than five hundred 
years ago suffered martyrdom for 
freedom. Like Israel, Serbia stood 
in the way of a great and ruthless 

| conqueror, seeking world dominion, 
and faced him in the name of freo- 

| dom and faith.
“But Israel proved, and Serbia al­

so proves, that there is something in 
the world stronger than brute force. 
It is that indestructible thing, the 
spirit of a nation that remembers. 
At Kossovo Serbia stood in the face 
of the Turks, between the Turk and 
Europe. She fell, but the Turk suf­
fered so heavily that Europe had a 
breathing space and time to prepare. 
What Belgium did in the first month 
of the present war Serbia did on 
the field of Kossovo.”

The following day, at a celebration 
lit the Waldorf-Astoria in New York,

| Serbia was picturesquely to the fore 
; by reason of many Serbian khaki uni­
forms, with feathered skull-caps and 
with coats thrown back from the 
shoulder so as to display the scarlet 

! shirt. Among other distinguished 
speakers was the Serbian Minister, 
Dr. Ljubomir Michaelovitch, who 
asserted :

“The battle of Kossovo taught us 
the value of liberty and honor above 

j everything else. Our people have 
I again sacrificed all that a nation 
| can sacrifice, but have saved their 
|honor!”

The Minister added: “The liberty 
! and union of the Polish, Czechoslo­
vak, and Jugoslav nations is the 
surest guarantee of world peace and 
check to Pan-Germany.” It is not 
only the Serbs of Serbia who are in­
terested in Kossovo Day. The Ser­
bians, about five millions in the 
Kingdom of Serbia, are but a part 
of the Jugoslav race, which also in­
cludes tho Croats and Slovenes from 
Austria-Hungary. The three fac­
tions. together with the Serbs in 
Boston and elsewhere, number about 
thirteen millions. They stand not 
only for national independence but 
also for united endeavor with the 
Poles and the Czechoslovaks.

Among all the Slavs, however, it 
will always be Serbia that will have 
peculiar prominence. This is not only 
because her geographical position 
barred the way to the Turks in their 
attempt to extend Greater Germany 
southward. It is, iu the ultimate 

! analysis, because of the spirit of a 
people that has known how, year by 

I year, to keep Kossovo Day, a day of 
j mourning, as a day of honor.

HATLEY

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN 

FRANCE, Aug. 13—(11.30 A.M.).—

In the meantime the enemy appears 

to be moving in a considerable num- 
j ber of troops. Quite heavy movements 
| westward are reported by aerial ob- 
! servers, but no really great force re- 
j mains available for Crown Prince 
Rupprecht to throw into the battle 

| without calling on the German Crown 
j Prince for assistance.

Proyart remains firmly in the 
hands of the British this morning, 
having been finally taken by them 
yesterday. North of the Somme the 
Americans spent a quiet night, the 
principal action in this locality being 
at the southern end of their position 
on the spur between Etinehem and 
Bray. There the British improved 
their positions along the whole length 
of the spur by storming and captur­
ing enemy defences, inflicting cas­
ualties and taking prisoners.

There has been some little fight­
ing in Madame Wood, about 2,000 
yards southeast of Hcrleville, where 
the Australians are in touch with 
the enemy. A German counter-attack 
yesterday at Chilly, further south, 
resulted in the British withdrawing 
to the edge of the town as nothing 
could be gained by staying there. 
Chilly is now No Man’s Land. Anoth­
er counter- attack east of Lihons, 
north of Chilly, was smothered under 
the British fire.

Among the new troops the enemy 
has hurled into the line in front of 
the British are two from the north 
and one from Flanders. All told 
over thirty German divisions have 
been engaged by the Allied forces in 
this battle. Of this number some 24 
have been in action against the Brit­
ish alone. At least five of the enemy 
divisions are exhausted and either 
have been or soon will be relieved 
from the line.

under the Military Service Act of 
Canadians not ordinarily resident in 
Canada, but who return to Canada to 
reside, has been changed.

within ten days of their return to Can­
ada, to register. If they come within 
tfie provisions of any class affected by 
a proclamation they come under that 
proclamation. The order-in-council is 
of particular importance to the un­
married man between 20 and 34 years 
of age not resident in Canada since the 
outbreak of the war. On his return to 
the Dominion, instead of being placed 
automatically in Class 2 (married men 
between 20 and 34), he is placed in 
the class in which he would have been 
placed had he remained in Canada.

