Thoe first missionary, Father Anthooy Gordon,
& Jesnit, came from Caughoawaga, whero he
returned in 1775and died in 1777, In 1784-5
Fathcre Dovaot, from the Cedars, and Lsbroo,
from Caugbnawaga, visited the place and in
the Jatter year Roderick McDonnell, a Scotoh
priest, cafle sod resided until bis death in
1806. During bis residence a church was
built, the walls of which are yet stand-
ing.  Fathers Reinfret, Roupe, Joseph
Mercoux, Dafresneand Valle wore afterwards
sssigned to the mission, and in 1831 Rev.
Francis X, Morcoux ariived, Hels the pre-
sent imcumbent. The .church which bad
been built alter the ruin of the one erected in
1785 was destroyed by fire April 1, 1868.
Thies poriraits given by Charles X. of
France, and representing 8t.
