UNITED STATES NEWS.

THE CUBAN REVOLUTION,

Wasmiseroy, June 23.—Cuban affairs have
not as yet been a subject of consultation in
the Cabinet, nor according to present as-
pects is it probable that any official action
will soon be taken, The Government lias
no information that the opposing forces
have ever met in the open field, but that
what little fighting has been done amounts
to nothing more than skirmishing. The op-
erations have been confined to a few local
paints, with no marked political results, and
the Cubans have not succeeded in establish-
ing themselves in a single spot.  Therefore,
as no case is presented which calls for re-
cognition of belligerent rights, no member
of the Cabinet has expressed a desire in that
direction, The Spanish Minister has been
informed that, although the people of the
country sympathize with the Cubaus, the
Neutrality lnws will be enforeed. The recent
arrests in New York were made on informa-
tion furnished to the Federal officers through
Spanish sources. The cause of action was
open boasting by Cubans of their success in
landing men and arms on the island. The
Government has been selling arms to all
%'mﬁes, without distinction, asking no ques-

A GLOOMY PIOTURRE BY A SPANISH NEWSPAPER.
The LBandera Fspanola of the 10th inst.,
one of the official papers of the Spanish Go-
vernment published in Cuba, although pro-
fegsing to believe—as in duty Lound to do
—in the eventual trinmph of the Spanish
arms, gives the following account of the
condition of things in the department of
Santiago de¢ Cuba and Guantanamo : “The
rural property is either destroyed or reduced
inits production.  Town property is with-
out value, bears but a nominal value. Money
is exported in large sums; credit is extinet.
Capital and the cirenlating medium remain
in the hands of the usurer ; failures, hunger,
misery, indigence, even mendicity, ‘are now
the lot of those who, for want of work, find
themselyes without the resources of living.
Every one appears bent upon saving all he
can from the final catastrophe, and upon
making as much from it as possible.

The examination inte the charges against
Col. Ryan and others, of violating our Neu-
trality laws, came on for Learing before
Commissioner Osborn, yesterday. The Com-
missioner said he would fix the amount of
bail in the case of the parties arrested on
Tuesdny night. The Commissioner called
on the case of Ryan.

Mr. Bell said he had reason to suppose
that all the parties charged had been in-
dicted, and, if such was the ease; the Com-
missioner’s jurisdiction ceased.

EXCITEMENT IN TOWN LAST NIGHT—RESCUR OF
GOL. RYAN—A DEPUTY MARSHAL RUCKED
AND  GAGGED—PROBABLE DEPARTURE OF
FOUR HUNDRED MEN FOR  CUBA—THE
SPANISH SPY ON THE LOOE-OUT.

It was rumoured last night that Col. Ryan
hadl escaped from the custody of a United
States Marshal, After diligent inquiries,
the following facts were ascertained :

It appears that after the proceedings yes-
terday afternoon a lady had offered to go
Ryan’s bail to any amount, but he refused
to permit her to sign a bail bond, and asked
that a deputy Marshal might be sent with

'The defence claim that by confin-
ing the description to the three sté’ry por-
tion of theb uilding the policy only cover-
od that portion.  “T'his was the main ques-
tion.

Judge Prentiss held :

That the language of the description in
the policies must be considerpd as embrac-
ing the stock in the rear of the building
as well as that in the front of the buildingé
the language, ¥ his stock of merchandise,
showed that it was not the intention ef the
ingured or insurer to insure only a part;
that the stock was in both front aud rear,
and also in the intermediate portion of the
room, which, under the evidence, had heen
all considered.

A judgment' was rendered for the plain-
tiff against both companies.

SCIENTIFIC EXPEDITIONS TO THE
NORTHWARD.

ECLIPSE OF THE SUN.
(From the San Francisco Alla.)

Some public mention has already been
made of the proposed expeditions to Alaska
and Bhering Sea during the present season.
That to Alaska, in charge of Professor Geo.
Davidson, of the United States Coast Survey,
has been undertaken not only in the gener-
al caunse of science, but especially to assist
in those geographical determinations for
which the Coast Survey has organized. T'he
main object is for the determination of the
longitude of some point within the Terri-
tory of Alaska, where the totality of the
solar eclipse of August 7 will be central. At
the same time every effort will be maede to
observe all the physical phenomena visihile
to the eye only upon such rarc occasions.
The total eclipse of last August, as observed
in India, was the occasion for remarkable
discoveries in cosmical phenomena, and of
improvement in the means of observation
in spectrum analysis.  We can only hope
that the coming event may as happily eluei-
date other seientific questions.

