In fact to be effective it
should be short, snappy and to the point. Make sure that
the name and address are legible

Know your position and back it up with valid reasons

A personal letter is better than a form tvpe, or even a
petition

In match point duplicate
play, when vou are in a
normal contract yor avoid
safety plays and o after
overtricks. In rubber bridge,
the reverse applies. You
play safe for your contract
and just go for overtricks
after the contract is assured.

Any good rubber bridge
player would win the heart
lead and play a diamond to
dummy's nine at trick two
Later on he would gallop
home with four diamond
tricks and his contract.

An over-pessimistic dupli-
cate playver would perhaps
try the same safety play and
would come up with a top
score this time, but a good
duplicate player would bang
out the top diamonds and
wind up down one if the de-
fense did its job properly

Why would he do this? Be-
cause he would be in a
normal contract and would
play for as many tricks as
possible. Overtricks mean
little in rubber bridge. They
mean wins in duplicate play

The diamond jack will
drop 54 per cent of the time,
so he starts with a 54 per
cent chance of making five
diamond tricks. Then, if the
diamond jack fails to drop
he can still bring home nine
tricks if the clubs divide 3-3

In addition, West will have
to make two discards on dia-
monds. He had better threw
away two spades and hang
onto all his clubs and hearts
if he wants to keep South
from making a third trick in
one of those suits

If all this happens to him
South can reason tlat he
shouldn't have gotten c.it of
bed that morning and look
forward to a better day
