It noted the city’s predominantly
English-speaking citizens had long
enjoyed the right to express them-
selves in their mother tongue and
“expressed appreciation for the free-
dom afforded it in Quebec.”
Mayor May Cutler, who presided

at the conference, called the state-
ment an affirmation of principle,
“with some nuances.”
She said council wanted to make a

statement, rather than a resolution,
which will be distributed to the mu-
nicipalities which have recently de-
clared themselves unilingual, as
well as to associations of municipali-
ties.
The council statement, presented

as a consensus of council, is under-
stood to have been accepted with

. reluctance by some of its members

The council of the
City of Westmount encourages
all cities across Canada to act
in a similar spirit of tolerance
and goodwill.”    

council to make known its position
on the language issue.

“In our day-to-day activities, we
have been giving our services in both
English and French,” he explained.
As a result, he said, the statementis
in fact an affirmation of the city’s
linguistic duality.

The City of Westmount is allowed
under section 113F of Bill 101 to use
English in certain instances where
other cities cannot since its franco-
phone population is less than 51 per-
cent, city officials said.

Asked why the council statement
expresses “appreciation for the free-
dom afforded it in Quebec,” Mayor
Cutler replied: “I think we should
appreciate all freedoms.”

HerWorship said she considers the
unilingual resolutions adopted by
some municipalities to be insulting
and gratuitous.
Coun Sally Aitken, one of those

attending the press conference, told
THE EXAMINER she hopes munici-
palities across Canada would act
with tolerance andgoodwill towards .
all language communities.
Coun Fortin, who was asked by

city council to draft the statement,
told THE EXAMINER last week he
believes it necessary for Westmount
to make public its bilingual position
in the light of the unilingual declara-
tions that had been made.

These, he said, are viewed by nu-
merous francophones as a slap in the
face (see story last week).

Cost efficiency, library renewal,
upgrading of city streets and protec-
tion of the environment were high-
lighted by all as among the most
important needs to be addressed.

Morethan 30 city issues were eval-
uated for upcoming decision by
council, the mayorsaid. Their priori-
ty is to be detailed in a report to be
compiled on the study session.
The city group worked throughout

two days at a retreat in the Eastern
Townships to set goals, assess
strengths and weaknesses and im-
prove communication between those
who set city policy and those who
implementit.
“We tried to shape the future of

Westmount’ explained Councillor
Paul Fortin as many of those in-
volved met the press Monday to dis-
cuss the session.

- The opportunity to plan together
was hailed by most as long overdue
and very successful. Such a session
has not taken place in the memory of
any of the present council members.

sands of dollars in coin (see story last
week).

Last Thursday and Friday alone,

an estimated $2,100 was stolen from
119 meters by thieves using a key.
Another $340 was taken on Wednes-
day. In the past month almost all the
city's 800 meters have been hit at

least once.
Anyone seen tampering with me-

ters (who is not recognized as the
regular meter attendant) is asked to
call 911 immediately.

City employee Dave Gales, pic-
tured on this page,is the only autho-
rized coin collector. He can be further
identified by the push cart he uses to
hold the coin. His navy and white
city van is often parked nearby.

“We're asking people to look out
for anything suspicious,” says Con-
stable Gaston Bernier, station 23's
crime prevention officer.
He says the thieves may be boldly

emptying the meters in broad day-
light posing as city workers or even
pretending to be putting coin into
the meter.

“They're getting greedier and
gutsier,” adds Bruce St Louis, the
city's manager of operations.
The following descriptions of two

young men believed to be involved
were released by police Tuesday.
Both were seen last Thursday on
Vietoria avenue about 6:30 pm.
They are white males, aged 25 to

30, about 5 foot 10 inches in height.
One carried a 20-inch-long bag and
wore a red-white-and-blue K-Way
style 3/4-length jacket. The other had
a blue nylon jacket.
Money also is being taken from

some parking meters downtown in
police districts 25 and 33, according
to local MUC police director Pierre
Vézina.

“It's not as steady a pickup in
these other areas so it's hard to know
if they're related,” he explains.

It's only a matter of time before
the thieves are caught, he says. The
sooner the better, however, so keep
those eyes out when youshop. And
rememberto call 911.

As Cst Stec went from store to
store along Sherbrooke last week, he
was stopped by this person and that
who recognized him and welcomed
him back.

“I'm right back where I was 30
years ago, walking the beat” he said.
And that’s typical of police work,

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A missed opportunity

WESTMOUNT city council's statement

Tuesday on language is commendable.

