® Canadian-born Lord Beaverbrook caused an international
stir last week with his propesal that the British should go ahead
with a summit meeting with the Russians even if the Americans
are unwilling. Following is the complete text of that proposal
as it appeared in his newspaper, the Sunday Express of Great

Britain:

By Lord Beaverbrook

THE Sunday Express is a pacifist newspaper. Our

people believe in
always,

“NO MORE WAR"”, now as

Peace, at almost any price, must be the watch-
word in this office. And, of course, there is a price to
be paid for peace, now as always.

The price is arms and
ammunition for the Brit-
ish Empire.

Under modern condi-
tions arms mean air-
planes, and ‘ammunition
is the hydrogen bomb.

This is an occasion when
the necessity for arms and
ammunition is pressing to
a degree. Indeed, the ne-
cessity equals the need that
eonfronted the npation in
.1938 and 1939.

There is, however, one dif-
ference known to us all, This
time the menace comes from
Russia.

Let no one suppose that
war is imminent. The min-
atory and menacing messages
from Russia occasionally rve-
flected by intemperate ex-
pressions of unnecessary hos-
tility spoken by the Western
Powers shouid not be cause
for dismay. For history
teaches that national ani-
mosities are swiftly recun-
ciled.

* * #*

'This is the record of war
and peace in one century.

It was just over a hundred
years ago that Russia and
Britain fought each other in
the Crimea. Thereafter &0
years of peace. By 1918
Archangel was the battle-
front, where Russian troops
were hurled against the Brit-
ish lines. Then two decades
of troubled though peaceful
years.

At the outbreak of world
war in 1939 it seemed likely
that Russia would join with
our enemies. Instead we
supported her when Ger-
many attacked in 1941. A
close association followed,
and our relations were
friendly until, in 1948, Rus-
sian efforts to dislodge the
Western Powers from Ber-
lin resulted in serious and
menacing threats of
bloody war,

That is, in summary form,
the record of the past cen-
tury.

But can national anim-s-
ities between Britain and
Russia be reconciled for the
third time 7 4

Yes, of course.

They ean be obliterated
and forgotten if wise pol-
icies are pursued.

The first and foremost need
is an increase in trade ho-
tween the two countries. All
barriers to commerce should
be swept away forthwith.

the picture of Moses who comes
in the name of God before
