TRADE AND COMMERCE
Montreal, Friday Evening. 

Customs Rece[pt3 to-day, $19,633.86.
The demand for Flour was more active 

this morning than for some days back, but 
the extreme views of holders restricted 
operations. The sales of the day number­
ed over 2,000 barrels, while the receipts 
were 1,210 barrels. Extra Superfine was 
dealt in at $4 80 ; Spring Extra at $4 25 
and Superfine at $4 05. 500 barrels Strong 
Bakers’ were placed at $4 50 r® $4 60 ; 100 
barrels Medium do at $4 40 and 200 bar­
rels Middlings at $3 50 (3) $3 60. City 
Bags were dealt in to the extent of 1000 
bags at $2 35. Wheat was dull and nom­
inal. lo other Grains there was nothing 
done. Barley was 2Jo higher, the selling 
price being 87£c rd> 92Je. Provisions were 
inactive, and we have no material change 
to notice in prices. Pot Ashes were easier 
at $5 92£c (Q> $6 00 ; Pearls were held at 
$6 80.

At Chicago Wheat was moderately ac­
tive and lower at 87Jc for March. The re­
ceipts wore 72,000 bushels and the ship­
ments 25,000 bushels. Wheat at Milwau­
kee was nominal at 92c.

Advices from England this morning 
quote floating corgoes of Wheat and Corn 
very dull. Cargoes of Wheat and Corn on 
passage and for shipment very inactive. 
Mark Lane Wheat and Corn flat. London 
quotations of Corn for prompt shipment, 
34s (d) 34s 6d. Liverpool spot Wheat and 
Corn turn cheaper. California Club 9s 6d 
13) 9s lOd ; do White 9s 3d (8) 9s 6d. Red 
Spring 8s lid f® 9s 9d.

The following is from the circular of 
Messrs. Kenneth, Dowie & Co. of the 20th 
ultimo:—“ The weather since our last cir­
cular was issued has been very stormy, and 
most unusually mild and damp. All the 
country markets have been depressed and 
lower from large deliveries of wheat in 
damp condition, and although American 
and other Red Wheats are excessively 
scarce here, the outports have been well 
upplied, while we have been deluged with 
Californian.

The Tka Duty in the United States.— 
The following paragraph is from the New 
York Journal qf Commerce of yesterday :— 
Anxiety is manifested on the part of tea 
and coflee dealers to know whether duties 
will be laid on cargoes to arrive. The im­
pression is that, despite assurances given 
heretofore, this will he done on indirect 
importations. The Treasury urges this on 
the ground that without it, Canadian mer­
chants can fill our warehouses before the 
duty takes effect, sell at duty-paid price, 
and then buy back in bond, thus making 
15 cents per pound out of our tariff without 
paying a cent of duty.

Tbade in England.—The London Times 
of the 20th ultimo, contains the following, 
regarding the condition of trade at Man­
chester :

“ The small receipts have made the raw 
material dearer, and as a consequence yarns 
are quoted higher- Yarns for export have 
been very firm, but the prices now asked 
rather check business. A good deal more 
might have been done at last week’s rates. 
In home-trade yarns the amount of busi- 
p ss has been fair, and in most cases at a 
slight advance upon last week’s prices. 
Manufacturers have naturally raised their 
prices with the advance in cotton and yarn, 
and are even timid about committing them­
selves to large engagements at the full 
rates. The Eastern markets, especially 
Calcutta, affoid no encouragement to ship­
pers to pay the advance. The Calcutta 
market is, in fact, declining ;n (ace of it. 
A fair business was done here in cloth last 
week, at the old Fall quotations, hut little 
has been effeected at the increased rates, 
and though the tone to-day is strengthened 
and buoyant, there has been only a mode­
rate amount of sales.” Messrs. John Slagg 
& Co-, report —

" The advance in yarns has caused a 
general hardening in prices for cloth, hut 
buyers decline to pay an equivalent ad­
vance except for small quantities. To-day 
the tone is firm, but in face of the discour­
aging aspect of Eastern markets the de­
mand is languid, and only a small business 
has been done.”

The same journal ip commenting on the 
state of tra4e at Birmingham says :—« Some 
improvement is apparent in the demand for 
hardwares, and prices, more particularly of 
brass and copper goods, are stiffening with 
the raw material ; but there still is qn 
absence of anything like animation. The 
United States’ market is especially flat, anti 
Unless prices on this side are considerably 
reduced, correspondents hold out no hope 
of an early revival Colonial requirements 
are fairly good for the seasen, and the pros­
pects of trade in Canada and the north of 
Europe are reported favourable. Among 
the busiest of our local manufacturers at 
present are the cabinet brassfounderSj who 
•re for the most part still engaged on orders 
booked last autumn. In the metallic bed­
stead brunch, brass and brass and iron 
goods are in fairly brisk demand Box 
irons are in growing request, chiefly for the 
markets of northern Europe. The jewelry 
and hirding gun trades are comparatively 
slack, but the steel pen branch is buoyant, 
and prices are again advancing.

FlNANOfAti.—The money market has been 
fqore active; to-day than for some time 
back, and rates of accommodation have 
become much firmer. Call loans are not 
procurable now under seven per cent, and 
large amounts werç advanced for thirty days 
i^ta rate equal to 7J per cent. Three month 
jpqns on stocky liave alqo advanced, the

ruling rates now being 8 to 9 per cent.
This increased activity and the stiffening in 
the rates of discount have partly t een pro­
duced by the withdrawal of deposits by the 
Government and partly by the improved de­
mand which is generally experienced during 
the first few days of a month. Sterling Ex­
change was easier in sympathy with the de­
cline at New York, and sales of round 
amounts were made on the open Market at 
8é I over the counter for cash at 9£ and for 
paper at 9|. Advices from London report 
a loss in bullion by the Bank of England of 
over -t2Of),000. The street rate for money is 
only 1-16 below the Bank rate. Consols 
aie quoted at 92jj /® 92j for money, and 
92J fed 92f for account. Erie stock closed 
at 26 i® 26J. Gold at New York was 
firm at 114J, The Herald of Tuesday 
in commenting on the condition of the gold 
market says, “ The influences at work upon 
the gold market are producing much ex­
citement. The fact that the price moved 
up { per cent after the business hour, that 
the extraordinery receipts from customs to­
day amount to a larger sum than has been 

2 15 reported for many months—to wit, $1,150 - 
000 showing that importers recognize the 
gravity of the situation and are beginning 
to protect themselves by purchases in an­
ticipation of yet higher prices ; the con­
siderable shipments made by steamers and 
the heavy loss in the Eank of England — 
these are incidents that explain a situation 
which is gradually forcing itself on the 
attention of the commercial community. 
Poverty in a government invariably 
compels that the principle of self-pro­
tection shall be asserted by the citizen.” 
Sterling Exchange opened at $4 861, and 
declined to $4 86. Five twenties are 
stronger at 16. Interest rules at 1 per 
cent to carry. Stocks were all weaker to­
day, and exhibited a tendency to decline 
still turther.

THE NEW YORK GROCERY MARKET. 
(From the Shipping List of the Srd instant.) 

Tea.—We notice a much quieter tone to this 
market, though there is no apparent weakness 
manifested as regards asking rate». Buyers 
hesitate somewhat, while the Duty question 
is in abeyance to purchase beyond actual re­
quirements, and the market on the whole, 
lacks that activity that has been prevailing 
for some time.

Coffee.—There is very little to be said about 
the market for Brazil Coffee; except that 
owing to the delay in Congress in taking up 
tne Tariff Bill, and the possibility that, after 
all, the whole thing may fall to the ground, 
the market has come to an entire stand still, 
and is weaker, holders being discouraged and 
more disposed to sell, and buyers less inclined 
to operate, under the present aspect of the 
case. The almost simultaneous arrival of a 
cargo of Rio at Hampton Roads, ordered here, 
and six others at Baltimore, with large ar^ 
rivals expected by steamers, &c„ within tbe 
next ten days, has also tended to depress the 
market, which, just at this juncture, needed 
no additional weight to depress it. and, in the 
absence of business, values have been unset­
tled, and close very dull at our unchanged but 
nominal quotations. The only business re­
ported since Friday is 2001 bags Rio per “ Mo- 
desta,” in lots, from a Dealer’s importation. 
The jobbing trade is very slow, and we reduce 
our quotation for Fair Ordinary to Choice * 3 
j* of a cent, say to 183 @ 21 cents gold, but 
these are still a little extreme.

Sugar—With continued arrivals of neTY 
Cuba the market, with a very light Remand, 
is depressed, and we again reduce onr quota­
tions generally onereight of a cent per lb. Re­
finers are confining their purchases to their 
immediate wants,their work beingjreduced to 
only one-third their full capacity. Prices of 
their product, too, tend downward, and a* 
trade in all directions Is quite dull, the market 
for Raw of the new crop opens under dis­
couraging circumstances. The trade are 
doing almost nothing in Raw Sugar, the Re­
fined article being relatively cheaper, and 
fast supresslng it.

