77 children were rescued from their w
edness, and placed in homes according to

It is the preferential clause of the pres-
ent tariff which bears so hard on the
Canadian woollen manufacturer. ‘It enables
the Yorkshire manufacturer to dump his
wares into Canada whenever it pleases
him and the Canadian is quite unable to
successfully compete. It bears pretty heav-
ily now, but wait until a lull comes in the
woollen manufacturing trade of England.
Then you will see tbe Yorkshire mills dump
their surplus manuiactures into Canada in
such a volume as to be disastrous .in the
extreme. 1 believe in manufacturing tor
one’s own country first as is done in the
United States. «wher¢’ the woollen manufac
tures are so admirably protected. .

“I am not personally against giving fa-
vours to Great Britain. We have the pro-
tection of the British army and navy and
have every right to contribute our share.
Let it be, however, a pergonal tax It :s
hardly fair that the woollen and cotton man-
ufacturing industries should have to prac:
