No more bottles
of beer on the wall

A St-Anicet dépanneur owner who jum-
ped the gun while waiting for his liquor
permit to arrive saw police sieze 7,000 bot-
tles of beer and 300 bottles of wine in a
raid last Friday evening.

A dozen police officers from the Haut-
St-Laurent SQ detachment, the regional SQ
squad specializing in illegal liquor, and the
RCMP converged on the Route 132 store
Friday evening following an anonymous
tip-off.

Armed with a warrant, the police ente-
red the store and seized cases of beer of
various brands and sizes, plus the wine,
with a total value estimated at $10,000.

An SQ spokesman said that the owner of
the store had applied to Quebec's Régie
des permis d’ alcool for a beer and wine
permit at the beginning of July, but the
authorization had not vet arrived

The evening before the raid, a police-
woman followed up on an anonymous tip
by visiting the dépanneur and buying a
case of beer, confirming that illegal sales
were taking place and allowing police to
plan their tactics for the next day.

No arrests were made, but police expect
charges will be laid shortly in connection
with the incident. The law stipulates a fine
of up to $1,200 for this type of offense

Historic Valleyfield church has closed after 147 years

June 27, 2001, marked a bittersweet oc-
casion for two Vallevfield Protestant deno-
minations, as local Presbyterian and United
Church adherents saw their shared church
hold its final service.

The Valleyfield Presbyterian/United
Church closed its doors when the contract
of ailing minister Rev. Ruth Ballinger expi-
red at the end of June. Her illness, which
began in February, plus the aging and
dwindling congregation and the need for
building repairs and maintenance prompt-
ed the decision to close the church. Rev
Ballinger had been minister for the two
groups since November 1999,

The closing service, on the evening of
June 27, saw Interim Moderator Rev. Ron
Benty of Ile Perrot Presbyterian Church,
assisted by lay preacher Bob Jensen, lead a
jovous celebration marking a sad event

Rev. John Matheson of the United
Church, who has also conducted services
at the church, uplifted the service with his
music. Regular organist France Larocque
was assisted by soloist Roberta Templeton
and a choir made up of community mem
bers,

Dr. James Vanstone, chair of the United
Church Montreal Presbytery, also attended.

Long history

English-speaking people first settled in
Catherinestown (later renamed Salaberny
de-Valleyfield) in 1836, and the first record-
ed worship and baptism was in 1843. The
town grew with the building of the old
Beauharnois Canal, and a minister was
occasionally “rowed over” from Coteau to

In 1854, the congregation — embracing
all Protestants of the community, Presbyte-
rian, Methodist, Anglican and Baptist —
purchased a tool-shed from the Buntin Pa-
per Mills for $40, to serve as a schoolhouse
as well as a church.

Six years later, in 1859, the Valleyfield
Charge was linked with the St-Louis-de-
Gonzague congregation as a unit of the
Presbyterian Church of Canada, with 17
members in full communion and 10 affilia-
te members. (In 1873, the Methodists esta-
blished their own congregation and in
1884 a number of Episcopalian families or-
ganized their own Anglican parish.)

In 1860, the first Presbyterian Church
was built at a cost of $600 on the site of the
present Protestant cemetery. The ministry
was shared with the congregation at St-
Louis until 1876

On October 7, 1881, the cornerstone was
laid for a new church at the corner of Duf-
ferin and Grande-lIle Sts., on a lot purcha-
sed from the Montreal Cottons Co. The
church, which cost $9,000, was completed
in 1882

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LOCAL “MAFIA BOYS?"

As we go to press on Tuesday, computer
owners are being warmed about the Code
Red “worm”, the latest Internet invader.

But here in the Valley, it seems one of our
own Internet service companies has suffered
harassment and loss of revenues, resulting in
three arrests late last week.

The St-Timothée-based service provider
was actually shut down for four days recent-
ly and the company is still trying to clean out
its systems. The suspects, who will appear
in Valleyfield court in late October in con-
nection with the problems (which the com-
pany says cost them $100,000 in lost rev-
cnues and  repairs) are  local two
Valleyfield 20-year-olds and an unidentified
minor.

This is unusual in an electronic world
where viruses and other problems zip and

zap around the world at the flick of a mouse.

Another unusual thing, for some sub-
scribers at least, is that we didn't even notice
the shut-down. Routine checks of our E-mail
certainly did fail to connect to the server
rather more often than normal in recent
weeks, but phone lines are notoriously
quirky in our area, and during the holiday
break, waiting a day or two didn't make
much difference.

Of course, the fact that some of us still lead
hybrid lives — Internet service in the home
office and a rotary-dial phone in the kitchen
— means we're used to inconsistencies. The
good news last week was that at least we
won't get hooked for touch-tone service
costs when the conversion is complete.

In 1891, a house at the corner of Gault
St. was bought for $3,000 to be use as a
Manse. A French mission was established
in 1898, and nine families united with the
church.

In 1904, the church celebrated its 50th
anniversary, and three years later a pipe
organ was installed, a gift from Valleyfield
mayor J.A. Robb, who later became a
Minister of Finance in the Dominion
Government.

In 1909, a hall costing $14,000 was built
to serve the needs of a Sunday School and
other church groups, and in 1919, the
Methodists, who had separated in 1873,
united with the Presbyterians. In 1925, a
general vote approved the union of the
Presbyterian, Methodist and Congregatio-
nal Churches in Canada. The Valleyfield
Presbyterians approved the union by
majority vote and the Valleyfield United
Church was created, with all assets becom-
ing the property of the new congregation.

Those Presbyterians not in favor of the
union moved to the vacant Methodist
Church (which had been used as a movie
theater) to form their own congregation,
renting the building from Montreal Cottons
(later Dominion Textiles).

A new United Church Manse was built
in 1949, and in 1954, the flourishing con-
gregation celebrated its 100th anniversary
with a series of special services and other
events.

In the early 1960s, the Presbyterians
bought their building from Dominion Tex-
tiles and in 1970, this group joined with St.
Edward’s Presbyterian Church in Beauhar-
nois under a joint ministry.

Decline sets in

During the “Quiet revolution” of the
1970s, both churches faced dwindling at-
tendance and under-used buildings. A
committee was set up to study the possi-
bility of a joint pastoral charge. Thanks to
the good will of many dedicated individ-
uals, their deliberations led to the union of
the Valleyfield Presbyterian and United
congregations, sharing a ministry with St.
Edward’s. After approval by both Presbyte-
ries, the joint ministry began on July 1,
1981.

For the first few years, worship alternat-
ed between the United and Presbyterian
Churches. In 1985, the United Church buil-
ding was sold to the French-speaking Pen-
tecostal Church, and soon after this, all ser-
vices began to be held in the Presbyterian
building, which became known as the
Valleyfield Presbyterian/United Church.

The interest on the proceeds of the sale
of the United Church building helped meet
financial obligations for several years, but
the aging congregation has steadily decli-
ned in numbers, and in 2001, the few
remaining adherents decided the time had
come to close the church, with the final
worship service held on June 27.

La Réserve nationale de faune du lac
Saint-Fran¢ois de Dundee s'est pratique-
ment refait une beauté durant les deux der-
niers mois, grice aux efforts concertés
d’une vingtaine de jeunes dgés de seize a
25 ans inscrits au programme estival Chan-
tier-Jeunesse.
