Having cause, the police promptly ar-
rested the suspect and charged him
with impeding the work of a police of-
ficer, assaulting a police officer, and
breaking probation.

While he spent the night in jail, even-
tually given his conditional release the
following day, his girlfriend was re-
leased once she had sobered up, just a
few hours after her arrest.

“I'made the joyous discovery that ten
minutes of genuine belly laughter had
an anesthetic effect and would give me
at least two hours of pain-free sleep,” he
reported. “When the pain-killing effect
of the laughter wore off, we would
switch on the motion picture projector
again and not infrequently, it would lead
to another pain-free interval.”

Nerenberg, a Townships resident,
journalist and laughologist, has been
studying and disseminating laughter for
years. And his latest project is sure to
provide the healthy benefits such as
those gained by listening to Doug
Collins, the man with the world’s most
contagious laugh, also featured in
“Laughology.”

1e City of Sherbrooke will contest

I the legality of the strike announced

by its blue-collar workers last week,

as the ongoing labour dispute regarding

the union's expired collective agree-
ment continues.

On Wednesday, the union submitted
arequest to the Quebec Labour Ministry
and the province's essential services
council asking to launch a general un-
limited strike on July 31. The city is op-
posed to the list of services deemed
essential that have been submitted by
the blue-collars and plans to present its
arguments to the aforementioned coun-
cil this week.

The situation echoes what occurred
earlier this month when the blue-collars
submitted their previous strike threat.

Set for a strike on July 10, the two
sides met in Montreal a few days before,
presenting arguments to the essential
services council. The city disagreed with
the blue-collars’ strike terms regarding
their management of the public outdoor
pools.

The city argued that the pools should
be maintained throughout the duration
of a work stoppage, even if they are
closed, as a safety measure in case they
needed to be opened quickly during an
extreme heat wave. The union argued
that pools do not constitute an essential
service.

The council sided with the union, say-
ing that during an extreme heat wave,
there are other options available to the
population to stay cool. In the end, the

entire process proved unneces-
sary, as the blue-collars pulled
their strike threat to continue ne-
gotiations with the city.

This time, says the union,
there will be no last minute pull- §
back. The strike will be launched. ||

Municipality-run pools (indoor |8
and outdoor), parks, arenas, and §
the eco-centre (which handles the
processing of the city's recycling
and compost) will be shut down
for the duration of the strike.
While the garbage pickup will be
maintained, construction pro-
jects, other than those being exe-
cuted by subcontractors, will be
stopped. Road repairs will only
take place if the damage is |8
deemed to be a threat to the pub-
lic safety.
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The city’s sports leagues are in
the process of figuring out how
they will deal with the strike.
Sherbrooke’s soccer and hockey
associations are looking into cre-
ating priority lists and finding al-
ternate arrangements for fields and/or
arenas located outside the municipality.

Elsewhere, organizers of the Festival
des traditions du monde, held every
summer in Quintal Park in Fleurimont,
are worried about the impact a blue-col-
lar strike will have on their event. The
blue-collars have agreed to do a large
cleanup at the end of the festival, but
regular paintenance and waste man-
agement during the event will be up to
the organizers.

loads of pumpkins heading

south to markets in the USA,

ery pumpkin carefully tended
and raised on hundreds of acres
near this producer’s home. Now
try to picture, as the glowing
yellow of truckloads of pump-
kins fades out of sight, thou-
sands of balsam and Fraser
evergreens, carefully trimmed,
packed in damp mulch,
wrapped in white netting de-
signed to flex enough to protect
the shape and integrity of the
branches, as these truckloads
travel off to fill orders from
across the province and the USA
too.

But these days, there’s no
sign of these productions im-
mediately apparent at the Per-
reaults Garden boutique where
masses of hanging baskets, dec-
orative pots and individual
plants fill the area with every
color imaginable. Fresh veggies
from their own garden, jams
from the home kitchen and a re-
gion of fresh herbs and fruit

tempt passersby to stop, browse
and take home a treat.

The region’s name tells the
story, loosely translated, pretty
valley is a region of green hills
that flow ever downward to-
ward the St. Francis river with
hidden valleys tucked into a
widening of these fertile slopes
where once homesteaders and
pioneers chose to stake their
claims, clearing the valley, shap-
ing the virgin logs for their first
rustic shelter.

History records settlers of
English, Irish, Scottish, French
and American background
clearing and tilling the land
that eventually put the Eastern
Townships on the map as a
renowned area of agriculture
production. Travellers on the
highways and byways can still
find producers of just about
anything, from milk to beef,
broiler chickens to egg produc-
ers, goat milk, sheep and lambs,
turkeys to waterfowl, (tame and
wild). Then there are the cereal,
vegetable, flower and fruit
growers whose reputation for
quality produce is widely
known. Then of course, the

move to organic farming has
gained a foothold in the region,
with small farmers’ markets
sprouting up across the Town-
ships where the small market
gardener can find an outlet for
his produce or even make
arrangements to provide special
delivery to his customers.

