News BY THE “ ANGLO-SAxoN.—The JAnglo-
Saxon's mail arrived in town last evening. Its
eontents are not very full of interesting matter.
The most important subject alluded to in them
i3 the supposed intention of the French Emperor
10 sell the Pope for the island of Sardinia. In
the Hous> of Commons Mr. Kinglake had stated
that Cavour had bargained with Louis Napoleon
that the latter was to have Sardinia; but only
by mean3 by means of agents employed without
Cavour’a concurrence, though without his op-
position. Lord Jno Russell did not deny this;
but spoke bitterly of the restlessness of France,
and said that it required constant watchfulness.
Also, that the annexation of Sardinia to France
would be the signal for disruption of the Franco-
Anglican alliance. The French papers without
acknowledging that Sardinia is to be acquired, say
that-they cannot believe such a rupture would
follow it. Ricasoli at Turin denies that any
such cession i3 to take place ; but men remember
Bavoy and Nice, and doubt.

The dreadful affray between Major Murray
and Mr. Roberts has bsen brought prominently
befora the public by meang of the Coroner's In-
quest. It appears to he true that Murray wa3s
unacquainted with Roberts ; but in Robert's
rooms there were found indications of & corres-
poudence hetween Roberts and a Mrs. Murray, who
wa3 also proved to have frequently visited
Roberts. The fight between the two men mnst
baen a dreadful one. The whole of the walls
nearly up to the ceiling were spattered with
blool. The Inqueat when the steamer left had
1ot been concluded.

The news of the Bull Run affair had not reach-
ol England when the mail left. The Times,
however, aprapos of the report of the Secretary of
War at the opening of Congress, takes occasion
to say that the United States may well bs proud
of their army—an army raised inso short a time,
by voluntary enlistment. It doubis indeed whe-
ther, what the most experienced KEuropean com-
manders could not do in many months,
could ba effected in a few weeks by Ge-
peral Scott. The army must, therefore, lack
those requisites which training and discipline ba-
stow. It also lacked materiel artillery and ca-
valry ; but nevertheless must belooked upon as
a force, which required nothing but time and ez-
perience to become truly formidable. The war,
said the writer, would doubtless give occasion to
the most ingenious warlike inventions which the
world had yet seen. It wished for tho United
States that it might be found as easy to dishand
the army as it had been found to raise if.

ForTrESS MOKROR, July 30, 1881.
¢ HoN. SiMoN CAMERON, SECRETARY OF WAR.~—
Sir : By an order received on_ the morning of
the 26th July from Major-General Dix, by a tele-
graphic order from Lieutenant General Scott, 1
was commanded to forward, of the troops of this
departments, four regiments and a half, including
Col. Baker's California Regiment, to Washington
via Baltimore. This order reached me at two
o'clock a.m., by special boat from Baltimore.
Believing that it emanated because of some
pressing exigency for the defense of Washington,
I issued my order before daybreak for the em-
barkation of the troops, sending those who were
among the very best regiments I had. In the
course of the following day they were all em-
barked for Baltimore, with the exception of some
400, for whom I had not transportation, although
I had all the transport force in the hands of the
Quartermaster here, to aid the Bay line of steam-
ers, which, by the same order from Lieut.-Genr-
eral, was directed to furnish transportation. Up
to and at that time of the order I have been pre-
paring for an advance movement by which I
hoped to cripple the resources of the enemy at
Yorktown, and especially by seizing a large
quantity of negroes who were being pressed
into their service in building the entrench-
ments there. I -had five days previously
been enabled to mount for the first
time, the first company of Light Artillery,
which I had been empowered to raise, and they
had but a single rifled cannon, an iron six-poun-
der. Of course everything must and did yield
to the supposed exigency and the orders. This
ordering away the troops from this department,
while it weakened the troops at Newport News,
necessitated the withdrawal of the troops from
Hampton, where I was then throwing up in-
trenched works to enable me to hold the town
with a small force, while I advanced up the
York or James river. In the village of Hamp-
ton there were a large number of negroes, com-
posed in a great measure of women and children
of the men who had fled thither within my lines
for protection, who had escaped from mauraud-
ing parties of Rebels who had been gathering up
able-bodied blacks' to aid them in constructing
their batteries on the James and York rivers. 1
bad employed the men in Hampton in f.hrowing
up intrenchments, and they were workxqg zeal-
ously and efficiently at that duty, saving our
soldiers from that labor under the gleam of the
mid-day sun. The women were earning sub-
stantially their own subsistence in washing,
marketing, and taking care of the clothes of the
goldiers, and rations were being served out to
the men who worked for the support of the chil-
dren. But by the evacuation of Hampton,
rendered necessary by the withdrawal of troops,
leaving me scarcely 5,000 men outside the Fort,
including the force at Newport News, all these
black people were obliged to break up their
homes at Hampton, fleeing across the creek
within my lines for protection and support. In-
deed it was & most distressing sight, to see these
poor creatures, who had trusted to the protection
of the arms of the United States, and who aided
the troops of the United States iu the}r enter-
prise, to be thus obliged to flee from their homes,
and the homes of their masters, who had de-
gerted them, and become fugitives from fear
of the return of the Rebel soldiery, who had
threatened to shoot the men who had wrought
for us, and to carry off the women, who had
served us to a worse than Egyptian bondage.
I have therefore now within the Peninsula, this
side of Hampton Creek, 900 negroes, 300 of
whom are able-bodied men, 30 of whom are men
substantially past labor, 175 women, 255 chil-
dren under the age of 10 years, and 170 between
10 and 18 years years, and many more coming
in. The questions which this state of facts pre-
sent are very embarrassing.

