A WHBLWIBD Of MBS.

The boats retired slowly to tba point whence 
they started for the scene of aetioo, about two 
miles from the fort The fire of the enemy 
kept pouring in i poa us from thirteen guns, 
while oar position in the river prevented os 
from using more than half that number. Aa 
we floated slowly down the current the rebels 
took conrage and boldly sallied forth from 
their entreuebmants. Hitherto the entire spaoe 
within the fort appeared one sheet of untrod­
den snow ; bat five minutes did not elapoe, af­
ter the stoppage of onr engines, when the whole 
scene waa changed, ss .if a whirlwind bad 
•wept over the bill and removed nearly every 
trace of th« storm of Tbnraday—the enemy’s 
forces, wild with enthusiasm, had rushed dowa 
to the lower batteries in'anch aumbers.

TBB LAST SHOT.

Tba battla lasted one boor and seventeen ml- 
nntee. The last shot waa fired by the St. 
Loots. It fell within a few feet of the river 
battery, causing earth and water to fly into the 
firL At tbia aboot a bandred of tha rebels 
started as if to ron up the hill ; they soon 
found, however, that we bad withdrawn, and 
returned to open an ineffectual fire upon oar 
fleet. It took us about half aa hour for onr 
fleet to retire beyond the range of the guns. 
The withdrawal was managed with great skill. 
We permitted onr boats to float gently down 
the stream io the exact Use of battle, and al­
though the steering apparatus of the Sc Louie 
and the LeoUviJIe waa powerless, no coUisijn 
or accident of any kind happened. We drop­
ped author in good order. It was found that 
the Pitubarg was leaking very rapidly, and 
she was ordered to tia sp on the left bank of 
the river.

The Commodore’s demeanor daring the en­
gagement is the subject of sdmirstion on the 
part of every mas in the fleet.

TESTING THE W* STERN MORTAR 
FLOTILLA.

From tbe ccrroopondtnt of tha Missouri 
Democrat we select the following interesting 
details of experiments with the Western mor­
tar flotilla at Cairo :

On Sunday one of the mortar boats, con­
structed for the Western flotilla, was tested 
below Cairo. The mortar waa placed oa one 
of Redman’s mortar beds, and twelve 13-inch 
shells were prepared for the charge and filled 
with wet sand. The first test waa with eleven 
pounds cf powder, by the force of which tbe 
shell was impelled a horizontal distance of 
two miles and a half The second test waa 
made with 20 pounds of powder, impelling tba 
shell a distance of three miles ; time of flight 
291 seconds. Tbe third test was made with 
the full charge of 23 pounds of powder. The 
time of flight was 31 seconds, and the shell 
waa impelled a distance of three and a half 
m les. The recoil of the gun-earrings, when 
this charge waa fired, was about two feet.

Experiment number four gave results simi- 
lar toanumber three. Captain Paulding des­
cribes the concussion ns very stunning and 
painful, and thinks it eoold not be endured 
within tbe bulwarks of tha mortar-boat by 
any man for mors than eight or tea consecu­
tive shots.

Number five was with bat fifteen poands of 
powder, tbe mortar in this case being elevated 
to more than forty five degrees. Tbe shell 
was twenty eight seconds in the sir, and seem­
ed to fall as far awny as any of the preceding 
ones, which led to the opinion that a lighter 
charge of powder was quite as efficiaat as a 
fall 23-poand charge.

Tbe mortar boats are about sixty feet long 
and twenty live feet widj, surrounded on nil 
sides by iron-plate bulwarks six or seven feet 
high. The mortar itaelf weighs 17.310 pounds 
has a bore easily admitting a 13 inch abell, 
and from the edge of tbe bore to the outer-rim 
is seven teen inches. The mortar bed weighs 
4,300 pounds, aad is pronounced to be tbe 
most admirable mortar-carriage yet Invented 
The shell filled with wet sand weighed 230 
ponndi. Filled with powder three shells will 
weigh 315 pounds, and can b# thrown atleaat 
half a mil# farther than were tboee filled with 
tba send.

Twenty of these boats can drop down to 
a easy reach of Columboa, aad at the 

same time be ont of the reach cf 
the best rifled canaon tbe rebels may 
bring to bear—so small, indeed, at
a distance of three nod a half or four miles ès 
scarcely to be discernible on tba sarfhea of 
tha water. Each of them boats will fire, at a 
low rrtimate. four shells sa hour. Twenty of 
of them would discharge eighty shells an hour, 
and at thu rate for one night often hours 806 
of tbeM terrific missiles may be thrown into 
the rebel camp and fortifications.

The trial demonstrated that tbe recoil of tbe 
boat was altogether lateral, and not perpendi­
cular, as it was feared it woaid be. It also 
shows that tbe iron-bulwarks render tbe con­
çu*» ion more severe than it would be without 
them, and that, if they ara permitted to re­
main, some plan will have to be devised by 
which ibe gunners at each discharge may get 
outside of them. 111 ostrating the effects of 
the concussion, is the circumstance that tbe 
cap of the gunner who discharged the 15-pound 
charge was carried away from his head, and 
be almost taken off his feet.

Another objection to the boat, was its con­
struction st tbe bow and stern. Unless tow 
ed very slowly both up and down stream,it dip­
ped tbe water considerably. These however, are 
all minor objections, and easily got rid of. 
Tbe boats will admirably serve tbe purpose for 
which they were designed, and prove the most 
terrible engines of destruction tbe enemy have 
jet bad to encounter.
