INTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION vs. WAR.---The
following memorial of the Committee of the
Peaco Society, Great Britain, recently presented
to Lord Palmerston, will uot only repay perusal,
but will, we think, be found suggestive of the
possible advent of a time when “Wild war's
deadly blast” will no longer be heard, at least
among civilized nations :--.

To rae Ricar Hox. Lorp PArmersTox, FmsT
Logp oF THE TRBASURY i---

My Lorp-—-We ask permission, as the Com-
m'ttee of the Peace Society, but represcnt:ing also
in this instance, we are happy to believe, the
sentiments of a large number of persons not
formally connected with that body, to express the
deep concern with which we have learned of re-
cent events that are likely to create serious mis-
understandings between this country and the
United States of America. -

We rejuice in the assurance thai, notmtp--
standing the irritating nature of the matter in
dispute and the excited state of the public mind,
your lordship’s government are preyared to con-
duct the negotiations with the Cabinet of Wash-
ington with the ntmost moderation and forbear-
ance; nor can we doubt that the generous'peo-
ple of this country, when the first natural irrita-
tion has subsided,will amply sustain your lordship
in such a policy of conciliation as that which un-
der the circumstances would be most worthy of
our character as a powerful Christian natiou.
England can, without any derogation of her dig-
nity, aford to be magnanimous in her dfsalmgs
with a sister State struggling in the agonies of a
domestic revolution. 1

We earnestly hope that the answer which may
be received from the American governmeht will
be such ag to open the way for a speedy adjust-
meht of the point n dispute. But, should diffi-
cultles interpose in the way of it3 sa.ns.factory
solution by ordinary diplomatic negotiation, we
venture respectfully to submit to your lordship
whether the question on which the controversy
turns is not of a nature which renders itspecially
suitable for reference to arbitration.

We beg leave to recall to your lordship's re-
membrance that the principle of arbitration
which the British government, to its great honor,
was the first to commend to the attention of the
Pacis Conference of 1854, through the mouth of
Lord Clarendon, was recognized and realized by
the unanimous consent of that august body, and
embodied in a resolation expressed in the follow-
ing terms :---

The Pienipotentiaries do not hesitate to ex-
press, in the name of their governments, t.he
wish that States between which any serious mis-
qnderstanding may ariseshould, before appezling
o arms, Laye recourse, so far as circumstances
might allow, to the good offices of a friendly
Power

The principle thus formally consecrated by the
sanction of all of the great governments ¢ f Bu-
rope has since received the spontaneous and cor-
dial homage of eminent statesmen of this coun-
try of various political parties. _In was described
by Mr. Gladstone ‘as a great tr.lumph, a power-
ful engine on behalf of civilization and humani-
ty.” The Earl of Derby referred to it as “the
principle which, to its endless honor, was em-
bodied in the protocols of the Conference of Paris.
The Barl of Maimesbury pronounced the act of
the Conference in acknowledging and recom-
mending the principle, as, in his judgment and
that of the government of which he wus a mem-
ber, “one of the most important to civilization
and to the security of the peace of Europe,” be-
cause i recognized and established the truth,
that time, by giving place for reason to operate,
isas much a preventive as a healer of hostili-
ties.” : ;

_ We would further remind your lordship that
Great Britain and the United States havé already
in their relations with each other solemnly re-
cogiized this prineiple even in its most rigid
form of application. In a treaty between the two
governments relative to fisheries, commerce and
navigation, ratified at Washington, _Scptembgr
9, 184, there is a clause whioh provides that in
case of differenees arising between the contract.
ing poriies on any matter connected with the
treaty, the question in dispate shall be refered
first to commissioners, and in the last resort to
arbitrator or umpire to be mutully chosen ‘ the
high contracting parties’—such are the torms of
the treaty—‘ solemnly engaging to cansider the
decision of the commissioners conjointly, or of
the arbitrator or bmpire, as the case may be, as
aogolutelr finale and conclusive in each case de-
cided npon by them or him respectively.”

We respectfully suggest, my Lord, that here
are anthorities and precedents abundantly suffi-
cient to warrant the British governtment in’pro-
posing that the guestion now pend'mg between
them and the government of the United States, if
it cannot be ctherwise settled, should be refer-
red to the decision of some frienily and impar-
tial arbitrator. If it be productive of 1o pther
advantage, it will at least afford time for
that exasperation of the public mind to subside
which unhappily prevails on both sides of.the At-
lantic, and which far more than any- difficulty
inherent in the subject itself,threatens to embar-
rass the two governments in their attempts to
give it a pacific solution.

We earnestly pray, my iord, that your lord-
ship and the government of wWhich you are the
head may be endowed with ¢ that wisdom which
is profitable so direct, which is pure, peaceable,
gentle, and easy to be entreated,” 0 as to avert
from these two great civilized and Christian nat-
ions a war which would be a reproach to their
civilization and a bitter satire upon their profess-
ed Christianity.

