MONTREAL (CP) - The right to
set and decide a school curriculum
belongs only to the province’s Edu-
cation Department and not school
boards, the Quebec Court of Ap-
peal has ruled.

The court dismissed an appeal
from the Quebec Association of
Protestant School Boards and

MONTREAL (CP) — RCMP members who have failed in
several attempts to form a union have challenged two federal
labor laws in Quebec Superior Court, saying they violate their

Constitutional rights.

The Canada Labor Code and the Public Service Staff Relations Act
violate the Charter of Rights and Freedoms, Gaetan Delisle, president of
an association of Quebec-based Mounties, said Wednesday.

“Theselaws and federal labor le-
gislation permit collective bargai-
ning for virtually all federal em-
ployees and yet these rights are de-
nied to members of the RCMP,’" he
told a news conference.

If the Quebec Mounties obtain
the right to organize, it could be the
first step to a national RCMP
union.

Quebec’s
judges
underpaid?

QUEBEC (CP) — Justice Mi-
nister Herbert Marx acknowled-
ged Wednesday that Quebec
judges aren’t paid encugh and
promised to recommend that
they receive salary hikes.

‘““There is too large a gap
between the salaries of provin-
cially appointed judges and fede-
rally appointed judges,”’ Marx
said when questioned about pu-
blished reports that top provin-
cial judges have threatened to
quit over the salary issue.

“We're going to make recom-
mendations to reduce that gap.
Everybody would agree that the
judges deserve an increase in
pay,’”’ said Marx, who refused to
say by how much salaries would
rise.

Provincially appointed judges
draw an average salary of $75,387
a year, compared with the
$127,000 paid to Quebec Superior
Court justices who are named by
Ottawa.

Marx said he will act only after
receiving a report expected in
about 10 days from a committee
studying judges’ salaries.

He said he has received no resi-
gnation threats from judges and
only learned of the possibility
from news reports.

PLANS MEETING

Marx said he is in frequent
contact with the judges and will
meet with chief judges soon to
discuss the salary dispute.

Published reports that a preli-
minary report from the jurists re-
commended salary increases of
$25,000 are false, he said.

A motion, filed in the court on
Monday, is to be heard in Montreal
June 5. If the court rejects the ap-
plication, the association plans to
pursue the case to the Supreme
Court of Canada.

RCMP officers have been allo-
wed since 1974 to establish infor-
mal staff associations but not a
certified union. Quebec members
have been lobbying to form a union
for the past year.

HIT SNAG

Delisle said 812 of the 865 non-
commissioned ranks in the force’s
Quebec region have joined the or-
ganizing drive but they hit a snag
last September when the Canada
Labor Relations Board ruled it had
no jurisdiction to certify a union
within the RCMP.

Delisle said the officers, whose
actions are being closely watched
by RCMP brass and others in the
14,000-member force, don’t want
the right to strike. He said such
matters as working conditions,
hours, overtime rules and pensions
could be settled by binding arbitra-
tion as long as a union is allowed.

Currently, the Treasury Board
sets RCMP salaries, which ap-
proach $38,000 for a first-class
constable with four years expe-
rience and are on a par with most
major police forces. Working
conditions are decided by the
force’s commissioner and other se-
nior ranks.

“With arbitration, we would be
able to adjudicate in grievance
procedures, in dismissals,”’ said
Delisle, who explained that such
matters now may only be pursued
in the courts.

“Right now, we don’t have the
right to speak on behalf of the
members,’’ he said. He argued
that since national security duties
were turned over to the Canadian
Security and Intelligence Service
in the early 1980s, there is no good
reason to bar a union.

Andre Nadon, a vice-president of
the Canadian Police Association
which represents police officers
across Canada, said his group
backed the RCMP officers.

“They’re definitely being trea-
ted unfairly,”” Nadon said. ““Collec-
tive bargaining is a fundamental
right. The government should faci-
litate the way these people could
get organized.

“But they're still in the Dark
Ages as far as this is concerned.”

Refugees in real fear
won’t be turned away

OTTAWA (CP) — Refugees in
real fear of their lives will not be
turned away at the border under
rules contained in legislation just
introduced in the Commons, junior
immigration minister Gerry Wei-
ner said Wednesday.

Weiner told the Commons that
someone who claims to be a refu-
gee at the Canadian border will
have to meet certain conditions be-
fore they will be admitted.

But if there is “‘a shred of a
chance that the individual has a
fear of persecution,” Weiner said
that person will get a hearing be-
fore an independent refugee deter
mination board.

Weiner was responding to ques-
tions from Liberal MP Sergio Mar-
chi, who said the government was
‘“beating up on genuine refugees
who are nationless.”

Bill C-55, introduced in the
Commons on Tuesday, is designed

to reduce the number of people who
claim to be refugees in order to get
around normal immigration pro-
cedures.

Opposition critics, church
groups, and immigration lawyers
fear it may make it harder for ge-
nuine refugees to come to Canada.
Under the new system, an immi-
gration official and a member of
the independent refugee board will
examine each claimant at the
border.

They will turn away those who
have refugee status in another
country or have had a reasonable
opportunity to apply in that coun-
try. They will also deny access to
those who arrived from a third
country where they may be consi-
dered to be safe, those who have
clearly unfounded claims, those
who have already been denied re-
fugee status in Canada, and those
who have been ordered deported.

Quebec got power at Meech Lake— Murray

OTTAWA (CP) — The provinces
will have a great deal more power
as a result of Prime Minister Brian
Mulroney’s tentative constitutio-
nal deal with the premiers, Mulro-
ney’s federal-provincial relations
minister predicted Wednesday.

“We have succeeded in making,
I think, a much more balanced fe-
deration,”” Senator Lowell Murray
told skeptical Liberals during a Se-

nate question period devoted al-
most entirely to the issue.

“You could have got just as good
a deal and not paid such a price,”
retorted Royce Frith, the Liberals’
deputy leader in the Senate. ‘‘Bad
negotiation.”

Frith, appointed to the Senate in
1977 by Pierre Trudeau, cited Que-
bec Premier Robert Bourassa’s
boast that he won a great deal for
Quebec at last week’'s meeting with

Mulroney and the premiers at
nearby Meech Lake, Que.

“Quebec got a great deal out of
it, yes,”” Murray replied, citing the
promise of greater power over im-
migration, a veto over some
amendments and a role in the ap-
pointment of senators and mem-
bers of the Supreme Court.

Subdued response for PM in West

LETHBRIDGE, Alta. (CP) —
Prime Minister Brian Mulroney,
on a three-day tour of the Prairies
to boost sagging popularity, pre-
dicts his party will rebound in the
region by the next general election.

But shortly after Mulroney made
the comment Wednesday while vi-
siting a natural-gas field near Al-
berta’s foothills, party faithful
gave him a subdued response du-
ring a speech in Lethbridge.

Despite a promise from Mulro-
ney to bring in a Senate reform
package by the end of 1988 — a ma-
jor demand of Alberta Premier
Don Getty — more than a dozen
Conservatives stood grimly with
their arms folded throughout the
prime minister’s speech.

The hotel banquet hall where
Mulroney appeared was half-
empty, and the crowd offered only
occasional applause as he listed his
government’s accomplishments

for the West in the last two years.

“We haven’t heard anything to
get enthused about yet,”” said one
of the Conservatives, John Van
Ryn, when asked why he and
others were not applauding.

The prime minister tried to
warm up the audience at the start
of his address by joking about the
recent furore over redecorations
at 24 Sussex Drive and his collec-
tion of expensive Gucci loafers.

“First of all I want to apologize
for the delay,”” he said. ‘‘I was shi-
ning my shoes, and that could be a
full-time job."”

Mulroney said his youngest son
Nicolas got lost in the shoe closets
for three hours. The family conclu-
ded Nicolas had no taste because
they found him in the Wallabee sec-
tion.

Mulroney was criticized by the
opposition for the cost of the reno-
vations — more than $300,000 —
and because the Conservative par-
ty paid more than half the cost.

Earlier, at a news conference be-
side a drill rig at the Caroline natu-
ral-gas field, Mulroney predicted
that by the next election, western
voters will be behind him.

Murray told the Senate that
while the clause would not alter the
distribution of powers between the
two levels of government, it would
““of course, enable Quebec to exer-
cise more room, more power, more
authority to preserve and protect
its distinctiveness.”

