self to what purports to be the object of his let-
ter—viz : to set us right as to the effect of his
conduct at the elections.

And then he turns King's
evidence, not because he is called into the wit-
ness box by the public ‘prosecutor to save his
own life, as decent rogues do under this hard
pressure at the Old Bailey ; but as a volunteer
to revenge a private quarrel, such as accom-
plice thieves might have about the division of
the swag. A part of the grudge thus to be
repaid seems to be personal to Dr. Howard ;
but another part is only too strong proof of the
strange obliquity of the judgment of the gen-
tleman who sets up as a judge of others. If
Mr. McGee had only been what floriculturists
call the double yariety of traitor, such as Dr.

Howard says he was himself—having no other
principle than success, but. making all sorts of
professions—then Dr. Howard would have held
his peace. But Mr. McGee turned out in the
end; after all his alleged double dealing, a little
too honest, and this filled up the cup of iniquity,
which his honest truth-loving censor could en-
dure no longer. Dr. Howard wished Mr. Mc-
Gee to consider his pledges of opposition to the
Ministry as an ‘“‘expedient” —that is, in plain
To foiget athe Hivh Héaped Apon him, Tis TR
mediate friends, and the Irish electors to whom
he owed his position, by presses written under
the dictation of the Ministry, and to go crawl-
ing to the feet of these arrogant men, who, had
they defeated him, would have overwhelmed
him with contempt and insolence. Thatis the
Doctor’s idea of what it would have been fitting
for Mr. McGee to have done in his own, person,
and as the representative of those who had
shared in the slanders and opprobrium with
which he was assailed. Mr. McGee instead did
exactly what he gaid he would do, and voted
with the Opposition, and against the defamers
ot himself and his friends. Upon the whole ques-
tion, then, as it lies between Mr. McGee and
Dr. Howard, we have the contradictory asser-
tions—First, of a witness, who, before he can
fit himself to give evidence, must acknowledge
that he was a particeps criminis, in the alleged
disgraceful acts which he now professes to re-
probate ; who also must confess that he palmed
a rogue off for an honest man ; and who volun-
teers the statement that he now “splits” only
because the man he calls rogue was not rogue
enough. On the other, we have the flat denial
of the other party, who has, at least, sufficient
self-respect to deny all participation in the
filth where his accuser wallows, and who,
according to that accuser’s own history of the
events, has kept to his pledged faith when the
other considered it unaccountable and treach-
erous in him to do so. We refrain from drawing

any conclusion between the two authorities.
The public, however, in making up its mind,will,
no doubt, consider whether the reign of ‘‘ expe-
dients” iz yet over, and whether he is most
likely to use them who alleges his partiality

for them, or he whose offence it is to have

avoided them. For ourselves, reading the

Doctor’s letter, we feel like men, who, observ-

ing others in great danger, become excited till

they cannot help ejaculating a prayer for them-

selves. Our prayer is, that, if it should ever be

our misfortune to be Parliamentary candidates,

Dr. Howard may not be the good-natured

friend who will propose us.

THEATRE RoYAL—BENEFIT OF MR. SULLIVAN.

—Mr. Barry Sullivan takes his benefit this even-

ing, in the part of Hamlet, in the great play of
that name. He will play one night more—on

Saturday — after which he must leave town.

Now, sir, I beg to say that there is a mistake
here ; I never did any such thing; nor was I
called upon so to do. If you refer to the New
Era (Mr. McGee's own paper,) of that date, you
will find the following question from McGee
and my answer to it:—

“Let Dr. Howard say whether he did not ask
Mr. Workman whether he came from any other
persons, or whether what he proposed was only
from himself.”

““Dr. Howard said Mr. Workman stated most

| distinctly that he was charged by other per-

sons to make these propositions; but that Mr.
Workman refused to give the names of those
persons.”
Now, sir, where in this answer have I refuted
the fact that Mr. McGee made application to be
admitted as a ministerial candidate, or that he
had not made special application to Mr. Mac-
donald?
You will bear in mind that I was then the
proposer and friead of Mr. McGee, and surely
1 was not then called upon to expose any of
these fa:ts, and thereby injure his chances of
being elected.

