On Saturday, August 30, a tragic
accident on Chateauguay Street
in Huntingdon took the life of 72-
year-old Robert McGee. McGee
was passionate about local
history, deeply interested in
municipal affairs and
volunteered with numerous
local organizations and
committees. “He was the heart
and soul” of the Chateauguay
Valley Historical Society, says
current president Robert
Anderson.

The accident took place at approxima-
tely 7 pm. 32-year-old Matthew Monique
of Athelstan was travelling toward
Huntingdon on Route 138 when his
speed was recorded by Stireté du Québec
officers as greatly exceeding the posted
limit. The officers were driving in the
opposite direction, and by the time they
turned around, the car was out of sight.

When the SQ car approached the cor-
ner of Chateauguay and King Streets,
they came upon the accdent. Monique
had struck McGee, who was crossing the
street, as well as three other vehicles.
Monique was transported to hospital and
McGee was pronounced dead at the
scene.

On Tuesday, the 32-year old was char-
ged with impaired driving causing death,
criminal negligence causing death, dan-
gerous driving, and dangerous driving
causing death. He was not able to appear
in person to be charged, as he is still hos-
pitalized, but the charges were nonethe-
lesslaid.

Sergeant Joyce Kemp of the Streté du
Québec says that “it is too soon” to say
what the sentence could be for Monique,
and that in any case, that will be for the
courts to decide. She explained, however,
that there is a minimum sentence for
each of the charges.

McGee will be “sorely missed”

him for a long, long time~ says
Huntingdon mayor André Brunette. The
72-year-old was a fixture at council mee-
tings, Brunette says, and he was heavily
involved in many local organizations. Not
only was he a central part of the histori-
cal society, but he also took on the organi-
zation of the St. Patrick’s Day parade in
Huntingdon, was at one time the presi-
dent of the consulting committee on
urban planning, and was a long-standing
member of the church choir among
many other things. His wealth of know-
ledge was invaluable to many organiza-
tions, including The Gleaner: many of the
photos and corresponding information
supplied by the historical society for the
newspaper’s 150th anniversary album
came from McGee.

“It's a big loss,” Brunette says, “not only
his passion as a historian, but he had an
opinion on everything, which was inter-
esting.”

Robert Anderson, president of the
Chateauguay Valley Historical Society,
says “he was with the society almost from
the start” in the 1960s, and was clearly
“devoted to the history of the region.”

“He was just phenomenal ... so full of
energy,” he says, “he was always there to

Bocce is not a hard game to unders-
tand once you get the hang of it. To start
off a game of bocce, the first player steps
up to the starting line and tosses a small
ball called the Pallino, then tosses a lar-
ger ball—the bocce—and tries to get it as
close to the Pallino as possible. There are
two teams, each comprised of four
people, who try to get as many of their
teams balls closest to the Pallino. There

are several designated areas set up and
players proceed from one to the other
until reaching the final one. When the
areas are scouted out and inclines and
bumpy, uneven ground are favored in
order to present a challenge for players.

It was Hinchinbrooke resident, Ed
McAuley, living with his wife, Marg, on
the Fairview road who got the ball rolling
with the bocce tournament. They happe-
ned to have the same set of bocce balls as
their neighbor across the river in
Dewittville, Royce Ruddock. From that
point on, Royce says of how the tourna-
ment came to be: “It just fell into place.”
From the first edition, the gathering has
alternated with hosts residing on one
side of the river one year, and the other
side, the next.

Ed McAuley passed away eight years
ago, but his wife Marg, who has since

with a warm welcome and round of
applause. Marg says it feels great that the
tournament has persisted after her hus-
band’s passing because: “He just loved it.
Even from his hospital bed, he was orga-
nizing it. He just loved it all.”

There is a spirit of community and
camaraderie in the air as the 2014 event
gets underway. The officials don hand-
stitched badges announcing their titles
as team captains, commissioner, arbitra-
tor, and scorekeeper. After a few intro-
ductory words from the commissioner,
Carolyn Cameron, the bocce play begins
and the friendly rivalry among the two
municipalities is rekindled. Though the
game is good fun, the team captains,
Butch Cameron for Hinchinbrooke and
Marcel Saumier for Godmanchester both
agree thatitis as much a social event as a
bocce tournament. The veterans that
have been involved with the tournament
since the beginning all say it is nice that
over the years it is nice to see a good mix
of ages represented in the crowd. John
and Pat MacWilliam, who now live in
Huntingdon, but owned the Dewittville
General Store for many years, have been
coming since the event first started. John
says: “We like to come and see the people
that we've known for years [from] when
we had the store” The Dewittville
General Store used to serve as a focal
point for the communities of Dewittville
and the corner of Hinchinbrooke that is
closest to it and so most of the people in
attendance are former patrons of it and
they, as well as John and Pat, reminisce
about the establishment.

