THE IRRESPONSIBLE CONFLICT BEGUN 
AT THE SOUTH—PREPARATIONS 
FOR DISUNION.

[i’ro>n the N. Y. Herald.]
It is not without the gravest apprehensions 

for the future that we regard the present 
threatening appearance of the politicol horizon. 
Ever since the meeting of the Charleston Con­
vention the disunion party in the South has 
been preparing for the dissolution of the con­
federacy—an event which, at first regarded 
with the utmost alarm by the great majority of 
the people North and South, has come latterly 
to be looked upon as a foregone conclusion— 
one which might be temporarily arrested, but 
wh’ch can, by no means, be entirely averted.

It is time, now, that our people should look 
at this matter as it stands. We feel bound 
therefore, to lay before the country this morn­
ing the evidence that the South has already 
made arrangements to secede peaceably from 
the Union in the event of the election of Lin­
coln, who seems morally certain to obtain a 
majority of votes in the electoral college. We 
commend, then, to the careful attention of our 
readers the elaborate manifesto of the Hon. 
Lawrence M. Keitt, and the brief, but no less 
important, letter of the Hon. William L. Yan­
cey, which will be found in our impression of 
to-day. We are told that both these gentle­
men are ranked as “ fire-eaters” at the North, 
but we know, also, that they represent the 
general feeling in the cotton States, and that 
the cry of secession, which was raised four 
years ago, comes up row with redoubled vigor, 
and that some of the most prominent Union 
men in 1856 are now foremost in the ranks of 
the seceders.

If we examine Mr. Keitt’s argument critically, 
we shall find that his premises are plainly 
stated, and his conclusions worked out clearly 
and logically. He employs no bombastic 
phrases by way of illustration ; his style is 
calm and temperate, and he writes like a man 
who expresses the deliberate convictions of a 
powerful party, rather than one who gives vent 
to his own Crude and ill-digested fancies.—
In his letter the position of the republican 
party is fairly stated. He accepts for the party 
creed Mr. Sumner’s view : first, that slavery is 
barbarous, and the South necessarily in a 
savage state ; second, that the South, being 
inferior In ewery way, l.t to be Vd,1 tributary u !- 
the North, which section is hereafter to be the 
sole fountain of political power. What fol­
lower of Lincoln’s banner can deny that these 
are the issues of his party, as presented by 
Seward, Sumner, Helper, and other leaders and 
teachers of the Republican masses. Mr. Keitt 
proceeds to prove that the “ impending crisis” 
is upon us—that the “ irrepressible conflict” is 
“ a living and terrible reality. He asks, perti­
nently, what would have become of the Go­
vernment had the black Republicans held the 
executive power when the John Brown affair 
took place at Harper’s Ferry. His sympathizers 
would have sided with him as a matter of 
course, and the land would have been deluged 
with fraternal blood. The motto of the South 
is “ Equality in the Union, or Independence 
out of it." If the party which John Brown re­
presented succeed in the next election, “ Loy­
alty to the Union will be treason to the South."

Mr. Keitt calls for a union of all parties in 
the South for Breckinridge and Lane, but he has 
evidently very little hope of their election. He 
is prepared for the inevitable result. He advises 
secession, and points the way towards such a 
consummation, and closes with a description of 
the rottenness of our political system, in which, 
though overdrawn, there is too much that is 
undeniably true.

The letter of Mr. Yancey advances the same 
conclusions as that of Mr. Keitt; and since the 
10th of June the “ League of United Southern­
ers” has not been idle. Already the cotton 
States are prepared for revolution. The pieco 
is loaded. The torch is lighted. The can­
noneer stands by his gun waiting for the fatal 
signal.

