THE POTATO BUG.

To the Editor of the STAR:
Str,—In reply to your query regarding

the effect of Paris green upon potato fields,
I may say that, when proper care has been
taken, it has been proved to be a safe and
reliable means of checking the ravages of
the Colorado potato beetle, but, to be of.
fective, the powder must be of the very
best quality and applied at the proper
time, The Paris green can be applied to
the plants either dry or as a liquid ; when
used dry it is best when mixed with flour
in the proportion of one part, by weight,
of Paris green with ten or twelve parts of
flour. Itshould be dusted on the vines in
the morning, before the dew has risen, and
care should be taken that the wind may
not blow it against the person. *

Flouris the best material to mix the
Paris green with, as it remains longer
on the leaves, and the insects eat it more
readily. If used as a liquid, one or two
teasponfuls of Paris green to a pailful of
water will be sufficient if the powder is of
good quality; it should be stirred frequent-
ly and may be applied with a whisk dipped
in the liquid, and shaken over the plants,
This method takes less Paris green,
and it can be applied at any
time, During last summer the chemist
of the Department of Agriculture
in Washington made a series of experi
ments in order to ascertain how far the
soil could be impregnated with Paris green
without proving injurious to plant life,
The results have been shown that Paris
green, sufficient to destroy the potato
beetle, may be used without influencing |
the soil to the detriment of plant life to
any perceptible extent.
As regards any danger arising from

pasturing animalsin fields that in previous
years had been treated with Paris green,
we may, 1 think, set our minds at rest on
that point, if we bear in mind the fact
that for some years past the greater por-
tion of the potatoes eaten west of the Pro.
vince of Quebec were grown in fields li.
berally supplied with Paris green, and as
no person, ag far as I am aware, has been
hurt by eating those tubers, it ig not
likely that horses or cattle would be in.
jured by eating grass grown in fields that in
former years had been saturated with Paris

MASKED ROBBERS AT WORK.

BURGLARS RAMSACKING A HOUSE AND

Court.

question but that the interest was due
from the time the Corporation took pos-
session of the property.

Ald. Nelson said it seemed to him that
they were fairly entitled to interest, but
not from the date of the first award. .

Mr. Laflamme said, in making the secon
award, the Court virtually decided that
the amount at the commencement should
have been $80,000 odd, instead of $40,000.

Its,adoption will involve a change in the
general theory of design for laying out all
the upper part of the mountain. The ele-
ment, which I have hitherto considered a

like ground, broad, simple, quiet; and of à
rich sylvan and pastoral character, forming
a harmonious, natural foreground to the
view over the western valley, and all in
striking contrast to the ruggedness of the
mountain proper, must be abandoned,
This is much to be regretted, but as it has
been determined upon, I shall turn the
new conditions to the best account that I
can, and in the arrangements which I shall
propose you will find, I trust, much ap-
proval to compensate for what has been
ost.
Either by opening a broad road from the

reservoir to the Cote des Neiges road east
of the Cemetery, or by some other expedi-
ent yet to be devised,it will be necessary
that the city guard strenuously againstthe
erection of any buildings by which theview
might be cut off or disturbed, which in
that direction is so very lovely, and dis-
tinct in character from all others to be en-
joyed from the mountain.

I have proposed an outline to the reser-
voir, adapted to admit of the construction
about it of a grand promenade half a mile
in length, which will include driving, rid-
ing and walking ways, nearly level in
grade. Accommodations of this class can
thus be provided much better, and at less
expense than on the upper part of the
Mountain, and, situated here, they will
have several advantages, each of no little
value,
First—As a place of social gathecing,

the locality will be a mile nearer the city
than that previously proposed to be simi-
larly used.
Second—It will be a safer place for the

congregation of large numbers of car-
riages and horsemen, .
Third—It will be available for its in-

tended use, with comfort, earlier in the
spring, and later in the autumn, being
sheltered from northerly winds.
Fourth—Horses having had a mile less

of up-hill work to do, will reach it in
fresher condition, and visitors will find it
à pleasant relief to turn out upon its level
course, on their way to the ‘‘ Crown of the
Mountain.”
Fifth—The material excavated from the

reservoir, and not required in the con-
struction of the promenade around it,
will materially help to mend the defect of
the road from Bleury street up the Moun-
ain,
Sixth—Having provided a much more

satisfactory course for horsemen than was
previously practicable, there will be no
need of constructing one in the upper part
of the Mountain, which will leave the
latter a much safer place for the rambles
of women and childran.
Seventh—The addition, at this point, of

a broad, level promenade drive, will justi-
fy a reduction of width, and the use of
steeper grades, and more frequent and
rapid changes of course in the drive of the
upper part of the Mountain, the natural
features of which will thus be less subject
to injury, while the road will be more
barmonious and in character with the
scenery.

