‘These fo'.r points are capable
of development .n all thg details that
practice constantly suggests, into four
volumes of theory. But, In the pres-
ent instance, unlike in the case of
many other industries, the theory is
the outcome of practical testing, in-
stead of the practice being the outcome
of pure theory. It must be considered
that conditions in Canada, especially
in regard to tebacco, differ greatly
from those that obtain in more south-
ern climates. Under proper treatment
and by the exact application of the
theory that experience had taught in
Canada, we can raise as good, ae high-
ly and as sweetly flavored tobacco as
the best that grows in Virginia, or in
any other section o’ the American
Union, but the sine qua non ts a strict
adherence to every detail of the rules
that practical experience has suggest-
ed to those who have made an inter-
ested study of the subject. .

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An Able Military Survey of the Operatiq
Summer and Autumn—Both Sides Are Lestning

in the Hard School.of War.
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Gen. Nelson A. Myles contributes to
the New York World a strictly military
but very able and intelligible’ history
of the operations in Manchuriasince
the opening of the campaign, ‘After
detailing the early operations yp to
the landing of the second army at Pit-
sewo under General Oku, May 5, fol-
lowed by the battle of Tellssuand the
complete isolation of Port Arthur, ha
continues:
Field Marshal Oyama arrived in

Manchuria in’ the middle of July, and
assumed command of the combined
forces, which now consisted of four
armies, the fourth under command of
Gen. Nogi having landed in the first
part of June at Pitzewo, and marched
to invest Port Arthur. The situation
on the arrival of Oyama was as fol-'
lows: The firat army was advancing on
three roads toward Liao-Yang; the sec-
ond army, under Oku, had advanced
up the railroad to the vicinity of Tash-
iachiao, while the third army, under
Gen. Nodzu, had passed Finshui Pass
on the road to Jaicheng. The three
armies were in touch by connecting
detachments. The length of the Japan-
ese front was about one hundred and
ninety miles, while the total strength
of the three armies was about 166,000
men. Opposing this, Gen. Kurapatkin
had a force of about 117,000 men, with
Gen. Sakharoïrf commanding that part
immediately facing Oku, and Gen.
Count Keller in front of Kuroki.

KELLER'S INEFFECTIVE ATTACK.

The Japanese now held the principal
passes in the mountains, and were in a
position to serfonsly threaten the Rus-
sian left rear and their railroad com-
munications between Liao Yang and
Mukden. Realizing this, on the 27th 2£
July, Gen. Keller, with 20,000 men, in
three columns, and twenty-four guns,
attacked the Japanese position at
Fengshui Pass, which was defended by
about 5,000 Japanese, and drove in the
outposts to the line of fortifications.
The Japanese were reinforced by a full
division, and at noon it was evident
to Gen. Keller that he could not carry
the position, so he retired, followed by
the Japanese, to the Yantze Pass,
where he was protected by a line of for-
tifications and a strong artillery posi-
tion, having lost about 1,200 men to the
Japanese 800. Oku continuing his ad-
vance, and assisted by the left wing.of
Gen. Nodzu'g army, took the offensive
against Gen. Zaroubaieff, in position
in front of Tashichiao, on the 23rd of

! July, by an artillery duel, which lasted
all day, and pushed his infantry to the
front. On the night of the 28rd-24th he
made a night attack on the Russian
left, and during the night of the 24th
the Russians withdrew from Tashichiao
and -Yinko, which were both ocoupled
on the following day by the Japanese.
The occupation of Yinko was of great

{advantage to the Japanese, as it gave
them a newbase with water communi-
cation, and deprived the Russians ot

| the supplies that had heen received
over the Pekin ratlway. In the mean-
while Gen. Kuroki was strongly rein-
forced, and on the 31st of July engaged
Gen. Keller's corps simultaneously at
Yushulin and at Yantze Pass. After
two days’ fighting Keller was com-
relled to withdraw his entiré corps to-
ward Liao Yang, the losses at both
places being about 2,000 Russians and

the Russians all aloug thefr: position
reduced thelr front to a l¥ngth of
twenty-tive miles, on a line from An-
ping to thd rallroad at Anshanchan.
During most of August, on account of

