Missionary Wears Native
‘Sari’ in Pulpit at West-
mount Baptist Church

 

 

Superstition and belief in ma-

gic must be overcome in dealing

with the Indian population, Dr.

Jessie Allyn, Baptist missionary

to India at present home on fur-

lough, stated when she addressed

the congregation at Westmount

Baptist Church Sunday evening.

Dr. Allyn was atlired in a

goid-colored “sari”, a seven-yard-

long native dress, and she gave

the congregation a description of

the manner in which Indian wom-

en wore the costume.

HIGH PRIORITY
RATING GIVEN
T0 BREWERIES
Effective this month the brew-

ing industry in the United States

thas been given a priority rating

by the government which places

it among the first twençy essen-

tial industries with relation to the

war effort. In this rating the
breweries are placed with the

‘food processing industries and
their products ‘are recognized as
essential to the prosecution of
the war.

According to Mr. Norman J.
Dawes, president of National

 

rangements on- behalf of the Brit-

ing of beer to the armies in the
near east, this rating by the U.S.
Government is recognition of the
food value of this beverage and
establishes its rightful position

as a factor in helping maintain

the health of those in the army
and those enkaged in thé vital
war industries. The high rating
given to the brewing industry by

the United States will probably

also be recognized by Canada as
this country and the United

States are working in close rela-

tionship in such matters.
This is important, too, because

of the many allled industries

which embrace farming, railroads

and shipping, glass manufactur

ers, bottle cap marmufacturers and

those engaged in these lines, to
mention only a few. The new

priority rating makes the efforts
of the brewing industry to ob-
tain raw materials, accessory ma.

terials, shipping rights and ma.

chinery less difficult and will aid

in speeding up the essential parti
that the breweries are taking in

the prosecution of the war.

It was only a short time ago

that it was announced that both
Canadian and American breweries
are shipping beer to the British
and Allied troops in Egypt, Lybila,

Irak, Iran and other countries
where the intense heat has the ef-
fect of “drying out” those not ac-

customed to the climate. These
shipments are being made on or-
der from the British Government
as a result of the discovery made

by Lord Allenby during the last
war that beer was an essential

part of the rations of the soldiers

under his command.
