Russia —Among the items in our telegram of 
the “Nova-Scotia’s” news, published on Wednes­
day, was an oracular announcement by the 
London Times as to coming events in Russia. 
The Thunderer says he “would not be surprised if, 
in a short time, the intelligence from Russia were 
to become the most interesting and exciting part of 
our impression. Things are moving on gradually 
but decidedly towards a very tremendous crisis. 
Tim present policy is exactly that which ordina­
rily goes before great misfortunes.”

The Times may prove a true prophet, although, 
we must confess, we have but little faith in its 
powers of vaticination. That civilization is 
moving on gradually but decidedly under the 
present Czar is sufficiently evident ; and it is 
not impossible that the Imperial reformer may 
have over-estimated the capabilities of the mil­
lions of Serfs, lately emancipated, throughout his 
vast Empire, to appreciate the blessings of per­
sonal liberty—to assume and perform the duties 
of free men. rl he governmental system in Hus­
ain is almost a pure despotism, but slightly con­
trolled by the nobility, and the personal freedom 
bestowed by the Czar upon the Serfs does not 
include any political rights whatsoever. It is 
natural and probable, therefore, that millions of 
freemen will not be contented with institutions, 
the effect of which, as slaves, they could only 
experience, indirectly, through the influence 
they might exercise upon their owners. It can­
not, then, be expected that the sudden transition 
of millions of, only partially civilized and par­
tially Christianized, human beings from a condi­
tion of absolute dependence upon others, to one, 
in which they must mainly depend upon their 
own intelligence and industry for their means of 
subsistence, can be effected without difficulties 
and dangers, which, if not met and surmounted, 
may prove fatal to the entire political and social 
organization of such an Empire as that of Rus­
sia,—bringing about, as the Times predicts, “ a 
very tremendous crisis.” We are more hopeful, 
however, than our London contemporary; and, sa­
tisfied of the wisdom as well as the practicability of 
the Czar’s endeavors to elevate the Serf popu­
lation, throughout his wide-spread dominions, iu 
the scale of humanity, we have little doubt that 
whatever dangers may attend the emancipation 
movement will be firmly met and conquered. 
There are, however, other and, to our mind, 
greater dangers than any which ean arise from 
the emancipation of the Serfs, which now 
threaten the power of the Czar, and which, un­
less met in the humane spirit which dictated that 
great measure, may very possibly lead to its de­
struction. “ St. Petersburg and Warsaw,” says 
ihe Times, “ are each agitated by popular con­
vulsions, which could never have existed had 
the Government been either more thoroughly 
j opular or more consistently coercive.”

There is, doubtless, some plausibility in the 
Times’ antithesis. If the Czar’s government of 
Poland had been more “ consistently coercive " 
—that is, to drop the euphemism, more absolute 
and tyrannical,—and in Russia more “ thorough­
ly popular”—that is, less opposed to the growing 
intelligence of the rising generation—the students 
of the suppressed University,—Warsaw and St. 
Petersburg might have been spared the popular 
convulsions, by which they have lately been 
agitated. We are inclined, notwithstanding, to 
doubt, at least one half of the Times’ theory.— 
We do not believe that the difficulties which 
liave placed Poland in a state of siege, owe their 
origin to any ilitimed concessions, by the Czar, 
to the Poles, but, on the contrary, to the persis­
tent denial to them of those civil and religious 
rights, guaranteed to them by the Emperor Alex­
ander and without the enjoyaient of which none 
but Slaves and Serfs would be contented to live. 
As to the troubles connected with the insubordi­
nation of the students of the University of St. 
Petersburg, and the consequent closure of that 
great national establishment we are not suffici­
ently informed of the character of these troubles 
to offer an opinion on the subject. It may be, as 
the Times would indicate, that they arose from 
the “ consistently coercive” repression of all free 
discussions among the students of subjects polit­
ical and social, and, if so, a “more thoroughly 
popular” policy would, piobably, have prevented 
the outbreak. All we know is, that the Univer­
sity has been closed, a number of the students 
arrested, that the commotion connected with the 
proceedings extended to Kazan, the second Uni­
versity of the Empire, which, it is said, 
has also been closed, and that it is pro­
bable University education is now suspended all 
over tbe Russian Empire—an evil, no doubt, and 
to some extent indicative of a wide-spread dis­
content with the despotic and arbitrary charac­
ter of the Government, but scarcely of such im­
portance as to threaten the existence of the auto­
cracy, or to induce the “ very tremendous crisis” 
prophecied by the Times. Without being quite 
so “ sentational” as our “ big brother” of Print­
ing-house Square, we admit, however, that the 
recent intelligence from Russia affords abundant 
ridence of troubles brewing, well calculated to 

disturb the peace, if not to revolutionize the Go­
vernment of that great Empire. Many of the 
great nobles are' notoriously discontented with 
the emancipation of their serfs, while many of 
Jhcse latter are far from satisfied with what they

view as the onerous terms of their enfranchise­
ment ; the youth of the Empire are evidently 
anxious for further political reforms, denied them 
by the Government ; and last, though not least, 
the Poles are only restrained by an overwhelm­
ing military force from another attempt to vindi­
cate their liberties and recover their lost nation­
ality. In these threatening elements of coming 
trouble, it will be strange, indeed, if the Autocrat 
of all the Russias does not, occasionally at least, 
experience the truth of Shakspeare’s oft-quoted 
confession of royal anxiety—“ Uneasy lies the 
head that wears a crown !"

The Slave Element—Rather Significant.— 
We find in the Washington correspondence of the 
New York papers, of Thursday morning, the re­
port of a speech made by (Jolonel Cochrane, of 
he New York Chasseurs, to his men, on the oc­
casion of the distribution of their new uniforms, 
in which he alludes, in no ambiguous terms, to 
ihe part which the slaves should be invited to 
to play in the war. He says ;—•

Suppose the enemy advances against you, 
would you, from any squeamishness, from any 
taise delicacy, refrain from levelling the hostile 
jun and prostrating them in death? No. It is 
your object, it is your purpose. Then, if you 
ieize their property, if you open their ports, if 
you destroy their lives, I ask you whether you 
will not seize their slaves ? I ask you whether 
you will not arm their slaves, and whether you 
will not carry them by battalions into war against 
their masters? (Cheers.) What! You have 
,io sympathy for white rebels, and yet you will 
ipare tfie black slave whom they use ! Why, if 
it be necessary to save this Government, I would 
plunge their whole people, black and white, 
alto one indiscriminate sea of carnage and 
slaughter, and build up a Government 
which shall be the Vicegerent of God. 
Let us have no more of this dallying 
with'people's diletante conservatism,this doubting 
iu Cabinet when your soldiers are perishing in 
the field. Soldiers, yau know no such reasoning 
is this. You have arms in your hands, and 
those arms are for the purpose of exterminating 
the enemy until he submits to law, order and the 
constitution. Then explode whatever magazine 
if combustibles is in your way; set fire to and 
consume the cotton; export the cotton; take pro- 
jerty whenever you find it; confiscate property 
wherever you find it; take the slave and bestow 
aim upon the non-slaveholder if you please; do 
unto them as they would do unto you; raise up 
in their midst a party interest against the present 
ilaveholder; distract their counsels.

