1 saw the article copied from the Brockville 
‘ Recorder. No doubt, irregularities may have 

■‘ occurred, and bad any of the passengers com- 
plained to me on the subject, I should at once 

1 have brought the matter before the magistrates. 
But, on the contrary, all the passengers spoke 

1 highly of the treatment they received, while 
‘ Captain Iluntly has been carrying passengers 
1 to this port for the last seven or eight years, 

“ and I have never had a complaint against him.
The first question always put to the passengers 

“ on boarding the ship is to ascertain whether 
“ they have any complaints to make of their 
“ treatment on the voyage.”

We think every candid reader will accept 
Jr. Buchanan’s statement as conclusive of 
che falsehood or gross exaggeration of the 
emigrant’s tale, published by the Recorder. 
Mis explanations, in reply to the Sherbrooke 
tedder's complaint of want of system on 
-he part of Government, in sending bodies 
;f foreign emigrants, ignorant of the lan­
guage as well as of the customs and habits of the 
people, into the Eastern Townships, do not, we 
confess, appear to us by any means so satisfac­
tory. On this subject Mr. Buchanan says :—
“ The Norwegians sent into the Townships, I can 
“ oniy say, were sent there at the request of the 

people of the Townships themselves, at least, so 
I am informed, not having been here at the 
time. If I had, I could have foretold the result.

“ 1 am receiving petitions every day from these 
' Norwegians, complaining that they cannot live 

“ there, and that they only receive îf>5 per month,
“ and are charged double price for provisions.
“ No wonder, then, when these people hear from 
“ their friends in the West they' are receiving 
“ double their wages, that they should feel dissa- 
“ tisfied. I have, however, refused to afford them 

any assistance to leave the Province. It ap 
“ pears to me that, if the Townships people are 
“ in want of labor, they should hold out indnee- 
“ ments to these people to remain, by giving 
“ them fair wages, and not taking advantage of 
“ their ignorance and necessities. I have paid 
“ for provisions supplied to them, and have of- 

1 fered to send them an interpreter to advise and 
“ assist them in procuring permanent employ- 
“ ment, but have got no reply."

Now, it appears to us that Mr. Buchanan’s 
statement jather coni rms than refutes the Lead­
er’s complaint of want of system, on the part of 
Government, in its attempted introduction of 
these Norwegian laborers into the Townships. 
We are, we confess, by no means satisfied of the 
wisdom or expediency of Government interfer­
ence—by paying their fares or providing them 
with food,—to induce foreign emigrants to carry 
their labor into any particular locality, or even 
to remain in Canada, unless by their own free 
will and choice. As, however, it is the policy of 
Government to do so, the Leader, it appears to 
us, is manifestly right in urging the adoption of 
a better and more effective system of carrying out 
that policy. The offered interpreter, mentioned 
by Mr. Buchanan, ought to have been sent with 
these Norwegian families in the first instance ; 
for it is manifest that, without some such 
trustworthy adviser, their ignorance of the lan­
guage would alone be an almost insurmountable 
difficulty to their obtaining employment, unless 
at very reduced rates of wages. We have, as we 
have said, grave doubts as to the expediency of 
any direct Government interference to induce 
emigrants to proceed to any particular locality, 
on their arrival at Quebec, beyond affording them 
information as to those sections of the coun­
try in which labor is most in demand, 
or where land for settlement may
ob till nor] on iKo moat T*„ K1r> + Q,.W, a
however, bodies of foreign emigrants are 
be forwarded to their destination at the expense 
of the Government, as appears to have been the 
case with these Norwegians in the Eastern 
Townships, it is, we think, evident that nothing 
but suffering and privations can result from such 
a system, if, at least in the first instance, it does 
not provide them with a competent and trust- 
worthy interpreter and adviser, to act for them 
until they have acquired some little knowledge 
of the language and ways of. the people, among 
whom, it is expected, they will settle and earn 
their Hying by their labor apd industry.

