EVIL OF A DUAL LANGUAGE

still existed. For the benefitof those mem-
pers who have not heard that discussion he
gave a synopsls of the history of tue dual
language question tu Canada. The right to
the use of the Freoch Jauguage had been
claimed by members of the old Legislutive
Assembly of Canada years ago. By Lhe act
of union of 1841 the French languawe was
ubolished, and this prohiblilon remusined in
foree for six or seven years,
made and tue permission restored. lhis
had been tncorporated in the comstitutipn
of 1867, and the two languazes bad been
established inthe House of Commons as it
wag In the Provinee of Quebec. Tnis dld
not extent e Ontario, but, unlortunately,
it bud Leen extended to Manitona and
the North-West lerritories. 1t Lad never
been questioned till he brouwht the matter
pefore the House, Then came the com-
prowmise, and the dabates of the Assembly
and the ordinances were still to be published
in French. His amendment would strike
out that olause from the comprumise act
and leave the Legislative Council tudeal
with that matter. I'he other branch of the
subject was that of educution. If any sec-
tion of the Dominion noeded united schools
that was the Territories, on account of the
sparscuess of the population. The added
powers given to the Council vested in them
the right to deal with licenses, municipal
matters and eivil righis,  but they
jeft. the subject of edueation untoushed.
‘The prosent law constituted separate
aschools, thelr character being determined
by a majority of the ratepayers of tha loeal-
ity, stlll reserving to the minority the right
1o their own school. He now proposed to
empower the Legislative Council to deal
wiLh it.

Mr, Denison seconded the bili.  The
offect of this amendment wou'ld ba this: Tho
compromise logislation to which Mr. Me-
Carthy referred, gnve to tha Leglslative
Couneil of the North-West Torritories the
right to leglsiate respocting the use of the
Franch Im:aunk‘e i publle matters, except
in regard to the publisbhing of public or-
dinances. That right was reserved, and,
congequently, they have to ha published in
toth English and Freach. Now the amoend-
ment introduced vestorday extends to the
Uounell power 1¢ legislate with respect to
this matter too.

MATERIAL USED IN CONSTRUCTION.

Method of Filling the £ilo—Corn and Clover
Ensllage—Advice to Farmers From
Frof. llobertson,

The afternoon sesslon of the Ensilage
and E ic Feed A fation d
shortly atter two o'clock. The firet paper
was on the subject of tilling the soll and
cuitivation of corn, by Rev. H. Charest.
Corn, he sald, makes the best ensilage. It

| requires a rich scil, and the ground re-

quires to be freely manured. If possille,
let the manure spreading machine be
followed immediately by the plough.
The seeding should be wide, and at
least two and & hall to three feat apart for
stualler varieties and two to four for larger.
1L was beat to adopt varletles that matured
tefure the early irosts. Red cob was recou-
mwended. In reply to guestion: whether
were best
pilaced In autumn or In sulution when ap-
i\lled in the spring, opinlons were divided,
lr. Barnard was strongly in favor of
spreading three hundred to four hundred
pounda per acre of phosphates, together
with a small amount of manure required, in
autumn. A discussion ensued as to varie-

ties, Mr. Flsher stating that the Borel

variety was much appreciated. In this
nelghborhood, however, It was doubtful
whether tnls corn wuult.{ mature each year.
Mr, Trennam stated that after growlng
fodder corn fifteen years he diflered from
Mr. Fisher, The time to sow, he sald, was
to plough just before planting, and the re-
sult waw that the corn gol a «tart abead of
the weeds. The weeds turned down afford-
el a hot bed, This principle was strongly
endorsed, Atter sowe discusslon on plough-
ing Mr. Figher eaid that all the men pres-
enl knew how to grow corn. It was the
pmfnrnu{m of ourn for ensiiage that they
wished to diseuss. Prof, Robertson in re-
piy to a question as to smut stated it came.
when sowed only., The corn should not be-
grown for a couple of years when oncve
simul had appeared. Ploughing should al-
ways be deep at Hrst, but shallow and
distant  culllvation should be ob-
served. Speaking ol the [1ra\'1uua
remark s on cultivatlon and ploughing, he
saiil thers was no general rule for this, as
each fieid would require a special rule,

Hon. Mr. Beaublen urged that what they
wanted to know was what variety of corn
was to pe grown. They knew very well how
to cultivata it, but the drawback was Lhat
all beginners had sour ensilage, and thus
had & bad effect on their trade.

