FISHING SEASON WILL 
OPEN TOMORROW

Political Observers Predict that Monday Will See Division 
on Liberal Amendment, and that After That Common­
ers Will Get Down to Definite Work—Senate Takes 
Three Weeks’ Holiday * ■

OTTAWA, Ont., April 1 7— 
Only ope chamber will 
function in Parliament to­

day, the Senate having taken a 
holiday until May 5 th. The
1 louse of Commons will resume 
its now protracted debate on the 
address in reply to the Speech 
from the Throne. This debate 
has been going on now for up- j 
wards of a month, in point of 
elapsed time, but there are many 
indications that it is nearing its 
end. Political seers predict that 
Monday will see the division on 
the Liberal amendment, and that 
after that the Commoners will 
get down to definite work. G. 
B. Nicholson, Conservative, Al- 
goma East, will be the first 
speaker today.

The interim supply bill, which has 
made definite provision that the ' 
country’s financial obligations will 
be safe for at least two months 
more — one-sixth of the estimates 
iiaving been approved — received 
Royal assent by Mr. Justice New- 
eonibe, Deputy of the Governor- 
General, in the Senate yesterday. 
This was the only business done by 
members of the Red Chamber. Fol­
lowing it they took a three weeks’ 
adjournment.

After Wednesday's vigorous de­
bate on unemployment, the proceed­
ings in the House yesterday were 
tame. One bright exception enliven­
ed a featureless day, however, and 
it came in the last speech—that de­
livered by J. T. Hackett, Conserva­
tive member for Stanstead. Severely 
castigating those who pi-otested 
against reconsideration of the Mont­
real terminals question. Mr. Hackett 
denounced the “log rolling which has 
been the curse of this country for 
tiie past sixty years.” In these days 
when money could be more usefully 
expended on better purposes, Can­
ada should look well to what was 
being done for the Canadian Nation­
al Railways terminals in Montreal. 
He himself wanted the advice of ex­
perts and not the advice of men who 
were financially interested in sup­
plying the materials which would go 
into the construction of the station. 
He wanted to be assured that the 
terminals would be of benefit to 
the whole country and that their 
erection was not dictated by a feel­
ing that because Toronto had a new 
station, Montreal must also have 
one. It would not.provide work for 
Toronto, or Winnipeg, or Vancouver.

“It would give work in Montreal,” 
interjected a Liberal member.

That, retorted Mr. Hackett, was 
just the point. It was this log­
rolling that had cursed Canada since 
Confederation. He wished to register 
his protest against that sort of 
thing.

Mr. Hackett was loudly cheered 
by his Conservative colleagues when 
be took his seat, members throng­
ing and extending warm handshakes. 

Apart from the Stanstead mem­
ber, other contributors to the debate 
traversed only matters that bad al­
ready been exhaustively dealt with 
since the discussion opened. Can­
ada's depressed conditions, the sit­
uation of the Western farmers, the 
conduct of the Prime Minister at the 
Imperial Conference, unemployment. 
Die tariff, falling revenues, de­
creased trade, low prices for farm

PRINCE BIBESCO INJURED

Flying from Le Bourget to Saigon 
When Plane Crashed—Prince 
and Four Passengers Seriously 
Hurt.

BOMBAY, April 17.—Prince Bib- 
esco; head of the ancient Bibesco 
family of Rumania, and president of 
the International Aeronautic Feder­
ation, crashed today while flying 
between Gaya, Bengal, and Allaha­
bad.

The prince was making a flight 
from Le Bourget flying field outside 
Paris, to Saigon, French Irdo-China, 
with a view to demonstrating the 
archaic nature of flying regulations 
and instituting reforms in them at 
a forthcoming meeting of the Fed­
eration.

MAY INVESTIGATE COST 
OF COPPER PRODUCTION

WASHINGTON, D.C., April 17.— 
The Tariff Commission may make 
an investigation of costs of produc­
ing copper in the United States and 
elsewhere. It is reported the Com­
mission may recommend to the 
President that the duty on copper 
be raised or lowered as much as 
fifty per cent. In 1929 Canada ex­
ported to the United States $12,715,- 
820 of copper.

