Hom. Di. Fortin's Land and Sab-
marine Telegraph System.

{ Continued from Yesterday's Star. )

At the meeting of the Council of the
Montreal Board of Trade held yesterday
afternoon for the purpose of hearing Hou.
Tr. Fortin explain his proposed system of
telegraphic communication on the Lower St.
Lawience,

and when we consider the fact of a magni-
ficent steamsbip like the ¢ Lake Megantic ™
having stranded upon the island of Anti-
costi, and yet eight days had elapsed before
her owners were made aware of the fact,
owing to there being io telegraphic com.
munication between the Island and the
main land. He spoke of the Gulf of the St.
Lawrence as the door or path leading to
Moutreal and Quebec, and of the importance
of having all possible convenienees in con-
nection with the routs., His system em-
braced land and submarine telegraph, The
anxiety that had been felt three years ago
for the safety of seven vessels that were
Lemmed in by ice at the Magdalen group
could have been promptly relieved had tele-
graphic communicatien been possible. The
evidence taken by the Parliamentary
Committee  which  investigated  that
allair, went conclusively to show that
a system of telegraph was an absolute neces-
sity. He referred to the bnilding of the
line between Fox River and Matane, a dis-
tance of 165 miles, and regretted that so im-.
portant a work had not been completed ere
this. His system embraced the extension of
the lighthouse system, and the making of
every lighthouse-keepera telegraph operator.
Speaking in reference to the Magdalen
Islands, he explained that in fogs and snow-
storms a captain coming that way for the
first time might e:t'lg run ashore and wea-
ther the first stobm. [f assistance was
forthcoming she might be got off, but a
second storm  would break her to pieces.
In ordivary times it is impossible to get
news earlicr than within eight days. Tue
speaker then referred to a number of instan-
ces where wrecks had become total losses
which might have been entirely averted had
timely netice been received of the trouble.
He would have a line run along the shore
with stations at intervals of 15 miles, a
vessel could then not be wreck: d at a greater
distance from a station than 9 miles. That
distance could be walked easily in three
hours; as an adjunct to the system ho would
recommend that such a steamer as the
“ Napoleon IIl1" be stationed at Gaspe,
from whence it could reach a stranded
vessel in 24 hours. In the najority
of such cases vessels gould be
saved that are mnow lost,” and in
many other cases most of the cargo, which
is now lost or stolen. On the worth shore
he advocated such a system us was now in
operation in Norway, the line to be used, in

dition to shipping interests, to indicate to
fishermen at what point the shoals of fish
were to be found, which was now practised
with so much bepefit in the country named.
As to the question of ways and means the
entire cost of the system had been estimated
to be £370,000, and he thought it would be
perfectly legitimate to construct it from the
amount of the Fisheries Award, as the
fithing interestsa of the country would be
largely benefited by it.  He excused him.
self for the length at which he had spoken
by saying that in his 25 years of experience
halllw:l ue(:i: so much misery among the poor
eailors an ngers and so much property
lost for La.e.ﬁfengepmpnr system for calling
for aid.

and bad as such & course may be, it is worse
to give coutrol of such works into the hands
of any Conni:ttee of Town Councillors.
This lutter body can have no pretensions to
a knowledge ot what is required ; yet they
often air gate to thewselves the entire con-
trol, avd force their views cn the engineer
in charge of the works to such an extent
that although he may be a thoroughly com-
petent officer he is sometimes obliged to
submit to their views or resign his office.

The City Engineer should be independent
of any Committee of Town Councillors in
the execution of his professional duties,
Their duty should be to provide the ways
and means, His duty is to design and carry
out the necessary works, and he should not
be interfered with. If a Committee of Town
(‘ouncillors commence to theorize on sani-
iary science, and with self-impartance open-
ly insist that their views be carried out —in
*uch u ense the citizens would bs in a terri-
ble predicament, for their lives are at the
werey of those men.

