New York, July 16.—"fhe Herald's correspon 

dent gives an account of the marine raid, es fol. 
lows:

Near Peint of Rocks. Va., July 13, 4 a.m.—
On Monday, the lltb, Lieut. Chambers of the 
3rd Pa. artillery, with 130 men crosced the 
James river at a point below Dutch Gap, and 
above Gen. R. S. Poster’s pontoon bridge, for 
the purpose of attaching a force of rebels sta­
tioned in some mills, barns, and houses, situated 
on a place known as Cox’s farm. The force 
having landed at the designated front, below 
Dutch Gap, from the steamer Heppiugstones re­
mained there until nearly daylight yesterday 
morning, at which time, the commander deter­
mined to make the attack. The enemy were 
found in force in the barns, mills and houses of 
the farm. They consisted rf 300 troops, com­
manded by Lieut G. Whennington of S. 0 , who 
was captured. When our forces were within 150 
yards of the building the enemy opened a brisk 
fire, resulting in no injury. Lieut. Chambers 
ordered a charge, himself leading, The charge 
resulted in the capture of one lieutenant, a ser­
geant, one corporal and 11 privates. The com­
mand was accompanied by a party supplied 
with fireballs which were instantly applied, 
smoking out the rebels and comp-elling them to 
give battle on open ground. In the engagement 
the rebels suffered severely. A torpedo with 
galvanic battery and a large quantity of powder 
small arms and equipage w.-re captured. A 
large amount of saw mills and machinery were 
destroyed.

Herald correspondent on the field, July 13.— 
James Shaffers cavalry expedition has just re­
turned. This expedition having for its object 
the maintsinence of communication between Suf­
folk and that region left here some days siu.ee 
and has accomplished its object They captur­
ed a rebel quarter-master and encamped for a 
period of two days just outside of Suffolk with­
out moles ation. They have returned safely with­
out, loss. The greatest destitution prevails in 
Suffolk and the surrounding country. Corn is 
held at $300 dollars per barrel and all other 
necessaries in proportion. The expedition brought 
in 70 horses and mules and a number of wagons 
and twe rebel officers, a sergeant and two enlist 
ed men.

The World Special says, advices from the up­
per Potomac coufirm the reported retreat of the 
rebels into Virginia. Our artillery shelled the 
rebel rear last evening and some stragglers were 
taken but it was impossible to intercept the main 
body They bad 575 prisoners.

Cairo, July 15.—The Vicksburg Herald says, 
in regard to our late expedition to Jackson 
that our forces moved from Black River on the 
3rd. The whole force numbered not less than 
3,000. The enemy were not encountered in 
f jrce until the 5th, when they were strongly 
posted on the bank of a Creek, three miles this 
side of Jackson. A flanking force compelled 
the rebels to abandon their posiiion, and our 
forces assembled at Jackson that night. The 
following diy as our troops were leaving a ci- 
tfa n went up to the top of the State House and 
signalled the rebel cavalry, which drew up iu 
line of the latter on the north side of the town. 
For this act the citizen was summarily shot. T he 
enemy attacked our advance, but they were 
drawn back. The next morning our rear guard 
was again assembled near, but the rebels were 
repulsed and the ground strewn with the dead 
and wounded. Our loss was 100 killed aud 50 
wounded, we captured 30 or 4) prisoners. No 
cotton has recently been brought, in. The rail­
road from Vicksburg to Jackson is being rapidly 
repared and communication will soon be had 
with the interior.

New York, July 16 —Stocks dull and heavy 
Money on call at 7 per cent. Sterling Exchange 
nominal at 109:

The Tribune's Washington special says, it is 
estimated that the rebels secured 10,000 head of 
cattle aud horses besides sheep and hogs which 
they got across the Potomac. Brief as the com­
bat at Washington was, it was bloody. Tinir 
killed and wounded must have been 500. The 
9th corps made sad havoc among them' Several 
prominent secession sympathisers have been ar­
rested at Bladensburg.

Fort Monroe, 14th.—Ool. Diamond, with two 
squadrons of cavalry, left Portsmouth last 
Saturday, and returned last evening. They 
succeeded in driving all the guerillas, rebel 
cavalry and pickets, from the Nanscmoua 
county, across the Black water. One of our 
men was murdered, after being captured, and 
not being able to arrest the murderer, the Colo­
nel burned all the buildings in the neighborhood.

Baltimore, 16th.—The following from Fort 
Monroe probabiy has some connection with the 
pursuit of the Florida :

The steamer United States, from Boston, re­
ports :— July 13th, 5 p. m , off the light ship in 
view of South shoal, heard heavy firing north, 
judged the firing to be tweuty-four miles west 
from the Light ship. July 14th,. 1:15 p.m., was 
spoken by the steamer Ticonderoga she sheer­
ed in the direction of the firing. There is no 
news from City Point.

New York, 15th.—Five prisoners made their 
escape from Fort Lafayette, on Thursday, after 
shackling the guard;-nine others failed.

Boston, 16th.—ïhë reports of the rebel in­
vasion of Maine from New Brunswick, appear 
to have little foundation in fact.

Washington, 16th.—Additional alarm was 
occasioned on the Virginia side of the Potomac 
yesterday, by reports that the rebels are raining 
the railroad up to Manasses. This is not yet 
established, but many think it not impossible, 
and that the design of the rebels is to command 
the gaps and keep open their communications 
between Gordonsville and the valley.

New York, 16th.—The steamer Havana brings 
Mexican news to June 30th, by Havana. Maxi­
milian had invited President Jaurez and other 
liberal chiefs, to come to the city of Mexico, and 
consult together on a plan of restoring peace, 
and the firm establishment of the Empire, guar­
anteeing their full protection and satety. It is 
said they all refused to hold any communication 
exc-pt by arms, with the adjutant of Napoleon 
The Emperor has taken up his residence at Cha- 
pulto, twenty-five miles from the capital. No 
minister is yet appointed to the United States 

Secretary Fessenden has been in consultation 
with Mr. Chase to-day, relative to the proposed 
foreign loan.

