Mrs. Gilbert Ferrabee, 4652 Sher-

brooke street, west, a pioneer
worker in the Women's Auxiliary

of the Anglican Church of Canada
died July 26 in Montreal General
Hospital. She was 86.
Mrs. Ferrabee, the former Mary

Partridge, was born in Rothsay,
N.B., eldest daughter of the late
Very Rev. Francis Partridge, for-
mer dean of the Cathedral at
Fredericton, N. B.

She received her early educa-
tion in Boston, and later was one

of the first pupils at Edgehill
School for Girls, at Windsor, N.S.
Mrs. Ferrabee endowed a medal,
given annually to the best aca-
demic student, to the Edgehill
School.
Mrs. Ferrabee moved to Mont-

real in 1900, where she married the
late Gilbert Ferrabee one year

later.

She took an early interest in the
missionary work of the Anglican

Church in Canada, culminating in
ber election as president of the
Dominion W.A. in 1925,
For more than 11 years Mrs.

Ferrabee travelled throughout Can-
ada as president, several times
moving across the Arctic Circle to
church mission outposts.

Even after she relinquished the
post of president, she took a lively
interest in the work of the W.A.
At the time of her death she

was honorary vice-president of the
W.A. of the Anglican Church.
Her husband pre-deceased her

in 1941. She is survived by two
sons, Francis G. and H. Gilbert,

children and seven great-grand-
children.
Funeral was held privately at

2 p.m. on Friday, July 28, from the

A visit to Weredale House boys
in their summer camp on a lake

A recent hot day struck me as a good one to visit Camp Weredale on Lac L'Achi-
gan. 1 called George Brugman, assistant secretary of Weredale House, and we headed
north.

We left the paved road and hit the dirt along Lac L’Achigan. Mr. Brugman
waved at a yellow farmhouse, “That's Tommy Beauchamp’s house there on your left.
Tommy built Camp Weredale and then he worked as camp maintenance man until
he died several years ago.

‘His son, Rene. is in charge

of maintenance now. Rene has

worked at the camp since he
was 12. He takes care of our

water supply, clears the snow

off the roofs in winter and

opens up the camp for us each
spring.

“You'll meet Rene when we

get up to camp. Incidentally,
we bought the original camp

site from Tommy Beauchamp’s
uncle, Baptiste Beauchamp,
back in 1933.

He drove through the orange
and black wood framed camp
entrance. ‘Hold on,” he cau-
tioned as we traversed two

hills. “That first hill was Lulu

and the second one Little Lulu.
The boys named the hills be-
cause they're both lulus.”

Beyond the ball fields and
tennis courts was the camp.
We pulled into an open ga-
rage and went into the ad-
joining cottage to meet Mrs.
M. Craig. Her picture window

displayed a view four and a
half miles down the lake.

Mr. Brugman showed me.
“We own from one point to

the other. We have a mile of
lakefront, 265 acres altogether.
We bought up behind the camp
to keep people from moving
too close and endangering our
water supply. We have run-

ning water throughout the

camp.
“Westmount Rotary Club

paid for the original campsite.

Then, members of our Board
of Governors each gave a hut
to the boys. .

Mrs. Craig added, “Mr. A. F.

Martin gave the money to

build my cottage. He told me,

you can’t stay there for three

months each summer without

a place to live. Before that 1

slept in the office with the
camp director's wife.

When old boys visit
“I have room here to put

up any of the old boys and
their wives who come up to
visit me. They're always pop-
ping in and out of here. To
many of the boys 1 am their

mother.”
Norman Kneeland. camp di-

rector, gave us a guided tour.
Mr. Kneeland, who is vice-
principal at Northmount high
school the rest of the year,
started as a counselor at Camp
Weredale when he was 14. His
father, who was principal at

Connaught school, taught at

night at Weredale House for
25 years.
From the dining hall porch

I counted nine boys in a 20
foot sailboat. A blond coun-
selor painted a dingby nearby.

1 discovered the camp owns 12
canoes, four sailboats and 14
rowboats.

