The word leprosy
sounds very alarming, but it isused to
oover & number of diseases varying in
character, in contagiousness, and in dan-

The cases which Dr. Fulton dis
imagines he discovered,

not be of a very con-
tagious type. or they would not have ex-
isted for years without multiplying. That
ey were not of an incurable type is evi-

denced by the fact that Dr. Fulton cured
them. There is just another grain of com-
fort in the reflection that as the doctor
never saw a case of leprosy before, it is just
possible, at least barely possible, that he
may have been mistaken in his diagnosis.

Rifle associations do much to encourage
promising shots, but these are but a small
pereantage af the whole, and what is re-
quired is not a few sharpshooters in a
regiment, but that each and every man
shall be at least tolerably well ac
quainted with the use of the ritu.
Judging distance practice is also an
important part of a soldier's - drill,
and it 1s entirely neglected. Brigade
