PROVINGIAL PARLIAMENT,

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

Friday, July 2, 1858.

The Speaker took the chair at three o’clock,

DOUBLE  SITTINGS.

Mr. J. A. MACDONALD moved that, after
Saturday next, this House do meet for the re-
mainder of the session at ten'o’clock in the
forenoon, and adjourn at one o'clock in the
atternoon, and that another sitting [as if on
another day] be held on the same day, to com-
mence at three o’clock in the afternoon, but
that the Sessional Orders relating to the de-
scription and order of business for each day of
the week, do apply to both sittings as being on
the same day. He said it was the intention of
the Government to follow this up with a mo-
tion allowing ‘Committees to sit while the
House was in session.

Mr. BROWN said he hoped this would be
voted down. It was an attempt to get rid of
the Committee on Public Accounts.

Mr. CARTIER said in 1848 the Committees
had been treated in a similar way, to the great
advantage of business. Twice as much busi-
ness would be done under the system proposed
as under the existing one.

Mr. FOLEY said the resolution would pre-
vent the members of committees from doing

-their duty eitherin committees or in the House.

It appeared to be a scheme of the Government
to prevent members from doing the duties the
law imposed upon them. Moreover, he said it
would retard instead of expediting the public
business. The Government were now trying
to bring the session to a close without passing
any of the measures they had themselves de-
clared to be of importance to the country.
Where was the Jury Law? It was thrown
agide.

Mr. SMITH—No, no, certainly not.

Mr. FOLEY thought it was. The nsury bill,
the municipal bill, and their other measures
were all left aside. The country was rapidly
becoming unanimous in perceiving this. Even
the conservative press of the country saw it
now, and the journal to which gentlemen op-
posite had once referred to with such pride,
condemned their want of policy as firmly as any.
They would find their rotten bark driven on the
shoals by the gales which would arise before
the end of the session. He, however, exhorted
the independent members of the House to take
up these questions since the Government had
neglected them.

Mr. DUFRESNE said members could not sit
both day and night, and some had other busi-
ness than that of attending the House. At the
present time many committees were sitting, and
it was hardly right to interfere with their
duties. As for himself he would not like to
have the responsibility of what passed in the
committee room and the House too.

Mr. CIMON thought it would be a great error
to dissolve Parliament without having the re-
port of the Committee on Public A ccounts. He
was tired of the session, but would rather sit
ten more than go back to his constituents and
tell them he knew nothing of the finances of the
country.

Mr. SICOTTE said this was by no means the
intention of the Government. The arrangement
proposed by the Administration would enable
the Committee tositand conclude their investi-
gation. He, however, hinted at the necessity
of allowing to the members of the Government
time to examine the administration of their de-
partments, as well as to the members of the
House time to recruit their energies after a four
month’s session: The budget was, of course,
the most important thing before the House.
Ample time would be given for its discussion,
as well as for thatof other important measures,
by the adoption of the resolution of the Attorney
General West. The Government had no inten-
tion to prorogue the House until opportunity
had been given for pronouncing an opinion up-
on all important bills brought down.

Mr. DUBORD said the accounts in the Public
Works Department were shamefully kept. He
had, however, possessed himself of an account
current, by means of which he had been able to
investigate the items of expenditure in behalf of
a certain man. He found fault with the head
clerk of the office, Mr. Begly, who had bolted,
instead of coming before the Committee of
Public Accounts, and said he could not find the
papers which gave an account of the expendi-
ture of £12,000! He would prove that the
lighthouses’ had cost 60 per cent more than ne-
cessary. After some further remarks, Mr. Du-
bord was called to order.

Mr. FERRES said the summons sent to Mr.
Begly had not reached him until after he had
come back from the Lower Province. He had
teceived it on Monday—Tuesday was a holiday
—and on Wednesday he had appeared before the
Committee.

Mr. ALLEYN said no opinion ought to be
passed before hearing both sides.

Mr. DORION thought it would be unjust to
deprive the members of committees of the pri-
vilege of hearing the debates in the House.

Mr. LANGEVIN supported the resolution.

Mr. CAUCHON opposed it.

Mr. LORANGER spoke of the waste of time
that had already occurred, and of its determina-
tion to prevent it, if possble, in future.

Mr. CAUCHON said Mr. Cartier had appear-
ed as counsel before an election committee—
that in the County of Quebec election.

Mr. CARTIER denied the assertion.

Mr. LORANGER continued to advocate the
resolution.

Mr. BELLINGHAM said it was their duty to
remain in session until the business was con—
cluded. What would the public think if they
were to adjourn before the Committee on Pub-
lid Accounts and the Election Committees re-
ported ? They would kelieve it was their de-
sire to stifle the important inquiries intrusted
to these committees.

Mr. DESAULNIERS would recommend a
double sitting on Monday, Thursday and Fri-
day, and moved an amendment in accordance
with this suggestion, seconded by Major Camp-
bell.

In amendment to this,

Mr. FOLEY moved that it is inexpedient to
make any change until the Committee of Pub-
lic Accounts shall have made turther progress
in their important investigation.

Mr. PICHE replied to the Provincial Secre-~
tary.

Mr. HOGAN said the motion would prevent
the Committee on Public Accounts from mak-
ing a report. It would prevent investigation
on points the most important, which had en-
gaged the attention of the House for years.

Dr. DORLAND spoke to the same effect.

At five minutes to six o’clock members were
called in, and a division taken on Mr. Foley’s
amendment, which was lost — yeas, 45 ;
nays, 68. )

After the recess,

Mr. MACKENZIE said it was a great mis-
take to sit up late at nights as was the custom.
He was about to move in amendment, there-
fore, that the Speaker do leave the chair here-
after at eleven o’clock.

