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Anti-Cambodia protests may spark student
The threat of a country-wide 

strike by U S college students 
loomed today as protests against 
the expansion of the war in South 
Vietnam into Cambodia 
continued

No one group has emerged to 
lead the protest movement, but 
anti-war demonstrations and 
strike calls have sprung up 
spontaneously on scores of cam­
puses across the United States 

The editors of 11 college news­
papers in the East have joined to 
run a common editorial calling 
for the entire academic

community to close classrooms 
to protest the expansion of the 
war

Columbia University’s admin­
istration approved a “classroom 
moratorium to discuss the In­
dochina war Strike plans also 
were announced at Georgetown 
University in Washington, the 
University of Notre Dame in 
Southbend. Ind . Brandeis Uni 
versity in Waltham. Mass., and 
Stanford University in Palo Alto. 
Calif

The weekend-long rails at Yale

University in New Haven. Conn 
called originally to support 
Black Panthers on trial for 
murder there, ended w ith a call 
for a strike to protest the war

FIRST FOR CALTECH
Some colleges, such as the 

California Institute of Technol­
ogy in Pasadena, which never 
have had anti-war demonstra­
tions. had them this weekend 
following President Nixon's an­
nouncement that U S. and South 
Vietnamese troops had entered 
neutral Cambodia and the re­

sumption of bombing raids 
against North Vietnam this 
weekend

In a 600-word statement, east­
ern college editors whose news 
papers have a readership of 
about 50.000. said Nixon acted 
unconstitutionally in sending the 
troops into Cambodia without 
congressional approval

“The strike is necessary to 
free the academic community 
from activities of secondary im­
portance and open them up to the 
primary task of building re­

newed opposition to the war 
Editors involved are from Col 

umbia. Cornell. Rutgers. Bryn 
Mawr Sarah Lawrence, the 
University of Pennsylvania. 
Harvard. Princeton. Dartmouth. 
Brown and Haverford

SIT DENTS STAGE SIT IN

He said after a closed-door meeting of the party executives 
that Mr Levesque, defeated in Montreal Laurier in last 
Wednesday's general election, “doesn't want to hear any 
suggestions of resignations ”

The spokesman said Mr Levesque considers it “undemo­
cratic that duly-elected members should step down for any­
one

The only thing we are really positive about now. however, is 
that Mr Levesque will take a vacation for about one week

The Parti Québécois was expected to make public today ex­
actly what role it will play in the 108-seat national assembly 
The party won seven seats in the election

The Manhattan entered the 
Canadian Arctic archipelago 
southeast of Cape Sherard She 
was expected to turn south when 
opposite the entrance to Navy 
Board Inlet

The giant tanker, capable of 
carrying 28.000.000 gallons from 
the Alaska Oilfields, is attempt­
ing her second voyage through 
the Northwest Passage

This is the Manhattan's second 
voyage through the North West 
passage after a successful trip 
through the ice-laden channel 
last summer

The ship's journeys as well as 
the implications for oil 
shipments through the northern 
passage from Alaska’s rich oil 
fields to east coast refineries 
have sparked considerable 
controversy over territorial 
sovereignty in the north as well 
as the dangers of massive oil 
pollution of northern waters

Kennedy declines 
presidential bid
WASHINGTON — (AP) — Senator Edward M 

Kennedy insisted anew Sunday that he will not seek the 
Democratic nomination for United States president in 
1972. and “I would not accept a draft ' But he left the
door open beyond that year.
“Beyond that I have thought 

very little about any future 
political activity’’ except 
seeking re-election to the Senate 
this year

The Massachusetts Democrat 
made his comments in a radio 
interview

He said he had not planned to 
run for the presidency or vice­
presidency before the accident 
at Chappaquiddick Island in 
which Mary Jo Kopechne died in 
the car which he was driving

As to Judge James A boyie s 
statement that he did not believe 
the senator and secretary were 
headed for the island ferry when 
Kennedy's car plunged from a 
narrow bridge. Kennedy would 
offer no new comment

Kennedy repeated his expres­
sion of serious reservations 
about President Nixon s order 
sending American troops into 
Cambodia

He forecast that the Senate 
will reject funds for phase two 
expansion of the Safeguard anti- 
ballistic missile system

because there is an increasing 
realization that this is an 
extraordinarily expensive sys­
tem which cannot provide ad­
ditional security It will only 
increase the arms race and there 
will be counter reaction within 
the Soviet Union, he added

