Of course, you Kknow people
should never smoke in bed. Bul
smoking is equally dangerous in
an armchair il the smoker feels
the least bit drowsy, He may
doze off and if he is fortunate he
may be awakened by flames or
smoke, Too often, however, the

dozing smoker is rendered un-
conscious before he  awakens,
and  so  becomes  another  five
| fatality.

Now a word about matches
— if only people wouldn't be
s0 carcless about them. So
often they toss a malch into a
rastebasket. That's an invita-
tion to big trouble. And too
often matches and lighters
are left where they'll intrigue
children, instead of being
placed safely out of reach of
those innocent hands. Children
playing with matches often
cause fires, but it's the adults,
nott he children, who are real-
Iy responsible for such fires.
There's no doubt that it’s the
adults who are responsible for
bad housekeeping, which simply
creales  fire hazards by  the
dozens, We permit trash to ac-
cumulate in attics and base-
ments. Old newspapers, clothes
and upholstered furniture are
left lying around the house. In-
stead of throwing it out, we
| leave this rubbish there — handy
| fuel for many a big lire. A little
systematic eleaning up of such
| odds and ends would prevent this
| type of fire,
And in the kKitchen too, this
ih;ld housekeeping menace often
shows up. Grease is permitted to
accumulate on stoves and pans,
where it can burst into flame
| readily. Incidentally, it's a good
| idea to keep a long-handled fork
handy should a pan catch fire,

Jules Leclere, assistant direc-
tor of studies, Montreal Catholic
School  Commission, said his
board was “highly appreciative
of the work the Canadian Can-
cer Sociely was doing in this
particular field and promised
the continued co-operation of
the commission and its teachers
in expanding the program.”

J. K. Annett, representing the
Protestant School Board, said
the To Smoke or Nol to Smoke
program had been very favor-
ably received. The director of
protestant education, he  said,
was  “very interested in this
work and will do everything

possible to further ils expan-
sion.”
