IMMIGRATION AND THE SETTLEMENT OF IMMI-
GrANTS.—The Immigrant Agent at Quebec, Mr.
Buchanan, has forwarded to us a correspondence
on this subject, which, if it shall tend to make
general among us the system respecting which it
treats, will be of considerable importance to the
country, especially in connection with the fact
that our arrivals of ‘immigrants last year were
considérably in excess of the arrivals the year
before.

Paris Correspondence of the * Montreal
Herald.”

. Paris, Dec. 10, 1862.
The grand display of Sunday has taken place,
and the Parisians have not to expatiate on any
new tragedy. Every engine thatthe modern de-
velopment of the science of police has been ‘able
to desire, was naturally brought into play on the
occasion, the fact of a catastrophe being more
than half expected by the public; being well-
known to the Emperor; and to all the agents of
the Government. ' There has never been, on. oc-
casion of any merely civil celebration, so impos-
ing a display of military force in this city. From
four o’clock in the morning, ' the streets ressund-
ed with the ‘ramp and music of the regiments,
that were marching in from the forts outside Pa-
ris, and of those which occupy, the great barrack
palaces that constilute one of the features of the
regenerated metropolis. - The entire line of the
procession, from the Taileries to the scene of the
inauguration, was hedged with troops of the Line
and of the National Guard; and cannons were post-
ed at the corners of the principal thoroughfares,

a precautiou quite novel in the case of civil de-
monstrations, and sufficiently eloquent of the un-
easiness 80 generaliy felt as to the possiblé even-
tualities of the show-off. All the officers on con-
gein Paris were “invited” to join the Imperial
staff during the ceremony ; probably with a view
to the more effectual closing in the person of the
chief actor in the pageant. The police were out
in great force, iscattered- at short 'distances
throughout the -crowd. . A grand mass for the
Emperor was said in all the churches of Paris 5
and seats: were reserved, under the new Tri.
umphal Arch, for a large body of the clergy, and
& numerous group of the Sisters of Charity.
. A few flags and streamers were to be seen in
the rue de.la Paix, and along the nearest Boule-
vard, but from the Boulevard St''Martin to the
Place of the ''hrone—the scene of the ceremony
~the houses were hung with flags and garlands,
and the streets’ lined with Venetian Masts,
through & distance of .about two miles. The
masts were green, with plenty of gilding, and bore
flags, garlands; and escutcheons, the latter con-
taining alternately the inifials of the Emperor
and Empress, surmounted by the eagle, or the
Sbip which has, from the earliest times, been the
badge of the municipality. of this would be sea-
port town,  The beautiful fountain of the Cha-
tean d’Eau was admirably ornamented with flow-
ers and evergreens ; and a fine model of a statue
of Prince Eugene was placed at the intersection
of the Ground *‘3quare” named in his honour, by
“the Rue de la Roquette. The orpamention of the
Place du Trone was at handsome and tasteful ag
is the woat of such exhibitions, under the fertile
management of the immortal Godillot, “Official
Undertaker of Fetes to the Emperor and the city
of Paris.” .. At the .entrance from the new Boule-
-vard was a handsome triumphal Arch, composed
of gaily-painted pasteboard, evergreens, gilding
and streamers, the whole surmounted by an im-
mense eagle, with outstretched wings. A tem-
porary colonnade, very handsomely decorated,
and containing seats for 20,000 persons, occupied
a portion of the circuit of the Place ; a model of
the future Arch which is to correspond, on the
eastern extremity of Paris, to the well-known
Arch of the First Napoleon, on what has hitherto
been its western border, formed the main feat-
ure of the scene. Between it and the magnificent
new fountain in the centre of the Place, was
placed the tent of Honour in which the Emperor
was toreceive the addresses of the Qity Fathers.
A dais in the centre of the tent—of ¢rimson vel-
vet, embroidered with gold-—contained . gilded
arm-chairs for the Emperor and. Empress; with
seats behind for the official personages invited to
be present. A vast sheet of canvas, set up on a
frame at the point where will be the entrance of
the next great Boulevard which is to open out of
the Place du Trone, admirably painted in pers-
pective; gave a view of the line of this great fut-
ure artery, whichis to be run as far as the “round-
square” of Rambouillet ; the houses, trees, gas-
lights, benches, &c, of the future. Boulevard hbe-
ing most capitally represented, and the perspect-
ive extending as far as to the Vincennes railway,
an arcade of whose viaduct is seen in the back-
ground. The sides of the Place were decorated
with masts, streamers, evergreens, and escutche-
ons, presenting a very gay and brilliant scene.
The rest of the Place was left open, in order to
ghow its immense proportions, and to allow of a
good view: of the fountain, and the model of the
projected Arch which is to record the victories
of Napoleon IIT- Opposite the Imperial Paviliion
was & Guard of Honour, drawn up in a semicir-
cle, consisting of . the .old soldiers of ‘the First
Empire, and of detachments of the Grenadiers,
Artillery, Paris Guard, Zouaves, and -National
Guard, 7
The day:was damp, and threaténing, the rain
which had fallen in the night, and early in the
morning, having turn-d Paris as usnal,into:one
vast plaster of mud. The sky was! dark; with
clouds that looked to be bent on mischief;, and a
sharp north-wind, swept along the broad tho-
roughfares in uncomfortable gusts. But. the en«
tire route of the:procession 'was: filled, from an
early hour, the crowd being packed -to the ut-
most capacity of the payements by.moon.