BRITISH JOIN 
CZECHO-SLOVAKS

(AsbOciated Press Summary.)
Allied forces this morning be­

gan a general attack against the 
German line running from Chau- 
Ines south to the Oise River, a 
front of about twenty-five mil­
es. Despatches filed at London 
shortly after noon reported im­
portant gains at various points, 
especially on the vital sector 
south of Lassigny, near the Oise.

The Lassigny massif, the 
steep slopes of which have been 
strongly defended by the Ger­
mans, is reported to be almost 
with in the grasp of the French, 
an official despatch states that 
there is every prospect that this 
natural fortress will soon be 
wrested from the Germans.

Further south the French have 
advanced to the village of L’- 
Eeonvillon just south of the 
eastern extremity of Thiescourt 
Wood and virtually on the crest 
of the hills overlooking long 
reaches of the Oise. Just to the 
west of L’Econvillon the French 
have made new progress north 
of the St. Claude farm.

As an immediate result of the 
gains made in that sector, the 
Germans are abandoning their 
trenches in the bed of the Oise, 
just west of the village of Bailly, 
east of Ribecourt. It is said that 
the French have ocupicd these 
positions. North of Lassigny, in 
the region of Roye and along the 
railroad running northward to 
Chaulnes, there are, so far, no 
reports of progress.

If the Allies succeed in carry­
ing the heights south of Las­
signy, they will force the enemy

to retire from the Roye district, 
as they will have the Roye-Noy- 
on road under their fire and will 
dominate the whole region with 
their artillery. The advanpe re­
ported during the last few hours, 
would, if continued, probably 
have an effect on the German 
positions in the Ourscamp and 
Carlepont forests, east of the 
Oise. If the Germans there are 
outflanked by the allied move­
ments, a retirement from that 
district would be probabe and 
this would necessitate a reloca­
tion of the line running from the 
Oise and the Aisne, at Soissons. 
Thus the attack launched this 
morning would appear to have 
a direct relation to the battle 
being fought along the Aisne 
and Vesle by the Allies.

Late despatches tell of hard 
fighting at Fismette, on the 
north bank of the Vesle between 
Soissons and Rheims. The Allies 
were forced from the village by 
the Germans and had to cross 
the Vesle, but an immediate 
counter-attack is reported to 
have restored the Allied posi­
tion on the north side of the 
river.

From Cna’ilnes northward to 
the Ancre river .hel Allies ap­
pear to have been held up by 
the desperate German defense. 
There have been local engage­
ments along this line, but at no 
point have the British and Am­

ericans engaged on this front 
succeeded in making any mark­
ed impression on the German 
lines, which are virtually resting 
on i.v b! trench system held 
by the enemy in 1916,

LONDON, Aug. 13—British troops 
which were landed at Vladivostok, 
have proceeded to the Usuri Riv­
er front, where they were given 
an enthusiastic reception by the 
Czecho - Slovak forces, with whom

The officials of the com­
pany stated that they had warned the 
men to wet the building well with 
water before they started their work 
of repairing and that for this purpose 
a fire hose had been brought down to 
the scene The men had wet the build- 

; ing, but not to a sufficient extent. The 
! result was that while hammering in 
some nails, one of tije laborers by the 

1 name of Laverdiere evidently struck 
the head of a nail on which some pow­
der had dried, and the explosion fol­
lowed.

Laverdiere, although it was his 
hammer which caused the explosion, 
was the least injured of the three men. 
For a time it was thought that Tous- 
ignant, the third man injured, would 
not recover, but he is now reported 
to be making good headway toward 
recovery.