The United States Quartermaster’s steam-
er Newbern, upon which General Thomas
has promptly given the party transporta-
tion, will touch at Tongas, Wrangel and
Sitka, where local surveys and geographical
determinations will be made.

INTERESTING DECISIONS IN NEW
YORK FIRE INSURANCE CASES.

(From the Clevelaud Leadery June 22.)
In the Court of Common Pleas before
Judges Foote and Prentiss, have just been
decided the cases of N. Fausler vs. The Am-

erican Exchange Fire Tnsurance Company,

prrty  will take - cancos for ono hundred and
sixty miles to the Chilkaht River, in lati-
tnde 59 degrees 15 minutes, at the head of
Chatham Strait. This river will be followed
until a positionis found on the path of cen-
tral totality. - The Indian tribe of the Chil-
kahts numbers in all about two thousand
souls, and some trouble may be experienced
in dealing with them and penetrating their
country ; but General Davis has already ac-
tively interested himself with the chief,and
it is believed that his well-known decision
of character and honesty of purpose have
prevailed.

On the Chilkaht the party expects to
reach some point 5,000 fect aboye the see,
and to beyond the reach of sea coast fogs
The Great St. Elias mountain range border-
ing the coast one hundred miles west of
them will give some advantages of weather.
It would be cruel to suggest the possibility
of bad weather. The party has a large
number of chronometers, chromograph
apparatus, equatorial telescope, and a meri-
dian instrument invented by Professor
Davidson and constructed by the Coast Sar-
vey especially for this expedition,  Photo-
graphs of striking scencry, headlands, ete.,
will be taken, but these are sccondary mat-
ters, :

The party is small, numbering only six
persons—almost  too small for such an
undertaking—but the leader, Proféessor
Dayidson, was at the mouth of the Chilkaht
in charge of the scientitic expedition of 1867
anda ppears less anxious about the Tndians
than the weather. His assistant is S. R.
Throckmorton, Jr., aid in the Coast Survey.

The nayal expedition to the Bhering Sea
to observe the eclipse will consist of two
partics—one on the path of central totality
in Norton Sound, Alaska, the other south-
ward of East Cape, Asia,  Whalers ascribe
continuous fogs to the whole of the Bliering
Sea, resulting from the warm Kamschatka
current from the great Japan stream strik-
ing the cold waters of the Arctic, and the
great outflow of the Youkon and other
streams.  Westward of the peninsula of
Kamschatka lies the great sea of Ochotsk,
having waters of uniform ftemperature, and
the Codfisher’s Bay is generally traversed by
the winds of the continent lying on the
northward and the westward. A glance at
the chart shows two or three Russian settle-
ments nearly on the line of totality ; but,
unfortunately, the eclipse commences only
a few minutes before sunrise. In all the
expeditions we earnestly trust that good
weather and successful results may raward
them and the government.

UNITED STATES ITEMS.

—Gen, Sherman remarked the other day
that, in his opinion, the shortest way to
compel the Indians to settle down to
civilized life was to send ten regiments of
soldiers to the Plains with orders to shoot

EMIGRATION FROM THI MERSEY.