It is no mere “motherhood” declaration. It

was prompted in response to municipali-
ties elsewhere, notably in parts of Ontar-
io, which have extraordinary ideas that

the use of English is threatened and needs

the doubtful support of actively suppress-
ing the official use of French.

In some instances the sentiment seems to be

that such measures might provide suit-

able response to perceived official French

unilingualism in Quebec and somehow
come to the aid of supposedly

beleaguered anglos in this province.

We doubt Westmount's noble resolution,
even a chorus of them from Quebec cities,

towns and villages, will have much effect

on the yahoos elsewhere in Canada whose
knowledge of and care for Quebec is mini-

mal.

For that matter, we are not too sure just who

is supposed to take notice of this formal

measure issued in the name of all West-

mounters of whatever origin.

Surely it is not for local citizens. Most of us
already espouse the spirit of the senti-

ments it expresses: we favor bilingualism,

we know the inestimable value of embrac-
ing two cultures, English and French, and

others if we are fortunate enough to know

or be of them,
We are not, however, overly enthusiastic

about the passage which expresses non-

francophone Westmounters’ alleged

“appreciation” for the freedom afforded
them in Quebec. Whoever crafted those

words has the wrong end of the stick. This

suggests that freedom somehow is

accorded by the government instead of

being a hard-won, natural right.
Therefore, we hope this resolution is not

directed to the Bourassa government or

would-be governors now in opposition. If

so, the wording should have been quite
different; rather than a humble crawl,it

should have been a protest of illiberalism.
Elsewhere in Canada it should be known

that there is deep respect among Quebec’s
non-French for the genuine concerns of
the province's majority for the survival of

the French language and culture. Most of

us can live with, indeed hardly notice
anymore, the predominance of French in

signs, advertising and other communica-
tions of all kinds.

Our real ire is directed against our own
cynical, uncaring premier who, however
“legally,” invoked the not-to-be-invoked

notwithstanding clause to bypass the ver-

dicts of the courts (Quebec's and the
Supreme Court of Canada) as well as the

solemn provisions of both the Quebec and

Canadian charters of rights, allegedly to
enforce the separatists’ language law.

This is what should have been condemned in

Westmount’s resolution, to make known

this community’s positive feelings about

languages but also our profound concern

over the abridgement of fundamental

freedom, proclaiming our views both at

home and elsewhere.

A missed opportunity.

quick response and the oft-stated opinion
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for nothing than to take any chances.
Earlier this month we were treated to yet

another example of their concern and thor-
oughness when Lieutenant Inspector Barry
Coates spent an entire morning with us
running a monitored fire drill, meeting with
our residents to inform about adequate re-
sponse and to answer their many questions.
He also examined each réom for any fire
hazards that might be present. It was a
pleasant and educational time and we ex-
pect a return visit in the spring to ensure
that we have learned our lessons well.

Budget questions

I WILL be taking advantage of the mid-
winter parliamentary break to speak to
constituents about last week’s budget.
Some preliminary thoughts: “No new tax-
es,” said Michael Wilson. He did not say that
in last April's budget, he had introduced
new taxes and raised existing taxes by some
$7.2 billion for the 1990-91 fiscal year, to
begin this April 1. :
Mr Wilson's deficit forecast of $28.5 bil-

lion for 1990-91is based on an extremely iffy
assumption, that is that interest rates will
average 11 percent throughout the year.
They are currently 13 percent. If history is
any judge, the finance department has been
consistently optimistic in its interest rate
forecasts. I do not share this optimism.
Interest rates and the deficit will likely be
higher.

Transfer payments to the provinces for
health care and post-secondary education
(PSE) account for the lion’s share of spend-
ing cuts introduced in this budget. Of $16.7
billion to be cut over the next five years, $7.4
billion, or 43 percent, will be cut from such
transfers.
Why did the government target health

care and PSE? Does the minister of finance
think that we spend too much on health care
and PSE? Or that the provinces are not
paying their fair share? If not, who should
make up the difference? The users?
Were all the options canvassed? What

about subsidies to business? Several months
ago the president of Federal Industries in
Winnipeg suggested that business should be
prepared to do away with all subsidies.
While such a radical proposal will not be
implemented overnight, I note that subsi-
dies to business still account for 10 percent
of program expenditures, the same as when

manager of the Montreal Trust West-
mount branch said he’s got the facts
to prove his statement too.
He says office for office, Montreal

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Out-of-court
settlement possible
in 22 Summit case

Lawyers for Westmount and a
homeowner who is suing the city for
$3 million met last week and one is
“optimistic” an out-of-court solu-
tion can be found while the other is
“hopeful.”