Spices—The demand for Ginger has been 
stimulated by rumours to the effect that in 
tbe proposed re-adjustment of the tariff the 
article will be placed on the dutiable list j 
sales have been made of 590 bags at llj 3 11* 
cents for Calcutta, and '2* for Amcao.

Fruit-The market for Foreign Dried has 
been unusually quiet, owing, in part, to the 
frequent large public sales of Oranges and 
Lemons, which has abosorbed the attention 
of the Trade. As a rule, however, stocks are 
held firmly, the elements of strength being 
the steady appreciation in the gold premium, 
and the rumors; which take a more definite 
shape, respecting increase^ dqties oil such 
descriptions as it is thought can bear heavier 
imposts: the latter element, however, is 
latent rather than prominent, as, so far, the 
demand has not been in the least stimulated 
by the duty question, the only effect visible 
being a reserve in offering goods freely qt the 
current rates.

Molasses’—We notice the arrival qf the 
first cargo of new crop IVfatanzas yesterday, 
say 529 hqds. and 94 tes., yvhich, With the 6) 
hhds. before noticed, - remain unsold, The 
cargo of Ma ta nz as at Boston remains in first 
hands.

At the Shareholders’ meeting held on tire 
10th September last, your Directors were 
empowered to issue stock to the extent of 
m'’,c00,000, previously distributing in paid- 
up stock, among the then original shard- 
holders, the amount of earned profits hem 
the hueiness. These profits were deter­
mined at $80,000, and in accordance with 
the authority thus above given, the Direc­
tors resolved, on the 15th September last 
that subscription books should be opened 
until the 1st December following, to the 
Shareholders, for additional stock to tire 
extent of $6,000.000, each shareholder being 
permitted to subscribe 50 pu-cent on his 
stock, and receiving 25 per cent, bonus in 
stock, with instalment paid up, from the 
earned profits.

Your Directors have very great satisfac­
tion in stating that the whole amount of 
$6.000,000 has been subscribed, after re­
serving the amount allotted to Stock­
holders residing at a distance, under reso­
lution of the metting held in September 
last, and it is recommended that a further 
extension of time should be accorded to 
enable such Stockholders to subscribe' for 
their portion of stock, by which means all 
parties would be placed on an equal foot­
ing.

This result has greatly strengthened the 
financial position of your Company, and 
without doubt added increased public con­
fidence in its stability, and capacity to meet 
all its engagements.

The staiements of the affairs of the Com­
pany herowjth submitted, show Gross As­
sets, now , in" hand, $931,062 80, and the 
Securities which are held therefor.

Tlie total number of Policies issued by 
this Company since the 15th August, 1873, 
[including Marine] has been 29,146, cover­
ing an amount of property to the extent of 

,421,766, and the gross total amount of 
Premiums received was $954,988. There 
are now Policies extant covering an amount 
0l'$56,573,698, and the Profit and Loss ac­
count shows a balance in its favour of $455,- 
516.18, deducting from which the Dividend 
and Bonus, and other charges leaves an 
amount of $854,061.78 available for the 
payaient of risks, as well as leaving the 
paid-up Capital intact.

As there has only elapsed a period of four 
months and a half since the declaration of 
the last dividend, this question has been 
left over to be dealt with at the end of the 
ensuing half year.

1 It is eubmitted that the Marine Depart­
ment is now fully organiz'd ; and further, 
that a certain class of Ocean risks on 
Steamers and first-class Ships, might be 
profitably carried on in connection with 
Inland insurance Your Charter provides 
for an authorization from the Stockholders 
to permit this, and a Special Meeting of 
Shareholders has been therefore called, to 
eonsider and determine this question if 
determined in the affirmative, however the 
business should be carried on with ' the 
utmost caution and circumspection.

Your Directors are happy to accord their 
full appreciation of the valuable services 
rendered by the various Local Boards 
Agents, and the Officers of the Company’ 
who have always given their most careful 
and zealous attention to their duties.

In conclusion, your Directors in resign­
ing their duties, would earnestly trust that 
their successors, into whose hands you will 
place the control and management of tbe 
affairs of your important Company, may be 
actuated by a prudent and conservative 
policy, so as to secure its continued success 
and advancement.

An adjourned meeting of the shareholders 
of this Company was held in the Mechanics’ 
Hall yesterday afternoon. There was a 
large attendance.

Mr. J. F. Sincennes occupied the chair.
The Secretary read the report of the 

scrutineers at an election of the board of 
directors held yesterday.

Mr. Mackenzie moved the adoption of 
the report, which was seconded by Mr. 
Horne.

The Chairman said this adjourned meet­
ing was held for the purpose of discussing 
the question as to the advisability or other­
wise of giving power to the directors to ex­
tend the business of the Company to ocean 
marine insurance. The queslion had 
already been submitted—at the last annual 
meeting on the 15th of September—and de­
ferred until this meeting to give ample time 
to stockholders to make up their minds. It 
was now entirely in their hands to decide 
whether the Company should extend their 
business or not. He thought it should be 
right for them to be informed of the views 
of the directors on that question, and for 
that reason he would call upon Mr. Ostell to 
explain to the meeting, so far as he could, 
and in the meantime, he would ask him to 
take the chair, as he [Mr. Sincennes] had to 
attend a meeting elsewhere.

Mr. Ostell, on taking the chair, said they 
were aware that this meeting was adjourned 
from yesterday, inasmuch as the time was 
too shoit to go into a full discussion of the 
question. He would remark that so tar as 
the Board of Directors were concerned, 
the question had received but slight 
consideration further than consider­
ing, that having already commenced 
marine insurance which had proved so 
satisfactory and profitable, it was thought 
possible and likely that it would be an ad­
vantage to the interests of the share­
holders that a certain amount of risks 
might be added to those taken. From the 
standing and position of the company it was 
thought by some that a considerable 
amount of commission could be made by 
marine insurance, provided risks were taken 
in a limited and conservative spirit. Hav­
ing commenced the marine insurance it 
was thought to be desirable to take advan­
tage of the standing attuned and endeavor 
to make more money for the shareholders.
It was not the idea to go into an extensive 
ocean marine insurance that would in any 
way jeopardize the fire insurance. It had 
been thought by some that the riieans were 
too limited io admit of marine insurance, 
but he would say that in New York there 
were upwards of twenty companies doing 
the marine business with a paid-up capital 
of only $200,000.

Captain Fortier said he had been con­
nected for some 25 years with marine insu­
rance, inland and ocean. The ocean marine 
business, which he would like to introduce 
to the company and carry out for them in 
an economical manner, he would limit 
and carry on conservatively. He would 
take it on first class ships leaving New 
York, Boston, Portland, Montreal and other 
ports—and upon ships clipper built only. 
There was in his opinion less risk in ships 
going across the Atlantic than to Chicago 
and other inland ports. The losses were less 
last year on ocean insurance than on inland. 
There were other reasons he might men­
tion. The vessels crossing the atlantic 
were finer vessels. He had ascertained 
that there was a large number of com­
panies doing business in marine insurance 
with only a cash capital of $200,000. His 
opinion was they could do a better busi­
ness in ocean marine than in inland.

Mr. Lewis said that he noticed in the 
supplemental report the liabilities on the 
31st of September. He would like to know 
what that meant

Mr. Fortier replied that they were risks 
which they carried over into the next year.
A portion of these risks were renewed, and 
some of them expired in April.

Mr. Aylwin—Are they on the lakes or 
rivers ?

Mr. Fortier—On the lakes sir.
Mr. Aylwin—Have you got any Hudson 

River risks ?
The Chairman—Never had any sir.
Mr. Fortier—We have only one that ex­

pires in November next, all the others ex­
pire in April, Mayor June.

Mr. Lewis—This amount for reinsur­
ance—is that insured in a Marine office?

Mr. Fortier—No sir. We hold the 
risks.

Reference was made'to the amount the 
risks would cost to reinsure.

Mr. Perry—We can replace them this 
aftermon for that amount—$4,365.75.

Mr. Aylwin said he did not object to 
marine insurance, but he thought the com­
pany, from the limited capital at its com­
mand, was not in a position to do the large 
fire insurance business it was doing, and he 
thought proposed continuing to do, 
and do the marine business also. 
Captain Fortier had instanced the 
success of New York Companies.
He would not go into statistics, but some 
one else would no doubt. In reference to 
the English Marine Companies, it would be 
found that the value of the stock of compa­
nies had depreciated, and that, he thought, 
counterbalanced the success of the New 
York companies. He regarded this discus­
sion as entirely premature. When he re­
ceived the statement prepared by Captain 
Fortier, he read it slightly more as a matter 
of courtesy to Captain Fortier for having 
taken the trouble tosend, it but he felt tho. 
roughly satisfied that the Company would 
be injured in his own particular neighbour­
hood, but of course he was only talking of a 
small district. He had no doubt about 
this. It had been a question of doubt, very 
great doubt, whether they were not extend­
ing too vapidly in the fire business. If 
they entertained the idea of extending this 
branch, as Mrt Perry stated at yesterday’s 
meeting, he did net think they wanted any 
ocean marine risk.N. He was very sure they 
would stand better ovith the banks if they 
did not go into ocean' marine insurance.
He thought there was a large number ot 
shareholders—a very respectable minority 
at least, who deprecated (hW extension of 
the Company’s business, mMb lvho- on 
vesting their funds in this business, did 
it on the understanding th»t it was fire In­
surance business only.