Not the least of these is
where we stop to chat today,
where the Perreault family,
snuggled into a tiny valley just
outside Windsor, have ex-
panded from a small Christmas-
tree kiosk at the side of Rte. 243
into a paradise of flowering an-
nuals, perennials, trees, shrubs
and a variety of veggies grown
on the first gentle slope that
rises behind the ancient stable.

But their flyer talks very lit-
tle about flowers, veggies and
decorative trees. The Perreaults
are pumpkin producers, with
nearly one hundred acres
seeded to the fruit that can
sometimes grow to hundreds of
pounds. Most years the Per-
reault pumpkins, sometimes
five million pounds of the yel-
low-orange fruit, are harvested,
inspected and trucked to far-
away places in the south.

“But our most popular sizes
are the small ‘pie pumpkins,’
darker colored, with strong
stems to the Halloween size,
from fifteen to thirty-five
pounds,” Sylvie Perreault ex-
plained during an interview
this week.

We stood among the hanging
pots of crimson, deep blue and
yellow flowers, enjoying the
shade and a breeze that was
bent on mischief, knocking over
larger pots of larger plants and
trees.

“We also have hundreds of
acres of Christmas trees, mainly

balsam and Fraser, both known
for their color and keeping qual-
ities."”

The Perreaults planted
35,000 trees last fall, enlarging
their property to over 800 acres.
“Of course, you have to under-
stand we didn't plant that many
every year, so in the ten years
we've been doing this there's a
variety of sizes to choose from,
given it takes ten to twelve years
to produce a decent sized, six-or
seven-foot tree,” Perreault ex-
plained.

Trees from the Perreault
plantations are treated like fam-
ily, carefully tended and
trimmed, a sharp eye out for
any sign of‘infestation or dis-
ease.

“We try to begin harvesting

as late in the fall as possible,
and each tree is wrapped in
damp mulch and soft plastic
webbing and ever-so-carefully
loaded on trucks. But all the
extra time spent seems worth it
as business hasn't stopped grow-
ing since we began,"” Sylvie Per-
reault says proudly.

The ancient stable and hay
mow, where history seems to
speak from every nook and
cranny, tempts visitors to take
the time to admire solid rafters
hewn by hand more than a cen-
tury ago.

“I also offer a special visit to
children on class trips. In the
old hay mow area, we set up
seats on bales of hay or straw
and I give a short history and ex-
planation of the many uses of

It's kind of an introduction to a
quieter, milder form of farming,” she
says, laughing at the memory of inquis-
itive primary grade youngsters working
up the courage to taste a bite of pump-
kin preserve or reach shyly to pat the
complacent pony.

Stephan Perreault was away this day,

but we have met on other occasions.
“He’s doing some public relations today
and so far, we've been successful in per-
suading a few local grocery stores to
carry our pumpkins this fall.

As a
youth I often dreamed of travelling in
Europe alone on a motorbike. But I pro-
crastinated to the point where I agreed
and signed up for marriage. Goodbye
dream. Goodbye to tooling around Italy,
Germany, youth hostels, regal England,
and all those interesting people I never
met, Never even seen.

With the weeks running down I
stopped procrastinating, said no to mar-
riage, and went off in pursuit of the trav-
elling dream. It was a painful decision,
as one would imagine - especially for
the important person most directly af-
fected. I have never completely shaken
off the regrets. There are things we all
believe we would never do. I would never
do action X. (Fill in the blank.) Yet some
of us some day somehow find ourselves
with an action X in our history. It has to
do with character and becomes a part of
our reality. You live with it and it takes
you back to square one: character build-
ing.

Well, it is hard
with fun things to do like football games
to watch, books to read, and walks to
take. It's worse still when, like Hamlet,
you're dealing with enigmatic sugges-
tions and directives from your father's
ghost. Among other things Hamlet's
story effectively conveys that ongoing de-
lays can have very bad results.

He
might be a kind-hearted soul, but he
looks like a monster.

Whingdingdilly is written and illus-
trated by Bill Peet (1970).

Fans of puzzles and conundrums will
enjoy matching wits with the author of
a beautiful picture book, The Eleventh
Hour: A Curious Mystery, by Graeme
Base (1988). It’s a book you'll want to
pore over again and again — because you
won't find the solution to the mystery
unless you can solve all the puzzles
within.

table for a Horace-made feast, only to dis-
cover the food has been stolen. There’s
nothing but crumbs left! Talk about ter-
rifying, there’s a party full of hungry
guests — and no snacks.