% First—What shall be done with them ? and
Second, What is their state and condition ?

“Upon these questions I desire the instructions
of the Department.

¢ The first question, however, may perhaps be
answered by considering thelast. Are these men,
women, and children slaves? Are they free? Is
their condition that of men, women, and children,
or of property, or is it a mixed relation?. What
their staius was under the Constitution and laws,
we all know, What has been the effect of rebel-
lion and s state of war upon that sfatus?  When
T adopted the theory of treating the able-bodied
negro fit to work in the trenches, as property
liable to be used in aid of rebellion, and so con-
traband of war, that condition of things was in
so far met, as I then and still believe, on a legal
and constitutional basis. Buf now a new series
of questions arise. Passing by women, the chil-
dren cannot be treated on that basis; if property,
they must be considered the incumbrance, rather
thaw the auxilliary of an army, and, of course,
in no possible legal relation, could be treated as
contraband, Are they property 7 If they were
50, they have been left by their masters.and own-
ers, deserted, thrown away, abandoned, like the
wrecked vessel upon the ocean.  Their former
possesgors and owners, have causelessly, traitor-
ously, rebelliously, and to carry out the figure
practically, abandoned them- to be swallowed up
by the Winter storm of starvation. If property,
do they not become the property of the salvors ¢
but we, their salvors, do not need and will not
hold such property, and will assume no suck
ownership ; has not therefore all proprietory re-
lationship ceased? Have they not become there-
upon men, women, and children? No longer
under ownership of any kind, the fearful relicts
of fugitive masters, have they not by their mas-
ters’ acts, and the state of war, assumed the con-
dition, which we hold to be the normal one, of
those made in God's image. -Is notevery consti-
tutional, legal, and moral requirement, as well tc
the runaway master as their relinquished slaves,
thus answered ? T confess that my own mind is
compelled by this reasoning to look upon them as
men and women. If notfree born, yet free, manu
mitted, sent forth from the hand that held them
never to be reclaimed.

“Of course if this reasoning thus imperfectly
set forth is correct,” my duty as a humane man is
plain. I should take the same care of these men,
women and children, houseless, homeless and un-
provided for, as I would of the same number of
men, women and children, who, for their attach-
ment to the Union, had been driven or allowed tc
flee from the Confederate States. I should have
no doubt on this question, had I not seen it stated
that an order had been issued by Gen. McDowell
in his department substantially forbidding ali
fugitive slaves from coming within his lines, o1
being harbored there. Is that order to be en-
forced in all military departments? If so, whc
are to be considered fugitive slaves? Is a slave
to be considered fugitive, whose master runs
away and leaves him? Is it forbidden to the
troops to aid or harbor within their lines the
negro children who are found therein, or ig the
soldier, when his march has destroyed their
means of subsistence, to allow them to starve be-
cause he has driven off the rebel master? Now,
ghall the commander of regiment or battalion sii
in judgment upon the question, whether any
given black man has fled from his master, or his
master fled from him ? Indeed, how are the free
born to be distinguished? Is any one more o1
less a fugitive slaye hecause he has labored upon
the rebel intrenchments ?  If he has so labored, if
[ understand it, he i3 to be harhored. By the re-
ception of which, are the rebels most to be dis-
tressed, by taking those who have wrought ali
their rebel masters desired, masked their battery,
or those who have refused to labor and left the
battery unmasked.