A New Coxer.—A telescopic comet was dis-
covered by Mr. Horace P. Tuttle, at the Harvard
College Observatory, early yesterday (Sunday)
moraing, near the bright star ista Virginis.

with the great telescope. Its distance from the
earth was above three hundred millions of miles.

It was the cherished policy of this
government last summer to open the cotton ports
to foreign and domestic commerce, and Senator
Simmons undertook to test the theory, with
what success every one knows. Though this
idea is abandoned, yet it is still intended to ob-
tain cotton by force in the interior of the cotton
States and ship it, on government account, to
market. In this way it is still hoped to furnish
the Lancashire men with cotton by midwinter.”

“Mr Russenr's REPORT oF AN ArMY REviEw—In
the London Times of the 9th Mr. Russell hasa
letter on the army and the camp.

@ ibted the utility of his work, and have sighed
jn sadness of heart and sorrow at the prospect
of witnessing a spectacle which afforded such
pleasure and satisfaction toso many modern Am-

In one word,it was a display Aof military power
which could not have been satisfactory o a mii-
itary critic adopting the standard of European
criiicism in reference to stam?mg armies, but
which viewed per se Hs a Teview of u'force of
volunteers collected from a vast continent of
different populations, and ?urned into soldiers by
the drill of a few months in_face of an enemy,
often, indeed, interrupted by actual gonﬂlct, was
exceedingly good. The nfttnral aptntud'e of the
men for carring arms‘as infantry soldiers was

indeel shown by the circumstance that the men

were got there and handled at all. The arrange-

| ments for the concentration cof he troops were

made by General McDowell, and were under his
control exclusively, and itis no small praise to
say that seven Divisions of infantry,with eavalry
and guns, were marched by four different and
indifferent roads, through a country the natural
difficulties of which had not been diminished by
rough abattis making where forests have been
laid low by the axe, along a narrow front to a
patch of ground, some three miles long by a mile
broad, were marched passed without confusion
and got off again without delay or intermixture,

From Drainsville on the 1ight of the line
to the extreme left below Alexandria the front
extends some 16 or i7 miles in, irreguiar
lines, and Divisions from the extreme
points were marched to the space which was
cleared for the review, near Munson's-hill so as
to be able to get off the ground before the march
of the Divisions brought them into position. The
Divisions were massed together in co'umns of
battalions, and occupied the limited area.in a
dense half-moon with the horns prolonged nearly
at right angles on the flanks.

The cavalry were bad, sloveniy, ill set-up—in
person, accoutrements, and horses, showing a
want of care; not badly horsed—light servicea-
ble men on light active beasts, but inferior in ap-
pearance and regularity to the Cossacks of the
Black Sea. There were exceptions to the re-
marks, but not to any - great extent, and Lord
Cardigan would have evaporated at the sight.
The artillery was the best part of the display
and looked as if it was ready for work, buta con-
siderable portion of the guns were held in reserve
along the front. The infantry was varied in
character and air; the regiments with a large
foreign element had the most soldiery bearing,
but were inferior in material to the native regi-
ments, some of which, such as the 44th New
York, could not be exceeded in any army in
BEurope. There is still a diversity of armament
in the artillery, and of small arms and uniform in
the other branches of the service. As the men
passed in close column of double companies. it
was 1not possible to examine them narrowly.
Some regiments came by carrying arms, some
with arms sloped, some with fixed bayonets,
others without; some had excellent bands, others
rendered day hideous by their discord.”

THE LOSS OF THE NORTH BRITON.

The following is the official report o the re-
cent inquiry at Liverpool into the loss of the
North Briton just made to the Lords of the Com-
mittee of Privy Council for Trade :—

“ My Lords,—On receiving your instructions

I proceeded, in conjunction with Captain Harris,
nautical assessor 10 the Board of Trade, to hold
an injury i t) the loss of the North  Briton, on
the morning of the 5th ef November last, on
the coast of Labrador. The North Briton was
an iron screw steamer, built in 1858 on the
Clyde; her gross tonnage was 2187 tons, and
she was owned by the Montreal Ocean Steam-
ship Company, trading betwsen Liverpool and
Quebec. She | left Quebec on her homeward
voyage on the 2nd of November, commanded
on this occasion by Mr. William Grange, who
holds an extra master's certificate of compe-
tency, granted in 1851, and who ordinarily
commands the ship Hibernian, belonging to the
same company. The ship was fully and proper-
ly equipped for the voyage, she had a crew of
99 men, all told, and carried 124 passengers
and general cargo. Her draught of water on
leaving Quebec was 15 feet forw.rd and 21 feet
9 inches aft. The vessel grounded going down
the River St. Lawrenc®, off Hare island, while
in charge of a pilot, but she came off with the
next tide, and proceeded on her voyage, having
apparently sustained no damage. At three p.m
on the 3rd she was off Cape de Monts, distant
about three and a half miles, and from thence
took her departure, shaping her course east
for the we-t poinl of Antisosti, and continued
on that course till two p.m. on the 4th, when,
under the impression that they had entered the
Canadian Channel, the course was altered to
E.S.B, till four p.m., when land was scen on
the beam, supposed to ‘be in the vicinity of
Thunder Point. The weather, which had opre-
viously been boisterous, had moderated, but was
somewhat thick with drizzling rain, so that no
accurate bearings could be cobtained. At this
time soundings were taken with 90 fathoms of
line, b1t no bottom was found, which segmed to
coafirm the master’s suspicion that the land seen
was somewhat in the neighborhood of Thunder
Point. The ship was then hauled off the land
S. E. and by S.,to regain the fairway of the chan-
nel, the engines were slowed to half speed, and
soundings were taken every half hour till seven
p.m. The course was then altered to S. E. and
by E. till midnight, up to which time soundings
continued to be taken also every half-hour. At
midnight the last soundings gave 65 fathoms,
when the master, having then no doubt that he
was E.S.E, resolved toggo on at full speed. The
master, who had been on deck since four a.m:,
then went below, having further directed the
second thy-te, who Ccame on wateh at midnight
to stop the vessel and take a cast of the lead at
one a.m., which order, after consulting his charts
the master deemed to be unnecessary,and count-
ermanded.