But, while Murray was selling
the new provincial powers to the
Senate, Jacques Parizeau, former
Quebec finance minister, sharply
attacked another section of the
deal as being far too generous to
the federal government

In a column in the Montreal
newspaper Le Devoir, the former
Parti Québécois minister cited the
clause which would allow pro-
vinces to opt out of new shared-cost
programs in areas of exclusive
provincial jurisdiction provided
that a provincial program or initia-
tive is compatible with national
standards.

JOHANNESBURG (AP) —
White voters have shifted sharply
to the right, keeping President
P.W. Botha in power while
strengthening the hand of parties
that oppose concessions to
blacks.

The anti-apartheid Progres-
sive Federal party lost seats. It
went from 27 elected seats in the
outgoing white chamber of
parliament to 19, say near-
complete returns from Wednes-
day’s election.

- The party was supplanted as
the official parliamentary oppo-
_sition by the Conservative party,
a supporter of segregation.

With 158 of 166 races decided,
Botha's National party, which
has governed for 39 years, had 117
seats.

Twelve seats of the 178-
member, dominant white cham-
ber of the legislature are filled by
appointment and the National
party is expected to receive 10 of
them. ;

The Conservative party, for-
med five years ago as a breaka-
way from the Nationalist party,
had won 20 seats by midmorning.
The New Republic party won one
Zeat and one went to an indepen-

ent.

Extreme rightist parties recei-

ved 29 per cent of the votes —
nearly double their total in the
last white election in 1981 and far
ahead of the 18 per cent garnered
by an informal alliance of anti-
apartheid candidates.

“Clearly we will have to re-
examine our role and function,”
said the leader of the Progressive
Federal party, Colin Eglin, who
was re-elected 3

The National party received
slightly more than 52 per cent of
the vote, compared with 57 per
cent in 1981.

About 66 per cent of the slightly
more than three million registe-
red white voters cast ballots.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Richard
Secord, a retired air force major-
general who describes himself as a
patriot trying to help his gover-
nment, faced tougher questions to-
day about whether he profited in
the Iran-Contra affair.

Secord was also expected to be
grilled by Arthur Liman, chief
counsel for the Senate Iran investi-
gating committee, about his use of
funds from Iran arms sales to indi-
rectly pay Lebanese warlords for
information on American hostages
and to buy a Danish freighter for
classified government operations.

Documents released Wednesday
— the second day of House of Re-

presentatives-Senate hearingsinto
the secret sale of U.S. arms to Iran
and the diversion of payments to
the Nicaraguan Contras — contai-
ned the first indication that private
donors made direct deposits into
Swiss bank accounts controlled by
Secord and his business partner,
Albert Hakim.

A handwritten notation by Se-
cord shows that Joseph Coors, a
millionaire Colorado brewery
owner who is a strong supporter of
President Ronald Reagan, dona-
ted $65,000 US to an account used to
pay for Iran operations and to aid
the Contras.

Hakim, granted limited immuni-

ty from prosecution, admitted in a
deposition taken in Paris last
month that he managed 13 sepa-
rate accounts.

MILLIONS FLOW

Through them flowed $30 million
US from the arms sales and an ad-
ditional $17.7 million in donations
for the Contras from different
sources, he said.

Hakim said that of the nearly $48
million total, $40 million had been
spent either for expenses related to
the arms sales or on behalf of the
Nicaraguan rebels. That left about
$8 million in bank accounts under
Hakim’s control as of April.

Secord testified that top aides to

Reagan told him that the president
was aware of his efforts and appre-
ciated them. The White House de-
nied that Reagan knew of any di-
version of Iran arms sales pro-
ceeds to the Contras.

Secord said he was recruited by
Oliver North, the fired National Se-
curity Council aide, for a wide
range of clandestine operations in-
cluding selling arms to Iran and
supplying weapons to the Contras.

‘‘Iwas a private person, trying to
help my government,’’ Secord
said, denying he ever took more
than a $72,000-a-year salary from
his own company, Stanford Tech-
nology Trading Group. He said he

did not use the $14 million in profits
from arms sales to Iran for perso-
nal purposes.”’

“We did not price these weapons
to generate personal profits,” Se-
cord testified. ‘‘We priced them to
create operational revenue. This is
what the government expected me
to do.”

Secord repeated Wednesday that
he believed Reagan knew about his
activities, having been told so by
John Poindexter, the former Na-
tional Security adviser, North and
others. He said he believed that
knowledge extended to the use of
funds from the arms sales to aid
the Contras, something Reagan

has denied.

Secord acknowledged he shred-
ded telephone logs and Telex mes-
sages related to his Contra support
activities after records turned up
in E1 Salvador showing calls to Se-
cord’s office in Vienna, Va.

Secord told of a frantic two days
of discussions his lawyer, Thomas
Green, held last November with a
senior Justice Department official
in an effort to persuade Reagan to
acknowledge the Contra aid pro-
gram, assert that it was legal and
keep it alive.

“There was no reason to back
away,” he said. ““The American
people would understand.”

Canadian-connection

case is called off

OTTAWA (CP) — The RCMP has
found no evidence of criminal acts
and has called off its investigation
of two Canadian businessmen
whose names surfaced last year in
connection with American arms
sales to Iran, Solicitor General
James Kelleher said Wednesday.

Walter Miller and Donald Fraser
came under investigation after
they were named in published re-
ports as associates of Adnan Khas-
hoggi, the Saudi Arabian arms
dealer who played a middleman
role in the Reagan adminstration’s
arms shipments to Iran.

When the Mounties were called
inlast December, government offi-
cials told reporters that Canadian
import-export rules probably had
not been violated because it appea-
red the arms in question were not
manufactured in Canada and ne-

ver passed through the country.

But Justice Minister Ray Hna-
tyshyn turned the matter over to
police to clear the air and RCMP
Commissioner Robert Simmonds
later said the investigation would
go beyond export-import regula-
tions to include potential violations
of the Criminal Code or customs
and banking laws.

The so-called Canadian connec-
tion was first described by Roy
Furmark, a New York busines-
sman with links to both Khashoggi
and the inteligence community.

Furmark was reported to have
told former CIA director William
Casey last October that two Cana-
dian investors were upset they had
not made the profit they expected
and were threatening a lawsuit
that would expose the clandestine
arms shipments.

federal debt financing

OTTAWA (CP) — Auditor Gene-
ral Ken Dye has begun to probe the
government’s handling of its $265-
billion debt.

And Dye, who is still fighting to
pry other secrets out of Ottawa,
said in an interview following his
appearance before the Senate fi-
nance committee Wednesday this
probe may take him into areas that
are sensitive for the government.

The audit, now inits initial stage,
willlook at how the government en-
ded up so deeply in the red, how it
raises the cash tofinance thatdebt,
and the impact of the debt on the

economy and on taxes, he said.

““There is an enormous array of
issues,’’ he said, adding he hopes to
have a report ready next year, al-
though it could take longer.

“It’s going to take a while to do
because it has never been done be-
fore,” he said.

“If we find that the issues are
bigger than anticipated or that we
don’t get co-operation from rele-
vant government officials because
we are going to be awfully close to
some of those things they may not
want to talk about, it may take
more time.

‘‘But my best guess is 1988,” he
said.

Report will explain why
RCMP paid informant

OTTAWA (CP) — Solicitor Gene-
ral Jim Kelleher promised Wed-
nesday to release a report explai-
ning why the government agreed
to pay $56,000 in compensation to
former RCMP informant Warren
Hart.

But first he wants to make some
deletions to protect the privacy of
Hart, who admitted nine years ago
to bugging conversations with a
former Liberal solicitor general

. and a New Democrat MP.

“You’'ve got to understand we’re
dealing with the personal history of
Mr. Hart,”” Kelleher said after tel-
ling the Commons the report could
not be released for two weeks.

The Privacy Act restricts the re-
lease of personal information
about individuals, and officials al-
so want to see if the material
should be censored on national se-
curity grounds, the minister later
told reporters.

Opposition MPs have been de-
manding release of the report
since it was disclosed earlier this
week that the Conservative cabi-
net had authorized the payment to

Hart, an American who infiltrated
black, Indian and radical political
groups for the Mounties in the
1970s.