Nor, was it for me to say that I received this
note, with the address, in Mr. Sadleir’s store ;
that while I submitted the note to the members
of the Committee waiting there to hear the an-
gwer the Government would give, I, privately,
at Mr. McGee's request, returned him his ad-
dress.
Nor was that the time and place for me to
tell that, up to the very last, Mr. McGee urged
upon me the necessity of obtaining a written
promise from Mr. Cartier, that, if he resigned
his pretensions to Montreal, a place would be
provided for him in the country, as he would
prefer it to forming a ticket with the Rouges,
and which I did my best to accomplish, as
proved by my letter to Mr. Starnes ; for I con-
fess that till everv ‘‘gap” was closed against
us, I was opposed to the union with the Rouges ;
but when that alliance was formed, I was faith-
ful to those with whom we were allied.
Neither could I have told that day, no matter
how I might have felt, that Mr. McG2e, by ap-
pealing to Mr. Workman and we, had broken
his pledged honour, and kept me, his proposer,
ignorant of hig intention, till he fook me by
surprise.
1 again repeat that all these offers of Mr.
McGee, to the government, then known to me,
I was not at liberty to divulge, and never
would have told them, had I not been compell-
ed to do so in my own defense, by the unaccoun-
table, dishonourable, and treacherous conduct of
Mr, McGee towards me after the election. These
are facts so well known to every journalist in
Canada that it is almost unnecessary for me to
repeat them.

If Mr. McGee knows himself innocent of the
charges made by me, eighteen months ago, and
now reiterated by the Z7rue Witness, why does
he not call for the proofs offered to him, and not
gshrink from the challenge, and take shelter first
under the wing ot the Hon. J. A. Macdonald,
and then under mine?

MzGee should have drawn me into the some-
what anomalous position I occupied at his elec-
tion, It is perfectly well known to this man
and his friends, who were then numerous, that
I was as anxious on principle as he was on spe-
culation to support the then Ministerial party.
I have always been conservative, opposed to
Rougeism in every form, and hence I may have
gone, even unjustifiably far, in forwarding his
mercenary views in endeavoring to effect
a Ministerial alliance; and, when this hope
failed, I found myself in the position
of having pledged my influence upon
the well understood arrangement to Mr. M‘Gee.

Turin, June 22.
Yesterday ‘the Emperor and King quitted
Brescia for the camp amid the acclamations of
the populace.
The allied armies have occupied Lonato,
Castiglione, and Montechiaro.

Louato, 23d ult.—This morning the Emperor,
accompanied by the King, traversed the envir-
ons of the town, and pushed a ,reconnaissance
as far as Desenzano, on the borders of the
Lake.

Turin, 23d ult.—The main body of the Aus-
trian army wes on the left bank of the Mincio.
The Piedmontese have advanced towards
Pescheara, and, after a vigorous encounter, re-
pulsed the outposts of the enemy, who lost
several killed.

The entire French force has passed the
C hrese.

At Montechiero they pushed a reconnais-
sance as far as Gorto, and surprised the main
Austrian guard, who lost nine prisoners and
some killed.

Verona, June 23.
The Head-quarters of the Emperor of Aus-
tria has been removed to Vallegio. The feel-
ing of the troopsis excellent.

Vienna, June 23.
Esterhazy’s visit to London is unaccom-
panied by any official mission whatever.

Berne, June 22.
The Austrian troops are constructing a tele-
graph line between Botzen and Landeck.
The Austrian troops of Italian regiments are
repassing through the Tyrol for Germany.
3000 of them have arrived at Malo, and 3000
more are to follow.
The Austrians continue to construct block
houses, redoubts and fortifications at Nanders.

Berne, June 24.

Degpatches from Milan confirm the news that
5000 French had been despatched towards Val-
telline, at Berno.
300 Austrians and 1 Company of Volunteers
consisting of Students, are marching to occupy
the passage of Helvio.
The Archduke Governor of Tyrol has ar-
rived at Nanders to superintend the enrolment
ot 24,000 men in Tyrol and Vorarlberg.
The Tyrolese raise difficulties about entering
military service.