Nametags were handed out to atten-
dees as they arrived, but served more as a
formality than anything else since most
are longtime neighbors. There are, howe-
ver, some newcomers, but they are wel-
comed into the circle as though they are
old friends. A testament to this is how the
MVP for the day was awarded to newco-
mer, Emily Southwood, who recently
moved to Dewittville with her husband
and their son. The decision of MVP is
made by the team captains and their

choice this year echoes what Royce says
of the occasion: “We try to get new people
coming in [to the area] and this is the way
they get to know people.” At the end of
the day, the nametags are collected and
put into a hat to draw winners for the
door prizes.

This year, it was Hinchinbrooke’s turn
to host and the duty was taken up by
Brody Ovans. As people made their way
to the yard with their lawn chairs, a
Hinchinbrooke flag was on prominent
display, as it hung from the clothesline.
When the day was winding down and
people were beginning to head out,
Brody says of the day, “it all went off
without a hitch” and “I'm just glad eve-
ryone had a great time.”

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An accident of the magnitude of the
one that took place in Huntingdon on
Labour Day weekend prompts a
swarm of different reactions. First and
foremost, an acknowledgement of
what a terrible tragedy and how it led
to the death of an innocent pedestrian
that could have all too easily been pre-
vented.

One reaction that should not be
overlooked in the aftermath is the
opportunity it presents for reflection.
The accident is a testament to the
severe implications that come along
with the decision to speed while dri-
ving and, whether we like to admit it or
not, speeding is something that most
every driver on the roads has done at
one time or another. Granted, most
have the sense not to speed in the
middle of a busy town where there are
so many pedestrians, speeding is still
speeding and still involves risk no mat-
ter where it takes place.

Accelerating above the legal limit
means accentuating the risk involved
with driving. It also increases risk in
severity if an accident were to occur.
Transport Canada states: “Collision
statistics reveal that 27 percent of fata-
lities and 19 percent of serious injuries
involve speeding.” This is something to
consider when tempted by the urge to
speed. They are needless collisions,
such as the one that took place in
Huntingdon that could have easily

With more attention being
given to road safety campaigns, one
would think that the statistics would
have improved significantly but
Transport Canada statistics show that

Another area, which also contri-
butes to easily avoidable accidents and
that we should all take more care to
avoid engaging in is distracted driving.
The Canadian Council of Motor
Transport Administrators defines dis-
tracted driving as follows: “[The] diver-
sion of attention from driving, as a
result of the driver focusing on a non-
driving object, activity, event or person.
This diversion reduces awareness,
decision-making or performance lea-
ding to increased risk of driver error,
near-crashes or crashes. The diversion
of attention is not attributable to a
medical condition, alcohol/drug use
and/or fatigue.”

Despite being aware of the dangers
that accompany speeding and distrac-
ted driving, there is still a disconnect:
people continue to push the limits and
ignore the risks, assuming that they are
immune from the implications when
the reality is that accidents can happen
to any one of us.

“unlimited projects” that MAPAQ would
fund entirely. The coordinators are now
asking young farmers in the region what
they need and what they want. They will
then go out and get the experts that can
provide the information programs.

He says Lambert performs as
part of a trio who music combines tradi-
tional Quebec music with jazz, but may
be more familiar as a former member of
La Bottine Souriante, a legendary group
that plays traditional music from this
province.

Sundays gospel program will take
place at the St. Paul’s Unied Church in
Ormstown. The program will feature a
high-energy band from Valleyfield and
then a variety of local performers and
choirs. “That’s how we close,” says
Burrows.

“Everything is falling into place” says
Burrows, but was quick to highlight the
importance of those who give their time
to the event. “Volunteers are what make
these things work,” he says. He also tip-
ped his hat to Wolfgang Kater and
Gordon Furey, who have been involved
with the festival since its very beginning.
“Their knowledge of the ins and outs” of
the festival and the folk music scene,
Burrows says, are invaluable.