It is not alone the evidence of Messrs. Keitt 
and Yancey which we have upon this subject. 
The influential Southern presses declare that 
tho issue is between the North and South, as 
represented by Lincoln and Breckinridge ; that 
the South will be defeated, and that the State 
Legislatures must be prepared for the worst. 
In the Gulf States the feelingin favour of seces­
sion seems quite unanimous, the border States 
are undecided, and there is a dark cloud which 
means mischief hanging over Virginia. The 
great landed proprietors of the South believe 
that, in the event of Lincoln’s election, there 
would be no adequate security for their pro­
perty, and they are, therefore, preparing to re­
assume the powers delegated to the general 
government. We cannot resist the conviction 
that they are terribly in earnest.

That the South can secede, if united in the 
movement, there is no reasonable doubt. The 
vote of that section will be given to Breckin­
ridge and lane. The Southern Senators and 
members of the House would go to Richmond 
instead of Washington. Congress being open­
ed in regular form. Mr. Breckinridge would be 
declared President of the United Southern 
republic, and the government may be organised 
in a week after the result of the November 
election is made known. There is really no­
thing to prevent such action on the part of the 
South, and there is every reason to dread that 
it may take place. In view of this state of 
tilings, we deem it to be our duty to warn, 
parties interested of the danger which threat­
ens them. So far as we can see, the Breckin­
ridge movement at the North will avail no­
thing. Lincoln will be the Northern President, 
and Breckinridge the Southern. The confusion 
into which our commercial and monetary 
affairs will be thrown cannot be described.— 
Trade will receive a blow compared to which 
the storm of 1857 was a mere gflurry ; stocks 
will go down to within a fraction of nothing ; 
all kinds of property will depreciate in value, 
and the fortunes accum-rlated by years of toil 
will be swept away jn a moment. — N. Y. 
Herald.

The Nelson Monument.—It may be intt rest­
ing to learn what is tbft actual condition of this 
monument of by-gone tays, and of a deceased 
hero.^Examinadon made on behalf of the 
Committee recently appointed,has shown what 
is a matter for great congratulation—that the 
statue itself is still in excellent preservation. 
The thumb of the left hand alone seems to be 
injured. The pedestal on which the statue 
stands, however, a*, the head of the column, 
seems to have suffered considerably from the 
injuries of the weather. As to the plinth, 
though looking rough and unsightly, it is 
probably, with the exception of the joints, in 
nearly the same condition as when it was put 
up. When rejointed it will be none the worse 
for the half century during which it has stood 
its ground. The emblematic mouldings on the 
base of the column, are the only parts of it on 
which ruin and decay have done any serious 
evil, and these are being fast destroyed. They 
are made after very beautiful models, and it is 
a great pity that they should perish, which they 
would inevitably do in a brief space, if left to 
the action of water and frost. We understand 
that accurate drawings will be made of the 

various emblematic ornaments by a competent 
artist, or probably by the photographic pro­
cess, in order that they may hereafter be sculp­
tured in marble or cast in metal for the reno­
vated monument. In the meantime steps will 
be taken to ascertain from Messrs. Coade & 
Co., whether the original models remain in 
their hands. In that case it is probable that 
they will be employed to furnish a new set. 
Otherwise the new ones will be made herein 
one of the modes already mentioned. Of the 
inscriptions one is good ; but the other will 
require renovation, and the railing will probab­
ly be changed for one of a more ornamental 
character. These repairs must not be under­
stood to have been resolved on by the Com­
mittee ; but they result from the state of the 
pillar as it has appeared on close inspection.