I shall, as soon as practicable, submit a
plan presenting the whole project in defi-
nite form, which, I have little doubt, will
receive your approval. Inasmuch, how-
ever, as the introduction of the grand pro.
menade will makelittle essential difference
in the course of the circuit drive of the
upper part of the Mountain, whizh has
already been surveyed, and which you
bave informally approved, I have given
Mr. Picton instructions for such modifica-
tions as will be desirable in the prepara.
tion of the working plans, upon which,
when approved, your Board can, if thought
best, order construction to proceed this
summer,

1,161 IMMIGRANTS ARRIVED IN

TWO DAYS,

THEY COMPRISE ENGLISH, IRISH, SCOTCH,

RUSSIAN (MENNONITES), AND

ICELANDERS,

During the past two days the Emigration
Officers and Government Caterer have been
kept very busy in receiving and providing
food and comforts for immigrants arriving
in the city en route for Ontario and Mani-

toba 250 of those arriving were from
Great Britain and Ireland ; 511 were Men-

nonites, and 400 Icelanders, The latter

were accompanied by Mr, Halldor Briemm,
as agent and interpreter. He embarked
with his country people at Sedesford, Ice-
land, on the 12th July, came to Glasgow,
and there took the Allan steamship
““ Pheenician” for Quebec. The people
arrived in good health and spirits, and sét
out on their journey to the Prairie Pro-
vince with great hopes of success in
that promised land, Mr. Briemm
will not leave the emigrants until
he has seen them settled in the new
colony alongside their countrymen who
have preceded them and formed homes,
Mr. Briemm is an energetic and intel-
ligent man, who states that he is prompt-
ed to the stimulating of emigration of the"
Icelandersby the cheering representations
made by those who have already crossed
the Atlantic and settled in Manitoba. He
looks forward to a constantly inereasing
emigration in future years. Those who
have taken up land in the Province are
well satisfied with their prospects, and are
delighted with the climate. On leaving
the Tanneries, after being regaled with a
good warm meal, the people would insist
on shaking hands with the Emigration
Officers. The Mennonites are also bound
for Manitoba to join their compatriots
there. The emigrants from Great Britain
and Ireland have nearly all proceeded to
Ontario, only a few remaining here, They
principally Velong to the farming class.

r. Daly, the Government Agent, and his
assistants were in attendance on the emi-
grants, whilst Mr. McClanaghan, of the
Express Hotel, catered successfully for
the wants of the people during their stay
at the Tanneries. :

A REMARKABLE FAMILY.

THE MOTHER OF TWENTY-FIVE CHILDREN—
HER FATHER A VETERAN OF 119 YEARS,

About sixty miles east of Albany, on
the Boston road, is situated the town of
Washington, Mass. High up among the
Berkshire hills, it has little to boast of,
either- in soil or population. It is one of
those characteristic New England towns,
in which the inhabitants love to repreat
the saying, when asked, ¢ What can you
raise here?” ‘We build school-houses
and raise men.” Ex-Gov. E. D. Morgan
was one oi the products of this town. Not
far from his birthplace resides, to-day, a
family by the name of Tettro. The hus-
band, Isaac, was born in Canada, in 1819,
but has been a resident of this country
for over twenty years. When about 32
years of age he was married to Lydia
Doras, a widow with three children.
Since that time she has borne him twenty-
two: children, making twenty-five in a'l
which she has brought into the world,
She was 56 years old when her last child
Was born. Of this numerous progeny
there was only one pair of twins ; two
only died in infancy ; seven died after at-
taining their growth, and sixteen are liv-
ing. Ten were boys, and fifteen girls,
The second crop, or the grand-children, at
present number thirty-three.
The mother of this great family was one

of sixteen children, by the name of Shep-
pard, She was married when she was
16, and widowedfive years after, in which
state she remained three years. Her mar-
ried life, therefore comprises thirty-seven
years.—N. Y. Sun.