two contending armies remained prac-
tically unchanged, while they ‘received

| reinforcements and supplies. On the
morning of the 26th of August the Rus-
sian position was on a semi-circular
line of hills about twelve miles from
Liao Yang, with tlie left resting on the
Taitse River, and passing through An-
ping, Tanghoyen and Anshanchan to
the west of the main road from Hal-
cheng. The right of the line was cont-
posed of the First, Second and Third
Siberian Corps, commanded by Lieut.-
Gen. Zaroubaleff, and on the left,
under .Lieut.-Gen. Ivanoff, comprised
the Tenth and Seventeenth European
Corps and the Third Siberian, In all
about 148,000 men, with 400 guns. This
position, which was covered- by fleld
fortifications, protected the three roads
that centre at Liao Yang. The Japan-
ese armies were in a line approximately
parallel to the Russian position, with
the First’ Army, under Gen. Kuroki, on
the right ; the Third Army, under Nod:

zu, in_the centre, and theSecond Army,
under Oku, on the left, In all about200,-
600 men and 520 guns.

THE 26TH OF AUGUST:

On that morning a general attack was

made all along the line. Kuroki turned

the Russian left at the Taltse River,
‘and Oku pierced the righ wing at a
point a little east of Anshanchan. The
Russian lines of retreat on two roads]
being threatened by the success of the
Japanese, Gen. Kuropatkin ‘ordered a
general retreat to a second positon par-
allel to the first, and about five miles
from Liao Yang. This retreat was mad
in good order, Jn spite of the difficuit
nature of the groudd and the energy
of the Jepanese pursuit. On the 30th
and 31st a Russian corps was crossed
over the Taltse River to preserve tho
left flank. On the, 30th and 31st the
Japanese renewed their attack con-
centrating their efforts on the left cen-
tre, while Gen. Kuroki forded the Tait-

ge near the mouth of the Yangho, and

On the 22nd thé. right, under XKurokl,
occupied Tie Pass. Both armies, in the
meantime had been reinforced, the Rus-
slans probably more so than the Japan-
ese. On the 26th the Circum-Baikal
Rallroad was completed and opened for
service, which greatly incensed the fa-
cilities for moving the Russian reln-
forcements and süppltés. During the lat-
ter part of Beptember mnd the early
part of October the Japanese advance
has been quite ' cautious, and their
flanks were probably extefided to threa-
ten both wingsof the Russian position.

DETAILS OF DESPERATE

Japanese Third Army, Nov. 4 — In
the morning the siege guns opened a
desultory fire, and a division of infan-
try assaulted the Russian redoubts at
Rihlung Mountain. The trenches were
taken. Theoperations began in ear-

nest” at daybreak on the twentieth,
with a bombardment of the whole line
of Husslau forts. Buttery after battery
of Japanese artillery was unmasked,
the Russians replying spasmodically.|
The Japanese infantry made a general,
advance against the Russlans’ first]
trenches, along the railroad in the cen-
tre of the ‘““huishi Valley, and also in
the valley between the east and west
of Shuishi Village. To the south the
city was protected by four advance
half-moon forts, in the forin ofa hol-
low square open at the rear, and con-

nected by bomb-proof trenches, and
havinga 20-foot moat in front. A des-
perate attempt was made by the Jap-
anese to capture thestrongest fort. The
infantry charged, cut the entangle-
ments, crossed the moat with scaling
ladders, stormed the fort and drove
the Russians back. But the real
strength of their position lay in the
bomb-proof trenches, filled with troops

and concealed machine guns, which
forced the Japanese to retire. The Rus-
sians also recaptured the trenches in
front of Rihlung fort. On the right
flank the Russians were forced back.
One hundred and seventy-four yard hill
was captured at the point of the bay- |
cnet by tHe Japanese. Their casualties
were 1,400. Three hundred and fifty
Russian dead were left there,
At 4 o'clock p.m. a fort east of Keek-

wan fort was struck by a Japanes2,
shell. and burst into flames, and the
Russians retired.

JAPANESE BATTERIES OPENED

The Japanese captured a
fort, where they entrenched them-
selves and remained under an awful
fire, With daylight the Japanese artll-
lery started a terrific bombardment
against the eastern end of the fortified
ridge, quieting the Russian fort guns.
The storm of bursting shells lasted for
half an hour, during which time over
four hundred guns roared in rapid suc-
cession. ,
During the bombardment the left at-

vislon advanced thr captured forts. One
regiment advanced up Wantai Hill in
an effort to join the regiment which
held the neck between the two peaks,
tlus dividing the eastern fortifiled ridge.
A centre supporting regiment was un-
able to scale the heights dnd was forc-
ed to entrench at the foot. During the
night the ranks of the Japanese were
so decimated . that they retired to the
valley.
The Japanese casualties from the

18th to the 24th were 14.000. The cen-
tre division alone lost 6, and a sin-
gle regiment lost 2,500. Only elx officers
and 200 men of this regiment remalned
after the fight. ’ . ‘ .
The retention of the Banjusan forts

gave the Japanese a foothold on the
fortified ridge as a reeult of six days of
general assault, with friglitful casual-
ies.