“ These, Colonel,” as Mrs. Quickly would have 
said, “ are vary bitter words.” Not too bitter, 
however, it would appear, for Mr. War Secretary 
Cameron’s palate, for, following Colonel Coch­
rane, he (Mr. Cameron) told the soldiers, “ the 
“ doctrine which he (Col. Cochrane) has laid 
“ down I approve as fully as if his words had 
“ been my own.”

Another very significant shadow of coming 
events we see in the following announcement by 
the same papers :—

Consul to Buenos Ayres.—H. Rowan Helper, 
of North Carolina, author of the “ Impending 
Crisis,” has been appointed Consul to Buenos 
Ayres.

The Treatv that was found in the British 
Museum.—We noticed, in our issue of Thursday 
last, a curious canard, published in the New 
York Herald,, regarding the alleged right of 
France, under the treaty of 1803, by which she 
sold hei province of Louisiana to the United 
States, to the free navigation, at all times, by 
French vessels, of the Mississippi river. The 
British Museum discovery was an unmistakeable 
mare's-nest ; but the Tribune, on consulting the 
terms of the treaty—which may be found in any 
history of Louisiana—says that it affords not even 
the shadow of a foundation for the “highly impor­
tant, if true,” communication of the Herald's 
“ distinguished American banker in London” :— 
Article T th of the Treaty for the cession of Louisi­
ana to the United States provides that “ as it 
“ is reciprocally advantageous to the commerce of 
“ France and to the United States to encourage 
“ the communication of both nations for a limited 
“ time in the country ceded by the present treaty, 
“ until general arrangements relative to the com- 
“ merce of both nations may be agreed on,” it is 
agreed that ships from France and from Spain 
also “ shall be admitted during the space of 
“ twelve years to the ports of New Orleans and in 
“all other loyal ports of entry within the ceded 
“territory.” And the 8 th article provides that 
“ for ever after the expiration of the twelve years 
“ the ships of France shall be treated upon the 
“ footing of the most favoured nations.” The 
twelve years during which the Mississippi was to 
remain open expired more than forty years ago.

Trial Trip of the Richelieu Company’s new 
Iron Steamer “ Montreal.”—The writer had the 
pleasure, on Thursday last, of being one in a 
party of about a hundred of our fellow-citizens, 
invited to make the voyage to Sorel and back, 
on board the Richelieu Company’s new steamer 
“ Montreal”—the object being to test her speed 
and general qualities as a river boat. The wea­
ther was fine, although somewhat cold, and 
nothing could have been more satisfactory, as 
evidencing the admirable qualities of the “ Mon­
treal,” than the results of this first voyage. As 
most of our readers are aware, she is an iron 
boat, her hull having been built in Glasgow, 
after a model furnished by Mr. William Power 
of this city, imported in the plates and recon­
structed by Messrs. Bartley and Gilbert, also of 
this city, the builders of her engines. Her model 
is beautiful and every way adapted for speed.— 
She is 260 feet long, 32 feet beam, and breadth, 
over all 54 feet ; 81 feet hold, and, with an even 
keel, draws Si feet of water. She is furnished 
with, what are called, feathering paddle wheels 
—diameter 24 feet, over all. Her engine works 
to 1000 horse power, with a 60 inch cylinder and 
8 feet stroke, and the revolutions of her wheels 
are 32 in a minute. Her upper saloon is J75 
feet long, by 18 feet in width, from which open 
70 staterooms, 24 of which are double, furnished 
with large and wide beds. This saloon is simply, 
but handsomely, decorated with well-exeeuted 
and appropriate designs. There are 12 roomy 
state rooms off the Ladies' Cabin—a handsome 
well lighted and well ventilated apartment—and 
35 berths in the Gentleman’s Cabin. This splendid 
vessel got fairly from her wharf at 17 minutes to 
11 A.M., by the writer's watch, and reached her 
destination, in the port of Sorel, at 8 minutes 
after 1, P.M.—-thus, doing the trip of 45 miles in 
2 hours and 25 minutes. We learn that the 
“ John Munn,” Captain Charles Armstrong, on 
one occasion, did the passage in 2 hours, 17) 
minutes, but, we believe, at a more favorable sea­
son, and after her engines had been worked for 
some time ; and we are satisfied that, but for the 
strong head-wind, with which the “Montreal” 
had to contend, she would, even on this her first 
trip, have gained fully ten minutes on the time 
she actually took from port to port. We did not 
time the return voyage, but believe it was effec­
ted in something less than three hours.

About noon the numerous guests on board 
were invited to partake of an excellent cold col­
lation, to whieh the bracing, appetizing 
breezes on the river enabled them 
to do every justice—the edibles and potables 
were all that could be wished, alike in quantity 
and quality. The “ Montreal” lay at the Sorel 
wharf for nearly an hour, affording her passengers 
ample time to visit the handsome Square, new 
Court House, and other noteworthy features of 
the pleasant little town. A few minutes before 
leaving port, and when all the passengers had 
re-embarked, an accident occurred, by which, 
but jfor the fearless promptitude of one of the 
steamer's officers, a life would have been lost 
and a gloom thrown over the pleasure of the 
day. In attempting to seat himself upon the 
railing of the upper deck, Mr. John Campbell, 
Advocate, and Reporter for his father’s journal, 
the Pilot—lost his balance and went backwards 
over the rail and headlong into the water—fifteen 
feet deep—between the vessel and the wharf, 
striking the latter as he fell. He instantly sank 
and might, probably, never have risen again 
alive, butfor the gallantry of Pierre Charbonneau, 
the mate of the “ Montreal,” and an old and 
valued servant of the Richelieu Company. 
Without a moment’s hesitation he threw himself 
from the boat into the water, dived and brought 
Mr. Campbell to the surface and, aided by those 
on shore, rescued him from death. Mr. Campbell 
was supplied with dry clothes, and although 
somewhat bruised in his fall, is not, we under­
stand, likely to suffer further from the accident. 
So pleased were the passengers with the manly 
conduct of his preserver, Pierre Charbonneau, 
that a subscription was immediately set on foot 
among them and he had scarcely had time to 
change his wet garments when he was presented 
with a purse containing $25, as a testimonial of 
of their appreciation of his noble conduct.