The Execution.—To-morrow, in all human 
probability, the Montreal Jail will be the scene of 
the execution of the two unhappy convicts, Burns 
and Patterson. For the former of these, little 
pity has been expressed, and still less felt. We 
understand that he is still in the same besotted, 
unimpressible condition, and that the Rev. Mr. 
Irwin, of St. Luke’s Church, (who has been as­
siduous in his attendance on both convicts) has 
declined to administer the rite of baptism, on the 
ground that his mind is not in a fit state for re­
ceiving it. It is stated that he will becomee a 
convert to the Roman Catholic faith. His com­
panion, frustrated in his attempt to obtain a com 
mutation or reprieve of his sentence, no doubt 
feels all the ter. or and alarm which a man of his 
keen sensibility must experience. The personal 
narrative which he has been compiling will prob­
ably be made public after his execution. On 
Sunday morning, he received the Sacrament at 
the hands of the Rev. Mr. Irwin.

Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary of 
the United States, and I consider it my most 
agreeable duty to communicate to your Majesty 
the friendly sentiments which the President of 
the United States and the American nation pro­
fess for your Majesty and the Spanish people. 
Permit me to assure your Majesty that for the 
purpose of prosecuting friendly relations with 
the government of your Majesty, and in a man­
ner that may be in harmony with the dignity and 
legitimate interests of the United States, the Pre- 
sruenc could have selected no one who more 
ardently desires such than I. I have now the 
honor to place in your Majesty’s hands the cre­
dential letter which the President of the United 
States entrusted to me, and to express to you my 
fervent wishes for your Majesty’s happiness, that 
of your royal family, and the prosperity of the 
Spanislt nation.

Her Majesty was pleased to reply :
Senior Minister :—I receive with real satis­

faction the letter which accredits you as Envoy 
Extraordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary of 
of the United States of America to my Court, 
and I especially appreciate the assurance you 
give me of the friendly sentiments which ani­
mate the President and those states toward my 
person and the Spanish people. I take a lively 
interest in the prosperity of the nation which 
you have come to represent, and cherish the hope 
that its relations with Spain will be always 
maintained in a manner which may be satisfac­
tory to the interests of both people. I do not 
doubt that you will contribute to that object 
with your enlightenment, und that your com­
portment will render you worthy of the esteem 
°/ my government. The wishes are very grate­
ful to me, Senor Minister, which you express for 
my happiness, that of my family and for the 
prosperity of the Spanish nation.

The Slave Element.—General Fremont’s pro­
clamation of emancipation, to all the slaves in 
the State of Missouri, whose masters are Seces­
sionists, has created no little excitement among 
our United States’ contemporaries. We cut the 
following remarks upon it from the New York 
Advertiser :—

It is reasonable to suppose that so important a 
proclamation, as this doenment in all its phases 
is, was approved in substance by the President 
and Cabinet before it was issued. The reverse 
could scarcely be the case. That the part of it 
which relates to the freedom of the slaves of 
actual rebels will meet the approval of the whole 
people of the loyal states, does not admit of a 
doubt. Nor can the legality of the measure be 
questioned. In its spirit it conforms to the con- 
hscation act passed by the late Congress. Instead 
of being declared confiscated, the slaves of proved 
rebels are declared free, and the state is thus re­
lieved of the burden of their support, &c., which 
nothing in the federal or state constitution 
requires them to assume, and there remains no 
funher difficult question as to their disposal by 
sale, exportation, or otherwise. But while active 
rebellion against the government thus cancels the 
rebel’s right to the unpaid services of his slave,

are their friends and wb their enemies.