Mr. Barpard: “This depends so entirely
on climate and soll It is impossible to narue
a universal variaty." 2

armers to make thelr clover

They could also make ensilage of any crop
that would press Jown.

A sample of ruffage grass was passed
round which had been placed in asllo. It
ehowed that the grass had undergone a
chemlcal process of softening.

Continulng, he statad that eclover would
alwaye have a dark appearance, but sc long
as the cattle ate it clean they must Ls satis-
tled. The clover must not be allowed to rot
on the farm belore belng placed in the silo,
but mus t be fresh, but clover wae a com-
plete good, and only half the quantity of it
was neededd, and It wus therefore much to be
preferred to corn ensilage,

Mr. Dawes had userl clover ensilage for
years, It was actually worth more than
150 per esnt. more than corn ensilage. The
clover required to be spread out when placad
in the sllo,

Mr. Barnard gave the following compari-
son between ordinary and sweet corn for
ensllage:

Mr. Beaublen said his duty was not togive
a lecture.

He Bolongs to a Good Family, But Had a
Mania For Marrying— His Victim's
Identity Proven,

LivEnrooL, March 18.—The excitement
over the Rainnill murders continues. Yes-
terday a gardener who lives next door to
Dinham villa, where the bodies were found,
recognized the eldest body as that of a
woman he had seen In the backyard of
Dinbham villa on August 9th last. On
August 10 he heard ehildren screaming. He
paid no attention, thinking perhaps some
of tho children hac been hurt. He never
saw the woman or children afterwards, |
Apother recognized the body as that of
Marls Dening, who had been in the employ
of a Liverpool tish merchant, Wililams had
marrled her under the name of Denlng, at
that time describing himsell asa mining
engineer, Wililams and his wife, the man
suid, alterwards went to Hull, where Wil
Eams was arrested and convieted of for-
irery. For this erime he was sentenced to a
year's imprisonment. On being discharged
Irom prison he married a young woman in
Hull. He wished her to go abroad, but she
declined, Willlams deserted her and re-
turned to Marle. Accompanied by Marie,
Wiiliams went to Cape Town, where they
remained for a time. Then they returned
to Birkenhead and took up thelr residence
there, remalning for some time.” Marie had
three Lrothers apd two eisters in Birken-
head. The man believed that Willlams was
the same individual who marrled a young
ludy numed Matheson at Beverley in 1890,
at that time assuming the name of Harry
Lawson. He then deseribed himsell as a
large farmer in Australla. He leit a number
of wvaluable presents to Mlss Matheson,
After his marriage to Miss Matheson e de-
eerted her and

Miss Matheson swore out a warrant against
him, chargicg him with the theft of the'
presents he bad glven her, and he was
arrested 1o Uruguay, Willlams was
brousht back to Hull and was sent to gaol
for nine wonths, During the time he was
in prison It wasagcertalned he had married
a lady in DBirkenhead.

The police belleve
Willams has committed other murders
than those now known, and the authorlties
at every place he Iz known have been
notitied to trace him while in their respec-
tive loealities. It has bern learned that the
name of Willlams {s assumed and that the
murderar's propsr name ls Dening, the
name under Which he married the woman
Wwhose body was found under the hearth-
stone at Dinhar Villa. Denlng has a
brother who lives In Birkenhead and he was
summoned to attend the coroner's lnquest
on the hody of Mrs. Doning and the four
unfortunate children. Ha arrived at Raln-
bill this afterncon.