GOVERNMENT BUMED FOR LOWER 
WAGES IN SHERBROOKE FACTORIES
Charles B. Howard, in Debate on Speech from the Throne, 

Sees Standards of Living Lowered and World Trade 
Decreasing Under Conservative Policies—Farmers and 
City Residents Both Suffering from Low Prices, Local 
Member Claims.

OTTAWA, April 17.—In both 
industry and agriculture there 
has been added distress since 

the present Government came into 
power, said C. B. Howard, Liberal 
member for Sherbrooke, speak­
ing in the House of Commons last 
^.ight. All employees of industries 
in his constituency were suffering 
from decreased wages, and farmers 
were receiving less for their pro­
ducts than they had in many years.

Mr. Howard stated that certain 
cotton mill employees working fif­
ty-five hours per week were now 
only drawing $15 per week salary 
after sixteen years’ service; al­
though before the election they re­
ceived from $23 to $25 per week.

Since the present administration 
had come into office, Canada’s 
world trade had decreased, there 
were lower standards of living in

this country and the Dominion had 
suffered loss of markets. In Que­
bec province, French-Canadians, he 
said, had accorded to the English 
Protestant minority the fairest of 
treatment, which he wished were 
done in all provinces. He said ihac 
the election of the Government was 
due to the support they had re­
ceived from the Saskatchewan 
Government.

Taking direct issue with Mr. 
Howard on the position of industry 
in the Eastern Townships, J. T. 
Hackett (Conservative, Stanstead), 
said that many people were enjoy­
ing employment there1 now as a re­
sult of the tariff imposed at the 
special session of parliament. Mr. 
Howard, he added, might say he was 
not a “Protectionist Lioeral,” but he 
was “one of those Liberals who took 
all the protection he could get.”

KIN(follow orkSnalplan STANSTEAD MEMBER CONDEMNS
Thwarted in Efforts to Obtain 

Normal Constitutional Cabinet,
King Plans to Form Non-Poli­
tical Government.

BUCHAREST, RUMANIA, April

Draft Form of Statute of Westminster Adopted at Recent 
Conference Approved Yesterday—Prime Minister 
Taschereau Withheld Formal Consent Pending Meeting 
of Cabinet—No Election Announcement.

QUEBEC, April 17.—The Que­
bec cabinet yesterday offic­
ially concurred in the decis­

ions reached at the recent Inter­
provincial Conference with regard 
to the Colonial Laws Validity Act.

While the date for the election 
was undoubtedly discussed at the 
session, Premier Taschereau refused 
to make any announcement on the 
matter.

The Premier submitted the draft 
Statute of Westminster to which 
the conference was called upon to 
give approval This draft is to give 
effect to certain resolutions passed 
by the Imperial Conferences held in 
the years of 1926 and 1930. There 
are six sections, and the seventh sec- 

jtion is left blank, with the proviso 
I that, “here to be inserted a section 
dealing exclusively with the Canad- 

!ian position.”
The draft section for inclusion 

in the Westminster Statute agreed 
upon is as follows:
7—(1) Nothing in this act shall 
be deemed tq apply to the repeal, 
amendment or alteration of the 
British North America Acts . of 
1867 to 1930, oi any order, rule or 
regulation made thereunder.

(2) The powers conferred by 
this act upon the Parliament of 
Cana a or upon the legislatures of 

.the provinces shall be restricted to 
j the enactment of laws in relation 
! to matters within the competence 
I of the Parliament of Canada or of 
'any of the Legislatures of the Prov- 
! inces, respectively.

(3) The provisions of section 2 
I of this act shall extend to laws made 
! by any of the provinces of Canada 
' and to the powers of the Legisla- 
! tores of such provinces.

The draft Statute of Westmin­
ster, after the first paragraph of a

BRITISH LABOR PARTY SUPPORTED 
BY LIBERALS, REGISTERS VICTORY

Vote on Conservative Motion of Censure Assured Mac­
Donald Ministry of Continuation in Office for Indefinite 
Time—Government’s Next Danger Point May Come 
After Presentation of Budget.