Medical men dwell upon the heavy mor-
tality and sickness in Montreal. They
inform us that the sickness is chiefly caused
by zymotic disease in one shape or another,
Medical science states that dJiseases of such
a nature are generated by the gases prodneed
from jhe decomposition of filth contained
in the seweis. It follows, therefore, that
there must be serious blundering existing
in the sewerage system of this city—a fact
which is brought Lome to many a family by
the loss of one or more of its members who
are taken away by scarlatina, small-pox,
diﬁhtherin, or some other one of these ter-

portions, Theyare at present admiring his
appearance, but now that he has in reality
arrived he will next season afford them more
than amusement, indeed he will give them
all that they can do. The movements of
this pest have, indeed, been most wonder-
fu), and it behoves all to be on their guard
for he is. the most destructive visitant that
one can imsgine.

Tag report of the Buperintendent of Pro.
testant Schools in the Province of Manitoba
for 1877, notices the substantial progress
made in education during the year, the
number of schools in operation being 38,
with 2,027 pupils, as sgainst 30 for the year
previous, with an attendance of 1,600. This
shows an increase in favor of 1877 of eight
more schools, and between 400 .and 500
scholars. The result is, indeed, satisfactory
as showing that even our prairie provincials
fully appreciate the advantages of education.

IT would seem that New Brunswick is
going to make yet additional claims upon
the Dominion, she wants better terms. The
last demand_is for $150,000 and interest,
put into the Eastern Extension. " Sir John
Macdonald refused to entertain that appli-
cation, but the organs of the present Gov-
ernment insist that it must be paid. An.

press now that New Brunawick votes are
wanted is in connection with the Peniten-
tiary, and still another is to be found
. in a balance which the Province

1s eaid to have spent for purposes

of Immigration. Why have these been
allowed as it were to slumber for so
longand only now is a determination ex-
pressed to press them toa settlement ! The

New Brunswickers are wise in their genera-

tion, they know that Mr. Mackenzle relies

upon their vote to secure his majority—ifl he

" is to.have one in the new House—and they
bave made up their minds to make not only
him but the country pay for it. They have
resolved te strike while the iron’s hot, and
in all probability, vetes being votes, especi-
ally in these times, some bargain may be
struck,

Tne Thunder Bay Sentingl has, for the
last three years, been enquiring into the
subject of the Kaministiquia scheme, and
time after time has supplied information
upon the subject, Recently it has inter-
viewed Captain Parmiter, formerly employ-
ed upon the dredge, by means of which it

. was songht to keep open the channel. In
- ihe course of his- replies, he said that the
deposit on the Bar was quicksand, and a
good dredge was required constantly at this
spoct in order to keep it open. Last fall he
left 14 feet in the cuts, whose width is fifty
feet, but this year on returning in the spring
he found that it had filled up two feet.
And this is the spot the Government pro-
pose to keep navigable, Were he mnning
the dredge snd tug he would do so at &
cost of mo more than $20 per day,
while st present it cost $104.50, besides
which there was more time wasted
than a little, In his opinion the Govern.
ment were paying the most ertravagant
rates for the nse of the dredge, which, as per
account settled, cost last year $1,066.02,
white the Bar gained comparatively nothing.
And to make the mouth of the Kaministi-
«uia anytbing like useful would cost $1,200,-
000, Those statements are important, and
coming as they do from one who understands
or is supposed to understand the subject of
which he speaks, are worthy of all consider.
ation since they only confirm the stories
which we had been accustomed to hear as to
the impropricty of making the purchases
=ad conducting the operations that are now

going on in connection with the Kiminis-
tiquia terminua,

IN our times it is exceedingly difficnlt to
say where honesty ends and rascality
commences. There are many sharp, smart
things done that if they are successful
are loudly applauded, while, if they fail, too
strong expressions cannot be found for the
righteous indignation to which the occasion
has given rise. We are reminded of this by
reading in a contemporery a chapter upon
business sharpness, in which occurs the fol.
lowing :—1f a farmer plays carls with a
gambler and puts up 850 on his hand, and
if the farmer finds that while he has threo
kingéard a pair of jacks the gambler has
thresgees and a pair of queens, thns winning