The Post says, at present there is not much 
prospects of its negotiation on satisfactory terms, 

The report that the associated banks refused 
to make a loan to Mr Fessenden, except they be 
made general depositories and fiscal agents of 
the Government, is not correct. They propose 
to loan $50,000,000 and make payments the same 
as in great commercial countries in Europe.

Secessionists iu Baltimore cay that the recent 
rebel invasion was only a reconnoissauce, and 
that they will receive large reinforcements, aud 
return with Lee iu command.

Philadelphia, July x7—The Inquirer has the 
following special from Washington : — A portion 
of Moshy’s command, about 200, passed near 
Leesburg on Tuesday night. Each rider had a 
horse, and they were driving before them 1000 
head of cattle. When last heard from they were 
making for Aahby’s Gap. Another portion of 
Rebel Cavalry are known to have been at Ches­
ter Gap on Wednesday at noon. The Cavalry 
of Barry Gilmore were the last of the rebel force 
to cro.s the Potomac, which they did a little 
above Edward’s Ferry. After crossing, a small 
force was detached from his main command and 
sent towards Snickerville, when the main body 
moved directly for Ashby’s Gap.

late in accordance with the bent of the national 
character, and, on the other, to grant constitu­
tional government to the ceded country, the Pro­
vince of Quebec was divided into Upper and 
Lower Canada. Settlers could take their own 
choice, and live under whichever dominant so­
ciety they pleased. As this act was not passed 
until after the American war, we must suppose 
that while the great statesmen of the day saw 
the necessity of the division thus effected, they 
entertained the iuea of a nexus of some kind be­
tween the two new Provinces, either derived 
from a common allegiance to the same sover­
eign, or from some direct legislation by metro­
politan authority or convention between the two 
local governments. In fact, “joint authority,’’ 
ridiculous as the word seemed to a great many 
persons, when uttered at the convention of 
“ Grits,’'—a word of contempt which, we sup­
pose, will hereafter be banished from polite con­
versation—was speedily constituted for certain 
purposes, in the shape of a joiut commission to 
deteimine the share that the two Provinces 
should respectively receive out of the duties 
levied at the seaports, which were, of course, 
both in Lower Canada. The natural configura­
tion of the country, such as we believe is with­
out example in history, and which, probably, 
could never have been mapped out in political 
geography for any territory having actively 
hostile neighbours, since its long drawn out 
frontier is precisely the shape most exposed to 
attack, must have seemed to them to 
tender some concerted action absolutely 
necessary. In practice, therefore, Canada, 
even before the union, was confederated for 
certain limited purposes, though by a very loose 
tie. That arrangement, though the country pro­
gressed under it, was not entirely satisfactory^ 
and, in 1836, the Imperial Parliament adopted 
a resolution declaring that it v as expedient to 
permit the two Provinces to make provision for 
tha joint regulation and adjustment of their 
common interests in the trade and commerce of 
the country. All regular government, however, 
was for the timo stopped by the events of the 
years 1837 and 1838 ; but when Lord Durham 
came out to compose the storm, ho was directed 
to consider whether the just demands of Upper 
Canada should not' ha met by erecting some 
“ joint legislative authority, which should pre- 
“ side oyer all questions of common iaterest to 
“ the two Provinces, and which might be ap- 
“ pealed to in extraoi dinary cases to arbitrate 
" between contending parties in either ; preserv- 
i‘ ing, however, to each Province its distinct 
« Legislature, with authority in all matters of 
ii an exclusively domestic concern.” We see, 
therefore, that the “joiut authority” which for 
years formed tha staple of the mirth of the 
ii moderate party” writers and speakers, was a 
phrase with a very respectable sort of paternity; 
notwithstanding it was subsequently adopted by 
those rascally, “looking to Washington," grits, 
whom you know, Sir, we have now taken to our 
bosom. Lord Durham, howober, instead of thL, 
and partly, no doubt, to protect the interests of 
the English-speaking inhabitants ot Lower 
Canada, who had not found themselves very 
easy under the French Canadian majority, re­
commended that union ot the two Canadian Pro­
vinces which was immediately carried, with the 
addition, however, of an arrangement, which has 
not yet been acted on, for admitting the other 
B.N.A. Provinces. With wise foresight, his 
lordship advised that the joint legislature should 
be so constituted as to give “representation, as 
“ near as may bo, in proportion to population ” 
His lordship did not think that it was 
necessary to qualify this by any caveat against 
its being understood to mean something else, 
say, for instance, universal suffrage ; but he 
probably had not [earned so new a form 
of logic as that acquired by gentle- 
nxen who have since had to deal with 
the subject. His Lordship was sagaciously 
averse to the plan of giving an equal number of 
“ members to the two Provinces, in order to at- 
“ tain tha temporary end of outnumbering the 

French,’’ and avowed that to do so “would be 
a violation of the principles of representa­
tion” ; but he proposed that the commission 

which was to regulate the joiut constitution 
should “form a plan of local govarnmeut by 

elective bodies, subordinate to the general 
legislature, and exercising a complete control 
over such local affairs as do not come within 