In the screened dining hall,
Mr. Brugman told me, “Mr.
McAdam carved the wooden

chairs and the totem poles,

Each of the tables is named for
an Indian tribe. the same as
given to the boys’ cabins, Al-
gonquins, Blackfeets, Cayugas,

Dacotahs, Eries, Foxes, Gua-
ranis, Hurons, Iroquois, Jibe-
ways, Kiowas and Lagunas.
The same boys eat and sleep
together.
He went on, “The moose-

head over the fireplace came

from the CPR. We got the

deerhead from an old boy. A
16-year-old boy painted the
pictures of the lake and the
playground.

“The letters on the bulletin
board by the door are twigs.
Any boy who finds a twig in

the shape of a letter and
brings it in gets a bar of cho-
colate.”

Mrs. Craig introduced me to

the cook, Narcisse Boucher, at
Camp Weredale for his second
year. “He takes a personal in-

terest in the boys.” -

She led me into the kitchen,
“This is where 1 stand and
serve food to the boys at each

meal. Over here is the baking
table Mr. Brugman made in
the school shop.

She showed me the pantries
with refrigerators, freezer,
grocery lists and supplies. “We
start out at the beginning of
the summer with $1,200 worth
of groceries. Then we get milk
delivered every day, meat

twice a week and bread three
times a week. We have a
standing meat order of 75
pounds of chopped chuck, 35
ham steaks, five pounds of
sait pork, 50 pounds of boned
rolled rib roast, 35 pork chops,
20 pounds of bologna, 18
pounds of bacon and a box of
weiners.

“For sandwiches we have
canned meats such as tongue,

veal, ham and pate foie gras,
peanut butter, sliced cheese,
marmalade, jams and caramel
butter.”
When we first drove up, the

boys were lined up outside the
dining hall. Now, 1 found out
why. M. Kneeland showed me
the candy and ice cream store
under the porch.

“We open up every day to
sell candy and ice cream to
the boys. They each have a

credit card. They're allowed

to spend 5¢ a day on candy
and on Sundays a dime. Hut
leaders can spend 10c daily on
candy.
“The boys who get no mon-

ey from their parents and
can’t earn any are started with
a dollar and get 50c a week
after that.”

Boys eat ice cream
Mr. Kneeland opened the

ice cream container. It was
nearly empty. “The ice cream

man comes twice a week. To-

morrow, I'll get 24 dozen re-

vels, popsicles and fudgci-

cles. We average about 40

dozen a week, plus we treat
the boys to 12 dozen for Sun-
day dessert.”
Next was the clothing-sup-

ply room. “That stuff has to
be mended and cleaned. Over
here are the life jackets and

play equipment, soccer, volley
ball, baseball and what have

you. I want to ask Mr. Brug-

man to bring us up some more

running shoes, jackets and
sweaters.”

In the maintenance work-

shop, I met Joseph Leach, sec-
ond in command at camp, and
Rene Beauchamp. Mr. Leach
explained the tools as being,
“given to us by businessmen
who made toys for children in
one of the Montreal police sta-
tions. When they had to give
up their quarters, we got the
equipment.”

Working on a canoe dam-
aged during a windstorm were
brothers, eight-year residents
of Weredale. Michael True-
man, third year McGill mech-
anical engineering student,
teaches sailing. Richard, who

is an 11th grader at Westmount
high school, is swim instruc-
tor,

We walked as far as the in-
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cinerator, past the visitors’
toilets, the boys’ shower house

and the concrete storage house

for inflammables.

Digging for worms
In the niche of an upturned

tree trunk and a grey rock was

an 11 year old boy with a bucket
and shovel, digging for worms,

His face lit up when he saw Mr.

Brugman.

“I've gained weight since I've

been here, sir,” he told him.
Mr. Brugman explained, ''He

couldn't gain weight at home,

what with the alcohol and the

fighting. And did you notice,

he smiled? For a while he
couldn't.”

In the office Mr. Kneeland ex-
plained the PA system. ‘We

have loudspeakers in each
cabin, in the dining room and
facing out on the lake for mes-

sages and announcements,
Sometimes, the counselors put

on a disk jockey show.”

Next were the schedules on

the wall. ‘Every morning we

instruct the boys in swimming,

water safety, sailing, canoeing,
boating, shooting and handi-

crafts. We divide them into
eight groups according to abil-

ity. At the end of the summer
the boys who do well get shields.