Attorney-General MACDONALD thought it
would not, on any ground, be expedient to con-
fine the house to such an hour. The Ministry
would accept the suggestion of Mr. Desaulniers
and consent that there should be a double sit-
ting on Tuesday, Thursday and Friday.

Mr. BROWN said the intention was to
smother the Committee on Public Accounts.

Mr. ROBLIN said the Government had
nothing to gain by smothering the Committee
—on the contrary they had everything to gain
from having the truth'fully brought out.

After some further observatious from Mr. J.
S. MACDONALD,

Mr. MACKENZIE'S amendment was then
withdrawn.

Mr. DESAULNIER’S amendment was then
carried by 64 to 39.

Mr. FOLEY then remarked that, as the
amendment was pretty much the same thing as
the original motion, he would move that its
operation be deferred for a week., This would
give the Committee on Public Accounts time
to finish the investigation now going on, and
possibly to make an ad interim report. As ac-
cusations involving the capacity and charac-
ter of the Inspector General were now under
discussion, the Government ought to be anxious
to allow the proceedings of the committee to
terminate.

Attorney General MACDONALD said he ob-
jected to this, as it would be a reversal of the
previous vote. 2

Mr. SICOTTE might add that Saturdays
would be given to third readings of private
bills.

After some further debate,

Mr. FOLEY’S motion was rejected by 66 to
41.

The main motion, as amended, was then car-
ried.

RETURN.
The PROVINCIAL SECRETARY laid on the
table, copies of papers relating to the contract
for carrying the mail from Longueil to Centre
Ceur.
PUBLIC ACCOUNTS.

Mr. FOLEY laid on the table the proceedings
of the committee on Public Accounts, to-day
and yesterday. : i

COMMITTER OF SUPPLY. i

The House resumed the consideration of the re-
port of the committee of supply. The first item
was—*‘the maintainance of sixteen troops of cav-
alry, each ten days drill, $17,664

Mr. DORION proposed in amendment that the
following words be added to the resolution—

“But that it is the opinion of this House, that the
payment of volunteer corps ought to be discon-
tinued after the present year.”

Major: CAMPBELL observed that the law!ter-
minated after next session.

Mr. DUNKIN said the effect of the adoption of
the amendment should be to sultify themselves.
It was nonsense to talk of having an unpaid mil-
itia:

Mr. BROWN said the house would cee clearly
that if a'system of economy was really to com-
mence, it should commence, here, at once.

Attorney. General MACDONALD. called the
attention-of the House to the Militia Act, whose
provisiong'musf be carried, unless it were finally
repealed.

Mr.MACKENZIE moved in amendment that,
in the present impoverished state of the conntry
money scarce, provisions dear, taxation on the
necessaries of life unusually high, it is expedient
to-discontinue the payment of the clerks, the
storekeepesr, the sixteen troops of cavalry, and
the field batteries of artillery.

Mr. NOTMAN said he had taken a great deal
of interest in the militia service, and should not
like to see it dispensed with. He belonged to
the active force, but he had not joined it in the
hope of making profit. Indeed, he had expended
a great deal out of his private means. He wish-
ed the sérvice to be purely volunteers, and should
therefore, the motion.

M PICHE thought it would be ‘well to give
notice that, after the present year, the salaries of
all these militia officers should cease. There
would be no injustice in this, as there might be

in having these salaries ceased directly. (Hear,

hear.)

Mr. DALY was glad to find there was at least
one hon. gentleman opposite who saw the neces-
sity of maintaining a militia. In New York $150,-
000 were raised by direct taxation for the support
of the active militia and the force was paid $2 per
diem for every day’s drill. Plans were suggested
there for increasing the militia. - In view of this,
there should be no hesitation 'in countenancing
the small outlay demanded here. There was a
necessity too for an active force just now, if gen-
tlemen opposite meant what they said; and were
prepared to sieze the treasury benches by physi-
cal force. Laughter and hear, hear.

Mr. McGEE understood that certain sugges-
tiong had been made to the Solictor General
Hast from the militia of Montreal, for presentation
to the House.

Solictor General ROSE said the hon. member
quite mistoolk the object and purport of the sug-
gestions.

Mr. FOLEY said the U. S. Government were
reducing their staff of revenue officers.

Mr. CAYLEY was understood to say that
Canada was taking a similiar course.

The division on the amendment of Mr. Dorion,
resuted in its being lost by 62 to 54.

Mr, HOGAN. moved that it was inexpedient, in
the depressed state of every interest of the coun-
try to appropriate $17,664 for 10 day’s drill of
sixteen troops of Cavalry, and that one day’s
drill be provided for instead of ten.

Mr. GOWAN said this and other items had
been amply discussed in committee, and these
amendments were only made for partizan pur-
poses, and in order to obstruct the business.

Mr. MACKENZIE called the hon. member to
order. * It was improper to impute such motives
to gentiemen who felt it to their duty to oppose
these items.

Mr. GOWAN went on to say that the course
of the opposition was contrary to precedent,
either in this House or in the House of Commons.
Our militia was the most inex¢ensive of any mili-
tary force on this continent or in Europe.

Mr. PATRICK said the member for North
Grenville might prate about his “independence,”
but it was well known to every one in the House
and in the country that there was not a more de-
cided partisan and serville * hanger-on” than
him. (Hear.

Mr. MACDOUGALL showed the necessity
which existed for retrenchment in the civil and
military service. There was no item in which a
saving could be bette: effected than in that for
the militia.

Mr. ROBINSON said if expense was to be
saved, they should begin with themselves, by
talking less. The militia was too valuable to be
reduced or to be broken np.