Queen gets
warm cheers 

in stopover
VANCOUVER (CP) — Queen 

Elizabeth. Prince Philip and 
Princess Anne were warmly 
cheered by about 1.500 people 
Sunday as their jet made a brief 
tueling stop before taking them 
home after a nine-week South 
Pacific tour

Their British Overseas Air­
ways V-10 jetliner touched down 
at 4 07 p m Pacific time, and 
took off 53 minutes later An­
other fueling stop was planned at 
Gander. Nfld . before the royal 
family arrives home today

The three royal visitors left 
Australia earlier Sunday after 
the Queen opened a new airport 
at Sydney

They were greeted here by 
Premier W A C Bennett. Lieu 
tenant-Governor John Nicholson 
and their wives Also in the re­
ceiving line were deputy provin­
cial secretary Laurie Wallace 
and local dignitaries

The public saw the royal vis­
itors as they walked from the 
plane to a private lounge in the 
airport terminal

Air strikes
intensified in 

Cambodia
WASHINGTON (UP) Intensified United States air strikes in North Vietnam and a 

second blunt U.S warning to Hanoi today increased uneasiness and alarm in Congress 
over President Nixon's decision to extend the Southeast Asian war to Cambodia 

But the Nixon administration maintains that the new air raids against North Vietnam, 
like tiie attack by U.S ground forces into Cambodia, are not an escalation of the war
While U.S officials stressed 

the strikes in North Vietnam 
were confined to military tar­
gets. Defence Secretary Laird 
repeated a weekend threat to 
recommend wider bombing of 
the North, if necessary 

Laird said Saturday he would 
recommend a resumption of the 
bombing if Hanoi launched any 
major action across the demili­
tarized zone separating North 
and South Vietnam in retaliation 
for the president's dispatch of 
U.S. troops last Thersday into 
Cambodia.
REPEATS WARNING 

Laird reiterated this warning 
in an interview published today 
in the U.S. News and World Re­
port Ris threats coincided with 
official U.S. disclosure that U.S. 
fighter-bombers have been 
striking during the last few days 
at missile and anti-aircraft sites 
in North Vietnam in retaliation 
for attacks on American 
reconnaissance planes, which 
are unarmed but are accompa­
nied by armed fighter support 

The attacks were not con­
nected. officials said, with 
Laird's warning of a possible 
resumption of bombing of the 
North, halted by President 
Johnson in November. 1968 as 
part of “an understanding with 
Hanoi

Laird said in the interview 
The (November. l%8i under­

standing provided that there 
would be no bombing north of the 
demilitarized zone if the other 
side did not shell population 
centres or infiltrate through the 
zone, or did not interfere with 
the reconnaissance activities of 
the U.S. in North Vietnam.

If the understandings are 
broken—if there is massive in­
filtration. or if there are other 
actions taken by the other side 
—I certainly wouldn't hesitate to 
recommend to the president that 
he pursue a different policy ” 
BOMBINGS PROTECTIVE 

Sunday, Vice-President Spiro 
T Agnew called the weekend 
bombings on North Vietnam 

protective reaction 
State Secretary William Rog­

ers, saying much the same thing 
called the bombings “sup­
pressive fire

Agnew asserted that the air 
attacks and the Cambodia in­
cursion are moves designed to 
protect the security of American 
units in South Vietnam—the 
position set by President Nixon 
Thursday.

The Viet Cong and North Viet­
namese are attempting to extend 
their supply and sanctuary areas 
used by their troops fighting in 
South Vietnam to the Gulf of 
Siam which. Agnew said, se­
riously threatens the security of 
American forces and the presi­
dent’s policy of withdrawing U.S 
troops from the war zone

We know we can t win a land 
war in Southeast Asia, that’s 
perfectly obvious,” he said in 
explaining what he termed the 
limited objectives of the 
Cambodian action

attracts thousands

Thousands of Canadians swarmed along highways, 
country roads and city streets across tin* country this 
weekend to demonstrate their love for mankind in what 
has become a peculiarly'Canadian ritual. Miles for 
Millions

SHERBROOKE Local

residents, mostly young people, 
joined thousands across th<* 
country in the massive miles for 
millions march as an estimated 
1.500 walkers braved an 
afternoon shower to raise 
$25.000

The marchers turned out in all 
sorts of colorful costumes and all 
day they straggled over the 
roads between Sherbrooke and 
Lennox vi lie