Prince Napoleon
rode on his right, ;Prince Murat, & mass of
. corpulency beside which the rotund proportions
of Prince Napoleon dwindle into slimness, fatig-
ued a gallant steed on his Majesty’s left. ' The
Imperial cortege advanced at scarcely more than
& foot-pace, and reached the Place du Trone, a
 little  before three. . The Emperess set out &
quarter of an hour after the Emperor, and drove
at g brisk trot, joining him just at the entrance
of  the Place. - She wore a dress of violet silk;
with a large cape of amber—coloured silk coy-
ered with gold embroidery, presented to her, on
her visit to Lyons, a year or two ago, by the
manufacturers of that city, . This cape was ex-
cessively rich and effective, and admirably fitted
for such an ocension:: Her:bonnet was of white
crape, trimmed  with white and violet feathers.
She_ looked wonderfully fresh and pretty, much
better than she had done of late ; and bowed in-
cessantly, on either side, though no  one saluted
her, the reception given to her being far more
chilling than that given to the Emperor.: She
was quite alone, in a closed Court carriage,
drawn only by two horses, her ladies following,
her in other carriages, and a; detachment of the
guides forming her escort. | The rain obligingly
held up during the progress of the procession, a
-winiry gleam of sunshine coming out for a short
time ; no hostile cries were heard ;: but the re-:
ception given by the vast crowd, both to. the Em-=
perorand the Empress, was cool in the extreme;
Whatever the newspapers may choose to assert
to the  contrary, there was no shouting except
-at the points where the- police had stationed
themselves, and _ their . claqusurs.. The  people
held their peace; the male portion of the crowd
‘not even raising their bals a3 the Emperor came
by. . On the Place du Trone, where were assem-
bled crowds of officials and of  people connected
with the Government,the acclamations were live-
ly enough, but the imperial actors in the display
must have felt that the sympathies of the masses
have cooled very considerably since  they last
showed themselves in public. If is hard to ex-
plain the motives of this change, which is prob-
ably the result of manyicauses. A general sus-
picion of the Erapress exists:among the masses.
They say that she is a Spaniard, a lover of bull-
fights, and consequently a ‘riend of bigotry and
the priests ; that she exerts an injurious influence
over the Emperor’s mind, paralyzing 'his triend-

_ship for Italy, and inducing him' to_bolster up

the temperal power of the' Pope. Rightly or

“wrongly, they attribute the Mexican war to her.