U-BOAT MAKES 
GAS ATTACK ON 

U. S. COAST
Fumes Released from Oil Spread 

Over the Surface of the Water 
By Submarine—Raider May Be 
Lost.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 13.—Using 
poison gas, a German submarine at­
tacked the coastguard station and, 
lighthouse on Smith Island, off the 
Ncrth Carolina coast, Saturday night,! 
the Navy Department last night an-1 
nounced. Six men were oveicome by: 
the gas. The gas was relea?ed from oil 
spread over the surface of the water 
by the submarine. Three large areas! 
of the oil, each larger than an acre, 
grounded near the island. The gas, 
which appeared similar to mustard' 
gas used in fighting on the western 
front, was effective about forty min­
utes. None of the men overcome by 
the fumes died.

Sub was Attacked.
The German submarine operating 

off the Virginia coast, was attacked, 
by an American destroyer, which 
used seventeen depth bombs in an ef-, 
fort to get the raider. The submarine 
did not re-appear and oil was noticed j 
on the surface of the sea.

The date of the attack was not giv- i 
en in the report received yesterday 
by the Navy Department. The sub­
marine was sighted at a distance and 
the destroyer immediately dashed full 
speed toward her. The German sub-1 
merged. Circling about the spot, the 
destroyer launched fifteen depth 
bombs. When oil was noticed on the 
surface, the destroyer put over two j 
additional depth chargea.

Intimated that They Were Re- 
ponsible for the Burning Down 
of Mr. Dyke’s Home, Causing 
$7,000 Damage.

Deserters under the Military Ser­
vice Act and their sympathizers are 
alleged to be causing considerable 
worry, damage and trouble in and 
around St. Malo of late. In fact, it is 
claimed that they were responsible 
for the burning down of Mr. C. D. 
Dyke's large residence late last week 
at an estimated loss of $7,000. While 
there is no evidence that the de­
serters and their sympathizers were 
responsible for the setting on fire of 
Mr. Dyke’s house, no other suitable 
excuse for the outbreak can be given 
and threats of such an act being ac­
complished had been made previous 
to the fire.

It appears that a number of the 
deserters under the Military Service 
Act and their sympathizers had a 
grievance against Mr. Dyke owing 
to the fact that he was in favor of 
conscription and because he had en­
tertained two Military Police officers 
at his home recently. After that sev­
eral threats were made against him 
and his house-keeper, Mrs. Bennett. 
As time passed the men became bold­
er and on Friday night several shots 
were fired at Mr. Dyke’s house, fol­
lowing -which his house was burned 
to the ground the next night, the fire 
originating from an unknown cause. 
Owing to the fact that there was no 
apparatus on hand to combat the 
flames, they sodn finished their work 
of destruction, Mr. Dyke and the oth­
er inmates of the house being forced 
to make a hasty retreat from the 
burning building in light attire in 
order to save themselves from a hor­
rible death. Luckily, Mr. Dyke’s wood 
mill, which is quite a little distance 
from his residence, did not take fire. 
Mr. Dyke is well known in that vicin­
ity, owning some nine hundred acres 
of land and three other houses in ad­
dition to his own which was destroy­
ed.

AGAINST ENEMY 

IN RUSSIA
Growing Movement Over Occupa­

tion Will Compel Germany to 
Send Reinforcements to Hold 
People Down.

(Cnaadian Press Despatch) 
LONDON, Aug. 13 —Germany, in 

the bitterest hour of defeat in the 
west she has yet known, is menaced 
in the east not only by the advance 

; of the allied expeditions, but by the 
perpetually growing movement of un- 

| organized resistance to her occupa- 
| tion, says the Daily Telegraph, in 
commenting on the situation in Rus- 

! sia.
There is not a part of Russia 

| where German troops are stationed 
where the commanders have not all 

j they can do to hold the people down 
: by force of arms. The task, the 
! newspaper adds, will soon call, if it 
! has not already, for strong reinforce- 
. ments apart from the question of 
meeting the allied expeditions. The 
Telegraph continues:

“If the enemy is in peril in the 
I west, he is little better off in the 
East, and Prussianism is reaping 
wherever it has sown.”