Emigration from the Mersgy during the
week ending June 5 has again been large,
and, as been the case for several weeks
past, the majority of the emigrants were
from the German States, Sweden and Nor-
way. On Tuesday Iast the Cunard Compa-
ny despatched two steamers—the  Hecla,
direct for New York, with 650 passengers,
and the Siberia, with 646 passengers, inclu-
sive of those who embarked at Queenstown.
On Wednesday the Guion Company’s stea-
mer Minnesota left with 1,071 steerage pas-
sencers, and the National Company’s stea-
mer Pennsylvania sailed with 1,017, Both
these vessels called at Queenstown, where
the latter steamer took on board 200 pas-
sengers.  On Thursday three steamers left
for the United States and Canada. The
Inman Company's steamer City of London
had 800 steerage passengers on board, and
as she wasto call at Queenstown & large
addition would be made to the number of
emigrants to New York. The Allan Com-
pany’'s steamer Germany sailed for Quebec
and Montreal with 1,034 posgengers, and
the Prussian for the same ports with 953
passengers.  The latter vessel called at
Greencastle, Londonderry, where about 200
more emigrants joined the ship. Among
the passengers by the Prussian were 634
emigrants from London, who hayvebeen sent
out by the agency of the Kast London Emi-
gration Fund, managed by Mrs, Hobart and
thoe Rev. Stileman Herring, of. Cleckenwell,
and a similar fund which has been got up
by Miss McPherson and Miss Logan. Ou
Friday another Allan steamer Jeft for Que-
bec and Montreal, with about ‘800 passen-
gers on hoard, and on Saturday the Inman
steamer City of Washington sailed for Ha-
lifax and New York via Queenstown, where
a large number of emigrants had been hoolk-
ed for her, with 000 steerage passengers.
The Cunard steamer Cuba also sailed on
Saturday for New York via QQueenstown,
with seventy-five saloon passengers, but no
steerage passengers. The total number of
emigrants from Liverpool by steamers du-
ring the week nearly 7.800.
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NEW USES FOR PAPER.

(Erom the Mechanics Magazine.)

A new branch of industry has just been
introduced. We haye for some time been
familiny with novel applications of paper,
Butnow the uses ave wnuch extended by a
patent; process by M. Payy. 'I'he paper is
of a peculiar kind. 1t resembles that used
by the Japanese for pocket handkerchiefs,
and is susceptible of the same application
The patentee calls it @ felted.” ‘Both anima
and vegetable materials are employed in its
production. Among the vegetables we find
New Zealand flax, jute, plants of the mal-
low, and flax, hemp, and cotton. 'I'he ani-
mal matters are wool, silk, gking, andother
material,  These matters are reduced to
pulp and bleached, and then “felted” as in
ordinary paper making. It will be under-
stood that the mixture of such material
gives a paper of extraordinary pliancy, flexi-
bility and strength. It can be sewn
together with as much ease, as makes
as strong a seam as the woven fabrics it is
intended toreplace. 'T'he uses fo which this
paper is putare innumerable. We may men-
tion a few. I'irst, petticoats, which no girl
of the period could resist. These may be
printed like the skirts now so fashionable,
or may be white, and have open work
stamped out in patterns, which scarcely
any labour with ncedle could imitate. The
marvel is that they can be sold retail for
sixpence each—little more than the cost of
washing. We have next bed furniture, of
imitation cretonnes and chintzes, printed
with patterns of great beauty, and a set of
curtains will only cost five shillings. We
have also quilts which, besides being non-
conductors of heat, have a very genteel ap-
pearance. White day-covers for beds are
made with embossed patterns equally cheap.
White table-cloths, with patterns in rTe-
markably good taste will soon ornament
many a dinner table, and serve to light the
fires the day after, unless the host be of an
economical turn and resells them to the
papermaker. But the material is applied to
articles of more substantial chavacter. Very
good imitation leather is formed of it, fur-
niture-covering, and even shoes, The last
can be made impermeable to wet by otls and
India-rubber. Paper collars have already

and the extensive substitution of paper for
woven fabrics must produce still greater
changes.

Prrivous VOYAGE OF AN INDIAMAN.—Gal-
lant Conduet of her Crew.—An illustration of
the perils of the sea and of the value of a
calm  judgment and determined will in a
season of danger is afforded by the history
of the Westminster, 1434 tons, belonging to
Messrs. Edmiston and Mitchell, of Glasgow,
commanded by Capt. Berryman, now in
Liverpool.  The ship sailed from the Phil-
ippine Islands, on the 9th of November;
with 2398 tons of sugar. - All went well till
the 16th of November, when the ship enter-
ed the Balabec Straits.  T'wo men were then
aloft on the look-out for “green water,” and
aman was in the chains with the lead go-
ing, when, to the astonishment of every one,
the ship struck on acoral reef, not noticed
in Imray.s chart, orany other chart with
which nautical men are acquainted.