“I am convinced that we should be
able to find an intelligent solution,”
said André Durocher, one of Annie
Kenane's lawyers.
Mrs Kenane is suing the city be-

cause it denied her permission to
demolish a 91-year-old house at 22
Summit Circle because of its heri-
tage value.
The city’s lawyer, Kevin Donovan,

was more guarded with his words.
“We are just meeting to discuss the

possibility of a solution. But we
wouldn't be wasting our time,” he
said. “I am hopeful a solution can be
found out of court.”
The lawsuit asks the court to nul-

lify the city’s decision, alleging it
violated Mrs Kenane's rights as a
homeowner. The lawsuit also alleges
the city’s actions amount to expro-
priation without compensation.

Mr Durocher gave a hint of what

type of solution is contemplated —
“an architectural solution.”
“We will try to find a solution to

conciliate the desires of the city to
preserve a heritage site and which, at
the same time, preserves Mrs
Kenane's right to live in a house of
her taste,” he said.
He declined to go into further de-

tails. Mr Donovan also declined to
comment on the details of a possible
agreement.
The negotiations will resume after

Mr Durocher has a chance to speak to
Mrs Kenane, who is in Korea on a
business trip.

If no solution is found, Mr Duro-
cher said he will bring the case be-
fore Superior Court as quickly as
possible, possibly by the fall. But
that is not what he hopes for.

“I am optimistic that with good
faith we should be able to find a
solution,” he said.
Mr Durocheris a lawyer who spe-

cializes in government litigation for
the Martineau and Walker law firm.
He researched and drafted Mrs
Kenane's detailed deposition.

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City won't test de-icing alternatives
The City of Westmount will not be

experimenting with salt alterna-
tives this year despite pressure from
a local environmental group, a city
councillor said.

Councillor Peter Duffield, the
commissioner of public works, said
the city doesn’t have to test salt alter-
natives because it is closely watching
experiments in other municipalities.

“Are Westmount streets different
from streets in other municipali-
ties?” Coun Duffield asked.
He also said salt alternatives are

still too expensive.
But Richard Lock, a spokesman

for the Westmount Environment
Action Group (Weact), said the city
should still be testing on a small
scale before next winter. He said the
damage salt causes may be more
expensive in the long run.

According to an article in the Sep-
tember issue of Civic Public Works
magazine, “To salt or not to salt.
What are the alternatives?” salt not
only corrodes vehicles, highways,
bridges and buildings but is also
environmentally harmful.

Salt seeps into lakes, rivers and
groundwater to eventually raise the
sodium levels in drinking water. Salt
is also harmful to roadside vegeta-
tion because it disturbs plants’ abili-
ty to absorb water properly. Salt in
wind-blown spray harms crops and
orchards, according to the article by
Janice Samuels.

Ammo for both

Thearticle is cited by both the city
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and Weact to support their respective
arguments. It describes the experi-
ences of several municipalities that
are testing salt alternatives.
One such is calcium magnesium

acetate (CMA), being tested by On-
tario’s ministry of transportation.
According to Ms Samuels’ article,
CMA, a compound of limestone and
acetic acid, is much less corrosive
than salt and is biodegradable. But
it costs $1,200 to $1,800 a tonne com-
pared to $30 to $35 a tonne for salt.

Salt works faster than CMA but
thelatter lasts longer. Initially, 1.4 to
1.7 times more CMA has to be ap-
plied than salt to achieve the same
results but that ratio drops during
the winter because of CMA’s staying
power.
The article says the cost of CMA

could conceivably be lowered to $400
atonne if it were produced in Canada
instead ofthe United States.
Coun Duffield wonders if West-

mounters would be willing topay ten
times more for a salt alternative.
“My phone isn't ringing off the

hook by people asking to increase
spending from $300,000 to $3 mil-
lion,” he said.

Another alternative

The article mentions another al-
ternative, tested in Richmond Hill,
Ont. It doesn’t cost as much as CMA
and Weact thinks it is worth consid-
ering.
Freezguard PCI (polymeric corro-

sion inhibitor) is a Canadian product
made of magnesium chloride mixed
with lignite. It is a waste product of
the pulp and paper industry and,
according to the article, is biode-
gradable, environmentally safe and
B0 percentless corrosive than salt.