Mr. Ostell said that the company was ; 
doing a marine business and it was a ques­
tion whether they should select the risks or 
whether they should continue with the same 
hazardous class as for the year past, or be 
allowed to change a portion of them to 
risks iu atlantic travel. It was not to ha 
looked forward to that because the past 
year had been fortunate that they could 
always rely upon inland returns to give 
them the same profit . They must remem­
ber that the resolution, which would be 
offered by some one, merely empowered the 
directors “ to act as they see fit.” It did 
not direct them to do it. Whether you 
had the confidence to leave that point in 
their hands was the question now. . A 
shareholder asked how the resolution in­
tended to be presented read.

The Chairman read the resolution as fol-
jow8 :_“ Resolved that the directors of
this company should they deem it advis­
able be authorized and they are hereby 
specially empowered to effect ocean marine 
insurance upon ocean vessels and cargoes 
in accordance with the first clause of the 
amended act of the company.”

The Chairman —It is merely an em­
powering motion.

A Shareholder, residing in Halifax, said 
that he represented a number of share­
holders, and with his friend,Mr. Lewis, esme 
with the intention and desire to see the 
marine business carried out, but after con­
versation with several gentlemen, and judg­
ing from the stitement prepared, they had 
altered their views, and he was of opinion 
that to assume any further marine insur­
ance would be a gigantic mistake. If the 
Company did desire to enter into the 
marine business, it would be far better to 
enter into the general marine business. He 
was quite sure if the business was to he res­
tricted the result could not prove profitable. 
There was another thing to b" conei^e d. 
They bad a class of agents in 
who, although they might ha tn -4. 
acquainted with fire insurance, 
be informed on marine insuianoofKAiaai 
should they send any risks, there would be 
considerable danger. The extensionwould 
involve a double set of agents. He b«a 
never seen a company start in the lower 
provinces in the ocean marine business that 
did not goto the wall. Companies had 
been started on the mutual system and had 
invariably ended in loss.

The Chairman said that he believed the 
venture in Halifax had been highly satis­
factory, and the stockholders had received 
all their capital hack.

has proved himself capable of such 
great measures and such great reforms 
as have been introduced in the time ol 
his power,—is a serious matter : some­
thing like asking a debutante to sing 
immediately after the performance of 
a prima donna of established fame. Not 
that the Marquis is a novice in the poh 
tical arena, but he has yet to prove his 
fitness for the post of Commander-in 
Chief over forces that require careful 
har.dling, and amongst whom he has 
until now held only a subordinate com­
mand. The Marquis of Hartington is 
in the forty-third year of Ms age. He 
is a graduate of Trinity College, Cam­
bridge, having taken his degree in 1854. 
lie was returned to the House of Com­
mons in the Liberal interest in 1857 for 
■Xorth-Lancashire, so has had about 
eighteen years’experience as a public 
man. He became Secretary of State 
for War under Lord Russel's second 
administration, previous toi which he 
had held the office of Under secretary. 
His appointment is, we Will not say 
the most popular, but the one that will 
stir up the least feeling amongst the 
Liberal party in England, which com 
prises so many sects, that a leader re­
quires to be an “ admirable Crichton, 
or at least endowed with that tact which 
keeps in check and controls the diverg­
ing interests of sections that are nomi­
nally members of one body. Mr. Forster 
is, after Mr. Gladstone, unquestionably 
the most able man of the party ; he is 
not a great orator, though a telling and 
impressive speaker. He is a Radical of 
advanced views, and on this account 
would not be acceptable to a large 
branch of the present Opposition who 
call themselves Liberals but not Radi 
cals. Lord Hartington, on the other 
hand is of the old-fashioned Whig order; 
and we shall not look to him for any 
great measures or sweeping reforms; the 
via media will, we imagine, be his course, 
and in the present condition of afiairsi 
he will doubtless find it the safest. In 
due course of time he must take his 
place in the Upper House ; by that time 
perhaps the differences which now mili­
tate against the unity and consequent 
success of the party, will be removed 
and we shall find Mr. Forster taking his 
place as leader of the Reformers, for 
which his statesmanlike qualities so 
eminently fit him.

Courts of Various Kinds.—The open 
ing of the Bishop’s Commission Court, at 
Toronto, for trying the presentations 
made aginst some of the divines of that 
diocese, has afforded an illustration of 
the difficulty which must always exist 
in the way of special, and so to speak, 
of private tribunals. The charge which 
the Bishop’s Commissioners, who we be 
lieve are clergymen, are to investigate 
is technically one for the “ depravation 
of doctrine,” and it is brought against 
one of the oldest and most respectât le 
clergymen of the city and of the 
diocese, Dean Grassett. The real 
charge, however, if we understand the 
matter rightly, was for bringing accusa­
tions of Romanizing tendencies against 
some members of the clergy, through 
the publication of tracts put forward by 
a voluntary association created for the 
purpose of watching over what its mem 
bers regard as the purity of doctrine 
and ceremonial, within the Church. As 
soon as the Commissioners opened their 
proceedings, they were met by an ap­
plication from the prosecutors, made 
through an eminent lawyer, for the 
postponement of the enquiry. This in 
its turn was resisted by counsel equally 
learned, who protested against any 
postponement, and the matter having 
been debated for some time, ended by 
the postponement being conceded, In 
the meantime, however, two incidents 
worthy of remark occurred. T e Com­
missioners expressed their astonish­
ment at the sight of professional men 
appearing before them, and the counsel 
for Dean Grassett intimated their inten­
tion to eon*est the jurisdiction of the 
Commissioners. It was evident that the 
worthy Commissioners expected, as we 
know many worthy men have expected 
of these so called Church Courts, that 
those who preside in them would 
be able to set aside all the 
ordinary rules of jurisprudence and act 
upon any notions of their own, no mat­
ter whence derived, Experience has 
shown what short and easy methods 
would be adopted if this could happen. 
It would be quite enough in any clerical 
body that the doctrines of an accused 
person are unpopular with them, or 
supposed to be such as were unpopular 
in order to secure his condemnation 
however little real evidence there might 
be in the matter, or however sounC 
reasoning might discriminate between 
the view taken by the inculpated theo 
logian and his supposed heretical devia 
tion from the stanffards of hi? church 
Now as those trials involve not mere 
condemnation of opinion, nor excision 
from a corporate body, but loss of pro 
perty, or at all events of the means of 
obtaining a livelihood, it is manifest 
that these interested cannot and will 
not submit to this faulty way of ad 
ministering justice. Hence ppofes 
sional men will always be employed 
and these gentlemen will on many oc 
casions talk a language and will reason 
on principles which the majority of the 
court will have much difficulty in under 
standing even supposing a lawyer be 
employed as an assessor. The question 
of jurisdiction which will occur on 
the threshold of the litigation, 
one which manifestly has in it no 
theological element. It is one wholly 
ot law, and it is just as evident that any 
decision upon it will at once open a 
a question which may be carried into 
the Civil Courts, and undoubtedly will 
be carried. The Commission in this af 
fair conveys a good deal of instruction 
which, we imagine, that the subsequent 
proceedings will augment, as to the ob 
stades in the way of all special Courts, 
as well those of a commercial as of a 
religious character. There may be 
cases in which a high sense of duty or of 
honour will compel acquiescence on the 
part of the person who conceives him 
self wronged by a tribunal of the kind 
of which we are speaking ; but in ge 
neral, as we all know, he who entertains 
this feeling also thinks that everything 
prompts him to resist, rather than to 
submit ; and he is, therefore, apt to 
seize on any circumstance which gives 
him an opportunity for carrying his 
cause elsewhere. We have little doubt 
that unless the proceedings against 
Dean Grassett be judiciously dropped, 
the judgment of the Civil Courts will be 
invoked half a dozen times before a de 
cision that will be maintainable for any 
practical purpose shall be reached. And 
it is this difficulty which, as we have 
hinted, stands in the way of establish­
ing any tribunal separate from the 
Courts of Her Majesty, to which it can 
be wise for suitors to appeal.

THE SENATE.
Ottawa, Feb. 5.

500 men with a quarter master. Such a 
subject he [Hon MrO] did not deem worthy 
of congratulation which would have 
perhaps more fi tmgly have been bestowed 
upon the Departments of Finance or Agri- 
cu'tUre. The kon gentleman having next 
rt f, rred at some length to the policy of the 
Government during the past year as also to 
the special topics contained in the speech 
of His Excellency concluded by observing 
that it was not his intention to offer any 
amendment to the address in reply.