Who is the rotten scoundrel who gob-
bled up the food? There is a clue on every
page. But if you haven't discovered the
answer by the end, the solution is in the
back... “I hope you found The Eleventh
Hour entertaining and intriguing,” the
author writes. “If you also found it an-
noying and frustrating, this booklet was
written especially for you!”

Matt Christopher's wide-ranging
sports stories feature all sorts of sports.
Lacrosse Firestorm (2008) follows the
Rockets team, but young Gary is being
bullied by teammate Michael — and Gary
responds with fury. If these two can’t fig-
ure out what teamwork is really about,
the team will lose the lacrosse tourna-
ment. But there’s more than just sports
in life— there’s a fire, and it looks like
arson. And there’s still a game to win.

The Bionicle Chronicles is another
popular series; this one based on the
Lego characters (and it's marketing the
figurines to kids, of course). Six amne-
siac warriors — ice, water, fire, earth, air
and stone — swear to defend the land of
Mata Nui from the dark being, Makuta.
Beware The Bohrok, by C.A. Hapka (2003)
is the second in the series. The Bohrok
(being the Pahrak and the Kohrak, the
Gahlok, Tahnok, Nuhvok and Lehvak)
have awakened, assisted by the Bohrok
Va, and their krana. This is a completely
realized world with a complex set of
creatures and gadgets, for the reader
who loves new words (that their parents
won't understand) and who loves this
kind of complexity. Each warrior has his
own battle against the bad guys, and the
solo group members all come together
at the end, in a show of cooperation, to
defeat evil.

Last but not least, Young Marian's Ad-
ventures in Sherwood Forest, by Stephen
Mooser (1997), is the first in the Girls To
The Rescue series of short novels. (This
one is the longest and most challenging
read.)

Thirteen-year-old Marian and her best
friend Robert of Locksley have no love for
the Sheriff of Nottingham, a cruel and
greedy man who hangs anyone who
won't hand over their taxes. Since the

tax rate leaves citizens starving or freez-
ing to death in the winter for want of
food and firewood, the people are in a
bad way.

Marian'’s efforts to trick the Sheriff
and return her father’s life savings, how-
ever, get Dad arrested and scheduled for
death. Her pal Robert, better known by
his nickname, Robin, agrees to help res-
cue the father and further annoy the
Sheriff. This is billed as the first adven-
ture of the two rebels who would be-
come Maid Marian and Robin Hood,
stealing from the rich to give to the poor.

All these children’s books are filed
with a yellow dot, suggested reading for
ages 6 to 9. Check the New Arrivals shelf
and the regular stacks!

Connect The Dots

In the Lennoxville Library, a GREEN
dot means non-fiction for children.

Other dots are for fiction: suggested
ages 0 to 2, RED;

ages 3 to 6, BLUE;

ages 6 to 9, YELLOW;

ages 9 to 12, ORANGE.

These are suggested reading levels
only, and there can be big differences in
vocabulary and complexity in books
even within a single category. Some will
find a book too easy, others will consider
it too frustrating. Reading should be fun,
not a chore, so help them pick the right
books and work their way up to the
tougher stuffl

Canadian earns top-20 finish

I Ryder Hesjedal’s likely 18th place

finish in the 2011 Tour de France,

consider that there isn't a Canadian cur-

rently ranked in the top-20 of the two

most-followed professional individual
world sports: Golf and tennis.

Since the race started on July 2 at Pas-
sage du Gois on France's northwest
coast, he has climbed dramatically from
a numbing low of 96th place in Stage 1.
When it ends Sunday along Paris’s
Champs-Elysees, with Stage 21, Hesjedal
and his fellow racers will have pedalled
3,430.5 gruelling kilometres.

He was determined to win the indi-
vidual championship. But in the first
week he suffered two crashes and his
dreams of individual glory were de-
stroyed.

“l gave up on the GC (individual
championship) after Stage 7, but to men-
tally get over that and still be in the top-
20 at the end is satisfying,” said
Hesjedal.

“The mind controls the body, every
moment deciding if it's too long, too
hard or too much.”

Hesjedal was up to the challenge, and
will emerge as a champion. His Garmin-
Cervelo squad has an insurmountable 11
minute and four second lead over super-
star-led Leopard-Trek heading into Sun-
day’s finish and will claim the team title
despite landing only American Tom
Danielson in the top-10, at ninth posi-
tion.

Hesjedal was a breakthrough seventh
overall individually last year for the best
finish by a Canadian since Steve Bauer's
fourth-place finish in 1988. This year,
Hesjedal has earned solid reviews for re-
focusing after his shot at the individual
title was dashed. He dug in and worked
hard in support of teammates such as
Danielson and sprinters Thor Hushovd
and Tyler Farrar.

“I still got my standing (top-20) in the
process,” noted Hesjedal.