“I have very decided opiniong upon the sub-
ject of this order. It does not become me to
criticise it, and I write in no spirit of criticism,
but simply to explain the full difficulties that
surround the enforcing it. If the enforcement of.
that order becomes the policy of the Government,
I, 23 a soldier, will be bound to enforce it stead-
fastly, if not cheerfully. ~But if left to my own
discretion, 83 you may have gathered from my
reagoning, I should take a widely different course
from that which it indicates.

“In a loyal State I would put down a servile
insurrection. In a atate of rebellion I would
confiscate that which wes used to oppose my
arms, and take all that property which constitu-
ted the wealth of that State and furnished the
means by which the war i3 prosecuted, besides
being the cause of the war ; and if, in 8o doing, i:
should be objected that human heings werc
brought to the free enjoyment of life, liberty and
the pursuit of happiness, such objection might
not require much consideration.

“Pardon me for addressing the Secretary of
War direetly upon this question, as it involves
somo political considerations as well as propriety
of military action. g

It has been s
against the will of successive ministers ; and ou
correspondent may rest assured that the deter-
mination on this side of the Atlantic is to ter-
minate the connection with the least possible de-
lay.

i&s for the alleged profitableness of the trans-
fer, we apprehend that no argument can be con-
structed upon that head which does not apply
with tenfold force to the proprietors. If the line
is ever to be worked with pecuniary advantage
to its owners, it mustbe by individual, not by
government, management; and the sooner the
fact is comprehended by the bond and sharehol-
ders, the better will it be for their interests. They
rely a great deal too much upon the “moral reg-
ponsibility”—“the implied obligation,” our cor-
respondent callg it—of the province to carry the
road through itg difficulties ; and until the delu-
sion be dispelled, we fear that the prospect of ef-
foctive gelf-help is exceedingly dim. This is the
piint which our English friends should = strive
irst to overcome.

DEATH AFTER THE ADMINISTRATION OF CHLORO-
FORM~—VERDICT AT THE CORONER'S INQUEST.—We
yesterday gave some of the particulars of the
death of Mrs. Webb, immediately after the ad-
ministration of a small quantity of chloroformin
the General Hospital, preparatory to attempting
the reduction of a dislocation of her left hip
caused by a fall on Saturday evening. The pecu-
liar circumstances of the case demanding an in-
vestigation, Mr. Coroner Jones caused a careful
post mortem examination to be made by Dr.
Beaubien, physician to the Montreal Jail, and in
no way conneeted with the Hospital, assisted by
Dr. Drake. A highly intelligent Jury having
been summoned, the Inquest was proceeded with
and only concluded at eight o'clock last night.
A lengthened report of the evidence in a case
where the facts are so few would be tedious. It
may suffice to mention that besides the gentle-
men who made the post mortem examination, Drs.
Reddy, Scott, Bowman, Wright and Trudelle were
examined, together with Mr. Chestley, who was
present when the chloroform was administered. Mr.
Webb, hushand of deceased, and five other wit~
nesses, stated the circumstances connected with
the fall which caused the dislocation. -

After a careful hearing of the evidence, the
Jury agreed upon the verdict of which we ap-
pend a copy, and which we may remark entirely
coincides with the conclusion arrived at by Dr.
Beaubien who made the post mortem examina-

tion.
VERDICT.

That the deceosed, Catherine Tierney, came to
her death from the effects of ¢hloroform adminis-
tered preparatory to an attempt at the reduction
of a dislocation of the left hip joint, which dislo-
cation was caused by an accidental fall on the
evening of the 3rd August instant, and that the
evidence goes to show that there can be no
blame attached to the medical gentlemen who
administered the chloroform. On the contrary
we find that every precaution was used to pre-
vent accident, and that every likely means were
resorted to in order to restore animation after its
first suspension.

Tae EFFECTS oN TRADE oF FrEEDOM FROM DU-
T1E8.—The monthly returns of the Port of Que-

THE COST OF WAR.