“ About 1 20 a.m. on the morning of the 5th
the vessel struck. The master, who was in bed-
rushed on deck, and saw breakers on the port
bow. Hefound the engines had been stopped.
and on the impulse of the moment gave an or-
der to reverse, but as the ship began to strike
heavily the order was recalled before it could be
obeyed. Finding that the water was rushing
into the engine room, orders were at once issued
to clear away the boats, and promptly attended
to. The original intention was to get the boats
over, lower them level with the gunwale, and
then await daylight; but fearing from the rolling
of the ship that they might ke staved, they were
lowered into the water and passed astern. This
was more easily accomplished on the one side
than the other, as, owing to the ship having a
list to port, it required more time to free the
starboard boats. From a careful inquiry into
this part of the case I am clearly of opinion that
no undue time was lost in this operation, ,nor
did any impediment exist from the mode in which
the boats were stowed. The master attempted
to tranquiilize the passengers, and begged them
to remain in the saloon till daylight, but not
succeeding in his attempt, and fearing injury
from the fulling of the masts if they remaincd
on deck, the women and children were placed
in two of the boats one of which remained near
the ship, and the other made its way to Mingan
Island. At daylight it was found that the ship
had grounded on a reef off Perroquets Island,
upon which a landing was effected. No life was
lost some of the boats that had drifted from the
shipduring the pight bging ultimately picked up.
Every effort was made to seve property and mails
but unfortunately one of the schooners ywhich
had beep engaged for this purpose, and on board
of which the purser had gone in charge, parted
from her anchors, and was driyep on shore. The
luggage had to be thrown overboard, gmgongst
which was log of the North Briton. On the 11th
the Anglo-Saxon, whigh had been intercepted,
arrived, and took off the passengees and part of
the crew, and brought them home, with such of
the luggage and mails as wers finally secured.

“ After a most careful review of the evidence
given in this case, and after an anxious consul-
tation with my .nautical colleague upon the cour-
ses alleged {0 haye heen steered, I find great
difficulty in arriying sta sgtisfuctory conclusion
as to the cause of the loss of this ship, Great
vigilance and caution seem to have been display-
ed by the master in the navigation of his ship up
to midnight of the 4th, T cannot, however, but
regard it.as unfortunate that he master,who had-
on going ‘below at that hour, left orders
that the second mate, who was then in charge
should stop the yessel fo take ° souedings
at one a,m. on the fifth, should have seen fit
on examining his charts, to eountermand an or=
der so properly given in gecordance with his
wonted caution., It is just possible that a cast
of the lead then taken might have warned him
of hiz danger, but looking at the ircegular sound-
ings that prevail throughout the Canadian chan-
nel, even the precaution might have shown a
result calculated to mislead him. 'This is the
sole eigigsion that I can lay to the charge of the
master, and I am reluctantly compelled to say
that, so far as this single oxission goes, he must
be pronounced in default. At the same tige I
feel bound to add that, on & review of his prey-
ious vigilanee, I arrive unwillingly at this con-
clusion. It is necessary here to refer to two
circumstances which lead me to express myself
thus duardelly ia regard t) the conduct of the
master. It would appear from the evidence of
Captain Aiton, master of the steamship Jura,
which met the North Britop to the eastward . of
Cape de Monts on the 3cd of November, thatan
.upusually high tide prevailed in the St. Lawr-
ence and over the whole seaboard of North Amer-
ica on that day. How far this may have influ-
enced the curcxt in the Canadizn Channell so as
to have decejyed a skilful and practised nayigat-
or in his reckoning. it is impossible to say, but
that to some extent it must have affected the
navigation of the ship there would appear tg be
little doubt, The other circumstance to which
I would allude is the report which reached
Quetec before the sailing of the North Briton,that
the North American, one of the same line of
steamships, was suppesed to be ashore on Natag-
h uan Point, and Captain Grange was desired
to ascertain the truth of the rumour, and to ren-
der assistanee if necessary. For this purpose he
must, of course, haye taken the passage which he
did—by the Canadian channel;and thus instruct-
ed by his company’s agents at Quebec, he conside
ered himgelf almost without discretion of the
choice of this passage, rather than the longer one
by Cape Race. In arriving, thersfopq at a con-
clusion, these two circumstances must be fairl
taken into consideration along with the other
facts of the case, and may indyce your lordships
to return Captain Grange his certificate with a
eaution, which,in my-opinion,will meet the merits
of the case. The result of this inquiry following
so closely upon the heels of that yhich took
place into the loss of the Canadian, scems certa-
inly to stamp the passage of the Canadian
Channel and the Straits of Belleisle as one
fraught with danger and difficulty,except during
the heidgt of the season and {n ths clearest weath-
er. It may well become a question of serjous
consideration, whether the gaving of a single day