LET GO IN '75

He was cut loose by the force in
1975 and later deported, and has
been claiming for years he was
treated unfairly.

Kelleher maintains the decision
to pay Hart was based solely on the
recommendation of Toronto la-
wyer Sidney Lederman, who
compiled a report at the request of
former solicitor general Elmer
MacKay.

But Liberal justice critic Bob
Kaplan has suggested the money
looks like a payoff to Hart for past
services in passing politically sen-
sitive information to the Tories
while they were in opposition.

MacKay was in the headlines in
1978 when he released a sworn sta-
tement in which Hart admitted
that while working for the Moun-
ties he bugged meetings attended
by Liberal solicitor general War-
ren Allmand and New Democrat
MP John Rodriguez.

News-in-brief

Transit back to normal?

MONTREAL (CP) — The city’s buses and
subway trains may be running normally again
Sunday if striking bus and metro drivers ap-
prove a tentative agreement their union ham-
mered out Wednesday night with the Montreal
transit commission.

That is unless the 2,100 transit maintenance
workers decide Sunday to defy a government
decree and shut down the system, stranding the
650,000 riders who use it every week day.

Licence for tritium removal

OTTAWA (CP) — The Atomic Energy Control
Board has issued an operating licence for a tri-
tium removal facility at Ontario Hydro’s
Darlington nuclear reactor.

Although the Ontario Supreme Court will hear
arguments later this month on whether to stop
construction of the facility, the operating li-
cence approval was among decisions announ-
ced Wednesday by the board, which regulates
the development, application and use of atomic
energy in Canada.

Whether the $120-million facility is finished is
“‘of course up to the courts,’’ a board spokesman
said.

Quotas just for the halibut

OTTAWA (CP) — Fisheries Minister Tom Sid-
don announced details on Wednesday of the 1987
allocation of halibut quotas for the tail, or
southeastern edge, of the Grand Banks.

This year’s season for the 3NO fishing area
will run until June 30 or until the quota, totalling
2,000 tonnes, is caught. The halibut season is
opening six weeks earlier than it did last year.

Siddon said vessels under 19.8 metres using
fixed fishing gear can take up to 800 tonnes of
halibut. Vessels 19.8 to 30.5 metres with fixed
gear have a quota of 360 tonnes. Experimental
Scandinavian-style longliners more than 30.5
metres can take 240 tonnes and other vessels
more than 100 feet using mobile gear have a
quota of 600 tonnes.

Measure to curb hockey violence

OTTAWA (CP) — Sport Minister Otto Jelinek
says he is almost ready to propose measures to
cut what he feels is excessive violence in profes-
sional hockey.

Jelinek, replying in the Commons to a ques-
tion from Montreal Tory MP Robert Layton,
said a meeting of a special committee studying
violence in sports will take place on Friday.

After that meeting, the government “‘will be
proposing concrete steps to start the educatio-
nal and informational aspect that will eventual-
ly lead to eradication of excessive violence in
sports.”’

More shots at Billy Bishop flic

OTTAWA (CP) — Two senators have fired
another shot at the National Film Board over a
movie they say defames First World War flying
ace Billy Bishop.

Senators Douglas Everett and Hartland Mol-
son asked the Senate finance committee Thur-
sday to recommend to the Senate that $400,000
be cut from the film board’s $67 million annual
budget.

The $400,000 represents the cost of producing
the movie, Everett said in an interview later,
adding he is “‘rather hopeful” the committee
will act on their request.

POWs should all receive same

OTTAWA (CP) — Canadians who were impri-
soned by Vichy France during the Second World
War should receive the same compensation as
other former prisoners of war, MP Brian Tobin
told the Commons on Wednesday.

Civil service going grey

OTTAWA (CP) — The government must act to
ensure young people and women managers get a
fair share of federal civil service jobs, the Pu-
blic Service Commission said Wednesday.

Chairman Huguette Labelle said in a state-
ment, following release of the 1986 commission
annual report, that the public service will be
hard pressed to rejuvenate its workforce be-
cause of public-service job cuts and the aging of
Canada’s population.

“Five years from now, if the present trend
continues, we could have very few young people
in the public service.”” Barely four per cent of
the public service is under 24 years old.

Breath test too arbitrary

OTTAWA (CP) — An Ottawa provincial court
judge has declared unconstitutional a section of
the Ontario Highway Traffic Act that allows po-
lice to issug 12-hour licence suspensions to dri-
vers suspected of drinking and driving.

Judge James Fontana ruled Wednesday the
discretion given to police officers to suspend a
licence after a roadside breath test shows the
presence of alcohol is too arbitrary and contra-
venes the Charter of Rights.

The ruling is not binding on other courts but is
significant, said Assistant Crown Attorney John
Wonnacott. He said he will ask the ministry of
the attorney general to appeal it.

Allergic to work environment

LONDON, Ont. (CP) — A woman has won the
right to collect social assistance benefits be-
cause she’s too allergic to the environment to
work for a living.

Lawyer Gord Cudmore said an Ontario social
assistance review board has ruled his client,
Linda Mae Whitlock, is unemployable because
she suffers from what’s commonly known as
20th Century disease. )

Her disorder, a type of environmental hyper-
sensitivity, makes the London woman allergic
to almost everything around her, including the
air in most workplaces, Cudmore said Tuesday.

He said he knows of no other cases in Canada
where a person with the disease has been given
such benefits.

Want job? You must have sex

TORONTO (CP) — A woman has complained
to the Ontario Human Rights Commission that
she was offered a job by a businessman on condi-
tion she would sign an agreement to have sex
with him.

Davinder Dhillon, 20, an offices services as-
sistant, said she was given a chance to sign the
agreement during an April 27 interview with the
50-year-old businessman.

““I the undersigned, Davinder K. Dhillon...
agree to have sexual relations with (Mr. X),"’ the
one-page document said.

It also stipulated that Dhillon would sign of
her own free will and that she could discontinue
the relationship without fear of harm.

Mr. Justice W.R. Matheson said an alcohol
analysis of the sample can’t be used in Donald
Errol Watson’s trial next month because of the
charter violation.

Support for death penalty drops

TORONTO (CP) — Public support for the
death penalty has fallen in the past six months, a
Gallup poll suggests.

Sixty-one per cent of those surveyed last
month said they favor capital punishment for
murder, down from 68 per cent in a similar poll
last October.

Twenty-eight per cent said they oppose reins-
tatement of the death penalty, up from 20 per
cent in October, while 11 per cent were unde-
cided.

Astronaut’s widow files suit

ORLANDO, Fla. (Reuter) — The widow of the
space shuttle Challenger’s pilot has filed a $1.5-
billion US lawsuit accusing the U.S. gover-
nment, Morton Thiokol and a former NASA ma-
nager with conspiring to conceal the shuttle’s
problems.

The suit, filed Wednesday by Michael Smith’s
widow Jane, said Thiokol showed ‘‘reckless
disregard” for the lives of astronauts when it
built the booster rockets that were later blamed
for the destruction of the space shuttle on
Jan.28, 1986.

Alcohol increases cancer risk

BOSTON (AP) — Women who take three alco-
holic drinks a week have an increased chance of
breast cancer, and just one drink a day is asso-
ciated with a 50-per-cent increase in the risk of
this disease, two studies conclude.

The findings suggest that alcohol could be res-
ponsible for 10 to 15 per cent of all breast cancer,
a disease that strikes about one in 10 women in
North America.

Bakker stripped of ministry

SPRINGFIELD, Mo. (AP) — Former PTL
Club leader Jim Bakker and his successor were
stripped of their roles as ministers in the Assem-
blies of God church Wednesday because of
Bakker's sexual encounter with a secretary and
subsequent coverup.

The executive presbytery of the Springfield-
based Pentecostal denomination said Bakker
and former PTL executive Richard Dortch were
dismissed for ‘“‘conduct unbecoming to a mi-
nister.” :

Marcos loses appeal

RICHMOND, Va. (AP) — Ferdinand Marcos,
the former president of the Philippines, and his
wife, Imelda, lost an appeal today of a contempt
order that followed a refusal to produce docu-
ments for a U.S. grand jury investigating alle-
ged corruption on arms contracts.