MNA announces investment of $48
million in road work for Huntingdon riding

Member of the National
Assembly for

Huntingdon and Chief
Government Whip, Mr.
Stéphane Billette,
announced on behalf of
Transport Minister, Mr. Robert
Poéti, an investment of $ 48
million over the time period
of 2014-2016 for the road
network in

the Huntingdon riding. This
work is in terms of
refurbishment of the Quebec
road network. Quebec will
spend nearly $5 billion in two
years. Specifically In the
Montérégie, over $616 million
is to be spent on upgrading
the road network.

A total of fifty-eight projects were
selected for the riding of
Huntingdon, forty-six will be started
this year. Among the most impor-
tant, there is the reconstruction of
the Nelson-Fournier bridge on
Church Street in Lacolle, paving of
Route 209 in Franklin, Route 203 at
the height of Tres-Saint-Sacrement,

Highway 221 between Saint-Michel
and Saint-Edouard, and
reconstruction of Brisbin bridge
over Allen creek on route 203 in
Havelock.

“I am very happy to make these
announcements that form a part of
the ongoing effort of the Liberal
government in recent years to give
Quebec a safe and efficient road
network, a concern that is at
the top of our priorities, “said
MNA Stéphane Billette.”

“Basically, the work done over the
next 18 months will be used for
conservation of roadways and struc-
tures along with improvement and
development of our road network. In
addition, they reflect the willingness
of our government to stimulate the
economy and to maintain and create
jobs.” said Mr. Billette.

Specifically, the work will consist
of the reconstruction of bridges, cul-
verts and rainwater sewers, repai-
ring pavement structures and repai-
ring foundations and cracks. This
will be done in the vast majority of
the 29 municipalities across the ter-
ritory of the Huntingdon riding.

Local quilter has Amish asp1rat10ns

Stacy Jamieson, 29, dissolves
into a fit of laughter when asked
to explain what the reaction she
receives from people when she
tells them that she wants to be
Amish. After regaining her
composure she states: “They
think ’'m funny and brush it off.”
However, she is firm in her
beliefs and doesn’t let it
discourage her.

Stacy confesses that she knows she
will never become fully Amish: “You're
not going to see me walking around in a
plain dress and a prayer cap or anything
like that.”" Then goes on to explain that it
is the Amish’s embodiment of the simple
life, their living like they are in the olden
days, as well as their values and beliefs
that appeal to her. She has a lot of books
about being Amish and hurries off to get
some to help her explain what she
means. She’s clearly read them over and
over again, as it doesn't take her long to
narrow in on one excerpt that she says
really resonated with her and encoura-
ged her to embrace the Amish lifestyle
from an idealistic standpoint.

As she searches briefly for the quote,
she gestures to the plate of baked goods
on the table and asks if I would like a
‘whoopie pie. Though they look delicious,
never having heard the term before
prompts me to enquire about what they
are. As it turns out, they are an Amish
custom. They are two mini-cakes sand-
wiched together with icing in between.
They originated from when the Amish
had leftover batter from making cakes.
Not wanting to waste it, they would make
these mini-cakes to use it up. When the
kids saw them, they would cheer
“Whoopie!” and so they came to be refer-
red to as whoopie pies. Stacy explains
that she tries to embrace the Amish prac-
tice of not wasting anything and using
and reusing things until they are worn
out. Something that modern society had
branched away from over time.

After explaining the origin of whoopie
pies, she turns back to her book briefly
and quickly locates the quote she was
looking for. It is directed at people, like
herself, who have a strong desire to
become Amish, and proclaims: “If you
admire our faith, strengthen yours. If you
admire our sense of commitment, dee-
pen yours. If you admire our community
spirit, build your own. If you admire the
simple life, cut back. If you admire deep
character and enduring values, live them
yourself” The quote is from page 15 of a
book entitled Simple Wisdom for a
Complicated World: Amish Peace by
Suzanne Woods Fisher. She follows up
the quote by saying: “It's amazing how
much happier you become when you
don't need a lot of stuff to make
you happy.”

Stacy’s desire is both a mixture of wan-
ting to be Amish as well as wanting to live
in the olden days. She says that her
grandmother, Eleanor Jamieson, who
passed away in 2002, is the one who she
“idolizes” and who “taught [her] a lot.”
With an air of nostalgia, she states of her

grandmother: “She taught me everything
and I think I got my desire to live back in
the olden days from watching her.”