£ The Inkermann Division.—Mr. Hamilton, of 
the well-known lumbering firm, has published 
his address to the electors of the Inkermann 
Division. Mr. Hamilton is precisely of that 
class of men who should make it a point to 
take part in public affairs. He is one of the 
natural leaders of the people of his neighbour­
hood,as well from old associations, as from com­
munity of personal interests, and thorough in­
dependence of position. We do not purpose to 
offer advice to the people of Inkermann as to 
the choice that they shall make, if other men in 
whom they have a right to place confidence, 
shall offer their services. W e trust, however, 
if Mr. Bellingham should be Mr. Hamilton’s 
competitor, as we understand he proposes to be, 
that the electors of the Division will show a 
correct appreciation of the difference between 
a mountebank politician and a gentleman 
deeply interested in the general as well as 
local prosperity, and besides, known to be 
above any paltry dodges.
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creed, to which its msjority belongs ; and it 
may fairly be presumed if the electors choose 
their civic representatives on account of their 
politics — a thing very unlikely — that 
they must be thoroughly disgusted with the 
reality, of that, which at a distance they ad­
mired. One of the first things the conservative 
council did was the anything but conservative 
act,of stupidly getting the City into all the ex­
penses of a lawsuit, in which it has been beaten. 
The thiug happened on this wise. Owing to 
the thoroughly inefficient character of the To­
ronto police, which abounded in red hot parti- 
zans, the force had become notoriously ineffi­
cient, and it was judged necessary to remove 
the control of it from the City Council, to a 
Board of Commissioners, who would not be in­
fluenced by the same desire to secure votes, 
which was imputed to the Council. Under the 
management of this Board which has been 
about three years in existence, a very consid­
erable reduction has been made in the expendi­
ture for the Department ; and from 
the concurrent testimony of several persons, 
entirely differing on other points, the efficiency 
of the force has been raised, till it has become 
satisfactory to every one. But the new City 
Council saw with an evil eye this abstraction of 
power and patronage from their hands. So on 
one pretense or other which we need not inquire 
into, they refused to pay more than one half the 
money required for the salaries of the officers of 
the Force. The Police brought actions for the 
recovery of the balance, and the Courts have 
decided that the full salary shall be paid. On 
the same day on which this rebuff was adminis­
tered in Court, a meeting was called—ap­
parently, though this is not very clear from the 
accounts,—by persons in the interest of the 
majority of the Council. However that may 
be, none of the promoters of the meeting ven­
tured to show, for the purpose of explaining 
the object of the assembly. At length, when 
some one after censuring the insult offered to 
the public, by inviting them to an entertain­
ment with nothing to set before them, had 
moved the adjournment, a motion was made in 
amendment :—

tE That the Police and officers of the same be 
paid the amount of their salary in full, up to 
the last day of July, under protest, and that the 
action of the Council on this subject be cor­
dially sustained after this date : and that the 
following gentlemen be a Committee to draft a 
petition to the three branches of the Legisla­
ture, protesting against the action of any body 
of men having paramount power to saddle 
the inhabitants with taxation so excessive and 
unnecessary as the present Police Force is, and 
that the Council have it as one of their re­
stored rights to number the Police and settle 
their pay annually Hon. Mr. Allan, Hon. 
Mr. Brown, M.P.P., Hon. J. H. Cameron, Mr. 
Robinson, M.P.P., F. and G. Perkins, Mr. 
Moffatt, Mr. J. Beaty, Mr. Carr, Mr. Vance and 
the Mayor.”

This attempt to get a popular endorsation of 
the Council’s endeavour again to seize on the 
management of the Police,met with no response. 
Instead of it, a direct vote of confidence in the 
Police Commissioners, which, under the cir­
cumstances, was as direct a vote of non-confi­
dence in the majority of the Council, was 
carried by an immense majority. If, however, 
the Council by their political action daring the 
early part of their term of office, had done their 
little possible to injure Mr. Brown, that gen­
tleman had now, at least, his turn of the game, 
for it was he who moved the resolution, by 
which the action of the Council was condemned. 
In the game of politics, therefore, tbe Toronto 
City Council has not taken much by its action.

Aide de Camp and Stockjobbing.—The Ham­
ilton Spectator says that the Queen has made 
Sir Allan MacNab her Aide de Camp. We 
wonder if her Majesty has any occasion for a 
good shrewd trick on the Stock Exchange. If 
so her new Jlide de Cump will be able to ren­
der her signal services, as is testified by the 
neat little transaction in the North West 
Transportation Company’s affairs, so unhap­
pily nipped in the bud the other day by the 
Court of Chancery. We presume, however, 
that the accomplishments exhibited on that 
occasion, had not reached the royal ear, and 
that therefore they did not form part of the 
reason for the appointment. If King Hudson 
wears the Militia uniform,he would make a first 
rate pair for alternate duty with our own 
knight.