“THE PROVINCIALEXHIBITION.’
At the invitation of Mr. Browning,

President of the Provincial Council of
Agriculture, representatives of the press,
with some other gentlemen, proceeded |
yesterday to the Exhibition grouids of the |
Council, situated on Mount Royal avenue.
Thedrive was by way of St, Urban street
and through a portion of Mount Royal
Park, which ne¢dsbut a fewhundred feet
of macadamizing to perfect an admirable
road from Craig street to the avenue. On
the grounds were met Hon. M. H. Coch-
rane, Mr. Beaubien, M,P.P. ; Dr, Leclerc,

Secretary of the Board ; Mr, McEachran,
Consulting Veterinary Surgeon to the
Board ; Mr. Romeo H. Stephens; Mr.
Dion, of Chambly ; Mr. Resther, the ar-
chitect of the building; Mr, J. C. Steven-
son, Secretary to the Board of Arts and
Manufactures, and a number of gentlemen
interested in the operations of the Board.
The party at once proceeded, under the
direction of Mr, Browning, to inspect the
work under way, and an hour was spent
in viewing the grounds and buildings
and taking communication of the
projects of the Council for the completion
of the various buildings required to com.
plete the plans, The work undertaken by
the Council and the buildings in course of
erection have already been fully de-
scribed in the STAR, so that it is unneces-
tary to again refer to them. After the
tour of inspection was completed, the
party gathered in the temporary refresh-
ment building, where, while cheer of
various descriptions was being concealed
about the persons of the guests, the Pre-
sident of the Council of Agriculture and
other gentlemen delivered addresses. Mr.
Browning explained that some years ago
the Corporation of Montreal, recognizing
the importance of perpetuating the Pro-
vincial Exhibition in Montreal, appropri-
ated a sum of $25,000, which was raised
upon a loan, to the erection of permanent
buildings. The money has never been ap-
plied to the purpose for which it was de-
signed, owing to various reasons, among
which was a dispute over the site, some
wanting Logan’s farm, some a western
location The Council chose a cen-
tral position as an outlet from
the troubles into which they
were thus plunged, and acquired the
grounds at what must be regarded as a
moderate price. Whenever exhibitions
have been held, the Council have been at
the necessity -of spending some $12,000
out of their means for the use of temporary
buildings, which money, of course, was
gone, for as soon as the exhibition was
over thecontractor resumed the possession
of the material. Now that they have
determined upon permanent buildings,
they have gone to work energetically.
They bave built the poultry house
at a cost of five thousand dollars
and are completing the kiosk to be
used as a judges stand and band
pavilion, Their funds were long ago
exhausted, . but the Board took upon
themselves the responsibility of proceed-
ing with the work they had on hand,
There could be, therefore, no question of
the bonafide nature of their intentions, for
their work showed it. What they wanted
was that the city should come forward
and fulfil its obligations toward them.
They would not ask the whole grant, but
if they got half of it, or say $12,000, they
would be materially helped, and placed in
a position to erect their magnificent front
entrance by the day fixed in September
for the opening of the exhibition. They
were in absolute want of this money,
which, having been granted long ago, was
lying useless in the Treasury. It would
enable them to complete their arrange-
ments for the year, and carry out the ex-
hibition in a satisfacvory manner. The
entire cost of the work undertaken by the
Council would be between $95,000 and
$100,000, and, when completed, the Exhi-
bition Grounds and buildings would afford
a gpectacle only second to Mount Royal
Park. They had, in casting about for a
plan, visited very many cities in the United
States, and noted what was best
there. In particular, they had visited
St. Louis, whose agricultural exhibition
grounds are famous, and they had adopted
the best features displayed there. In an-
swer to a question, he said that the build-
ings in St. Louis were of wood, and were
the permanent buildings here to be con-
structed of brick, the cost would not be
less than half a million of dollars, a sum
altogether beyond the reach of the Council.
He claimed that the buildings which the
Council meant to erect would be perma-
nent and durable, and concluded by urging
the press to use its influence with the City
Council to induce that body to stand by.
its engagements,
Mr, Beaubien, M.P.P., followed in

French, substantiating the arguments of
Mr. Browning. He spoke of the import-
ance of the exhibition being retained in
Montreal instead of being taken to Que-
bec, It benefited the city a good deal
more than sufficiently in the days it lasted
to recoup the Corporation in the grant that
was made,

Addresses weve delivered by several
other gentlemen, including Hon. M. H.
Cochrane and Mr. Romeo H. Stephens,
who dwelt at length upon the importance
of the exhibition, and the duty of the Cor-
poration to sustain the Council.