PROGRESSOF SIEGB.

The Japanese army now settled down
to sapping and making parallels. For
two weeks the Rusejans were unceas-
ing In their efforts to recapture the
Banjusan forts. They bombarded and
assaulted by day the bombproofs and
the trenches which the Japanese re--
paired by night. There were. 5600 men
and four machine guns on each fort.
The daily lows was 100 in each fort til!
Sept. 3, when the Russians ceased their
efforts.
Meanwhile the army was construct-

ing a system of siege parallels, the pur-
pose belng to completely envelop Port
Arthur,
During the operations from Aug. £5

ty Sept. 18 the Russians sortied and
attacked working parties almost every
mght, while guns bombarded by day.
Quarter was neither asked nor given,
the fiercest antagonlem was displaved,
and even stretcher bearers were killed,
The pioneers suffered heavy casual-

ties in cutting entanglements. After
the faflure of the regulation devices
for removing wires the pioneers were
sent to attach ropes to posts to which
entanglements were attached, - and
troops In the trenches pulled. upon the
ropes, dragging poste and wires away.

This worked satisfactorily until the
Rusaiune began the use of bracing
wires. Then pioneers advanced and
fell a8 though killed close to the entan-
glements and remained motionless un-
til, unobserved, they courd work along
or thelr backs under the wires, which
they cut with long shears. The latest
expedient was a steel shield covering

the face and body from behind which
the cutters were used.
In order to recover the wounded when

possible, volunteera crawled from the
trenohen at night and warked along on
their stomachs, pulling the wounded
slowly to cover by the heels. Many of
the wounded were not recovered.
The Japanese army was finally

brought to its full strength and it
was anonunced that general assault
would be made on Sept. 19, upon the
Namaokayama ridge, the 208 metre
hill, the halfmoon forts of the Shujshi
Valley and the redoubt at the foot of
Rihlung Mountain. The bombardment
was started at dawn and at five p, m.,
the attacks were begun. Three batal-
fone of the center division advanced
from the parallels and atacked a re-
doubt at the foot of Rlhiung moun-
tain, ;

JAPS FORCED TQ DRAW BACK.

The Japanese were forced to retire
but at four the next morring the main
attack was made and the redoubt cap-
tured. The defenders of the block-
houses stood their ground until the
last man was bayonetted. The Jap-
anese casualties were over a thousand.
The Russians left only a few dead in
their positions.
The first assault of the Japanese on

the half-moon forts in the Shuishi
Valley was made before dark on the
19th and it was repulsed, as werc two
more assaults that night. Early the
next morning the whole force was con-
centrated in a furious assault on the
west half-moon fort. The moat was
crossed with scaling ladders and dyna-
mite and hand grenades were used to
destroy the ussian trenches and
bomb-proofs. he fighting which last-
ed twenty minutes, was carried on at
the point of the bayonet. Finally the
Russians were driven through the con-
necting trenches and the other half-
moon forts were all captured after
slight resistance. The Japanese cas-
ualties were 400. The Russians left
bue few dead. The four half-moon
forts and the connecting trenches were
held by a thousand Russians.
The attack upon 203.-metre hill and

the ridge immediately north of it
called Nahoakayama, was started at
five P. M., on the 19th, by thrce regi-
ments. -
Despite the bombardment with which

the Japanese supported the assault, the
infantry could not advance any fur-
ther, and spent the night close to the
Russian trenches. In the meantime a
second Japanese regiment advanced

Hill, and a third regiment moved

the night a party of sappers cleaved
away the Russian wire entanglements.
The Japanese bombardment on the
20th transformed the slope into an in.
fernc. At 1 o'clock a small party of
‘infantry charged toward the west
slopes, and a shrapnel fire was opened
on them.
After ten minutes al! the Japanese were
down. The artillery duel continued
until 5.30 p.m., when the first Japanes2
regiment advanced up thé slopes of
Nahaokayama to the dead ground
which the single company had gained
the night previous.