During the return voyage at a meeting of the 
passengers, Benjamin Lyman, Esqr., having been 
requested to take the Chair, it was moved by 
Thomas Workman, Esq., seccnded by Mr. Kiu- 
near, and unanimously resolved :—

“ That this meeting cannot separate without 
expressing their thanks to foseph Levy, Esqr., 
General Manager for the Richelieu Company, for 
his kind and liberal hospitality, extended to them

on this present trip of the new and splendid stea­
mer “ Montreal,” and beg to couple the expres­
sion with the most hearty wishes of success to 
the Company, which he so ably represents, as 
well as to all engaged in the construction of this 
splendid boat.”

This resolution having been communicated to 
Mr. Levy, by the Chairman, he responded to it 
in a few happy words, assuring the meeting that 
their approbation and that of the public, of 
which he considered them to be the representa­
tives, was the best reward he, and the Company 
he had the honor of representing, could look for, 
and the most cheering incentive to all connected 
with the Company in the performance of their 
duties towards the public.

The “ Montreal” reached the Jacques Cartier 
wharf, from which she started iu the morning, 
shortly before 6 o’clock, p.m., having, by her per­
formance during the day, fully satisfied all on 
board, that, in all the qualities desirable in a 
river boat—speed, safety, and accommodation 
for passengers—she might be equalled but could 
not be surpassed either in the Canadian or Unit­
ed States waters.

City Terminus.—The Grand Trunk track from 
the Tanneries into the Bona venture Street Station 
has been completed, but will not be used until 
the 1st of December. The Station will then be 
opened by the Grand Trunk Railway Company 
as a City Passenger Station. The Freight 
Station at the same depot will be ready and in 
use by the 1st January.

The congregation of Christ Church Cathedral 
are respectfully reminded of the collections, in 
aid of the Assistant Minister’s fund, which will be 
made to-morrow, at the morning, afternoon and 
evening services.

La Rue’s Panopticon of the War in Indi a.— 
This entertainment opened last evening to a large 
and enthusiastic audience. The exhibition now 
at Mechanics’ Hall is an instructive and pleasing 
one. It is not a mere Panorama, as many have 
supposed, but in front of the artistical scenes of 
the country, from Calcutta to Delhi, is a ground 
work of moving figures, representing, with almost 
the accuracy and precision of life itself, the Sepoy 
Revolt in India iu 1857 and ’58. From the 
landing of the English troops at Calcutta to the 
storming of the Delhi the scenes are exceedingly 
beautiful. The scene of Lieutenant Perkins left 
wounded upon the battle fields of Gheg-ee-oo-dee 
Nuggu, beside his faithful steed Sriconi, is fully 
worth the price of admission. D. A. Alden, better 
known as General Tom Thumb, entertains the 
audience satisfactorily and pleasingly. The 
explanatory remarks by Mr. Cool tang, of the 
country, fill up the representation, all highly 
interesting. This entertainment continues this 
afternoon at 3 o’clock, and again to-night.

Correspondence of the Montreal Herald.

Florence, Oct. 26, 1861.
The Exhibition may now be said to be com­

plete, and a very brilliant one it really is, includ­
ing something of almost every department of 
Industry and Art, and proving both the richness 
of the country and the aptitude of its people for 
every species of productive activity, although, as 
ulready remarked, the magnificent manifestations 
of the artistic element constitute the leading 
feature of the display.

The catalogue—out at last, hut so badly 
arranged and so incomplete as to be little better 
than so much waste of paper—presents an epi­
tome of the larger gatherings of 1S5I and 1855, 
the divisions of the classes and sections of the 
present Show being much the same as iu those 
splendid industrial tournays.

The collections of ores, building and ornamen­
tal stones, mineral products, woods, &o,, are 
extremely varied and complete, and would be of 
great interest to students of the various branches 
of the great department of “ Raw Materials ;’’ 
samples of each being exhibited in series, show­
ing the different stages of the various processes 
through which they are made to pass by the 
hand of man.

Iu the Iron Department are samples of pigs, 
bars, plates, castings, wire for nails, bars of steel, 
&c. ; this part of the Show, though composed of 
articles of good quality, being, of course, mere 
“child’s play,” after the full and splendid repre­
sentations of the great iron producing districts of 
Europe in 1855.

Among the most striking objects in this de­
partment is a very beautiful gate, by Angiolo of 
Brescia, of wrought iron, composed of knotted 
crossings of cordage, with flowers, grapes, olives, 
orange-leaves, wheat ears, scrolls and other 
emblems, ordered for a church. The entire gale 
is of chased, embossed, and hammered work^ pre­
senting a fine, smooth surface ; the ropes are 
twisted and worked together, the leaves are cut. 
Beside this fine gate is an elegant spiral staircase, 
of wrought iron, with hollow bars, aud elaborate 
arabesques, from Milan, at sixteen shillings per 
step. The same maker has a quantity of very 
superior gas-tubiug and hollow balusters for 
staircases, which are here made exceedingly 
strong aud fireproof, iu all oases, so that a cer­
tainty of a safe retreat is provided in case of fire. 
Ho wood ever enters into the composition of an 
Italian staircase.

The Italian locks are very elaborate, and 
being made by hand, of first-rate wrought iron, 
are very superior, in finish and in unpickability 
as in durability, o English ones. Asserboni, of 
Pontesieve, exhibited a wonderful lock for a safe, 
which is really a door, with 16 bolts, and several 
millions of changes, among which a system of 
letters and numbers enables the owner of this 
complicated mechanism to find his way. Should 
he forget the watchword the maker himself 
would be unable to unlock it without going 
through all the preliminary changes. The pripe 
of this lock, of admirable workmanship in every 
particular, and absolutely safe against every? 
thing but gunpowder, is jE148, A small look, 
9 inches square, has 1,886,300 changes ! An­
other, of similar size, boasts a key, inside of 
which are four little keys, all of whieh are 
brought into play at each turn, the larger one 
changing the arrangement of its wards. An­
other lock represents a fortress, with a sentinel 
mounting guard. A thief tries to get in with a 
lalse key, when outcomes the sentinel, challenges 
the thief, and sends off, meantime, for the 
captain, who rushes to the spot aud captures the 
the thief with the key in his hand. The com­
mon locks are all excellent ; handmade, of thor­
oughly sound, good iron, those at £l being in­
comparably safer, made more durable, and better 
finished than anything the great English H Hard­
ware Village” can produce at £3. Many of them 
contain from one to four bells, which ring when 
a false key is introduced into the hole. None of 
them show light through the key hole, and iu 
some of them there is a separate independent 
keyhole to the outside and inside of the look, 
neither hole going through.

Brescia and Pistoia seed very highly finish, 
ed, but costly, safes of wrought iron, some of 
which have double and treble walls, varying in 
price from £80 to £400. Very neat inside win­
dow shutters, of mahogany, are strongly locked 
and bolted by one turn of a very small key. 
Wonderful ponderous knockers, in the form of 
griffins, syrens, and other old fashioned matters, 
are exhibited, so heavy that one almost wants a 
machine for using them.