Another Destructive Fire at the Cale­
donia Springs.—The Canada House at Caledo­
nia Springs, was destroyed by fire on Tuesday, 
the 30th August, and now on the 31st, the Cot­
tage which formed part of the same property has 
been destroyed in the same way. In the latter 
case, the fire occurred under circumstances 
which, but for the accidental awaking ot one of 
the boarders, might have issued in very serious 
results. About half-past one o'clock in the 
morning, an hour and a half after the last in­
mate had retired to rest, one of the visitors was 
awoke by the smell of fire and the effects of 
smoke. On rising and coming down stairs, he 
found a considerable quantity of smoke in the 
hall and parlor, and after searching for some 
time in vain for the seat of the fire, he awoke a 
fellow visitor, wko slept in a room adjoining the 
parlor. As there had been a small fire on the 
parlour hearth during the evening, it was sup­
posed that some part of the wood-work around it 
might have come ignited by a spark, but on a 
csrefttl examination no appearance of lire was 
discovered. The fire which had been on the 
hearth was entirely extinct, and no special heat 
could be perceived in that vicinity ; still the 
smoke in the hall and parlour was rapidly in­
creasing. It then occurred to the visitors that 
the origin of the smoke must be underneath, in 
the cellar, and having aroused a man servant, un­
der whose guidance they found the entrance into 
the under ground part of the house, on opening 
the trap-door, a volume of smoke came out ; and 
so completely was the cellar filled with it, that 
no one could possibly enter. The smoke was 
now issuing thickly from the sides of the house, 
and through the floor of the gallery around it ; 
and also through the seams of the flooring with­
in, and it became evident that the whole house 
would soon be in flumes. All the inmates were 
awakened, and every one, some in half dressed 
state, hasten to remove Irom the house the per­
sonal effects and household furniture. The visi­
tors’ baggage was ali saved, nearly all the furni­
ture in the bedrooms, and most of the kitchen 
utensils ; but in the apartment were the smoke 
was most dense, and where the flames first broke 
through the flooring, the articles of furniture 
were destroyed. When the Canada House was 
burnt, this Cottage was empty, and a number of 
the visitors took refuge in it, when temporary ac­
commodation was made for them and every 
thing done to secure their comfort which the cir- 
cumstances would admit of. The visitors who 
were in the Cottage at the time the unfortunate 
fire occurred, together with the regular inmates 
of the household, have much reason for gratitude 
to God, who ordered, in his providence, that they 
were awakened from their midnight sleep before 
the devouring element which was spreading un­
derneath them had made such progress as to 
render their escape impossible.—Com.—Trans­
cript, Yesterday.

A Bold Thief.—A yoke of oxen were taken 
from the pasture of Mr. Abiel Abbott, of Hatley, 
on the night previous to the cattle market in this 
town, last week, and driven here about 7 o’clock 
tn the morning. They were yarded by a man 
giving his name as James Pier. About 10 o’clock 
Mr- Dinning, of Quebec, remarked in the hearing 
of Pier, that he believed he must make the first 
purchase.

A Charge of Desertion.—A Strange Case. 
—On Sunday last, Cornelius Corcoran, of the 
Water Police, arrested a man named John 
Keaffe, on board the bark “ Maranham," lying in 
this port, on suspicion of being a deserter from 
Her Majesty’s service.

sciences. It is exceedingly stupid to suppose 
tbet because the Moral Law of Moses, which is 
based op the prjnçiples of Eternal Truth and. 
Justi.ee, is for ever tô be considered as binding, 
the civil rules he and other lawgivers laid down, 
only adapted to a particular state of society, are 
to be followed now. By taking such a line of 
argument tl)9 people who had this anti-usury- 
and-eredit-system tract prbitod and distributed 
only help to defeat their own object. Credit, 
associated with capital, is of vast advantage, and 
has built itself many splendid testimonials and 
monuments. It may “ sustain rival armies,” but 
it flourishes more in peace, and helps most to 
cultivate all the useful arts. It may have “creat­
ed our national debt,” but it has called into being 
together with it steamboats, canals and railways, 
enriching the farmer, mechanic and tradesman, 
building cities and towns, and bringing a rich 
train of substantial golden benefits wherever it 
hqs been properl)' muds use of. And the bor- 
rowiug of money, ere# ^ (ionsidejghle rgtes of 
interest, has oftep beep advantageous to the bor­
rower, enabling him to overcome temporary diffi ■ 
culties, to weather financial storms, and to live 
honored and rich instead of ruined and despised 
of his fellow men. To abolish either Usury or 
Credit, therefore, would be unwise, even were it 
practicable. But both should bu recurred to 
uuder limitations, for Credit, overstrained, snaps, 
and involves in its ruin more than the active 
agent in producing the disaster, while Usury, 
pushed beyond a legitimate limit, defeats even 
its own ends, and injures both Shylook and 
Antonio. Credit ought never to supply the place 
of Capital, for then business becomes organized 
deception, _and the man who transacts it risks i