Both Lines,

The C. P, R. strike and the threatened
lockout on the (. T. R. continue to be the
ull-absorbing toples in railway circles here.
Ewployers und employés are etill at dag-
rars drawn. The strikers on the former
ine are reportad to Lesdetermined in thelr
demands snd the C. P. H. Company
just as persistent o their refusals.
Alr. Bhaughnessy, the vice-president, statea
that the Company have already received
enough applications for work on the line to
fill all the vacancles ten times over. But,
he adds, in view of the high order of service
demanded in this work the selections have
to be made with the greatest care.
He attributes all the trouble to the agitation
ol a few |eaders, and not to any general
dissatisfaction among the men, Mr.
Bhaughnessy said that the relatlons be-
tween the compuny and the Eastern Divi-
slon cmployes remained perfectly satiafac-
tory. Conductors, baggagemen and brake-
men are belng ruassed 1 Winnlpeg in
lurge numbers and the Company au{ pate
Iittie delay 1u businese,

mpenking of the situation on the G, T. R,
Walnwrigat, the general superin-
tendeni, stated that the situation remained
absolutely unchanged. The men had Lhe
Company's ultlmatum and were evidently
considering it.

The meu on this side deny the Company’s
argument that the line hus not been pay-
ingr as large divideuds as iu former years,
They assert thatthe increase Iln the earn-
ings of the road for the last month has been
from 30,000 to $50,000 per week and thoy
lusist vn thls as voe reason for thelr de-
mand of higher pay. They point out
also that the Canada SBouthern, passing over
the aawe ground as the Grand Trunk, pays
$110 a month while the latter pays only
$74. Local passenger conductors on the
latter road only receive $65.82 per month
and between Toronto and Hamilton passen-
gor conductors got as low as $60 for work-
ing heavier traius than those of Michlgan
Central, on which $110 are puaid over
the same territory, The delegates also
insist on the peymn‘ of agual wayges to
men performing simllar work, regardiess of
the length of time in which they have been
ix the Company's employ. Yesterday at
2.15 p. m., two of the delegntes requested a
further interview with Mr, Stephenson,
sugerintendent of all the lines except the
Southern Diviston, Mr. Wilkins, one of the
delegates, stated at noon that Lhere wus
absolutely nothiog new to report.

FARMING INTERESTS, |
FEEDING ENSILAGE TO CATTLE

Fapors- Head at the Coneluding Meeting of
the Euslinge and’ Economic Feed
Association.

The final eession of the Ensilaga and
Economlo Feeding Associstion met this
morning at 10 o'clock as the STam Bullding,
Mr. Dawes read an interesting paper on the
subject of feeding ensilage to cattle. He
showed the necessity of adding meal to this
feed, a8 corn was npot a perfeot
food, and no animal was able to consume
suflicient to sustaln it in flesh-forming pro-
pertles. Mr. Dawes gave an interesting ac-

count of how the corn crops were grown in
the Western States, and gave details of the
cultivation there. Mr. Barnard ashed
whether he had found clover hay
cost more than corn for ensllage.
Very little, he replied. The fault in this
province was that the clover was not
properly dried. 1t was, Lherefors, of
poor valae, but he had his clover
properly drled ana charged one or two
dollars ~ & ton more for his clover
hay, than his Timothy bay, for a complata
food. " Mr. Macpherson next addressed the
meetlng on the same eubject, malnly
feaeding ensllage. He spoke of the
increase of debt an mortgages
in the provineces, and sald that
it was this reason that led him to think
whether a method could be found 8o as to
ive a satlsfactory return 1o farmers
'his was & diffloult gquestion. The cost of
production 1ust  first  La Loown and
considered and this must be done
by estimating cost r acre. Then
they must lind thelr best market, and
conslder the best way to utllize the
crops, Anlmals produced the most profit,
therefors, they must decide upon a cheap
food for cattle. He found corn and
ciover crops cheap and good, He
proceeded to  demonstrate  ihe In-
creased profit  resulting from feeding
concentrated food purchased, such as oil-
cake, He found that not only was the im-
mediate profit greater, but then the manure
was of increased value also, IHe mentloned
the three stylas ol farming: 1. Selling
everyihing off the land. Feeding
anlmals from the products of Lhe
farm, 3. Producing back by bought
foods, These were the three grades in farm-
ing. The latter method was the secret
ol success in farining. He spoks of
the proportlon of oeapltal expended
on crops and the returns received on the
same, He gave as an example a case in
which, alter a perled of four years, 130 acres
of pour land had been made to producesome
$1000 anuoually, ‘Lhis was by utilizing en-
sliage corn by feedlug it 1o anl-
mals along with artitleial foods. These
points should stir the farmers up to
enquiry, for they proved that farming could
be turned frem the aown grade to the up
grade. He would like an experiment to be
made with three cows and three steers,
feeding each the same, crediting each with
net prolits to show which would prove the
most protitable. In answer to a quustion
he eaid: *“Yes, you can maiotain
an animal on corn, but  you can-
not make profit if you keep an animal in
a stationary condition. Unlese It 18
improving o conditlon a loss s
belng sustained. Questions were asked
by Mr. Macpherson as to the feed of his
calves, Speaking of the value of the
manurea provided by ou seed cake, he
estimated this to be 50 per ecent of
the value ut ioto the food, ‘Lhe
following table was given, showing the
relative value of corn and clover ensilage
and also of peas and cotton meal:

ing the cows warm, as a colder temperature
entailed great loss of feed. Food contalning
an excess of heat forming propertles was bad.
He gave an interesting example of allowin
s dog water only aud another water an
sugar. WIith the addition of the ecarbon of
the sugar the dog would be very lively for a
while, but his energy was belng the more
rapialy consumed, and it died much
sooner. This was fact, he stated.
In reply to a question whether this ensllage
was suitable for feeding prize cattle, the
answer was that ensilage bhad never done
any harm to any cattle. It was as healthy
afood for a valuable animal as a poor one
‘I'ne president then stated that the pro-
gramme was brought to an end and he felt
satiafled that the papers that had veen read
had tsught them & great deal and there
was little doubt that the benefit of
‘this new style of farming, that of
ensilage, would become much adopted.
Mr. A. . McVean suggested that the
Board of Trade be asked to take up this mat-
ter, and perhajps Professor Robertson might
read a paper belore that body one batur-
day afterncon. The weetlng then con-
cluded.

ANOTHER EXF_’L_OSIEIE IN PARIS.

The Folice Contl-nnln; thely Hunt fer An-
archist Dynamiters.

Paris, March 18.—Another explosion of
dyuamite took éﬂnm yesterday on the
Boulevard Saint Germain, in the residence
of a judge. The Lplol]uo yesterday continued
their search in the Quartler Halles, Sixty
persons living In one house were taken to
the police station aua all thoss who could
not give a autisfactory explanation as to
their moans of livellhood were detained.
The police bolleve they have captured ono
of the persons who I8 responsible for, or at
any rate, who was privy tv the explosion
ut the Lobau Barracké. Several private
persons, heads of business houses and man-
ngers o! newspapers have been recelving
threatening  letters.  For example, the
manager of the " Erlele Jockey Club”
was warned that a cartridge would be placed
in a corner of the cafldé adjoining the club,
the explosion of which would shatter the
bullding. At firet no importance was attach-
ed to these letters, which were placed In the
hands of the police, but yesterday the pollce
found cartridges in several places, The con-
clerge of No. 100 Boulevard Malesherbea
found before the door of the house a pack-
age containing elghteen cartridges and
wight phlals. The pollice found last evenlng
on the Buulevard Aragn, a cylindrical tube,
enveloped In bleck paper, and having at
one end a wick which had begun to
bugn. It  was  placed agelnst the
wall of the prison De La Saute. All the ex-
plosive articies have been sent to the muni-
elpul lavoratory. The judge who has been
instructed tu investigatethe recent dyna-
mite plots is decidedly of the oplnion that®
they are not the result of concerted actlon
on the part ol the Anarchists., “In my
opinion,” he sald, “the three last exploslons
are Lthe work of an amateur and of a single
individual,"

$9000, and asslgned thia mortgage to my
client for money loaned. Upon the sale
under foreclosure of the mortgage there
was a detlciency of $40189.13, for which sum,
with interest from lecember 2, 1875, this
judgment i3 now entered.”

The entering of Lhe judgment against Mr.
Murphy is the first move that has been
made agalnst him since his return to the
elty from Canade.