LONDON, April 17.—The Labor 
Govern merit of Premier Ram­
say MacDonald appeared to­

day to he as safely entrenched in 
office as at any time in its nearly 
two years of life after beating a 
Conservative motion of censure with 
a majority of fifty-four voles.

The Conservative leader, Rt. lion. 
.Sluiiley Baldwin, made a determined 
attack against the Ministry at per­
haps its most vulnerable point, un- j 
employment, in moving its censure' 
on that count, but in the division 1 
lobbies the Commons lined up 305 i 
for the Government and 261 against. ' 

The ministry was aided by the 
votes of twenty-three Liberals, less 
than half the Liberals in the Com­
mons. Ten Liberals voted against1 
the Government, and five abstained. 
Fir Oswald Mosley and the six mem­
bers of his "new party” abstained, : 
but the Labor Left Wing voted with 1 
the Government.

The margin of victory amazed I 
even the most sanguine of Mr. Mae-] 
Donald's followers, who previously] 
had reckoned that tho Government i 
would win by about ten votes. There i 
was a roaring cheer from the Labor

benches as the result was announced, 
but the demonstration lasted only a 
minute affd the members, tired by 
ihc long debate, dispersed to their 

| homes.
Tho vote assured the Government 

[of continuation in office for an inde- 
I finite time. Its next danger point 
may come after the presentation of 

: the budget, which is likely to contain 
some unpleasant items for both 
Government and Opposition, hut 
with Liberal help such as accorded 
in last night's division it. should pull 
through without difficulty.

Tho burden of presenting the 
Government's case on unemployment 
fell upon the shoulders of Rt. Hon. 
Tom Johnston, newly appointed 
Lord Privy Seal, who laid the vast 
number of jobless to world economic 
conditions which he said the Gov­
ernment was striving with all its 
power to correct in Great Britain.

After Johnston bad spoken the 
Liberals trooped out behind their 
leader, Rt. Hon. David Lloyd George, 
to decide their attitude. The vote 
was overwhelming to support the 
Ministry, although allowing individ­
ual members Ihc right to vote as 
they wished.

j Noted Statistician Believes Busi­
ness Has Definitely Turned 
Corner, and that Before End 
of Year There May Be Short­
age of Labor.
WASHINGTON, April 17. - The 

prediction that business has definite­
ly turned the corner and that he 
would not be surprised to see a 
shortage of labor in some lines be­
fore the end of the year was made 
to President Hoover by Roger W. 

; Babson, noted statistician, who pre- 
1 dieted the stock market crash in 

1929._
This prediction, made at the White 

House, was coincident with the pub­
lication of figures by the Depart­
ment of Commerce showing that, 
although well below normal levels, 
United States foreign trade in mer­
chandise during March increased 
$49,000,000 reaching a grand total 
of a little less than $500,000,000.

Mr. Babson emphasized to the 
President that this was his first 
optimistic prediction since the busi­
ness slump which started in the fall 
of 1929.

“If statistics tell anything”, he 
said, “they show that business has 
turned the corner. Car loadings are 
increasing. Earnings are increasing, 
particularly in the chain store in­
dustries, and one or two big firms in 
each industry show by their earn­
ings that for them the corner has 
beer turned.”

Mr. Babson had just come from 
the Department of Labor where, he 
said, ho found figures showing the 
first actual pick-up in employment 
rolls since 1929. He added that the 
effect of the enormous combination 
of federal and state construction 

j programmes, which were started 
I early in the winter primarily for 
I relief purposes, had not yet been 
j felt in a great degree and that these 
] would add their benefits to the up- 
[turn.

Mr. Babson predicted that the de­
cline in commodity prices might con- 

] tinue for an indefinite period. He 
mentioned that the last commodity 
price decline extended over a period 
of 40 years. He confidently expect­
ed that the next era of speculation 
would be in commodities rather than 
stocks. "People arc tired of stocks”, 
he said.

Mr. Babson said that the last 
] flurry in the stock market signified 
! practically nothing. The sudden bull 
! market early last month, he said,
! was simply “the discounting of the 
} adjournment of Congress”. The bear 
trend of later days came with bad 
earnings, he added.

“There was nothing in business, 
so far as statistics show, that war­
ranted stocks going either up or 
down”, he continued. “We have been 
dragging bottom since December, 
and I really do not expect to see 
much activity in „toek-, for the next 
two years.”