_his (b farmei’s) money, it is more than
probabjg-that the gambler will be arrested
and peobably imprisoned for swindling.” Bat
when we come down to the hard pan of the
thing, can we discover very much difference
betwetn it and the principle involved when

an operator on the Board of Trade purchases
50,000 bushels of corn to be delivered in
Sep’ ember, and then goes to work with con-
fedesates to run up the price of that staple
to euch a height that the men from whom
he has purchased it cannot deliver the carn
except at an enormous loss to himself? But
this is the way in which business is done by
many in these degenerate days, and this in
reality amounts to little other tham gamb-
ling. Buch transactions are highly illegiti-
mate, and so long as they are tolerated, and
those who are parties to them are looked
upon as respectable merchants, so long will
commercial morality be at a low ebb.  We
are accustomed to talk about the neceasity
for political reform, but changes for the
better in transactions between man and
man are equally os essential,

Tue subject of telegraphic communica-
tion with the Lower St. Lawrence is one as
to whose importance too much cannot be
said, It is therefore satisfactory to have to
nolice that yesterday an interview took
place between Dr. Fortin and the Council
of the Board of Trade, at which the whole
topicc was exhaustively discussed, the Dos.
tor giving the meeting the benefit of the
matured experience he gained when in com-
mission, There can be no doubt as to the
number of vessels with their cargoes which
are hopelessly lost during the season of
pavigation, which might be saved were
there only within reasonable distance to
telegraphic and other appliances, In illus-
tration of this there need only be cited the
rccent case of the 88, ¢ Bake Megantic,”
which, though only ninety miles from
Gaspe Basin, was not heard of until some
eight or nine days after she had been
stranded. He conclusively showed how
that the Gulf was the Lkey to the
8t. Lawrence, and in the in-
tercsts of the trade of Montreal and
Quebce must be jealously safeguarded, The
Doctor, in the course of his remarks, graph.
ically described the position of the St
Lawrence, snd the condition of vessels
navigating it, and to provide for the build.
ing of the proposed telegraph lines, advoca-
ted the utilization of the Fishery Award,
which would be far more than sufficient, as
£370,000 would cover it including the sub-
manne cables, This question is a live one,
its vitality being the greater when we con.
sider that the number of vessels annually
pessing up and down the St. Lawrence is
5,945, with crews numbering 97,390 ; and
representing a value, including their eargoes,
cf $216,282,023, or, adding to this the val-
ue of business along the coasts of the Mari-
time Provi.nces, £336,258,553.

Ox the occasion of the announcement of
the Kiskery Award our morning Liberal co-
temporary at once said that it had no doubt
the Government would be able satisfactorily
to utilize the sum 80 adj udged, the moment
it was paid over. It has not yet been receiv.
ed, but according to the Journal des Debats
a claim is made by France for a share of it,
the demand being based on the pretension
that by the treaties of Utrecht (1713) and
and Paris, (1863,) the rights of French sub-
jecta to fish on the coast of Newfoundland
were recognized, and that ome of the co,
possessors of such fishery “Fights cannot
alienate them without an understanding
with the power that shares them with it,
The British authorities have refused to
admit the claim, nevertheless it would seem
as if the French persist in it, as in all
probability they will continue to do until
either the proportion is paid over or the
much vexed question of the French Bhore
Fisheries has been finally and satisfactorily
disposed of. The anomaly that exists in
connection with the Newfoundland Fisheriess
in these days of conventions and arbitra-
tions, ought to be adjudicated upon, and no
longer should there be divided authority
as to the regunlation of Newfoundland’s own
aflairs. As to the Fishery award, even
though the money has not been paid over,
it would be interesting to know what the
Government propose to-do with it when they
get it into their possession. Assuredly they
do not desire to have a portion of it to con-
trol the elections, but it may be that a part
of 1t will be availed of to make up Mr
Cartwright's deficit. However, it should
not be employed in anything approaching
that way. It represents capital and should
only be placed to capital account, at least
that is following the rule which the Gov.
ernment laid down as the correct one when
they were at the head of the Opposition.