“ the province of general legislation.” This 
recommendation was reduced to a bill, intro­
duced to Parliament by Lord John Russell divid­
ing Canada into five great “ Municipal” districts, 
of which that of Montreal was to be the centre. 
The Municipal Governments, as they were 
called, were to have the power of assessing 
rates and taxes for iocal purposes; and the quali­
fication for voters --for his Lordship did not, we 
repeat, think representation according to popu­
lation had anything to do with universal suf­
frage—was to ha the same for the local and 
general governments. Whether that scheme 
would have worked better than the one actually 
adopted we do not know. It was not popular 
among the British inhabitants of Lower Canada, 
and Lord Durham h-.ving been violently at­
tacked by Lord Brougham on account of his 
Canadian administration, withdrew from the 
fisld in disgust. His plans were all changed, 
and the Union Act was passed, including, as an 
essential part of it, that very equality of repre­
sentation whose evils he deprecated-and we have 
experienced. This experience has naturally set 
to work on the suggestion of a remedy, all those 
who do not make their own profit and position by 
resisting right and justice till it is wrung fr. m 
them by force. Accordingly about the same time 
two meetings of politicians were held, one in 
Upper and one in Lower Canada for the purpose 
of devising the best means to escape from our great 
difficulty. One of these was composed of liberal 
or “ grit” delegates—if we may be allowed an ob­
solete expression—from all parts of Upper Can­
ada, who passed a resolution containing that 
celebrated, much laughed at, but now gener­
ally adopted expression of joint authority. 
The whole platform was as follows :—

of influence, which is your due ; but 
give us protection against your abuse of it to 
our prejudice, in things which do not concern 
you. The question is already very much sim­
plified by this concession, and as these “ who 
have hitherto for a particular purpose" demanded 
the right to be paramount for all purposes, are 
now ready to forego that claim and only seek 
for adequate guarantees, the question will re­
solve itself into this—whether there cannot be 
other "guarantees quite as effectual, much less 
cosily, and exposed to fewer inconveniencies than 
that afforded by the costly machinery of local 
legislation superadded to general legislation. 
We do not reject the federative scheme in de­
fault of a bette’-, though our acceptance of it will 
of course depend upon its details, but we can­
not help honing that the question being frankly 
examined jointly, by opposing parties for the 
purpose of coming to an agreement, instead of 
separately for the purpose of making objection, 
will 1-e found capable of a solution simpler, 
cheaper, and more accordant with the principles 
of our own time honoured constitution.

The Municipal Debts cv the Oxford Muni­
cipalities to the Government.—We yesterday 
expressed our doubts, founded on expeiience, of 
the truth of a charge made by the Leader against 
the Hou. George Brown of having made a very 
early use of his position in the Government to 
relieve the municipalities in question from their 
indebtedness. The truth is that we hardly ever 
remember au accusation against any public 
man coming from that source, which was not a 
thorough paced falsehood. T^e Glebe shows 
conclusively that this last charge is of precisely 
the same character with the slanders that have 
preceded it. The fact appears to be that instead 
of the Government releasing the municipalities 
they have been released on the most equitable 
reasons by a decree of the Court of Chancary, 
and that the only share the Government had in 
this result was in waiving a technical privilege 
in favour of the Crown, so as to allow 
of the Court to deal with the matter 
ou its merits, which it could not otherwise have 
done. The fact seems to he that the muni­
cipalities, became indebted under certaiu condi­
tions, one of which was that they should hold 
security on the railroad in favour of which they 
advanced tbs money ; but that this security has 
been destroyed by sgbsequent legislation ; the 
road in fact never having been made at all. They 
therefore claim, and if the facts are taken for 
true, with apparent justice to ha released. At 
any rate ihe Court of Chancery has adopted that 
view and has made a decree against the claim 
of the Government. But what are to think of 
the journalist who for the sake of giving colour 
to a falsehood would quote duly the last sentence 
of a letter as follows :—“ Your municipality is, 
“ therefore, fully absolved from all liability for 
“ the railway debt, aud I heartily congratulate 
“ the freeholders of Norwich on this happy re- 
“ suit ;” and omit the very next preceding sen­
tence :—“The application for a decree in -lie suit 
“ was accordingly renewed before the Court the 
“ day before yesterday (30th Tune) ; and the 
“ Crown, having appeared and consented there- 
“ to, a formal decision of the sait was made by 
11 the Vice-Chancellor in favour of the Township 
“ of Norwich.” Such conduct ought to stamp 
those who are guilty of it with an ineffaceable 
brand.

Gold in Earnest—We have heard a great 
deal about Canadian gold, and have seen some 
tolerably large nuggets in geological collections ; 
but it was only yesterday that we saw for the first 
time something like a “pile,” in the Californian or 
Australian sense, of gold which we knew to have 
been mined in Canada This beautiful heap of 
pure metal was turned out on our table by Colo­
nel Rankin, who had just come to town from the 
Chaudière region, aud has brought wi'h him 
couple of very nice bags of between $300 and 
$400 value, a small portion of it in pieces about 
tDe size of a flattened buck snot, the res’, in nug­
gets varying from ihe bulk of a golden half dol­
lar up to one of the value of $106. The whole 
of this gold came from the property belonging 
to Colonel Rankin, which he has divided off into 
allotments for actual workers, having in milita­
ry phrase échelonné the miners ali along the sup­
posed direction of the lead of the vein, so as to 
develops it, in different parts of the length. He 
informs us that every one seems to be well satis- 
fisd with the produce, and that he could have 
procured thousands of dollars, as readily as hun­
dreds had he chosen to purchase more. He ex­
hibited the plunder to a number of gentlemen in 
town, and there can be no doubt that it conclu­
sively establishes the presence of gold iu quant - 
ties capable of yielding an adequate return for 
labour in a large part of our Lower Canadien 
territory. The gold in question came from the 
Gilbert, but Colonel Rankin says that the same 
indications prevail upon the du Loup and all the 
other tributaries of the Chaudière, and that all 
promise to be alike productive.