“We keep busy the rest of

the day too. Sometimes we'll
have an auction, sometimes a

split campfire. Sundays, we'll
sing hymns and then watch tele-
vision. Saturday nights we

watch a movie. Twice a month

we have Indian Council meet-

ings.”
Nurse Mary Dewar was re-

laxing on the hospital porch
when we arived to inspect.

“Things are pretty slow around
here,” she said. ‘I get the

usual cuts and bruises and boys

who are getting cod liver oil
and vitamins but I've only had

one slightly sick boy this sea-

son.”

Miss Dewar told me she

started with the camp ten sum-

mers ago and stayed on with

Weredale House for the winter.

The boys’ huts were next.

There were 12, each with 10
bunks. Each hut had three
screened windows and a screen-

ed door. Behind the huts were

stanchion-like affairs where the

boys washed and brushed their

teeth,
A few steps more and we

reached the recreation hall. A
library was at one end with a

wall of floor-to-ceiling built-in

bookcases. Another wall of the
library had equipment for pro-

jecting movies into the hall. The
hall, like the other buildings of
British Columbia fir, was built
in 1940. At one end was a stone
fireplace and at the other a
stage.
Mr. Kneeland explained, ‘We

use the stage for amateur shows
as well as for the movie screen.
Then we have a television set
which we keep locked up when
not in use.”
‘‘Some of the counselors sleep

in rooms off the hall.’ He con-
tinued, ‘We have eight senior

counselors. Beside me, they are

Mr. Leach, the two Treuman
boys, Duncan McMillan, Charles
Howes, Brian Robinson and
Peter Grier.

something much more precious; so

we should be even more alert to

take any opportunity to buy up

bargains. For the Christian is not
only a pilgrim on the way of life,
and a soldier engaged in a never
ending warfare; he is a salesman

offering the Gospel, ‘‘without
money and without price,” and
a merchant seeking goodly pearls,
and he is under ‘an obligation to
let no opportunity slip.

This applies to every member of
the Church. Some people labor un-

der the delusion that the whole

of the Church's work is done by the
clergy. There could not be a more

disastrous mistake. The church is

made up of laity and clergy and
each has his part to play in the
pwhole work. (I suggested a paren-
thesis to add to our text — ‘‘accord-

ing to your particular gift."’)

It is not only the clergy who
preach the Gospel by their word

and example; the laity also preach.
They bear witness in their office

or factory or store or farm to the
fact that they are directed by their
faith in God no less than the clergy.

In fact, some men have deliber-

ately adopted secular callings to
further the Gospel. Many years ago
Steven Borup was a student in a
theological college in Montreal. He

felt the call to go to Central Afri-

ca, but he went not as a missionary
but as an engineer and he taught
the Baganda to make brick so that
they could build a cathedral which

the white ants could not eat down.

F. A. Peter is doing the same
sort of thing in Pakistan. He is

showing the villagers how to drill

artesian wells, and is turning sand

and jungle into fruitful fields. The
result is that the Pakistani Govern-

ment has asked the Churches to
build and staff 24 schools in that
purely Moslem country.

Westmount is just as expensive as
a parking lot. He told the court
Imperial Tobacco where he works
hes plenty of parking space, unless
you get in late. It cost him $2.

Another parker came out ahead.
He has been using Tupper street
since June 19 as a parking lot. He
garnered five tickets from June 19
to Sunday when he went to pick
up his car and found it missing.

He thought it was stolen but it
was just that the police were get-
ting a little discouraged by his

disregard for the law against park-
ing for more than four hours on
the streets of Westmount. i

He told the judge ‘‘I didn’t know
parking was limited so I just left
the car there except when I needed
it. Sometimes I left it for as long

as six days.”

A fellow who took fifteen minutes
to deliver furniture while parked
in a no parking area paid $2. He
told the court he had to carry the
furniture in two sections up two

flights of stairs.

Then there was the character

This brings to mind an experi-
ence I had a few years ago at a
flying exhibition in Ontario. Be-

sides stunting, formation flying,

etc., we were to carry chutists up