Mr. FOLEY appreciated the srvices of the
militia as highly as any hon. gentleman. = But
such an organizationas the present was not nec-
eggary. Under the old arrangement they Lad as
efficient and brave a body of military as was pos-
sessed in any other country in the world. ln re-
gard to the charge of ‘‘factiousness” he begged
to remind the House that they were only follow-
ing out the course suggested by the Attorney
General West. When in Committze on these
items, they were told by that hon. gentleman
that the time to speak and propose amendments
was when the Speaker was in chair. He referred
to the satisfaction which the conduct of the op-
position had given to the people of Upper Cana-
da in resisting the Government. Many of them
had eceived letters from constituents, who had
not voted for them, commending them for the
bold stand they had made in support of the
rights of Upper Canadians against Lower Cana-
da dominion and tyranny.

Mr. BEAUHIEN said the militia was not sus-
tained by the Province, but by special fundas
given for the purpose by the imperial authorities.
He therefore thought no objection ought to be
made to the supplies for this object. He said
that the militia were needed, as certain events
even in Toronto bad proved.

Mr. CHAPAIS thought we ought to be proud
that England had conferred on us the right of
defending ourselves. (Hear.) We ought to or-
ganize ourselves as a people, as a nation, and
this must cost us something. He regarded the
efforts of the opposition to do away with militia
expenditure as a means merely of embarrassing
the Goverement, a course unworthy of encour-
agement. i

The amendment wag lost on a divisiou.

The main motion was then carried by 61 to 39.

At ‘twelve o'clock Mr. PICHE moved the
adjournment of the House.

After some discussion the motion was with-
drawn,

One or two other items having been passsed,
a division was taken on that of $37,640 for the
maintenance of ten companies of riflemen, fifty
men, ten days’ drill each—maintenance of twen-
ty-eight do., seventy do.,—and maintenance of
twelve do., eighty-two do.—VYeas 57; Nays 37.

On the gross sum for the militia department
$102,968,

Mr. MACKENZIE moved that the item should
be allowed provided no part of it should be paid
out of the proceeds of the taxes now levied on
tea and sugar.

The amendment was lost—Yeas 9; Nays 67.

On the item of $3,200, salary of the Speaker
of the Legislative Council,

Mr. MACKENZIE moved, in amendment, that
the following words be added to the resolution
—*“ provided that all enactments by the authori-
ty of which any pecuniary qualification is re-
quired from persons elected to seatsin the Legis-
lative Council, ought, in the opinion of this
House, to be immediately repealed.”

On a division the amendment wag lost.—Yeas,
5; Nays, 48.

A number of items relating to the salaries of
the officers of the Legislative Council having
been agreed to,

Mr. MACKENZIE, at five minutes past one,
moved an adjournment.

Lost by 23 to 35.

Mr. MACKENZIE then moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate.—Yeas, 20 ; Nays, 36.

A number of other items having been carried,

an adjournment took place at 20 minutes past
2 o’clock this morning, by mutual arrangement.

PROVINCIAL PARLIAMERT.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Toronto, July 5.
The following Bills were read a third time
and passed :—

The Law Student (Lower Canada) Bill—
—The Fish and Oil Inspection Bill—And the
Banque du Peuple Amendment Bill.

The following Bills were also read a second
time, and referred to Select Committees :—

The Trafalgar and Holton School Section
Bill—The Three Rivers General Hospital Bill—
The Provineial Insurance Company’s Charter

Amendment Bill—And the Toronto St. George’s
Society Incorporation Bill.

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

Toronto, July 5.

This morning the House met at 10 o’clock?
and discussed the Grand Trunk Bill till one,
when it was agreed to postpone its farther con-
sideration, till the Bill, with certain proposed
amendments, should be printed.

Mr. Loranger brought down a number of re-
turns respecting the grants, by the Crown,
of lands to the Hudson’s Bay Company.

The following Bills were passed through
committee :—

To establish the Road allowance between
Toronto, Gore and Elobicoke.

On the 3rd reading of the Bill the discus-
sion was proceeding when the report left.

THE INSPECTOR-GENERAL'S DEFENCE.—We give
to-day another batch of the evidence by
which the Inspector-General tries to bol-
ster up his assertions, 'in the House, and
we cannot but again see how completely
he fails to make out anything like the
denials which he has so confidently given. We
condense into a readable shape proceedings
which would extend overabout four columns ot
our paper, of which space, about one half is oc-
cupied merely in proving what had already
been proved, viz., that the payments of the
Sinking Fund due in England had not been
made at the time they' were entered in the
books—that directions had been given to the
pet bank to make the payment, but that, though
it was known that it had not done so, things
were managed between that institution and
Government House on so friendly a footing,
that, except a few verbal messages, no steps
were taken to compel the Bank to discharge its
duty. There is a class of unfortunates, celebrat-
ed by Shakespeare in the song of “The Cuckoo,”
of whom it is said that they frequently find
their only consolation in convincing all the
world that their misfortunes are real. Mr Cayley
seems to be afflicted with a similar disorder
with respect to this particular point. He is
not satisfied with the opinion of all the world
being pretty distinctly formed ; but he must
continue to furnish more proofs himself, A.c-
cordingly, he draws from his witness, Mr. Mor-
rison, a statement that he has no :reason to
doubt the correctness of Mr. Anderson’s ac-
count of the payment of the ’56 Sinking Fund
till 1858, and then clenches the proof of the
falseness of his entry of the payment for the
same fund of ’67, by putting in a letter from
Mr. Ridout, dated 28th June, to say that he
(Mr. Ridout) had that day remitted the very
sum, which Mr. Cayley had stated in print, in
the month of March, had then been remitted.
The particular bearing of the other questions
agked as to the errors discovered and rectified in
this Sinking Fund account, we are at a loss to
comprehend. For the rest, one cannot but ad-
mire the naiveté, with which the Inspector-
General makes Mr. Morrison close this part of
the case by testifying that all is right now—
that is, that when the Receiver-General had, on
the 2d April last, transmitted the Sinking Fund
for 1856, and when Mr. Ridout, ten days ago,
had transmitted that for ’57, the amount had
really been made up, which was entered as
having been paid before the month of March.
When we get on further, we find Mr. Cayley
still farther embogged in the Slough of Des-
pond;-through which he tries to wade. £20,000
paid by the Great Western Railway were mis-
laid, and do not appear in the books, Mr. Cay-
ley’s defence is, that his colleagues knew
nothing about the matter. It is a wouder he
did not say Mr. Hincks had got the debentures