One of the most notable of the 
marchers was Mayor Marc 
Bureau who himself logged six 
miles and in the process 
collected $70 for the cause

The biggest haul was made by 
Guy Noel, personnel director of 
the St Vincent de Paul Hospital 
who covered 25 miles with 
$100 46 riding on his feet for 
every mile he walked. His final 
contribution amounted to 
$2.511.50

March organizers said they 
were disappointed that only 500 
more marchers turned out this 
year than last year when 1.000 
slogged the weary miles around 
town, but they added that if the 
weather had been better, the 
turnout might have improved as 
well

Funds from the march (and 
this year's amount was double 
the loot raised last year) go 
toward the construction of 
schools, hospitals and food for 
underdeveloped countries.

Another local luminary who hit 
the roads Saturday was 
Sherbrooke Archbishop Msgr 
Jean-Marie Fortier.

Predictions that the annual 
walks were losing their 
appeal fell flat. They are 
amuxl at raising funds to feed 
the hungry of the world and to 
help underprivileged groups 
at home

Toronto organizers believe 
that for the first time their 
march Saturday, the biggest in 
the country, went over the 
$1.000.000 mark

Despite dull weather, an esti­
mated 75.000 to 100.000 turned 
out for a 32 mile hike They 
formed a column up to 10 miles 
long and walked a collective 
distance equal to 40 times round 
the world Last year 52.000 
marchers raised $672.000

Although their numbers were 
greater and their march longer, 
the Toronto walkers’ spirits 
were no higher than those of the 
thousands who walked 10 to 30 
miles in a dozen or so Canadian 
communities and more 
marches are to come

Reversing brain drain
The fabric* of international co-operation in recent 

years has been strained by the attraction exerted by the 
United States on foreign scientists, the so-called brain 
drain

Advanced and undeveloped countries alike have been 
disturbed by the outflow of their best engineering and 
research minds to the United States The problem has 
been most serious for (ireat Britain, which, thanks to 
language and cultural similarities, has been a natural 
and major source of United States talent imports

But coincident with the current descalation in 
American advanced research and the sharp employment 
cutback in the space program, something is happening to 
the talent flow It is slowing and possibly even reversing

The National Science Foundation reports a significant 
drop in scientific immigration.

Meanwhile, Britain finds repatriates from the United 
States climbing into the thousands and. after years of 
unsuccessful efforts to stem the outflow, presenting it 
with a new problem

There just are not enough jobs.
Scientific skills are, for the moment at least, a drug on 

the market, which indicates that the brain drain may 
never have been as serious as pictured and that we still 
have a lot to learn about efficient management of man s 
most important resource — human talent.

Hypocrisy of Communism
Over the years the Communists have shown a great 

capacity for indulging in the big lie and the recent 
statement by Soviet Premier Kosygin in calling for a 
world wide struggle against imperialism indicates they 
have lost little of this ability

Without any direct statement to this effect by the 
Soviet Premier it still may be assumed that his cliche- 
ridden remarks were directed against the Western 
nations and especially against the United States as 
leader of the democratic world It is a basic principle of 
the Kremlin s distorted view of the international scene 
that any Western action which seeks to thwart 
Communist aggression is imperialism.

It would be nice, although obviously impossible, if 
Russian Communists were prepared to acknowledge 
where the real imperialism exists and would proceed to 
do something about it.

Their preliminary step should be to get out of 
Czechoslovakia and let that country determine its own 
destiny. Then, in rapid order, they could uncnain 
Bulgaria, Poland and Fast Germany. Next should come 
the liberation of Estonia, Latvia andLithuania — three 
tiny, inoffensive but proud nations that were gobbled up 
by the Soviet Union during the Second World War.

And to show their goddwill. the Communists could stop 
their imperialistic meddling in the Arab states and in the 
war-torn lands ot Southeast Asia

In brief, they should stop being hypocrites, and admit 
the Soviet Union is the most imperialistic power of the 
present century.

JERUSALEM — Israel is now in deadly peril-not 
immediately, to be sure, but for the long pull That is by far the 
most probable meaning of the introduction of Soviet SAM-3 
missiles into Egypt, complete with Russian crews 
masquerading in Egyptian uniforms 

This is no personal alarmist judgment, either Instead, it is 
the bleakly down-to-earth reading of the new situation by 
Israel’s great prime minister. Golda Meir. by the brilliant 
defense minister. Gen. Moshe Dayan, and by almost every 
other responsible Israeli leader this reporter has talked to 

The source of concern, it must be understood, is not the 
appearance in Egypt of this new type of Soviet antiaircraft 
missile The source of concern is. rather, the unprecedented 
use of Soviet troops to man the SAM-3s.