instigations, and as that war is * very ' unpopular,
they are proportionally angry with her on ac-
count of it. They fancy that shebrings priestly
influences to bear on the Emperor, and is doing
her utmost, with the help ofsubtle ecclesiastics,
tomake a devout Catholic of him. ' The rumour,
floating-through Paris for the last few days, at-
tributing to the Emperor the intention of getting
himself crowned before long by the Pope, if it
gains consistency, will greatly increase the Hm-
press’ unpopolarity, as the project, if the Em-
peror can be mad enough to entertain it, will un-
doubtedly be set down to the Emp ess’ vanity.
It seems incredible that the Emperot can serious-
ly meditate so unwise a ' step as- a' coronation.
The French have turned out'so many sovereigns,
of one category or another, that the ceremony of
a coronation would be regarded as an insult
alike to ‘their revolutionary traditions and to
their common sense. The mass of the nation
wishes for quiet, and is thankful to the Emperor
for the ten years of repose he has given to it.
As long as the elect of the people is content to
leave his crown among the - ¢ crown-j>wels;” to
reign in virtue of the popular vote ; and th-s to
leave the source and nature of his power unde-
fined, the mass of the people accept his sway as
theic own handwork and the partisans of the ex-
pelled houses, sccing no c¢hance of any imme-
diate restoration of their respective “pretenders,
virtually support him as preferable to any other
temporary occupant of the throne which they
hope to see pass from his dynasty at his decease.
But should the “Emperor 'attempt to give to
his power the ecclesiastical-mystical  con-
secration of a religious ceremonial for which the
masses have an utter contempt, he would assured-
ly so far alienate the popular sympathies as'to'ren-
der the chances of his son’s accession - infantesi-
mally small, while he would. transform into = ac-
tive. hostility the passive sufferance of the parti-
zans of.old regimes, He has dlready undermined
the temporal power of the Papacy, as a politi-
cal or. religious ‘necessity, so thoroughly that not
all his efforts coull build it up again, even were
the priests to accomplish the difficult feat of his
conversion. And even if this achievement did not
necessarily ensure hatred of the - clerical ‘party
to his dynasty, it is evident that if the absolutism
whichis tlie essence of the'Catholic ‘dogma and
hierarchy is to be again established, the Napo-
leonic dynasty must give place-to the represen-
tatives of Legitimacy which is its necessary crool-
lary and complement in the .State. ‘Meantime
the public imagines a coronation to be contem-
plated ; and is angry thereat. ' The slackness of
manufactures is causing great distress and dig-
content ; and the incredible petty - tyrannies of
M. de Persigny; and the turpitudes-of all sorts
attributed to most of the people about the Em-
peror, deepen: the vague 'dissatisfaction of the
public mind and irritate the general uneasiness.
But to retura to the doings . of -Sunday last.
The Emperor and Empress, on reaching the tent,
were welcomed by a burst of music from ' the
military bandsstationed ‘there,. inthe midst of
which they were received by the whole of the
Municipal body, with:Baron Haussmann, Prefect
of the Seine,—whose daughters, in remembrance
of certain scandals of last winter, were loudly
apostrophlized by the crowd a3 they ‘drove into
the Place—atitheir head. (The latter pronounced
aniaddress to his Majesty, giving. an account of
the gigantic works in progress of execution, and
complimenting him on the improvement of the

| capital, planned by him. M. Dumas, President

of the Municipal Couneil, followed with a second
address, in an equally complimentary strain, de-
claring that the initiative of his Majesty impart-
ed strength and vitality to a “ grand epoch,” and
to ‘the ! great” things that were executed in it.
Both ' speeches. contained -allusions to new
churches and the ‘religious welfare” of the
people,  that seemed to be intended to gratify
clerical ears, but which (as did also the presence
of the clergy and the Sisters of Charity in the
reserved seats) created many: whispered mue-
murs of angry comment among the crowd. The
Emperor’s speech, in reply to these addresses,
was as neat, skilful, and clever,  as his'speaches
He praised and . thanked the Muni-
cipality for their zeal in ecarrying: out the vast

ful financiering which had enabled them to carry
out these vast changes without imperiling the
credit. of the city. = He thanked them also for the
aid they had given the Society, founded by the
Empress, under the patronage of the Prince Im-
perial, for lending money in emergencies' ‘to
working men ; and touched on the questiou of
abolishing the bakers’monopoly, and showed how
the change would. benefit the people. ' He then
stated that the name of Queen Hortense had been
given to the great transversal thoroughfare in
the neighbourhood, and that he had been deeply
touched by this proof of affection for the memory
of his mother; “but,” he added, “ the names of
the Imperial family are mot the only ones that
are to be perpetuated in marble. Allthe glories
of the country are to be thus honoured ; and I
have determined to give the name of Richari
Lenoir to this new Boulevard, and thus to i give
greater prominence to the man who, from being
a simple artisan of the Faubourg St. Antoine,
Jbecame one of the first manufacturers in France,

- who was decorated by the Emperor with: his own'

hand, for-the immense improvements he made in

_the cotton trade, and who employed a fortune,

nobly acquired in supporting his workmen during
adverse times, and armed them when it was ne-
cessary to repel foreign invasion. Let us then
give our attention to everything that can im-
prove the national condition of the people, and
elevate their moral character. Lot uskeep be-
fore their eyes, as a noble end for their attain-
ment, the example of those who haye acquired
fortune by labour, esteem by probity; and glory!
by. the courageous. fulfilment of duty.” After
this speech the Emperor delivered; crosses and
decorations to the Prefect; many: of his subordi-
nates, and the Curate of the Parish; - The Em-
press then got into her carrlage, and the Em-
peror and his suite mounted their horses, and the
cortege returned at a rapid pace to the Tuileries,
the troops preceding and closing in behind the
party, so ag effectually to bar any approach to
the Tmperial pair. s T