The removal of the German Em­
bassy to Pskov, says the Daily 
Chronicle, is an admission by the 
Germans of their intense unpopular­
ity in Russia.

The Daily News says that the 
salient fact of the political situation 
is the failure of the Bolshevik! to 
provide a rallying point for the na­
tion. It believes that the fall of Le- 
nine and Trotzky would be the first 
step toward a solution of the prob­
lem, for it would mean the emerg­
ence in Russia of forces disposed to 
stand for national self-assertion as 
against exploitation by Germany.

cMaes, and Drop Tons of Bombs 
on Enemy Stations With Good 
Effect.

(Canadian Press Despatch)
LONDON, Aug. 13.—An official 

communication dealing with aviation, 
issued last night, says:

“Fifty tons of bombs were dropped 
by our airmen on August 11 and the] 
following night. The two chief objec­
tives, both by day and night, were the 
crossings and certain railway junc­
tions of military importance.

“Courtrai station and its sidings 
were heavily bombed by some of our! 
squadrons in broad daylight, from a I 
low height, without loss to us. Many- 
direct hits were observed.

“At night the stations at Peronne 
and Cambrai were severely attacked,! 
with good effect. All our night bomb- : 
ing machines returned safely.

“Enemy aircraft, flying in large for-! 
mations, were active on the battle-j 
fi'ont. Twenty-nine hostile machines | 
were destroyed in air fighting during ! 
the day' and twenty-four others were 
driven down out of control.

“Four hostile balloons were shot 
down in flames. Five of our machines 
are missing.

“The observation work for our ar­
tillery, carried out by airplanes and 
balloons, was steadily continued. On 
the night of August 10-11 a Gotha 
machine was brought down by our 
anti-aircraft fire, in addition to those 
already reported. On the afternoon of 
the 11th instant, in addition to the 
bombing previously reported, a few 
bombs were dropped on the.railways 
of Metz.

“On the night of the llth-12th our 
machines attacked two hostile air­
dromes and various ground targets ! 
with bombs and machine gun fire. On! 
the day of the 12th one of our squad­
rons, despite unfavorable weather con­
ditions, successfully attacked the air­
plane and chemical works at Frank­
fort.

“Bursts were observed well in the 
centre of the objectives. Large num­
bers of enemy airplanes attacked and 
kept up a running fight for about; 
thirty miles. Two enemy anrpianes! 
were destroyed. All our machines re­
turned safely.

“Another of our squadrons attacked 
the hostile airdrome at Hagenau with 
excellent results. This squadron just 
after crossing the lines met large ! 
numbers Of enemy ships, and at once! 
decided to give battle. As a result of 
severe fighting, four enemy airplanes 
were destroyed and one other machine 
was driven down out of control. Two 
of our machines are missing.

“The squadron reformed after this 
fight and proceeded to bomb its ob­
jective. A direct hit was obtained on 
a large hut in the airdrome and a 
bomb fell among four enemy machines 
on the ground and destroyed them.”

WITH THE FRENCH ARMY IN 

FRANCE, Aug. 13 —Difficulty in 
bringing up artillery ammunition ov­
er battered roads brought a compar­
ative lull on the French sector yes­
terday. Infantry activity was con­
fined to local engagements.

The German guns have been more 
active with shells of all calibres and 
with gas. The enemy is now reinforc­
ing his old line which her held from 
1916 to 1917, and it will require hea­
vier armament to batter a way 
through. The Germans have attempt­
ed several counter-attacks, but they 
were without marked vigor and gain­
ed no success.

Aviators continue to plan an im­
portant role in harassing the enemy 
behind his front line. They are ob­
structing the movement of convoys of 
munitions and supplies. It is believed 
that the stand that the Germans are 
preparing to make in their old 
trenches is likely to prove only a tem­
porary expedient to obtain time in 
which to move back the immense 
stores of material, and to organize 
retirement of the artillery and infan­
try.