Freezguard, in liquid form,is ap-
plied via a spray bar hitched to a
truck. It is said to be much more
efficient than salt because it works
longer, faster and at lower tempera-
tures. Salt works most effectively to
about -6°C and cannot break down
the ice-pavement bond at all helow
-12°C. Freezguard works down to
-17°C.
According to the article, it cost

Richmond Hill $300 for the material

to test Freczguard on a 1 kmstrip of
road.
The article also states that while

salt is cheaper at $35 a tonne, it has
been estimated that its real cost is
$400 a tonne because of its damaging
side effects.

Freezguard’s estimated real cost is
$100 a tonne because ofits less dam-
aging side effects, the article states.

Cowardly city

Mr Lock says Weact is extremely

disappointed that the city will not be
testing salt alternatives this year
and saysit is indicative of the city’s
cowardly no-change attitude. He
said in California, where he used to
live, people weren't afraid to try new
things

“Bi. Westmount is afraid of try-
ing anything new,” Mr Lock said. “It
is conservative in the worst sense of
the word.”
He said some small-scale testing

should be started as soon as possible.
“We have to act in our own back-

yard,” Mr Lock said. “If everybody
acts in their own backyard the whole
world would benefit.”

Coun Duffield said if the city
started testing now they would be
three or four years behind testing in
other municipalities. Mr Lock said if
the city doesn't start testing soon,
they will be five to 10 years behind.

“They just don't want to make a
decision,” Mr Lock said. “The people*
in Westmount are intelligent and
concerned. If they were given the
facts they would want something
done.”

Dir Timmons, who returned to the
dispatch area to observe the opera-
tion, said a follow-up meeting has
been planned for next Tuesday after-
noon to review the test.
Three other exercises were an-

nounced at the city council meeting
Feb 5 by Councillor Paul Fortin.
Emergency scenarios for various
support groups are scheduled for
March. A table-top scenario of a sim-
ulated emergencyis set forApril and
a full-scale disaster exercise is
planned in June (see story Feb 15).

"tire next month,he is to be retained
by the city to complete the disaster
management plan.
The city's EMO plan was approved

Court fines newspaper
Thursday,
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for by-law infraction

The Hampstead Herald was fined
$100 Tuesday for violating West-
mount’s by-law concerning the dis-
tribution of circulars.

It was the first time a fine had
been handed out in Westmount Mu-
nicipal Court for improper delivery
of unsolicited material since the leg-
islation was adopted last August.

Complaints continue to pile up in
court against publishers and distrib-
utors as violations are reported al-
most daily (see separate story).

In the first case, the newspaper,
now named The Weekly Herald, en-
tered a guilty plea on three counts
against it at arraignment before
Judge William P. Shaw, according to
court officials.

Fines were waived on the first
count since it was an initial offence.
They were suspended on the second,
but levied for the third offence.

In the same sitting of the court,
representatives of Media Distribu-
tion, a division of Groupe Québecor
Inc, failed to appear at its arraign-
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ment on 23 complaints filed against
it under the same legislation.
A date for trial ex parte (by de-

fault) was set for March 13. If repre-
sentatives appear at that time, pleas
can be entered. If not, the court can
proceed on each charge, reports René
Daoust, clerk of court.
Both The Hampstead Herald and

Media Distribution were charged un-
der section 7 of Westmount munici-
pal by-law 1032 of unlawfully allow-
ing circulars to be distributed such
that they were visible from the exte-
rior of the property.
The charge carries a maximum

penalty of $300 or two monthsin jail.
The by-law was brought in force

Unsolicited flyers or other printed
material left on front porches or
sticking out of mail slots indicates
the home may be unattended.

On Broadway at La Diligence,
a frolic with music by Herman

It's a kind of reunion at La Dili-
gence Dinner Theatre. Not between
the three talented young people on
stage, but between them and their
audiences. They are all Montrealers
who left for the brighter lights of
Toronto and who are back home
(where they all three would love to
stay, if only they continue to find
work) for On Broadway, a musical
tribute to Jerry Herman.
The three are Westmount resident

Robert Burns, Penny Melaine Cohen
and Garth Lambert.

“Who's Jerry Herman?” you may
be asking yourself. He's the man
who wrote the songs for such memo-
rable musicals as Mame and La cage
aux folles, as well as a number of
completely forgettable musical com-
edies.
Mr Burns was in rehearsal for the

McGill Savoy Society's The pirates
of Penzance when he auditioned for
On Broadway. While he had always
longed to play the Pirate King, he
accepted the paid job at Le Stage. “I
had to take it when it was offered.
It's my profession,” he says.
With something like two weeks to

prepare, he and Ms Cohen learned 40
songs, choreographed the show (Ms
Cohen choreographed the tap danc-
ing on her own, the two share credit
for all the rest of the dancing) and
opened.