Hon. Mr. LETELLIER DE ST. JUST 
regretted the coarse which the hon. gentle­
man who had last spoken had thought fit to 
pursue on the present occasion. He had 
stated that in his opinion the speech con 
tained but little. Xt had, however, at least 
one advantage, that it contained more than 
.mflUy of. its predecéssors. Rut in no case 
was such a document supposed to contain a 
specific record of the acts of an administra­
tion. With regard to the organization of 
the North-We t Police, such an Act on the 
pait of the Government was well worthy of 
congratulation, for the benefits already ex­
perienced from its establishment. After 
refening at some length to the Lake Nipis- 
sing R R and other topics contained in the 
Speech from the Throne, the lion. gentle- 
'tnaa concluded by observing that it had not 
been his intention at first to have occupied 
the time of the Hons *, were it not for the 
observations of the hon. gentleman who had 
last spoken.

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The Rotal Canadian Insurance Com­
pany.—Few of our local enterprises 
have been more successful than the 
Royal Canadian Insurance Company, 
whose business operations were com­
menced about eighteen months ago, 
At the close of the first year the exhi­
bit was highly satisfactory ; and as the 
charter provided for the annual meet­
ing being held in February, we have 
before us a statGoieqt showing the re­
sult of an additional 4.j months. In 
organizing this institution the Directors 
acted very wisely in making such calls 
upon the stockholders as to ensure the 
strength of the Company, which, 
with the large amount of accumulated 
premiums, places at the command of 
the management about $1,000,000. 
The Royal Canadian, like other com 
panies, has not been without losses, 
but it is a most gratifying fact 
that so far these have not exceeded, in. 
deed they are probably under the 
average amount of other first-class con­
cerns. The profits on the year ending 
August last, after amply providing for 
re insurance, left a handsome balance, 
and in the short period since then it 
will be notieed that $ still larger 
amount has been carried over, after 
making the customary allowance for 
re insurance. This Company is now 
doing business in almost all the leading 
cities, towns and villages of the United 
States and Canada ; and it will be ob 
served that R is the intention of the 
Directors to still further enter’d their 
agencies. The gross receipts from 
American premiums (4^ months) were 
$274,660, and Canadian $182,938, a total 
of $457,598. The losses incurred in the 
same period were $150,068. At the 
close of tho year tbé number of branch 
offices and agencies in the jj cited 
States and the Dominion was 344, the 
risks of the former having proved 
equally favourable with those accepted 
in this country. The annual meeting 
yesterday was largely attended, the 
new By-laws being read, and with one or 
two amendments, passed. At 2 o’clock 
the general affairs of tjie Company were 
discussed, the report being received 
with the utmost satisfaction and a well 
deserved compliment was extended to 
Mr. Perry, the General Manager, for his 
exertions in inaugurating the company 
and-assisting to bring about such profit­
able returns, To day the shareholders 
met again when the e^tensioq of the 
Marine department was consider­
ed. Since Marine risks have 
been taken, [[some doubt has been en­
tertained whether it was in the Interest 
of the Company to do that class of busi­
ness. The profits, however, qf Captain 
Fortier’s department are fully up to the 
most sanguine expectations of the 
Directors. After a spirited discussion 
it was determined by a majority of over 
7,000 votes to accept ocean risks. The 
statements we refer to will be found in 
another column.

The Late Lady Carnarvon.—The 
Countess of Carnarvon, whose death 
was recently announced by cable, was 
no ordinary member of the peerage, 
but “a bright particular star ” in the 
social world of London. The only 
daughter of Lord and Laiy Chester­
field, she was born in the very centre of 
the ultra fashionable world, the society 
of Chesterfield House in her father’s 
heyday being a by-word for the most 
extravagant elegance, But the daugh­
ter’s tastes and capacities were of an 
order far too high to be satisfied with 
such superficial charms in social life as 
sufficed for the majority of those who 
used Io throng those beautiful historic 
rooms which the taste of “ the letters 
lord ” created. Her talents for society 
were, indeed, of the finest type, and 
had she not subordinated society to 
home, deeming time spent for the for­
mer as of small account compared with 
that givep to domestic joys, she might 
have lea a sa/on as brilliant and attrac 
tive as those which have given fame to 
the social world of Paris, And Lady 
Carnarvon was the more conspicuous in 
this respect, inasmuch as she was al. 
most the only woman in England of 
high birth—as distinguished from high 
rank through marriage—of whom this 
could be said since the death of Lady 
Ashburton; who, with perhaps more 
ability, was too otten wanting in the 
tenderness of feeling and thoroughly 
domestic traits which distinguished 
Lady Carnarvon.

THE TANNERIES INVüSXIGATION,

ARREST OF WITNESSES.
At 11 a.m. yesterday morning Mr. Chas 

Garneau, 8ergeant-at-Arms to the Quebec 
Assembly, arrested Messrs. Honore Cotte 
Cashier of the Jacques Cartier Bank, and 
Mr. L. N. Duvernay of La Minerve, for the 
purpose of conducting them before the Bar 
of the Provincial Legislative Assembly, 
they having failed to appear as summoned. 
They each informed him that they were 
prepared to resist his authority and leave 
the issue for the Judges to decide, aijd im­
mediately applied, through their Solicitors, 
for writs of habeas corpus.

The case came up fir argument at three 
p.m. but was postponed by mutual consent 
until 11 o’clock this morning. Mr. Ritchie 
Q C., with Mr. Loranger, appears on behalf 
of the Sergeant-at-Arms, Mr. St. Pierre for 
the Crown, and Mr Kerr, Q.C., with Mr. 
Carter, Q.C., for the petitioners, i

HOUSE OP COMMONS.
At the opening of the House a number of 

petitions were presented.
On motion of Hon Mr MACKENZIE, 

the management of the House reporting 
was entrusted to the Committee on Print­
ing, until a committee is organized. It 
had been proposed that another Standing 
Committee should bo appointed to revise 
and manage the report, but it was absolute. 
ly necessary that immediate action should 
be taken with regard to the form, printing, 
and other matters connected with the offi­
cia' report. He had been advised that the 
business would be better managed by the 
Standing Committee on Printing, and his 
motion was to that effect.

SIR JOHN MACDJNALD seconded the 
motion. He believed that it would be 
found necessary to have a separate gallery 
for the Hansard reporters, both on account 
of the difficulty of hearing the remarks of 
hon. gentlemen in the present gallery, and 
owing to its being too small to accommo­
date the official reporter^, and those who 
reported for other purposes, A separate 
gallery, over the Bar of the House, should 
be erected for the Hansard reporters, leav­
ing the present one for the accommodation 
of repoiters from the newspapers.

Hon Mr MACKENZIE said that the pro. 
posai to have another gallery over the Bar 
of the House could scarcely be entertained 
as it would seriously disfigure tfie appear­
ance of the Chamber. Personally he had 
no objections to the official reporters oc­
cupying seats on the floor of the House, 
and ho would like to hear aq expression 
of opinion on that suhj ct from hon 
gentlemen opposite. He had ordered 
the Sergeant-at-Arms to arrange such seats 
in the gallery as would be required for the 
official reporters and to place the others at 
the dispos»! of the representatives of the 
leading daily papers.

M r 10UNG fully agreed with the hon 
gentleman that the addition of another 
gallery would certainly not add to the ap­
pearance of the Chamber, though he knew 
that in the present gallery it was excesd 
ing'y difficult for reporters to hear. It was 
also important that there should be more 
room not only for the Hansard reporters 
but for the daily press, as it was altogether 
too crowded under the present arrange­
ments. He was in favor of having a table 
oq the tj-or qf the House for the apeommn 
dation of the Hansard reporters. This was 
the plan followed at Washington and he be­
lieved no practical difficulty arose there 
under that arrangement,

Mr Cauchon, Sir John Macdonald and Mr 
Mills spoke briefly in favor of such an 
arrangement.

Hon Mr MACKENZIE said he would see 
that by Monday provision would be made 
for the Hansard reporters on the floor of the 
House.

Hon Mr GEOFFRIGN presented the re­
port of the Inland Revenue Department

REPLY TO THU SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.
Mr FRECHETTE, Levis, in moving the 

address remarked thaï this was the 
first time he had tho honor of ad­
dressing the House in bis own language. 
He spoke of the ad vantage,it was to french 
members to have this privilege, which was 
apparent fiom the sacred light in which 
they regarded the precious right of giving 
forth their views in their mother tongue, 
the language of men who for years past in 
Canada s history had been unequalled in 
their display of energy and patriotism. He 
had the honour of proposing the address in 
reply to the Speech from the Throne, and 
took the present opportunity to express 
once more, in a most solemn manne*-, the 
great confidence which he felt in the Minis­
try of to day. [Cheeis J Since their ad­
vent to power they had carried out all the 
promises which they had made State­
ments had been made on their coming to 
power that the reforms advocated by them 
would prove disastrous, but this had not 
proved fo be the case. Trusting in the 
justice of their cause, and supported by the 
public of the country, they had advanced 
courageously iu the path of accomplishing 
those great undeitakings which they had 
at heart, and doing away with abuses which 
existed. He was convinced th t to-day 
there was no real friend of order, no man 
who had the prosperity of the country at 
heart, but who would Ije ready to second 
their efforts. He did not propose to speak 
in detail of all the peaceful revolutions 
which this Adminittration had accomplish­
ed Even now our legislation was not al­
together perfect. There were great 
questions which demanded speedy 
solution, but they must wait with 
patience for these reforms. Th® pub­
lic would see with satisfaction the cleitr 
programme of wise and progressive legis­
lation, which was proposed for this session. 
It showed their desire to lender justice to 
all classes and sections, and to avoid any­
thing that was not straight and above 
boaid. He enumerated the principal mea­
sures indicated in the Speech from the 
Throne, the most important of which he 
considered to be that relating to the crea­
tion of the Supreme Court. The need of 
such a tribunal had been felt long before 
Confederation ; as by it would be obviated 
the necessity of appealing to the English 
Privy Council, whose judges, however much 
they might desire to Rot ii.ipartially, could 
not, being strangers to our customs, and 
our laws, give so much satisfaction as a 
Canadian tribunal would afford. The pro­
posed law relating to Copy-right was one 
of great importanoe, as the writings of an 
author ought to be protected as much as 
any other description of propeity. He 
congratulated the administration upon the 
zealous, active and patriotic course they 
had taken iu their public career. Great 
enterprises had been forwarded, and the 
progress qf the coufitry hqd been of a 
steady character, and in proportion to our 
resources. He alluded to the loss of sq 
many of our citizens, who had emigrated 
to the United States, aud urged on the 
House the necessity of taking all possible 
steps to Induce them to return. He 
repudiated the notion that these men bene- 