The team win has been described by
some in the media as a victory for the
good guys because of Garmin-Cervelo’s
public support for drug-free racing.

“That’s the foundation of this team,
that people can believe in our team and
in the sport,” said Hesjedal.

It is also a trinmph for Canadian bike
company Cervelo. Commercial aspects of
the victory will help the Toronto-based
outfit, as it follows up Carlos Sastre’s
2008 individual Tour de France title on
a Cervelo bike with the 2011 team title
for Garmin-Cervelo.

“When cyclists are leaning one way or
the other” on what bicycle to buy, Tour
de France fame will play a role, said Hes-
jedal. “This is definitely a commercial
sport at this level. That’s why the Tour
was born.”

Cadel Evans of Australia will break a
five-year streak of Spanish winners with
his first individual Tour title, and first
for a Commonwealth rider, after bolting
into the overall lead following Saturday’s
penultimate individual time trial, creat-
ing a one minute and 34 second cushion
over second-place Andy Schleck of Lux-
embourg.

Evans placed seven seconds behind
time trial winner Tony Martin of Ger-
many in the 20th stage while Hesjedal
was 62nd and 4:56 in arrears.

Hesjedal is 27:14 overall behind yel-
low-jersey wearing leader Evans.

Sunday’s final stage into Paris is
largely ceremonial, with standings un-
likely to change. But these are still rac-
ers and fiercely competitive to the final
pedal stroke.

“It’s still a race and I'll be gunning for
the stage victory, like everybody else, on
the Champs-Elysees,” said Hesjedal, who
has recorded three top-10 stage placing
over the last five days.

“But that said, the stress is definitely
lifted.”

Hashimoto’s
disease
puzzles
reader

DEAR DR. GOTT: I have just been di-
agnosed with Hashimoto’s disease. I've
been treated for hypothyroidism for
three years and also have a calcification
in my thyroid gland. What is
Hashimoto’s, and how is it treated?
Please advise.

DEAR READER: Hashimoto’s disease
is an autoimmune disorder in which
the immune system incorrectly attacks
the thyroid gland at the base of the
neck. It is the most common cause of
hypothyroidism (too little thyroid hor-
mone) known in the United States and
affects middle-aged women more than
men and children. Age, heredity and
sex may play a role in determining why
some people acquire the disorder and
others do not.

Symptoms of the disorder vary from
person to person, but can include dry
skin, fatigue, muscle and joint pain,
constipation, changes in menstrual
cycle, weight gain, an increased sensi-
tivity to cold, and depression. A diag-
nosis can be made through blood work
and/or antibody testing.

Treatment is often successfully ac-
complished with synthetic thyroid hor-
mone-replacement  therapy. Your
physician will likely order repeat blood
testing to determine if the level of med-
ication you are taking is appropriate,
since excessive drug amounts can cause
accelerated bone loss, leading to osteo-
porosis. When left untreated, an un-
deractive thyroid gland caused by
Hashimoto's can lead to an increased
risk for heart disease, goiter and exac-
erbation of depression.

Several over-the-counter remedies —
including aluminum hydroxide in
antacids, calcium and multivitamins
with iron — may affect your ability to
absorb some prescribed thyroid med-
ications, so be sure to advise your pri-
mary care physician of any
supplements you might be taking.

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The captain
steers
to the contract

Author Alfred A. Montapert wrote,
“Why are we Masters of our Fate, the
captains of our souls? Because we have
the power to control our thoughts, our
attitudes.”

During the bidding of a bridge deal,
sometimes one partner is the captain,
the person who chooses the final con-
tract. At other times, the discussion con-
tinues, with neither player sure of strain
or level, or, sometimes, both. Let’s look
at these aspects this week,

First, though, how should South plan
the play in four hearts after West leads
the spade king?

North had a textbook game-invita-
tional limit raise of three hearts, show-
ing four-plus hearts, 10-12 support
points (counting high-card and shortage
points) and eight losers. Now South is
the captain, deciding whether to pass, of
to raise to four hearts, or to do anything
else to suggest a slam.

In four hearts, South has four losers:
two spades, one heart and one club. If he
takes the first or second spade trick and
immediately leads a trump, he will lose
those tricks. To eliminate one loser, de-
clarer must take his three diamond win-
ners, discarding one of dummy’s spades.
Then it is time to play a trump. Later,

South will ruff his third spade on the
board.

Finally, note that South, counting one
extra point for his nice five-card suit,
might have opened one no-trump. (If, for
example, North had responded one
spade, South would have had an awk-
ward rebid.) Then North might have
Jjumped to three no-trump, which would
be all right on a nonspade lead. (If West
leads the spade king, declarer must
guess to attack clubs before hearts.) Or
North might have used Stayman, lead-
ing to four hearts.