The new Income tax and Internal bill will
prove interesting to all, inasmuch ag its provi-
gions concern almost every person engaged in
daily labor. Tax levies generally reach only
those possessed  of real estate interests, but this
bill extends to all the ramifications of society,
and taxes the clerk proportionately with the
wealthy merchant and land owner. Its principal
feature is the impost of & tax of three per cent
per annum on all yearly incomes of over eight
hundred dollars, accruing after the payment of
the usual taxes, while in the case of foreign rebi-
dents the rate is to be five per cent. On gold
watches a tax of one dollar is laid, and on silver
watches fifty cents. Carriages are to be taxed
from one to fifty dollars each, in accordance with
their value. Spirituous liquors are to be taxed
five cents per gallon, and fermented liquors two
cents per gallon, or sixty cents per barrel, when
the lotter containg over thirty gallons, the tax to
be paid by the distiller, who is required to keep a
sworn record of the number of gallons mnaufac-
tured. A drawback is allowed in cases where
such taxed liquors may subsequently be export-
ed.

The Eleventh Penusylvania regiment, just
mustered out of service at Harrisburg, has al-
ready reorganized, and tendered their services to
the government for the war. Richard Coulter
was elected Colonel.

BPAIN RELEASES UNITED STATES SHIPS CAPTURED
BY THE CONFEDERATE PRIVATEERS.

Captain Thorndike, from Cienfuegos, reports
that he left at that port the barks Louisa Kil-
man and West Wind, and the brigs Machias,
Albert Adams, Ben Dunning and Naiad, prizes
of the privateer Sumter. They had been released
by the Spanish authorities, and would sail under
convoy of the United States steamer Crusader,
which vessel was going in when the Elizabeth
sailed.

GEN. MCLELLAN AND THE PRESS.

Gen. McClellan's. mode of dealing with the
newspaper correspondents at Washington merits
hearty commendation. He assembles them to-
gether, and frankly informs them of his views
and desires as respects the publication of in-
telligence concerning the movements of the
army. = Of course there is not one of them, nor
one of the journals by which they are employed,
but will zealously comply with the General's
views.

THE DECEASED COMMANDER OF THE SCOTCH REGI-
MENT,

The commissioners who were despatched with
flag of truce to the rebel army at Fuairfax by the
Secretary of War, to request the delivery of his
brother’s body | Colonel Cameron, of the Seven-
ty-ninth Highland regiment,]) have returned to
Washington without effecting the object of their
mission. They report that every kindness and
courtesy were shown them by Col. Stewart, the
officer in command at Fairfax Court House, but
their communication having been addressed, not
to any particular individual, but to “ whom it
may concern,” they were unable to obtain the
remains of Colonel Cameron. Tt is thought,
however, that when this informality is corrected
therd will be no difficulty in getting possession
of the body of that gallant officer,

GENERAL FREMONT.

The people will not be disappointed in the new
Commander of the Department of the West.
Within a week General Fremont organized and
sent from St. Louis to Cairo a fleet of eight
steamers, four regiments ofinfantry, two com-
panies of artillery, and several detached com-
panies of infantry.

PAYMENT OF TROOPS.

We much regret to seeithat Congress has
voted down'a resolution, providing for the pay-
ment of our troops monthly. Nothing can be
more discouraging to the soldier than uncer-
tainty with respect to the time when he will re-
ceive his money. Three manths volunteers, who
have returned from the war, still remain unpaid,
and the loudest and bitterest complaints are
made by men, who might have gladly re-enlisted,
but for the discontent which has thus been creat-
ed. The French system of paying men in can-
tonments every ten days, is perhaps the very best
that could be devised, and we hope its adoption
in this country will be ultimately secured.

JOBBERY IN NEW YORK.

From the N. Y. Tribyne of Monday.

Mr. Hackley was among the highestbidders for
the contract to clean the streets. Below him
were nearly a score of bidders, the lowest of
whom offered, upom ample gecurity, to do the
work for about half a million less than Mr. Hack-
ley. The lower bids were rejected, Mr. Hackley’s
accepted, and the contract confirmed, both Boards
of the Common Council hurrying through the
job the same night, contrary tolaw, and the
Mayor sitting in his office, contrary to custom,
until a late hour, in order to sign the contract.
Subsequently an investigation showed that the
Messrs. Hope, principal owners of the contract,
gave Hackley $40,000 in notes which wag uged
to pass the bill, $20,000, it is supposed, going to
George Mountjoy for the Councilmen, and 20,-
000 to a certain prominent Alderman for his
Board—the bill being passed and signed the
night following the day on which Hackley got
the money. The same enquiry elicited that the
brother of the Mayor, the Hon. Benjamin Wood,
editor of the Duily News, and Representative in
Congress from the III. District of this State,
owned one-fourth of thig ill-gotten contract.