in the length of ths passage compensates for
the risk to hfe and property which it seems to
entail.

OUR TREATIES WITH GREAT BRITAIN.
(From the N. Y Advertiser.)

The annexed extracts, showing what are the
existing tieaty stipulations between his country
and Great Britain, in regard to private rights of
property of their respective citizens, in case of a
war between the two countries, possess an inter-
est at this time which will no doubt commend
them to your readers.

I

The following is the tenth article of the treaty
of 1794 :—

¢ Neither the debts due from individuals of
the one nation to individuals of the other, nor
shares, nor moneys which they have in the pub-
lic. funds, or in the public. or private
banks, shall even in any event of war
or nafional differences be sequestered or
confiscated, it being unjust and impoli-
tic that debts and engagements contracted and
made by individuals having confidence in each
other and their respective governments should
ever be destroyed or impaired by national autho-
rity on account of national differences and dis-
contents.”

In reference to which, Chancellor Kent, writ-
ing of the obligations of treaties (Kent’s Com-
mentaries, Sec. viii, p. 179, eighth edition,)
Says i—

AS a general rule, the obligatious of treaties
are dissipated by hostility, and they are extin-
guished and gone forever, unless revived by a
subsequent treaty. But if a treaty contains any
stipulations which contemplate a future state of
war, and make provisions for such an exigency,
they preserve their force and obligation when
the rupture takes place. All those dutiss, of
which the exercise is not necessarily suspended
by war, subsist in their full force. The obliga-
tion of keeping faith 8 so far from ceasing in
time of war, that its efficacy becomes increased,
from the increased necessity of it. What would
become of prisoners of war, and the terms of ca-
pitulation of garrisons and towns, if the word ot
an enemy was not to be relied upon? The faith
of promises and treaties which had reference to
a state of war, is to be held as sacred in war as
in peace, and among enemies as among friends.

All the writers on public law admit this posi-
tion, and they have never failed to recommend
the duty and the observance of good faith, by
the most powerful motives, and the most pathe-
tic and eloquent appeals which could be addres-
sed to the reason and to the moral sense of na-
tions. The tenth article of the treaty between
the United States and Great Britain, in 1794,
may be mentioned as an instance of a stipula-
tion made for war. It provides that debts due
from the individuals of one nation to those of
the other, and the shares or money which they
might have in the public funds, or in public or
private banks, should neyer, in any event of
war, be sequestered or confiscated. There can
be no douht that the obligation of that article
was not impaired by the war of 1812, but re-
mained througaout that war, ‘and continues to
this day binding upon the two nations, and will
continue so until they mutually agree to rescind
the article, for itis a principle of universal juris-
prudence, that a compact cannot he rescinded
by one party only, if the other party does not
consent to reseind it, and does no act to destroy

it.

‘MEXICAN INTERVENTION.

If we are co rectly informed the intervention
in Mexico by European powers causes more
anxiety at Washington than eveu the case of the
arrest of Messrs. Mason and Slidell. Probably
in anticipation of such intervention, Mr. Corwin,
the United States Minister to Mexico, was in-
structed when he went out there to open negotia-
tions for a treaty hetween that republic and the
United States, by which the latter, for considers-
tions to be specified, should advance a certain
sum of money, sufficient to pay the claims of
England and Frange, the collection of which is
alleged to be the object of the hostile expedition
against Mexico. The treaty having been ma-
tured, and it being probable that the Senate of
the United States will approve, the President,
through the State Department, addressed himselt
to the two European powers, tendering on be-
half of Mexico the payment of the claims, and
asking an abandonmsant of the proceedings.

It istunderstood that the reply of both Eng-
lagd apd Franceyas that the proposed arrange-
ment was not satisfactory for this among other
reagons, that the treatment by the ever-¢ 'a.nging
Mexican government of subjects of foreign powers
resident in Mexico demanded action in the way
of redress and prevention, We hear that these
ansyers have created seme  disappointment
at Washington, and have given rise to an
apprehension  or suspicion  that' more is
intended by interyention in Mexico by the com-
bined powers than they would he justified in
doing were they to act up strictly to the spirit
and letter of their professions.