A three-judge panel of the 4th U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals ruled that Marcos and his wife
weren’t entitled to head-of-state immunity and
weren’t shielded by rights against self-
inerimination.

The Marcoses were subpoenaed in January to
testify before a federal grand jury in Alexandria
investigating the handling of arms contracts in-
volving U.S. companies and the Philippine go-
vernment.

Arafat wants democratic state

MANAMA, Bahrain (Reuter) — Palestine Li-
beration Organization leader Yasser Arafat cal-
led Wednesday for a democratic state to be set
up for Jews, Christians and Moslems.

He said he is ready to discuss the issue with
Israeli cabinet minister Ezer Weizman, who has
agreed to meet Arafat at the United Nations
under certain conditions.

‘“We are ready to establish a state where
Moslems, Christians and Jews can live to-
gether,”” the PLO leader said.

Repairs were needed immediately,
Waterloo church wardens respond

WATERLOO — There seems to
be some disagreement as to just
how crucial a $168,000 repair job on
the St. Luke’s Anglican church in
Waterloo was.

When the church’s minister,
Rev. Wilmur Davidson, was quo-
ted in an April 24 Record article
saying the repairs were “nothing
critical; it was just a question of
having to have it done sooner or
later,” a group of church members
contacted the newspaper to tell
their side of the story.

Before the repairs, crumbling mortar was allowing moisture in behind the

“We were going to have brick fal-
ling off the building,” says Cla-
rence Allen, people’s warden for
the church. “It was in a state of
terrible deterioration. It was ne-
cessary to do (the repairs) before it
went through another winter.”

Because the 1870 buttressed red-
brick building was declared a his-
toric monument in 1978, the gover-
nment agreed to pay 60 per cent of
the cost of the restoration. The
other 40 per cent is a loan from the
Montreal diocese of the Anglican
church.

bricks of the church, threatening to dislodge even more of them.

The repairs to date have inclu-
ded a new roof, some brickwork,
and the installation of metal bars
across the sanctuary to keep the
side walls from bulging outward
under the weight of the roof. There
is still some work to be done, inclu-
ding repairs around the windows.

Boaters: Forms required

SHERBROOKE — Canadians
planning to enter the United States
by boat on Lake Memphremagog
should plan ahead to avoid being
turned back because they lack the
proper papers.

Crosshorder boating regulations
have been changed again this year,
and boaters who want to avoid de-
lays and hassles better come
equipped with Service Form I-68,
says Ronald A. Gardner, U.S. Im-
migration and Naturalization Ser-
vice area port director at Derby
Line, Vermont.

“The United States Immigration
service at Derby Line, Vermont
has announced the procedure for
the inspection of persons entering
the United States by boat on Lake
Memphremagog during the ap-
proaching season,” Gardner said
in a press release he delivered per-
sonally to Sherbrooke-area media
outlets Wednesday.

SERVICE FORM I1-68

“In most cases, Service Form I-
68 may be issued resulting in only
one actual inspection for the entire
boating season,” the communiqué
said. “This form may be issued to
the principal family member
(either parent) and would include
all members of the immediate fa-
mily.

“Once issued, the holder and/or
his family members may enter at
any time during the boating season
without further inspection, if desti
ned to the immediate area of
Newport, Vermont and if not car-
rying unlisted passengers or im-
porting merchandise into the Uni-
ted States,” Gardner said.

NO CHARGE

“This permit may be obtained
free of charge at any of the Immi-
grationand Naturalization Service
offices located at Derby Line,
Beebe Plain, or North Troy, Ver-
mont. Applicants must present sui-
table evidence of Canadian citi-
zenship and their boat registration
certificate when applying for the
permit.

“Issuance of these permits at the
Newport City Dock upon the indivi-
dual’s first arrival by boat will be
possible but subject to the follo-
wing conditions:

“1. Applicant arrives at the
Newport City Dock between the

hours of 9a.m. and 5 p.m., Monday
through Saturday, excluding holi-
days, and makes a telephonic re-
quest for Immigration inspection
at telephone number 873-3316.

“2. Applicant and all boat passen
gers remain with their craft at the
City Dock until the arrival of the
inspecting officer.

“Boaters not in possession of va-
lid forms I-68 who arrive in the Uni
ted States on Sundays, holidays
and outside the hours of 9 a.m. and
5p.m. weekdays, mustimmediate-
ly notify the Immigration Service
(873-3316) and make private arran-
gements for land transportation of
all passengers to and from the nea-
rest Immigration office for inspec-
tion

NO SUNDAY CALLS

“All telephonic boat inspections
previously accorded persons who
arrived in the United States by
hoat on Sundays, holidays and out-
side the weekday time frame of 9
a.m. to5p.m. have been suspended
indefinitely.

“Those who will be requiring ins-
pection during the current boating
season are urged to apply for their
form 1-68 before the season be-
gins,” the press release said. Uni-
ted States citizens and lawful per-
manent residents are also encou-
raged to obtain permits.

“Instructional signs will be pos-
ted at the Newport Dock area and a
commercial telephone available
for contacting Immigration autho-
rities.”
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Bad kids are
everybody’s kids

The policeman is talking about drugs.

Not big city drug addicts, or the dangers of
heroin, or how many years you can get for traf-
ficking. Alain Guay is talking about drugs in
Sherbrooke, about 12-year olds owing $160 to
their pusher, about drug labs in chicken coops,
about teenagers going to the CHU with infec-
tions because they used dirty needles to shoot
cocaine in their neck.

The parents gasp and shake their head in
disbelief. They throw nervous looks at their
spouse. The children giggle knowingly.

Guay was talking to about 80 parents and
children at the Eymard Elementary school
Tuesday night. He’s not afraid of putting ideas
into children’s heads and he doesn’t think igno-
rance is the answer to drug abuse.

These kids are 10, 11, 12 years old. Without
any hesitation, they named off at least 10 diffe-
rent kinds of illegal drugs sold in the Towns-
hips. The parents were no help at all. They
knew more about cocaine, whether through
using it or reading about it. Guay says the 12-
year olds know more about drugs than some
university students he talks to.

He doesn’t preach, he just tells them the
facts.

Did you know, he asks the children, that
brown stuff you smoke is only 20 per cent has-
hish, and that the rest is cat excrement, bana-
na peels, cork and shoe polish? That you’d be
stoned on the chemicals in the additives alone?
That it takes eight days for the affects of a spliff
of hash to leave the system?

Guay also warned the kids about what hap-
pens to 10-year olds when they can’t pay their
drug bills. About stealing televisions for the
pusher, or becoming a dealer themselves, or
turning tricks on the street. Prostitution, says
Guay, is an all-to-common fate for Sherbrooke
kids.

The fact that their children knew so much
was probably the best lesson those parents
learned that night. It is easy to cluck over other
people’s kids winding up in Shawbridge, about
ghetto kids pushing crack, about your
neighbor’s house being robbed by a juvenile
delinquent.

Those kids are not a media invention.
They’re not bad kids. They’'re everybody’s
kids, and they need to hear the consequences of
being the coolest Kkid in the class.

Guay'’s talk made those parents see that big
bad pushers forcing innocents babes into a life
of a addiction is a myth. Elementary school
children make their own choices about drugs.
And who wouldn’t want to be the life of the
party? What better way to help them make the
right choice than by telling them the facts?
Let’s just hope it works.

Hanged for being disguised in forest?

HALIFAX (CP) — The hangman’s
motions were swift and precise, for-
mer newspaper correspondent Mau-
rice Flemming remembers.

The short, stout Englishman bound
the doomed man’s hands and feet, lo-
wered a hood over his head, adjusted
the noose, and released the trap.
Within 10 minutes, Everett Farmer
was pronounced dead.

It was the last time a murderer was
hanged in Nova Scotia.

Fifty years have passed since that
pre-dawn December day in Shelburne
— 50 years during which time the
death penalty was abolished and nu-
merous arguments put forth for reins-
tatement.

As the Commons currently pre-
pares for a free vote on capital punis-
hment, Flemming recalled his as-
signment that day in 1937.

‘“We all had to be there before mid-
night, so we were there five hours wai-
ting for this execution,’’ he said recen-
tly. ““And I'm telling you, the feeling
that you have while you’re waiting
that length of time for a man to be
executed, just imagine what the man
himself who sees the minutes
ticking away — is feeling. I can’tima-
gine it.”