It's the notion of self-sufficiency that
was prominent in the olden days and
that the Amish have maintained that
appeals to her. She makes her own soap
and shampoo. When she bakes or cooks,
she does it all from scratch, which she
credits getting from her grandmother.
She loves gardening and preserves the
produce from her garden every year to
last her the winter. When different fruits
are in season, she picks a lot so that she
can freeze them for the winter. She
makes all of her own jams and jellies
which she learned to do from her grand-
mother as well as her aunt Beverly. She
says, “I spent a lot of time with both of
them, so for me canning/preserving was
just something that made sense.” She
goes on to say that, “back in the day, this
was how family life was, this was how
they provided for themselves. If it wor-
ked for them, then surely it can work for
me: [to] keep things simple.”

Most Amish make their living on the
farm which is something Stacy is passio-
nate about as well as she proclaims: “T
love the farm. There’'s no place I'd rather
be than on the farm because you can just
live so simply by being on the farm.” The
notion of self-sufficiently that farming
entails is something she makes the most
of: She has chickens for meat as well as
laying hens for eggs, her family also
owns some beef cattle for meat, and
before her family sold their herd of dairy
cattle, she would often make her own
butter.

Stacy explains that doing things for
yourself helps you to place a lot more
value on them. For example, she
recounts a story from one of her books
about the Amish that stuck with her. In i,
an Amish man and his son were setting
out for the store to buy the materials
they needed to make a birdhouse or a
doghouse (she can’t recall which). They
had an English neighbor, who told them
theyd save a lot of time if they just went
and bought the item at the store instead.
The Amish man agreed that it might
save time, but in building it with his son
he is teaching him a life skill, his son will
learn through trial and error what to do
and what not to do, he is getting to spend
quality time with his son, and his son will
value the finished product much more
after having put so much hard work into
it. Stacy’s favorite pastime is quilting,
which she taught herself through trial
and error and consulting various
resources. She says it helps you to
understand the amount of love and care
that was put into heirlooms such as the
number of quilts that were made by her
great-great grandmother which she has
and treasures dearly. She says of quilting
and crocheting that they are a dying art
now since they aren’t being passed down
through generations that much now. She
has had various people ask her to teach
them how, which she welcomes with
open arms because one maxim the
Amish live by is: ‘Ask not what others can
do for you, but what you can do for
others.’ It is a maxim that Stacy says she
tries to live her life by as well.

Peter Finlayson’s
August Weather

August has continued the cool trend
which started in July The average tem-
perature was 19.2 degrees compared to
19.6 degrees last year and the ten year
average of 20.0 degrees. Rainfall was
normal with 73 millimetres or 2.9 inches.
Heat units reflect the cooler daily tempe-
ratures with an accumulation of 718 for
the month compared to 745 last year and
the ten-year average 755. Total heat units
since May 14 are 2487 which is 105 below
normal for this time of year. Normal tem-
peratures for September and October
would give us a total of 3134 for the year.
This cooling trend actually began in
August of 2013. We have had ten months
below normal and only three months
above normal since that time.
Environment Canada reported that
Montreal had only four days with a high
temperature over 30 degrees Celsius this
summer. Ormstown had a total of eight
with one actually occurring on May 15
plus three for June, four for July and zero
for August.

Town fulfills promise to decontaminate industrial building

On Wednesday, September 3, the
town of Huntingdon began
demolition on the portion of the
former Cleyn & Tinker factory that
they agreed to decontaminate when
they bought the property more than
seven years ago. Once demolition is
complete, the area could possibly
be used for the expansion of La
Maison Russet, which occupies
adjoining space in the building.

Mayor André Brunette says that the conta-

mination took place some 30 to 50 years ago,

but that it has been contained in cement to
prevent further contamination. He says the
area was “not heavily contaminated,” but that
it remained “very dangerous.” This deconta-
mination was part of the agreement signed by
the town when they purchased the property.

Brunette says “there was no sense in kee-
ping it there for years and years” while not
being able to use it, and furthermore, heating
the space was costing the town approxima-
tely $32,000 per year. He says that given the
cost of upkeep, the demolition is more than
worthwhile: “It will pay for itself.”

All contaminated material will be properly
disposed of by the company that won the
contract for demolition, Brunette says.
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The Town of Huntmgdon began demolltlon of a portion of the old Cleyn &
Tinker factory on Route 202 on Wednesday, September 3. The portion of the
building being torn down had been contaminated several decades ago and
needed to be demolished in order to decontaminate.