Funeral ox the Latb Mb. W. Cooper of the 
Post Ofjtoe.—This day the remains of Mr. 
W. Cooper, late of the Post Office of this city, 
are to be conveyed to their long home. Mr. 
Cooper twenty five years ago, was engaged, in 
in the Herald Office, and there acquired a popu­
larity, which he retained after his appointment 
to the Post Office, where he was remarkable 
for his good natured desire to oblige every one 
who had to transact business with him. In this 
respect indeed he was proverbial. No amount 
of trouble was too great for him, if it would 
render a service to any one. Though in a some­
what subordinate situation in the Post Office, 
Mr. Cooper was a man of considerable class­
ical attainments, especially as a Greek scho­
lar, and he had been educated for the medical 
profession.

State of Parties in the United States.— 
We copy elsewhere an article from the New 
York Herald on this subject. The Herald 
assumes that the triumph of Lincoln and the 
Anti-Slavery party is certain ; and then it says 
that the South, in that event, will certainly 
secede from the Union. The Herald has an 
object, which is to frighten the voters into 
uniting on Breckinridge for President; but 
deducting that grain of salt, its article is a fair 
exposition of what the Southerners talk of 
doing. What they will do is altogether 
another matter.

British and French in Newfoundland.—By 
the “ Jura’s” news we are informed that Lord 
John Russell informed Parliament that the 
French and English Governments were agreed 
on this subject.

Macdonald from the friends with whom he has 
been acting, and who are not satisfied with the 
course ofthe Freeholder.

HALIFAX CORRESPONDENCE.

Halifax, July 16, 1860.
RECEPTION OF THE PRINCE.

Sir,—I have only a few moments before the 
departure of the mail ; but thinking you would 
like to know what preparations we are making 
here among the Bluenoses for the reception of 
the Prince, I forward you a few lines contain­
ing the information I have been able to glean 
respecting the official and unofficial perform­
ances, to take place on the long looked for and 
auspicious occasion.

Tbe following is the latest intelligence here 
respecting the all-engrossing topic of the 
Prince’s visit.

Admiral Milne, Naval Commander-in-Chief, 
has issued a programme which announces that 
Her Majesty’s ships in port will dress ship and 
salute H.R.H’s. Standard with 21 guns, on the 
arrival of the Royal Squadron at St. George’s 
Island. They will also man yards and greet 
H.R.H. with three cheers when the “Hero” 
comes to moorings off the Dockyard. They 
will, moreover, be dressed in colours, the yards 
manned, and the crews will cheer H. R. H., 
and a general Royal salute will be fired ou his 
leaving the “Hero” iu the barge for the shore. 
When the Prince reaches the landing steps in 
the Dockyard, he will be received by the 
Admiral, Naval officers and other naval autho­
rities. As H.R.H. steps on the soil of Nova 
Scotia, his standard will be hoisted in the 
Dockyard, and will he saluted by all Her 
Majesty’s ships. H. R. H. will here be received 
by the Governor and Staff, and other public 
authorities. From the lauding, the procession 
will proceed to the Government House. Her 
Majesty’s ships will be illuminated on the 
evening of the arrival, or on whatever evening 
may be selected for the general illumination.

Raised platforms for the purpose of witness­
ing the event of H. R. H.’s landing have been 
provided, for admission to which cards will be 
issued, signed by the Admiral. As much fur­
ther space as possible will be set apart for the 
use of the public.

On His Royal Highness’ leaving Halifax, a 
Royal salute will be fired from all Her Majesty’s 
ships.