After some remarks by Dr. McEachran,
who complimented the Council upon the
results already accomplished, and said
that in previons exhibitions the best cattle
in the country had not been shown, be-
cause owners who had highly-bred beasts,
that were carefully housed at home, would
not entrust them to the insufficient ac-
commodation oË exhibition grounds, the
party broke up about six o’clock,
The Council are prosecuting the work as

rapidly as possible, and a large number of
men are employed on the ground,

SHE NEW ENGLISH BODE

., *« (Scribner.)
‘The English croquet clubs field a con-

ference in January, 1870, at which a code
of lawswere adopted which ' are charac-
terized by simplicity, good sense, and
straightforwardness, The rales havesinge
been revised by the votes of the clubsre-
presented in the conference, and seem
worthy of universal adoption. We have
been guided by them for three seasons and
like them better, The principal points
are as follows:—
.1, No ¢“Booby.”—Rule 4,—** The strik-

er’s ball, when placed on the starting spot
and struck, is at once in play and can
roquet another or be roqueted whether it
has made the first hoop or not.”

2. The Turn,—¢‘A player, when his
turn comes, may roquet each ball once,
and may do this again after each point
made.”
* 8 No Tight Croguet.—*In taking

his foot on the ball.” There ‘has been a
gradual abandonment of the tight” or
‘“foot” croquet, and a growing opinion
that the ‘loose’ or ‘‘roquet-éraquet” is
fairer and more scientific. At first the
foot was obliged to be on the ball. Then,
in the treatises of Mayne Reid and the
Newport Club, the loose croquet was al-
lowed to the rover only.

5. Ball in Hand after Roquet.—When a
ball strikes another it instantly becomes
‘‘in band,” and must be taken up and
placed beside the roqueted ball in order to
take croquet.  ‘‘No point or rogtet can
be made by a ball in hand,” For example,
if the red ball in commencing its turn hits
the blue and rolls on through a wicket,
the wicket is not made, because the ball
was in hand from the moment it struck
the blue. Again,if the red should by the
same blow hit first the blue and then the
yellow, he could croguet only the blue,
but would have the privilege of striking
at the yellow afterwards and croqueting it
if hit. You may, therefore, stop a ball
which has roqueted another without the
risk of its owner saying: ¢* If you had not
stopped my ball it would have made the
wicket.”

6. Wrong Playing.—When a ball is
played out of turn, or the .wrong ball
used, or a foul stroke made, the general
principle is that the points so made are
lost, and the remainder offhe turn is for-
feited, and the adversary may elect
whether the balls shall be replaced or re-
main where they lie. But if the adver-
sary plays on without claiming the
penalty, the false play holds good.
Specific rules are given for the various
cases under this rule,
There are a number of little specialrules

in the game as usually played, which de-
stroy the symmetry of the game. Itisa
mistaken idea that the complication of
rules makes it ‘““more interesting.” This
is shown by the fate of all such contrivances
as the crossed hoops in the centre, little
bells on the wickets, ete. No croquet
playerwho understands the game thorough.
ly, and can play the “‘split shot,” the
“fellow,” and the ‘‘hold back,” needs
any such aids to give interest to the game,
The following are some of the usages re-
ferred to which are omitted from the Eng-
lish code :—(1) Taking ‘‘two shots” or a
‘‘ mallet’s length ” as a rewardfor running
two wickets at the same blow. The two
wickets are, like virtue, their own reward.
(2) ‘Spotting a ball” which has struck
the turning-stake. It should play from
where it lies, like any other ball, (3) The
idea that a ball must move six inohes to
constitute a stroke. Who can measure
the distance traversed by a rolling ball ?
If it is moved at all it is a stroke,