The surgical instruments, from Florence mak­
ers, show that this city intends to keep up the 
reputation of its ancient school. There are also 
a magnificent pair of ladies’ scissors, with elabo­
rate arabesques round the holes, of exquisite 
finish, and which would challenge admiration 
anywhere, at £4, aud a case of the same articles, 
less splendid, but very beautiful, and some of 
them with elaborated handles, allowing the 
thumb and finger to be inserted without first 
having to draw the scissors off the table, at 
12s 6d each. The common cutlery is rude and 
rough, but remarkably strong, and more durable 
than the common cutlery sent hither from Eng­
land ; the blades of the knives and scissors being 
of good wrought steel, aud not of cast iron, as is 
generally the case with the English oonsign- 
inents. A very serviceable clasp knife is to be 
had for three pence ; English trash being ship­
ped largely to Leghorn, for Africa, at two and 
ninepence the gross of knives ; and looks 
being also sent hither at three pence a dozen, 
aud a discount allowed, in some oases, of 60 per 
cent, on that price ! Some good, but very ela­
borate carving knives are displayed, with open­
work in the blades ; but if table-knives are de­
sired of good quality and elegant style, they 
must be had from England. In general, the 
articles of iron and steel in common use in Italy 
are strong, but rude and clumsy, although some 
emulator of Birmingham has sent a lot of tiny 
pen-knives, of excellent workmanship, three- 
eighths of an inch in length. Nails of all sizes, 
Fiencb, English and native, are fully represent­

ed ; and, although made by hand, are cheaper 
than the machine-made nails of England and 
America.

The display of iron bedsteads is particularly 
striking, many of those exhibited being of great 
size and richly decorated with plaques of beauti­
fully executed paintings, and other highly artis­
tic ornaments ; others are small, neat, and com­
pact ; but all are polished and japanned, and 
present a surface as smooth and lustrous as that 
of highly-polished wood. In some cases, the 
bedposts are hollow ; in others, solid. Their 
price would be considered high in England, al­
though really low when their quality is 
considered. A very elegant bedstead, of black 
and gold, with beautiful paintings, is marked 
£13 ; an equally elegant table, to match, £2 14s., 
a towel-horse, exquisitely finished, also to match, 
sixteen shillings. A very large and beautiful 
double-bedstead of wrought iron, highly polish­
ed, with tester, rods and pullies for curtains, and 
full of elaborate arabesques, composed of round 
rods, is markedat £32. The dryness of the Italian 
climate obviates all risk of rust. One of the most 
remarkable of these magnificent bedsteads imi­
tates rosewood with perfect success ; the posts 
are hollow, and seem to have been turned in a 
lathe ; the foot and headboards are enriched with 
paintings and gilding ; and the gilded cornice— 
extremely rich—has medallions, admirably paint­
ed, in its scrolls. This splendid affair is marked 
at £40. Perhaps the grandest of all these curi­
ous bedsteads is one made to order for Prince 
Carlo Bonaparte, of Rome, in German silver ; a 
most elaborate and magnificent specimen, with 
scrolls, arabasques, cupids, eagles, angels, and 
foliage, really very beautiful, and of most perfect 
workmanship and finish ; price not marked. The 
washingstands are equally noteworthy in their 
way ; as are also certain very neat and conveni­
ent little stands, to be placed in the corners of 
bedrooms or dressing-closets, occupying no room, 
and yet so well provided with short projecting 
branches as to offer hanging-place for a number 
of coats, dresses, or hats. This department infi­
nitely outshines anything that has hitherto been 
attempted in the way of iron furniture by 
England and France. The painted iron 
garden-seats, composed of rustic work, 
vine-leaves and grapes are also of great strength, 
and remarkably tasteful ; and it might be imitat­
ed with success by our makers.

In the cheap department is a wrought-iron bed­
stead, 3 ft. 6 in., made out of square iron, bent 
into scrolls, on wooden castors, with neat brass 
ornaments, and of a finish far superior to any­
thing seen in the common class of Birmingham 
bedsteads, marked at sixteen shillings. A full 
size double bedstead, painted blue, and finished 
in Birmingham style, is marked at eighteen shil­
lings ; and a neat, strong iron wash-stand, paint­
ed to match, with places for the jug and soap, is 
marked one and eight-pence.

Eut if Italy leaves us out of sight, as she does, 
in iron-bedsteads, she is very far behind us in 
brass ones ; none of those here exhibited being 
comparable with those of the Birmingham houses 
though not so dear. A pretty novelty is the in­
troduction of glass posts, as shown in a small 
tasteful bedstead, consisting of pale green opaque 
glass posts, the rest of the bedstead and the or­
naments that surmount the posts, being of 
brass.

There are, in the gallery, some splendid brass 
castings, among others, a monumental fender, 
with syrens, angels, and most elaborate scroll­
work, 4 ft. 6 ins. in length, and 3 ft. high at the 
ends, marked £120. The display of brass spoons, 
ladles, forks, pipkins, stew-pans, coffee-pots, and 
lamps, is extremely interesting, not merely for 
the low prices at which these tilings are marked, 
but for their excessively antique form and style. 
The lamps in common use here at this day, are 
fac-similes of those found in Pompeii,gand have 
been in constant favour for upwards of 2000 
years. They consist of an oil-vessel with 3, 6, 9 
or 12 lights, which slides up and down a central 
pillar, with a broad base, and a ring at the top 
to hold it by ; from the oil vessel hang chains, 
terminating in an extinguisher, a pair of scissor- 
like snuffers, with a little box for the snuff, and a 
flat pointed pin, to draw the wick up in the tubes. 
Still more primitive are the queer iron lamps for 
burning fat ; some of them being shaped like the 
little clay lamps used in India, like the bowl of 
a gravy-spoon, with a little lid through which 
the wick is drawn, and a rude handle ; others for 
the stables and kitchens, are small boat-shaped 
dishes, formed out of a bit of thin sheet-iron, 
turned up at the sides, with a groove at each 
end for the wick to stand up in, and a wire 
handle attached to both sides at the centre, suf­
ficiently long to allow of the lamp being held 
without burning the hand. A great massive 
water-cock is marked at £4 ; a price which cer­
tainly few persons out of Italy would be tempted 
to pay for it, and several higher and elaborate 
samples of filled and cut out ornamentation in 
trays, and German silver, of no conceivable use, 
but marked at £10 and £12 respectively.

The castors, trays, spoons, candlesticks, coffee­
pots, &c., in German silver, are about as good in 
quality as the articles of that description made 
in Birmingham ; but are very much dearer.