Revolutions cannot be made with rosewater. 

The Carlylean aphorism goes deep into the phil­
osophy of history and of humanity. It is just as 
true, though not aphoristic, that civil war cannot 
be carried on without bloodshed. General Scott’s 
plan for crushing the Confederate rebellion almost 
without the loss of a life does honor to his heart, 
and may be equally worthy of tiie military gêni­
ons supposed to reside in Ins head. But the facts 
ot history and the impulses of human nature are 
unfortunately against him. They do not counte­
nance schemes of bloodless subjugation—least 
of all when the combatants are so uearlyallied in 
blood and mettle. It is a truism to say that bat­
tles are hard fought in proportion to the intensity 
of the spirit evoked rather than to the magnitude 
of the operations. Compare the wars of Turenne 
and Marlborough with the wars of a century 
later. . How leisurely the commanders went to 
work in the former days ! How scientifically and 
slowly they marshalled their armed multitudes I 
How many months they consumed in the siege of 
a fortress or the manoeuvres that preceded a bat­
tle! How politely they exchanged carrels and 
compliments! With what impunity they drew 
from their respective Governments pay and 
rat ons for whole regiments that had died in the 
trenches or of the maladies of the camp. The 
generals were in earnest, no doubt, about success. 
Peerages and pensions, professional renown and 
the national honor, prompted them to do their best 
in the game of skill on which they had entered. 
Perhaps the subalterns and common soldiers had 
some sucli interest,diminishing with their rank and 
pay, in the ultimate outcome. But, on the whole, 
Voltaire’s description of the business was as true 
as iLwas sarcas.ic. So many thousands on either 
side had been taken from the plough, or perhaps 
from prison, dressed in uniform, trained to 
stand or move in coiumn, aud to fire at the 
word of command, but knew nothing and cared 
as little about the casus belli. Not so with the 
legions of Moreau, and Jourdan, and Pichegru, 
aud Napoleon. They went to war for an idea— 
though they might come to follow war as a 
trade. Tney lought Lke men—or, perhaps, like 
demons—but not like machines. They rushed 
into La Vendee or into Holland, into Italy, Aus­
tria, Russia, or Spain, almost without waiting 
for the order of the day. Their bayonets quiver­
ed with the electric light of a passionate intelli­
gence. There was a creed written on their ban­
ners. A religion—more Mahomedan than Chris­
tian, perhaps—breathed in their war-cry. No 
wonder they conquered—for they spared no sac­
rifice. They paved with their own bodies the 
pathway of their flag. And they were not bea­
ten till they had evoked a spirit like their own. 
They were invincible while they fought for the 
independence of’France—but victory cost them 
dear in La Vendee, and deserted them in Spain 
Germany, and Russia. They put to flight armies 
of hirelings,—but were themselvos driven to bay 
büifitetmng or tne same has been seen in our own 
time. The Turks held the Danube—but it cost 
Allies dear to wrest the Crimea from Russia 
Caucasians and Caffres aud Arabs have tasked 
the strength and vexed the spirit of three great 
Powers. Men lighting on their own soil must 
be outnumbered before ib«y caa k„__ ,___ a.

The Federal Government must take counsel of 
this truth—or they will fail in their second cam­
paign as in their first. They have failed to out­
number the Confederates. They have failed again 
unless they draw upon the North by the compul­
sion of a definite purpose and an earnest spirit.