There Are Twenty

History was made in the welcom­
ing of the royal travellers at Vic­
toria for it was the first occasion 
on which Canada has been visited 
by a reigning king and queen from 
my land beyond the seas, . nd while 
His Majesty’s indisposition was re­
gretted, his inability to officially re­
ceive the welcome extended by re­
presentatives of the Dominion and 
'provincial government, the Mayor 
of Victoria and Canada’s military 
and naval services, was considerably 
roT-ned by the gracious manner 
by which Her Majesty acted in the 
absence of the King, when she ac­
cepted. on his behalf, the aood wish | 
es of the Canadian people.

“I desire to acknowledge with 
grr Jtude the many expressions of1 
qood will hat have been extended 
to us. I am aware that in a large 
measure these courtesies exprès- ] 
also a fecling of sympathy and j 
friendship for the people of my) 
kingdom, a fact that makes them the 
more deeply appreciated.”

WASHINGTON, April 17. — 
Figures collected here and abroad 
indicate there are perhaps 20,000,- 
000 people in the world who are 
willing to work and have no jobs. 
Students of economics and politics 
believe this is by, far the worst fea- 
tuve of the present depression. Mr. 
Magnausson, of the International 
Labor Office, says: “It is no exag­
geration to say that unemployment 
has been the over-shadowing prob­
lem.’’

Canada is looked upon here as 
suffering lightly from this economic 
plague. On the whole new countries 
and countries which depend to a 
considerable degree upon agricul­
ture, are happily situated in times 
of depression, one expert sail 
“There are always a few potatoes on 
a farm and there is undoubtedly not 
the actual want in Canada that may 
be found in highly industrialized 
countries,” he added.

It came as a stock to the people 
of the United States when the of­
ficial figure of 6,050,000 unemploy­
ed was recently announced, despite 
the fact previous unofficial esti­
mates had run as high as 7,000,000. 
These figures place the United 
States well up in the international 
unemployment list. The enumer­
ation of unemployed is made or. dif­
ferent bases in different nations and 
as a consequence it is impossible to 
make accurate comparison. The lat­
est official statistics available for 
the principal countries are as fol­
lows: Germany. 4,383,843; Great Bri­
tain, 2,044,209; Italy, 642,169; Japan, 
386,394; Austria, 331,239; Australia, 
102,900; Netherlands, 103,728; Swe­
den. 80,578; Denmark, 70,961; Bel 
glum. 63,340; France, 28,530.

These figures represent registered 
unemployed, wholly unemployed, and 
those receiving benefits. There is 
no doubt they do not reflect the sit­
uation in any adequate degree.

QUEBEC. QUE April 17.—Up to 
April 1st, this year, 60,265 automo­
bile licenses were issued, according 
to figures given out from the Pro­
vincial Revenue Department. While 
a comparison has not yet been made 
it is thought that the number is an 
increase over that of last year on 
the same date.

When 
it was all finished it would not 
bring a single additional passenger 
to the railways of Canada. It would 
only succeed in attracting a few 
passengers to the Canadian Nation­
al from the Canadian Pacific, which 
would be forced to “build a similar 
edifice of folly” to retain its pas­
senger business.

A solution for the Montreal ter­
minal difficulty, he suggested, might 
be found in a joint terminal for tho 
two railway companies, operated by 
a separate company which would 
prevent expensive and useless com­
petition and deal out justice to both.

Clarence A. Tucker, former bank 
manager at Waterville, but now 
serving a three-year penitentiary 
term in St. Vincent de Paul Peni­
tentiary, Montreal, was ordered 
yesterday to pay Fred W. Ayer 
and D. William Ayer, also of WTat- 
erville, $240.42 for goods delivered 
and services rendered the defend­
ant by the plaintiffs. Mr. Justice 
Charles D. White, in the Superior 
Court yesterday, rendered this ver­
dict after the plaintiffs had proved 
the amount of their claim which 
the defendant, through his counsel, 
generally denied.