DROWNED AT LONGUEUILL.
Body Found.

Yeeterday merning, as stated in yester-
day's STAR, the corpse of a man was found
floating at the side of the wharf at Longueuil.

RESIGNATION OF JUDGE
COURSOL.

A Falithful Berviee of A Quarteref a
Century.

After a tenure of office as Judge of
Sessions in thls city of upwards of a quarter
of a century, the Hon. Judge Coursol has
tendered to the Government at Quebec his
resignation. If his determination pro.
ceeded from any caunse other than the fact
that he is about to become & candidate for
the Eastern Division of the city at the
approaching general elections, there would
be unalloyed regret at losing his ser-
vices on the part of all classes,
creeds and nationalities in the city.
During the long period the Judge has pre.
sided in Court be has enjoyed the public
confidence for uprightness and impartiality
in a greater degree than any person we have
ever known in a similar position for such a
length of time. Bo high has been the csti-
mate forroed of the Judge's fairness and want
of prejudice by his fellow-citizens, that Pro-
testants, equally with his Catholic fellow.
citizenr, always looked to him as the one
men to whose honest and impartial judg-
ment should be committed any enquiry iu
which more than the ordinary capacity,
delicacy end judicial attributes were re.
quired.

THE TANNERIES SHOOTING
CASL.

Judge Conrsol Refates Misstatements,

The Notional having stated that Judge
Coursol demanded twen'y dollars per day
es expenses for conducting the enquiry into
the late Tanneries shooting atfair, the
Gazetle gives the following report of an in.
terview with tte Judge upon the subject,
from which it will be seen that he made no
such demand. The Judge said : A few days
after the difficulty at the Tanneries Junction
he received a letter from the Attorney-
QGeneral at Quebec, asking him to hold an
inquiry into the facts of the casn. ‘I'here
wére no instructions in the letter he received;
no mode of procedure advised ; no reference
as to the expenses necessary to be incarred ;
no reference as the parties by whom they
wounld be paid. He went to Quebec on the
game day and had an interview with the
hon. Premier Mr. Joly, the 1lon. Mr, Koss
and other members of ﬂ’:e Government, and
he suggested to the Premier that as the in.
quiry would necessarily be a long one—one
that would require a great deal of care and
the exercise of prudence in the nt state
of affaire and excitement in Moutreal, the
Crown should appoint a counsel to represent
them and assist his Honor; that he con.
ceived that the inquiry should be an open
«ne and not a close inquiry as was suggested,
inasmuch as the thereof might
be brought before the notice of the Federal
Parliament as the volunteers were under the
control of the Federal authorities ; and also
because the matter might possibly come be.
fore the Criminal Court in Montreal, in
which latter case they would see the neces-
sity of relieving him from the possibility of
becoming a Crown tor and Judge
on the bench at the same place. The
honorable Premier, after some consideration
of the matter, told Judge Coursol that the

session was likely going to close on the
following day, when the matter would pro-
bably be taken into consideration by them,
es the expense of the inquiry with the addi-
tion of Queen’s Counsel, wou'd be large, and
they would have to consider whether they
were justified or in s position to
under such expense, but that meantime he
should return to Montreal, where he would
shortly receive instructions as to the result
of their deliberations, The Judge returned
to Montreal, and these instructions have
never yet reached him. He, under these
circumstances, thinks it unfair and un-
warrantable on the Pm of people to en-
davor to saddle him with the responsibility
of the qu stion which belongs enmtirely to
the Government. It rests with the Gov-
ernment to order the investigation to pro-
ceed or allow it to drop as they have done so
far. His Honor states that the names of two
Queen’s Counsellors were mentioned-by the
Premier in the interview at Quebec—one
French and one English—and neither of
these gentleman has received any notifica.
tion on the subject, although they, like
Judge Coursol, hiave been expecting to hear
from the Government.