5. Resolved,—“ That iu the opinion of this

The Metric System,—SirJ. F. W. Herschel. 
writing to the Times, supplies some scientific 
reasons against the introduction of the metric 
system which according to the Journal des Des­
bats, is opposed only by the insular prejudices of 
the British people. He says that the British sys­
tem of metric standards refers itself with quite as 
much simplicity through the medium of the inch 
to the length of the earth’s polar axis (a unit 
common to all nations) as the French does 
through that of the metre to the elliptic quad­
rant of a meridian passing through Paris (a unit 
peculiar to France.) The deviation of the French 
standard of capacity and weight from its theo­
retical value is one part in 2,730, or three times 
as great as the error in the English standards 
while their error in the standard of length is one 
part in 5:4Q0, or ten times that of the deviation 
in English measurement. The English theore­
tical basis is therefore the better of the two and 
as that is in use in America, Russia, British India 
and Australia, Sir John Herschel considers that 
it is in the majority as regards the area, popula­
tion, and commerce of nations that adopts its 
principle, and that on these grounds the opposi­
tion to the metrical novocation is gratified.

ally see that the ears are properly lighted, warm­
ed, ventilated and clean, and in the event of any 
deficiency or damage to glass, lamps, water cans, 
stoves, or other equipment, they must report the 
same to the Station Agent before starting and 
get his acknowledgment that it is so. If no 
complaint is made, the train will be held to be 
complete, and the Conductor will be held res­
ponsible for the valus of any missing articles, or 
for damage other than that caused by fair wear 
and tear. No fittings ate to be removed from one 
car to another.

2. Start {on time—to the minute. Report 
cause of the sligh rest delay.

3. Call out Names of Stations loudly, make 
very short stops. Get passengers into the habit 
of getting on and off trains quickly, and let 
every man belonging to the train help to wood 
up

4. No one except the Baggageman, whether 
employé ernot, must be admitted into the Bag­
gage Car. The Local Superintendent and Con­
ductor are alone intit'ed to be there on business.

Baggage must be checked only to the Station 
for which the Passenger holds a Ticket, aud 
must only be given up at the Station to which 
it is checked. Owners of baggage must not be 
allowed in the Baggage Car.

5. Baggagemen must obtain a signature in 
their books for baggage delivered at Stations, 
or else they cannot clear themselves when bag­
gage is lost. They must pay more attention to 
the safe keeping and delivery of letters entrust­
ed to their care.

6. In Signaling, use j-our Hands and Lamps 
instead of your Voice. The former can always 
be seen ; the latter cannot frequently be heard 
except by the passengers in the rear cars, to 
whom this shouting is very annoying, especially 
to those iu the Sleeping Car of No. 14* Train, 
when at Richmond Junction,

7. Passengers must not be allowed to travel 
by Freight Trains without the special permission 
of the Local Superintendent.

8 Conductors of Way Freight Trains must 
enter on their journals the name and occupation 
of the person to whom they deliver freight at 
each Station.

It is the duty of the Agent to receive and check 
off his way freight.

The above Journals must be neatly made out 
and be sent to me promptly and regularlv.

Much more information must be given by Con­
ductors in their Journals than has hitherto bsen 
done. Full explanation as to delays or accidents 
will often save much trouble and labor ia corres­
pondence.

I shall most value those Conductors whose 
Journals give the fullest information. I cannot 
travel as much as Conductors do, and then fore I 

annot see as much as they do. I do not wish 
any man to act as a spy upon another ; but there 
is a great difference between this, and wilfully 
shutting your eyes to what you know to he gross 
neglect—or worse. I shall consider those who 
eoncea! such facts from me as guilty as the offen­
ders themselves.

9. Conductors must remember that they are 
supported by the Law in the exercise of their 
functions, and they must therefore be most for­
bearing to Passengers offending against the Bye­
laws of the Company, avoiding personal alterca­
tion, and executing their duties firmly but tem­
perately. Civility on the part of all the Compa- 
uy’s employes is indispensible.

10. I cannot urge too strongly the vital im­
portance ot keeping the Rolling Stock movingh 
Any wilful neglect oa the part of Station Agents 
or Conductors will necessitate dismissal. No 
Car that is evidently overloaded must be taken 
on a train. Report the fact to me at once

11. Brakesmen must be always near their 
brakes. Those on Freight Trains must he on the 
lop of the Cars.

,2. See that your Loaded Cars are not tam­
pered with at Stations when you lay over or 
remain some time. Any one detecting or pre­
venting a robbery will be hondsomely rewarded.

13. It is very important that the most care­
ful attentiou be paid to Braking on Freight 
Trains, so as to maintain as even a rate of speed 
as possible up and,down grade. Conductors 
alone are responsible to me for the speed of 
their trains, and I will accept of r o excuse for 
the dangerous practice of running down grade 
at Passenger Train speed, and crawling up 
grade.

14. Descend the grades on the Victoria Bridge 
slowly, and with great care. -

15. An improvement amongst seme of the
man, is needed in respect to drees, and attention 
to personal appearance. j

18. By desire of the Managing Director, all 
employes whatsoever occupying berths in 
■Sleeping Cars, must pay tha usual charge. It 
on Company’s business, they may charge the 
same in their expense account.

Sleeping Car Attendants will make a weekly 
return to me, shewing the number of passen­
gers who occupied herths on each journey.

17. 1 have endeavoured to meet the wants of
the various Trains on the New Time Bill, which 
will come into operation on the 11 instant. If 
there any oncfirestinng made, point
them out to me. I shall be at all times j-wi 
receive suggestions from experienced Conduc­
tors.

Bee me as often as possible, because although 
you may have nothing to report to me, I may 
have something to say to you.

18. No case of intoxication—even partial— 
will be overlooked. Men who drink habitually, 
even when off duty, must leave the Road.

19 Conductors and Agents are forbidden to 
attach Red Signals to.Trains without an order 
from the Local Superintendent or Train Dis­
patchers.

20. Conductors and Drivers must not under­
take to arrange Crossings between tbemselve- 
unless the Telegraph is interrupted. They may 
not be aware of the orders on which Irregular 
Trains are running. Oid Conductors seldom 
offend in this way—young ones do so frequent- 
ly-

In conclusion, I have only to say that while I 
shall always be ready to treat leniently errors of 
judgment, when the intention was good, I will 
not have a lazy, careless, or incompetent person 
in my District. No matter how long he may have 
been on it, I shall in all such cases recommend 
the Managing Director to dismiss him.