- —for Mr. Hincks has occupied the place in
most of the Ministerial peccadillos, which ¢‘no-
body” does in domestic disasters. This time,
however, the Inspector-General escapes via Mr.
Anderson, whose character being a good deal
damaged, his late friends think they can pile on
a little more black paint without hurting him
much. - But it is easier to asserf than prove;
accordingly;, when Mr. Cayley called up his
witness, to show that: Mr, Morrison knew no-
thing about the affair, Mr. Brydges—a man
whose aceuracy no one can doubt—asserted
that Mr. Morrison knew all about it, and that
the debentures were paid in accordance with a
distinct arrangement with the Receiver-General.
On the next point, the Inspector-General is, if
possible, still more unlucky. He threw off Mr,
Morrison’s responsibility nupon the ex-Receiver
General, but he tried to get rid of his own by
putting it on another ex—nhis late colleague the
Receiver-General. Mr. Morrison, however, not
very unnaturally objects, though he be in the
wilderness at present, tc take more than his
own share of sing there. He, therefore, told
the Committee very plainly, that in spite of the
ingenuity of Mr. Cayley’s questions, the latter,
as Inspector-General, was the real Finance
Minister, as Mr, Hincks had been before him.
Again, Mr. Cayley informed the House, a few
nights ago, that the sale of £500,000 deben-
tures, at 103, was made on such terms that the
back interest was paid to the Province, and
that Mr. J. C. Morrison would prove that to be
the case. Well, Mr. J. C. Morrison came he-
fore the Committee, and all he could say was,
with the helpless ignorance which runs through
our Finance administration, that he knew no-
thing about it—that he had had no account of a
transaction of half a million made six months
back, and that he thought the Province ought
to get the back interest; but that, perhaps, he
was wrong. This,in answer to Mr. Anderson’s
distinct assertion of the constant practice of the
department. It is a great pity that there is no
documentary -evidence 'of dates previous
to this inquiry, to show what the Messrs.
Glyns and Barings did mean. <We dare
say that, when the accounts do ' come,
they will now fully bear out Mr. Cayley’s views.
At present, however, Mr. Morrison has alto-
gether failed to do what Mr. Cayley asserted he
would. With reference to the chief point in the
whole dispute, viz., the propriety or impropriety
of the Sflle of half a million at the very lowest
depress'10n of t_he market, we commend the evi-

. dence in d‘eta.ll to the reader. It will be seen
i s e

pon the flimsy fabric that
Mr. Cayley had set up ashis defence. Itis suf-
ficient here to say that the sale having been
made on Decemb.er 4th, which was’ the day of
the lowest quotation of Provincial debentures,
Mr. Cayley undertook to show that thig fall in
Provincial - securities was only coincident with
the fatll in other securities. Accordingly, he
,made Mr. Morrison give the quotation of con-
sols; but upon what day ? not on the 4th of
December, but on. the 13th of November, the
truth being that from the latcer to the former
the price had considerably improved, so that
.in fact the pretended coincidence between the

depression in consols and debentures was in no
way made out. The trick of shuffling the 13th
of November into the 4th of December would
have been very clever on the part of a specula-
tor at a fair or a horse race; but such thimble-
rigging is hardly up to the mark of a Minister
of the Crown. Besides, it was too transparent
even to be amusing, and we are sure any one,
who will look at the last part of the evidence,
will see through it without further comment on
our part.

Tug Tarirr.—We are still without Mr. Cay-
ley’s statement of the rationale—the principles
and policy—of his proposed new custom’s
tariff. Until he condescends to divulge it, we
must be silent on the subject; for we frankly
confess our failure to discover, from internal
evidence, upon what grounds, of either public
policy or financial expediency, it has been
framed. One thing, however, is amusingly
evident and ludicrously characteristic of the
self-dubbed ¢ moderate” ministry, namely, that
Mr. Cayley has striven hard—with what effect
Mr. Buchanan amnounces in his letter, which
we publish below—to maintain a juste miliew
between Protection and Free-Trade principles.
Mr. Buchanan, it will be remembered, has
hitherto given Mr. Cayley and his colleagues &
most unscrupulous support, sustaining them in
all their most glaring iniquities—Russell elec-
tions, Debenture jobs, &c., &c. Protection,
however, is, as all the world knows, the mem-
ber for Hamilton’s favourite hobby, and so dis-
appointed is he with the small amount of favor
shown to it by Mr. Cayley, that, we under-
stand from Toronto, he has addressed one of
his peculiar epistolary effusions to Mr. John A.
Macdonald, in which he gives him plainly to
understand that his continued support of the
ministry will depend entirely on Mr. Cayley’s
altering his scheme for a tariff in accordance
with his (Mr. Buchanan’s) protectionist views.
Mr. Buchanan has also issued the following
spicy circular to members of the House of As-
sembly. As in ladies’ letters, the point of Mr.
Buchanan’s epistle will be found in the post-
seript :—
¢ Housk oF AssEMBLY, July 2, 1858.