In sum. the new departure in Soviet behavior is seemingly 
much too radical to be an isolated development If it is not 
isolated, in turn, you then have to think very carefully about 
what sort of broader intention the new departure indicates 
And this, of course, is precisely what the Israeli leaders have 
been doing, with such disturbing results.

On the darkest but most likely assumption, the Soviet 
soldiers manning the SAM-3 missiles are no more than a first 
slice of salami In the old days, when people in America used to 
give serious study to the Kremlin’s methods, everyone knew 
the phrase “salami-slicing tactics.

It means that the Kremlin has a way of taking a thin first 
slice, too small to upset anyone (just as the Soviet troops 
manning SAM-3s have been accepted with fat-headed 
complacency in Washington ». Then comes the second slice, and 
the third and the fourth. And finally, by such slow stages, 
always without provoking opposition, the Kremlin 
characteristically reaches a result that whould have aroused a 
typhoon of shocked opposition in the first instance.

The threat, in this case, is deeper and deeper Soviet 
involvement in the Arab-Israeli war Then next step-perhaps 
many months later—could be the Soviets taking over the whole 
Egyptian ground-air defense system.

The third step-perhaps again much later-would then be 
Soviet pilots flying MIG-21s. no doubt in Egyptian uniform, “to 
defend’’ Egyptian territory against the wicked Israeli 
aggressors. And the final step might be the same Soviet pilots 
in the same MIGs turning up over Sinai in a “forward defensive 
role.”

So described, this sort of progressive Soviet involvement 
may not sound very serious. For Israel, however, it would be a 
life-and-death matter.

Israel today, in truth, is like a thin-shelled egg. seemingly 
impervious but inwardly fragile. The defensive shell is in fact 
mainly composed of the incomparable skill and courage of the 
Israeli people; and at some stage in the process above-outlined 
Israel’s defensive shell would surely be broken Or else the 
Israelis would be driven to launch a desperate counterattack, 
regardless of the increasing Soviet involvement in the war.

These are the hideous perspectives you now hear the most 
responsible Israeli leaders dicussing. with a kind of naked 
courage that no longer seems to exist anywhere else in the 
Free World They are by no means sure, any more than this 
reporter is sure, that the future will unavoidably bring the kind 
of progressive Soviet involvement that has been described 

They are very sure, however, as any sensible man must be 
sure, that more and more direct Soviet participation in tne war 
has suddenly become a strong possibility. If the United States 
goes on weakly standing aside, moreover, it will even be a 
strong probability. Hence the contrast is frightening between 
the President refusing to guarantee Israel the planes on which 
Israel’s survival depends and the Kremlin simultaneously 
pouring out arms for the Arabs and sending in Soviet troops in 
a combat role
“Until recently, we thought there were two deterrents to 

another full-scale war,” Golda Meir told me somberly. “The 
first was our own success in ending Nasser’s war of attrition ' 
The second was the feeling in the Kremlin that at a certain 
point the United States would say ‘This exceeds the limit.’ But 
the second deterrent has already been greatly impaired ’’

This woman like an Old Testament prophet reflected briefly, 
and then continued; “So what are we to do. if worst comes to 
worst9 Shall we lie down and die9 I tell you. we shall never do 
that We shall fight!”

What was your first reaction to 
the Ottawa rumor that a Federal 
election lies ahead if Rene Leves­
que does well in the Quebec elec­
tion today? Mine? Shock Disbe­
lief A crude denial. He couldn’t do 
it.

Well, one doesn't linger long in 
that position A prime minister can 
call an election when he wishes. 
The restraints on him are likely 
these Has he excuse enough to get 
into the campaign without infuriat­
ing the electorate; and. can he 
win? Mr. Trudeau is not a timorous 
chap. Technically, his mandate 
stretches 37 months ahead; tradi­
tionally. it stands up well for at 
least another 20 to 24 months.

Once you turn from the simpli­
city of an election call to possible 
reasons for one very soon, then the 
shock dissipates Take these alter­
natives; Mr Levesque as Premier- 
elect; or Mr. Levesque as leader 
of the official Oppostion in a min­
ority government situation.