AndI con-
fess it is especially gratifying to me, that this
generous welcome hags proceeded, not alone from
that political party with which I am associated,
b.ut from my fellow-citizens of all political par-
ties. - (Renewed cheera,) I canonly say, after a
six months’ visit to the noblest and best govern-
ed land on earth, that I feel mors than eyer deep-
ly. impressed ‘with the necessity for Upper Cana-
dians of all - shades of political opinion to unite
heartily in advancing the great interests of our
country, and to forget those minor differences
which have so long separated us, (Cheers.) So
far as I am concerned, that devotion to the in-
terests of our country which you have been good
.enough in  your address to ascribe to me, has
bgen in no wise diminished by my visit to Great
Britain.. 'On the contrary, I have come back
with strength invigorated, with new and I trust
enlarged views; and with the most earnest desire
to aid in advancing the prosperity and happiness
of Canada. (Cheers.) - You have been good
enough to allude to the changs thathas occurred
in my domestic relations,—(great cheering;—
and I shall only express my belief that the part—
ner who comes from ‘my native city is one who
will:do credit to the country she hag left, as well
as to the land of her adoption. (A call was here
made by some one in the crowd for three cheers
for Mrs. Brown, which was most enthusiastically
responded t0.) Omne word more and [ have done
—for it would be most improper to detain you
another moment in such a night as this. Bt
what I wish to say is, that I f_el deeply, and I
shall feel deeply all the days of my life, the great
honour and kindness you have shown me on this
occasion. (Great cheering.)

My Friends,—~The demonstra'ion with which
you have honoured me this night surpasses any-
thing I could possibly have conceived could be
given in Toronto. - I confess that I stand abash-
ed and confounded by it, and know not what
language to use in thanking you for your kind-
ness. - You have said in your address that you
have tendered me this reception in conscquence
of public  gervices I have rendered to Upper Ca-
nada; Butwell I know that nothing I have been
able to-accomplish entitles me to so distinguish-
ed an honour as you, in the generosity of ycur
hearts, have awarded me. But I'accept it as one
of those expressions of popular goad will that
are designed to strengthen the hands of public
men, and give them encouragement in maintain.
ing the public cause It is but another evidence
to'me, and to.all the public men of Canada, that
when public men faithfully serve the people, the
people wlll stand by them and generously give
them their confidence. (Enthusiastic cheers)
After twenty-five years of unceasing toil, I have
been on a visit to my native country, and I can
assure you that the six months I have been ab-
sent have been to mea period of ‘inexpressible
delight. " In passing from one section of Great
Britain to another,’and in every part of the king-
dom which T visited, I found new scenes of in-
tense pleasure and gratification —and high as
were my recollections of old England, I come
back with vastly enlarged views of the great-
ness of “England and of the:British people.

T come back too, I trust, with a better
knowledge of public affairs, and with a more ar-
dent desire to serve the peopls of Upper Canada
earnestly, faithfully, and with a single mind.
.(Loud cheers.) * Tt hag been most .gratifying to
me to be told that in this demonstration there
are united men of all political parties. (Loud

‘cheers.) I trustthat inall the public movements

we make in Upper Canada, we will pay more re-
gard to the lessons readus by the mother coun-
try, and that; whenever the great interests of Ca-
nada are at risk, we will forget our mere politi-

cal partizanship, and rally round the cause of

our country. (Cheers) That at least will be
my motto, and I trust Tmay yet be enabied to
give some slight return for your generous wel-
come to~night. © (Loud cheers.)”

SEVERE STORM 1N THE GULF oF CAN30.—We
have a letter placed in our hands dated New
Richmond, 17th Dec., giving these details of the
effscts of the storm. The tide rose very high,
driving several vessels so high on the beach that
their owners will have fgreat difficulty in getting
them off.

The Herald city article says :—President Lin-
coln’s message was regarded on the Stock Ex-
change, as of a specific character, and led to pre-
dictions that hostilities between the North and
South would speedily be brought to an end. Pre-
sident Lincoln’s allusions to foreign affairs are
variously construed.

The London Times says that it is sufficient that
Mr. Lincoln expresses respect for the rights of
neutrals, and a readiness to establish a mutual
convention te adjust the complaints. The words
of offense are left to the Secretary of the Navy,
and experience has shown how little they need
Le heeded, when we look towards the South.
The Times says that the message of Mr. Lincoln
is less athreat of extermination than a bid for
peace. .