There is great activity within the 
German lines east of Roys and Chaul- 
nes. All the roads are encumbered 
with wagon trains, indicating that 
the enemy is stiil moving out the am­
munition and supplies he had gath­
ered in that region.

TAKE TOTAL OF 

9,000 HUNS
Over 150 Guns Were Also Captur­

ed During Present Offensive— 
Corps Made Advance of 13 
Miles.

EFFECTIVE WORK OF FRENCH 
AIRMEN.

(Associated Press Despatch)
PARIS, Aug. 13.—“During the day 

of August 11 our bombing squadrons 
carried out successful expeditions over 
the enemy lines. Concentration cen­
tres, road crossings, bridges and rail­
roads were copiously drenched with 
pr'-jectiies.

“Marching columns were subjected 
to machine gun fire. The important 
centre of communication of Porqueri- 
court received for its part seventeen 
tons of explosives during the day.

“Numerous transports have been 
bottled up. A total of fifty-seven tons 
were dropped, of which twenty-two 
tons *ell during the night on the re* 
gions of Ham, Noyon, Guiscard and 
Tergnier.

“The same day fifteen airships and 
four captive balloons were downed 
and twenty-one machines were put 
out of action by our pilot, operating 
in collaboration with American 
crews.”

WILL FIGHT ATTEMPT
TO CUT DOWN WAGES

President of Printing Pressmen’s 
Union Says Men Should Organ­
ize Against Such a Move.

(Canadian Pre«* Despatch)
MONTREAL, QUE., Aug. 13— 

That he believed that many employ­
ers were already planning to cut 
down wages after the war, and that 
workers should be gin to adjust them­
selves now to meet after-the-war con­
ditions, was stated by George L. Ber­
ry, general president of the Interna­
tional Printing Pressmen and Assist­
ants’ Union, and a member of the 
American Federation of Labor. As 
President of the International Union 
he stated that their membership 
would fight to the bitter end any 
such attempt on the part of employ­
ers, and that they considered it a 
patriotic duty to keep wages high. In 
reference to restrictions of free 
speech, Mr. Berry said that any min 
who tries to hamper a war fought to 
defeat militarism should be sat upon.

j LONDON, August 13.—Sir Edward 
j Kemp has given out the following 
statement :

“Reports up to last night regard­
ing the work of the Canadian corps 
in the present offensive further em­
phasize and confirm the extent of 
their successes. The corps’ prisoners 
now total 9,000, with over 150 guns 
captured.

“The depth of the corps’ advance 
at its maximum point is over thirteen 
miles. The activities of the past 
three days have been on the scene 
of the old Somme battleground, 
where the ground is fully traversed 
by old trenches and other defensive 
works, making the operations of our 
tank units, motor machine-gun com­
panies, cavalry and infantry more 
difficult, thus accounting for the 

j slowing down of the early advance.
“All ranks of the corps are in the 

best of spirits, and in the words of 
; the corps commander, who is high­
ly enthusiastic, they are simply ir­
resistible."
CANADIAN LOSSES WERE LIGHT.

OTTAWA, August 13.—The follow­
ing cable was received yesterday by 
the Department of Public Information 
from Sir Edward Kemp, Minister of 
Overseas Military Forces;

"Official reports received yesterday 
emphasize the prominent part played 
by the Canadian forces In the pres­
ent offensive. The extent, of the ad­
vance and captures of prisoners and 
war materials are greater than Anti­
cipated In earlier reports.

CREW OF LIGHTHOUSE
GASSED BY SUBMARINE

None of the Victims Attacked at 
Station Near Wilmington, N .C., 
Suffered Serious Injury.

Information from the coast guard 
station on Smith’s Island, at the 
mouth of the Cape Fear River last 
night, is that none of the victims of 
the gas there on Saturday afternoon 
suffered serious injury. Those who 
suffered at the lighthouse are under­
stood to have been the keeper, his 
wife, and one other, composing the 
entire crew of the lighthouse, while 
three of the coastguards at the life­
saving station also suffered. A brood 
of chickens on the reservation was 
killed, and other animals on the place 
showed signs of the gas.