Lots of energy

While Herman may not have writ-
ten the strongest body of work imag-
inable, the two actors and musical
director Lambert at the piano put a
lot of energy and enthusiasm into
what they are doing. Mr Burns was
born to wear a tuxedo, and Ms Cohen
is a consumate mugger. Mr Lambert
is a talented pianist who proves to
have a nice voice when he occasional-
ly joins in on the songs, or when he
sings the commercial for a deli based
on Hello, Dolly, Herman's greatest
hit.
There is a lot of good communica-

tion between the two actors on stage,
so good, in fact, that it's hard to
realize they had never met each other
before landing this job.
Mr Burns, who grew up in the

Montreal area and whois a graduate
in theatre of Concordia University,
camebacktotown forarolein the hit
Puttin’ on the Ritz at the ill-fated
Edge in Pointe Claire. “The show
(which had opened in June) was
booked through Christmas, so I
rented an apartment in Westmount.
My name is on the lease, so I was
stuck when The Edge closed and the
producers couldn't,find anywhere

“I worked teaching music at a
number of daycare centres and for
Mirage Magik in Westmount. And
I've been enjoying my dance lessons
with Sheila Lawrence at the West-
mount Y.”
(Mr Burnsis no longer teaching at

Mirage Magik, a theatre program for
children offered through the West-
mount recreation department.)
MrBurns gets a chanceto show his

comic side here, too, and he is very
funny indeed. In one number,
Nelson, from A day in Hollywood,
he just gets to stand there in a
Mountie’s hat and look abashed,
shocked and hurt as Ms Cohen gets to
malign the masculinity or lack
thereof of Nelson Eddy.

In the medley of songs from La
cage auxfolles, he is draped in a pink
feather boa, and gets to vamp.
Ms Cohen has her funniest mo-

ment as the pregnant lady who's
been living it up when she sings
Gooch’s song from Mame.
The room at Le Stage is not an

ideal place for theatre. It’s a bit
cramped and subterranean. Sight
lines are not terrific. Its low ceiling
makes you sometimes worry that Mr
Burns will hurt himself against it.

But if you sit near the stage (so you
can see the duo’s feet), their enthusi-
asm will probably be contagious,
and you will have a pleasant evening
out... just don’t expect greatness.
The backdrop, a black and silver

skyline with the titles of Herman's
shows, is by Jean-Claude Olivier. It
is simple, but fits the mood of the
show admirably. The effective cos-
tumes are by Peter de Castel.
Rumor has it that the food has

improved at this venue, but even
those who have enjoyed their meals
say only thatit is better than it used
to be, but no better than you have a
right to expect from dinner theatre.
This is a shame, because I have had
excellent food at dinnertheatre; food
that was worth more than the price
of admission in itself. This is not the
case at La Diligence.
On Broadway, produced by Roger

Peace, plays Le Stage dinner theatre,
La Diligence restaurant, 7385 Deca-
rie boulevard, Tuesday to Sunday.
Complete dinner and show packages
are available starting at 6:30 pm;

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When Linda Shohet, now 43, start-
ed teaching English at Dawson Col-
lege in 1973, she found an alarming
number of her students were not
keeping up.
“Dawson was an experiment in

education,” she explains. “Its mis-
sion from the beginning was to ac-
cept non-traditional students, stu-
dents with difficulties. At that time
it was welcoming a lot who would
normally have been excluded from a
post-secondary education.”
She says she became aware, very

quickly, of just how ill-prepared
many of her students were. Not, she
is quick to add, that they couldn't
read and write.
“But I had a good number of stu-

dents in my classes who couldn't
read and write what I wanted them
to read and write.”
She became intrigued by the prob-

lem which saw many post-secondary
educators pulling at their hair and
bemoaning the state of literacy in
high school graduates.

In the late 70s, Ms Shohet started
to look through the literature. “The
more read, the more I became aware
it’s not a simple problem.”
She was chair of Dawson's Lafon-
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Ensemble Divertimento

taine campus English departmentin
the early '80s, and sat on the Dawson
literacy task force. It was here she
began to develop her working rela-
tionship with literacy.