sfitted by their change of residence, and 
expressed his desire to see all Canadians 
working all together under the one flag 
with a view of developing and benefitting 
their own country [Cheers] He was 
glad that something had been done in the 
North-West to suppress the ruffianism, and 
that the Mounted Police had done such 
good service, Propeily gov rned there 
was no reason why thaf greaf and fertile 
country should not advance fo the highest 
state of civilization. He could notconclude 
without referring to the present state of 
affairs in the North-West. Unfortunately, 
in matters affecting that Territory national 
prejudices had been appealed to, and these 
being stirred up had made the settlement 
of the existing difficulties still harder. He 
was glad to see that cert tin documents were 
to be submitted bearing upon this subject 
and he hoped that tli. se would place tho 
matter in its proper light. He hoped all 
true friends of the country would unite in 
the endeavor to bring about the final paci­
fication of that territory. In conclusion he 
referred in glowing terms to the immen-e 
maritime and other resources which this 
country possessed, and urged all to sink lo- 
cal, provincial and national distinctions, 
and to feel that they were Canadians ; citi­
zens of a great and progressive country.

The recent financial crisis in the United 
States had happily left os comparatively 
unscathed, and he expressed tho hope that 
our present sound position might long con­
tinue. [Loud cheers.]

Mr. MeDOUGALL, Elgin, who was re­
ceived with fond cheeis, said while he rose 
to second the resolution of the hon gentle­
man, he asked for the indulgence of the 
House as he had no previous Parliamentary 
experience. He was glad that the House 
had been called together at this season of 
the year, as gentlemen b longing to the 
various trades and professions were better 
suited than if it had been called together 
at any other time. It would, he believed, 
be very gratifying to the people of this 
country to know that our Mountel Police 
had had the effect of reducing the Norih 
West to a state of order, and it must also be 
gratilying to the gentlemen wha occupied 
the Treasury Benches that the expedition 
had proved successful, (bus showing to the 
world at large that we possess within oin4 
selves the ability to reduce disorder and to 
see that the laws of the country were pro­
perly carried out. [Hear, hear] In con­
nection with this subject, hi wished to say 
that the negotiations of the treaty which 
had been so happily consummated with the 
Créés and Salteaux of the North West was 
an affair which he believed would be re­
garded by all parties with Ihe utmost 
satisfaction. It would enable them to 
throw immigration into that country ; 
to say with perfect accuracy to
those desirous cf going there, that 
there wai a state of peace and order pre­
vailing in that country ; that when they 
went there it would be to meet friends and 
not deadly enemies ; and that they liai a 
good guarantee that in their new home 
their rights and libeiths would be carefully 
respected. [Cheers] It was pleasing to 
know that in their dealings with these 
tribes nothing had been done to inspire a 
feeling of hostility towards those who chose 
to go there. He was gratified to observe 
the promise which had been made that a 

-measure would be brought down for the 
creation of a Supreme Court of Appeal. 
It was a subject which had engaged the 
attention of the House since they had the 
good fo-.tuno to legislate under the present 
system of Government. Laws were a dead 
Liter unless theie wire Courts to give 
effect to them ; and lie thought this Court 
of Appeal was a tribunal deserving to be 
established, and in his huniblo opinion its 
establishment wag of the greatest impor­
tance to lids country. The promotion of 
the order and well-being of the country 
depends iu a very large degree upon our 
judicial system, and under onr con­
stitutional Government it was neces­
sary that we should have some Court 
established by which we would b 
able to know what is law, and able to know 
exactly what are the functions of t iis Legis­
lature, and what were those of the Lo al 
L gUlative bodies. They would thus see 
that the rights of the Constitution were not 
invaded, because, as they knew, the provi­
sions of the Constitutional Act were so 11 
mited that it was very necesstry to estab­
lish a Court to say just how far the Consti­
tution extends, and what were its exact li­
mits. Another matter which, as His Çx. 
cellency had informed them, would engage 
tho attention of tho House, was one sur­
rounded by a great many diffiiulties. 
He referred to the measure regarding 
the Insolvency iqw. In this country
it wag absolutely necessary to
have a bankrupt ]aw of sonie description. 
They had had one in force for a nimber of 
years and though he did 2ot by any means 
say that it was a very objectionable measure, 
he though it was not the most successful 
measure that might have been adopted. 
Tl]e all knew that the matter was one so 
wide in its dimensions and so various in its 
details that it was only by experience that 
any great degree of perfection might ha 
attained. The Insolvency law had accom­
plished a great deal of good, but he thought 
the law as it existed at the present time 
would permit considerable amendment. 
Ho believed that no one would contradict 
him whin he said [hat tip hqnest trader 
who was overtaken by misfortunes' to 
which all men were subject, and who had 
surrendered his effects to his creditors, 
should have an opportunity of commencing 
again, and should not be held liable for in­
debtedness weich ho had previously incur­
red. [Hear, hear ] While he fully be­
lieved that such protection should bo given 
to the honest trader, he did not wish it to 
be understood tha; he was in favour qf as 
sisting by lacy those v. hq were dish'qnest and 
allowingthem to take the ffenefitof the Act. 
He was also of opinion that [he operation 
of the present law was attendee} with much 
more expense fhair was real'y necessary. 
The appointment of the assignees, and other 
details, in connection with the assets of in­
solvents, could, he thought, be managed 
much more cheaply. He could not, howe­
ver, cast any blame upon those w ho tramrd 
the law, as it was impossible for them to 
provide for ail these contingencies, vyas 
only experience of the practical operation 
of such laws that'would enalile them to dig! 
cover these defects, and he thought from the 
experience they fold now obtained, the hon. 
gentlemen who now occupied the Treasury 
benches would be enabled to give the coun­
try such a measure as would meet with 
general approbation. Another topic to 
which he desired to direct their attention, 
was the Canadian Pacific Railway. It was 
a very great enterprise, one which for many 
years might not be successful, though he 
certainly hoped it would, it was a nation­
al enterprise, one calculated to bring to­
gether the two extremes of the Dominion ; 
to increase still more strongly the social 
feeling which, should prevail amongst us ; 
thus making those who dwell on the ex­
treme West, and those who inhabit theRist 
f"e} that ihoir interests were identical 
that they were all portions of one grand 
nationality. (Cheers.) He was glad that 
this grand enterprise was likely to be vig­
orously prosecuted, and he hoped those 
who had it in their charge would receive 
the practical and generous support of the 
House to enable them to carry on the 
great enterprise to completion as rapidly 
as was consistent with the public interest 
apd the resources at our’ disposal. It 
would he the meens of still better opening 
up the North West, which was destined, he 
believed, to be a great country ; a means 
of settling it, and developing its re­
sources ; thus at once increasing the 
wealth of these distant Provinces creating 
business for the railway itself, and promot­
ing the general welfare and prosperity of 
the country. [Loud cheers.] This binding 
fogethpt of tldi; great Confederation by an 
iron hand would not only have the effect of 
bringing us more closely together so far as 
business relations were concerned, but it 
would .also make our friendly relations 
more friendly. It was his wish and desire 
to see this country prosper—to see it be­
come a great country ; and he hoped

which wofild make any portion of 
tbè Dominion to feel that their 
best interests were not to be served by pro­
moting the prosperity and welfare of the 
country at large, and by aiding in the pro­
secution of enterprises calculated to benefit 
the whole Dominion. (Hear, hear.) IJe 
was sure that hon gentleman would agree 
\filh him iffaf no event had occurred in 
many years wlffch had given us such feel 
ings of satisfaction as the visit of His Ex 
cellency to the various portions of the 
country. [Hear, hear.) White they had 
had the opportunity of seeing and hearin»- 
him and paying their respects to him as 
the representative of Her Majesty, they had 
at the same time the phasure of listening 
to his eloquence and observing the evi Jences 
of his great learning and ablity, [Loud 
cheers.]