In April last Andrew J. Hackley was asked
before the Grand Jury, in the Court of Sessions,
what he did with the forty thousand dollars re-.
ceived from the Messrs. Hope. He refused to
answer. Recorder Hoffman decided that he must
answer, and on his refusal sent him to the county
Jail for 30 days. The Grand Jury also indicted
him for the contempt. The indictment was re-
moved to the Oyer and Terminer by consent, and
Judge Barnard, having alloywed a new writ of
habeas corpus, ordered the argument to be made
before the general Term of the Supreme Court.
Mr. Brady, eounsel for Hackley, proposed that
the proceedings on the indictment should be
stayed until the decision of the Court of Appeals
as to the constitutional right of Hackley to
refuse to answer. The District Attorney consent-
ed to this, on condition that Hackley should give
& written stipulation that he would answer if the
decision was adverse, and that to secure his ans-
wering he should plead guilty on the indictment,
the District Attorney agreeing to waive tho plea

tillery, and four of infantry. A nephew of Louis

in case Hackfield did answer. The decision of
the Supreme Court was against Hackley.

On the 5th of July the District Attorney had
Hackley called in the Court of Sessions, in order
to move for sentence under his plea of guilty.
On affidavit that he was too sick to attend the
matter was postponed until the 8th of July.
Hackley had meanwhile been brought before the
May Grand Jury, and again refused to answer.
Judge McCunn refused to commit him for the
contempt, but took bail in the sum of fifty thou-
sand dollars for his appearance in July. The
District Attorney caused this to be forfeited af-
terward ; but, although the bondsmeén are men
of wealth, it is understood that they are not lia-
ble, because the taking of the bail by Judge Mc-
Cunn was without authority of law, and there-
fore void. 2

On the 8th of July, Hackley’s counsel present-

"ed an affidavit that he -was too sick to attend.

The District-Attorney presented counter affidavits,
showing that Hackley's sickness was such that it
confined him to the house during the day, but
that he went out under cover of night. The
Court adjourned the matter to Tuesday next, but
told the counsel for Hackley very signiticantly
that it might as well be settled at once. 1
Thus the case rests upon Hackley's plea of
guilty, only awaiting the sentence of J udge In-
graham. For the causé of public justice it is to
be hoped that full measure will be meted out to
one who, virtually by his own admission, stands
convicted to-day of having bribed and corrupted
the Common Council of the city to enable him
to rob the tax-payers and the treasury.

There is a most instructive lesson in this case.
For the first time, in many years, it has been de-
monstrated that a corrupt Common Council can-
not pursue their shameless course with impunity.
Their tool, Mountjoy, who was indicted for per-
jury, is now a fugitive, his ill-earned wealth
availing as nothing to shield him from the conse-
quences of his misdeeds. ~Since June lasthe has
kept out of the city toavoid arrest, skulking and
hiding like & thief, and though Major of the 25th
Regiment-of New York Volunteers, he has not
dared to.go near them lest he be taken.

Thus Hackley, the briber, and Mountjoy, one
of the depositories of the bribe, are on the high
road to retribution. Both are fugitives, neither
of them daring to come into the city which they
have disgraced, for we do not believe that Haclk-
ley will venture to appear on Tuesday, when his
case is called. If he should come, it will proba-
bly be to make a clean breast of the whole busi-
ness. The distinguished Alderman who got
$20,000 to distribute among certain of his col-
leagues, and the corrupt members among whom
whom the money was divided, may induce him
to keep away from Court by paying him for his
silence ; but it is hardly probable, should the pri-
soner appear, that he will consent to play the
martyr for the benefit of those who sold him their
votes.