It is no light thing to accuse foreign powers of
bad faith in the representations deliberately and
officially made by them, or even to indulge a
sqs%icflon that they are practising deceit. In
such cases ii alpost inevitably comes to pass
that ihe measure we mete is meted qut to ns. A
man that is ever expressing doubts of the hon-
esty gng sincerity of his neighbors and equals s
very apt to create a sugpjcion of his own hon-
esty and sincerity. Euogland and France will be
yery likely to ask ¢ Why do you suspect our
# good fgith ? Do you feel that in like circum-
stances you would act l;ypogrit'iga}ly 7" We deem
it to be impolitic a3 well agunjust,to impugn
ever so indirectly the good faith of any nation
except on such evidence as cannot by any pos-
sipility be gyerturned.

With respegt to the alleged refusal ef France
and England to accept the proposal said to
have been made to them, we are free to say
that we think such refusal should not excite
surprise. . Krom the first those powers have
declared that though one, and perhaps the
principal object of the expedition was to en-
foree . the pecuniary claims of their subjects,
and to foreclose the mortgages on Mexican cus-
toms, another purpose was to protest the persons
and © property of = their subjects  who
were residents of that republic. So far as we
have light upon the subject the proposal of
the Unjted States made. no provision for this
object, in itself one of primary importance to
French and English residents in' Mexico. The
proposul took cogniz_ance only of the financial
aspect of the question, and France and England
had no alternatiye but to decline the proposal as
unsatisfactory.  Indeed, the agceptance of it
would probably have placed the lives and pro-
perty of French and English residents in Mexico
in greater peril than ever, for it would practi-
cally have taught the Mexicans two lessons;
first, that England and France cared less about
the safety of their citizens than about the dollars
and cents of the matter; and, secondly, that the
aid of the United States in the meeting of their
ohligations abroad could always be purchaged
for a consideratlon,

The non-acceptance of the propossl, then, is
easily accounted for on grounds honorable to the
two European powers, and neither necessitates
nor justifies a doubt of the sincerity of their pro-

quire neither political position nor territory in the
republic of Mexico, and would secure no commer-
cial or other special advantages which should
not be granted also to all nations,
say that the whole of their avowed object would
not be accomplishment by such an arrangement
as the United States have proposed. And in all
probability it would not be. We cannot bring our-
selves to say that such a lesson is not needed in
Mexico as France and England propose to admi-
nister. The forbearance which has beenshown to
that country because ofits internal troubles, seems
te have emboldened its government to perpetrate
wrongs upon foreign residents that ought not
longer to be tolerated ; and that France and
England have determined that they shall be put
a stop to, ought not of itself excite surprise and
distrust.

It must be admitted, however, that the whole
question of this intervention in the aff.irs of
Mexico is one of great delicacy and difficulty for
our government. It probably to some extent
perils our influence there, vnless we take
active part in it,-which at present is not conve-
nient, even did we admit it to be at any time
expedient. The United States are natura ly
jealous too of any armed occupation of any

But nations as well as individuals must some-
times submit to circumstanzes and conditions
of things which, while adhering to justice and
right, they cannot prevent or remedy. The right
of the European powers to enforce the fulfilment
of solemn contracts existing between Mexico and
themselves cannot begydenied. Otherwise con-
tracts and governments would be alike at an
end.—New York Aivertiser.

THE STONE FLEET AT CHARLESTON.

Orr PorT RoYAL ENIRANCE, 2
Steamship Cahawha, Dec.17, L861.

To Charleston | —that is our desunation ; or,
more accurately, to the bar at the entr.nce of the
harbor of that doomed ciry. The terrible stone
fleet sail d this morning from the harbor of Port
Royal, and before two days are past will have
made Charleston an inland city. Against these
crumbling huiks the batteries which silenced
Sumter point their guns in vain. Sixteen vessels
will - be sunk on thebar at the river entrance.
They range from 275 to 500 tons, areall old
whalers, heavily loaded with large blocks of
granite, and cost the Government from $2,500 to
$5,000 each. Some of them were once famous
ships. !

With this fleet go the Cahawba, Philadelphia,
and Ericsson;to-hel, ¢hienr along and assist -at
the sinking, and if Commedore Tatnall should be
too curicus about our operations, their 1l-inch
shells will give him anintelligenthint to keep at
a respectful distance. The business ovef, the
. Philadelphia and Ericsson go North with the
crews of the sunken ships ; the Cahawba returns
to Port Royal. Some of the whalers being very
slow to start, we spent a couple of hours in get-
ting them off.

Some of the fleet have crawled well away
already, under canvass, and the Philadelphia has
towed one over the bar, and is returning to do
the same office for another. The men of war
have been set to work towing, for we want to
get the whole fleet outside to-night.