Farmer was executed for shooting
his half-brother to death during a
drunken argument.

“It’s funny, even after all these
years, there are times when I still
think of it,”’ said Flemming. “I think
it’s something you never get out of
your mind.”’

Black economy
leaves gov’t in red

NEW DELHI (AP) — Billions of dollars a year are
being swallowed by India’s growing underground eco-
nomy, robbing the government of sorely needed tax
revenue.

Some estimates put black money, as it is called, at
one-third of the total economy — more than $65 billion
Cdn a yearina country with a per-capita annual income
of 3,500 rupees (about $375 Cdn).

Attention has been focused on the problem by a
controversy over the government’s use of an American
detective agency to track hidden assets of Indian
companies abroad.

Black money is made and spent on cash sales, bribes,
smuggling and real-estate deals that escape taxation.

Many landlords demand sizable under-the-table pay-
ments before granting leases. It is common for stores to
insist that customers pay cash with no receipt so there
is no evidence for the tax man.

BRIBERY COMMON

A servant in a New Delhi suburb lost the government-
issued ration card that allows his family to buy food at
subsidized prices. He complained that he had to bribe a
government clerk 250 rupees (about $30 Cdn) to get a
replacement.

A government campaign to root out the corruption
has been stalled by the wrangle over the hiring of the
American private eyes. The Fairfax Group was
commissioned by the Finance Ministry to investigate
Indian companies suspected of earning or hiding mo-
ney overseas in violation of India's tight foreign-
exchange laws.

The arrangement caused an uproar in Parliament
and among Indian businessmen who contended private
information about Indians could leak into the hands of
foreign governments.

Some economists believe the Indian government
inadvertently encourages the black economy.
NARROW TAX BASE

One problem, they say, is that Indians are not used to
paying income tax.

The entire agriculture sector, in which two-thirds of
Indians work, is exempt from income tax to encourage
food production. Low-income people in other economic
sectors are exempt, too.

According to government statistics, only 4.4 million
of India’s 780 million people file tax returns in any given
year. Yet estimates of the size of India’s middle class
range from 40 million to 100 million people.

Because of the dearth of income-tax revenue, the go-
vernment depends for most of its money on numerous
duties, excise levies and sales taxes.

The National Institute of Public Finance and Policy
— which estimates the black economy amounts to
between 20 and 30 per cent of gross domestic product —
says the maze of rules encourages cheating.

‘‘Pervasive and detailed regulation of economic acti-
vity through industrial licensing, import licensing,
controls on prices and distribution of goods and ser-
vices, credit controls and various other means has been
another major source of black incomes reaped in diffe-
rent forms of illegal ‘scarcity premiums’ and bribes.”’

it said.

WAS PART OF SYSTEM

If the death penalty is brought back
— whether by electrocution, firing
squad, lethal injection, the noose or
some method deemed more palatable
for modern society — it would be a
return to a mode of punishment that
once formed an integral part of the
province’s judicial system. Capital
punishment has been banned in Cana-
da since 1976.

The course of justice in Nova Scotia
was swift in the early days: in 1749,
Peter Cartcel, one of Halifax’s first
settlers, stabbed a man to death and
was arrested, tried, convicted and
hanged within a week.

Until the mid-19th century, the cri-
minal offences punishable by hanging
number in the hundreds, including
theft, defacing a boundary marker,
and being found disguised in a forest.

In 1785, a dozen swung from the gal-
lows in Halifax alone, one for stealing
potatoes.

The public’s insatiable thirst for re-
tribution by the mid-1800s was reflec-
ted in the lengthy, often lurid newspa-
per accounts of trials and hangings
and the large numbers of people who
attended executions.

The day before Joseph Nick Thi-
beau was hanged for the brutal mur-
der of a pregnant woman, 800 people
converged on the village of Annapolis
Royal for the show.

CROWD RIOTS

Hangings were no longer public
spectacles by this time, 1881, but the
sheriff bowed to morbid curiosity and
allowed some to view the gallows en-

closed by a six-metre fence.

It was not enough to satisfy the
crowd. Just before 8 a.m., the time for
the execution, a riot broke out.

“*Some 20 or 30 half-drunken roughs
made a determined raid on the
fence,”” the Halifax Herald reported.

Using a plank as a battering ram,
they knocked down part of the fence
and the mob surged into the jail yard.
Constables who tried to intervene
were hurled aside and one had his
head cut open by a blow from a club.

Within minutes, the throng fell si-
lent, satisfied by the sight of Thi-
beau’s corpse swinging in the crisp,
February air.

Hangings were considered a form
of entertainment, suitable even for
children.

P.H. Lenoir of Halifax was a child of
10 when her father took her to see the
July 1844 execution of four men who
murdered the captain of the ship Sa-
ladin.

““The condemned men mounted the
scaffold, four coffins lay below,”” she
recalled some 90 years later. ‘‘White
hoods were pulled over their faces.
The next moment, four bodies shot in-
to the air and continued to dangle
there.

“Never have I forgotten the sight.”

By the 20th century, the need for the
hangman’s grisly services had subsi-
ded. Between 1920 and 1949, 17 murde-
rers in Nova Scotia were sentenced to
death, but of that number seven had
their sentences commuted to life in
prison.

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Defining pornography — a contentious issue

OTTAWA (CP) — One of the most
contentious issues in obscenity law —
the problem of how to define moral
standards acceptable to most Cana-
dians — will be dumped squarely into
the laps of MPs as they debate the
pornography bill tabled Monday by
Justice Minister Ray Hnatyshyn.

For nearly three decades, since the
Conservative government of John
Diefenbaker enacted the current Cri-
minal Code provisions on obscenity in
1959, the courts have been largely on
their own in charting community
standards.

Now the government is “‘inviting
Parliament to declare community
standards for Canada,”’ said Rick
Mosley, a Justice Department official
who specializes in drafting criminal
law.

Hnatyshyn told a news conference
one of his goals is to come up with a
definition of pornography ‘‘far more
precise and less subjective’” than the
present law so police, prosecutors,
judges and juries can be more confi-
dent in deciding what is acceptable
and what is not.

More precise standards will mean a
better ‘‘prospect for consistency in
application of the law across the coun-
try."” he said.

The Criminal Code currently de-
fines obscene material, whether writ-
ten or pictorial, as anything whose do-

minant characteristic is the undue ex-
ploitation of sex.

In deciding what constitutes undue
exploitation, the courts have tried to
develop guides on a case-by-case ba-
sis to define community moral stan-
dards.

The results have not always been
notable for their logic and consis-
tency.

BONDAGE OBSCENE

For example, a Toronto jury
concluded nearly two years ago that
photographs of women in bondage, ta-
ken by a noted Japanese photogra-
pher and published in the December
1984 issue of Penthouse magazine,
were obscene. The company that dis-
tributed the magazine was fined
$15,000.

But a similar prosecution in Mon-
treal ended in a hung jury, while in
Manitoba a judge who heard the case
without jury concluded the photo-
graphs were not obscene.

An advisory committee, set up by

the Periodical Distributors ot Canada
to screen publications in an effort to
avoid such prosecutions, had cleared
the pictures after concluding they did
not violate community standards.

Hnatyshyn’'s bill attempts to clarify
the law by listing specific acts that
are deemed unacceptable — among
them visual depictions of sex with
children, sexual violence likely to
cause permanent bodily harm, rape
or other kinds of violence, bondage,
necrophilia, incest, masturbation and
ejaculation.

The bill would allow a claim of artis-
tic merit as a defence in most cases,
but not for most portrayals of child
sexuality or serious sexual violence
toward anyone, adult or child.

“I believe, and I know all Cana-
dians agree with me, that there can be
no justification for the depiction of ex-
treme sexual violence or the exploita-
tion of Canada’s youth,”” Hnatyshyn
told reporters.

But while Liberal and New Demo-
crat spokesmen were quick to ap-
plaud the minister’s tough stand on
child pornography and violence, they
complained he had also included vagi-
nal, oral or anal intercourse between
consenting adults in his definition of
pornography.

ROBINSON CAUSTIC

NDP justice critic Svend Robinson

was particularly caustic after Hna-

tyshyn argued that the government
wants to outlaw hard-core, exploita-
tive material but not artistic por-
trayals of what the minister calls ‘‘ca-
ring relationships.”