The Major General has also issued a pro­
gramme, of which the substance is that when 
the “ Hero’ is signalled, three guns will be 
fired in succession from the citadel, and the 
Union Jack( will be hoisted on 
Stan ; and t?3 the ship passes up the harbor each 
battery will fire a Royal salute. At the land­
ing, salutes will again be fired from the citadel, 
and St. Georges Island. The streets will be 
lined by the troops, and on the following day, 
a review will take place on the common.

The programme of the Executive Managing 
Committee announces that when the Hero is 
signaled, the squadron will be met by the Yacht 
Club, and accompanied by them to the dock 
yard. The streets will be lined from the dock 
yard gate by the various societies in the order 
of their seniority;

The Masonic Body will be stationed in front 
of the Masonic Hall, where an arch will be 
erected by them. On emerging from the 
Dockyard gate, H.R.H. will pass under a hand­
some arch, to be erected by the city. Other 
ornamental arches will be placed at suitable 
stations along the route of the procession. A 
general illumination of the city will take place 
on the evening ot the first day. The next 
morning, His Royal Highness, accompanied by 
the Duke of Newcastle and other distinguished 
persons, will proceed to the Common to a re­
view of the troops and volunteers. Afterwards 
public sports are to take place ou the Common, 
under the supervision of a committee, and a 
Regatta, under the management of the Yacht 
Club, will also take place in the Harbour, fol­
lowed, in the eveuing, by a display of fireworks 
on the Common, and a grand Bail in the Pro­
vince Building. Finally, a levee, date not yet 
fixed, will be held by the Prince.

From Noel Pratt, praying for the remission of 
a certain fine and imprisonment imposed by the 
Recorder for contravention of a By-law, the 
Petitioner not having surrounded a wooden 
house which he built tu Vitre Street by a brick 
wall. Referred to the Finance Committee.

From the Proprietors of the majority of the 
Real Estate bordering both sides of Bonaven- 
ture Street, directing attention to the projec­
tion several feet into said street of a fence en­
closing vacant ground belonging to Mr. James 
Logan, and petitioning that this obstruction be 
removed back to the line of said street by pur­
chasing from Mr. Logan or representatives, at 
a fair reduction, the amoant of land required 
for said improvement. Reierred to the Road 
Committee.

From Mr. O. Dorwin, for reduction of cost s 
in suits No. 287, 288 and 289, in the Court of 
the Recorder. Referred to tbe Finauce Com­
mittee.

From the Proprietors and Residents in Aylmer 
Street, representing that there is no light above 
the corner of Berthelot Street, which is distant 
from Sherbrooke Street nearly 550 feet ; and 
praying that two lamps may be granted, one 
placed at the north corner, Sherbrooke Street 
and the other at a convenient place, near mid­
way between Bertbelot and Sherbrooke Streets.

MR. CONTANT’s LETTER.

An application was received from Councillor 
Contant, offering to purchase a piece of land 
belonging to the Corporation, situated at the 
corner of Dorchester and Campeau Streets.

The letter was referred to the Finance Com­
mittee.

Alderman Bulmer’s motion—To alter the 

name of Commissioners Square to that of Vic­
toria Square—was again postponed.

drainage.

A Report was then presented by the Road 
Committee, sanctioned by the Finance Com­
mittee, recommending an appropriation of $7 - 
000, for the purpose of draming the swamp at 
the foot of Cote-à-Baron.

It was moved by Alderman Jodoin, seconded 
by Councillor Homier, “ That this Report be 
adopted.”

A long discussion then took place on this 
subject.

Councillor Lyman opposed the Report.
Councillor Rodden thought that this $7,000 

would merely benefit six or seven wealthy pro­
prietors. If $7,000 could be procured for this 
sewer, £7,000 could also be procured to drain 
those parts of the city where the water ran into

the cellars from the streets. The Council 
would not be justified iu draining one section, 
and neglecting another, where the same im­
provement was as urgently needed. Unless 
the gentlemen who desired this improvement 
were willing to wait till a general system of 
drainage could be adopted, they should con­
tribute a part of the expense of immediate 
drainage. He did not think that the financial 
position of the city would justify the expendi­
ture of $7,000. for what was after all only a 
local improvement. He was averse to the pre­
sent system of drainage, and advocated an 
improved general system.