Of the steam-engines and other machinery 
here, some of which is in motion, little need be 
said but that they are inferior copies of their 
English prototypes. Enormous scales, steelyards, 
&o., are also exhibited, very strong and sub­
stantial, but of styles that have been long 
forgotten in England.

The Italian leathers, so much in demand in the 
Levant, Turkey, and Egypt, are well represented. 
Excellent grained carriage leathers are seen at 
thirteen and two-pence per skm ; white enamelled 
and varnished skins of admirable quality and 
surface, at £l 3s per skin ; colored skivers, a 
very good imitation of morocco, at £l 2s 6d per 
dozen ; there are also goatskins imitating moroc­
co, and imitations of Russian leather, all cf ex­
cellent quality, from Leghona, Milan, Bologna, 
and Turin. The sole leathers at nine and eight 
pence are also good, though not fully equal to 
the best English make, which latter is held in 
such high esteem here that if you order a pair of 
shoes of an Italian shoemaker he is sure to tell 
you that he will give you “ English soles.”

A great number of carriages, of almost every 
description, including an elaborate two seated 
Américaine made to order, entirely of wrought 
iron, polished almost to the whiteness of silver, 
are exhibited in the Octagon gallery. They are 
generally copies of English styles of twenty or 
thirty years ago of very fair finish, and with one 
or two exceptions cheaper than they could be had 
in England. As a proof of the aptitude of the 
Italians for industrial production, I may mention 
that Mr. John Parker, formerly the 
foreman ftt Messrs. Wrights, an English 
firm at Saltley, is now building, here 
in Florence, railway carriages of far superior 
finish to the carriages of the same description, 
which, (his establishment not having sufficient 
machinery to enable him to turn out carriages as 
fast as wanted), he is now importing from Saltley. 
At present, owing to this deficiency of machinery 
Parker's carriages are somewhat dearer than those 
of theMessrs. Wrights ! hut as soon as he shall 
have completed the machinery of his establish­
ment, he will turn out better carriages than those 
of that world-renowned bouse, and at a lower 
price.

It is rather amusing, to English eyes, to 
recognize an old friend, in the shape of a Bays- 
water Omnibus; among the vehicles of this 
department. The “ ’bus” in question is one of 
those which were named “ Prison Vans” by 
uuappreciating cockneys, in which each passen­
ger had a little “ solitary confinement cell” to 
himself, and which were soon taken off the line 
as people refused to get into them. The Italian 
inventor has consoled himself (let us hope)for this 
disappointment, by sending his unsuccessful 
invention to figure here lor the present occa­
sion.

Most of the harness exhibited is rather too 
flashy and ornamental for English taste, and 
though is of very good quality and finish ; but 
that of Salamucci, who took a medal in Paris in 
1855, is not only in perfectly good taste, but of 
a quality fully equal to anything that could be 
shown by the fipt London bouses,

A few good saddles, and some very neat cigar- 
cases, complete the representation of Italian 
workmanship in this line.

“ Nothing extenuate, nor set down aught in

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald,
Sir,—In the leading article of the Transcript 

of the 8th inst., headed “Our Commerce,” the 
writer says ;—

“Like other attempted monopolies, the Grand 
“Trunk has failed in its competition. Whilst the 
“ transport by Water has immeasurably increased, 
“the returns per Grand Trunk remained statiou- 
“ery—not being, to this time, a single dollar 
“over the returns of the preceding year.”

The above gave such a miserable idea of our 
great Provincial Railway, and had evidently 
been written in that deprecating tone, so com­
mon when the Grand Trunk is the theme of dis­
cussion, that I was led to doubt the correctness 
of the statement, and refer to the traffic returns, 
as published weekly, for reliable information, 
from which I found, that from 1st January to 
30 th June, )861, the receipts of the Grand Trunk 
were $120,000 in excess of the corresponding 
period of I860, and that although the re­
ceipts from all sources, from 1st July 
to the 26th October, 1861, were only $2,000, 
more than the same period last season, yet the 
amount received for freight, shewed an increase 
of $71,000, the decrease to the extent of $69,000 
being on passengers ; this is no doubt fully ac­
counted for by the entire annihilation of the 
Southern pleasure travel owing to the war, from 
which cause both steamboats and railroads have 
alike suffered. It must also be remembered that 
the last year the visit of H.R.H. the Prince of 
Wales, tended very much to increase the passen­
ger travel, aud it is against the Grand Trunk re­
ceipts of that period the present are now compar­
ed.

With reference to the movement ofProduoe, by 
the Grand Trunk Railway, I find there arrived at 
Point St. Charles from the 1st January to 31st 
October, 1861, on Montreal account

LAW INTELLIGENCE,,
SUPERIOR COURT.

A. C. Hooper vs. E. S. Leslie et al.
ACTION FOR $20,000 DAMAGES.

Before Hon. Justice Badgley and a Special Jury.

The Court having been opened at 10 o’clock 
yesterday morning, the examination of Mr. T. R. 
Johnson, accountant, was resumed.—While he 
was making an examination of the books, the de­
fendants issued a writ of attachment to have 
them. He acted as joint secretary with his part­
ner at meetings of the creditors. A resolution 
was passed by the creditors on the 25 th February, 
1860, demanding an assignment from the defend­
ants, and notice thereof served upon them. The 
creditors afterwards served a protest on the 8 th 
March, 1860. He ,Mr. J.) remembered Mr. Ab­
bott offering the creditors, on behalf of defend­
ants, that a clause should be inserted in the pro­
visional deed of assignment that the discharge 
given the defendants would be null, if any fraud 
or mal-practice were discovered on their part.

To the Jury—The cash book of the defendants 
had not been added up, not even the first page. 
It commenced January 1st, 1859.

The Hon. James Leslie (father of the defend­
ants) examined.—He is the person named in the 
provisional deed of assignment, and made the 
purchase of property from his son, Edward S. 
Leslie, on the 6th Feb., 1860, which was confirm­
ed in writing by deed oa the 11th Feb., 1860. 
The property is situate in Wolfe and Howe 
Islands, county of Frontenac, in Upper Canada. 
It was his son’s reversionary property, and wit­
ness held it by the courtesy of the law. He had 
enjoyment of the property since 1823, that is, the 
letters patent were granted then, but he did 
not know whether he had the right of proprietor 
since his wife’s death or before. He believed the 
land worth only the £3,000 which he paid. He, 
as one of the Provisional Assignees, had no in­
tention of defrauding the creditors in accepting 
the assignment. He was aware that Mr. Abbott, 
on the part of defendants, offered that a clause 
should be inserted in the assignment, that the 
discharge should be invalid if any fraud or mal 
practice were discovered. The gross rental of 
the land was from £350 to i.375. He under­
stood that by the law of Upper Canada his son 
was the absolute proprie^r of the property after 
his (witness’) death. T’ '-.sason he bought the 
property was that he ueuevetTseveral creditors 
in Lower Canada could obtain judgments in 
Upper Canada and seizt the lands, and he 
thought it better that the price should go for the 
benefit of all the creditors alike. He had since 
become aware that this opiaion was erroneous.