“War for the Union” is a well-sounding phrase, 
but hardly an inspiring idea. Gradually to sur­
round the rebels may be admirable strategy,— 
but civil wars are not Occasions for strategy. 
Least of all in a country like the United States do 
the plan and policy of the old military regime 
suffice. The soldiers are citizens, and more ac­
customed to thiuk than to obey. If anywhere 
individualism runs to excess it is in than laud of 
equality and freedom. The free and easy habits 
fostered by the institutions of self-government 
will not be put away when the uniform is put 
on. Regiments that march home on the eve of a 
battle or the morrow of a defeat, arè not reckon­
ed demoralized or cowardly in a country where 
all public obligations are counted voluntary, 
The regiments enlisted for three years instead of 
three months may also prove intractable to dis­
cipline, unless they are consulted as well as com- 
maudefl. Martial law may prove as powerful 
oyer soldiers tyho take it into their heads there 
is nothing to fight fpr, as the tyrit olhabeas corpus 
over lawyers who have turned generals, because 
they deepi the constitution suspended. The 
orators and journalists will continue, as they 
have begun, the real council of war. They may- 
resolve, in a moment of vexation and anxiety, to 
abstain from criticism of the military conduct of 
affairs; but they can’t abstain from speaking or 
writing on the universal theme. In the two or 
three mouths that are expected to intervene be­
fore further action, the tax gatherer will be going 
his unwonted rounds. Every man with a watch 
in one pocket will have a dollar or two less in 
the other on account of the war. Incomes and 
articles of consumption will undergo for the same 
cause a process strange and repugnant to the 
American citizen. TheNew York Workman and 
the (otya farmer syUl be brought wi'thip tfle clutoh' 
to escape which, perhaps,' they fled the Old 
World, Commerce will he crippled and speçula- 
lation forbidden by the Government loanmong- 
ers. All this may be borne, and a great deal 
more—borne with cheerfulness and pride—if the 
understanding and the heart of the citizen mil­
lions approve the object. But such approval is 
very likely to become something more. When 
the harvests have been got in aud the exchequer 
replenished—when the glories of the Indian 
summer fade into the grey light of winter— 
when there is ice on the Northern lakes and no 
need for it on Southern dinner tables—when the 
armies of the Ohio, the Rotomac, and the At­
lantic, are mustered lor tjieir prljtnised iqarch 
upon the Confederate gspital, will there qot be 
the former diffiaulty about restraining the im­
patience of the people within the counsels" of 
the Cabinet and the commanders ? A war of 
this sort is less immoral than other wars, because 
every man engdged in it is supposed to have a 
clear conviction and a strong feeling as to the 
issue involved. But , this moral advantage is 
very apt to become a military difficulty. Two 
opposite results stand out to view. Either the 
war becomes one carried on by a paid and per­
manent army, under absolute quthofity, and for 
a purpose hardly more respectable than the 
maintenance of a throne_of it becomes a «ra­
sade ofîmpetuou's volunteers agiïins't’à rebellion 
for the perpetuation of slavery." England must 
needs ’.yati.o with Immense interest the evolution 
of these issues. Much as she desires the stability 
and supremacy of the Federal Government, she 
hardly deems it worth the awful cost it threa­
tens to involve. Heartily as she may endorse 
the humane dictum ascribed to General Scott—
“ If the Republic can be saved by 500 lives, it 
would be criminal to spend 501"—she must de­

spair of seeing the passions of the belligerents so 
curbed that thousands qf liyes shaif not be 
wasted in the strife. ’ À war of calculations may 
be possible where the people count oply as the 
pawns on a chess board. A war of itnpuls.es 
can hardly be restrained from degenerating into 
a chaps of passiop. A Wap jbr less titan the abo­
lition of slavery is unworthy of a nation of freer 
men ; and abolition may àssitçedly be accom­
plished for. less than the money cost if a year’s 
hostilities, minus the fury and the suffering.

We have reason to believe that some prominent 

Dmocrats are deeply involved in this treasonable 
movement, for treasonable in motive we have no 
hesitation in pronouncing it.