Tucker, it will be remembered, 
appeared before the Court of King s 
Bench on December 10, 1929,
charged with theft and forgery.
The accused pleaded guilty to both 
counts before Judge Joseph Ar­
chambault, and, at the end of the 
term, was condemned to spend 
three years in the penitentiary on 
each charge, the sentences to run 
concurrently.

Judgment in favor of the plain­
tiff was rendered in the case of the 
Canadian Bank of Commerce, Me- 
gantic, against Gedeon Trepanier, 
of St. Hyacinthe, and Stanislas 
Labbe, of Megantic. The bank 
claimed $483.36 for two promissory 
notes signed by the two defendants 
joints and severally. Trepanier bad 
previously been condemned by de­
fault while Labbe denied the plain­
tiffs allegations, basing his denial 
on the alleged fact that he had 
not signed any notes around the 
dates mentioned. The court, how­
ever, ordered them jointly and sev­
erally to pay $354.56 at interest of 
seven per cent and $128.80 at five 
per cent.

The tribunal took under advise­
ment the petition f the Woodard- 
McCrea Beat Works Inc., to have 
a previous judgment in favor of M.

The defendant claim­
ed that he has no office in Sher­
brooke and that the service was not 
made at the office of the company- 
defendant, nor elsewhere upon its 
president, secretary or agent and. 
in fact, the service mas not wade 
personally upon any employee of 
the defendant.

— Soviet 
Russia, where there is no unem­
ployment, has no gold, but the Gov­
ernment’s Social Insurance Depart­
ment has just publish d a statement 
showing an expenditure of 21,119,- 
lfl'0,0'00 rubles, (nominal value of 
ruble about fifty cents), in the 
fifteen months ending January 1.

Of the huge sum, 459,200,00'0 
rubles were expended in relief of 
temporary disability of workers;
386.100.000 for pensions to the 
aged and orphans; and 429,100,- 
0<V0 for free medical aid to workers 
and employed.

Smaller sums went for maternity 
allowinces and unemployment bene­
fits, the latter being obviated in 
the last quarter of 1930, when un­
employment disappeared and work­
ers came at a premium.

During 193'0, the Social Insur­
ance Department ma'ntained 661,- 
270 workers and employees in rest 
homes, 75,590 in sanatoria, and 19,- 
500 in Ijealth resorts. At the same 
time, the department invested 226,-
100.000 rubles in workmen’s hous­
ing schemes and 66,100,000 in 
schools for training and retraining 
skilled labor.

vince.

The programme of consolida­
tion of rural schools, which has 
held the attention of the Protest­
ant Committee of the Province of 
Quebec Council of Public Educa­
tion, is being carried out with con­
siderable success. The sub-com­
mittee reports two more consolida­
tions arranged in the Eastern Town­
ships and several others under way. 
As a result of the investigations 
carried out by the committee four 
elementary districts in the school 
municipality of Brome have been 
united by the School Commissioners, 
and an intermediate consolidated 
school will be established. The site 
chosen is that of one of the ele­
mentary institutions where a supply 
of spring water is available by 
gravity. Plans for the new building 
have been approved by the Depart­
ment of Education and the usual 
grant to assist in its construction 
has been sanctioned. The new struc­
ture will cost in the vicinity of $5,- 
400. and will accommodate sixty 
pupils.

The other consolidation in this 
section of the province is at Saw- 
yerville, where plans will probably 
be completed at an early date so 
that the new school may come into 
operation by next September. A 
large section of the school muni­
cipality of Eaton Township has 
petitioned to be annexed to Saw- 
yerville, and the Eaton commission­
ers have agreed to this project, 
while the Protestant school muni­
cipality of Newport has also made 
a request to join in this union. 
When these plans go into effect, the 
Sawyerville school will immediate­
ly go into rank as a High School, 
and will probably later on take the 
status of an academy. It will have 
an enrollment of between 125 and 
150 pupils.

Captain Gamble, Who Died at

MOBILE, Ala., April 17.— Cap­
tain Aaron Litchenberg Oa'r.b'le, 
aomander of the Gulf Division of 
the coast guard, who figured piom- 
inently in the sinking- of the Can­
adian rum runner “I’m a.one,,” 
died here at the age of fifty-nine.