How It Was Obwmerved In Denver,
Colorndo.

The Denver Tinis of July 2u:h, contains
the following intcresting account of the jate
tota) cclipse cf the sun : —Promptly on time,
2.19, the shadow of the moon appeared on
the western edge of tha sun, and began the
work of obscuration, The progress of tha
shadow, though to us slow and heavy, was
in reaiity very rapid. The white tlecoy
clouds that had rizen from the southwest, at
2.30 o'clock melted away iuto small frag-
ments, leaving the main object in a bright,
clear atmesphers. At tha first contact and
through the subsequent progress, the sua
bore the appearance of being ploughed
through by a large cone.chaped body, which
forced ita way steadily npon the dise, At
times the appearance of the face of the sun
was like that of the moon in the first, sec-
ond and third qoarters, At 5 minutesto 3
o'clock a few small bodies of white
vapor floated between the earth and
tl;.a sun, b&:t withnlut ohatrucling“ the
view, passed quick! away., About
this time, also, the zunlighg bagan t)
pale, the obscuration being a little mors
than half sccomplished. ~ At 8:03, angd
thence on to the moment of totality, the

t paled steadily, the Leat visibly dimig.
ished, the rays softening down into twilight,
and finally to total darkoess, People and
all animate nature were shaded witha ghast.
ly paleness, and the animals begau to fecl

t it was abont bedtime. At 3:28, another
small mass of clouds passed across the sun,
An instant later, 3.30, the sun disappeared
and the magnificsnt corona burst into view,
s sight beautiful beyond description. Stars
8 red in the heavens, and those having
glasses of sufficient power may have seen all
the glories of the phenomenon, which were
concealed from those having ouly smoked
glass s a medidm. The darkness was not
dense, but almo.t total, so that it would
have boon difficult to fead a paper withont
Lolding it close to the eyes. In two minutes
and forty-four seconds the total phase
ended, and the sun burst into view again as
suddenly as it disappeired. Takeall in all,
the eelipee has been entirely succassfal, and
the astrunomers here from other States and
E:J]ntriu will go home abuadantly satis.

Capinre of n Turkish Slave Ship.

According to a letter from Alexandria in
the Allycineine Zeitung, a Turkish slave shi
was capinred the other day by'an Englis
veseel, and the slaves it contained, consist-
ing of scventy women aud ten men, wers
liberated. The men volunteered into the
Egyptian army, but it was more dificuit to
dis of the women, as thay had no notion
of liberty, and if left to themselves wonld
probably have been drafted without making
any resistance into some Mussulman’s ha.
rem, Under the treaty concluded between
the English Government and the Khedive
the importation and exportation of slaves is
forbidden ; the detention and sale of slaves
in the country is permitted for about six
years longer in Egypt, and eleven in the Sou.
dan. Several officers accordingly came to
the pacha of the district with offurs to buy
some of the female slaves, but he declared he
would not Ipa:t with them unless they got
married, 1le then amnounced that any
soldier or civilian wishing to marry' one of
the slaves, would have to pay six thalers
tor her dowry, but that the woman would be
allowed to choose their husbands trem
smong those who shonld present themselves
for the pngoso. A great number of men,
chiefly soldiers, assembled on the day ap-
pointed for the selection, The women were
so sby that “huddled together like a
flock of sheep,” and could no® be induced to
move. At last one of them, taking counrage,
advanced slowly to a black Egyptian
sergeant, who was anything but young and
handsome, and put her d upon his
shoulder as a sign that he was the man she
wished to . Her example was in.
stantl fo‘llowﬁ by the other women, who
rushed forward to choose their husbands as if
they feared to be too late. It was now the
men's turn to say whether they d the
selected.