We have a heavy winter's business.before us. 
Let it njtbs said that the Eastern District com­

Note.—You will please read well and explain 
these instructions to all the men under ycur im­
mediate control—and will acknowledge receipt 
hereof and state that you and they comprehend 
my meaning and are prepared to act up to the 
spirit of this circular.

To render privateering available to her [Mexico) 
under the law of natious, it was necessary that a 
majority of the effioers and crew of each cruiser 
should he citizens ; not citizens made at ad hoc 
iu fraud of the law, but bona fide cit’zens ; and 
any vessel which might have attempted to cruise 
under a letter of marque and reprisal, without 
this essential requisite, would have become from 
that moment a pirate. • * » Without the 
observance of these principles, no man can trans- 
fei h:s allegiance to another country, and claim 
the protection due to citizenship under its laws.
A sort of jus gentium hss grown up on the sub­
ject which individual nations are no longer at 
liberty to d'sregard aud much less have they the 
right to disregard it iu fr»ud of belligerent right, 
as Mevico attempted to do iu the present instance 
It would be a monstrous doctrine, indeed, if on 
the eve of a war, or at any time during its exist­
ence, either of tile beliigerents might invite the 
citizens of other nations, ad libitum, to take part 
ia his quarrel, and with a single stroke of his 
pen, make them citizens pro hoc dice.

The author then goes onto lay down the 
requisites ot cit’z.nship, in which b .th the 
United States aud Mexico agree, as—1st re­
sidence; 2nd a previous declaration of inten­
tions ; 2d, a renunciation of foreign allegiance, 
to the new sovereign before a judicial officer. It 
does not appear thai iu the case of the Alabama’s 
crew one of these prerequisites was complied 
with. Indeed, wo kuow that a majority of the 
crew still claimed to bo Englishmen or French­
men, not only by birth, but by nationality. Ho 
adds : "

‘ Tlie whole transaction must be bona fide, 
from beginning to end ; and there must De no 
fraudulent intent, either on the part of the Gov­
ernment or individuals. Great Britain waives 
residence in the case of seamen serving in her 
national marine, or rather she regards her ships 
of war as portions of her territory, and a con­
structive residence follows as a necessary re­
sult of the principle. Mexico has adopted and 
even'extended this principle ; * * but
it is equally clear that beyond this limitation, 
every foreigner who might have undertaken 
to prey upon our commerce would have 
have been deemed to be, and would have been 
treated as a pirate. This unworthy attempt of 
Mexico to strike a blow at us ou tha ocean, by 
means ofso great a fraud, was treated by the com­
mercial nations of the world wi)h the contempt it 
deeerved, and produced no results ; and it was 
fortunate for humanity that it v^as so, as our 
Government was prepared to adopt the view on 
the subject which I have here presented, and to 
carry it out with sternness. Indeed, there is a 
growing disposition among civilized nations to 
put an end to this disreputable mode of warfare, 
under any circumstances. It had its origin in 
remote and comparatively barbarous ages, and 
has for its object rather the plunder of the bandit 
than honorable warfare. » * In short, they
[privateers] are little better than licensed pirates; 
and it behoves all civilized nadons who, like 
ourselves, " are extensively engaged in foreign 
trade, to supp-ess the practice altogether.”

Such were the opinions of Cap.. Semmes 
upon piracy only thirteen years ago , but we 
have leas to do with his views than the fact that, 
according to his own showing, he is himself a 
pirate in common with ihe whole crew of the 
Alabama, it being requisite that a majority of 
both the erficers aud men oa a privateer be cifi 
zens of the State on whose behalf she roves the 
sea ; otherwise she is to be regarded and treated 

.s a piratical vessel.

was despatched only three minutes after the 
train which was to stop at that station, aud, of 
course, with the result of overtakiog the stop- 
ping train, and this is called an accident I Why, 
if it had been planned that the two trains should 
come into com act at Egham, the thing could 
not have been better arranged for the purpose.
As we have too often had occasion to observe, 
it is upon the strength of reliance upon signals 
that trains are run on the same line at short in­
tervals, a neck and neck race with death. It is 
always, indeed, assumed that signals are in­
fallible, and that there never can be error in 
making the signals, or in seeing aud understand­
ing them.

And sorry we are to find that Colonel Yol- 
land, of the Board of Trade, encourages this 
dangerous reliance so far as the electric tele­
graph is concerned. He told the court at the 
late inquest that he had no objection to inter­
vals of three minutes, or one minute between 
traira provided proper arrangements for keeping 
distance between them were made, meaning the 
system of notifying the road clear in advance from 
one station to another by telegraphic message.

To bring the question to a sure test, let us ask 
whether, when the Queen travels, trains are suf­
fered to-be on the same line three or four miles 
before or behind the Royal carriages ? On such 
au occasion would Uolonel Yollaud hold it im­
material at what intervals trains were started 
provided duo arrangements were made for the 
notification of danger ? By-the bye, we observe 
that there is a graduation of care aecordiug to 
rank, and that the same precautions are not 
taken for the safety of the Prince of Wales as for 
that of her Majesty, so that ou the Ascot day a 
train was run within four minutes of the Piince’s 
traiu,aud though the Pnuce’s was a fast train the- 
was an imprudence in the arrangement which 
would not have been hazarded in the case of the 
Queen

The verdict of the Coroner’s Inquest makes 
scape goats of the driver and fireman, while with 
glaring inconsistency and injustice it shows that 
the management was chiefly to blame. It was 
not the fault of the two men that the tender was 
run before the engine It was not their fault 
that the inter vais between the trains were so 
short. It was not their fault that they were not 
apprized that they were started on the heels of a 
train which was to stop at Egham, where they 
were not to stop. In fact, the lives of these men 
were jeopardized by thu acts of emission and 
commission of their employers.