¢ Str,—Both among those members, who like
myself, are anxious, if possible, to sustain the
present ministry, and among those who sup-
pose that a better ministry, as a matter of in-
dividuals, could be formed, there are, I believe,
a great majority of independent men who view
the subject of the ways and means of the people,
as an infinitely more vital consideration than
the ways and means of any Government, a.nd
whose principles lead them to insist on Canadian
home manutactures being sustained and created.,
Why, then, should we not unite rndforce on
whatever Government is, or may be, in power,
the adortion in Canada of the Tariff of the
United States, or so much of it as spots our
somewhat different circumstances as a country ?
There is unparalleld distress in the Province,
which, we see, can never be relieved, but by our
keeping in the country some portion of the
money which we will get from the coming har-
vest. We are driven, therefore, to look, not
altogether to considerations ef revenue, but to
avoid importing foreign labour in the shape of
commodities, to the greatest possible extent.
We must at once hasten to lay the foundation
for the introduction from Europe and the United
States, into this Province, or within the opera-
tion of the currency laws of Canada, of manu-
facturing capitalists, with their capital, hands,
and machinery—this being the only means to
create general employment to all classes, and a
home market for our agricultural productions.
Hosts of such manufacturing capitalists are
known to be ready tocome to Canada, if they
to do so safely, by the Legislature pledging
itself to encourage Canadian indnstry, in pre-
ference to foreign. With a view, therefore, to
some joint or united action, I proposes that
members who find it convenient should arrange
this afternoon, when the House adjourns at six
o'clock, to have a meeting to talk over such
steps as in the circumstances may seem called
for.

¢ PS.—I send you herewith a paper which
expresses pretty nearly the course [in regard to
the reconstruction of the Tariff] which is open
tous. The following quotation from Mr. J.
Fennimore Cooper’s ‘Residence in France in
1832, seems tome to represent well the yield-

a fool’s crying out, ‘Sir, your are wrong, for
four and four make ten; whereupon, the ad-
vocate for the juste miliew. system would be
obliged to say, ‘Gentlemen, you are equally in
extremes—four and four make nine "

‘We have not time at present, but shall take
an early opportunity of inviting the public at-
tention to the details of Mr. Cayley’s scheme.
Some of his juste miliew expedients are, how-
ever, so preposterous—such as the 20 per cent.
duties on clothing, books, jewellery, &c.,—that
we at once put our protest against them on re-
cord. There is no single item of expenditure
which, in our severe climate, falls so heavily
on the poor as that of clothing ; and none but a

Exchequer would ever have thought of adding
20 per cent. to such a burden upon a class so
little able to bear it. Then, the idea of taxing
books, whether for revenue purposes or as a
protection to our Provincial publishers, is the
very sublimity of financial imbecility. It can
neither benefit the Hxchequer nor the short-
sighted publishers, who have, we understand,
bamboozled Mr. Cayley into its adoption;
while, if carried, it will not only act injarious-
ly upon the public interest, but will go far to-
wards ruining the business of our book-sellers
throughout the Province —a comparatively
small but most valuable portion of our commu-
nity. As to the additional duty upon jewel-
lery, no one acquainted with the trade can
doubt that its only effect will he to favour the

smuggler at the expense of the honest trader
and of the revenue.

ReporT OF THE SPECIAL COMMISSIONERS AP-
POINTED TO INVESTIGATE INDIAN AFFAIRS.—
We have received this voluminous and interest-
ing report, for the following very complete
synopsis of which we are indebted to the
Guzette of yesterday morning :—

This somewhat bulky Report is divided intd
three parts. The first is occupied with the de-
tails of the correspondence with the Home Gov-
ernment upon the subject of the Indian annuities,
the discontinuance of the grants made by the
Imperial Government, &ec., and the different.
plans submitted for the management of the pro-
perty of the Indians. The second partof the
Report enters into minute details respecting
every tribe in the two Provinces, and the third
with recommendations for their future manage-
ment and support.