Surely, the first would have to be 
considered as a later — and coun­
termandate — to what Quebec 
(and Canada! gave Mr. Trudeau 
two years ago. The second possi­
bility opens the likelihood of a 
chaotic period leading to a PQ 
victory next time.

In either case, Mr Trudeau 
would have to consider both a 
grand strategy, then tactics to flow 
from it. An election call could be 
one of the tactical measures to con­
tain or throw back the Separatists

We should all review the emer­
gence of Mr. Trudeau, first as a

didate, then in gaining confirma­
tion from the people of his leader­
ship. A number of alternative 
policies regarding Quebec have 
been kicking around in both Fed­
eral and Quebec politics:

Separatism ;
Associate state status linked with 

a nation-state of English Cana­
dians;

A “special status” within a re­
drawn Confederation;

“Co-operative federalism” which 
seemed to suggest a flexible nego­
tiation between the central and 
provincial governments, redressing 
balances and needs with the times; 
and.

Maintenance, essentially, of the 
status quo.

Mr. Trudeau swung the Liberals 
away from co-operative federal­
ism He knocked back Liberal 
advocates of associate status and 
special status (yes, there were 
some). He stood for one Canada, 
Quebec a province like the others. 
The constitution of 1867 had served 
Canada well It could be reformed

No one can be absolute about 
what won him the election of '68 
1 felt as a losing candidate that no 
other issue was so effective for 
Mr Trudeau as his “One Canada’* 
theme. Few would disagree with 
this, at least as the big factor in 
English Canada

Mr. Trudeau did not win a sim­
ple majority of the total vote in 
1968 (Neither will Mr Levesque 
or Mr Bourassa today.) But only 
a few political scientists quibble 
over such an inequity in our elec­
toral system. He won a handsome 
majority of all the seats in Canada

and of those in Quebec. Since then, 
Mr. rudeau has presided at a num­
ber of constitutional conferences. 
He has been consistent there to his 
“One Canada” theme.

Before he became a politician, 
Mr. Trudeau argued that the 1867 
arrangement was useful to French 
Canadians. It gave them, he wrote,
“ all the power they need to make 
Quebec a political society afford­
ing due respect for nationalist as­
pirations.” He saw the trends: 
“Natural forces are presently fa­
voring provincial autonomy.
“It is the centralizers,” he 

argued, “who should be pressing 
for the constitutional change.”

Since April, 1968, the Pépins and 
Lamontagnes and Hellyers and 
Kierans of the Liberal Party who 
had constitutional perceptions 
which differed from Mr Trudeau’s 
have kept quiet. More significantly, 
the Progressive Conservatives 
and the New Democrats have not 
been busy nor intent upon either 
challenging Mr Trudeau in this 
area or, more importantly, advo­
cating their former program posi­
tions which (arguably) hinged on 
“Deux Nations” or “special stat­
us” or “co-operative federalism.”

From the composition of his 
Cabinet to the official appoint­
ments he has made to the exten­
sion of language and cultural 
rights to his constitutional posi­
tion at conferences, Mr Trudeau 
has been true to his 1968 line and 
to his similar stances when he was 
just an academic.

Only the rare skeptic and doom-

sayer would argue that Mr. Tru­
deau has lost his “One Canada” 
mandate in English Canada. The 
French Canadians of Quebec, his 
people, may be different.

We shall soon know the present 
dimension of their discontent. If 
Mr. Levesque wins or almost wins, 
Mr. Trudeau surely won’t assume 
that it is all over, that Quebec 
leaves.

There is no ready procedure on 
how Confederation may be dis­
membered. Even the Separatists 
argue about special referendums. 
It seems a fair judgment that 
separation would ensue peacefully 
if it were clear that it was the 
choice of most Quebeckers.

Obviously, this provincial cam­
paign is not producing a clear 
choice, although it may be the step 
before, or the step before the step, 
of such a choice.

Perhaps too optimistically, 
many of us outside Quebec think 
there’s more emotional protest 
than any final decision being reg­
istered now in Quebec; that even 
a Levesque upsurge today would 
not contradict the likelihood 
that in another balloting, in a Fed­
eral election, Quebecker* would 
give federalism a sweeping man­
date

Certainly, the response of the 
rest of Canada w'ould be over­
whelming ... It is easy to im­
agine Mr Trudeau back as Prime 
Minister in late summer with per­
haps 220 Liberal seats behind him 
and a mandate to knock separat­
ism on the head in almost any

My son has been in such a chair 
tor 18 years but has not been denied a productive life. He 
is 6 feet 3 and Ids paralysis begins under his arms, which 
gives him no balance, but he alone maintains his own home. 
He does his own cleaning, scrubbing, waxing floors, clean­
ing rugs, walls and his own laundry. When he has time, he 
does much of his own cooking and entertains beautifully at 
dinner parties.