In another article the Times says that the
emancipation scheme of Mr. Lincoln is a labord
substitute for his edict of September, and the
dream of a very weak man.

The London Herald finds the message of Mr.
Lincoln made up of platitudes, absurdities' and
inconsistencies. It adds that Mr. Lincoln ought
to know that if the Confederates were not allow-
ed belligerent rights, the blockade of the South-
ern ports, and the sea:ch of British ships, would
not be tolerated.

The London Daily News says Mr. Lincoln’s
emancipation scheme does his humanity credit ;
but it has no faith in it, and believes: the libera-
tion of the slaves can only be accomplished by
‘WAar.

The London Morning Post cannot imagine
how the Federal Government arrived at the con-
clusion that Great Britain, after once recognizing
the belligerent character of the South, would re-
cede from the position taken.

The Tuscarora had overhauled the steamer
Thistle when leaving Madeira for Nassau. The

British war steamer Leopold tried to stop the |.

Thistle to see what the Tuscarora had done, but
the Thistle would not stop. The Tuscarora’s
officers represented that they had not taken the
Thistle ; but it was considered strange that she
ran away from a British vessel. The Tuscarora
left Madeira on the 30th of November, to return
in a few days.

The London Globe defends the British Gov-
ernment against blame in all the Alabama’s af-
fairs. It says the Federal Agents could not get
evidence sufficient against her, and Government
could not possibly interfere.

The Export from Quebee i3 great] reduced
from what it was last year; wgirls oi_r suppiy
has been greatly in excess and the stocks in
consequence are unusually large,especially White
Pine—which, with Board Wood, amounts 1o
about nineteen millions against fourteen mill.
ions of feet in 1861.—Much, however, of what
winters, is poor and ordinary in quality and
unfit for shipment, and we question if there is as
much prime timber in the hooms as wintered
over last season.

Cape Race, Dec. 27th.—The 8. S. Etna, Liver-
pool 17th via Queenstown 18th, passed this point
on Saturday at 1,30 p.m., en route for New
York.

The S. S. Persia from New York arrived at
Liverpool on the 156th inst., with machinery
disabled, and the Asia will take her place on
20th.

The City of Washington arrived out on the
15th, and the Jura on the 16th.

Breadstuffs quiet and steady.

Provisions dull.

Consols closed on Wednesday 924 to 924 for
money.

The President’s message was eagerly canvas-
sed, but it had no effect and no faith is exhibited
in his emancipation scheme.

Washington, Dec. 28th.—The enemy’s cavalry
of course Stuart’s, got entirely around Burnside’s
army yesterday, having Dumfries in their posses-
sion.

A body of troops under Colonel Canby,
who it is c!arged had no pickets out,
were surprised in the night and suffered capture
to an extent difficult to fix. Rumor enumerates
our loss from 1600 down to 23.

The 17th Pennsylvania cavalry was roughly
handed, and withdraw in considerable haste.
Arms were first placed in the hands of this re-
giment only a week ago. 3

Fifteen - wagons containing the regimental
property are said to be lost. It is debated wheth-
er we also lost the whole of 4 battery or only
half of it.

Last rizht these swift riding marauders were
in possession of Occoquan.

The wires between us here, and Burnside’s
command they cut.

A telegraph despatch from the operator of
Burke’s Station, this evening, states they were
within 3 miles of it and spurring.

The movement of troops from here to the scene
of this enterprise has been prompt and forcible,
cavalry and infantry ; but Stuart’s successes in
these affairs have never been partial.

Since writing this we hear that Stuart and his
comrades were early this morning within 6 miles
of Fort Lyon ;-also that they got the whole of
the battery at Dumfries and Occoquan, and fell
on a detachment of the cavalry. A fight ensued,
unequal 01 our side, in which the 22nd had 20
men killed and wounded. Capt. Johnson who

commanded the post, was among the killed. The
whole detachment, killed or disabled, was cap-
tured.= - °

Louigville, Dec. 28.—John Morgan, with 2,800
of his guerillas, attacked Lt.-Col Smith at
Elizabetltown, Ky.. yesterday, commanding 250
men in a stockade.  After a severe fight our
forces retreated to the Court House and build-
ings near it. Their losses are not stated, and
the result is unknown.

This city has been intensely excited all day by
multidinous rumours« of skirmishes in varicus
proximate localities, At headquarters at 11
to-night, they were unadvised thereof, and ute
terly discredit them. .

Reports from Memphis say that our pickets
have been driven into the fortifications, and that
the Rebels have been committing depredations

there.