Multiplier effect

“We focused on teachers, changing
their teaching methods, course de-
signs, presentations and so on,” she
says, “instead of focusing on the
thousands of students who need
help. For every faculty member you
help, you reach thousands of stu-
dents. It’s the multiplier effect.”
The task force recommended that

the college establish a program simi-
lar to the Language Across the Cur-
riculum which had begun in England
and spread to North America. Ms
Shohet was given a partial release
from her other duties in order to co-
ordinate the program.
She called it Literacy Across the

Curriculum (LAC). There is an unde-
niable air of pride when she says that
others, in Canada and outside, have
adopted the term though often un-
aware of its origin.
LAC encourages the use of lan-

guage in all areas of the curriculum,
not just in language courses. “It is
using writing, reading and speaking
in every subject... language as a
part of learning,” she says.

Write a journal for psychology.
Give a discourse in history. Submit
essays in phys ed.
Dawson's LAC grew. There was

increasing interest outside the col-
lege. The program offered work-
shops for teachers, worked actively
to involve high schools, began to
publish a regular newsletter.
“Dawson continued to support it

with no direct support from Que-
bec,” says Ms Shohet. And it wasn't
always easy. There were some very
lean times when the survival of the
program was in question.

A new centre

Then, according to an LAC news-
letter, ‘the federal Secretary of State
through its Literacy Secretariat
awarded Dawson College and the
Quebec Association for Adult Learn-
ing a three-year grant to establish a
Centre for Literacy.”
The centre, housed in but separate

from Dawson College, was officially
opened to the public last week. |

“Overall,” wrote Ms Shohetin last
September's newsletter, “we are
committed to providing a range of
responses to the literacy issue...”

It continues the behind-the-scenes
work of literacy, helping those who
will help those who have difficulty.

She says it deals with literacy in
the broadest possible sense, which is
the way it is coming to be seen.
“UNESCO, even a few years ago,
talked about eradicating illiteracy —
now we're much more sophisti-
cated.”
While she is devoted to literacy, Ms

Shohet doesn’t care for illiteracy —
not even the word.

“I don’t like to hear the term ‘illit-
erate’ used,” she says. “It doesn't
mean anything.

“If you know how to read and
write your name, is that illiterate?
Where do you draw the threshold?”
She says a better measure is

whether or not an individual is able
to function in his or her society. Our
society, she says, demands a lot of its
members. The average newspaper
calls for a Grade 9 education. Most
government forms require more than
Grade 10, as do written instructions
in the military.
“An awful lot of information is

presented in a form that’s very inac-
cessible,” she says. “For example,
the tax form.”
No argument.

Different levels

“I guess what you talk about are
levels of literacy,” she says. “People
have to be able to read signs and
forms used to convey information in
their society.”
Those signs or texts can be any-

thing from drum beats to written
symbols. Consider the telephone's
busy signal which conveysa distinct
message to those who understand it.
Consider the golden arches, deci-
pherable by the very young.
Though recent studies show dra-

matic rates of low literacy in our
society, Ms Shohet smiles as she
points out, “We're more literate than
we ever were before. . . People are as
literate as they need to be to fulfill
their goals in society. Today you have
to be literate to be a fisherman or a
farmer.

“We've never had so many people
as literate as today,” she says. “But
the demands have never been
greater”
She says there is danger in saying

low literacy results from schools not
doing their job. “Not long ago, with
Grade 9, you could get and hold a
reasonably good job. Not so today.”
The schools need to change with

changing demands, but the blame
cannot be laid squarely in the lap of
high school educators.
She says the question is not simple

and simple answers just don't apply.
“I think there is still a lot of mis-

understanding — a tremendous ten-
dency to simplify. It's not a simple
issue,it's not a single issue either,it
varies in different contexts.”

Time out

When she is not at the Literacy
Centre or travelling to conferences
on literacy or giving workshops on
literacy, reading up on advances in
literacy teaching or involved in any
other aspects of literacy, Ms Shohet
spends time with her family. She has
been married 22 years. The couple
has two daughters and two sons
ranging in age from 21 to 14.
An animated talker while the sub-

ject was literacy, Ms Shohet has had
to slow down and think — stumped
by the question of what she does in
her free time.

“I do a lot of walking,” she ven-
tures. “I don't drive.”
She says she likes to unwind in the

kitchen and cook.
For more extended breaks, she

says she and her husband like to take
long-weekend trips. “You go far
enough to feel you've left behind the
stresses. Those three days are usu-
ally enough to renew you.”
She is very active in the Jewith

Education Council where she serves
as vice-president of long-term plan-
ning.