Mr. McDougall continued speaking on 
the speech at some length and was heartily 
cheered on resuming his seat.

After some unimportaat discussions the 
Hoqse adjourned at 5:a5.

INLAND REVENUE DEPARTMENT.
The following is an epitome of the In 

land Revenue report for tho year ending 
30th June, 1874, which was laid on the 
table this afternoon pm:—

Total revenue for the year $6,589,848 
against $5,431,255 in the previous year • 
being an increase of 214 per cent over thé 
former year. Tffe increase is upon Excise 
$l,lfi3,3§3; upon public works, $35 322- 
cutting timber, $16,146; Bill Stamps’, 
$7,737. The increased Excise revenue is 
upon spirits, $078,224 ; tobacco, $387 714 • 
petroleum, $36,663. The revenue on’malt 
liquor and sundries has decreased $10 676 
The increase is due to the additional’rate 
of excise imposed last session upon 
spirits and tobacco, which was only in 
operation two and a half months of the 
year, and to the withdrawal of excisable 
goods from bond in the first part of April in 
anticipation ot the then existing tariff. To 
the first cause may be attributed about 
$104,000 of the inereaie. The exteut to 
which the second caijsa operated may be 
app)-o?imqtely estimated from a comparison 
of qn inities of several articles consumed 
during a series of years. The result of the 
estimates justifies the con lusion that from 
all sources the revenue of the fiscal year 
1873-4 was enhanced to the extent of $526,é 
611 by duties collected on goods that will 
be consumed during the current 
year, and on which the duties that 
would have been collected had 
their entry for consumption been postponed 
until they were required under the normal 
conditions of trade, would have amounted 
to $680,406 ; by which amount the revenue 
of the year now current may be said to 
have been anticipated.

Nearly three million pounds less of malt 
was exported than in iho previous year 
There were 289,002 gallons less of beer aid 
porter made than the previous year. The 
use of “Gluecose,” for tho production of 
malt liquors, is largely on the increase j it

preparation of c rn s'arch, converted j 
into sugar by the addition of sulphuric j 
acid.

There were 2 229,985 pounds mo e t >har- 
co prodnaed than the previous year This 
large increase is partly owing to the same 
cause as Ihe increase ripen i xclse r. venue. 
The loss to the revenue of the currint year 
on tobacco, from anticipation of the in­
crease, is $226,931. The increase has had 
a perceptible iff ct in stimulating homo 
manufacture of tobacco. The consump­
tion of home-made cigars has increased 
over 200 per cent, of that of 1869.

The petroleum statement shows lhat the 
juant ty refined in 1873-4 was leas ffiy 
7,849,805 gallons than was rtfined in the 
previous year, while the quantity exprrted 
was less by 8,521,739 gallons These 
figuras show a serious decline in this 
branch of industry, resulting probably from 
over production iu previous year*', both in 
Canada and the Untied States.

The revenue derived from duties levied 
on goods manufactured in bond, shows a 
steadj- increase Irom year to year.

From the figures, it appears that while 
tolls from thejVVelfond Canal inoreas d dur­
ing the fiscal y ar nearly 17 percent over 
the previous year, tolls collected on the St. 
Lawrence canals remained nearly sta'ioca' v, 
and that the aggregate collections on the 
Ottawa, Rideau and du mbly Canals have 
very materially declined. This is due to 
the depression in the sawn lumber trade be 
tween the United States by way of Lake 
Champlain and the Ottawa Valley. The 
revenue of the Wrlland Canal waa, during 
the year, $302,891.

The inspection law for Weights and 
Measures, aud Gas, will go into effect on 
July 1st.

During the year 115 candidates either in 
the service or desirous of entering it, were 
examined for admission into the Inland Re­
venue Department; of those 15 obtained 
first class certificates ; 46 obtained second 
class certificates ; 36 obtained third class 
certificates, aud 18 failed to obtain any 
place.

QUEBEC LEGISLATURE.
(Specially Reported and Telegraphed to 

the Montreal Herald.)

Quebec. Feb -5.
THE SPEAKER took the chair at 2:30.
Mr ALEXANDER presented a petition 

from the Protestant clergy and laity of the 
city ot Quebec, for the establishment of a 
Protestant Lunatic Asylum, in conjunction 
with that of Dr. Wakeham, at Belmont Re­
treat.

Mr HEARN presented a petition from a 
number of the influential members of St 
Patrick’s Church, Quebec, against the expro­
priation of the property of said church.

Hon Mr CHURCH presented the ninth 
report of the Tanneries Committee, stating 
that they had duly summoned C A Danser- 
eau to appear before the Committ on the 
2nd day of February, but the said Danser- 
eau had not yet appeared. He stated that 
Dmsereau’s evidence was notyotcompl tad, 
and the witness had not yet signed thé 
evidence already given by him.

Mr LYNCH introduced a bill intituled 
‘‘ An act to authorize Joseph D Moleon and 
William Hastings Kerr, en qualité, to sell 
eertaiu immovable property, affected with a 
substitution”

Hon Mr CHURCH introduced a bill to 
divide the city of Montreal into three reg- 
islration divisions. He added that the 
work of the present registration office had 
b, come so ernormous that it was no longer 
competent to conduct it all.

Mr. DORION introduced a bill to amend 
the Municipal Code respecting winter roads 
and rivers.

Hon Mr CHURCH movmd concurrence in 
the ninth report of theTannerhs Investi­
gation Committee. He also presented the 
evidence of Mr Dansereau already taken, 
and seid that Mr Dansereau had refused to 
answer certain questions until after he had 
soneultel his fiiends in Montreal about it ; 
and after having had such consultation he 
had written to the Committee, saying that 
he declined to answer.

Mr CHAPLEAU said that Mr Dansereau 
had already appeared and answered foui 
out of the five questions which he had re­
fused to answer in Montreal. He had also 
answered a great many other questions, and 
had signed his deposition. He thought the 
committee had no right to recall Dansereau 
under the chcumstances.

Hon Mr CHURCH said it was true Dan- 
serean had signed his déposition but it was 
irregularly done, inasmuch as it was not 
acknowledged by Mr Church nor any other 
member of the committee. To alt int nts 
and purposes his evidence in its presimt 
shape was merely null. The fifth question 
relating to the $17,000 was put to witness 
and he refused to an aver it. He repudiated 
Mr. Cdapleau’s assumption that the com­
mittee bad no right to interiogat) Dan­
sereau beyond the scope of the original five 
questions. He laid before the House a 
letter from Mr Dansereau. asking to be dis­
pensed from answering furlliet question 
regarding, the sum of $17,000.

HoU Mr TRUDEL supported the position 
of the lion Chairman of the Committee x> 
the effect that Mr Danseroau’s testimory 
was not yet completed npr properly leeog- 
nized before a member of ppmmjttee.

Mr JOfjY confirmed the statement of 
hon Mr Church and rebuked Mr Chap lean 
for raising frivolous objections in 
a matter of such grave impor'auce. 
Mr Chapleau simply endeavouring to 
thwart the fforts < f the Committee and the 
House to ascertain the truth of the matter 
under investigation. It was chiefly at his 
[Chaplcau’sj solicitations that the Commit- 
ice li id permitted BmaerefRf to return to 
Montreal to consult his figur.B. Thefe ap­
peared to ba a conspiracy on (the part of 
certain hon. gentlemen to defeat the object 
with which the Committee hid been charg­
ed by the Hons,'.

Hon. Mr. OUIMET defended the recalci­
trant witnesses in appealing to the Courts 
for p rsoual protection against the high­
handed proceedings of the Committee. He 
defended farnoctly his own course during 
the course of the investigation, and declared 
that lie had car.fully abstained from any 
aciion which might tend to put difficulties 
in the way of the Ccmmiltto. Three-fourths 
of the frets already elicited by thp Commit­
tee were such as ought not to have beeu r - 
ceived nor enquired into.

Mr. CHAPLEAU followed at length in an 
argument that the action of the Committee 
and the House iu ordering the arrest of the 
obs’inate witimsse* was unconstitutional, 
and opposed to English parliamentary prac­
tice iu aoulogou» cares.

The repoit was adopted.
Hon. Air. CHURCH then moved that the 

Speaker issue bis warrant for the arrest of 
Air. Dansereau.

The House rose at 5.46, ill order to give 
Mr. Chapleau time to prepare au .imaud- 
uient.

& Gosford RR., now to be taken iu as the 
Quebec and Lake St. John RR. Co.

To incorporate the Atlantic Assurance of 
Montreal.

To incorporate the Windsor Hotel .60, of

On resumption of the debate on Mr. 
Church’s motion,

Hon Mr CHAPl-EAU moved the follow» 
ing amendment:—Tint the Clerk of fhe 
Committee, appointe t to enquire into all 
the facts relating to the exchange of Govt rn- 
mept property at the Tanneries, bo required 
to pro,duc;: In for the House the notes of the 
evidence ,of Clempnf Arthur Dansereau, in

Ihe North Shore Railways of the SiL'w- 
rence and Ottawa Rivers to the Pacific 
Railway.