RECAPTURE FROM THE PRIVATEERS—A SHREWD
AND CoUurAGEOUS NEGro.—The following are
some further particulars of the retaking of the
schooner 5. J. Warring, from the prize crew, and
getting her to New York. The schooner was
waken by the Jeff. Davis, which put five men on
board as a prize crew, leaving on board the
colored cook, Tillman; and Stedding and Donald
Mclieod, seamen, and a passenger named McKin-
non.  ‘Lillman conceived and executed the plan
of retaking the vessel. McKinnon says the pirate
captain had declared his intention to sell the
cook into slavery upon getting into a southern
port, that he would bring a thousand dollars,
and that on seyeral occasions Tillman said with
a shake of his head, “Dem folks nebber git to
Charles'n.” Tt was supposed he referred to being
recaptured by a United States vessel.
Six days before the tragedy occurred, Dawsett,
the New Jersey man, came to Ti.lman and asked
him if he was willing to shed blood in order to
recover the vesscl, The wily steward, fearing
that Dawsett was endeavormg to draw him out
in order to betray his feelings to the pirates, told
him he would not do so on any account ; and
that be had made up his mind to take the worst,
He had previously arranged the whole plan with
Stedding, and only awaited the favorable mo-
ment to strike the blow. Stedding was in the
first mate’s watch, and had to proceed with
great caution, so as not to excite suspicion.
On Tuesday night it was agreed that the at-
tempt should be made. Stedding waited until
the first mate lay down on the poop-deck to sleep,
and having the wheel, he coughed, which was the
signal for the steward. Tillman did not come
out, and Stedding removed his boots, and went
into the cabin-and roused him. . Tillman = imme-
diately rose, obtained his large hatchet from the
storeroom aft ; he returned to the state-room
where Arvell, the Captain, was sleeping, and gave
him aheavy blow on the head. Turning quickly

 to the berthof Malcolm Libby, the second mate,

he struck him & hlow, and then ran on deck and

dispatched George Stevens, the mate. All three
were quickly thrown overboard by Tillman and
Stedding, and the vessel was headed north.—
They then placed Milner in irons, and Dawsett
came forward and expressed some regret that he
had not been called to assist. He willingly aided
inworking the vessel,and Milner was afterwards
released, on condition that he would also turn to,
which he did with alacrity. They had heavy
squalls from the southwest, and the wind con-
tinued fair until they made the Chicoteague light.
They reached New York without difficulty. The
schooner was anchored off the Battery, and was
the object of much curiosity. The bloody spots
in the cabin, the secession flag that the pirates
made out of the American ensign, which was
stained with the blood of the pirate crew, and the
bloody hatchet, were all inspected with great in-
terest. They were taken to the Marshall's office.
Tillman and Stedding went to the office of the
Board of Underwriters in Wall Street, by invita-
tion, where they related the particulers of the re-
capture of the vessel. The underwriters have ex-
pressed the intention to reward these men hand-
somely, which they can well afford to do, as the
vessel and cargo is estimated at over $100,000.
Her cargo consisted of flour; tea, furniture, ma~
chinery, &c.—N. Y. Paper. ;

ENGLISH MARKETS.

[From David Bannerman's Circular.]

Arrivals of wheat and Flour from Montreal
and New York are still heavy. Imports from
other quarters are considerable.

During the week the weather hag ‘been bright
and warm for the most part, although broken
at intervals by heavy showers of rain. In this
neighbourhood the growing Grain is beginning
to colour ; and, so far, the Potatoe crop gives
only slight indications of the presence of disease
here and there.

Since last Wednesday the Market has heen
without material change, and has, on the whole,
been rather quiet. -American Wheat continued
to be pressed from the ships at the rates which
were considered low last week. Barrel Flour
wag very irregular in price even for fair quali-
ties, and the sale for such was by no means live-
ly ; while Inferior and Out-of-condition parcels
were utterly neglected. Canadian Pease were
again more pressed than on Wednesday, and
worse prices have been taken. Several sales at
18s, ex ship, were reported. Indian Corn was
unaltered. Irish Oatmeal was offered cheaper,
but Canadian was in fair request at 32s, to 34s,
according to quality. b

There was about the usual attendance at to-
day’s Market. Trade generally was quiet. Com-
mon runs.of American Wheat are  freely offered,
at a decline of 6d, per boll on the week; Chica-
go and Milwaukie going from 22s 6d to 23s.
Fine sorts about maintain former rates. Barrel
Flour is 6d, cheaper for all kinds. Pease are
6d to 9d lower. Indian corn i3 unchanged in
value.  Beans are 3d to 6d lower, Oats are
taken sparingly, at a decline of 3d per load. Irish
Oatmeal is 6d easier, while Canadian is not
worse, and is in fairish demand.