More than thirty vessels are in plain sight,
most of them on the same errand to a hostile
port. The scene is extraordinary; the number
of vessels, thewr purpose, the poetic and religious
justice of the fate they carcy with them, and the
rare beauty of the day by whose fading light the
scene is visible, make it singularly impressive.

When we arrive outside we find the squadron
auchored. There is no chance of getting to
Charleston to-might with anything but a fraction
of the fleet. « Capt Davis i3 well salisfied to have
got all the whalers out of port and under his
eye, ready to start with the breeze. The
Cahawba lets go the tow-ropes and drops her
anchor. A
Ot Charleston, 8. 8. Cahawba, Dec. 20, 186°.

The fleet got under weigh next morning, Wed-
nesday, avout an hour before sunrise, part of the
ships in tow of (he steamers, the rest trusting to
canvas. A butterfly floats for an hour about our
quarter deck. ' Charleston light is in sight at
half-past 3, and soon after the blockading
squadron—the Florida, Augusta and Roebuck.
The Florida runs down to take a look at us and
make sure that the rebels have not contrived to
steal a fleet and get to sea. At 5 we are fairly
off the entrance of Charleston harbor, and there,
litiing its walls high out of the sea, is Fort
Sumter! No loyal American can look on it
without grateful remembrance of the service it
has done.

The only business of the evening was a channel
reconnoissance, which re<ulted in the discovery
that the channel buoy had been moved in -order
to mislead us, and that further soundings would
be mecessary. = Ships enough had arrived to
persuade the anxiously-waichful Carolinians
that -all the men-of-war had come, and were
ready to repeat the Port Royal lesson. Two or
three of the whalers passed within sight of the
harbor, and caused some excitement on shore,
signals being raised and guns fired in evident
expectation of attaclk. :

The first news  on Thursday morning was that
the Rebels had blown up the light-heuse during
the night. Itis evident they supposed an attack
was intended. Less agreeable information fol-
lowed, that the Ericsson had gone North without
waiting for orders—an unmanly desertion which
interferes with the plan of operations, and com-
pels the crews of the sunken vessels to return to
Port Royal, instead of going direct to New York.
(All the whalers vehiznhave b arrived are com-
.ing up well.
mine the points at which the outside vesselsare
to be sunk, while the Cahawba is bringing some
of the ships further in. Hach ship is ordered to
unbend Ler sails. Mr. Bradbury hails the “Robin
Hood” We shall send all the sails aboard you
for the present.  When you have them all, we
shall take  them on the Cahawba, and you will
thea sink your ship !

Guns are now heard. Moultrie i3 said to be
now a school of practice. A few people can be
seen at Morris Island, some of them negroes, even
wading in, as if trying to come off to the ships.
Tue Susquehanaa, M1. Bradbury tells us, has nine
who escaped before the fight while she was block-
ading off Charleston. Six of them are sailors
and fishermen, worth $2,000 a piece, and earning
$45 a month for their masters. They were sta-
tioned at different guns during the bombardment
at Port Royal, and fought with unflinching cour-
age. S

Most of the day was spent in preparation. The
Ottawa anconored half a mile beyond the bay,
while the Mohican took a positon about a mile
east of the channel and commanding its approa-
ches from the city. Neither vessel is in reach of
guns from the shore. In the course of the after-
noon all the whalers arrived and were towed up
toward the bar in a ceuvenient position to be
taken over. About five o'clock the Ottawa tow-
ed first  the Tenedos and then the Leonidas- to
their positions on the extreme right and left of
the line. In a few minutes after anchoring, the
crew of the Tenedos left her side. When the
plug was removed, the water rusled in g stream
from one side of the vessel to the other, but there
was only a single hole, and when that was
reached ingide, it entered from the outside with
greatly diminished force. It was low water and
the sides still visible. = The Leonidas not swing-
ing into the right position, her plug was not
drawn till next morning. After the moon and
tide had risen, six vessels were towed in. By
half-past eleven the tide had fallen too far to
progeed. These old ships draw from thirteen to
seventeen feet, and can only get on the bar near
the top of the tide.

Work was resumed on - Friday morning, the
20th, the Uttawa and Pocahontas, bringing the
ships to their stations. The placing of them was
an operation of considerable nicety, espeoially as
some of the yessels were so deep as to be with
difficulty dragged on the bar, excep: at high
water. A graver hindrance to théir exact loca-
tion wasfound in the imperfection of the arrange-
ment for sinking, several of the ships remaining
afloat so long after the pli was knocked out
that they swungout of position. They were,
nevertheless, finally pliced wery nearly accord-
ing to the plan. The last' ship, tbe Archer,
closed the only remaining gap, and the manner
in which Mr. Bradbury took her in with the Po-
cahontas and then extricated the latter from her
perilous position filled' the fleet with admirvation
for his skillful seamanship. The difficulty with
which this light vessel, in broad daylight, with
such a pilot, got through, is sufficient evidence
of the thoroughness of the work and the.total
impragtigability of the channel for ordinary na-
vigation. By half-past iten the. last plug was
drawn; and every ship of the sixteen was either
sunk or sinking. Nome of the vessels wholly
disappeared from sight, and those which heeled
over farthest and were most under water had
subsided in a very deliberate manner. All but
two or three were careened. Some were on their
beam ends, some down by the head, others by
the stern, and masts, spars ard rigging of the
thickly-crowded ships were tangled " in" greatest
confusion. They did not remain so. The boats
w.hich had been sSwarming about the wrecks
picking up whatever was to be got, returning
heavily laden, were ordered hack to out away
the masts, 1t was meant to leave nothing be-
hind of use to the rebels.” In half an hour from
the time the boats left hep side the mizzenmast
of the Rebecca Simms went over the side, and
was gpeedily followed by the main and fore.—
The next was the Richmond, whose three masts
went by the board together, with three almost