Noting the prohibition on depictions
of adultintercourse, Robinson asked:
“For a Tory, do caring relationships
mean non-sexual relationships?”’

Bob Kaplan, the Liberal justice cri-
tic, said police, judges, juries and
courts of appeal are bound to disagree
on interpretations of this law as they
doonothers. “That’s why we have the
Supreme Court of Canada.”

He conceded that Hnatyshyn's list
of specific offences may indeed esta-
blish “‘a fairly uniform standard”
across the country but questioned
whether the list can keep up with
changing public attitudes.

The government is already out of
touch with contemporary community
standards if it thinks depicting adult
intercourse is as unacceptable as
sexual violence or child pornography,
said Kaplan.

Hnatyshyn suggested that interes-
ted groups should take their views to a
parliamentary committee that will
study the bill. He has set no timetable
for passing the legislation and has not
closed the door on possible amend-
ments.

It is almost like a fairy tale.

More than a week of beautiful ce-
remonies interwoven with threads
of both romance and materialism
make up a Pakistani wedding in
the orthodox Muslim style. Though
some of the rituals may vary from
region to region, the essence of the
ceremonies are the same. There is
always lots of teasing, singing, and
dancing, accompanied by elabo-
rate costumes richly ornamented
with gold and silver in the form of
threads, sequins, sparkles, lace
and jewelry are part of the wed-
ding pagentry.

It is said that the gaiety at wed-
dings provide Pakistani women
with their only opportunity to ‘let
their hair down’ in the harsh reali-
ties of everyday life.

Months prior to the marriage the
families of the bride and groom are
a beehive of activity in preparation
for the coming events. Many new
and elaborate outfits must be pro-
vided as gifts to the bride, the
groom, and other relatives and at-
tendants, so the selection of fabrics
and delicate needlework must be
done for months in advance. Many
other gifts must also be acquired.

In fact, since birth the girl’s fa-
mily begins to collect items for her
dowry. In the month prior to the
marriage hundreds of chickens
and other animals must be collec-
ted for the wedding feasts. Just
prior to the ceremonies the houses
of both the bride and the groom
must be strung with hundreds of
strands of coloured lights so that
the whole house is bedecked with
light.

The ceremonies begin several
days before the actual wedding
takes place. First there are one or
more ceremonies intended to beau-
tify the bride, wish her luck, and
prepare her for her marriage. The
bride is anointed with Ubtan (a
scented masque good for the
complexion), perfumed oil for the
hair, and mehndi (henna) to colour
and thus decorate the hands. At
this time the bride wears yellow.
GOOD NATURED TEASING

This 'is supposed to emphasize

marriage in contrast with her glo-
wing beauty after. The merry ma-
king at the time includes a lot of
good-natured teasing, drum mu-
sic, singing and dancing. The Ub-
tan and hair oil tend to be messy
and are often applied in separate
ceremonies where everyone wears
everyday clothes. After the bride’s
face is masqued with Ubtan the
party frequently degenerates to a
good-natured free for all where Ub-
tan is splattered over everyone
Tea is served.

For the Mehndi ceremony eve-
ryone wears beautiful clothes. The
women come from the bride-
groom’s house carrying many mi-
ni jugs (about one inch in diameter)
of henna oil and candles on trays.
The mother of the groom brings a
beautiful set of yellow robes for the
bride. They all parade in with
candles lit singing to the beat of
drums.

GROUPS COMPETE

The friends of the bride are
already present and seated in a
circle on carpets. They are joined
by women friends of the groom
who form another circle. A compe-
tition of dancing and singing takes
place designed to show that one of
the groups is better than the other.
Good-natured insults are thrown
from one group to the other in the
form of song.

Later when the bride has been
readied in her new finery she is pa-
raded into the gathering, head vei-
led. Once seated seven married
women put henna on the girl’s
hands, a custom similar to ap-
plying nail polish. Different
friends may dance around the
bride to honour her. Sometime du-
ring the evening a meal is usually
served and the evening ends with
more music and luddhi dancing
(where women dance in a circle
clapping and bending at one knee
while the other foot crosses in
front). A new bride continues to
wear henna on her hands for the
first year of marriage and itis thus
indicative of a newlywed.

On the next night a similar cere-
mony takes place at the home of
the groom, only this time it is the
groom who is honoured and his

hand is decorated with henna. He
also receives new clothes from the
bride’s family. All the merriment
of the last two evenings helps to
break the ice between the families
of the bride and the groom.
WEDDING IN THE EVENING

Finally the day of Nikah, the ac-
tual wedding ceremony, arrives.
The ceremony begins in the eve-
ning with a procession to bring the
groom: the gift of the wedding
gown, flowers and sweets, and the
bari: more dresses and other gifts
for the bride from the groom's fa-
mily.

Traditionally the groom used to
arrive in royal style on a horse be-
decked in gold. Today the groom
arrives in a car decorated with flo-
wers and brightly coloured spar-
kling garlands accompanied by a
band, and all the relatives and
friends. In the wedding party I at-
tended there were 15 cars and two
large busestravelling from Rawal-
pindi to Peshawar, a three hour
drive.

LEGAL CONTRACT

The legal ceremony then takes
place with the bride being repre-
sented by her designated proxy. A
contract is agreed upon by the two
parties where there must be a set-
tlement of Mehr. This is a sum of
money from the bridegroom to the
bride, part to be paid immediately
and the balance to be paid in the
case of marriage breakdown. To-
day the contract may also include
such things as a specified monthly
allowancethat the groom must pay
the bride. The specifications of the
dowry are also included in the
contract.

The dowry often includes items
of considerable value (land, a
house) and its total value usually
varies from $1000 to $100,000 depen-
ding on the wealth of the family. In
fact the dowry is such a heavy fi-
nancial burden on the bride’s fami-
ly that the birth of a girl in a family
is not a joyous occasion. The mar-
riage of a girl is often delayed or
never occurs because the family is
unable to provide the required
dowry.

MAULVI LIKE A PRIEST
Since the contents of the contract

have been agreed upon in advance,
the Nikah is a short ceremony pre
sided over by a maulvi or Muslim
equivalent of a priest. After both
sides accept the terms of the
contract the groom then agrees
three times in front of two wit-
nesses to marry his chosen bride
Then two witnesses from the
groom's side go with the maulvi to
the bride’s side where she states
three times her willingness to mar-
ry the man her family has chosen
for her. This completes the Nikah
ceremony.

It is interesting to note that a di-
vorce is obtained when the groom
states this desire three times in
front of two witnesses. The state
then imposes certain require-
ments for financial support.

A grand feast follows the wed-
ding ceremony. As is the custom
men eat in a separate room from
the women. Thus, since the begin-
ning of the ceremonies, the bride
has not appeared before her
groom. At the end of the feast the
men depart except for the groom,
and the women prepare the bride
to meet her new husband. They
dress herin her new wedding dress
brought by the groom'’s family and
bedeck her in gold jewels on her
forehead, her ears, her nose, her
wrists and arm, and her ankles.
SEQUINS IN HER HAIR

Elaborate hair-do and make-up
sprinkled with gold sequins and
gold dust along with intricate pat-
terns of henna traced on the hands
complete the wedding attire.

The dress is a gorgeous affair
usually of red and gold, and the je-
wellry is exquisitely hand crafted.

In some ceremonies the bride
now meets her husband for the first
time. This is a most touching ri-
tual. The bride is seated on an em-
broidered carpet and a veil formed
of strands of gold and flowers co-
ver her face. The groom is escorted
into the room with a chiffon scarf
covering his head and seated in
front of the bride. A beautiful mir-
ror is placed on the ground
between them and a delicate veil is
thrown over them both. The hus-
band and wife then view each other
for the first time through their re-

flections in the mirror.
SEE BRIDE FOR FIRST TIME

Various rituals take place while
they first view each other. Songs
are sung. Teasing banter goes on
between the groom and his sister.
The groom may present the bride
with a ring. He may dab san-
dalwood paste on her forehead,
and they may feed each other
sweets. The significance of these
latter customs being that their life
together may always be fragrant
and sweet.