Councillor Homier supported the Report.
Councillor Bernard could not agree with 

the Road Committee in recommending so large 
an appropriation for a local improvement.

Alderman Jodoin represented that the ex­
pense of a general system of drainage would be 
very great.

Alderman Bulmer supported the grant, con­
sidering that some sacrifice should be made by 
the city, in a case where the health of a parti­
cular locality was endangered to soj great an 
extent as in this instance.

After some further discussion the vote was 
taken on this question, and the result was that 
6 voted for, and 7 against the report.

Ayes : Beaudry, Brousseau, Homier, Belle­
mare, Gorrie and Jodoin.

Nays : Cusson, Rodden, Lyman, Bernard, 
M'Cambridge, Corse and Marchand.

THE STATE OF THE STREETS DURING 
THE PRINCE’S VISIT.

Councillor Rodden’s motion, given in our 
last report, came up—To remove obstructions 
and encumbrances from the streets, and to pre­
vent trenches being made therein, between the 
18th of August and the 18th of September.

Councillors Rodden, Lyman and Bernard 
briefly pointed out the necessity of the con­
tractors being compelled to stop their works 
during the stay of the Prince.

Councillor Homier indignantly denounced 
the idea of the Council putting a stop to build­
ing.

Alderman Bulmer thought that some difficul­
ties might arise from the carrying out of this 
motion. For instance, the contractor who was 
laying down the water pipes, was limited in 
time. The Council would have to bear this 
in mind, or the city might be exposed to an 
action for damages.

After some other members had expressed 
their opinions, the vote was taken, and the mo­
tion was carried, 11 voting for, and 5 against

THE REPORT OF THE WATER COMMITTEE ON MR.
Keefer’s [letter.

This famous Report, which has already been 
published in the Herald, in full, then came un­
der consideration. On account of its extreme 
length, and the fact of its being in print, the 
Council dispensed with its reading.

Alderman Gorrie moved its adoption.
Alderman Bulmer suggested that members 

might propose additions to, or alterations of 
the Report, if they thought fit to do so.

Councillor Lyman characterised the Report 
in question as an “ angry Report.” He read 
some sentences of it, which he considered as 
nngracious, and displaying ill-feeling to Mr. 
Keefer. Some of these objectionable expres­
sions were such as calling, the letter a “ long” 
letter ; in saying that Mr. Keefer was “ very 
lavish of his opinion ;” that “ he did not 
enjoy the confidence of the Council as an en­
gineer,” &c., &c. These expressions might do 
very well for one of their own debates, such as 
were characterised by the press as “ gas," but 
it was hardly the style of composition for a 
public document. He considered that Mr. 
Keefer deserved the thanks of the Council, for 
some of the very actions censured in the report. 
He would move in amendment, seconded by 
Councillor Bernard, that the report be laid on 
the table.

Alderman Marchand, as one who had former­
ly been a member of the Water Committee, 
could say that at that time Mr. Keefer did not 
enjoy the confidence of the Water Committee, 
nay more, he could say that he did not enjoy 
the confidence of the Harbor Commissioners, 
when employed by them.

Councillor Lyman interposed that he hoped 
this would not he recorded by the Reporters.

Alderman Marchand said that he was ready 
to assume the responsibility of the assertion, 
and he would not object to its being made pub­
lic. He insisted that the Water Committee 
had been led into many projects of which they 
disapproved, solely because the engineers re­
commended them, and the Committee were 
afraid to take upon themselves the responsi­
bility of acting contrary to the engineers. 
When asked by Councillor Bernard why the 
Council did not discharge Mr. Keefer if they 
had no confidence in him, he replied that the 
Committee and the Engineers had too much 
power—a power which could not be easily re­
voked.