Mr. McKay, Advocate, was then examined, and 
the Court sat till late in the evening, when the 
case was again adjourned.

She was about to be sentenced when 
from further investigation it appeared that she 
was concerned, together with the man and woman 
above mentioned, in a robbery of a quantity of 
dry goods from the store of Mr. Morley, ft Mary 
street, which had been visited by these parties at 
two different times, and goods carried off each 
day. This being tbe case, the separate charge 
against Lucie Laflamme was abandoned, and a 
new case made out, charging the whole three 
with shop lifting, to take their trial at the next 
Court of Quarter Sessions on the 4th February, 
1862.

Edouard Osilin, brought up on remand, 

pleaded guilty and was sentenced to one month 
in the common gaol.

George Simpson was brought up before the

Finegan at that moment suc­
ceeded in drawing a skull cracker from under his 
coat, and brought it down with tremendous force 
on Mr. Hynes’ chest, knocking him down insensi­
ble. Joyce also assaulted Farrell, one of the 
policemen, but between them they succeeded in 
bringing Joyce and Finegan to the Station.

John Tuff, a carter, impeding in McGill street, 
was fined 2s 6d or 24 hours.

Thomas Endewick, a German blacksmith, was 
found drunk in the streets, and having in his 
possession a loaded pistol. The penalty im­
posed—7s 6d or 10 days—appears rather light, 
considering the results that might have attended 
his carrying such a dangerous weapon.

Public Buildings at Ottawa.—The Cornwall 
Freeholder has, under the title “ Lower Cana­
dian Gossip,” a letter from Montreal reciting va­
rious subjects as matters of conversation. The 
following extract, relating to the Ottawa Public 
Buildings, especially merits attention :—

“ It is said that the Report of the Publie 
Works Department, is in course of being printed 
at the office of Cauchon’s newspaper, Le Journal 
de Quebec. It promises to he a very long affair; 
and it çontqiqs ipatter in connection with the 
construction of the buddings at Ottawa, which, 
when laid before Parliament, cannot fail to tend 
directly to the re-opening of the whole question 
of a permanent seat of governiqent - anj ip all 
probability be fatal to Ottawa on that score. I 
thipk Sir Etlmund Head must have felt con­
scious of this, and so decided to resign before the 
period for which he had accepted a renewal of 
his trust as our Governor General had half ex­
pired. He had, no doubt, flattered himself with 
the idea of seeing his pet project—the final es­
tablishment of the Government at Ottawa—rea­
lized, but finding his hope likely to be broken, 
owing to causes which 1 nqlv came upon him 
within the last few months, he decided to bring 
his stay in Canada prematurely to a close,”

iNTDR-Oo^ONUf, Railway.—-The Kingston 
News thus predicts the issue of the embassy to 
Great Britain on the subject of an Inter-Colonial 
Railway :—•

The Commissioners may even be lectured on 
the duty of colonies paying for the maintenance 
of troops stationed in colonial garrisons. We do 
not think they will receive much countenance 
from the home authorities. Their fears of the 
probable breaking out of hostilities between the 
Americans will be met with the assurance of 
her Majesty’s ministers that the British govern­
ment is determined to keep out of the quarrel 
Britain will do nothing towards the United 
Stales government that can be regarded as cause 
for war. The delegates will be told, perhaps in 
as many words, to quiet their apprehensions, to 
return to their respective countries, and to direct 
the energies of the people to pursuits of agricul­
ture, commerce and internal improvement. 
When the Commissioners return without the ex­
pected aid of the mother country, the project 
will be suffered to relapse until the people of 
Canada have forgotten their profitless connec­
tion with the Grand Trunk Railway. With the 
experience of the Grand Trunk line fresh in 
their memory, our people will be wary of giving 
guarantees to a railroad that offers even fewer 
prospective commercial advantages than the 
former project which has resulted in snob a dis­
astrous failure. High as [are the hopes enter­
tained by its friends of the immediate fulfilment 
of the intercolonial railway scheme, we are per­
suaded they are not destined to be realized for a 
good many years to come. The scheme does not 
offer sufficient inducement for private capitalists 
to embark in the undertaking, and the Provin­
cial governments will not be permitted by the 
tax-paying people to launch into a scheme that 
commercial men do not favor.

dred millions sterling would not pay for much 
fighting, although it would far more than repre­
sent the loss occasioned by the evil against which 
we are invited to take up arms. We must also 
remember that a large portion of our trade de­
pression arises from the fearful disturbance which 
the civil war has occasioned in the finances of 
the North. We might, by quarrelling with them, 
make this much worse, but ruining customers 
has never been found a good method o enlarging 
trade. If we were to break the American block­
ade because we don’t like it, we should commit 
an act of aggression which every civilized coun­
try in Europe would condemn, and we could 
not afterwards enforce any blockade ourselves. 
It is very inconvenient that war should interrupt 
the occupations of peace, but we must submit to 
such a disaster until we can persuade the parties 
to the quarrel to refer their cause to an arbitra­
tion milder than that of the sword.”

The case is so sensibly and clearly put, in 
these few sentences, that we shall not weaken it 
by any comment of our own.

The English Bankruptcy Law a Century 
ago. - Just a century ago, in October, 1861, 
John Perrott, a bankrupt, was hanged in Smith- 
field for concealing part of his effects. This exe­
cution took place under the Act of 5 Geo. II., c. 
30, directed against “evil-minded persons, who 
have not only refused to surrender themselves to 
the Commissioners, and to discover and deliver 
up their estate and effects to the said Commis­
sioners for the benefit of their creditors, but have 
carried away and concealed tbe same in such 
manner that the said Commissioners have not 
been able to seize the same, to the manifest 
wrong and injury of their creditors, and to the 
great discouragement of trade.” For these 
offences, among the others enumerated in the 
Act, and which were especially excepted out of 
the general pardon under 20 Geo. IL, cap. 52, 
bankrupts were to be deemed and adjudged to 
be guilty of felony, and were to suffer as felons 
without benefit of clergy, or the benefit of any 
statute made in relation to felons ; and their 
goods and estate were to go and be divided 
among the creditors seeking relief under the 
Commission, any law, usage, or custom, to the 
contrary thereof in any wise notwithstanding.” 

punishment of death, although we be-The
lieve carried into effect in but very few 
instances, remained a memorial of a sanguinary 
criminal code until the reign of Geo. IV., when, 
after the long continued exertions of the late 
Sir Samuel Romilly, the penalty of death was 
by 1 Geo. IV., c. 115, commuted for the milder 
one of transportation. This punishment has re­
mained applicable to bankrupts guilty of the of­
fences specified up to the year 1861. Under the 
Act of 1849, s. 251, every bankrupt not surren­
dering. or not delivering up books, &c., or re­
moving, concealing, or embezzling any part of 
his estate to the value of £10 and upwards, was 
liable, as guilty of felony, to transportation for 
life, or for such term not less than seven years. 
By the Act of 1861, inaugurating in this as in 
other respects an improvement in Bankruptcy 
legislatior, the penalties of felony no longer 
menace tie bankrupt ; and the offences, for one 
of which the unlucky John Perrott suffered a 
hundred years ago at the gallows in Smithfield, 
are modified into misdemeanors, for which the of­
fender is liable, at the discretion of the Court be­
fore which he shall be convicted, to imprison­
ment for not more than three years.—Gazette of 
Bankruptcy.