THE CAPE HATTER AS EXPEDITION".

Washington, Sept. 1, 1861.
The Navy Department, by able and experienc- 

ed.officers, has carefully studied the whole line 
of the coast with.a view to making the best use 
of such forces as it could secure. The expedition 
was planned before the meeting of Congress, and 
when that body placed the necessary funds at 
the dis, os.ii of the Department, active prepara­
tions were made.

The report of the Engineer-in-Chief was also 
among the papers captured. It states that all the 
good guns at Norfolk are expended, also the 
whole amount of fuses Some hand made per­
cussion caps were found, and it was ascertained 
that the copper had been stripped from one of 
their prizes the bark Linwood—to furnish ma­
terial for caps, the manufacture of which is of 
tolerable good quality.
. Among the guns captured was one large ten 
inch columbiad from the Tredegar Works, Rich­
mond, which had not been mounted.

Our vessels took three prizes—one brig, the 
Henry C. Rogers, of New York, and two light 
boats belonging to the United States, but in the 
employment of the rebels, with miscellaneous 
cargo.

Here, 
during the week past, at a single stable, 200 
horses have been purchased and foryvarded. 
They must be 15) to 15,J hapds high, long 
tailed, and sound in every respect.

These requirements being fulfilled, everything 
is bought that offers itself from $80 to" $130. 
New York was early drained of its best spare 
cart-horses, and is now nearly exhausted in the 
better class of grocers’ and wagon-horses. The 
market is therefore being supplied from this 
State, Ohio, Canada, and Vermont principally. 
Some fine specimens, which in ordinary times 
sold at $200, are daily changing hands, for the 
service of the country, at $125. The better 
classes are selected for dragoon service ; the 
stouter, coarser, and slower ones are put into 
harness.

Baltimore, Sept 4.
The Richmond Dispatch of Tuesday, received 

by flag of truce at Old Point, contains the fol­

A Charleston despatch of Sunday night states 
that a brig run the blockade on Sunday laden 
with coffee ; also a vessel laden with fruit. The 
ship Gondar from Liverpool arrived at Beaufor1- 
last week.

The Dispatch says we may in a few days x. 
peet Beauregard’s and Johnston’s report of th> 
battle at Manassas.

The Petersburg Express of Monday gives an 
account of the taking of Fort Hattteras, aud says 
a portion of the wounded escaped on a steam­
boat. It gives the killed and wounded at about 
80, and states that at 8 o’clock on Sunday night it 
was known at Goldsbcro’ that a formidable Yan­
kee fleet was in sight of Fort Mason, which com­
mands the entrance to Beaufort Harbor. The 
latter is spoken of as the most formidable fortifi­
cation on the North Carolina coast. An attack 
was expected on Monday mo. ning.

The excitement throughout North Carolina and 
Eastern Virginia is intense.

It is rumoured that Washington, N. C. as 
been destroyed by the Yankees.

No mention is made of Jefferson Davis’ illness 
but the despatch contains the proclamation of 
Jeff. Davis calling Congress together on the 3rd 
inst., on account of the failure to deliver to him 
for signature the bill containing military ap­
pointments.

Syracuse, N.Y., Sept. 4th. 
The Democratic Convention assembled at noon 

at Wieting Hall. The floor was densely packed. 
Francis Cuman was appointed temporary Chair­
man. A permanent organization is not yet per­
fected. There is a large crowd of outsiders and 
great interest is manifested.

Cincinnati, Sept. 4.
The Government Marshal yesterday seized the 

interest of tiie rebels in merchandise, now for 
sale, amounting to $50,000.

The Commercial says that it is understood in 
Frankfort, Ivy., that Governor Magoffin refuses 
to play into the hands of rabid Secessionists, and 
that he has had a quarrel with Mr. Breckenridge. 
He refuses to demand the breakiug up of the 
Federal camp in Garrod County, and declares 
that he will submit to the majority of the people 
of Kentucky as expressed through the Legisla­
ture.