THE SHERBROOKE RECORD

MONTREAL, April 17.—William 
Juneau, former Montreal mining 
broker, who also maintained an office 
in Sherbrooke, yesterday opened his 
appeal against the sentence of two 
years in the penitentiary before the 
Court of Appeals. Juneau was found 
guilty in a jury trial before Court 
of King’s Bench on a charge of con­
verting clients’ funds to his own 
use.

Juneau attacks the conviction on 
law alone, alleging misdirection of 
the jury on the part of the judge 
and insisting that no offence was 
disclosed in the indictment drawn 
up against him.

Lucien Gendron, K.C., argued the 
case for Juneau, while the Crown 
was represented by Ernest Bertrand. 
K.C.

In stating his grounds of appeal, 
Juneau alleges that no legal proof 
was made that he committed an 
offence; the Crown did not show, he 
claims, that he was instructed to use 
the money he received for particular 
purposes, nor was it shown that he 
fraudulently applied this money to 
uses of his own. There was no evi­
dence of a criminal offence, he 
claims.

During the trial, Juneau’s counsel 
pointed out, the presiding judge dis­
missed a motion to quash the indict­
ment, a motion based on vagueness 
and uncertainty in the indictment 
which, in addition, failed to identify 
the transactions attacked.

The presiding judge also refused 
to entertain a motion for particulars, 
the appellant declares, on the sole 
ground that he had already refused 
such a motion when the accused was 
op his first trial, at which the jury 
disagreed. The accused, it is claim­
ed, suffered a prejudice by this, re­
fusal, because he had a right to par­
ticulars under article 869 of the Civil 
Code. Illegal evidence was admitted, 
the appellant alleges further, and he 
cites five pieces of evidence which 
he attacks as illegal. In addition, 
çomplaint is made that the presiding 
judge dismissed a motion for non­
suit. Misdirection of the jury is 
charged, as well as eight errors in 
law on the part of the trial judge.

Communist Meeting Stopped by 
Police—Ten Men and Three 
Women Were Lodged in Jail.

MONTREAL, Quo., April 17.— 
When the polie'e broke up a sched­
uled demonstration on Victoria 
Square, thirteen alleged Com­
munists were arrested and about 
a hundred others suffered cuts, 
bruises and black eyes. Those 
arrested included ten men and three 
women.

Despite the fact that they had 
passed circulars a week in advance, 
their demonstration proved a fiasco 
when plainclothes police mingled 
with the crowds. Everyone, even the 
onlookers, were hustled off the 
square and those who resisted were 
arrested.

Warned of the demonstration of 
the Communists of Montreal, Inspec­
tors Desrositrs and Childs, had three 
hundred men on reserve while about 
two hundred were scattered about 
Victoria Square.

The demonstration was scheduled 
to take place at noon, and it was at 
this time that the first two arrests 
were made. A man and a woman 
were taken when they attempted to 
draw a crowd on the square and

passed application forms for the 
Communists’ league.

Several alleged Communists were 
stubborn and refused to obey the 
orders of the police. They were told 
to move on three times and when 
they refused they were pushed or 
punched along by the police. Mount­
ed police under Sergeant Seguin, 
were on the scene and drove their 
steeds on to the sidewalks in order 
to break up any assemblies.

At 3.30 o’clock yesterday after­
noon the square was empty, but the 
police were kept on the scene in ease 
of an emergency. Nothing happen­
ed, however. Five or six constables 
remained on the scene until a late 
hour, when everything was reported 
quiet.

With the police so well organized, 
the local “Reds” did not have a

chance to hold their demonstration. 
Some, however, when arrested, told 
the police that the next time they 
would come in large numbers and be 
prepared for the police.

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GRATIFICATION | 
IS EXPRESSED 

IN AUSTRALIA
Action of British Government In 

Agreeing to Postponement of 
Capital Payments on Austra­
lian War Debts Greatly Appre­
ciated.