As the law stands at
present, a Canadiun divorce can only be
procured from the Chamber of the S¢nate, an
operation so expensive, that those occupying
a middle position in life are unable to fur.
nish the necessary means, the cost ofcen
amountingtothousands ef dollars. Asanam-
ple illustration takefthe case of Mrs. Haynes,
which was so recently before the Montreal
Courts. Married at an early age to a man
(Norman) who afterwards proved a dissipated

so simplitied and cheapened as to pla.e the
wor and moderately well to do on the same
evel with the rich. Were it true that
sdultery wos more common among the poor
than among the rich there might be some
excuse for so urranging the law that nooe
but the rich would be able to procure di-
vorces ; but this is notorionsly not the casw,
and indeed it may be doubted if the contary
is not the fact,— Tvrouto National,

The Heavenly Bodies.
To the Editor of THE STAR :

Sii,—Some time ago [ noliced a para.
graph in your deservedly papular paper an-
nouucing the publication of a pamphlet
entitled **The Heaveuly Bodics, how they
move and what moves them;” a new theory,
by Dugald Macdonald. Having in my
yeuth devoted considerable attention to the
study of this interesting science, I was glad
to read the pamphlet in question, particular.
ly on account of the promise set forth in the
title-—the treatment of the power which
moves those bodies. At the same time, |
must confess, that | was not a little surpriy-
ed to find in this age of invention and dis.
coverv a man hitherto unknown in the
scientific world hold enough to sttempt the
solution of a roblem  which  the
great Newton has left im obscurity and
doubt. Bo great a mystery has this problem
appeared to me that only the wisdom aul
intelligence of the Deity could alone account
for this mysterions phenomona of thy
heavens. - Nevertheless, the author of this
pamphlet has boldly attacked the question,
and, to my wind, has shown satisfactorily
that the heat of the sun is the power, and
the subtle mnatter which fills the interplan-
atary spaces the machinery which canses
the motions of the heavenly bodies, There
is something sublime in the conception of
this idea, and 1 believe no mathematician
would attempt to deny that the great heat
of the sun, applied to npprorri.a.t.e machinery,
is competent to create all the Totions of
those bodies. It was the opinion of the
ancient pbilosophers that firc was the cause
of those motions, but no philosopher has
ever attempted to explain the wodus
operandi or, rather, how those motions are
effected in the grand economy of the heavens,
The celebrated philosopher Des Cartes con-
tended that there were whirlpaols in spaze,
and that the planets.are carried round the
sun like boats in a stream ; but this eminent
mathematician never attempted to accoant
or {race those whirlpools to any cause what-
ever ; but Mr, Macdonald in his theory
clearly shows how those whi.rIJaoo].s. were
produced. At first I conceived a serious
mathematicil objection to this new theory,
in fact the same obj.ction which the Newton-
ians advanced against the Cartesian system
of vortices ; but this ohjection, on further
investigation of the subject, entirely dis-
appears, establishing without doubt tha
soundness of Mr. Macdonald's theory on the
subject. Again, Newton has shown that
the periodical 1imes of all bodies that swim
in vortices, muost be directly as the squares
of their distances from the centre, but it
has been clearly ascertained that the
law which governs theirjmoticns round the
sun is quite different, being as the

nares of their periodic times to the cubes
:? their distances. Now the Cartesians never
attempted to explain away this serious ob-
jection to theirsystem,and this explanation. -
this important scientific discovery—has been
reserved for Mr, Macdonald, who accounts
for it by showing that the density of the
medinm, owlwards from the sun, increases,
thus harmonizing it with Kepler's third law,
snd successfully combating objection of
Newton against the theory of Vortices, In
concluding this rather tedious letter I may
observe that the ignorance and contracted
views which hampered the progress of
astronomical science are in a great measure
dissipated, the light of science has arisen
and shed its benign influence on the world,
and those habits of ohservation and reflec-
tion which Mr. Macdonald’s pamphlet ex-
hibits in the highest shounld be
encouraged by all who value talent and
worth.