The great catastrophe at Brighton is the near­
est parallel to the Egham collision, and in that 
case the Inquest found a verdict of manslaughter 
not against the drivers but the station-master, 
who had started the trains at dangerously abort 
intervals. The verdict was brutum fulmen, for 
no prosecution followed,, but at least it put the 
saddle on the right horse. If the men are put on 
their trial for manslaughter it must be merely as 
a matter of form, for their acquittal is certain.— 
London Examiner,

Remarkable DESiuccriON of Caterpillars in 
Orchards —That of our Traders who have either 
fruit tiens Iu their gardens, or who cultivate 
large orchards, wiil learn with much gratifica­
tion that a certain instrumentality of destruc­
tion to catapillars has been discovered. That 
Coal oil will case instant death to the pests has 
been proved beyond all doubt. On Baturday 
last a letter was received at the Loader oilier, 
for publication, from one of our subscribers, au 
extensive farmer in the Township of Clark, 
County of Durham, stating the fact that, a last 
resort to endeavor to destroy the caterpillars 
(which had almost taken entire possession of 
the trees in his orchard,) he experimented in 
coal oil. Complété success attended the experi­
ment. A bush of stiff feather was made, and 
portions of the trees smeared with the oil, in ad­
dition to placing a small quantity on the nests. 
Instant death ensued. The proprietor of tha 
the Leader at once tested the oil on his trees at 
Glengrove Farm, Yonge street, where the cata­
pillars had collected in thousands doing fearful 
damage. In a couple of hours a quart of it had 
cleared the orchard completely of catapillars. 
The dead lay around in all directions. The 
effect of the oil on the pests seemed miraculous ; 
there was no long delay to undergo, for one 
touch of the deadly substance to the nests spread 
desolation in all directions. This is is certainly 
a cheap remedy as well as a sure oue, aud all 
our subscribers who are trubled with caterpilars 
should adopt it.—Toronto header. ^

GRAND TRUNK REGULATIONS.

The following rules and regulations of the 
Grand Trunk Railway Company were put in by 
Mr. Bailey at the late inquest, and may be of 
some interest to our readers. They are the result 
of his experience as assistant-manager of the road 
under the successive management of Messrs. Bid­
der, Reitb, Shanley, and Brydges.

Several Cbi.dren Poisoned.— On Friday 
afternoon a number of children were badly pois­
oned in a very singular manner. The circum­
stance should not only warn those who use 
poisonous substances in the streets, but to those 
careless parents who permit their children to 
roam about the streets, and thus expose them to 
dangers against which their immature judgement 
cannot protect them. It appears that a grocer, 
or his clerk, in Bonaventure stree\, near the 
block known as Drummond’s building, threw a 
sheet of paper into the stseet, on which molases 
mixed with poison for flies had been spread. A 
number of children playing in the street rushed 
for the tempting bait, and it was soon divided 
among them, and each was eagerly enjoying 
the “ sweet licks of molasses ” utterly uncon­
scious of the deadly enemy concealed beneath. 
Such keen little appetites may readily be sup­
posed to have left hut little on the paper,-and 
the result was that all that partobk of the mo­
lasses became deadly sick. Medical aid, how­
ever, was called immediately and remedies at 
once applied, so that no fatal consequences have 
as yet resulted, although several of the children 
are still very sick.

The Burney Habeas CoRPUs.—The applica­
tion in this ease was postponed until this morn­
ing, when it will be made by Mr. Devlin who is 
prepared to give bail for the appearance of the 
prisoner to take his trial, at the appointed 
time.

Police Court.—Two oases of assault and 
battery were disposed of ; one, after trial, was 
dismissed with costs.

Mademoiselle Angele Hérault, was brought up 
by the High Constable, for keeping a bouse of 
iil-fame, and was fined $10 each, or one month.

Celina Faguault or Mrs. Faries for keeping a 
house of ill-fame, was fined $20 or two months. 
Seven of the inmates of her institution were 
fined $10 each, or pne month. Four men were 
arrested in the house and were fined $5 each, or 
one month,—as habitual frequenters ot a house 
of ill-fame.

The police have lately manifested great activity 
in this particular line of their business, with 
what effect oa the morals of the community re­
mains to be seen. From the fact, however, that 
the guilty immediately return to the practice of 
their infamous profession, after the payment of 
their fines imposed, but little moral improvement 
can be hoped for.

PE0VIH01AL HEWS.

THE CANADIAN COPPER MINES.
We find the following report, respecting the 

operations of the week in the copper mines of 
the Townships, in the columns of our contem­
porary the Sherbro..ke Freeman :

Ths Ascot Mine.—In the slopes in the forty- 
two feet level west good ore is feeing turned out.

The slopes east of Harvey’s shaft are still 
looking well, and producing large quantities of 
copper ore. The new shaft that is now sinking 
north-east of the present workings is progress­
ing favorably, and the vein improving in depth,
In the costeanings no alterations.

The Clark Mine—The No 1 shaft vein is 
six feet wide, and turning out largely of copper 
ore. The open workings north are still rich.
No. 4 shaft is improving a little. The adit 
level is progressing well.

The Suebbsookb Mine.—In the open cuttings 
that are made on the course of the veins splen­
did specimens of capper ore are extracted, and 
«oû/Ldiseoverias have been made, in “ue of 
whichTne Pag been 0Deï^^evSuteen feet 
wide, showing copper uw roe whole width -ppp 
mine looks well.

The Short Copper Mine.- -In sinking the shaft 
the vein is improving as it goes in depth, pro­
ducing some very fine specimens of copper ore 
from the foot wall of the shaft.

Noel Hill Mm —In tha costeanings the open­
ings on the veins have been favorable, and ths 
workmen are now following the course of the 
veins east and west, producing good specimens 
of yellow sulpburets of copper ore.

Lknnoxvillb Mine.—Material change for the 
better has been made at this mine within the 
last few days, some good copper ore having been 
discovered m the sinking of the shaft, and at 
present the vein is large and promising

Wilson Mine is looking remarkably well, 
having a large and rich vein of copper ore, 
which is turning out well.