The number of the Indians in the two Pro-
vinces, as far as could be ascertained, was about
8,500 in the Hastern, and 11 500 in the Western,
showing a total of nearly 20,000, exclusive of
wandering tribes to the north, of whom no cor-
rect information could be procured. A majority
of the tribes are steadily, though slowly, increas-
ing in numbers, and in nearly all some ap-
proaches to civilization have been made, and in
a majority of the tribes a part at least are con-
verted to Christianity., In the language of the
Report, ¢ the attentive eye will observe a pro-
gress, slow it is irue, but not the less steady to-
wards improvement ; they have all a greater or
less appreciation for the blessings of civilization,
and even those who prefer for themselves the
wild freedom of a savage life, are anxious that
their children should be educated like the white
man. There ig a growing desire for a gettled in-
terest in their land, and confirmed titles to their
regpective clearings are beginning to be sought
for.” But the Commissioners, with sorrow,
confess that any hope of raising the [adians asa
body to the social or political level of their white
neighbors must be the result of long and patient
labor, and the development of many years. One
point, to which their attention bas been most par-
ticularly directed, was the practicability of mak-
ing the Indian Department self-paying; as has
been so strongly insisted upon by the Colonial
Qfice. The Commissioners acknowledge the
justice of this arrangement, but are of opinion
that, if put in force immediately, it would be a
great hardship to the Indians, The annual lia-
bilities of the Department are now $17,316, irre-
spective of contingencies, and the reveuue, irre-
spective of the grant of the Imperial Parliament,
which i3 to be withdrawn, only $8,106. The
business is conducted by the Governor’s Secre-
tary as Chief Superintendent, with the assistance
of a chief clerk and accountant, and five local
superintendents, each having charge of a district.
The Commissioners recommend the abolition of
the offices of Superintendent and Interpreter for
Lower Canada, and to allow $100 annnally to
the local sub-agents at Caughnawaga, St. Regis,
and St. Francis. A local agent alse to be ap-
pointed for the Mic-Macs of Restigouche and for
the tribes on the Saguenay. In Upper Canada,
they recommend the discontinuance of the
salarvies to the missionary at Caradoc and the
Obaplain at the Manitoulin Islands, and of the
English school at Manistowaning, which is prac-
tically useless, and the appointment instead of a
teacher to the Wikwemikong school. The pay=
ments made to missionaries in Eastern Canada,
and to Mr. Jamieson in Western, to cease with
the lives of those gentlemen, now drawing them.
They recommend farther reductions in the West-
ern Province, and that the establishment at Head
Quarters shall consist, besides the Superintend-
ent, of a thoroughly competent accountant, at a
galary of $1,450, and of a chief clerk with a like
salary. The accounts to be regularly audited,
and a monthly balance shect laid before the Gov-
ernor General, Still, with all the reduction
practicable, the expenditure cannot bs safely
estimated at less than $16,000, leaving a de-
ficiency of $8,000 to be provided fur. To pro-
vide for this, they respectfully argue that the
resolution of the Home Government shall be
reconsidered, and the Imperial grant to be given
for ten years, instead of two, trusting that by
that time the proceeds of the land sales will enable
the Indian funds to meet all the expenses, and
that the improvement in the condition of many
of the tribes will enable them to take their place
among the ordinary population of the country. |
If the English Government refuse, they. then re-
commend that the Provincial Government should
engage to meet, for ten years, all the expenses
of the department not covered by land sales,
snd should also guarantee a sum of $2000 an-
nually, for the same period, to be devoted to the
improvement and civilization of the Indians and
agsume the payment of a few pensious to old
officers of the department. The patronage of
the department to be in the hands of the Gov-
ernor in Council, the appointments to be made
in the same manner as other Provincial ap-
pointments, and the Imperial control to cease
with the grant of Imperial aid; the accounts
to be submitted annually to the Proviacial Au-

«ditor, and the Indians to cede at onceto the Pro-
vince, at a fair valuation, such land as is not ne-
cessary for their own uge; three valuators to be
appointed—one by the Crown, on bebalf of the
Indiang, ove to act for the Provincial Govern-
ment, and the third to be nominated by the Su-
perior Courts and to act as umpire in case of the
disagreement of the former two: the decision of
any two when approved by the Couct to be final,
The Indians by these means would gain a set-
tled income, the Superintendents relieved from
much of the trouble of the care of the waste
lands and ensbled to devote far more time to
actual supervision of the Indians, the jealousies
between the native tribes and their white neigh-
bours disappear, and the Province gain a large.
accession of valuable land. Should this pro-
posal be acceded to by’ the Government, the
Commissioners recommend the appointment of
a permanent head to the department, able to give
his undivided attention to Indian interests, or ir
more advisable that the Secretary should still be
Superintendent; the appointment of two Inspec-
tors, one for each section of the Province ; local
Agents also to be appoiated, to reside among
each of the conziderable bands in the Upper Pro-
vince, such ageuts to be respectable yeomen able
to give the Indians instructions in farmicg,—
their salaries in no case to exceed $400, one-half
to be paid by the tribe, exc:pt in the North
Western districts. In these last they recommend
the establishment of suitable storeg, under li-
cense, for supplying the Indians with goods at
such fizxed profit agshall be agreed upon, and the
publication from time to time of prices current
for Indian produce in barter, as will be approved
of by the department, to secure the Indians from
loss and imposition; a balance sheet showing
every Indian’s account to be furnished to the
inspecting  visiting Superintendent, and the
license to trade revocable on proof of dishonesty.
Constables under the superintendence of the
Agent to be appointed to maintain the strict
performance of the law forbidding the gale of
intoxicating liquors to Indians. The Com-
missioners recommend a botter system of book-
keeping for the Indian Dgpartment, and ac-
curate census returns to be furnished an-
nually by the Local Superintendents, with re-
turns of the land under cultivation, &c., the
attendance at the schools, and the progress in
Christianity. The Report closes with extracts
from letters from a number of Indian Mission-
aries, all of whom with one exception recom-

mend the establishment of Industrial Schools
and Model Farms among the Indians.

By Mr. BROWN.

A.—All Debentures issued by the Province
are drawn up in the Receiver General’s Depart-
ment, and signed by the Receiver (ieneral and
Inspector General, or their deputies. The In-
spector General, as a matter of course, had the
power of exercising a control over the issue of
the Debentures ; but I do not think he had any
official control over the sale of the Debentures
when ordered to be issued. I was not, in fact,
the Finance Minister of the Government, and
he, in conjunction with the Receiver General,
kept in view the payments falling due. It is
the duty of the Receiver General to estimate the
amounts necessary to be borrowed from time to
time.

Q.—Did Mr. Cayley correspond directly with
Messrs Glyn, Mills & Co., and Messrs. Barings
& Co? A.—Notto my knowledge, except in
ragard to the Grand Trunk.

Mr. ANDERSON—You frequently told me he
had correspondence.

Mr. MORRISON—No, I never did.

Q.—From question 691, put to you by Mr.
Cayley, it might be inferred that his predeces-
sor, Mr. Hincks, was in the habit of leaving the
negotiation of Provincial securities entirely in
the harnds of the Receiver General ? A.—Mr.
Hincks was in fact the Finance Minister of Ca-
nada and controlled all large financial opera-
tions.