He maintains a complete metal and machinery shop, 
manufactures furniture and makes many metal appli­
ances. including hand controls for cars and airplanes, one 
of which he owns and flies. This he does mostly alone.

Please. Polly, let people confined to wheelchairs know 
that life holds much more for them than small, menial 
tasks. I know each case is different and all cannot dc the 
same things but let handicapped people dignify their lives 
bv recognizing that they can be useful and productive.— 
MHS. C. S. M.

Exiled Sihanouk promises 
revenge against U.S.A.

HONG KONG 'Reuters! 
Prince Norodom Sihanouk. 
Cambodia's deposed head of 
state, has declared that an Indo­
chinese alliance of leftist forces 
will bury the United States and 
its lackeys. Radio Peking said 
today

In his second statement in 
three days, the prince said 
President Nixon's dispatch of 
U.S. troops into Cambodia was 
entirely unreasonable and was 
aimed only at saving the present 
Cambodian government.

In the statement. Sihanouk 
said the peoples of Vietnam. 
Cambodia and Laos were form­
ing a united front against U.S.

imperialism and its lackeys 
‘and in the coming months will 

deal them heavy blows and fi­
nally bury them

Sihanouk appealed Sunday to 
the world for aid to Cambodian 
guerrillas struggling against the 
new Phnom Penh government 
and “foreign invaders."

In a statement quoted by New 
China news agency, the prince 
accused the United States of 
open intervention in Cambodia 
by sending American ground and 
air forces and South Vietnamese 
government troops into the 
kingdom.

New Treatment Concept 
Used on Child's Deafness

Practically a 1 I children 
with a hearing disorder have 
some residual hearing In 
order to develop this to the 
greatest extent Dr John H 
Gaeth ot Detroit uses a new 
concept of treatment He 
found that audiovisual train 
m g of partially deaf chil 
dren. far from helping them, 
interferes with their ability 
to hear because, following 
the line of least resistance, 
the child will concentrate on 
the visual at the expense of 
the auditory Teaching lip 
reading or sign language 
has the same disadvantage 
Even fitting these children 
with hearing aids early did 
not result in as much im­
provement as was expected

What Dr Gaeth set out to 
do was to get these children 
of kindergarten age to use 
the hearing they had to the 
fullest extent so that it would 
not suffer an atrophy of dis 
use In his department at 
the Wayne State Réhabilita 
tion Institute, the child is 
first taught visually without 
any use of spoken language, 
then he is taught auditorily 
He compares this approach 
with that used by a mother 
with a normal child The 
child playing with a cup 
forms a visual concept, then 
he hears his mother say, 
“Cup.”

At the Institute they do 
not forcibly turn the child’s 
head toward the teacher and 
mouth the word as is done in 
teaching lip reading nor do

they linger spell as is done 
in teaching sign language 
The children who started out 
at the Institute and trans­
ferred to a regular school 
did not do well But those 
who transferred to a school 
for the deal and were fitted 
with hearing aids after their 
preliminary training spoke 
more clearly and were bet­
ter able to communicate 
with others than those who 
had not had the s p e c i a I 
training

Robertson was recently traded from the Cincinnati Roy­

als to the Milwaukee Bucks The Bucks also possess 7-3 
Lew Alcindor The combination of Alcindor. who may be 
come the best big man in NBA history, and Robertson, the 
best all-around player in NBA history, has excited people 
who cherish dynasties such as the New York Yankees, 
(ireen Bay Packers. Boston Celtics. U S. Steel and the 
Plantagenets.

The Bucks, without Robertson, recently lost the Kastern 
Division final play-off series, four games to one, to the 
New York Knicks.

Similarly, the Los Angeles Lakers of the past few years 
had been playing the ('eltics in the NBA finals, year after 
year, and losing. All they needed, it was supposed, was a 
good big man

In the summer of 1968, Philadelphia traded Wilt Cham­
berlain to Los Angeles. The Lakers already had superstars