The Hon TREASURER proceeded to ex­
plain tho bearing of the resolutions which 
wasaisodone in French bv HonMr Maihiot 

Hon Mr LAFRA.MBOISE asked why no­
thing had been given to the Missisquoi and 
Black River Valley Railroad.

The Hon TREASURER said there was 
no continuous part giaded to the extent 
10 miles or more, though thae were 
several sections graded oi five or six miles 
evch.

Air LYNCH said the company might have 
graded fifteen miles with no more expense 
than the 10-or 12 miles already giaded 
in section. He thought an injus­
tice had been done to the Rail­
way inasmuch as all the conditions 
f»r obtaining the grant had been fulfilled. 
It was not true that the Act required that 
there should he 10 miles of continuous road 
to obtain the grant. He charged the G .v- 
ment with partiality and a flagrant in- 
just'ce in withholding aid fiom this road 
and granting aid to others, 6n which even 
less work cf a substantial character had 
bien done.

Hon Mr IRVINE said he was gratified to 
find that the Government had been able to 
adopt such a liberal policy iu aid of rail­
ways. He supposed it was inevitable that 
dissatisfaction should exist on the part of 
the friends of some roads who had not re­
ceived all the aid they expected, but on the 
whole the country had reason to be attis- 
fied. He must sa;, however, that the Gov­
ernment had entirely ignored tho distinct 
promises made at the opening of the session 
to carry out the policy of the preceding Go­
vernment. 'Still he deprecated any attempt 
on the part of dissatisfied members to 
coerce the Government into modifying 
their policy in regard to certain roads.

Hon. Mr. ANGERS defended at length 
the policy of tin, Government, as exposed 
in the resolutions just submitted.

Mr. BELLINGHAM sitid the Govern­
ment proposed to make In the aggregate 
grants of $G,000,000 at a time when the or­
dinary receipts end expenditure were about 
equal. What did they propose to do with 
respect to the great public works looming 
up in the distance, such as the proposed 
connection with the Pacific Railway, public 
buildings, &c. He proceeded to criticise 
several of the grants as proposed in the re­
solutions.

Mr. JOLY said he could not join in the 
compliments paid the Gov, lament on their 
railway policy. The grant made to the 
Baie dis Chaleurs was veiy much 
greater than it ought to be, and was 
in fact an enormous error ou the part of 
the Government. Other roads ot much 
greiter general utility, particularly the 
Levis and Kennebec Real, were put off 
with insufficient grants. It was evident 
from a careful examination of their resolu­
tions, that the Government had paid 
much more regard to politic il exigencies, 
with tfie view of securing the support of 
the interested members than to the general 
interest of the Province. He moved in 
amendment that the Speaker do now leave 
the chair ; and that it be resolved that this 
House, while willing to aid as much as 
possible consistent with the resources of 
the Province, the construction of railways 
in this Province is convinced the policy of 
the Government, as announced in those 
resolutions, is uujiift, and does not pro- 
bffse results in proportion to the sacrifice 
imposed upon thp Province.

Hon Mr FORTIN defended the proposed 
Giant to the Bay des Chaleurs Railway.

Mr DAVID rogrett d the amendment had 
bom made. He should vote against it. In 
these r, soluiions Montreal was well treated, 
anf fee highly approved the proposed grant 
to the Northern Colonization Railway.

Mr ALEXANDER said he could not let 
this dlscusti 'b close without expressing his 
opinion cji the sifhjspt. It ma} he supposed 
that ho was not very much qualified to 
grapple with the subject, but since the dis­
cussion began he had formed an opinion 
tint the policy of the Government had been 
altogether wrong. They had been under­
taking too much, ant what is the result? 
Why, exciting differ,-nt constituencies 
tlv.oughoiit the countiy interested in rail­
ways to have pledges from their representa­
tives sent to the Hou e to obtain ‘for their 
favourite schemes the highest subsidy they 
Can we easily see the effect of this action. 
apt only on themselves shquld they fait, 
but also the worrying effect on the Govern­
ment. In my judgment, the hpff®r P,,a,n 
would have been, and will be stiff, tq com 
fine such subaidi s to a few grand trunk 
lines, such as will develope the business of 
the country, both East and Wtst. Let 
suph 'ijain Dues be finished, and let them 
he few at a time, \Vhcn finished, then 
take on baud such others as the lesources f>f 
the Province can bear. He saw by the 
statement ot the Honorable Tieasurer that 
there will ha an expenditure of nearly 
$(),005,090 for this purpose of aiding rail­
ways, Re feared (he Treasury was in a 
fair way of bein; deplenished in a few 
years, going on at the same ratio as that 
now stated, as the expenditure of this year.

A motion was then made to adjourn, 
when several members of the Government 
pressed for a division on the amendment.

Mi JOLY said he hoped the Government 
would not attempt to choke or stiffs discus­
sion on this important matter. They had 
waited two moulhs before bringing down 
their policy, and now they wanted to force 
it through th,c House In as many hours, be­
fore the members of (;he House had jdipe 
properly to consider the resolutions.

Hon Mr CHURCH said that personally he 
would be willing to adjourn the debate, hut 
iu the interest of the House and country 
this question ot want of confiience should 
be decided as soou ai possible.

Motion of adjournment was then put and 
lost by 84 to 2?.

ibis vote took place at about 12:45. The 
Government then pressed for a division on 
the amendmentjind the Opposition, inorder 
to delay a division until Monday, spoke 
Ugainet time through the mouths of Messrs 
Langelierand M*rcl}an<j, until fhiée o’clock, 
when our report closed^

RAILWAY RgSOpCTIONS.
Mr. ROBERTSON then brought flown 

the railway resolutions, which are as fol­
lows

Æssofied—.1st. That it is expedi- nt in the 
interest, and for the greater benefit ot the 
inhabitants of the Province of Quebec, to 
authorize the Lt.-Governor in Council to 
grant an additional subsidy of $1,500 per 
mile to each of the following Railway 
Companies : Tho Quebec and Lake hf. 
John Rail way, not exceeding a length of 
150 miles. The St. Francis and Mtg intic 
International Railway, not exceeding a 
Ifipgth of do mih’S, The Baie des Chaleurs 
Railway, not eçoeefflng JgO miles. The 
Levis and Kennebec lopilfyay, np(. exceed­
ing 85 miles The SherBroofce Eastern 
Townships and Kennebec Bailway, not ex 
ceilin g 100 miles. Philipsburg, Farjaham 
and Yamaska Railway, not exceeding 100 
miles. The Mop'real N rthern Colonizv 
tionRailwiy, for the hraqci, liqe of St. 
Jinm”, not exceeding 15 miles.

4th, That the railway companies a Inch 
have fee rigjit under the Quebec Railway 
Aid Act of 18?4, tfl a subsidy only after 
having made and completed tgenty-nie 
miles of road continuous and non-inteyrup- 
ted shall have the right to that subsidy tor 
each tcu miles of road thus made and com­
pleted

5th. That any provision fe fee contrary 
notwithstanding, any company which lias a 
right fo a subsidy uuder the present yesolu- 
Iion», or of the Quebec Railway Aid Act of 
1874 shall have the fight fo receive on ac­
count ot the subsidy thus granted, a sum ot 
$75 per mile to assist that company to lo­
cate fes road, hut only after that the 'suiveys 
plans Bird profiles of such road have been 
deposited in tho Depijitjuent of Agriculture 
and P- blic Woiks.

fftb. That whereas it is of the greatest 
importance for this Province to have the 
junction of fee pacific) Railway with the 
Norlli Shore Railways of the St Lawrence

The Chairman, in rel'erting to the prepar­
ations for spring work, stated that in both 
the plant and machinery departments ac­
tive operations had commenced preparatory 
to commencing work in the spring. 
The new side wheel steamer and tugs con­
tracted for were being carefully watched 
and it is hoped will not be behind contract 
time. It would be necessary, in all pro­
bability, to purchase two or more additional 
tugs from some now under offer. A satis­
factory reduction in wages has been accom­
plished at Sorel, and the lusiness of engag- 
irg captains end crews for the fleet has 
been commenced. Several applications 
have been received for the oftice of Chief 
Engineer, and that matter will shortly come 
up for dtcision. The ice survey at Centre 
Cour is well advanced. A deputation from 
the Quebec Harbour Commission and the 
Hoard respecting the proposed Graving 
Hook had met ami an agreement was come to 
as to the Chairmanship of the Dock Board 
which wtu consist of three members from 
each Trust, the Chairmanship to be alter 
native between the two Boards, and the 
first decided by lot. He expressed a hope 
that no further delay would occur in pro­
ceeding with the details of this important 
enterprise. The new by-laws, carefully 
prepared under the advice of counsel, had 
been formally adopted, and sent to Ottawa 
for approval by the Governor In Council. 
He stated that the usual annual reports 
w ere upon the table for inspection ; also 
the returns of revenue, which show very 
satisfactory results, inasmuch as the increase 
this year has been $32,000, the figures be­
ing $280,000 in 1874 against $248,000 I* 
1873.

After a brief discussion the meeting ad­
journed.