of stays and shrouds, like irregular volleys of
musketry. As they fell the sound of heavy can-
non echioed down the bay, and for the next two
hpurs the erash of falling masts was accompa~
n}ed by the same salute. Some stanch old ships
died very hard, settling very slowly, and still
upright when they had felt'the bottom. :
The work of the expedition is a complete suc-
cess. If it seemed somatimes a sad one even to
us, with what feelings mugt the people of Char-
leston have looked on its progress ?

TreaTy wirk Mexico.—The project of the
treaty with Mexico, which is now before the
Senate, had not, at last advices, been ratified by
our neighbor. In consequence of the rejection
by the Mexican Congress of the treaty proposed
by the English Minister, the negociation set on
foot by Mr Corwin in co-operation with him,had
been temporarily suspended, but it was believed
at the time that Mr. Corwin's last dispatches
were written that the treaty of which he sent ths
outlines, would be acceptable to the Mexican
Government, and would, if speedily ratified by
both countries, go far toward thwarting the
scheme of Europeaa intervention. The full ex-
tent of that scheme no one knows. The depar-
ture of Miramon, a week ago, for Mexico via
Havana, after a conference of several hours with
the Spanish Minister here, affords some clue to
the purpose of Spain, but how far she can count
on French and English support in her plan to
revolutionize the Guvernment of the eountry is
uncertain.

New York Fire Ixsurance CompaNigs.—At a
meeting of the N. Y. Board of the Fire Insurance
Companies, held on Monday, a report was unan-
imously adoptd declaring petroleum, or rock
oil, "uninsurable in all buildings in compact por-
tions of the City,” and the ‘following are the res-
olutions which were adopted :—

Resolaed, That Petroleum,Rock Oil, and Earth
Oil, in a crude or unrefined state, be and hereby
are declared uninsurable, except when stored in
detached and properly ventilated sheds and
warehouses, specially adapted by their construc-
-tion for that purpose, and devoted exclusively to
the storage of such oils, or substances of
a similar character; sud then at a special rate,
of not less than three per cent.

Resolved, That Benzone,Benzole, and Napptha,
when kept in quantities of three barrels or less,
be classed as “ Specially Hazardous,” and charg-
ed assuch ; and when kept in larger quantities
than three barrels, be subject to the same restric
ctions and rates as crude Cetroleum, Rock Qil,
aud edrth Oil. 3 ) 0%

Resolved That manufactured Coal Oil, refined
Petroleum OQil, Kerosene and Carbon Oil,and all
Oils manufactured from Coal. Rock or Earth
0Oil and Petroleum, when kept-in less quantities
than ten barrels,be classed as “Extra Hazardous,”
and when kept in larger quantities than ten bar-
rels, be classed as ¢ Specially Hazardous,” and
chu.rged as such

Errgors or Coup Uron Sonpiers.—Our Wash-
ington correspondents inform us thatoursoldiers
of the Potomac army are beginning to suffer eon-
siderably from the cold weather. This is not
surprising, when they are still under canvass.
From this very circumstance, however we are
satisfied that Gen. McClellan is contemplating a
forward movement, and has no intention that the
return of spring will find his vast army still
stretched along the windy hills of Fairfax. He
knows, from the experience of Napoleon, that an
army in motion, bivouacking under the open sky
in the dead of winter, suffers much less from
disease than an army ever so well established in
in winter quarters. Compare, for example, the
sufferings of the British army in its winter quar-
ters before Sebastopol with the remarkabla good -
nealth of Napoleon's legions in that winter cam-
saign of Austerlitz. Vast bodies of men en-
closed or hutted for two or three months in the
same place inevitably, To a greater or less extent,
produce infectious and malignant disorders.
Hence, no doubt, the shifting of Beauregard’s cen-
tral column from Manassas to Centreville, and
the eontinual movements of the enemy from one
point to another along their general line of occu-
pation. Let us be patient. There are good rea-
sons for the retention of our Potomac army under
canvass at this time. The climate, as you go
southward, beeomes warmer, and long huts are
not eonvenient articles of transportation. —New
York Herald.

GENERAL “COTT AS A MEDIATOR. — In connection

BUTE DOCKS, CARDIFF.