Later the sister of the bride may
take the groom’s shoe and not sur-
render it until a sum of money is
paid, or carry out some other form
of ransom. This money is then dis-
tributed among the bride’s atten-
dants. Usually there are several
different occasions during the ce-
remonies where the younger mem-
bers of both the bride’s and
groom’s families claim and get
compensation in the form of money
or other gifts. At this time all the
guests also contribute money. This
is called saulami, and is given to
the groom to help to establish his
house.

Then the bride must leave her
family home to go to the home of
her new husband. Sad songs are
sung and the girl’s relatives dis-
solve in tears. With this tearful
parting the bride and her dowry
are thus taken away to her new
home.

HAD MET ONCE OR TWICE

In the wedding celebrations
which I attended the bride and
groom were not presented to each
other using a mirror. In fact, in the
rituals of Puntani and Pungabi fa-
milies the bride is kept hidden
from the groom until her wedding
night. Many of these marriages
are however between relatives and
the couple has met in the past at
family gatherings. The bride is
bundled into the wedding car be-
decked in golden and silver deput-
ta, a large kerchief, covering her
head and most of her face, on top of
which are put strands of flowers
hanging from a coronet and fur-

ther hiding her face. Over all is put
a chadre, a large shawl, used by
many Pakistani women when lea-
ving the house.

This chadre covers the womens
body like a cape, but also covers
her head and the lower portion of
her face so that normally only the
eyes peer out. In this case the eyes
are already hidden by deputta and
flowers so the bride is totally hid-
den. She travels with one friend,
usually a sister, and the groom and
one member of his family.

On arriving at the groom’s home
a party for the friends of the groom
is held. A meal is followed by more
dancing and singing to the beat of
the village drummer. During these
festivities the bride is lead away to
the bridal room where a bed cove-
red with velvet spread and mat-
ching silver tastled bolsters with
silver garlands' strung overhead
awaits. When all the guests have
left or are asleep the groom is free
at last to meet his new bride.

The next day the new husband
and wife host a lunch at the
groom’s house, called Walima.
Hundreds of guests are invited de-
pending on the means of the
groom’s family. The groom’s
guests also give salaumi to the
bride which helps to defray wed-
ding expenses. The Walima
completes the series of week long
wedding celebrations.

The whole muslim Pakistani
wedding has an element of im-
promptu theatre where each party
has learned their role from chil-
dhood in attendance at the wed-
dings of various family members.
The main participants have a fairy
tale beginning to their married life
together. If the small number of
divorcesis any indication thereis a
fairy tale end:- ‘and they live hap-
pily ever after’.

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Rock Forest building projects worth more than $41 million

ROCK FOREST — A $40 million
housing development was one of
two construction projects unveiled
in the town of Rock Forest
Tuesday.

Plans were also announced at a
sod-turning ceremony Tuesday for
a $1.5 million expansion of Plaza
Rock Forest shopping centre.

The housing development is a
project of Le Groupe Immobex, an
investment organization whose
members are area businessmen.

Construction on the 90-acre Cha-
teaux d’Eaux site began around
Easter and is expected to continue
for the next four to five years.

The project took its name from
the two water towers nearby.

Immobex president Lue Chré-
tien said 469 homes will be built on
the site that is bordered by Kenne-
dy Street to the east and Bourque
Boulevard to the north.

Immobex is building the roads in
the new development but construc-
tion of the houses will be left up to
contractors from the region, Chré-
tien said.

“We're not building houses at
all,” he said.

“It’s not the intention of Immo-
bex to compete with contractors in
the region,” Chrétien said.

Most of the houses to be built on
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the site will be single-family dwel-
lings or semi-detached houses and
triplexes and quadraplexes will be
built on the two main roads
through the development.

All buildings will have to
“conform to pre-established
norms”, Chrétien said, so a “uni-
form character” can be main-
tained.

The first road and 32 houses
should be finished by the end of the
summer, he said.

An “un-official study” was made
by Immobex to find out if the
homes would be bought, Chrétien
said.

The minimum price for a house
in the new development is expec-
ted to be $75,000, he said. That’s
because the price for the average
lot is about $15,000 and the cost of
the house averages around $60,000,
Chrétien said.

TORONTO (CP) — Consumers
would probably benefit if there
were fewer and larger life insu-
rance companies in Canada, says
the chairman of the country’s lar-
gest life insurance company.

The federal government’s poli-
cy paper on the financial services
industry seems to have ““a gene-
ral assumption underlying it that
Canada’s larger financial institu-
tions are large enough and should
not be permitted to grow by mer-
ger or acquisition,” Thomas Galt
told the annual meeting of the Sun
Life Assurance Co. of Canada on
Tuesday.

The government paper, which
sets out Ottawa’s plans for redu-
cing the barriers separating
banks, trust companies, inves-
tment dealers and insurance
companies, would allow Sun Life
and its competitors to expand in-
tonew services in Canada only by
creating new subsidiaries.

Galt told policy holders that
larger companies are desirable
because of ‘‘the very rapid pace
of change in today’s financial ser-
vices market and the very subs-
tantial expenditures on computer
systems that are necessary to

keep products and services up to
date.”

Galt said the company has no
objection to the proposed require-
ment that mergers or acquisi-
tions be subject to regulatory ap-
proval to ensure that competition
does not decline.

‘‘However, in any industry
such as the Canadian life and
health insurance industry, where
there are well over 100 companies
competing vigorously with each
other, and to some extent with
other financial services compa-
nies as well, there is no threat to
competition if mergers or acqui-
sitions were to be permitted,” he
said.

“Crazy” farmer set for cash-losing year

DRUMHELLER, Alta. (CP) —
Jack Howard is one of thousands of
Prairie farmers who will plant a
crop this year, although the odds
are he will reap a bitter harvest
because grain prices are the lowest
they have been since the 1930s

Despite the bleak prospects they
face, farmers are working the
land, their machinery kicking up
the clouds of dust.

Howard, 41, has a earthy asses-
sment of his decision to plant
another crop.

“I'mcrazy as hell,”” he said as he
prepared for another money-losing
year.

‘I don’t want to seed, I justdon’t
feel like it,”” said the Drumheller-
area farmer after a long, hot day of
delivering wheat — the price of
which has dropped 50 per cent in
the last five years — to a nearby
elevator.

Despite that sentiment, Howard
will be on his tractor from dawn to
dusk preparing 1,100 hectares for
spring planting.

“I can’t let the land sit idle,”” he
said. “‘I'm farming some third-
generation land and, cliché as it
might sound, farmers have a noto-
rious bond with their land. It’s part
of you.”

Corn growers want government
to fight U.S. legal-expense fund

OTTAWA (CP) — Ontario produ-
cers want the federal government
to head off a U.S. proposal to pay
legal expenses to American produ-
cers fighting Canada’s countervai-
ling duty on U.S. grain corn, says
Terry Daynard of the Ontario Corn
Producers’ Association.

Daynard said a proposed U.S.
trade bill amendment, which pro-
vides up to $500,000 for farm groups
fighting foreign countervailing du-
ties on agricultural products, is ai-
med at the Canadian duty of 85
cents a bushel placed on U.S. grain
corn in March.

Daynard said the association has
asked the federal government to
consider the proposed defence
fund as another subsidy that
should be tacked onto the existing
duty levied against U.S. corn im-
ports.

And he said if the government
can’t convince the U.S. adminis-
tration to veto the proposal then
Canadian producers would have no
choice but to ask the federal gover-
nment to set up a similar fund.

“Clearly, the U.S. legislation is
focused on corn because it’s the on-
ly countervailing duty on an Ame-
rican product,”’ Daynard said.
“Now that the tables have been
turned, the Americans are attemp-
ting to change the rules.”

In March, the Canadian Import
Tribunal ruled that imports of sub-
sidized American corn used in li-
vestock feed and a variety of indus-

trial products are injuring Cana-
dian corn growers.

This was the first time any coun-
try had put a countervailing duty
on an American product to offset
the effect of subsidies, although the
Americans have imposed about 250
such duties in recent years.
PAID THEIR WAY

Daynard said producers, inclu-
ding Canadian farmers, who op-
pose U.S. countervailing claims
have always paid for the costs of
their defence. The proposed fund
would make it almost impossible
for Canadian producers to stop
products from being dumped in Ca-
nada.