Councillor Beaudry believed that the Council 
would be quite justified in expressing their 
want of confidence in Mr. Keefer.

Councillor Bernard said there was no doubt 
that the report “ pitched into Mr. Keeter in a 
most magnificent manner,” but in pitching into 
him, it had also pitched into many others ; in­
deed, he was not certain but that it pitched
irii.o PQme.of_Lli.« iLara themae.l va>h Per­haps theseexpresaions were not very paiTfa-
mentary, but they 'had at least the merit of 
being expressive. This report was a forcible 
condemnation of the whole course of Mr. Keef­
er’s professional conduct, but it was also a 
condemnation of the conduct of the Water 
Committee of that time. If the statements of 
the report were correct, it was of great import­
ance to the city. It recommended the expendi­
ture of a large additional sum to complete cer­
tain works, but he hoped that before it was 
adopted, the Council would take the opinion of 
persons better qualifiea to judge of the matter 
than the present Water Committee. He sug­
gested that it should be laid on the table, to be 
taken up when occasion called for it.

Councillor Rodden thought that there was 
nothing in the report which required adoption. 
He was disposed to let the report pass, and lie 
on record to go for what it was worth. He 
considered that Mr. Keefer, in his reply, had 
not denied the vital charges contained in the 
report. He had been one of those who had 
moved a vote of thanks to Mr. Atwater, the 
chairman of the old Water Committee, but this, 
he thought, was fully justified by the circum­
stances of the case.

It was then moved in amendment by Coun­
cillor Lyman, seconded by Councillor Bernard,

That this report be received and placed on 
fyle."

Councillor Lyman wished to explain respect­
ing what he had said of the report, that he only 
objected to the language adopted. Otherwise 
he had no objsction to the report. Regarding 
the power of Mr. Keefer, to his knowledge all 
the expenditure, &c., had first to be approved of 
by the Water Committee.

After a prolonged discussion, the vote was 
taken and the amendment was lost, ten voting 
against and only two for it. The main motion, 
to adopt the report, was then carried by the 
same majority.

It being now past midnight, the Council 
adjourned.

To .1 such a one-sided mea­
sure a Reciprocity lity is decidedly a misno­
mer, since the enactnt of the unjust and par­
tial Canadian tariff hich removed every ves­
tige of its spirit."

St. Glair Division.—The anti-Cameronites 
in Lambton, have been put to their wits' ends 
to secure the services of some one to contest 
the St. Clair Division, against the Hon. Mal­
colm. At last, they have induced a very esti­
mable person, Mr. A. W. Schwieger, to under- 
dertake the hazardous enterprise. Mr. S. is a 
Pole by birth, but has been many years in the 
country. He was connected at one time with 
the Board of Works, and assisted in the con­
struction of the gravel road to Port Stanley, 
under Mr. Killaly. Subsequently, he was em­
ployed by the firm of Gzowski & Oo., on the 
Grand Trunk, and is at present, we understand, 
connected with the same firm. He is a man of 
considerable ability, and has seen much of Ca­
nada.

His platform is as follows :—Representation 
by Population ; Opposition to Disunion, but iu 
favor ofthe Federal Union of the British North 
American Provinces, including the Hudson’s 
Bay Territory ; the Common School Law to 
remain as it is ; a Bankrupt Law ; Homestead 
Law, and Exemption Act. With regard to the 
Turiff, he says:—

“ As to Mr. Galt's Tariff, I consider that suf­
ficient time has not elapsed to allow us to judge 
how this measure may act. I shall carefully 
notice and consider its workings. If I 
find the results are beneficial to the 
country, I shall support, if otherwise, op­
pose it, I shall, however, in any case certain­
ly vote for a reduction of duties on the common 
necessaries of life, such as Tea, Sugar, Coffee, 
&c., &c. I shall also consider myself bound 
to look into the management of public monies, 
and will advocate retrenchment in every poss­
ible way, and will, to the best of my ability, 
act in the same manner for all, without refer­
ence to creed, sect or party.”