Finance and business.— The Commercial 
Advertiser speaks of the expenditure of the 
Federal Government as rather under than over 
One Million Dollars per day. We deem this a 
gross understatement. There is not a man less 
than a Half a Million soldiers (regular, volunteer, 
and militia) this day looking to the Federal 
Treasury for food, clothing, transportation, ai d 
pay; and our army has hitherto cost us fully $1 
,000 per man per annum, or about $3 per day.

We do not believe the average is below this at 
present, especially if the cost of recruiting and 
fitting out regiments is included. We believe the 
outgoes of the Government, including the cost of 
bloctade and the great Southern Naval Expé­
dition, are fully $2,000,000 per day, or at least 
$700,000,000 per annum. When our armies shall 
have been fully recruited, clothed, and equip 
ped, with cannon and small arms, horses, wag­
gons, munitions, &c., &c.. it may be considerably 
reduced; but we shall not be spending so little as 
$1,000,000 per day again till this war is cnecluded.

The Commercial is misled by accepting the 
amount of payments from the Treasury as the 
measure of the daily expenditure. But the 
Government spends faster than it pays, or else 
its contractors and other creditors are most 
unconscionable grumblers and liars. We pre­
sume there are at least $30,000,000 this day 
honestly due from the Government for goods 
had and received, but not yet paid for. Had 
this been promptly paid, the outgoes of the last 
seventy two days would not have been $50,- 
430,000, as The Commercial makes them, but 
nearly $80,000,000. And,as our armies are much 
larger now than they were seventy, sixty, or 
even forty' days ago,our expenditures are of course 
augmented, and will,for the like reason,be larger 
six months hence than they are now. War is a 
costly business—more costly now than it was 
before railroads, rifled cannon, and shells were 
invented. It will be idle to talk of sending our 
armies into Winter quarters under this gigantic

the country was told that that was no time for 
active operations—we must wait till November ;

INTERESTING ACCOUNT OF THE LOSS
OF TWO VESSELS OF THE NORTHERN
EXPEDITION.
The steamer Governor started from Fortress 

Monroe with the rest of the fleet, and proceeded 
pleasantly until we encountered the gale. On 
Friday she was struck by a number of heavy 
seas, which made crashing work with everything 
on deck. No dangerous damage was done until 
3 p.m., Friday, when seven or eight terrific seas 
in quick succession struck her, and broke her 
hog-braoes. In a few minutes another sea gave 
her such a blew as to carry her smoke-stack 
overboard, thus adding the terrible danger of fire 
to the perils of the winds and waves. At 8 p.m. 
the steam pipe burst, and at 2 a.m. on Saturday 
the packing of the cylinder blew out, thus com­
pletely disabling the engine. At 4 p.m. the 
rudder-chains broke, leaving her for the time 
totally unmanageable ; the tiller was rigged, but 
in a few minutes the rudder-head broke short off, 
depriving the vessel of all hersteering apparatus, 
and leaving her a helpless wreck on the water, 
in one of the hardest gales that ever blew on this 
coast.

After a few hours of agonizing suspense, dur­
ing which ail on board made up theip minds that 
death was, for them, speedy and certain, they 
spoke the gunboat Isaac Smith, who had been 
attracted by the Governor’s signals of distress, 
and the bark Young Rover. Both promised to 
stay by her ; but in tha tremendous sea then 
running, neither could render the slightest assist­
ance. The Rover, however, cheered their sink­
ing hearts by telling them that a large frigate 
was hearing down to their relief. The men went 
into extacies of extravagant joy when the frigate 
hove in sight. She proved to be the Sabine, and 
Gapt. Ringgold promised to do everything in his 
power for their aid—a promise he most nobly 
redeemed. She arrived at 3 p.m. Saturday, and 
commenced operations for the rescue of the 
distressed sailors.

By order of Capt. Ringgold, the two ships 
were fastened together by two powerful hawsers. 
The Sabine then veered out chain enough to 
bring her stern within 30 feet of the bow of the 
Governor. Two heavy spars were then rigged 
from the stern of the Sabine, in the direction of 
the sinking ship, and were then made securely 
fast. These spars now projected nearly over the 
bows of the Governor, but they rose and fell 
with each tremendous swell, so that it would 
have been impossible for any person to cross 
from one ship to the other by crawling along the 
spar ; this, however, had not been intended, but 
a safer plan was adopted, as follows :

From the ends of the spars were lowered 
strong ropes, rigged to run easily through pulley 
blocks, at the end of the rope that dropped on 
board the Governor a running loop was made, 
and the crew of th« Sabine manned the other 
ends ; all things being ready the loop was made 
fast under the arms of a man, the crew of the Sa­
bine gave a quick run aft, and in far less time 
than it takes to tell it tbe rescued man was raised 
into the air and swung on board tbe frigate.

Thus were about thirty men saved when both 
hawsers broke, and the ships were adrift from 
each other; the Governor was then brought 
close under the quarter of the Sabine, and about 
forty more men leaped to her decks, and the 
others were finally assisted on board, and thus 
all were saved but seven, a corporal and six men.

Of these four were lost trying to cross on the 
hawsers from ship to ship. They would take 
hold of the hawser when it was slack, and at­
tempt to pull themselves hastily across, but as 
the waves threw the ships apart and tightened 
the ropes with a sudden strain, the unhappy men 
would be jerked from their hold fifty feet into the 
air, and would then fall into the hungry sea 
One man was crushed to death between the ves­
sels, and the other three slipped overboard and 
were drowned.
LOSS OF THE PEERLESS (FORMERLY ON THE CANADIAN 

WATERS.)

This was a small steamer, chartered to be used 
in the shallow waters of the Southern rivers and 
creeks. She had on board at first 100 beef cat­
tle, but by slaughtering for the troops they were 
reduced to 87, with which number she started. 
Being caught in the gale, the captain run up sig­
nals of distress, when the Star of tne South ran 
down to his aid, but came too close, and ran into 
the Peerless, The captain then lightened his 
ship by throwing the cattle overboard, and thinks 
she would have ridden out the gale had she not

by quietly launching his life boat, putting his 
trunk into it, and getting on board the Mohican 
without wetting a hair.