MELBOURNE, Australia, April 
17.—Gratification was expressed i 
'hroughout the Commonwealth at 
the generous action of the British 
Government in agreeing to post­
ponement of capital payments on 
account of the Australian war debt 
to Britain for two years. The re­
vision means a reduction of $3,000,- 
000 from the $26,250,000 due in 
each of the next two yeasr. _

The two extremes of opinion are 
represented by Hon. John Greig 
Latham, leader of the Opposition in 
in the Commonwealth House of Re­
presentatives, and Premier J. T. 
Lang, Radical head of the New 
South Wales State Government.

Mr. Latham expressed regret 
that Britain should consider Aus­
tralia’s plight serious enough to | 
warrant the revision, while Pre-1 
mier Lang said Australians should 
continue to fight against interest l 
payments.

In the House of Representa.ives 
at Canberra, Prime Minister James j 
Scullion read an announcement of 
the debt revision, couched in the: 
same terms as that made by P-t- 
Hon. J. H. Thomas, Secretary for 
Dominion Affairs, in the British 
House, and which had been ap- ; 
proved by the two Governments.

The Prime Minister added that 
Australia expressed her thanks to 
:he British Government and her 
appreciation of Great Britain ^ 
friendly offer. He acknowledged 
that it would give material tem­
porary relief.

Hon. Lionel Hill, Premier of South 
Australia: Hon. Sir James Mit- 
hell, Premier of Western Aus­

tralia, and the acting^ Premier of 
Victoria joined in a declaration that 
the next problem is the funding of 
Australia's overseas floating debt, 
which is considerably larger than 
the war debt to Great Britain.

At Melbourne, Hon. Mr. Latham 
declared: ‘‘If we lose good friends 
abroad it will be our own fault,” 
The announcement had been re- 
eived in Australia with relief com- 

:ined with regret that such action 
-hould appear necessary in Great 
Britain, he said.

On the other hand, Premier Lang. 
;n a speech at Adelaide, declared . 
the announcement had pu: new 
hope into his supporters, who are 
campaigning for non-payment of 
interest or principal of Australian 
debts for a term of two or three 
years.

“It shows that, if Australian 
Governments fought as Hard for 
Australians as European Govern­
ments fought for their peoples, 
Australia would be relieved of her 
interest burden,” Premier i ang 
said.

Premier Lang defaulted interest 
payments on debts of his state due 
in London on April 1, and the 
Commonwealth Government, which 
assumed the payments, is now 
seeking to recover from the ttate 
through the courts.

NEW ENGLAND i 
IS PLANNING A 

DRASTIC MOVE
Some Thirty Thousand Persons 

Face Deportation Within Next 
Month—Many of These Are 
French-Canadians from This 
Province.

MANCHESTER. N.H.. April 17. 
—U.S. Immigration officials are at 
present busily engaged in a prelim­
inary investigation in Massachu­
setts, Vermont and New Hampshire, 
which may result in the deportation 
of some 30,000 former Canadian*, 
who it is claimed are illegally 
residing in that section of the New 
England states owing to the fact 
that they failed to carry out immi­
gration reguatior.s. These people 
would be returned to the Province 
of Quebec before the middle of 
next month if present plans are 
carried out.

The activities of these federal 
agents are, at the present time, con- 
find to cities which have a large 
Canadian population, Haverhill, 
Lowell, Lawrence, Lynn, New Bed- 
lord, Fall River, Holyoke, Chicopee 
and Fitchburg in Massachusetts; 
Montpelier, Barre, Burlington, Wi­
nooski and St. Albans in Vermont, 
ard Berlin, Nashua, Dover, Somers- 
worth, Newmarket and Manchester 
n this state.

The immigration officials point 
i'A that the coming drive against 
aliens, which will be unprecedent- 
t ti as far as ramifications and 
îhoroughnes* are concerned, is not 
■ irected in any sense at any par­
ticular nationality or class. In other 
" ords, there is neither desire nor 
intent to proceed against Canadi­
ans alone. The above-named cit­

ies are being combed because, each 
of them is an industrial centre.

While no official figures are 
available it is reported that out 
of several hundred aliens investi­
gated, summoned or anested the 
, ast few days, including those ap.
. rehended in Connecticut and Rhode 
Island at least seventy per cent of 
them are Canadians. At least seven- 
'v per cent of this latter group arc 
K'ench-Canadicns, the remainder 

being natives of the Maritime Prov­
inces.