St. Francis Mine.—This miue is looking ex 
ceediogly well, having a good vein in the shaft 
of from four to five feet wide, and turning out 
well.

St. Flavien Mines are looking j nst the same 
as when last reported on.

Chester Mins—This miue is situated in 
Chester West, being the property of L.L. Yiger, 
M.P.P., and now worked by a Montreal company.
It comprises about 275 acres on the Craig's road, 
and on an elevated region of conntry, being 
fifteen miles east from Arthabaska Station, on 
the Grand Trunk Road, with a good road 
through the district. The company commenced 
operations on the 1st May last, and have now 
nine extensive openings made, showing in each 
large and rich veins of copper ore, averaging 
from two to eight feet wide^bemg the yellow 
sulpburets and variegated copper ore, with green 
carbonates attached.

Firs in the Woods,—Says tha Napanee 
Leader :—“ A fire is raging in tha woods of Er- 
nestown, destroying hundreds of acres of timber, 
fences, grain, &c. How the fire caught is not 
known, but it is supnosed to have been caused 
by parties summer-fallowing. Mr. N. Hicks’ 
loss in the 5th con. is about $200. In the 7th,
8 th and 9 th cons. Messrs. Storms, Parrott, Hart­
man, and several others had a large amount of 
property destroyed. So far as. we have learned 
the damage will not fall short of four thousand 
dollars. The fire is extending through Portland 
in the direction of the farm of Dennis Lake, Esq 
Had it not rained on Sunday the fire would in 
all probability have extended for miles in every 
direction.”

New Branch Line.—We understand that the 
the Great Western Railway Company are vigo 
rously prosecuting a survey for a Branch Line 
from Harrisburg to Brantford. The distance be­
tween the two points is only about seven miles, 
and the expense of construction will be very 
trifling in comparison with the advantages to be 
obtained. This branch will giye Brantford and 
the district iyirg beyond an expeditions outlet 
to the East, bring Hamilton into close communi­
cation with that growing town, and supply the 
facilities for commerce between Hamilton and 
Brantford so long desired by both.

A Diver of Antiquarian Tastes.—We learn 
from Sorel, that a blacksmith n^med Moise 
Champagne has procured a diver’s apparatus, 
with which he intends Jo sp’tfhh the bottom ot 
Canadian rivers. He has begun his operations 
opposite to the wharf at Borel, and has met 
with much success. Amongst other things he 
has obtain d two fine mortars in brass, with 
their carriages, in a perfect state of preservation. 
They bear the British arms, aud bear date from 
the reign ot Geirge the II. Cn Thursday af­
ternoon last, he found, iu the same spot, an im­
mense gun, full of .eapBPiI halLj and ten and a 
bait ieet in length. There is a tradition that, 
in 1812, a gunboat was sunk near that place 
This blacksmith bids fair to become the most 
successful antiquarian in Canada, since very 
much of the early history of the Province was 
enacted on its rivers.

Fatal Accident.__A young man named Da­
vid Labonte, belonging to the township of Wick­
ham, was accidentally killed in the Township of 
Simpson, District of Arthabaeka, on Saturday 
last, by the fall of a tree which he was cutting 
down.

THE EGHAM RAILWAY COLLISION.

The Status of Captain Skmmks.—The Tri­
bune has the following article to show that this 
bold freebooter is a pirate according to his own 
doctrines. There may be a question, however, 
how far its assumed facts are real ones as to the 
character of the Alabama’s crew.

It is known that Oapt. Semmes, late of the 
Alabama, is an author, having written a book 
entitlgd “Service Afloat aud Ashore,” which was 
published in 1851, but is now out of print. It 
narrates a portion of the servi,ces rendered by 
our Navy during the Mexican war, in which tihe 
author was a junior officer. Duripg the war 
Mexico attempted to organize a system of 
privateering which was not attended with 
succegs. This ia made the subject of some re­
marks in the volume, condemning the resort to 
privateering as baibarous at beat, and in cases 
where the vessel's crew, or at least a majority of 
it, are notèomt fide citizens, as piratical! We, 
copy from pages eighty, eighty one and 82 of thi 
work,

The verdict upon the fatal collision at Egham, 
is manslaughter against the driver and fireman, 
accompanied with this censure on the manage­
ment :

“We find Thomas Lee, the engine-driver, and 
John L. Trainer, the fireman of the second train 
guilty of manslaughter in having caused the 
deaths of Robert Wilki0! Hall, William
Winfield, John Coppajd, and Joseph Olegg ; and 
the jury consider that these persons were labour­
ing under great disadvantages, owing to the 
general mismanagement of the railway company 
especially in the fallowing particulars :—Firstly, 
in having no turntable at Ascot. The trains' 
were therefore driven so as to return tender fore­
most, thereby preventing any communication be­
ing established between the guard and the 
engine driver. Secondly, by their not using 
telegraphic communication from station to 
station'. ‘Thirdly, in stapling the two trains at 
only five minutes’ interval, and in not giving in­
structions to the drivers and guards that the 
first of the two trains wouldstop at Egham, and 
the second at Staines.”

Undoubtedly, runniug the tender in front of 
the engine is dangerous, because it cuts off the 
communication between the guard and the

d/ Gama Marcbado, a gentleman of ihe chamber 
<p the King of Portugal, and a titular councilor 
Dl the Portuguese Embassy. He kept horses 
and carriages, and livery servants, subscrib'd 
to numerous charities, conducted himself in 
society just like any other well bred man. and 
spent the income of his large fortune with as 
much prudence and circumspection as liberality.
This gentleman died oa 9th June, 1861, at the 
age if 87, leaving behind him no less than 
seventy-one testamentary papers and codicils, 
the valiaity of which is now disputed by the 
next of kin on the ground that the testator was 
not of sound miud. The arguments of the 
counsel which contend that Commander "Mar- 
chado was insane, are drawn mainly from the 
lencr of the testamentary papers themselves, and 
from the contents of an essay written by him 
many years ago, entitled, “ The Theory of Re- 
semblances.” These papers extend over a long 
series of years—from 1823 to 1861—and the al­
legation cf the next of kin is that the testator 
was ali the while a monomaniac, dominated by 
what, in French jurisprudence, is called ‘ a fixed 
idea.” Subjoined are translations of semj of 
the most remarkable of these documents :— 

“January 1, j.823.—I, the undersigned, being 
in the present enjoyment of all my faculties, but 
fearing to lose them by reason of illness, do or­
dain tha" my person shall be confided to the care 
of Susan Difcdin, my faithful companion, and 
that the sum of 3006 fr. be paid to her every 
month by my banker. Huch is my will, written 
with my own hand.”