Q—You" stated in answer to question 692,
that the sale of £500,000 Debentures  was
effected to net 103, less brokerage and commis-
sion ;” were not these charges 1 per cent., and
the net product of the sale therefore only 1013 ?
A.—Yes.

Q.—Was there not besides this a loss of five
months’ interest on £378,800, or £9,500—heing
2% per cent on that sum and nearly 2 per cent.
on the whole sale £500,000°? A.—Of that I
am not certain. Mr, Glyn never used the word
¢ before. I enquired for Mr. Glyn’s account
current at the Receiver General’s Department,
and was told it had not been received since 1st
January. I hold andT think the Government
ought to hold also, from the terms of Mr.
Glyn's letter, that they are entitled to 103 net,
less brokerage and commission. Thatis my
impression, but Imay be wrong.

If the six months coupons from Ist July
1857, to 31st. Dec. 1857, went with the Deben-
tures sold on the 4th December—99% would be
in fact the net product of that sale of £500000
six per cent. Debentures.

Q.—Mr. Cayley asked you (question) 697, if
you could qufte the “fall which took place in
Consols in November last,” and youn replied that
“the price of Consols in November last was
quoted at about 83 to 881.” Please state for
what day in November you gave this quotation.
A.—The date I referred to was the 13th Nov-
ember.

Q.—You stated that new 3 per cents were
quoted on 13th November, 1857 at 873/@88—
and on the 14th June, 1858, 9 @963—and that
the rise was therefore 84 per cent in the
last seven months. What bearing had the price
of Consols on the 13th November, 1857, or on
14th June, 1858, on the question of a sale of
six per cent Canadian Debentures at 995 on the
4th December, 1857? A.—The rise and fall of
our Debentures coincided toa great extent with
the rise and fall of English consols.

Q.—Did not Consols reach their lowest point
during the panic on the very day named by
Mr. Cayley—~the 13th November, 1857—and did
they not commence rising steadily from that
date? A.—Without reference to the Journals
I cannot state. I believe that such was the
case. ¥

Q.—On the day (4th December, 1857) when
the sales of :£500,000 six per cent. Canadian
Debentures was made—had not the cash price
rigsen to 912 ? A.—Yes.

In answer to other questions the witness
stated that on the day of payment of the second
ingtalment on the sale consols had risen to 923
@ 923—at the third instalment to 937 /@ 943—
at the 4th instalment to 943 /@ 95.

Mr. BROWN said that he had had other ques-
tions prepared to bring out that the crisis was
fully past, when thatsale was made, but as the
returns before the Committee showed that
clearly, he did not think it necessary to put
them.

A.—The word “net” struck my attention at
the time. - I mentioned it to Mr. Cayley, and
I did think that, being used, as I supposed,
emphatically, the province would be credited
103, less the commission and brokerage, parti-
cularly as in the postscript of their letter the
quotation is 105.

THE RESIDENCE OF MR. STuVENS, DORCHESTER
StrEET.—This magnificent building, which has
been in course of construction for upwards of a
year,is now rapidly approaching completion,and
is expected to be finished within three weeks or
a month at furthest. Asits outward appearance
must be familiar to our readers, we shall not
enter into needless deseription, but confine our-
selves o & orier detail of the apartments
and arrangements of she Lbuildiug. On the
groand floor the rooms are spacious and
lofty ; an idea may be gathered of their size
when it is stated that the drawing-room is
twenty feet by thirty-two; the music room
twenty by twenty-six and fifteen feet four in-
ches high; and the dining room seventeen feet
by twenty-four, and thirteen feet from the
ground to the ceiling. These rooms are all fur-
nished with exquisite marble mantel pieces; the
hinges of the doors are. silver plated and the
handles of porcelaine. A little to the rear of
the mugic room is the green house, a building
the floor ofwhich is paved with marble. The main
hall is spacious and airy, and beautifully decor-
ated. The ceiling is a pattern of the most taste-
ful ornamentation; it was designed by Mr.
Taft, the architect of the interior of the build-
ing, and well executed in plaster by Mr. Morri-
son of this city. The stairs leading up to the
second floor are of black walnut ; and the ban-
nister, designed by Mr. Taft, is also beautifully
carved. The upper apartments are on a corres-
ponding scale of magnitude with those below ;
and provided with all the modern improve-
ments in baths, ventilators, &c. From the up-
per story of the building the spectator has a
magnificent view of the St. Lawrence and sur-
rounding 'scenery, The culinary and other
domestic arrangements * of the building
are excellent. In the winter the house
will be warmed with steam generated in a boiler
in the basement, and constructed upon a
new principle which is this—when the steam
rises 13 lbs, by a self-acting movement the
draught is shut off from the boiler, or should it
rise higher than this it opens a valve and thus
escapes. The boiler is perfectly safe, even with-
outattendance, for it is impossible that it should
explode ; by a self-acting movement it also sup-
plies itself with water. In a room on the base-
ment story adjoining, is the culinary de-
partment. Besides the stove there is a copper
boiler placed against the wall ; this is filled
with water, which is kept constantly warm by
pipes which pass from it intothe stove ; hot
water, if required, is thus always at hand, and
can be drawn at any moment in any part of the
house. The building altogether numbers twen-
ty-eight apartments, lleaving out of question
cellars, etc. In its arrangements it is a mo-
del of domestic convenience, and may be,
congidered one of the most palatial residences
in Canada. Thearchitect who constructed the
building is Mr. J. Spring]e; how well he has
succeeded every one can judge ; the architect
of the interior is Mr. A, B. Taft, who
hag executed his designg with the rarest taste
and skill. He has left nothing unfinished which
could add to the beauty of the wall, the wains-
coatings or ceilings, who has succeeded by
carving and ornamentation in producing a ser-
es of cleverly conceived designs, which com-
plete the magnificence and harmony of the
whole building, and may gerve as future speci-
mens in the decorative artin Canada. The cost

of the house will, we understand, amount to
something like £15,000. ;