THE HARBOUR MASTER’S REPORT 

states that the river was frozen over last 
year opposite the city on the 17th of Janu­
ary, roads were made on the 19th and 20th, 
and teams first crossed on the 21st. The 
river reached its low-est point, gradually re­
ceding from the dates mentioned, on the 1st 
of May, 25 feet five inches, on the lock 
side of the canal, or four feet five inches 
above the summer level ; it afterwards rose, 
guaging on the 9th of May seven feet six 
Inches above the summer level, and, fall­
ing- gradually, reached its lowest point on 
the 1st November, 16 1-6 feet on the lock 
sill, 10 inches below the summer level, or 
19 1-6 feet in the ship channel, thus contin­
uing with slight deviation until the close of 
navigation. After referring to the pros­
perity of the port, he states that each one 
of the three steamship lines running to the 
Gulf Ports expect to be accommodated 
witli a special berth in the [harbour, with a 
shed upon the wharf for their special use. 
As the inward cargoes of their steamers are 
coals, and are discharged in different parts 
of the harbour, sometimes at Hochelaga 
and sometimes at Windmill Point (to ac­
commodate purchasers) it is thought un­
reasonable for them to expect a special 
berth in the centre and most valuable part 
of the harbour which they cannot possibly 
occupy half the time, and as they are sel­
dom engaged over 24 hours in receiving 
their outward cargoes, it is contended that 
all should be done where they receive their 
Inward cargoes, or run their chance like 
other vessels. The South American lum­
ber trade has not been so extensive 
as in some previous years, but no doubt 
is entertained that it will increase 
and as it requires spacious top wharfage as 
the lumber has to he piled and dried before 
it is in a fit state to ship, further extension 
of wharves at Hochelaga will be required 
to meet the increasing demands, so as to 
relieve the upper part of the harbor as much 
as possible, for the accommodation of gen­
eral cargo vessels. Further accommodation 
is required for the large steamers from 
Europe, which is yearly increasing. The 
dredging of the basin is recommended along 
the militpry wharf to the depth of 22 or 24 
fset. The latter requires considerable re­
pairs. New cribs could be sunk alongside the 
old ones, and the wharf completed, at a 
moderate cost which would give 1,400 feet 
additional wharfage in a direct line and 
afford excellent accommodation for tire 
largest class of vessels. The Island Wharf 
stands much in need of thorough repair, 
and as in wet weather mud and filth accu­
mulates upon it, if paved with stone it 
could be kept clean, and in the end be 
cheaper than planking or macadam. The 
wharf on the inside of King’s Basin and the 
Wellington Pier are in a very delapidated 
state, and stand iu need of a thorough re­
pair. Dredging has been successfully con­
ducted around the Victoria Pier and Met­
calfe Basin. Elgin Bssin will require to be 
cleaned out every year as it is constantly 
being filled up by deposits from the city 
sawer. The lower side of Windmill Point 
Wharf will require dredging early in the 
spring. 50 feet from this wharf there is 
but 14 feet water ; it can therefore only be 
used for vessels of light draft.

In conclusion attention is called to the 
increased efficiency of the pilots, and to the 
small number of the Water Police, which 
is altogether inadequate for the proper pro­
tection of the harbour.

THE CHAIN TUG ENGINEERS REPORT
shows that 145 vessels, comprising a total 
tonnage of 86,407 tons, have been assisted 
through the current during the past year, 
as follows •—Steamship'’, 51, being an 
increase of 34 over the previous year ; ships, 
25 ; barques, 49 ; brigs, 12 ; schooners, 4. 
Total number of sailing vessels, 90, an in­
crease of 35 over last year; Lake propel­
lers, 2 ; wrecks, 1 ; dredges, 1. Total num­
ber of vessels towed since commencing on 
1st July, 145, an increase of 73 over that of 
1874. Had the tug been ready for action 
at the opening of navigation, the number 
would have been considerably augmented. 
Comparing the rates now charged for the 
rise of the chain tug and those charged by 
private companies previous to its advent, 
it is contended that a saving has been ef­
fected to the trade during the past year of 
$14,500, or from $100 to $120 per tow. 
Eleven trips were made to assist vessels 
when the services of the tug were not re­
quired.

The total expense of the tug per day 
amount to $13,25, The engineer states 
that the addition of the rudder has proved 
thoroughly efficient, and recommends the 
addition of an extra 1,000 feet of chain; 
also a steam windlass, in order that the tow 
rope may be hauled in at any time,thus pre­
venting the necessity of running up to the 
mooring post in order to get the rope clear 
of the current. With some other trifling 
additions, the tug would be rendered tho­
roughly efficient, but to he kept so she will 
have to be thoroughly fitted out each sea­
son.

THE HARBOUR ENGINEER
reports the re-building of some 
200 feet of the old Military Wharf, 
which had given way from the 
foundation during the winter. The latter 
now lies in 35 feet depth of water, instead 
of 10 as heretofore. Attention is called to 
the difficulty experienced in securing 
broken stone last winter, owing to the con­
tracts being awarded to incompetent men. 
A contract was given a short time ago for 
200 toises of banc rouge,” at $15.40 per 
trise. A large portion of tbe $9,000 paid 
for wages, was for the carting away of the 
scrapings and accumulation of rubbish on 
the wharf, frequently a distance of two 
miles. To obviate this difficulty the use 
of a large scow is recommended, construct­
ed with “ wells,” similar to our drainage 
scows, and moored in some central portion 
of the Harbour, easy of access. When the 
scow have been filled, they could be towed 
out into the current, and there dumped. He 
objects to the erection of public urinals, &c. 
on the wharf, and considers that they 
should be placed on Commissioner street 
so that advantage might be taken of thé 
city sewers. Joint action should be taken

u this respect by the Commissioners and 
the Corporation. The total cost of repairs 
n the Harbour, during the year, amounted 

to $11,426, of which $9,000 was for carters, 
carpenters and labourers, and the remainder 
for materia). $3,806.66 has been expended
on the Windmill Point Wharves, $2,064.06 
being for material. He directs attention to 
the fact that the Ladies of the Nunno y at 
it Longue Point, and the Richelieu Com­
pany, at Boucherville, have constructed 
wharves on the public beach, without per­
mission from tire Commissioners, and states 
that the Sounding Survey on tbe ice will he 
completed in few days, when a decision will 

arrived at as to the future position of the 
channel - at Lavaltrie. A considerable 
amount of damage, occasioned to the Vic­
toria Pier by the slipping out of the crib­
bing, caused by the strong current, has 
been repaired by levelling the old work as 
it sunk, and raising it to the proper level 
bp new material, at a total cost of $2959, 
of;which $1249 was for wages, and $l7l9 
for material.

The contract awarded to Messrs. Bowie 
last spring, for the construction of a wharf 
at the upper end of the Richelieu Pier, to 
protect the vessels of that Company, has 
been cancelled, on the contractors failing 
to complete the contract, owing to the diffi­
culties with which they had to contend. 
The lower end of the Hochelaga wharf has 
been dredged to a uniform depth with the 
others.

THE WHARVES.
This year Messrs. Bowie, Bros, have 

completed the sinking of the whole of the 
crib work of Commissioners wharf—1,124 
feet in length, forming a connection with 
Monarque street wharf, forming two basins 
of about 300 feet in length, sunk in 24 feet 
depth of water—a portion of which was this 
summer occupied by sea-going vessels— 
about 500 feet ot which has been completed 
up to proper levels, and planked, leaving 
only about 600 feet ot the top superstruc­
ture to be completed. The total amount 
of work done by Messrs. Bowie, on this 
contract, since its commencement, is $28,- 
020, being $14,780.24 for this year. He 
directs attention to the narrowness of the 
wharf opposite Molson Terrace, being not 
more than 100 feet, scarcely sufficient for 
the railway tracks and the ordinary traffic, 
and recommends the advisability of at once 
making some arrangement with the Corpo­
ration for the lowering of the grade of 
Water Street in the vicinity of the Quebec 
Gate Barracks, and running the same grade 
or level as far as Voltigeur Street, thus 
adding to its width 30 feet. Also, the 
necessity of extending Water Street though 
the Holton property as far as Monique, and 
obviating the necessity, as at present, of 
going up to St. Mary street. This would 
afford an uninterrupted river frontage all 
along the harbour. The prompt attention 
of tire Commissioners is called to the 
matter.

HOCHELAGA WHARF.
under contract for the last two seasons to 
Messrs. McNamee, Gaherty & Frechette, 
was completed in 1873, to the extent of 971 
feet of crib work, up to the upper levels, 
for which they received $32,986. During 
the summer of 1874, they have sunk 
further 1,100 feet, but built only to the 
level of within 4 feet of the top levels, 
leaving still about 232 feet to sink, and 
complete the whole distance of 2,200 feet. 
The crib work has been well protected 
against the pressure of ice. Operations 
were considerably delayed last summer 
owing to the contractor failing to supply 
the fitting material in good time.

LONGUEUIL FERRY WHARF.
The whole of the crib work is now sunk 

and it is proposed to continue this breet 
wharf in 10 feet depth of water.

HARBOUR DREDGING 
has been prosecuted as usual during the 
season.