HE TRUSTEES of the MARQUIS OF BUTE

are now ereciing, on the Northern Quay of
the East Dock at Cardiff, an extensive FIRE—
PROUF FREE and BONDED WAREHOUSE,
which will be completed in the course of the
Autumn. The building is of a sufficient capacity
to contain several entire cargoes ; and, abutting
as it does upon the water of the Dock, every faci-
lity will be offered for Lifting goods directly from
orinto the vessels discharging or loading in the
Dock. The position being contiguous to and in
connexion with the various Railways leading
from the Docks to the Mineral Districts of South
Wales, ard thence through tle entire system of
Railways throughout the Kingdom, will afford
all the means requisite for the importation of
valuable goods, and for their convenient trans-
mission inland.

This will, no doubt, lead speedily to the estab-
lishment of an import trade commensurate with
the large and rapidly increasing population of
the town and neighbourhood of Cardiff, and the
immzense Mineral Districts of which it is the . ort.
This vast pipulation is at present princivally
supplied with Foreign Nerchandize from Bristol,
but itis evident that direct importations are much
called for; nor need thése be circumscribed to
the supply of the local demand, as they may well
be extended to the whole of the Manufacturing
Districts of England, with which already direct
communication exists.

Vessels employed in such trade would have the
further advantage of discharging their cargoesin
a loadiug port, the best in the Bristol Channel,
where the Dock and other charges are very
moderate, and we believe lower than those in any
other' Port in 'that ‘part of the Kingdom, and
where, from the constant demand for tonnage
cargoes, outward freights may always be obtain~
ed without detention.

Within the comparatively short period (f
twenty years, during which these great works
have been construcied and opened by the:late
Marquis of Bute, and his Trustees since his death,
Cardiff has risen from its very inferior position as
a Port to that of one of the most importantin the
country, There are two walled Docks, enclosing
a water space of sixty-seven acres, one of which
has a uniform depth throughout of twenty-five
feet; its width, for the greater portion of its ex-
tent, being 500 feet, und the width of its sea-
gates, 55 feet. " I'he” dimensions of the other
Dock are somewhat less. There i3 in addition a
Tidal Harhour, constructed to receive vessels
engaged in the coasting trade. The Docks and
Harbour are provided with 39 Coal Shipping
Staiths, the whole on the most approved plans,
for loading cargoes in the most perfect conaition,
The rapidity with which this can be effected can
be judged of by the fact that a screw steamship,
carrying about 1600 tons of coals, has been fre-
quently loaded in the short space of nine hours,
80 that, from the time of her entrance into the
Dock to her leaving it, not more than twelve
hours were occupied ; while, at the Tidal Har-
bour, a small screw collier enters, takes in her
cargo, and departs within 2§ hours. There are
three Graving Docks, two of which will admit
the largest class of vessels; one being 400 feet in
length,

There i also a large Gridiron, whers vessels
may be placed with the greatest facility, for the
examination, cleaning and repairing of their
hulls. '

There have also been erected Shear-legs, 70
feet high, for lifting weights up to 60 tons at one
lift; and by which also the masts ef vessels can
be lifted out and replaced.

A Steam Crane is provided by which vessels
of fine build can'at the same time discharge their
ballast and receive their Uargoes. Several other
Cranes, of various lifting power, are distributed
upon the different Quays around the Docks ; and
one eof the Railway Companies possesses two
other Steam CUranes used for the discharge of
ballast from Vessels.

In the year 1860, the exports of house and
steam coal from these Docks and Tidal Harbour
were 1,773,181 tons, and of Iron 212,054 tons.
In that year the number of vessels that cleared
Foreign and Coastwise from the Docks and Har-
oour was 8,113, and their registered tonnage
amounted to 1,530,929 ; and it is estimated that
the total exports and imports at the Port of Car-
diff during that year reached the large number of
two and three-quarter million~ of tons. Itis to
be expec‘ed that these large figures will rapidly
increase, from the superior qualities for marine
purposes of the several seams of Smokeless Steam
Coal found in this neighbourhood alcne, and
whose highly evaporative power has caused for
it-a great demand, not only from our own and
Foreign Governments, but also from most of the
great Mercantite Compauies trading from the
rorts of this Kingdom, sueh as the Peninsular
and Oriental, the Royal Mail, and the Cunard
Companies. *

The above particulars may serve to make it
clear that the Port of Cardiff, by means of these
Docks and their extensive and valuable adjuncts,
'offers peculiar advantages. Not only, as has
been shown, does there already exist a very large
trade in Expo:ts, but there are also the means for
carrying on an equally large trade in Imports —
Merchants and othersinterested in S ip-building,
in Manufactures, or in the exporting or importing
of goods, will find ample facilities for business;
and Sites can easily be obtained on moderate
terms, in the immediate vicinity of the Docksand
Railway- for the necessary establishments to any
extent that may he de-ired; and it is not to be
doubted that such enterprises in connection with
thig Port, would soon lead to highly remunera-
tive and important results.