He said with that kind of money
U.S. producers could afford to try
every legal challenge to stall off
imposing duties until Canadian
producers simply couldn’t afford
to fight anymore. He added:

“It’s not fair to have an issue de-
cided based on who has the most
money to spend.”’

Daynard said his association
budgeted $100,000 to defend its
claim and legal costs have already
far exceeded that. Producers still
face a series of public hearings,
three appeals in the federal court
and a General Agreement on Ta-
riffs and Trade challenge of the Ca-
nadian Import Tribunal’s decision.

HALIFAX (CP) — Nova Scotia
has lost about 15 per cent of its
farms since 1981, the largest de-
cline in any Canadian province,
but analysts say more information
is needed to determine the signifi-
cance of the drop reported by Sta-
tistics Canada.

In its early results of the 1986
census of agriculture, Statistics
Canada counted 4,283 farms in the
province, 762 fewer than 1981.

Since the census defines farms
as any operation with annual sales
of $250 or more, agriculture ana-
lysts are waiting for complete cen-
sus figures, expected next month,
to find out the sizes of farms that

have been lost.

David Robinson, an economist
with the provincial Agriculture De-
partment, said Tuesday he and his
colleagues anticipate that at least
two-thirds of the 762 farms no lon-
ger in business were smaller ope-
rations with between $250 and
$3,500 in sales.

““Hopefully, it will be a lot of
small, hobby-type units,”” he said.
“We really have to get the details
before we know what it means.”

Claiming Ottawa shafted the
western grain farmer in the years
afterthe Second World War by kee-
ping prices artificially low, he
said: “If now, in time of need, he
gets alittle of his own backit’s long
overdue.”’

Custody battles bring
on abuse accusations

WINNIPEG (CP) — Parents
fighting custody battles for their
children are using false allegations
of child abuse as a weapon, says
the clinical director of Winnipeg’s
Child Protection Centre.

““Custody battles are responsible
for for almost 100 per cent of the
overkill in the child-abuse area,”
Dr. Charles Ferguson told the Ma-
nitoba Association of Rights and
Liberties on Thursday.

A Winnipeg judge acquitted a 36-
year-old man this week on charges
of sexually abusing his young
daughter. The judge noted that the
allegation came at the same time
the mother was seeking sole custo-
dy of the girl.

While accepting that some pa-
rents will do anything to get custo-
dy of their children, Ferguson said
the welfare of children must come
first.

‘AGAINST KIDS’

“The scales of justice are still
markedly balanced against chil-
dren,”’ he said.
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Winnipeg lawyer Heather Leo-
noff told the meeting that some pa-
rents are capitalizing on heighte-
ned concern about child abuse.

Leonoff said that in the past
three weeks she has been contac-
ted by three fathers who have lost
access to their children solely be-
cause of sworn affidavits by their
estranged wives.

‘““When there is an allegation of
sexual abuse, the normal reaction
of judges is to cut off access imme-
diately based on nothing more than
the mother’s bold accusation.”

DAMAGE DONE

Although many accusations are
flimsy, both Leonoff and Ferguson
are concerned about the damage
that can be caused before the truth
comes out.

Once an accusation is made,
child-care workers and other pro-
fessionals are called in to investi-
gate.

Ferguson said workers at his
centre are skilled at spotting spu-
rious accusations.

“The stories are usually so bi-
zarre,”’ he said.

But not all workers in the field
have enough skill and experience
to spot a bogus allegation.

““You can go through the system
and meet very skilled people all the
way along the line — or you can get
into the system and get very
unskilled people.”

Don’t take over 50
shoppers for granted

People over 50 have lots of mo-
ney to spend on goods and services,
but retailers don’t seem to realize
it, says Toronto marketing consul-
tant Ralph Hicks.

A study conducted recently by
Hicks’s firm, Venture Brands,
found that business has largely
ignored that age group, even
though consumers over 50 —
roughly 25 per cent of all Cana-
dians — control up to half of the
discretionary spending power in
Canada.

The study, which included a sur-
vey of 2,000 Canadians 50 years of
age and over, found that the age
group — which Hicks calls the
“really grown-ups’’ — had an ave-
rage per capita income of $13,100,
compared with $12,500 for the total
population.

The survey also found that the
income, combined with a low debt
load (79 per cent of homeowners
had paid off their mortgages),
gives the over-50s a much higher
discretionary income than the 18 to
48 age group at which most firms
aim their advertising and pro-
ducts.

So why is business ignoring what
Hicks calls this ‘“‘attractive target
group?”’

PLAN PRODUCTS
‘“‘Older people probably didn’t
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constitute a big enough target
market for products and programs
to be carefully planned,’” he said in
an interview.

““As well, there has been a ten-
dency over the past 10to 15 years to
do a lot of clever research in terms
of segmenting the market by lifes-
tyle groups instead of demogra-
phic categories (such as age).”

Business executives have failed
to recognize the importance of the
growing population of older
people, he said, and the adverti-
sing industry “‘is still at the stage
with older people that they used to
be with blacks and women.”

Hicks said another problem is
that the advertising business is
heavily populated with young
people, who tend to view aging in a
stereotypical manner and are
more likely to say it's ‘‘easier to
market to people you know.”

Hicks says retailers hold some
misconceptions about the over-50
age group.

“We can completely dispel the
myth, for example, that older
people stick with the same brand
product. They like two or three pro-
ducts, they swing between
brands.”

‘LIKE TREATS’

This is the group that went
through the Depression, the Se-
cond World War and other crises
and didn’t have the things that
people take for granted today, he
said.

“Older people like treats. They
like to travel. They want to live
healthy lives. And from the results
of the survey, they are prepared to
pay a little more in order to get

certain conveniences. And that’s
W quite different from the mother at

home with 2.1 kids.”

He said that businesses must
learn to understand the needs of
this growing age group if they want
expand their markets.

“If you are advertising to older
people, how do you present them?
The usual stereotypes of old and
decrepit are no longer relevent.

“We have to portray them so that
they have a good reason to be
proud, that they have vital minds
and have a lot to contribute to the
community.

‘“(They) are looking for fun and
stimulation. We think they sit on
their porch and do their knitting,
' which is simply not true.”

Kerry Fraser’s work

over for the season

TORONTO (CP) — Referee Ker-
ry Fraser, who was involved in a
controversial call in a National
Hockey League playoff game,
won’'t work any more games this
season, says Jim Gregory, the
NHL’s executive director of
hockey operations.

Fraser was among two referees
dropped as the NHL pared down to
six for the rest of the playoffs

“Fraser was dropped,” Gregory
said Wednesday. ‘‘The decision is
based on work in the playoffs and
their work overall.”’

With the score tied 2-2 late in
Game 6 of the Adams Division final
between the Montreal Canadiens
and Quebec Nordiques, a shot by
Quebec’s Alain Cote went into the
Canadiens’ net

However, Fraser ruled the goal
didn’t stand and assessed Quebec
forward Paul Gillis a penalty for
interfering with Montreal goalten-
der Brian Hayward and the Cana
diens’ Mats Naslund a minor for
knocking Gillis to the ice

On the ensuing faceoff, the Cana-
diens went up ice and scored 17 se-
conds later for the winning goal
that tied the series 3-3.

After the game, referee supervi-
sor John Ashley said Fraser made
the correct call.

Quebec officials were outraged
and Nordiques general manager
Maurice Filion accused the NHL of
being ‘“‘robbers.’’ Ironically, the
Nordiques had considered Fraser
one of the best referes in the
league

Montreal won the seventh and
deciding game.

Gregory wouldn't say whether
Fraser’s call was taken into consi-
deration.

““All games are taken into consi-
deraton.”

Fraser was scheduled to work
the final game of the Detroit-
Toronto Norris Division final but
was scratched. Dave Newell repla-
ced him.

““I've been advised to say
nothing,”’ said Fraser.

Jim Beatty, legal counsel for the
NHL Officials Association, said he
was investigating ‘‘irresponsible
allegations’’ and the ‘‘potential of
slander.”

“There has been some concern
over the comments made by the
Quebec hockey club,” said Beatty.
“We’re waiting to see exactly what
has been said.

“We take the position that you
cannot attack the integrity or ob-
jectivity of our officials. We as-
sume the league will enforce that
stance.”