Nbw York, July 25, I860.

COFFEE—The market continues buoyant, 
and still higher prices are realized for Rio 
The rates now obtained are above any that 
have hitherto ruled here, and with a stock re­
duced to a mere cypher, holders are looking 
forward to a further advance. West India and 
all other kinds sympathize to some extent, and 
very full prices are obtained. The sales are 
1250 bags Rio, from second bands, at 15®15] 
cents; 1000 do Maracaibo, 14]®15; 2800 do 
Native Ceylon, 15 ; a small lot Plantation do., 
18; 1400 mats Java, 16 ® 16] ; 150 do. East 
India, 15], 4 mos ; 100 bags St. Domingo, 13], 
cash ; and 360 do Native Ceylon, on private 
terms.

DYEWOODS—All descriptions remain quite 
dull, and wo have but to notice the sale of 30 
tons Jamaica Logwood on private terms.

FRUIT—The business in Raisins is restricted 
for want of stock, and the few sales made are 
at full rates—sales 1100 bxs Layers at $2,80 ; 
500 do Bunch, $2,60®$2,65 ; 500 hf do, $1,35: 
and 300 bxs Valencia, 5]®6 cents. We notice 
besides, sales of 25 bales Languedoc Almonds 
at 13 cents, and 20 bbls Currants, 6, all 4 mos; 
49 bbls Jamaica Green Ginger at $4,25 per 
bbl ; 5000 Savannah Water Melons, $30 ® $35 
per C ; 20,000 Bahama, Cat Island, &c. Pines, 
$8®$9; 3000 Abaco, second cuttings, $9; and 
prime Norfolk Green Apples, $3 per bbl, cash. 
The Apple crop, we understand, bids fair to be 
a full average.

IRON—Pig remains very quiet, the business 
being confined to small sales from yard at $22,- 
75 ® $23, 6 mos., for best brands. Bars and 
Sheet are dull.

The Philadelphia North American of Satur­
day, says :—“There is no new feature in this 
staple, and a very limited business to note in 
the way of sales, which are confined to a few 
small lots Anthracite Pig Metal at about $23, 
$22 and $20,50, ^ ton for the three numbers, 
on time. Sales to the extent of about 1000 tons 
are reported on terms kept private. Blooms 
and Boiler Plates also rule dull. In Bars and 
Rails there is but little change, and rather more 
business to note. About 3000 tons, mostly of 
the latter, sold for future delivery on terms 
kept private.”

LE ATHER—There is no material change to 
note in Hemlock Sole, the demand being mode­
rate at previous notations. Oak Bole is in 
steady fair demand, without change in prices. 
French Calf skins are in better request at full 
previous rates. English Salted Sheep Skins 
continue in light supply, but with only a mode­
rate demand, prices are unchanged; we quote 
Splits, No.l, $4,50; ® $5; Extra, $5,50 ® $6,50; 
Double Extra, $6,50 ® $7,50, 6 mos. Roans 
remain nominal.

MOLASSES—Remains quite dull. The sales 
are 125 hhds. and 4 tes. Porto Rico at 37 ® 38 
cents; 28 hhds. Nuevitas; 33; 86 do. and 67 
bbls. Cuba Muscovado, 23® 30; 35 do. common 
do. 18; 50 hhds. Barbadoes, 35; and 100 bbls. 
New Orleans, 49, 4 mes. At Boston, 50 hhds. 
sour Cuba sold at 18 cents cash, in bond.

SALT—With a good demand the market is 
firm for both Sack and Bulk ; further sales of 
Liverpool have been made for future delivery, 
the particulars of which have not transpired, 
but it is understood that some 6 ®8000 sacks 
have been taken at $1,75 for Ashton's Fine, and