THE CASE OF THE CAB-DRIVER AND 
MISS JOLLY.

A great amount of indignation was excited by 
this occurrence, and the Dublin detectives, being 
stimulated by a promise of a handsome reward, 
zealously set to work with the object of disco­
vering the offender. A driver named John Cur­
ran was among those suspected. Among the 
plans resorted to was the following :—All the 
drivers in the city were required to assemble, for 
the purpose of undergoing inspection by Miss 
Jolly and her brother. On one of these occa­
sions Curran was identified by the lady, and her 
assertion was apparently confirmed by the testi­
mony of a nymph de pave, named Agnes "Wyles, 
who swore that on the evening of Friday, Sep­
tember 27, she observed Mr. and Miss Jolly en­
gage the car which was driven by Curran. It 
was the statement made by Wyles which first in­
duced the police to suspect Curran, and his sub­
sequent identification by Miss Jolly appeared to 
establish his guilt beyond all reasonable doubt. 
There were also other circumstances unfavorable 
to the prisoner. His employer deposed that on 
the night in question he did not return home un­
til nearly midnight. On the other hand, the ac­
cused maintained that he returned home between 
nine and ten o’clock p.m. At the trial, all these 
statements were strongly tested. We regret to 
say that the man who remonstrated with the 
driver on the Rathgar road, and who would have 
been an important witness, was not forthcoming, 
and cuold not be discovered. The evidence of 
this stranger would have set at rest all doubt.

Mr. Jolly was unable to identify the prisoner. 
He said the carman wore a long drab coat, and 
that that the horse was a bad one. Circumstan­
tially, this description agreed with that of Cur­
ran. The accused did wear a long drab coat ; 
but then four-fifths of the card rivers were simi­
larly attired. The horse was a bad one. Mr.
J oily also said he observed a woman standing in 
a doorway, and this statement appeared to con­
firm the deposition of Agnes Wyles. Miss Jolly 
firmly maintained that Curran was the man, and 
she also alleged that he appeared to be under 
the influence of drink. It is worthy of being re­
membered that the prisoner’s employer, Mrs. 
Connor, asserted that he was sober on returning 
home with the car. Miss Jolly said there were
no lamps on the car, or at least none lighted._
Mrs. Connor said that no lamps were attached to 
the car. Here we have two statements on the 
same subjects from Miss Jolly and Mrs. Connor. 
With respect to the prisoner being under the in­
fluence of drink, they are at variance ; in allusion 
to the lamps, they substantially agree. But the 
testimony of Agnes Wyles appeared to operate 
most strongly against the accused. If it was true 
nothing more was required to satisfy the jury. 
But Agnes Wyles was a woman of the most de­
based character. A reward had been offered 
for evidence, and to obtain a portion of the 
money this woman deliberately perjured herself, 
swore so untruthfully that the Crown, which 
prosecuted requested the jury to ignore her tes­
timony altogether. Wyles said she was in Sack- 
ville street at ten o’clock on the night of Sep­
tember 27th ; but it was proved by the captain, 
second mate, and stewardess of the Dublin and 
Holyhead steamer, that Wyles, accompanied by 
another woman of the same stamp, left Dublin 
on the 26th of September, and did not return 
until mid-day on Saturday, the 28tk of Septem­
ber ; so that it was utterly impossible for her to 
have been in Dublin on the night of September 
27th. After hearing this fact proved, the pre­
siding judge very properly directed Wyles to be 
indicted for perjury.

For tbe defence an effort was made to esta­
blish an alibi. The prisoner’s aunt maintained 
most positively that she assisted to pull off his 
coat at ten o'clock on the night in question, and 
her evidence was substantiated, though in a very 
awkward manner, by three or four other persons 
who resided in the same house. Therefore, if 
Curran was at home at ten o’clock on the Friday 
night, he could not have committed the assault 
on Miss J oily at Milltown at a few minutes before 
eleven o’clock. If, on the other hand, Miss Jolly 
was not mistaken, Agnes Wyles was not the 
only witness who perjured herself. The jury 
were satisfied with the evidence submitted by the 
prosecution, and Curran was sentenced to two 
years’ penal servitude.

It lias been observed that a reward was offered 
for the conviction of the offender, and it was the 
lust for pecuniary gain which induced Agnes 
Wyles, as it has induced thousands, to utter a 
lie. Such cases confirm the views of those 
eminent men who have strenuously maintained 
that it amounts to a frustration of justice to of­
fer rewards for the detection of crime. The evil 
has become so monstrous that an effort should be 
made to abolish it as far as practicable.

How the Chinese make Dwarf Trees.—We 
have all known from childhood how the Chinese 
cramp their women’s feet, and so manage to 
make them “ keepers at home,” but how they 
contrive to grow miniature pines and oaks in 
flower pots for half a century has always been 
much of a secret. It is the product chiefly of 
skilful, long continued root pruning. They aim, 
first and last, at the seat of vigorous growth, 
endeavoring to weaken it as far as may consist 
with the preservation of life. They begin at the
beffitming. Taking a young plant <.s«vy o. scod-
dling or cutting of a cedar,) when only two or 
three inches high, they cut off its tap root as 
soon as it has other rootlets enough to live upon, 
and replant it in a shallow earthen pot or pan. 
The end of the tap-root is generally made to rest 
on the bottom of the pan, or on a flat stone 
within it. Alluvial clay is then put into the pot, 
much of it in bits the size of beams, and just 
enough in kind and quantity to fnrnish a scanty 
nourishment to the plant. Water enough is 
given to keep it in growth, but not enough to 
excite a vigorous habit. So likewise, in the ap­
plication of light and heat. As the Chinese 
pride themselves also on the shape of their min­
iature trees, they use strings, wires, and pegs 
and various other mechanical contrivances, to 
promote symmetry of habit, or to fashion their 
pets into odd fancy figures. Thus, by the use 
of very shallow pots, the growth of the" tap roots 
is out of the question ; by the use of poor soil, 
and little water, strong growth is prevented. 
Then, too, the top and side roots being within 
easy reach of the gardener, are shortened by his 
pruning knife, or seared with his hot iron. So 
the little trees, finding itself headed on every 
side, gives up the idea of strong growth, asking 
only for life, and growth enough to live and look 
well. Accordingly, each new set of leaves be. 
comes more and more stunted, the buds and 
rootlets are diminished in proportion, and at 
length a balance is established between every 
part of the tree, making a dwarf in all respects. 
In some kind of trees this end is reached in three 
or four years ; in others ten or fifteen years are 
necessary. Such is fancy horticulture among 
the Celestials.—Scottish Farmer,