It is curious that so long ago as 38 years be­
fore his death he should have made a solemn 
affirmation of the soundness of his mind, and at 
■the same time expressed a tear that illness might 
deprive him of his faculties. The next seleciion 
from the 71 papers is the following :

“September 1, 1833.—I bequeath to M. Lessen 
my George’s microscope, all mvjreæfiî.af ’ertay 
own work, which are to he sent to Lisbon. The 
portrait of Porta and my own portrait, painted 
by Seguiera, are also to be sent to Lisbon. I de­
sire that tay collection of heads, illustrating the 
doctrine of Gall, the stag, dogs, and horses, the 
works relating to this doctrine, my stuffed birds, 
the plates of my work, with the original draw­
ings, and the cage of my working birds, a monu­
ment of intelligence and industry, may remain in 
my family, as if they had been a part of the fief 
of my father. I make the same disposition cf 
my cameos from M. do Souza. It was from 
these materials that I composed my Theory ot 
Resemblances, and they led me to the important 
discovery of colours iu the study of natural scien­
ces. I bequeath to the Royal Athor.æum, of 
Paris, a sum of i0,000f., the interest of which is 
to be given to a professor of natural history, who 
will explain the influence of the colour aud marks 
on the skin upon the character of animals. 
Four lessens, at 60f. each will suffice. I desire 
that my body may be kept as long as possible, 
and put in a leaden coffin. My body is to bs 
taken straight to the Pere la Ohase Cemetery. 
The least possible money is to be spent on the 
funerai (a useless expenditure of vanity). The 
model of my tomb is to he that which I made 
for my starling ; this bird, being embalmed, its 
body will be laid with mine. The model 
of my tomb is to be sent to Lisbon. My horses 
are to follow my hearse without being made to 
drag my carriage. My valet will carry in a 
cage one of my favourite birds. I particularly 
prohibit ths invitation of anyone whatsoever to 
my funeral. My servants will accompany my 
body to the grave ; that will be a last testimo­
ny of gratitude on their part for all the good 
that 1 have done them.

“June 12, 1838—My birds are to be looked 
after by women and not by men. These women 
are to be selected from a province known to 
produce benevolent persons. Care must be 
taken to feel their heads above the ear, to see 
that the part is quite smooth ; the lower part 
of the head should be well developed, and the 
form obiong. A young professor shall be 
attached to the Athenæum; prizes shall be given 
annually for essays upon humon resemblances, 
and upon the importance of colour in the organic 
kingdom.

“ April 15, 1845. — Regulations for my 
Burial. I ordain, or to speak more correctly, 
since my domestic government will be brought 
to an end by my death, I earnestly request that 
my funeral may be conducted in the following 
manner : I shell be buried at three in tbe after­
noon, at the hour when the rooks of the Louvre 
are in the habit of coming to my house to get 
their dinner, and only the people in my house 
will follow the hearse to Pere la Chaise. The 
heargs will be modelled upon that sketched iu 
my ante-room ( the funeral of the poor. ) Six 
simple mourning carriages, 20 chiluren of the 
Society ot St. Nicholas,, and 20 of the Society of 
the Christian Schools, will follow ; each child 
is to receive 20 francs. I have been a member 
of both these societies ever sinee I have resided 
iu France. My body is to be embalmed by Dr. 
Suguot, who will be paid 500f. tor doing it.

“ March 24, 1854.—1 bequeath to the Society 
for the protection of Animals a sum of 20,000f, 
the interest of which is to be applied in the fol­
lowing manner :—An annual sum of 500f, to 
be given to a sergeant de ville, or any other 
person, who is to stand at the end of thé bridge 
des Saintz Peres, just opposite my windows, 
with a placard upon his hat, on which shall be 
written ‘Society for the Protection of Animals 
J. J. Da Gama Marcbado.’ His duty will be to 
prevent cart drivers and cabmen from ill-treat» 
ing their horses. His hours of duty will he from 
twelve to six. The remaining 500f. ii to be 
divided imo two parfs, aud given as a prize 
from the author of the ‘Theory of Resemblances’ 
to those coachmen who may bring their horses 
into the stable without whipping them as is too 
much the custom.’’

The Tribunal of First Instance held that the 
•testator was of soqnd mjad, and that mainly 
on the grounds expressed in the fdliowihg elausr 
of their judgment: “Considering that although 
in the work published by the testator, uiider the 
title of ‘Theory of Resemblaness,’ there are ma­
ny scientific heresies, and although he deduces 
from his system many false, sceptical, material­
ist, and even athestical consequences, and al­
though his style is not aaways eerregt or cohe­
rent, the only conclusion to be drawn from 
these circumstances is that Commander Mar- 
chado was neither a savant, nor a moralist, nor 
a scjiojar ; but it is impossible to go further, and 
to hold that be was incapable of making a will.” 
The tribunal accordingly held all the testamen­
tary papers to be established, subject only to tfee 
question how far some of them might be" reyojs;- 
ed by pthers of subséquent date. to. rienard, 
the eminent counsel, who was President of the 
Legislative Assembly in 184), contends for the 
appellants that the papers show on the face of 
them a disordered state of mind.