The Annual Meeting of the Montreal Horti-
cultural Society was held on Friday evening,
the 2d instant, at the Mechanics’ Hall. In the
absence of the President, Mr. S. J. Lyman,
Vice-President, occupied the Ohair,

.Annual Report. The Society in nuu?l?::stl:;lg
in regard to finances, is now in a better ’posi-
tion than at any former anniversary. This has
been due to the prompt payment of the subserip-
tions and to the generous aid offered by Govenl:)-
ment. Itis very gratifying to state, that in-
stead of meeting you with an exhausted
Trefzsury. and burdened with liabilities the
Society is, at this moment, compamtively’ free
from debt and with a sum nearly equal to its
former income in the Treasury.

The Annnal Exhibition was held in connec-
tion with the Provincial Agricultural Society,
at Point St. Charles, and the sum of £75 was
distributed in prizes. The display was in
many respects good, but the same cause of re-
gret existed as on former occasions,—viz., the
wants of a more general competition. k

To increase the interests of the Annual Exhi-
bition, your President offered a prize of a Silver
Cup of the value of $30 for the best display of
Cauliflowers, which was awarded to Mr. James
Cooper, one of the most active and useful of our
members. The Vice-President also offered for
competition a similur Cup for the best fifteen
Dahlias, which was awarded to Mr. Faris, of
Sorel. In both cases the prize was deservedly
won.

Your Committee would recommend for the

advantage of the Society, that, occasionally,
gentlemen be invited, to open their grounds to
members and at the same time afford an oppor-
tunity for those having superior articles to ex-
hibit the same.
From information gained in reference to this
matter, your Board have the satisfaction of
stating, that several have already consented to
aid cordially in encouraging this plan.

An Act has recently been intr%‘cluded in the

Legislature by which additional aid will be
granted to Horticultural Societies and it is
gratifying to know that several Societies are in
progress of formation, to avail themselves of its
provisions.
Your Board would recomm~nd that efforts be
made to secure a course of lectures on Botany
as one means of exciting interest in the pursuit
of Horticulture. They would also urge the for-
mation of a Library or a Depository for period-
icals and Works on Horticulture. =

It is with no ordinary feelings of regret we
have to record the death of Dr. Barnston, a
member of your Board—its Corresponding Sec-
retary. The warm and active interest he ever
evinced in the welfare of the Society, the amia-
bility and courtesy which characterized his in-
tercourse with us, rendered his early removal
to be lamented.

In conclusion your Board would request, if
the existence and usefulness of the Society is to
be maintained, there must be greater activity
and interest manifested on the part of its mem-
bers.”

The Treasurer, Mr. L. A. H. Latour, present-

ed his report, showing an expenditure of $550,
and a balance in the Treasury of $153.

“ Being deeply impressed with the importance
of the study of Botany, and haviug now an op-
portunity of attending a course of lectures on
this beautiful science by Professor T. Ennis,
who for many years has been in the practice of
delivering popular lectures, and who, at pre-
sent has charge of an Institution in Philadelphia
for instruction as to natural science.”

Resolved,—* That this Society strongly re-
commeuds the proposed course of Botanical Lec-
tures to the attention of their fellow-citizens.”

The Chairman announced that he had receiv-
ed intimation that this city was shortly to be
favored with a visit from J. Jay Smith, Esq.,
Editor of the ‘“Horticulturist,” whom he recom-
mends to the courtesy and attention of mem-
bers.

Suocking DearH BY LicarNING.—The house
occupied by F. Gostrick, a German situated on
the east side of of the upper road leading to
Cheapside from this village, just this side of J.
Russell & Co’s cutlery works, was struck by
lightning during the shower of Friday after-
noon and his daughter Augusta, aged 13 years,
killed. The lightning was probably attracted
to the house by a large white pine tree which
stood north of the house and the branches of
which partly overhung the roof of the house.
The tree standing upon rocky soiland being a
bad conductor of the electricity, the fluid pass-
ed down the chimney of house, which rested
upon the ground, and was & better ponduf:tor.
The girl who was Killed was standing with a
young sister in the lower room of the house be-
side the chimney, and took the whole force of
the shock, the fluid passing from the chamber
above through the ceiling over where she stoop-
on to her head and  down her body. Marks of
the lightning were left upon her hands and
face, her eyebrows and lashes were singed off,
her breast was blistered, and her left side from
her breast to the top of her hip bone was shock-
ingly burned. A small hole was also made in
her side, just above the hip bone, as if it was
punched in by a stick. She was either thrown
by the force of theshock orran about six feet
into another room where she fell upon the floor.
Her death must have been instaneous. Her
younger sister, who was standing by the side
of her, had one foot slightly burned. Her mo-
ther, who was in the same room, holding a baby,
was badly injured upon the inside of one of her
thighs, the flesh having that appearance it
would have if it had been struck with a heavy
club. The house was not much injured, the
plastering only being knocked off about the
chimney in three or four rooms. It belongs to
D. N. Carpenter. The wife of William Pender,
who occupies the house north, ten or twelve
feet from the tree, was ironing at a window fac-
ing the tree and saw the bolt destend. A flat-
iron which she held in her hand was thrown
gix or eight feet from her, across the room,
barely grazing the head of a child wko lay in a
cradle, and she herself wag severely shocked.
She contended strongly that the lightning
struck her upon the top of her head, but ‘she
probably received no other damage than a vio-
lent shock. Hundreds of other citizens visited

the place during the afternoon.— Greenfield,
